long.”” This report was adopted. |
Such invitation was giyen and ac-
cepted. The Church England in-l
itiated the work, but the “work was|
the achievement of English-speaking i
Christendom as a whole.

The revision of the New Testa-
ment was completed in 407 meetings,
distributed over more than ten years.:
The revision- was finally presented to.
Convocation on May 17, 1881. The
revision of the Old Testament occu-
pied 792 day®, and was finished on
June 20, 1884. The revised Apocty-
pha did not make its appearance un-
til 1895. ;

The delegates of the Clarendon
Press in Oxford, and the syndics of
the Pitt Press in Cambridge, Eng-
land, entered into a liberal arrange-
ment with the revisers, by which the
necessary funds were provided
all their expenses.

"The ‘war aghinst {llicit dealers in
habif-forming drugs is being prosecut-
ed vigorously by officials of the Fed-
eral Department of Heelth, working in
co-operation wjth the Royal Canadian
Mounted Police, but it is stated that
there is hardly a section of the Do-
minion which is not in some measure
enmeshed by these drugs. Ewery pos-
sible means is being taken to unearth
offenders, and during = period of
eight months in 1920 prosecutions
have been obtained jn forty different
sections of the country, and fines in
these cases amounting to apnroximnte-
1y $20,000.

In Montreal two women were tound
guilty of attempting to transport
narcotine from Montreal to Corawall,
Ontario. The shipment involved had
a value of anywhere from ten "o
twenty thontsand‘ dollars, After a pro-
longed fight in the Montreal courts
the women were found guilty and
fined $600 and ~osts, the drugs being
confiscated. \

In Saskatoon recently twenty-onc
persons werq arrested and convioctcd,
fines in many cases of $1,000 together
with terms of imprisonment, being
imposed. In many cases drugs to the
value of $12,000 wholesale were con-
fiscated and when the hundred’ per
cent. profit of the traffickers were
added these shipments would hLave
had a marked value of $50,000 cor
$60,000.

Peddlers’ dealers’ &nd even doctors’
names are included among those con-
victed. In one case the nume of the
doctor found guilty has been erased
from the register of the College of
Physﬁcians and Surgeons of the pro-
vince in which he practised. Many
doctors have been fined $500 and up,
and in other cases persons convicted
have been sent to prison for terms
of two years ot harid labor.

Many ingenious devices for getting
the drugs into Canada have been dis-
covered by the health Jdepartment of-
ficials in their work to stamp out the

“underground craffic” im narcotine.

May Yet Be King.

Although the vote recently taken
in Greece favors Constantine, the re-
sult is not a permanent settlement
of the question, Who will occupy the
throne? To the Allies, and especially
to Great Britain and France, guaran-
tees of the independence and consti-
tution of Greece under the treaty of
1836. Constantine is not acceptable.
Before the plebiscite was taken the
Government of Greece was notified of
the attitude of the Allies. To reftore
Constantine would have been to ap-
prove of his hostila acts durfng the
war. . The Allies had no wish to in-
terfere with the choice or arrange-
ment the people of Greece may make,
but the Allies naturally reserve free-
dom of action with respéct to their
relations with any goverpment of
which Constantine may be the die-
tator.

Notwithstanding the vote the ex-
pectation all along has been that the
final outcome of all this would be a
compromise, and that in the end the
throne woyld be occupied by Con-
stantine’s eldest son, George, the
Crown Prince, although when his
father was expelled, the expulsion in-
cluded the Crown Prince, who was
known to be hostile 1o the Allies as
was his father and his Prussian
mother, ex-Queen Sopia, a sister of
the ‘ex-Kaiser.

of the water, where his name was not
so well known.

In the United States one of the chief
objections to the League was the
argument that it would be dominated
by Great Britain and that her desires
would control the councils ‘of - the
League. How unfounied was this

1 beljef may be gathered from the fact

that at the first mesting of the As-
sembly a principle was carried in
direct opposition to Britain.

It 'was laid down that a committee
should be formed to supervise the
carrying - out of the mandates over
backward countries, ani that powers
who -held mandates should have only
very limited representation on this
committee. Despite the fact that
Great Brftain strenuocusly npposed the
resolution it was duly carried by the
Assembly.

