She is 
very resigned, and would be contentjif 
only she could get the body.

If the body is given up, the party are 
resolved to “wake" it at Alike Starr’s 
hotel, in spite of any conditions. That 
was the decision come to at a meeting 
last night. This morning it was serious­
ly believed by the authorities that an or­
ganization had been formed for the pur­
pose of rescuing the body. Active pre­
parations have been made to meet any 
outbreak.

It is rumoured that sëveral seizures of 
men and arms have been made to-day. 
The authorities, however, are dumb on 
the matter. Some old clothes sales in 
the market-place were stopped to-day by 
the police. Extravagantly large crowds 
were collected,1 and were composed of 
questionable material.

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The Revolt in Cuba. \
The correspondence of the N. Y. 

{Tribune telegraphed the following to 
that journal on the 10th.

The news from the interior grows 
nxpre and more alarming for. the Cap­
tain-General. So far from being sup­
pressed, the insurrection, which was 
long confined to the eastern end of 
island, around Baya mo, 400 miles 
from Havana, seems steadily spread­
ing westward toward the Cuban met­
ropolis. The startling intelligence 
reaches us that outbreaks have oc­
curred almost simultaneously at San­
to Espiritu, more than half-way from 
Bayamo to Havana; at Cienfi 
the southern coast, stili^kWSr to 
Havana, and in direcU^Mmuication 
with it; at Trini^atrranother point 
on the southerreoast only a little 
farther the .eastward, and at points 
between Vill -Clara and Sagua la 
Grande, on the north coast and still 
nearer the Capital. More ominous 
still.is the fact that difficulties have 
occurred between the citizens and the 
soldiers at a town so important and so 
near the Capital as Metanzas, on the 
North Coast, and that seizures of 

“ arms have occurred only nine leagues 
out of the city. All these arc believ­
ed to come from the forces of Quesa- 
da, one of the principal associates 
of Cespedcs. The. Spaniards vainly 
followed him westward from Nue- 
tas, and now suddenly find him plant­
ed on their lines of railroad, and 
threatening the important station 
of Ville C’ira. The citizens of that 
place have been called out by the 
Spanish authorities and forced under 
arms to aid the regular troops. Ques- 
ada is known to have seven regiments 
under him, well armed. His great 
want is artillery. The rich planters 
are evidently encouraging him, for he 
has plenty of money. The island gen­
erally may be said to be in a, state of 
undermined revolt, ready to flame out 
into a general insurrection at any mo­
ment. The Captain-General has only- 
volunteer troops at hand.
