Killed on the Railroad.—The acci­
dent noticed in the papers lately as % hap­
pening to a railway train in England on 
the 2nd inst., fllnd in which nine persons 
were instantly killed and many wounded, 
has been the cause of deep grief to the 
inhabitants of a large part of Waterloo 
and Oxford counties. Dr. John Corson, 
a resident of Washington, Oxford county, 
went about three months ago to Scotland 
to visit his friends there, and obtain a 
short respite from toil, and happening to 
be on the fated train while on his way 
home, he was unfortunately one of those 
who were killed. His family were ex­
pecting him home on Saturday, the 19tb, 
and on Friday his little ones were in 
great glee at the prospect of seeing their 
papa next day, when alas ! a letter re­
ceived by Mrs. Corson that evening told 
them the dreadful news, that they were 
never to see him again with mortal eyes,

Hon. Neal Dow’s Lecture.
Pursuant to advertisement the Hon. 

Neal Dow delivered *one of his stirring 
temperance addresses in the Good Tem­
plars’ Hall, Macdonnell street, on Thurs­
day evening. The audience was a large 
and intelligent one,and frequently greet­
ed the lecturer with well deserved ap­
plause, as he told a good aiieodote or 
made an excellent point in favour of pro­
hibition and against the liquor traffic.

The proceedings commenced by the 
audience singing the temperance opening 
ode, accompanied on the meloileon by 
Mrs. Moulton. Prayer was then offered 
by the Rev. Mr. Large, of Orangeville, 
after which the Chairman, the {Rev. W. 
F. Clarke, in a few suitable remarks in­
troduced the lecturer of the evening.

The Hon. Neal Dow on coming for­
ward was received with great applause, 
and began by referring to the pleasure he 
experienced in re-visiting Guelph, one 
of the prettiest and most prosperous 
towns he had seen in Canada, and whose 
beauty and prosperity would be both in? 
creased wcie it fortunate enough to have 
banished from its midst the direful curse 
of liquor. One of the most powerful evils 
the advocates of temperance had to con­
tend with was the prescriptions of medical 
men for alcohol to their patients. It is 
very difficult to convince people that 
alcohol is so detrimental and disastrous, 
when medical men declare it to be good 
both as medicine and diet. But to say 
so is simply quackery on their part. A 
shipload of alcohol does not contain a 
particle of food ; in ninety-nine cases out 
of a hundred, alcoholic prescriptions do 
more harm than good. But the doctors 
will continue to give these prescriptions 
until the people rise in their might to 
stop them. With the medical profession, 
certain cures have been predominant for 
a time, and then they have been succeed­
ed by others, and so it will be with al­
coholic prescriptions. Some present 
might probably remember that it used to 
be the practice to prohibit water in 
fevers, and the lecturer instanced the 
cases of his own cousins, two of whom 
died calling for water, and the third was 
so clamorous for the same drink that his 
mother m spite of the energetic protest­
ations of tho doctor in attendance gave 
him water to drink, and he made a most 
marvellous recovery and is alive at this 
day a strong and healthy man. Npw-a- 
days, in fever cases, the doctors say give 
the patients plenty of water and fresh air. 
Doctors change their fashions just as 
milliners and tailors change theirs ( loud 
laughter). The doctors used to bleed 
everybody and nearly every one they 
bled died in consequence. • They had 
lancets for various constitutions, a large 
one for blacksmiths and persons of that 
sort, and varying in size for all the var­
ious gradations of constitutions down to 
the merest infant ! Then the fashion 
changed again and they took to blister­
ing, no matter what was the ailment,and 
the lecturer convulsed the audience by 
narrating a story of a man who consult­
ed a medical man about some ailment, 
and who was' informed in reply, that he 
must undergo the pleasant process of 
blistering, the man'stoutly objected, and 
the doctor as strongly insisted that if the 
patient’s life was to be saved, the blister­
ing process must be resorted to. Finally 
the man consented, and bargained that it 
should be applied to his right leg—the 
ailment being in some totally different 
portion of the body—the doctor consent­
ed, remarking that it might do just as 
well there as any other place ; the blister 
was accordingly applied, and to the doc­
tor’s amazement the leg was discovered 
to be a wooden one, and the patient 
u oüld have the blister no where else ! 
After blistering, then calomel came into 
vogue, and so thoroughly dosed were the 
unfortunate victims of this new remedy, 
that he knew cases where it. had play­
ed such havoc with the teeth that 
the patients used to spit them out ! Now, 
the doctors prescribe alcohol, and, alas !

