It is, we believe, a mistake to suppose

URUGUAY AND BRAZIL.

Relatlons Between the Two Countries—Terri-
torial Violations Complained of.

VALPARAISO, May 5.—The most recent
violation of the Territory of  Urugunay oc-
curred yesterday when the Castilhista

under Col. Anaro entered Uruguayan
territory near Rivie His intention was
%o steal horses. The commissary of police
protested against the invasion, but Amaro
threatened to kill him. Gen. Garoia, chief -
of the forces near the frontier, was advised
of the invasion, and started in pursnit with
8 troop of cavalry. The two forces met
near the line, and a fight followed, in which
twelve of the Uruguayans were killed.
