South African Reserve
The institution of the South African 

reserve has been authorised by the mili­
tia department. Any Canadian who 
served as an officer in the Canadian 
contingent of Imperial Yeomanry or any 
regular corps during the South African 
war and who does not at present belong 
to any unit of the Canadian militia is 
eligible fort-appointment, provided be is 
within the age limit, for the rank to 
which he can be appointed. Officers, on 
appointment, will be given the rank they 
held on the service in South Africa, and 
under no circumstances whilst serving 
in reserve will they receive promotion 
to higher rank in the militia.

Yukon Council
The powers of the Yukon council 

came up tonight on the vote in sup­
ply.

WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

March 28th to April 3rd, 1906.
Victoria Meteorological Office,

The weather during this week has 
been for the most part fine throughout 
Vancouver island and the lotyer main­
land. These conditions were caused by 
fhe almost continuous presence of high’ 
barometric pressure over this province, 
while from California eastward a series 
”f rain areas from the Pacific have 
been passing eastward. Upon Friday, 
March 30th, an extensive low barometer 
tea enread over the entire Pacific slope 
N rain became general from Port 
imuson to Southern California. Al- 
fongh the rainfall was light in the im- 
Jediate vicinity ot Victoria, a much 
reater amount occurred both over the 
iterior of this «land and thé lower 

mainland. This disturbance spread east­
ward to the prairie provinces, where it 
caused a warm wave with temperatures 
” t some station* as high as 70 degrees.
, w»B followed on the coast by a rapid­
ly rising barometer and a northwesterly 
gale which to a lesser extent was ex- 
nenenced upon the Straits of Fuca and 
Georgi From the end of March to
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he 3*1 instant, the barometer 
abnormally high throughout 
Pacific slope, and although 

the dave were fine and warm the radia­
tion was great at night and frosts have 
occurred on Vancouver island and the 
lower mainland upon the 1st, 2nd and 
3rd of April.

Considerable rain has fallen in the 
vicinitv ot Port Simpson and light 

. snowfalls are reported in the Yukon dis­
trict. The weather has been mild in 
Kootenay, and with the exception of a 
cold wave on the 1st and 2nd the same 
may be said of Cariboo. In the prairie 
orovinces the greater portion of the 
weèk was fair and springlike. Upon 
Tuesday. April 3rd, a moderate cold 
wave spread eastward frottuthe Rockies, 
when the temperature in some localities 
fell to 10 above zero.

RUSSIAN ELECTIONS.

St. Petersburg, April 4.—The success 
of the constitutional democrats in St. 
Petersburg on Monday was reflected to­
day in the results ot elections in all 
parts ot the empire, where the voting 
is now in full swing. Almost with­
out exception the balloting has been 
favorable to the constitutional democrats 
not only in their city stronghold but 
also in the country, where the peasant 
in many instances turned down their 
leaders and elected avowed constitution­
al democrats; At Kieff the progressives 
sweep the board and Prince Eugene 
Tj-oubetsky was successful, ensuring his 
presence in the national parliament. At 
Moghileff, which is. a Jewish local, even 
the land owners returned a solid consti­
tutional democratic delegation.

Commissioners Insist on Passing 
Over the Lowest Tender in 

Favor of Grand Trunk.

Ottawa, April 4.—(Special)—The 
Kootenay and Arrowhead bill was read 
a third time tonight.

The national transcontinental rail­
way commissioners cannot agree upon 
tender for the eastern section. Hogan 
and McDonald are the lowest tenders 
but the commissioners insist the prices 
sro too low and want to give the con­
tract to the Grand Trunk Pacific Who 
in turn will sublet it to M. P. Davis 
of Ottawa a great friend of the gov­
ernment's.

Two committees, agricultural and pub­
lic accounts met simultaneously this 
morning in an effort to ascertain who 
constitute the North Atlantic Trading 
company. An alleged syndicate of 
steamship agents with headquarters at 
Amsterdam which receives a bonus of £1 
for every continental settler it sends to 
-Canada. W. D. Scott and Deputy Min­
ister Cory could not give the names of 
the persons constituting the company, 
but James Smart late deputy minister 
of the interior was their agent in the 
Dominion; The original agreement was 
entered upon by recommendation of the 
high commissioner. Lord Strathcona, 
but Mr. Preston was commissioner of 
immigration in London at'the time. The 
system of checking the company's ac­
counts according to officials of the aud­
it branch was very loose.

