The poor man was to be taken 
by the hand, set squarely on his feet and 

iven a good start on the road to indepen­
ance, the most liberal inducements were 

to be offered the man of small capital, and 
in fine, the good Samaritan was to be a 
leaser light among this galqxy of benevo^ 
lents.

Not only haa the Rev. Mr. Pullman tackltd 
it, but even the eccentric and somewhat 
saltatory Tdtmage baa flung himself around 
and all over his pulpit in the effort to solve 
it. Yet theae, and others, have hesitated 
to import into the question the gospel of 
good work—fearful no doubt lest the 
wicked printer»’ imp should give cause for 
a charge of heresy bp misprinting it “the 
gospel of. good works” and so make it ap­
pear m though the orthodox doctrine of 
“salvation by faith alone” were attacked. 
And yet it ia only by adopting and 
living out into deeds, the gospel of 
good workmanship, 
between capital and labor will be finally 
and satisfactorily adjusted. The whole 
bent and aim of a man’s very life la shown 
in the work which he does and the way he 
does it, whether he be a capitalist or a 
laborer. Thia inmost motives find outlet 
in his work more fully than they do any­
where else. So then, when we look at the 
bad workmanship, the attempt to get the 
moat show for the least possible expendi­
ture so conspicuous in all articles both of 
native manulacture and import, it ia pain­
fully evident that the aim of the workman 
ia not usefulness. When on the other 
band we regard capital, and see bow it 
seeks .to employ itself in creating, or im­
porting articles whioh shall appear to be 
what tney are nut in hope that they may 
b# attractive enough to divert other 
capital rapidly towards the . pocket 
of the investor, we are ^smitten 
with a consciousness that this ia an 
age ef "ahame,” and are instinctively 
aware that two “shams” do not make 
one reality. Two articles ill-adapted to 
perform the use for which they are appar­
ently intended, are almost aa valulesa as 
one would be. Our modern multiplication 
of commodities therefore can hardly be 
called “wealth,” since’ all are extremely 
perishable and tend to what John Buskin 
calls “iUth,” (i.e. the opposite of wealth) 
from the annoyance and fgilure.which they 

in any attempt to nse the them. 
Just as that country ia said to be rich in 
natural resources which 
mineral, and timber, ready to be used, so 
that country becomes still more wealthy 
and free from "ilUb,” whioh has great 
abundance of . Commodities produced from 
these, so well grown, or well made, 
be capable of further and lasting nse. For 
wealth consist in and by “usefulness;” 
and capital is but stored usefulness, 
totally valulesa until applied to 
new use.. Capital and labor are 
not two, but one bead and hands of the 
body industrial A man with a head and 
no hands can do but little. Hands with 
no head to guide them, are quite aa useless. 
So capital and labor should have but one 
common aim of usefulness, for if usefulness 
be wealth there is no other path to riches. 
Said one not well then that “the gospel of 
good work ” is the solution of the problem. 
Further, it ia a practical solution, and one 
which will solve it to the satisfaction of all 
without either strikes, trades unions or 
capitalists’ ring» and combination». 1 The 
workman whe will make usefulness his 
aim in every article he turns out—who 
thinks only about that, and loves and wor­
ships it at every stroke of the hammer, at 
every revolution of the driving wheel, is a 
man with whom the capitalist cannot af­
ford to part. The capitalist who seeks 
real usefulness aa the only legitimate means 
of increasing his capital, ia the kind of man 
whom these true workers will naturally 
choose to serve. They know that any 
rest, comfort, learning, or intellectual 
culture, which will aid their usefulness, 
be will do hie beat to enable them to at­
tain, and they will neither grudge or 
grumble at hia expenditure upon anything 
which broadens his grasp of the possibilities 
of hia trade, and enables him to adapt hia 
wares to the varied uses of different coun­
tries. They will be willing—nay anxious— 
that he should have “wages” enough to 
enable him to maintain himself thus in 
good working order. Without it much of 
“hia usefulness is gone,” If usefulness be 
wealth true usefulness can never long go 
begging. There are misguided (T) people 
who doubt if it ever does.

Capital and labor alike would display 
wisdom in distrusting any political or trade 
nostrum which professes to promote or in­
crease wealth by any other means than free 
and useful work. To limit or fetter com­
petition in uaefulneae cannot but be a loss 
to all—to laborer aa much as to capitalist. 
The only difference in all inch nostrums 
whioh give a short.lived advantage to the 
one olasa over the other, via., the capitalist 
ia that the shrewd and aelfiah capitalist 
who discerns the signs of thw times and 
does not care a sham for usefulness to any 
bat self, aells out before the tide tarns and 
so escapes the revulsion. So only can he 
escape with hia dishonest gains. Were he 
manfully to remain at hia post, said gain» 
he knows muet be swept away. He adroit! 
ly threw* himself clear of the surf 
at the topmost wave, and is left 
high and dry. But he get» lone,
ly. The aea has a faeination for him. 
He plunges in again when he thinks the 
tide is on the turn. Sometimes he misses 
it and get» "tucked in” and lost. Some­
times he repeats bis former operation »ocr 
oets’nlly.

WAGNER'S NEW OPERA.

