Civie Government.

Every ratepayer in the city is interested
-in having as good men as can possibly be
secured in the city council. The chief
duty of that body is to take money out of
the pockets of the people and ‘spend it in
making the city a place fit to live in. It
is easy enough toraise the money by the
machinery of municipal taxation, but it is
justas easy to-waste it afterwards on un-
wise and ill-considered schemes even when
none of it is corruptly abstracted.

Every member of the council should be
a man of ability, integrity and energy,
public-spirited and free from self-seeking.
On the other hand the position of an alder-
man should be made so desirable and so
honorable that such men would always be
found ready to fill it. Unfortunately for
the city at present the position is not what
it ought to be, and therefore the council
always has in ita large proportion of in-
ferior men. : =

Our remedy for this regrettable state of
affairs is to abolish wards and make the

/ aldermen elective by the vote of the whole
city, as the mayor now is. Such)a mode
of selection would reduce the ward politi-
ticians in the council to a minimum, and
greatly enlarge the average aldermanic
calibre.

Another; remedy is to’ have only one-
third of the aldermen go out of ‘office each
year, so that each member of council may
sit for three years without undergoing the
worry and trouble of a contest. These
annual candidatures for small sections of
the city are now driving, as they always
have driven, the best men outof civic pub-
lic life. It is hard enough for a merchant,
or a manufacturer or a professional man to
hizve to give up a large portion of his time
to serve the public -gratuitously without
having also to run annually the gauntlet of
a ward contest.

A third remedy for the evil complained
of is to have afternoon instead of evening
meetings of the council during at least the
winter season. Men can be found who are
willing to give up a few hours in the after-
noon two or three times a .month to civic
business, but they do not like to surrender
their evenings and thus add to the length
of the working day.

The Midland Railway.

On the first of the year the Grand
Trunk will take over the Midland railway
completely and operate it most likely from
Toronto instead of from Peterboro. The
Grand Trunk has been in virtual control
for months but pow it is proposed to do
away with the independent organization of
the Midland. The car shops, etc., will re-
main at Peterboro, in accordance with a
former agreement between the Midland
and that town.

Slowly but surely Toronto is developing
into the practical centre of the stipendeous
Grand Trunk system though it may never
be the location of its head offices. They
may remain in Montreal; but the working
of the road is bound to centre here. The
next branch of the Grand Trunk to centre
in- Toronto will be the Great Western
division. ;

The New Rallway Ticket.

Some time ago we described the new
railway ticket just coming into use in the
United States. :

Under this system a passenger buys a
fifty mile, a hundred mile, or a five hun-
dred mile ticket made up in a little book
with a perforated section for each mile.
Each of these little sections is good for a
mile in any direction or on any part of the
road. For instance : if you bought a five
hundred mile ticket on the Grand Trunk,
you could go to Hamilton and give up forty
miles; then to Guelph and give up thirty-
five miles, and then to Toronto giving up
fifty miles. The balance of theticketwould
then be good to go over the Midland, or to
I go east, or in any direction whatever, and
it would be good till used. The rate per
mile is thereby fixed, and you need never
be at a loss as to what it costs to travel be-
tween two known points.

We are glad to hear that the Canadian
Pacific railway are contemplating the in-
troduction of this system—have in fact de-
cided on it, and that before long it will be
in use on the main'line and on the Ontario
and Quebec division.

The Grand Trunk too are in favor of it, but
do not:expect to adopt it before January
1st, 1885. The saving to the railroads and
the convenience to the public therefrom
will be almost incalculable.

More Block Streets.

It would be a great relief to Yonge street,
and certainly to those who have to drive
over that thoroughfare, if Terauley and
Vietoria streets, on either side of Yonge
street, were blocked. It is very hard on
the wheels of vehicles to have to cross the

5 7 " fines His Views.

i'i ply to a critic who denouneed Mr,
Morris’ views on socialism as inconsistent
with his views as a capitalist, the poet
writes to the London Standard: I think
that I may assume that your correspondent
«M,” in his letter in your impredsion of
Nov. 19, had no wish' to cast any personal’
imputation on my motives, but wished to
call attention to the position of those who,
like myself, are well-to-do employers of
labor (as I, am), and hold socialistic views.

1 freely admit that this positionis afalse
one, but it seems to me that its falseness
is first felt by an honest man, not when he
begins to express his opinions openly and
to further actively the spread of socialism,
but when his conscience is first pricked by
a sense of the injustice and stupidity of the
present state of society. Yoar gorrespon-
dent implies that to be consistent .we.
should at once cast aside our position of
capitalists, and take rank with the pro-
letariat; but he ‘must excuse my saying
that he knows very well we are not able
to do so; that the most we can dois to
palliste as far as we can the evils of the
unjust system which we are forced to sus-
tain; that we are but minute links in the
jmmense chain of the terrible organization
of competive commerce, and that only the
complete unriveting of that chain will
really free us. 5

Sir, it is this very sense of the helpless-
ness of our individual efforts which arms
us inst our own class, which compels us
totake an active part in an agitation
which, if it be successful, will deprive us of
our capitalist ition. The sacrifice of
that position, 1 g:l.ieve, will not seem heavy
to us ; because, if we are right in our esti-
mate of the which a state of social
order would bring the world, we should re-
ceive in return gifts which no money can
buy ; to see an end of poverty as wel asof
riches, of squalor as well as of luxury; to
find leisure, pleasure, and refinement com-
mon among those who do the ro:ﬁh work
of the world ; to see genuine healthy art
growing spontaneously from this happiness;
$o see our well-loved islands freed from all
sordid disﬁgnrem‘ent, the tokens of degrad-
ing struggle for existence—in anything
which money can now buy worth the
pleasure of being part of such a life as this,
and of feeling tiat each one of us hasa
share in upholding it?

Sir, it seems to me that at present rich
men attempt to buy a life something like
this by trying to surround themselves, at
a vast expense, with ‘an appearance of
order and content, and, as a result, get<for
all their money only a sham of it; such a
sham as the Russian czarina had presented
to her on her progress through her newly-
acquired lands.

And yet it is true that before this good
time comes we shall have trouble and loss
and misery enough to wade through; the
injustice of past years will not be got rid
of by the sprinkling of rosewater; the
price must be paid for it. It 1s this con-
sideration which makes me urge such
men as ‘‘M.” not to appeal to the basest
motives of Belf-interest in dissuading us
from the attempt to awaken the fruitful
discontent of the world, with the anarchy
brought upon it by competitive commerce ;
for I believe that the change will surely
come, and that the best insurance against
its coming with violence is to be found in
the awakening of the conmsciences of the
rich and well-to-do, and in their readiness
to renounce tteir class pretensions in favor
of that rule of social order which will most
certainly dawn upon the world, however
stormy the night may be before its coming,

(ireek, Barbarian nor Scythian, bond nor
free.
