Ireland’s money and
writing materials were taken from him
and he was removed to Halifax and placed
ofi‘a steamer under guard. 'He could not
learn the name of the steamer, bnt wrote
that she had a red smokestack, He was
detained below gnd allowed to speak to no
person except his guard. This individual
told him there wepe two others like him
aboard the vessel, Irelaud was warned
that if he made any difficulty it would be
all the worse for him befors the court-
martial, Ireland was under the impression
he was going to Buffalo from Rochester,

For its Course in Riel's New Rebellion—
The Quesiion Discussed in Parlia-
ment,

OrTawA, March 26.—Mr, Mulock intro-
.'duced a bill to amend the consolidated

Anpswering Sir Richard Cartwright as to
the intention of the government to impose
a higher duty on flour, Sir Leonard Tilley
said it was not the custom to amnounce
such changes until the resolutions were
laid on the table.

A commissioner had been appointed
to consider claims of the halfbreeds and
the government expected no serious trouble
in settling the disturbance.

Mr. Biake wanted to know why the
government did not lay on the table the
proposal made by the Canads Pacific which
the premier said had been considered but
not accepted. He thought parliament was
entitled to have this information,

Sir John. Macdonald said although he
stated the sp;lic.tion_ had not been
accepted, he had not stated it was rejected.
Some portions of that proposal were still
under consideration by the government,

The Government Life Insurance Bill.

Orrawa, March 26,—The government
life insurance bill was discussed at length
to-day in the banking and commerce com-
mittee, That part of the bill relaring to
the foreign assessment companies was
chiefly considered, and a number of amend-
ments were proposed and discussed. An
amendment was moved by Mr, Curran
requiring all foreign assessment companies
to make a deposit of fifty thousand and
such additional security as the minister
may from time to time require, and all
under the actof 1877, This amendment
was carried. Another amendment of the
mover making the payment of death claims
a first charge upon all assessment was car-
ried, This was ‘the only real progress
made with the measure; and it took hours
of wrangling to bring it about, a number
of contra amepdments having been pro-
posed and rejected. »

AIl Night at Unfonm Station With a Dead
lofant—Friendiess ang Destitute.

Huddled togetherin a corner of the C-
P, R, waiting room, Union station, could
be seen at midni bt a man, his wife and
two small children. A glance at their
| features © was sufficlent to indicate

| their German nationality, They were
weary and dirty, and looked hungry.
Their ouly visible baggage was a parcel
done up in a shawl, -~ But this was precious
baggage, It was the dead body of an
infant, the youngest member of the friend-
less family,

They were passengers by the C. P. R.
frain  arriviog here from the emst at
955, Yesterday afternoon the infant
‘ died on “the train, , The conductor
| telegraphed the fact to Superintendent
Whyte, who in turn sent & message to
German consul Heimrod, notifying him of
what had happened and nh{ng him to
meet the train at Union station. Whether
or not this message found its way into Mr.
Heimrod’s hands could not be ascertained,
butat any rate he was not at the station
when the train come in, and the
railway people handed the family with
their dead burden over to the care of
Policeman Wismer, Neither man, woman
nor children  could speak a word of Eng-
lish; the officer knew no more German.
However, he got them intéo a hack and
started out in search of Mr. Heimrod, but
that gentleman conld not be found at his of-
| fice or elsewhere, The consul must either be
| out of town or Mr, Whyte's mesage failed
to reach him, otherwise he would undoubt-
edly have met these unfortunates from the
fatherland and done everything he possibly
could to relieve their wants and aesuage
their grief,

Policeman Wismer then drove the family
back to Union station, where they passed
the night. There is no doubt that when
their condition becomes known this morn-
ing they will not want for assistance and
sympathy.

At the morning session of the legislaturc
yesterday the attention of the house was
occupied in the consideration of variouy
second and third readings, none of which
elicited much discussion, d{o::t Mr, Rosy’
bill to amend the high sc act., Thig
bill entrusts the minister of education
with the appropriation of the grants to
high schools, Mr. Meredith moved an

amendment, to the effect that no action
should be taken by that gentleman unlezs
it received the concurrence of the houss,
The government considered this a moticn
of want of confidence, and voted it down
accordingly,

The afternoon seseion waz taken up in
passing private bills, second and taird
readings,

In the evening, however, thke greatest
excitement prevailed, the occasion being
anumber of amendments, which practically
amounted to want of confidence,

Mr, Waters moved for the dischaige of
order for third rcading of bill to give wid-
ows and unmarried'women the right to
vote. The treasurer moved the houseinto
committee of supply.