With such men in the Assembly as
Lord Robert Cecil representing South
Africa and Lloyd George and Arthur
Balfour representing Great Britain,
it would seem that the Canadian dele-
gates would have been overshadowed,
yet correspondents at the Assembly
report that Canada is cue of the c!uef

powers in the debates and is txklng

a stand. which excites the admiration
of the other nations.

One of the delegates to the Assem-!
bly brought in a2 resolution that the
League should control all the raw ma~
terials of the member nations. This,
of course, would include Canadian
wheat, nickel, iron, copper, lumber,
etc., and the resolution was stren-
uously opposed by Hon. N. W. Rowell,
one of Canada’s three delegates,

The stand taken by Canada was
endorsed by the Souith American
States, and in fact it is becoming ap-
parent that Canada is the spokesman
for the continent of America. In the
absence of the United States it is to
Canada the Assembly turns to learn
the probable attitude the States
would adopt to any resolution.

During the Peace (onference, while
the constitution of the League was
being debated, Sir Robert Borden
strongly opposed the now famous
“Article Ten.” 1t was against this
clause that the chief opposition was
raised during the debate at Ottawa.

In accordance with Canadian
policies the Canadian delegates have
boldly attacked this clcuse in the .As-
sembly and have brought forward a
resolution that it be struck out of the
Covenant.

Briefly Article Ten lays down that
all members of the League agree to
preserve the territorial integrity of
their fellow members. The clause
proved the most contentious during
the debates at Washington and if*the

This has led to the reyival
of reports that he wdill continus no’
longer his active connection. with the
Turf, and that next year he will hand
over the control of the Royal stud to
the Prince of Wales. Tuere is, how-
ever, no authority for such a.state-
ment, and according $o present ar-
rangements naxt year wilk ‘see the
King tryving his luck on the flat once
more with, it is to be hoped, consid-
erably more luck.

MESOPOTAMIAN PAPERS.
| The return to England of the editor
of one of those curious semi-official
newspapers published in Mesopotamia
during the war reminds one of the
many remarkabie little publications of

the kind that sprang up, ususally after .

a good deal of staff work, in places
as far apart as East Africa, Salonika,
and ‘Palestine. ‘On the -occupation of
Basrah in 1914 a rcaptain in an Indian
regiment had the enterprise to start
2 daily paper, giving his isolated pub-
lic the then atfternunated = telegrams
from the European fronts. The exig-
encies of the period necessitated a
pontinuous change of editors, but in
pite of that a steady sale was found
mong the troops and the educated
ocal merchants competea with one
pother for advertising space, * thus
placing the paper oa a sound financial
ooting. The success of the “Basrah
Mimes” led §o its being subsidifed by
he British political authorities, and
oon after the occupation of Bagdad
nother paper was slarted there un-
er the guidance of the civil adminie-
ration. - The exigencies of Govern-
pent printing * worked -against the
chnical improvement or enhrge-

ment of these papers. Both had
Argbic editions under separate edi-
torial control, which were disposed
of to local enthusiasts soon after the
cessation of hostililites. “With the de-
velopment of Basrah, which seems in-
evitable, the “Badrah Times” should
flourish and expand, especially if. it is
released. from Government
of ‘these publications can be seen at
the Imperial War Museum.

THINNING OUT THE ARTILLERY.

The reduction of the tenure of com-
mand from five to four years is Having
& marked effect on the Royal Artillery.
This was an expedient to cope with
the surplus of senior Regular officers
whose numbers increased im exact
ratio to the number -of other ranks
demobolized. Not long since, it was
a common occurrence to find five or
six majors attached to a-sipgle bat-
tery. There were, roughly over two
hundred for whom no employment
could be found, and the present high
rate of pay- compared withi the low
rate of pension was an inducement
to':remain on* in preference to send-
ing in their papers.' A large number
of this rank, howover, have now been
absorbed as  Territorinl adjutants,
ordinarily, a subaltern’s appointment,
carrying with it the temporary rank
of Major. Compulsory retirement. of
lieutenants at the age of 35 materially
asgisted the thinning- out process at
the other end.” By July or August
next, it is said, there will not be serv-
ing.in the mobile artillery a single
officer who hel} the rank of major
prior to the war.