Honour to a Guelph Bov.—At the 
annual convocation of the University 
College of Toronto, which took place a 
few days ago, we see that Ephraim Ste­
venson, son of Mr Win Stevenson, 
Guelph Nurseries, took the second prize 
for public reading. This is no small 
honour, as it is the first time for many 
years that the prize for public reading 
has been awarded to any student, except 
those in their fourth or last year, our 
young friend Stevenson having only com­
pleted his second year. The prize con­
sists of a magnificent copy of Dante and

men to become drunkards through this 
disastrous agency. Alcohol is a positive 
mischief and in no sense a good. The 
lecturer here referred to the McCulloch- 
Laycoek controversy in Edinburgh, Scot­
land, and explained why it was that Dr- on a 
McCulloch denounced the eminent Profes. 
sor Laycock as a “ quack,” when he de- 
liveied his famous lecture against Teeto- 
talism, and in defence of the opinion 
that alcohol was useful and necessary, 
and furnished force, food and fuel to the 
system. Dr. McCullouch, he said, com­
pletely succeeding in exposing the utter 
ignorance of so eminent a man as Pro­
fessor Laycock, and fully justified the 
startling heading of his lecture “ Profes­
sor Laycock to be dissected.” And so we 
all are warranted in stigmatizing every 
doctor who prescribes strong drugs to his 
patients as a quack. They say it is 
strengthening ; do they give beer to their 
cows to increase the lacteal fluid, and 
would it do so if they did ? But in this 
very important matter of strong drink

♦ions. Referring pleasantly to the Globe's 
recent strictness on his remarks regard­
ing the liquor traffic in Scotland, the lec 
tarer, in reply, proceeded to say that of 
coarse he had a peculiar way of putting 
things. What was he there for ? And 
why was he travelling the length and 
breadth of America and Britain, but in 
order to convince and rouse people by 
his way of putting things. We acknow­
ledge he said to being extreme men, but 
not fanatics. There is a mighty differ­
ence, 1br instance, between sympathizing 
with a woman who has lost her child by 
falling into- a well, and who is in the 
most intense distress in consequence, and 
a woman who has only lost a bundle of 
clothing by letting it fall into the same 
receptacle. In consequence of liquor, 
millions and millions are living in the 
most abject, deplorable misery, and mil­
lions of money are thrown away in the 
purchase of itr and yet we are to be 
charged with fanaticism in wish ng and 
endeavoring to put it down. We in New 
England have suppressed the accursed 
traffic, but you, with the same blood,with 
the same thoughts and aims and pur­
poses, and enterprize, license it. Mr. T. 
Hughes, M.P., England, in a speech de­
livered to his constituency, said that he 
neither agreed with the moral suasionists 
nor the Maine liquor men, he wished to 
make the law more severe against the 
drunkard. But the lecturer contended 
the drutkard was oagjjally punished 
now, for the drunkard is a traitor to his 
God and his country, and abrogates all 
his rights. And even if you did pass a 
l*w of greater severity,, if you decreed 
that a drunkard should lose a finger for 
every time he was convicted of drunken­
ness, in tfan days every finger and thumb 
he had would be amputated. He made 
the same statement before a Cornish 
audience, and one of the miners who was 
present rose up and said in his deep se­
pulchral tone : “ Yes, every word the lec­
turer says is true ; I know and feel it to 
be true were it my own case.” The lec­
turer also here related a story told him 
by the Bishop of Hriron, of a person in 
whom he took a great interest, but who, 
unfortunately, had become irresistibly 
addicted to strong drink, and who told 
the good Bishop that if he had his choice 
between a glass of liquor and being sent 
to hell, he would still prefer the former, 
so uncontrollable was his thirst for the 
accursed draught. These facts only show 
the absurdity of attempting to cure 
drunkenness by a more stringent law on 
the drunkard than at present exists. 
Then why do you license the infernal 
system. Americans have been wont to. 
pride themselves on the splendor and 
completeness of their scholastic esta­
blishments, but the lecturer confessed to 
being amazed at the splendor and com­
pleteness of those in Canada, which give 
undoubted evidence of the great value 
you place upon the educational advan­
tages accruing to your children. But re­
member also that grog shops are nurser­
ies, and schools of learning of the most 
disastrous and dangerous kind, and you 
have hundreds ot them running a muck 
against society, waging deadly war 
against society, religion and God. The 
late Mr. C. Burton, M.P., himself a part­
ner in one of the largest breweries in 
England, in an admirable thoughtful 
paper on pauperism and crime, called 
the liquor traffic hb one phase of the war 
of Hell against Heaven, and that he cal­
culated there were 500,000 homes where 
happiness was unknown in consequence. 
Only think of it and shudder, 500,000 
homes were happiness is unknown 
through the baleful influence of strong 
drink. Since he (the lecturer) had been 
in Canada he had been told that the 
Maine liquor law was a failure, and told 
so, too, by a Toronto lawyer, ana n mem­
ber of the Government to boot. It was 
somewhat discreditable to snoh_ a public 
man not to have been better acquainted 
with the facts of the case, and not to 
have known that grog shops lead to pau­
perism, crime and poverty. Well may 
we exclaim, Where has he been all the 
time Lot to have discovered that. No 
doubt at its first introduction people re 
garded it purely in the light of an exper­
iment, whilst others, and good men too, 
looked upon it as impracticable, just ae 
was said by many eminent scientific men 
regarding the Atlantic Cable. But after 
upwards of 20 years experience it is no 
longer an experiment, and its success is 
-----—j within four months alter the