EPWORTH LEAGUE MEET.

THE TELEPHONE.

Apropos of the recent discussion in 
this city respecting the telephone ser­
vice. the following from the Vancouver 
News-Advertiser of yesterday is of spe­
cial interest;

“A committee of businessmen, consist­
ing of Mr. Frank Burnett, er., Dr. A. 
R. Baker, Mr. A. Tyson, Mr. Charles 
Nelson. Mr. Mackenzie Urquhart, Mr. 
A. E. McColl, of Edgett & Co., Mr. B. 
Allan and several others, waiter on the 
telephone company yesterday morning 
with a complaint about the present ser­
vice and asked it it could not be bet­
tered. They were received hy Dr. Le- 
fevre and Mr. William Farrell, direc­
tors of the company, and Superintend­
ent H. W. Kent. The company ad­
mitted that there might be eome cause 
for complaint attributable largely to the 
recent fire, but they were now erecting 
a new central office, and by January 
next the improved switchboard would 
be in operation. In -the meantime they 
would do what they could to improve 
it. Mr. Tyson stated that the commit­
tee was satisfied the company was doing 
its best for the interests of its subscrib­
ers. Before leaving the telephone office 
the delegation was shown through the 
operating room.

“The telephone company yesterday 
received a telegram from Mr. Macken- 
-zien King, deputy minister of labor at 
Ottawa, stating that the department 
had been informed that the company 
had been taking on workmen from the 
United States to replace Canadians at 
present on strike, and directing its at­
tention to the penalties imposed under 
the alien labor law. The company 
wired back that the department had evi­
dently been misinformed, as the com­
pany was quite aware of the jfrovisioni 
of the law.

DOWIE HASTENS HOME.

City of Mexico, April 4.—Word was 
received from Ocotlan today that John 
Alexander Dowie expects to reach this 
city tomorrow on his way to Chicago.

Regina, April 4.—Premier Scott con­
tinued his speech in debate on the ad­
dress in reply today and enlivened the 
proceedings with an explanation of why 
former Premier Hanltain was passed 
over br Lieutenant-Governor H orget in 
summoning Mr. Scott to form a govern1- 
ment. It happened at Woodstock, Ont., 
when Mr. Hanltain made his famous 
speech in the Oxford bye-election, in 
which he made threats against the Ot­
tawa government and threatened to tear 
the constitution to pieces.

The Prince Albert election was also 
ventilated, amidst an acrimonious de­
bate. in the course of whifh Mr. Scott 
challenged his opponents to produce evi­
dence to support the charge that mem­
bers of the government were associated 
with crooks and he would immediately 
resign.

“The new transcontinental line of the 
Great i^orthern will be finished a year 
or more sooner than when the Grand 
Trunk is built through to the coast. Our 
line includes only eome eight or nine 
hundred miles that are stilt to be con­
structed
West of vVinnipeg .... .............................
The Grand Trunk Pacific has done 
nothing yet. It has been stated that 
tne Grand Trunk Pacific will take four 
or five years to complete its line, but 
we could finish ours within two, or at 
any rate three years from now.”

Evidently the Great Northern is seek­
ing a full and satisfactory revenge for 
the invasion of its territory on the 
American side of the line, which Mr. Hill 
regards as peculiarly within the province 
of Great Northern traffic managers. 
There is considerable speculation in rail- 
wav circles as to the outlet which the 
Great Northern will seek eastward 
Winnipeg. It is apparent in order that 
the service may be as thorough, as pos­
sible that a way must be secured. For 
the present it is believed in some circles 
that the Great Northern will use the 
Canadian Northern line from Winnipeg 
to Port Arthur, and thus gain 
to the Great Lakes. In view of the 
fact, however, that the Great Northern 
is prosecuting the
New Transcontinental Project Alone^ .. 
and is strictly independent of the Can­
adian Northern in new propositions, 
this theory is not generally accepted. 
Another feasible proposition that has 
been advanced is that the line from Hib- 
binar to International Falls or Koochi­
ching. which is under contemplation, 
will form me first link for a line be­
tween Winnipeg and Duluth.