By the aid of hia patron the ruler of the 
small sovereignty of Bavaria, Herr Wagner 
haa just brought out at the opera of Bai- 
renth hia latest and, it ia said, hia greatest 
work, “Parsifal.” Wagner has been in 
operatic music a «evolutionist, as liege* 

was in philosophy, Byron and Victor Hugo 
in poetry. All-»or«e of stories are told of 
his eccentricity. For a long time hia 
operas failed to win any acceptance In 
music-loving Germany. He went to 
Paris and the opera managers laughed at hia 
scores when he submitted them. But he 
would not yield hia convictions of the true 
aims of music to public opinion. The less 
the German public sympathized with hia 
views, the more audacious became hia self- 
assertion. He produced an opera which 
it took four nights to perform ! 
At length he gained the public ear and 
gathered round him a school. His object 
hitherto seems to have been to th|yr aside 
all meretricious and unnatural effects, to 
substitute for mere beauty of form, obedi­
ence to harmonic laws, and above all to 
create a music which should aim at 
thorough sympathy with the subject and 
the words. Like all leaders of new de­
partures- in art, Wagner has suffered from 

the affectations of his disciples ; still there 
is do doubt that he has revolutionized 
modem music. His latest opera, now being 
brought out, is said to exhibit far more 
melody and beauty of^lorm than his 
imitators would have approved of in any 
other maestro.

TIE ENGLISH RADICAL PRESS ON THE WAR.
Aa we foresaw the difficulties of the 

Égyptien question have been by no means 

ended with the demolition of the Alex­
andrian forte. The European powers hold 
aloof from England. Arabi is at bay with 
the desert as his base of operations, the 
Bedouin cavalry, those modern representa­
tives of Hannibal’s Numidian horsemen, 
bis allies, the floods of the Nile, the fevers 
of the Soudan, the sunbeams that smite 
like sworde, the sands that clog aud im­
pede heavy armaments ready to fight half 
his battles. On hia side are overwhelming 
numbers and fanatic if not national en­
thusiasm. To secure and justify England’s 
action in Egypt the English advance should 
be rapid and brilliantly victorious. But 
the latest telegram informs us that the 
military authorities consider that the 
Egyptian military operations will take 
over three months.

Even in England, however confident may 
be the tone of the great aristocratic organs 
which represent not only the whig and 
jingo interest, but that power behind the 
throne, tne money-lender’s, the ad- 
advanced radical press condemns the bom­
bardment and the war, criticizes with 
merciless irony the pions put forward for 
either, and appeals to public feeling against 
a government which has lapsed into jingo­
ism. These, radical papers have an immense 
circulation in England. They challenge 
the reasons alleged in justification of the 
bombardment. The government say it was 
to secure the ironclads. But the iron­
clads could have anchored quite comfort­
ably out of reach of lire. To protect 
the Suez canal ? That could have 
best been done by a few gunboats 
in the canal, and by leaving the 
nationalist rising against its debauch­
ed and worthless khedive, severely 
alone. It was to secure British interests, 
that is, to protect the usurers who had lent 
money to Tewtik I Theae money-lenders in­
vested their capital in Egyptian loans with 
their eyes open. They did so at their own 
risk, aniTfiad no right to look to England's 
ironclads to act as bailiffs to collect their 
debts. Fraud should not be backed by 
force. France played the same game in 
Mexico and found it a mistake. It the 
money difficulty had occurred with a strong 
power, auch as Germany, France, or Rus­
sia, would the irifficlads have been ordered 
so hastily into action ?

Mr. Campbell disposes of the whole nutter 
in a few terse lines i “I have now to state 
for the information of your government 
that his excellency is advised that there are 
do means at the disposal of the govern­
ment to induce the contractors on the 
Canada Pacific railway to import and em­
ploy the labor of white immig an Is on their 
works instead of Chinese. If, however, 
the contractor desires to prepay to passages 
of white laborers from the U dited 
Kingdom, the utmost facilities of assisted 
ocean passages, and such X-ecrvices as 
can be rendered 
agriculture will be freely afforded. Trans­
portation across the continent is, however, 
at present both difficult aud expensive and 
the government have not at their disposal 
any means to assist such movement of emi­
grants. "

That much-abused and far-seeing animal, 
the British lion, fully appreciates the con­
sequences which must attend our foolish 
and suicidal and anti Chinese policy. It 
will neither help industrial enterprise at 
home nor conduce to the promotion of 
American commerce iu Asia. John-Bull is 
quite willing 
be developed by Chinese labor. A recent 
despatcli from Victoria, British Columbia, 
apprises us that a Chinese company is pre­
paring to erect workshops and wharves 
there to manufacture clothing, boots and 
shoes, tinware, cigars and other articles.

Turned lute a Theatre—Does the Prophet 
Preach Vital Helleion.

(Prom the rV«r York Wilnea. )
For the second time within a year or two 

the singular spectacle is witnessed in Brook­
lyn of a church being turned into a theatre, 
and it is significant that in both instances 
the decay of the church waa caused by a 
lack of genuine religion.

An «lit Man’» ll«Hly Found In a Shed Near 
Ike Don-“Just One More Hoir to 
Live.”

The remains of an old man were found 
iu a shed on King street, near the Doe, 
yesterday by some young men who had 
been fishing and were trying to conceal 
their tackle.