Mr, Merrick moved in amendment that
the resolation appropriating $120,550 fer
legislation be referred back to commitiee
with instructions to reduce it by §5000.
Mr. Fraser and Mr. Ross {Huron) cpposed
the amendment, pointing out that the
opposition were responsible tor the increase
in expenditure on account of their inces-
sant calling for unnecessary returns, The
amendment was defeated by a vote of 38
to 28,

Mr, Broder then moved in amendment
that the appropriation for /mmigration be
reduced by $10,000. Mr. Awrey moved
an amendment that the government should
| promote the immigration of tenant farm-
ers, which was carried on a division,

Mr, Creighton then moved that while
the house concurs in the resolutirn appro-
pristing $22,802 to refund account, it
regrets that the lieutenant-governor had
not been advised to recommend payment
to municipalities, Mr, Fragser moved an
amendment to the effect that the house
expresses its confidence that at the earliest
practical moment the government will pay
to municipalities all moneys due. This
was carried-—yeas, 40; nays, 30,

Mr. Wood moved that this house regrets
the large over-expenditure in 1884, and con-
siders $50,000 is ample to cover all uniore-
seen and unprovided expenditure. Mr,
Badgerow moved in amendment that the
house expresses its satisfuction that the
government has endeavdred to keep the
annual expenditure within the limits con-
sistent with the efficient administration of
the public service, which was carried by
43 to 32, .

Mr. Mowat said that in order to have
the house prorogue Monday, it would be

y to abandon the morning session
to-day, to allow time for the contemplation
of several bills which were to come up for
consideration. .

The house adjourned at 12,45,

the 25th ult , but Commodore Stevens declined
to atart, owing to the almest entire absence of
wind on the day appointed. The America
subsequently got under way, and beat the
whole fleet by npward of an %\our, not, how-
ever; winning the prize, because she had been
formally withdrawn from the race.”

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NEW LIQUOR LAY WANTED
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{ MOVEMENT 10 OPFOSE THE
SCOTT ACT, |

el

«nd Secure a Better General Taw—Wine
and Beer to be Substituted for
Whisky—The ﬂlulon.

So far the fight in regard %o the liquor
trafic has been between the prohibitionists
and the trade: the distillers, brewers,
jiquor dealers, hotel men. ‘And in this
fight the temperance party have had the
best of it. They have beaten their oppo-
nents in the courts, in the legislatures’
they have carried the Soott act in many
counties ; and they predict its adoption in
many others. The trade on the other hand
have been greatly demoralized : put to big
expense in fighting the Scott aot to no pur-
pose ; battered about by the politicians

their business considerably shattered, and
a feeling of insecurity en .

Hereafter, however, t e prohibitionists
will have to encQunter a new movemens,
It is promoted by men who have no inter-
est in the trade, but men who do not be-

lieve in sumptuary legislation, Who do not
think that one man has the right to regu-
late what another shall drink or eat, who
have no confidence.in the - enforcement of
the Scott act, but who think that on the
contrary it will create other ovils if it does
not remove the old ones.  Moreover they
think that the consumptiom of ‘ardent
liquors is the main cause of the evils of
intemperance; that these evils will be in
great measure’ petnoved by substituting
mild beers and light wines, whose purity
is guaranteed by inspection. They wonld
prevent the manufacture and importation
' of distilled spirits.

A meeting is to be called shortly to
organize in this direction. Men like
Goldwin Smith have expressed sympathy
with it and are willing 'to lend a hand.
Already the petition given below has been
drafted by some of their nimber and is
pow in circulation for signatures :

To the Members of the House of Commons:

Your pétitioners are of opinion that the tem-
perance acts now in force are not sufflcient to
suppress intem erance and that this object can
be more eﬂ’ectuallg nccomrunhod by enact-
ments, striking at the root of the evil than by
indiscriminate prohibition, whether of a local
or a general character.

They think that in dealing with this ques-
tion, two things must ke held iniview; viz.:
That no repressive legislation will be effectual
unless it is heartily sup by a la
majority of the people; and that the ma
cause of mtomperanceis the use of ardent
spirits as & beverage.