“ECLIPSE FIRST: THE REST NO-
: WHERE.”

The series of remains of #famous
British racehorses preserved in the
Natural History Museum at South
Kensington, London, has, ‘I hear, re
ceived a very wvaluable addition in
the skeleton of the famous thorough-
bred Eclipse, which has been placed
in the Museum on psrmanent loan-by
the Royal Collepe of Veterinary
Surgéons. . Eclipse is perhaps the
most celebrated horse in the apnals
of the British Turf. Bred by the
Duke of Cumberland in 1764 (the year
of the great eclipse of the sun, and
hence the name), the great horse diel
in 1789, in his 26th year. A chestnut
w1th a white blaze on the face, and
one white foot, he  was never beaten.
and during his twd years’ turf career
was the winner of eighteen races.
Eclipse was sired by Marske, a great-
grandson of the Darley Arabian, and
his triumphs gava rise to the long-
famous phrase, “It was a case of
Eclipse first; rest nowhere.”

A Fgmﬂiar Name.

We take the following from an
elchange. The Mr. P. J. Little refer-
rgd to.is the son of the late Philip
Francis Little, one of the Fathers of
Responsible Government-in this coun-
try, who was appointeéd to the Su-
preme Court on November 1st, 1858.
He died in Ireland on @ctober 23rd,
1897. Shortly after the-dedth of Sir,
Joseph I. Little, Chief.Justice of the
Supreme Court of Newfoundland,
Mr. P. J. Little,»a nephew of Sir
Joseph, and who was arrested as de-
scribed below, visited St. John’s, and
remained here a considerable time,
making himself very popular” in the
community. The facts are as follows:

WELL ENOWN DUBLIN MAN AR-
RESTED.

Mr. P. J. Little, Dublin, was ar-
rested .by the military when an Arbi-
tratioh Court was about to sit at
Clogheen Workhoude.

The Guardians and representatives
of the Poor Law Officers’ Association
were to discuss matters in dispute re-
garding salaries and emoluments. Be-
for the business commenced an officer
entered the room and informed those
present that he had instructions to be
present. .

Father Coffey, who was present, in-

minutes after Mr. P. J. Little entered

ithe members of the Conciliation Board
decided not to proceed.

Mr. W. J. Skinner, solicitor, Clonmel,
and Mr. Casey, solicitor, Mitchels-
town, were present on behalf of the
parties concerned. All were about to’
leave when the officer spoke to Father
Coffey and said he had a duty to per-
form. He said he would allow Father
Coffey to retire. The latter left, and
the officer then gearched those present,
including the solicitors, closely scan-
ning the contents of their pockets. Mr.
Little’s portmanteau was examined.

Pockets Searched.

A number of letters were retained,
including a Ietter to Mr. Skinnér from
the Clerk of Clogheen Union request-
ing him to -attend the Conciliation
Board on behalf of the staff, and an-
other private letter. The officer took
the names and -addresses and _then
stated ‘that all except Mr. Ltitle could'
leave. Mr. Little was taken into
cnstody and was conveyed to the mili-
tary ﬁmacks, ‘where he was detained.

Mr. Little's father was the first Pre-
mier of Newfoundland after Home Rule
was conceded, and his uncle was Chief
Justice of that country.

Child Welfare.

The Child Welfare Movement is
neither sentimental nor emotional ‘but
is rather ‘a completely practical ques-
tion, dealing with the most pressing
need of the British Empire; and in-
deed Newfoundland’s scanty popula-
tion cannot afford to disregard any
longer this vital need of' caring for
its most valuable asset. Every one
knows that we are only just awaking
to a consciousness of the dreadful
neglect.of our infant population, and
what is far worse, the neglect of the
mothers who in large numbers have
survived- despite rather than because
of any special care. This indictment
does not of course apply at the present
time to St. John’s where nurses: and
doctors abound; but it is applicable
both now and}n the past to Greater

Newfoundland. Hence the public ought ).