pioneeijtemperance State of Americaeallfl 
on the rest of the world to follow in her* 
wake and you will find protection from 
ike detestable traffic of strong drink.

The lecturer resumed his seat amid 
loud applause, after having engaged the 
audience’s universal attention for over 
twu hours.

On motion of Rev. Mr. Wood/seconded 
by Rev. Mr. Mackie, a very hearty vote 
of thanks was awarded the lecturer, who 
bowed his acknowledgment, and a simi­
lar compliment having been tendered the 
Chairman, the benediction was pro­
nounced by Rev. Mr. Wood, and the pro­
ceedings terminated.

A collection was taken up at the closer 
of the lecture and seemed to be liberally 
responded to.

The Dimkln Act.
Wë understand that at a Temperance 

Conference. held on Thursday evening it 
was resolved to endeavor to secure the 
adoption of the provisions of the Dunkin, 
Act for the Town of Guelph.

The following is à copy of tho petition 
being circulated for signatures and to- 
which a considerable number of rate-' 
payers’ names have been already At­
tached :—

“ The undersigned qualified municipal 
electors of the Town of Guelph hereby- 
require that a poll be taken in terms of 
the Temperance Act of 1864 to determine 
whether or not the qualified- municipal 
electors of the said municipality will 
adopt under authority and for enforce­
ment of the said Act the By-law follow­
ing, which we hereby propose for their 
adoption, to wit :—

“ The sale of intoxicating liquors and 
the issue of licenses therefor, is by the 
present By-law prohibited within the 
Town of Guelph, under authority, and for 
enforcement of the Temperance Act of 
1864.” __ _

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The Reform Demonstra­
tion at Mt. Forest.
GREAT ENTHUSIASM.

The Reformers of Wellington and Grey 
celebrated, on Thursday, by a grand de­
monstration and banquet, the recent vic­
tories of the party in these counties and 
in thé Province. Great enthusiasm was 
manifested in the preparations, and the 
entire proceedings were a complete suc­
cess. The farmers came into town in 
large numbers, and gave an enthusiastic 
reception to the leading Reformers who 
came up by the Toronto, Grey and Bruce 
Railway train. These were the Hon. A. 
Mackenzie, D. Stirton, M. P., Col. Higin- 
botham, M. P., R. McKim, M. P. P., Jas. 
Ross, M. P. for Centre Wellington, and 
others who came on board at way sta­
tions. Before the arrival of the train a 
procession was formed, headed by the 
Mount Forest brass band, and all drove 
to Coyne’s Hotel, the band playing in­
spiring airs. The streets were thronged 
by the yeomanry of the county with their 
wives and families. After dinner the 
procession was re-formed and wended its 
way to the spacious drill shed, which was 
filled by a large and intelligent gather­
ing, the first seats being occupied by the 
ladies. The walls were neatly decorated 
with evergreens, among which were inter­
spersed banners bearing the names of 
Mackenzie, Blake and McKellar ; “South 
Grey Redeemed;” “North Wellington 
Redeemed ;” “ Honest Government
for Ontario,” “Success for Reform,” 
“Work wins Success,” &c. Mr. D. Yeo­
mans, Président of the Reform Associa­
tion of North. Wellington, took the chair.