The Great Northern has a line in op­
eration at HiDben, which is about fifty 
miles north of Duluth, and an extension 
to International Falls is almost reach­
ing the international boundary, line, and 
is regarded as practicable. Tne biggest 
portion of the projected transcontinen­
tal line now under construction is in 
British Columbia from Vancouver to 
Midway. As soon as the line is built 
on the western end it will be practically 
smooth sailing to build across the 
prairies of Alberta or any portion of 
the western provinces through which the 
Great Northern will decide to enter.

It is vain to 
deny that the man who remains at 
work while others cease to work, or 
takes the place of one who has aban­
doned his work, helps to defeat the 
aspirations of men who seek to obtain 
better recompense for their labor and 
better conditions of life.

Building Near “The Willows" Will Be 
Completed in a Few Days.

The work- ot constructing the Old 
Men’s Home balding is now all but 
complete and witSin the next few days 
will hare been entirely completed. So tar 
as the buiktipg itself is concerned very 
little remains to bè. done, the greater 
part of the remaining work being large­
ly extras.

The building as it now stands pre­
sents a very attractive appearance and 
Will make an ideal home for the old men

The site selected is in keeping with 
the building and the outside as well as 
the inside is very homelike. With a 
foundation of stone and the first story 
of brick the building will be very warm 
and the occupants will have no cause of 
complaint.

The building is reached «by double 
steps leading to the main entrance, 
which faces the north. On reaching the 
veranda the first glance shows a fine 
edtrance opening into a large hallway 
on either side of which are rooms 
wbioh will be used ns offices.

Proceeding down the main hallway 
enters the large corridor running the en­
tire length of the building from east to 
west, from, which all the sleeping rooms 
open.
’ On the East corridor there are, 11 
bedroçtps all of which are well lighted, 
having each a large window.
" At the end of the corridor a door 
opens into the yard which will make an 
easy exit instead of having to climb the 
stairway.

The west wing has only 10 rooms, 
the remainder being taken up with a 
linen closet and .there are also bath 
rooms and lavatories on both wings.

Almost immediately at the end of the 
main halMày la a' Tafge reception room 
and to the rear of tiriq. connected with 
another hallway, is the dining room. This 
is well lighted. With this, department 
is connected ' a Well arranged kitchen 
with pantry attached. ~ v

From thé kitchen one enters the cellar 
where are located four large store rooms 
all of which have concrete floors where 
goods will be stored without fear of 
dampness.

Returning to the entrance of the build­
ing, one is enabled to reach the care­
taker’s rooms by a neat staircase. Two 
large front rooms gives a fine view of 
the country to the north, while a bed­
room and dining room to the east and 
south, furnish a similar scenic view.

The upstairs is also fitted with a 
kitchen and pantry, both being com­
plete In every respect. A bath room 
and lavatory completes the upstairs. 
Over all the building one Is struck by 
the well arranged supply of light and 
in the whole building there is not a room 
that has not some means of admitting 
light.

At present there only remains a few 
additions to the plumbing and some 
•fencing; and It is expected that the 
home will be in readiness to be hand­
ed over to the authorities about May 
1st. The building was designed by 
Hooper & Watkins and the contract 
was carried ont by H. J. Knott.

The outer, or west, breakwater is 
about 1.900 feet long, and affords ample 
nroteetion to ships. The water at the 
dock will be thirty-three feet deep, 
which will be enough to float any ordi­
nary steamer.

The Atlantic terminal and harbor 
was a simpler undertaking. The plan 
made use of by •Vapt,, James B. Eads 
at the mouth of the Mississippi 
was used here. Two converging jetties 
were built at the mouth of the Coatza- 
coaicos river and the current being con­
fined scours the river bed.

The "truth Is that the 
Northwest Territories have, never enjoyed 
an hour of free political life under the 
British North America Act. When the 
territorial government was created 
political ecclesiastics and the subservient 
politicians of that day were persuaded to 
impose separate schools upon the Western 
country.