They think that none of these acts hereto-
fore passed have been su ciently governed
R‘y these considerations; and that the Canada

emperance or Scott act is particularly de-
fective in not providing restraints in locali-
ties where it is not in force, and which are
therefore left to the operation of an unsatis-
factory license act; and in permittingiquors,
notuncommonly of the worst d ption. to
be introduced and con-umed without inspec-
tion or safeguards of any kind.

Besides the imperfections in the Scott act
and the possibility of its bein, eclared to be
ultra vires or unconstitution: there may be
many difficulties in the wa of its being uni-
versally adopted and faithfnlly carried out,
which therefore mar its usefulness, among
which the following may be enumerated ;

That it may be carried by a majority of the
votes cast and without & majority of  the
electors, which is not enough in the case of a
siimptuary law to ersure success.

That it is easily susceptible of fraudulent
evasion, especially in towns and cities where
a stringent liquor law is most needed; and as
a matter of fact is scandalously evaded in
many localities.

That its tendency is to make epirits the bev-
erage of those who drink, and to promote the
- pro \action of impure and poisonous etom-
poiands. .

That it involves the loss of an enormous
amount of revenue W must be made up
by some other tax, an that the burden of
this tax would fallas well on those who are
not subject to the act as those who are.

That 1t also involves the loss of business, the
means of livelihood to a great manyegersons
besides those who are actually qngag in the
manufaciurs: and sale of /iquors; and entails
the important question also of compensation,
.which, if conceded, should properly fall on the
municipalities adopt ing the act.

That it would seriou ly affect our agricul-
tural interests by shutting up or curtailing the
home market for barley and native wines
which are even now important items in our
national wealth.

That if the law is found imrracticnblo in any
| locality which has adopted if, it cannot be re-
pealed under three years. which involves very
serious consequences, Thatitisa law for the
poor man who cannot import his own liquors,
where the act is in foroce, as the rich man can.

That the time when the Scott act will be

submitted in any locality being left undeter-

mined. industries and commercial interests are
in the meantime kept in a state of suspense
and confusion; of which the state of things in
Toronto is at present an example.

‘And that beside there are the chances of a
serious reaction if toe experiment of prohibi-
tion should prove a failure or the act should
be found unconstitutional.

Your petitioners are of opinion that it is de-
sgirable that parliament should pass some gen-
eral measure, applicable at once to the whole
country, capableof being effectively enforced,
and g\;mng an end to the nse of ardent spirits
as a beverage, which is believed to be the
real root of the evil. They are aiso of opinion
{hat the interests of temgerance and public
health would be promote: by a government
inspection of all liquors, in order to prevent
the possibility of noxious aduiterations.

Your petitioners therefore pray that no leg-
jslation may take place this yea’, and that a
general act may be passed embodying the
views of your petitioners.

THE TRAMy NUISANCE.

The Comferemce of the Combimed City
Charities Wrestle With the Subjoct:
The regular fortnightly meeting of the

conference of the combined city charities

was held at J. E. Pell’s office, Simooe
street, yesterday afternoon. Prof. Gold-
win Smith occupied the chair, and there
were present besides, Chief Justice Hag-
arty, P. Curran, J, Bailie, Rev, Dr. Rose,

J. J Mullonand J. E, Pell; also Mesdames

Richardson, Lee, Clapp, Morrison, Breth

and Miss Vandersmissen.

Mt Pell presented a lengthy report to
the conference with reference to the tramp
nuissnce, He had been making enquiries
at the police station as to the namber of
persons sheltered since the beginning of
the year, and found that up to March
24, 694 had been accommodated in the
St. Paul's ward station, and 1200 in the
Wilton avenue atation, The cfficers in
charge had told him that they had fre-
quently given money out of their own
pockets to buy some of these people food.
There are also thicty vagranls st present
in the jail, Complaiute were {raquent b{
families in the city of tramys calliag at all
hours of the day, up to late st night, for
food to keep them from starving. The St.
Geor%e’- society relieved nightly about
fifty families, and on Friday pight no leas
than 97 families were suppiied with meat
and bread, The labor ard in connection
with the city charities has been closed, and
there are now 60,000 bundles of kindling
wood on hand for sale, The report created
considerable discussion, and the followlug
resolution,moved by Mr, Pell and seconde
by Mr, Curran, was carried unanimously, :

“Resolved, that it is desirable that an
arrangement shopld be made in connection
with the house of industry for & combina-
tion of the labor yard with a provision for
the relief and night accommodation of
tramps, and that the chairman be instruct-
ed to communicate with the house of
industry on the subject and invite their
assistance and co-operation.