to be brought to realize that they owe
a duty to the child, and this can only
be arrived at by discussions and can-
vassing by the leaders of this move-
ment, and there ought to be lectures
given by the women who are equipped
with theory and furnished with prac-
tical experience, for tixey are especi-
ally fitted to bring. home,to the public
mind the vital importance of saving
the babies and of informing those of
us who have not shown any interest
in this matter that an efficient Child
Welfare service means saving life by
bringing to maturity numbers of child-
ren who otherwise were doomed to
early death. This being the Feast of
the Holy Innocents, seems a particular-
ly appropriate season to make a plea
for the-little ones. Whilst visiting a
new born baby on Christmas Day I
was told by the nurse that she had
lately assistéd at the twentieth birth
in a certain family, and a little pre-
vious she had been present in another
family at the birth of the thirteenth.
If these two mothers had been living
in England or America these large
families would have been hailed with

cause these mothers had simply ful-
filled a law of nature but because their
standard of proddctiveness "is the
highest known to t i world, especial-
ly at this time of crisfé when the value
of individual life is so much emphasiz-
ed. The care of the expectant mother
has been much more before us than
the care of the mother of the new
born infant. One thing is clear, which
is ‘that the mother of a number of
young children ought to be assisted
and her burden lightened, for if it is
so hard a task to meet the high cost of
living in small families of ordinary
means, how impossible it must be for
poor.mothers to rear a dozen or more
children with even the most element-
al attempts toward the decencies of
life.—BETHEL.

Room Full of
. Amazing Riches.

In Teheran, the capital of Persia, is
a lofty room, about the size of one of
the smaller European cathedrals,
which contains .more heaped-up rich-
es than "any other equal area in the
world, writes a traveller, who has
recently: visited that country. It is
the throne room of Persia, a sealed
place, open only rarely to a favored
few. N ’

Opening from the grand staircase
of the Shah’s palace, the room looks
on a beautiful court, musical with the
sweet confusion of voices of myriads
of birds and the splash of fountains,
redolent, of soft languorous odors.

Just a block or two away is a street
of misery, of poverty and sometimes
famine. Yet in the Shah’s courtyard,
the palace. or the throne room, there
could be no remembrance of want;
the senses are henumbed with the
profusion of wealth.

The ceiling is faced with prisms of
cut glass and from it hang half a
dozen magnificent chandeliers, blaz-
ing with lusters and touched with
various colors. On the floor are more
than fifty rugs—I counted them—’
some of them hundreds of years old.’
There was one little thing that one
could have carried off in one’s hands,
a rug with a'tree rising from its base;’
looking at that I could really almost
sympathize with the Persian’s excuse
for brigandage. And between wall and
wall" are tables, priceless tables and

And here and there amid the glory
is some cheap grotesque thing that
looks as if it came out of a five-and-
tetn-cent store—a cheap vase, an, ugly
crockery figure, a knot of dusty ar-
tificial flowers.

The Climax of the Place.

But from the doorway what halts
the eye, what is the climax of the
place, is the peacock throne, It
stands at the head of the room, a
striking object even seen at a distance
and in perspective. It is about the
size and shape of a French bed, a
structure with a floor, six broad legs,
a headboard, sides, and at the foot
three mounting steps.

It is covéred with thick gold foil en-
ameled in deep blues and greens. The
headboard is a glory of color. At the
top is a huge sunburst of diamonds,
and underneath three emeralds, each
about the size of 3 checker board
square. At the two ends of the head-
piece are two jewelled peacocks.

Wherever one looks on the surface
of this throne are to be seen jewels
—diamonds and emeralds, pearls and
sapphires, turquoises and rubies—set
in with lavsih profusion. At one side
of the throne stands a chair on_which.
the Shah is crowned, a chair heavy
with gold, foil and set with delicate
and lovely pearls, graduated in all
sizes.

Where Lost Pins Go.

Where do they all go? A member
of the French Academy’ of .Science
has found the solution.

Under
average conditions of exposure to air
an ordinary pin \ceases to exist after
twenty months. A pemw-nib takes four
months less. ' A needle is given extra
protection by its high polish, so.it
takes the atmosphere nearly five years
to eat it away. In fact, pins perish
owing to their not being protected by
paint. - So ‘wouldl ‘an ‘iron  bridge,
' though, of.course, the process would
take longer. If it were not for the
paint that protects them against the
inroads vof the atmosphere, bridges
and battleships would in time blow
away into thin air.