On the platform were the Hon. Alex. 
.Mackenzie, Dr Landerkin, M. P., R Mc­
Kim, M. P. P., D. Stirton, M. P., Hon 
E. B. Wood, Col. Higinbotham, M. P., 
Jas. Ross, M. P., Mr Geo. Colcleugh, and 
Mr W. H. Yeomans, of Mount Forest. 
The Chairman briefly expressed his plea­
sure at seeing such a large and respectable 
gathering, and his pleasure was increased 
by the presence of so many ladies. The 
Reformers of Grey and Wellington resolv­
ed to celebrate the victories of the party 
in a proper manner, and though he re­
gretted the absence of several prominent 
members of the Reform party, he wts- 
sure everything would be successful. (Ap­
plause). With some further remarks he 
inrtoduced Col.Higinbotham,who was re­
ceived with loud applause.

He said he was very much gratified at 
the presence of so many ladies, and felt 
indebted to them for their assistance in 
securing the Reform triumph of North 
Wellington ; and though he was not pre­
pared to give them the franchise, he was 
sure they exerted a beneficial influence 
upon politics. He alluded in compliment­
ary terms to Mr Mackenzie, and conclud­
ed by cordially thanking his friends for 
their hearty efforts in the late contest. 
(Cheers.)

Dr Landerkin was next introduced, and 
was warmly welcomed. He would not 
make a speech, but would heartily thank 
his supporters for their energetic labours 
in the cause of Reform in the late elec-

The Chairman then said he had great

Sleasure in introducing -the Hon. Mr. 
fackenzie. (Loud and continued cheers). 
Mr. Mackenzie, after the applause had 

subsided, said he joined in the expres­
sions of gratification at the presence of 
so many ladies, who always exercised an 
important influence in all relations of 
life ; and it was, therefore, important 
that they should be on the right side. 
He had never had the pleasure of being 
further in this section of country than 
Durham, where some years ago they had 
carried an election which had been pre­
monitory of the downfall ol the then 
Tory Government of Cartier and Mac­
donald ; now they were celebrating a 
great victory, but in doing so he did not 
think they desired to humiliate their po­
litical opponents, for he was anxious to 
inaugurate an era in political life when 
their Would be political differences with­
out personal rancour amongst acquaint­
ances or in the neighbourhood. He felt 
exceeding desirous to banish from po­
litical life all semblance of sectarian 
strife, and though a member of perhaps 
one of the strictest Protestant denomina­
tions, he had been in the recent contest 
glad to be able to appear with Roman 
Catholic candidates on precisely the same 
political platform. Confederation had 
fortunately removed from political dis­
cussion the question of separate schools ; 
and from that time the tendency 
of the public mind had been to 
cover up old dissensions, and to 
have an entirely new feel­
ing in places where formerly there was 
bitterness engendered by sectarian dif­
ferences. He then alluded to the happy 
situation in this respect of the Reform 
party, because it was by them religious 
freedom had been achieved. The Con­
servatives knew very well that the Tory 
doctrine had long been opposed to suca 
freedom, on the ground that interests of 
society and the welfare of the body poli­
tic required that the counsels of the 
Sovereign should be influenced by what 
they were pleased to call Christian truth; 
but they had interpreted Christian truth 
to be the views and doctrines of some one 
xeligous denomination. The theory ot 
Reformers had been that all churches and 
all religions wère equal in the eye of the 
law, and he had no doubt that, in a 
Christian country like ours, all Christian 
denominations would unite in maintain­
ing that principle in our legislation. Mr. 
Mackenzie then showed how this theory 
had been the great object of Reformers 
in all time ; that around that central 
doctrine had clustered all the struggles of 
the Liberal party in England, which had 
rendered abortive the attempts to trans­
plant an established church in this coun­
try. That exotic would not flourish in 
our soil, and the sustained attempt to 
transplant it caused many years of pol­
itical hatred ; but the roots were finally 
eradicated, though not without much 
discord. If that attempt had succeed­
ed it would have produced the 
same injustice and deep discon­
tent that had characterized for 
centuries the English rule in Ireland, 
and we had good reason to congratulate 
ourselves that we had got clear of that 
trouble. We did not now merely cele­
brate the victories in the counties of 
Grey and Wellington, but the crowning 
victory of those principles which the Lib­
eral party in England and this country 
have striven to maintain up to the pres­
ent time. (Cheers.) They had striven 