It may 
be that they have now an excellent school 
system in the West, and that there was 
bound to 'be a quarrel over the educational 
clauses of the Autonomy Acts, no matter 
at what decision the federal government 
might have arMved. But if we must cow 
exalt the appeal to “peace and goodwill” 
in order to make the path easy for Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier and his colleagues, surely 
the Liberal leader and his associates 
should have maintained this attitude to­
wards Sir Charles Tupper and his govern­
ment ten years agp. It cannot be wrong 
to embarrass Sir Wilfrid Laurier by main­
taining the very ground which Liberals oc­
cupied to the fatal embarrassment of Sir 
Charles Tupper.

FINE NAVEL ORANGES.ak-
trianscontinental railway as a govern­
ment-owned and controlled enterprise, 
instead o£ paying for it and not owning 
it or controlling it, the question of rates 
would never have troubled the people 
of Canada, as the government road 
would have set the standard for all the 
others, but in any event, we ought to 
have taken pains to have prevented the 
traffic we have .created at the expense 
of the ratepayers of Canada being taken 
out of the country at the most 
convenient points of egress. It 
is not a question of protecting the rail­
way companies, who are pretty well 
able to look after themselves, as if 
their territory be invaded can invade in 
return; but is part of the great nation­
al policy which we supposed we were 
calling into existence to build up a coun­
try for the people who are in it. If we 
decide to remain Canadians, and not be­
come Americans, we must look after 
our traffic in the sarnie way as we look 
after our trade and commerce. We pro­
tect the latter by means of tariff walls. 
If we subsidize lines for the purpose of 
creating traffic in new parts of the 
country, we should see that American 
lines do not come in and steal it from 
us once it is created.

Mount Blanc, 
the giant of the 'European Alps, is 15,700 
feet in height; Popocatepetl and Orizaba, 
in Mexico, are 17,500 and 18,300 feet, re­
spectively ; while the Himalayas reach the 
enormous altitude of 29,000 feet. Against 
this, except in a few Isolated cases, we 
can only place an altitude of 11,000 and 
12,000. But for primeval forests, beauty 
of glaciers and labyrinth organization, the 
Rockies of Canada cannot be surpassed.

“The mountains,” he continued, “are 
ever clad with white, reaching into the 
clouds. There are rocky basins filled with 
lakes of snow, emptied by rivers of ice, 
tumbling in the wildest confusion of cas­
cades and falls down to the virgin forests. 
Beneath these snowflelds are Alpine 
meadows decked with flowers, whose glor­
ies surpass the splendors of Solomon, and 
strike the 'beholder dumb with wonder in 
their kaleidoscopic collection of colors.

Many Inquiries.—With the opening of 
spring the Provincial Bureau _ of Infor­
mation and Immigration is at its busiest 
period. Scores of letters of inquiry are 
daily received in the (mail, and beside 
the busy staff has in preparation sev­
eral booklets giving information of the 
resources of the province. At _ the bu­
reau yesterday, Mr. Palmer said that 
the department was receiving an unus­
ually heavy mail. Over half ot the cor­
respondence came from the United 
States, and the other letters of inquiry 
were from the Old Country and eastern 
Canada. Three-quarters of the writers 
ask for information of the lands in the 
northern interior, along the proposed 
route of the Grand Trunk Pacific rail­
way. To meet this demand, a third edi­
tion of the bureau’s pamphlet on the 
northern interior is to be issued. Few 
letters are received from the prairie 
provinces, except with reference to. fruit 
growing areas in the southern portion of 
the province. As a general rule, those 
from east of the Rockies make a trip of 
Inspection to etodÿ conditions before per­
manently locating anywhere, while peo­
ple from a longer distance are usually 
guided and depend upon information 
contained in the bureau's literature 'or 
publications of a similar character, is­
sued by private enterprise. Besides re­
publishing the bulletin on the Fisheries 
of British Columbia, a new- pamphlet 
entitled “A Handbook of1 British Colum­
bia,” is to be issued. This last is large­
ly for use in the London office, Where 
a big demand has arisen for additional 
literature of every description, and -will 
deal on a general manner with the whole 
of the province.