» agairst fearful odds ; and with all respect 
to his Conservative friends, of whom he 
hoped there were many present, be must 
say that they, the Conservatives, had al­
ways obstinately opposed needed reform 
until they saw, from the tone of public 
opinion, that it must come, when they 
turned round and threw up their hats for 
it, as if they had always advocated it. 
Mr. Mackenzie hit off in a happy vein 
this common Tory trick, amidst the ap­
plause of the audience, and showed how 
that policy had been adopted in 1864, 
when constitutional changes were effect­
ed as the result of persistent Reform ad­
vocacy. The people, however, jit the

ries the stolen garments in which they
had long been masquerading, and had 
placed them in their true light. (Cheers.) 
He next exposed the absurdity and folly 
of the Tory claim that there was no dif­
ference between the two parties, and 
showed with what cunning design that 
specious argument had been adopted. He 
had during the whole contest met but 
one candidate, the Hon. J. H. Cameron, 
who called himself a Tory, and that gen­
tleman was defeated in a supposed Tory 
County-Peel. The Tories were, in fact, 
ashamed and afraid to come out in their 
true name and colors before the people, 
because the people well knew that Tory­
ism was simply retrogression and oppo­
sition to progress and liberality. Mr. 
Mackenzie pointed out how the misrule 
of Great Britain had been mainly owing 
to the efforts of the Tories to stem the 
tide of progress' and to keep back those 
principles which secured to all men 
their civil and religious rights. In 
the great struggles in England the 
Tories had endeavored to maintain 
class legislation and class rights, and 
even the divine right of kings, if any­
body could be found to accept that 
theory. The Tories had always been a 
compact body, because they united in 
resisting all progress, while the "Liberals 
had in some cases become weakened by 
want of unanimity ; but in the last elec­
tion they had united all their forces, and 
of that no better evidence could be found 
than the presence on the platform of the 
Hon. Mr. Wood. (Cheers.) Mr. Mac­
kenzie claimed that by united efforts the 
Reformers had gained at the last election 
a majority of nearly twenty over the 
Tories, and asserted that but for the 
Premier’s scandalous use of the public 
patronage, and his scandalous refusal to 
introduce an honest election law, On­
tario would not have given him 
even twenty members. (Cheers.) Mr. 
Mackenzie next preceded to illustrate 
how these pernicious Tory tactics had 
been carried out in Sir John A. Macdon­
ald’s insidious designs upon the indepen­
dence of Parliament; which had resulted, 
among other things, in the notorious 
cases of Mr. Walsh, the member for 
North Norfolk, and of Colonel^Gray. He 
enquired how it was possible that Mr. 
Walsh could act as an independent 
member of Parliament when he was con­
tinually receiving four thousand reasons 
against such a course. (Cheers and 
laughter.) Though he (Mackenzie) had 
failed in his efforts in Parliament to 
check the systematic attempts upon the 
independence of that body, he had found 
that when he appealed to the people 
the latter at once applied a corrective and 
decreed that Mr. Walsh should no longer 
sit in the House. (Cheers). By his cor­
rupt tactics Sir John A Macdonald had 
from fifteen to twenty members of the 
House directly under the influence of 
the Crown ; and in pointing out the ne­
cessity of stopping such a dangerous 
practice, Mr. Mackenzie stated that it had 
been repudiated by the Liberal party, and 
by many able thinkers among the Con­
servative party in England for many 
years, and no man could now be found 
who would defend such a principle. Mr. 
Mackenzie then described at length the 
arrogation of absolute powers to them­
selves by the Government in the Pacific 
Railway Act, and the dangerous manner 
in which they had usurped the functions 
of Parliament, not merely for the incor­
poration of any contracting company, but 
for the extraordinary purpose of altering 
an existing Act, which might stand in 
their way. (Cheers).

Denver, CoL, Oot. 25.—There is no 
longer any doubt as to the discovery of 
diamond fields in south-western Colora­
do and Arizona. Several packages of 
stones have passed through Denver, and 
after reaching San Francisco have been 
proved to contain diamonds of the first 
water, together with other precious

;ones.
A company of one hundred men is or­

ganizing here, who will start in a few 
days, equipped and provisioned for a six 
months’ expedition. Another diamond 
district has been found in Colorado, near­
ly west of Denver, on the proposed ex­
tension of thé Atcheson, Topeka & Santa 
Fee R. B. An engineers' party under 
Mr. W. H. Pagh, chief engineer of the 
A. T. & S. F. R. R., left Puebla on Sept. 
3rd, following the Arkansas River and 
Tennesee Creek to the head waters of the 
Piney River, down Piney, Grand, White, 
and Uintah Rivers, and reached Salt 
Lake City on October 14th. While pass' 
ing over that portion of the route indi­
cated by the Piney and Uintah Rivers, 
the engineers were attracted by the bril­
liancy of the stones found in this region, 
and without a suspicion of their being 
diamonds quite a number were gathered 
as specimens. After arriving at Salt Lake 
and hearing of the Arizona diamonds, 
their specimens were produced and test­
ed, and proved to be genuine diamonds.