dated April 3rd, says: James J. Hill, 
the railroad king, in three years will 
have another transcontinental line 
built. It will stretch across the fer­
tile Canadian Northwest extending 
from Vancouver, B. C., to Winnipeg. 
According to a line now under con­
struction. lines surveyed and projects 
under contemplation, the Great North­
ern in the near future will have almost 
as much mileage in Canadian territory 
as in any of the states. The line is now 
being built from Vancouver to Midway, 
about two hundred and fifty miles, which 
is the first step toward the new trans­
continental. Another line has been sur­
veyed from Winnipeg to Brandon, a 
hundred and thirty miles, on which con­
struction will soon be started. From 
Winnipeg this line will run to Fernie. 
Surveying parties are now in the field 
looking over the lay of the land. The 
Great Northern has à (line now practi­
cally in operation from Midway to Fer­
nie. Connections may be built either 
from Nelson or Kuskanook to Fernie. 
Plans in that respect have not yet been 
fully developed, but a direct line from 
Vancouver to Ferniq is , the ultimate 
project. The long expected Invasion by 
Mr. Hill has thus begun in earnest. He 
has three to four thousand men nf.work 
and by summer that number wiH be 
doubled.

One of the keenest railway contests 
in history is about to begin among the 
Great Northern, the Canadian North­
ern and the Grand Trunk Pacific across 
the vast expanse of the Canadian North­
west. Mr. Hill intends to make his 
entrance into Canada as thorough as 
possible. He is building a line from 
gt. Johns, N. D., to Brandon, seventy- 
five miles. The border has just been 
crossed, and the line is expected to be 
ready for operation by August.

Work is also progressing rapidly' on 
a line from Neclie, N. D„ to Portage la 
Pfalrie, eighty-nine miles, for which 
rails are already oli the way.

The Gouverneur 
Slip Dispensary is now used strictly for 
treatment, while all operative cases are 
referred to 118th street hospital and 
dispensary.

One most important feature of 
wot'k done by medical inspectors has not 
yet been mentionèd. Each day, supple­
mentary to tlieir work in the schools, 
they obtain from the principal the name 
of all children who have been absent 
for three or more days for some 
assigned cause. These children 
visited in their homes, with the result 
that a large number of unreported 
cases of contagious diseases have been 
discovered.

Last year 623 unreported cases of 
contagion were discovered by the in­
spectors, on these visits. The year be­
fore the number was even greater,861.

On March, 29 of last year the system 
of medical school inspection was again 
reorganized, and modelled into its pre­
sent form. The only salient change 
made was that the weekly routine in­
spection of the medical inspector was 
changed to a monthly inspection. The 
results of this-- work from March 27 to 
December 23, 19uo, are shown in the

was put in operation.

How They Began.

at the start, Commissioner Darlington 
says:

L. Q. Coleman, of Morley, 
Alta., he had in 1892 went to explore 
the regions of Mount Brown aud Mount 
Hooker. Previous to their expedition it 
had been thought that these mountains 
.attained an altitude of 19,000 or 17,000 
feet. They found, however, that Mount 
Brown was, only 9,050 feet higlv and 
although they did not ascend Mount 
Hooker, they estimated its height at 
about 12.000 feet.

The professor said that on this trip 
thev did geological work and also pre- 
nared a map of the northern portion of 
the Rockies. This map -was published 
bv the Royal Geographical society ot 
London. Eng. The exploration of the 
partv covered an area of several thou­
sand square miles. The geographical 
survev had worked oyer the southern 
nortion, obtaining similar results from 
a geological standpoint.

Prof. Coleman lias been connected 
with Toronto university for fifteen 
vears. He occupies the geological chair. 
He said to the reporter that lie had not 
been in the famous Cobalt region since 
the rich discoveries. He had been there 
previously, and the township in which 
Cobalt was situated bore his name. 
Last summer Prof. Coleman was in 
South Africa with the British associa­
tion. and had traveled over the country, 
lie had made the ascent of Table 
mountains, overlooking Capetown.

"Wiil the. proposed new relations of 

the post office department regarding 
United States magazines and other pub­
lications affect their price to the Winni­
peg and Western Canada reader?’’ Mr. 
John Hart, the well known Main street 
bookseller, .was asked yesterday after­
noon by a Free Press (Winnipeg) re­
porter.

“It is almost impossible to answer 
positively at the present moment,’’ said 
Mr. Hart. “I am in active communica­
tion bv wire with botli the Toronto News 
Co. and the United States publishers 
and am under the impression that the 

regulations of the post office depav- 
ment will not be as far-reaehing as at 
first supposed. The buyers ot the ordi­
nary United States magazines will not 
be affected at all. The new regulation, 
as the report published in the Free Press 
a few days ago, states, increases the 
rate from one cent per pound to eight 
cents a pound. This looked portentous 
and at first sight would lead one to be­
lieve that a corresponding increase in 
the nrice of all the popular United 
States publications so widely read 
throughout Canada, would have to fol­
low. In other words that all American 
magazines were to be treated as mer­
chandise in relation to postal rates.

“From late advices from the East,” 
said Mr. Hal t. “I understand that at the 
worst the distributing news companies 
in Canada would be the only ones ma­
terially affected as United States maga­
zines generally could be obtained direct 
from the publishers by the Canadian re­
tailers at ordinary postal rates. It 
simply means, it the regulation is as we 
supposed it to be in the first place, that 
the Canadian retailer will have to buy 
direct from the publishers and that the 
onlv disadvantage will be the dealing 
with a number of publishing farms direct 
instead of one news company. It means 
the keeping by the retailer of. a dozen
ïTvnet*Mn°id^Ithaty SS
publications that will be particular y af­
fected by the new regulation will be 
fashion magazines like the Delineator 
and-the Designer, which it is contended 
should be counted ns merchandise on ac­
count of ‘the patterns’ contained in 
them. It is thought also, concluded 
Mr. Hart, “that there is also a desire 
on the part of the postal authorities to 
handle United States publications twice 
-once to the distributing news com­
pany and then from the news company 
to the retailer.”

Through the active interest 
of the association and the board of trade 
the C. P. R. was induced to build a 
million-dollar tourist hotel here, and the 
city is today one of the foremost in Can­
ada of its population.- We have finer 
buildings, better streets and sidewalks 
and more up-to-date stores than many 
cities of three times the population. Our 
past energies must not be relaxed, and 
therefore I .say by all means start a 
‘100.000 club” and keep the gcod work 
going. .

“While we have lots of energetic meu, 
we unfortunately have another element 
who appear only too anxious to take 
every opportunity to cry blue ruin vVhen 
any scheme or idea of a public nature 
is advanced. This must be stopped, . 
echo the sentiments expressed by Pre­
mier McBride when in Toronto: ‘If 
you can’t boost, don’t knock.’ We 
should all work for the advancement of 
this most favored city and Vancouver 
island.”

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SALVAGE BEGUN.

Operations Commenced on Wrecked 
Steamer Selkirk.

Steamer Dominion returned from the 
wrecked steamer Selkirk yesterday with 
Capt. Grant, owner, and Capt. J. U. 
Cox, Lloyd’s agent on board. Capt. Cox 
made arrangements with Capt. Biesett to 
salve the steamer which When on a voy­
age from Ladysmith to Tacoma with 
100 tons of copper matte on board 
stranded at 2 a. m. Tuesday, on Jones 
island, opposite Sidney. The Selkirk is 
partially covered at high water, and lies 
tilted high with her bow well up on the 
rocks. There is a rise and fall of fif­
teen feet of water. The vessel was 
steaming at a good rate of speed, and 
ran well up on the rock, as much, that 
the hull lies at an angle of about 36 per 
cent The steamer is damaged to some 
considerable extent, especially on the 
starboard side. The steamer has been 
secured by means of ropes and chains to 
trees oil Jones island, a small isle upon 
which there are no inhabitants to pre­
vent the vessel from slipping into deep 
water, and Capt. Bissett, who is in 
charge of salvage operations, is now en­
gaged in removing the cargo of the 
Rttamer. The copper matte consigned 
from the Tyee smelter to Tacoma is val­
ued at about $26,000.

Slight disturbances were reported 
from several points in the anthracite 
and bituminous regions, but as a whole 
the strike affected territory remains 
qniet.

Ney York, April 4.—It was the gen­
eral belief tonight of those who are 
closely watching 4*e situation about the 
anthracite miners’ headquarters in this 
city that the miners definitely decided to 
modify their demands and will present 
them to the operators probably tomor­
row. Some of the members of the com­
mittee privately admitted before com­
ing to New York for the present nego­
tiations that the original demands of the 
union were greater than the miners real­
ly expected to get and that the leaders 
could afford to trim them down and still 
leave the workers enough to be satisfied.
