Pleads Guilty When Arraigned Before the
: Magistrate.

The Perpbtrafor of the Most

Dastardly Outrage Which Has

Darkened’ Canada’s Fair Name Calmly Announces His
Guilt and Expresses Neither Shame Nor Remarse for His
Loathsome Deed—The Chaln of Evidence Wound About
Him atthe Inquest in Listowel Crushes From Him a Con-

fession, and He Has No Word of Defence to Offer—Ready

to Go Out of the World at Once, and Asks That His Welf-
Merited Punishment Be Not Delayed—The Coroner's Jury
After a Few fdlnutes’ Deliberation Returns a Verdict of
Guilty, and the Self-Convicted Brute Pleads Guilty and Is

Committed for Trial.

Stratiord, Ont.; Oct. 26.—To the re-
‘presentative of The World, who accom-
panied him from Listowel to Stratiord
on the train, Almeda Chattelle, murderer
of Jessic Keith in the Elma bush, near
Listowel, made a full and complete con-
fession of his crime. He told how he
had met Jessie on the track. The follow-
inz dialog then followed between the ac-
cused and the reporter:

“Did you accomplish your purpose?”

“No. She resisted me on the track and
was too stronz fo’r' fme, and after a
struzzle I hit her op the head with a
stone, renderinz her insemsible. I then
hali carried, half supported her acrosa
the field to the bush, where I cut her
throat and then inflicted the other
wounds.”

“What did you do with the orzans you
removed?”’

“I buried them jn a field near where

“the  valise was found. I can’t describe

the place exactly, but if a bloodhound
was put on the scent it would find them.”

“But why did yon remove the parts?”’

“I' '‘don't know. After I  found
I counld not accomplish my purposa
I became maddened and do not knmow
what followed.”

“Why did you strip the body?” -

“I don’t know.” g

“There was -a strong '~ case
you.”

“Yes; and the witnesses told the truth
for the most. phrt.”

“They say you have been guilty of
similar acts before this?”

“No, never, and I would not do it
again for all the world. I am sorry I

packed ajl afternoon,was cleared,and then
When the prisoner calmly pleaded guilty
to the most horrible butchery in Can-
ada’s eriminal annals. While the inti-
mation in The World of Thursday that
the prisoner had practically admitted
his guilt to the officers. had prepared
the public here for the indifference which
Chattelle manifested, it was not thought
that he would plead guilty to-night, and
his plea came as a surprise to all,
The Chain of Evidence.

The chain of evidence - established
azainst the accused, tracing him as it
did, step by step, from Ailsa Craig, on
Tuesday, Oet. 2, to Cataract, on Mon-
day, Oct. 22, when he was arrested,
proved to the man, who is by no means
lacking in intelligence, that his neck
was in the noose. But there was ' no
witness to his frightful deed of blood
in the dense thicket but God himself.
It remained for Chattelle to boldly pro-
claim himself the perpetrator.

Does Not Care for Life.

While the inquest was in progress, and
after much of the damaging evidence
had been given, Chattelle was taken
downstairs, where he was stripped and
his clothing examined by Drs. Ruther-
ford and Watson. Many blood stains were
found on his drawers. While being
searched, he repeatedly said he did not
care how soon he was put out of the
way. “Let them cut me in pieces, or
hang me or shoot me,” he remarked,
“They’ve proved I did it, what is the
good of delaying matters? The sooner
they et it over and dome with the
better.”

Commiited for Trial.

Notwithstandinz Chattelle’s confession,
the evidence of the witnesses had to be
taken, as the law will not aceept a plea
of guilty from-a prisoner charzed with
& capital offence. Accordingzly, the wit-
nesses called before the coroner.  ance
was not allowed in ‘room, ‘

It wds nearly 10 o'clock when the
magzistrate decided that sufficient evi-
dencel had been presented to warrant him
in committing the accused for trial on
& charze. of ‘murder. It was only - then
that the crowd of 600 peoplesassembled
outside heard that the man had pleaded

killed that poor girl.”

“Were you not afraid of being lynch-
ed?”

“I would not have cared. - I might as
well die to-day as to-morrow. What
difference does a day make. I did it, I
have confessed it and I have got to
die any way, and the sooner it is over
the better.”

After answering these questions, the
prisoner became &nnoyed at the number
of people crowding around him in the
car, and refused to talk further,

Later he was asked what be-
came of, the Christy stiff  he
had on before the murder, and which
disappeared when he- donned the tam o’
shanter. He laughed immoderately at
this, and thought it a good joke that
it ecould not be found. “I buried that
deep down; youll never find that,” he
grinned,

Asked if he was not a great eater,
judging from the number of places he
ralled at and got food, hé said, “ When
& man is out a week sever( times - three
is 21, but I find thadl it is oftener seven
times two are 14,” and he laughed again.

Listowel, Ont., Oct. 26.,—Almeda Chat-
tetle ~ deliberately murdered 14-year-old
Jessie Keith, and then mutilated her
body. In open court in the Listowel
Town Hall at 8.80 to-night he confess-
ed his awful crime.

At the Coroner’s inquest held previous-
1y a verdict was returned : That Jessie
Keith was feloniously, wilfully, mali-
ciously and with malice aforethought
killed and murdered on the 19th day of
October, 1894, by Almeda Chattelle.

This was at 7.80 o’clock. Half an hour
later Chattelle was @arraigned before
Police Magistrate Terhune and Mayor
Featherston, charged as follows: “That
Almeda Chattelle, formerly of St. Hya-
einthe, in the Province of Quebec, labor-
er, or vagrant, within the space of ten
days past, to wit, on the 19th day of
October, instant, in Township of
Elma, in ths County of Perth, aforesaid,
did feloniously and . with malice afore-
thought kill and murder Jessie Keith.”
‘“What have you to say to the charge,
guilty ‘or not guilty,” asked the magis-
trate.

“Guilty.”

Thee prisoner, who had been standing
while the charge was read, said quietly,
“Guikty.”

He then resumed his seat and a shiver
passed through his powerful frame, his
head fell forward on his breast, and he
shiowed signs of giving way under the

:l‘he accused was then formally com-
mitted to etand his trial at the Perth

Mobbed by the Crowd.

Preparations were fmade for his re-
moval to the station, Sheriff Hossie hav-
ing arranged for a special train to con-
vey constables and prisoner to Strat-
ford at the conclusion of the examina-
tion. It was 10.05 when Chattelle,hand-
cuifed and with a constable at either
side of him, emerged from the door of the
lock-up and was hustled into a eab which
was waiting there. ' The wews of the
man’'s confession had by this time spread
around the village, and quite a crowd
had collected, but beyond a fow empty
threats no harm was occasion-
ed. - The hack was driven to the station
without incident and the prisomer, sur-
rounded by constables, taken ‘into the
waiting room pending the arrival of the
special freight from Palmerston. It had
generally heen supposed in Listowel that
the examination would mot be completed
until Saturday and that the prisoner
would be kept in lock-up over night, but
the fact of the prisoner’s departure was
not long 4n hecoming public property and
& crowd of perhaps 800 colleeted at the
station. ‘When the train pulled in and
the prisoner was brought out from the
,waiting room there was a rush for him
and cries of “Lynch him,” “down with
him,” aad “get the rope,” were heard
amid the hoots and curses with which his
appearance was greeted. The crowd sur-
rounded him once and it looked as if
there was going to be trouble, but the
vigorous wielding of half a dozen batons
in the hands of as many officers caused
the crowd to 'melt away, as proved it to
be made up of poltroons and children.
The prisoner reeeived a blow from a stone
thrown by some person which
almost brought him to his
knees, but he shrugged his
shoulders and was apparently the least
concerned man .in the whole party. He
to all appearances didn’'t care whether
he was lynched or not. Constable Me-
Carthy was also struck by a missile. Once
the prisoner was in the car he was hur-
ried to the centre, the blinds drawn
aril constables posted. at either door
toé,keep the mob out. ™

The Prisoner’s Coolness.

The train pulled out, and two minntes
later the man who had confessed the
brutal butchery in Elma swamp was
chewing at an orange, which a spectator
peeled for him, as noncholantiyas though
he was on a pleasure trip. Crouched
down in the car, his humped back stick-
ing out over the top of the seat, with his
small eyes restlessly shifting from one
passenger to another, as though

Business
was suspended and nearly every male
resident of the villaZe had collected either
at the station or in the vicinity, ofj the
lockup.

A Clever Ruse.

In order to avoid all possible danger
of lynching the authorities resorted to
a clever ruse. The train was stopped
at ‘Ballard’s sjderoad, the other side of
Listowel, and’Chief McCarthy of Strat-
ford and: J. 8. Coppin of Mitchell, who
were in charge of the prisoner, alighted.
Meantime High Constable T. MecCarthy
bad driven down to the sideroad with a
cab, and constables and prisoner got
in, and were driven rapidly to the lock-
up. Here Constables Woods and Beattie
and other specials were assembled. Con-
siderable difficulty was experienced in
getting through the assemblage, but
there was no disorder, and after a #igor-
ous application of the batons the pris-
oner was placed under lock and key.
The lockup is situated immediately - be-
neath. the Town Hall, and in a few
minutes the inquest resumed  be-
fore Coromer Rankin, County Crown-
Attorney = Idington looking after the
interests of the Crown. The hall was
crowded to the doors, fully one-third of
the audience being women, attracted by
a morbid curiosity .to catch a glimse of
the 'accused. Chattelle faced the crowd
unconcernedly, and but once found fault
with evidence being given. Frequently
when the most damaging testimony was

MANY DOOTORS AGRER IN THIS
TATEM KNT,

The Case for the Crowm Closed-Doctor
Ellis, Public Analyst, Is Positive That
Arsenical Polson Was the Cause of
Caleb Hartley’s Death-Ling Concludes

His Story.

*Brantford, Oct. 26.—Mrs, Hartley's trial
was resumed at 9.80 o’clock this morn-
ing, when the cross-examination of
Henry Ling was continued by Mr. Osler.

Mr. H. Farrell, a witness for the de-,

fence, was produced. Ling said he knew
Farrell by sight ; the witness said he did
not make the statement mentioned to the
witness . produced. The witness  con-
tinued: ‘T know Mr. Caven, the mail
driver, but did not make any, sthtement
to him. He asked me how Mr. Hartley
whs, buti I did not tell himi that he had
been worse since I gave him his medi-
cine before, and that if he did not get
help he would not last long. . I told Mr.
Best that 1 was coaxed into the house
of Mr. Caleb Hartley.

Dr. Haight of New Durham said to Mr.
Opler, “ This was the first occasion of
my being ealled in to attend any of the
Hartley family. My opinion was that
be was suffering from the effects of al-
coholic excess. The symptoms led to
that conclusion. On the second day I
saw him-I thought that perhaps there
was some poison other than alco-
holic present, but I did not think enough
of it for me to change my treatment,
There was no  .peculiar arsenical
symptom.

It is not possible to say absolutely,
after the post mortem, that there was a
presence of arsenic. Linz came to my

office several times for the medicine for

Hartley. I once left the prescription
made up for him to call for. Hartley al-
ways ‘took his own - medicine, assisted
when it was necessary by his wife. I
performed the post mortend, assisted by
the other doctors who were present. I
put the stomach aikl intestines in a zlass
jar. I did not see the jar washed. I did
not take particular notice of the cover
of the jar. If there was arsenic around and
the jar and coverinz were handled care-
lessly there migzht be as much arsenic in
the jar as was found. I did not keepl a
record of the symptoms from day to day.
I wrote out a report of the case shortly,
alter the death. I have geferred to this
memorandum before comjnz here. The
condition of the heart was known as the
‘tobacco heart.” There was no one symp-
tom which I could diagnose as the effect
of ‘arseniec.
Arsenical Polsoniung

Dr. Hill of Norwich: I had known
Caleb Hartley for a number of years. I
last' saw deceased March 25. He
physically a stronz, hearty,
veloped ‘man.

Mrs. Isabella McLeod of Ailsa Craig
told of the theft of the valise from her
house on Oct. 2. Rhe identified the
various articles, and produced a piece
of the goods from which the dark blue
skirt, found in the valise, had been made.
The blood-besmeared skirt was also iden-
tified. The glengarry bonnet belonged
to her husband.

Angus McLean of Ailsa Craig identi-
fied the accused as a man who he saw
on Oct. 2 at Ailsa Craig.

The Prisoner Speaks.

Then William.Rogers of St. Mary’s
was put in the box to prove
the purchase of the trousers
worn by prisoner when he
was arrested. He could not identify
Chattelle, however. “ That’s not the
man I bought the pants from,”’ said
Chattelle. Ben Teskey, a St. Mary's
barber, swore that he shaved the pris-
oner on Monday, Oct. 16. “ Yes, sir,
that’s right,” eaid the prisoner.’ Tes-
key also told of a conversation he had
.with Chattelle, when the latter stated
that he was 60 years® old, although he
did not look it. He recognized the
bloodstained overalls as having been
worn by the accused.

The Route to the Bush.

William Lambe also recognized Chat-
telle as being on Yorke’s fgrm, and said
he found indications that'the man had
slept in a field there Wednesday night.

Addie Tanner, who resides in Morning-
ton Township, gave the accused a lunch
at 4 p.m, Thursday. An hour later Lena
Lother ‘%of Newton gave him sométhiny
to eat.

The Day of the Murder.

physically and found out he could hold
very little food on his stomach; had in-
tense thirst. The tonzue was coated,a lit-
tle blood oozed from his nostrils and there
was eruption on his chin, his face slight-
ly bloated and his eyes bloodshot. He
complained of pain in the abdomen and
bhad  lost . cpntrol of . his bowels,
T ° thought - that the ; symptoms
poiuted  to arsenical poiloning. No
other .irritant or disease, could have
produced the same symptoms. I shduld
say that the finding of arsenic in [the
internal organs by the analyst would
confirm the Wiagnosis. We then pre-
seribed treatment for oisoning. I had
very little hope of artley’s recovery
after the diagnosis.! Vomiting is the ini-
tial condition of arsenic, followed by
pains in the abdomen and looseness of
the bowels and tightness of the throat.
It is my opimion that there was more
than one dose administered, and. that
death'rcould not have resulted from a
dose given two weeks before death. In
the post mortem examination I found
no diseased condition - of any of the
organs which would be likely to result
in death. On the Saturday I suggested
that a trained nurse should be employ-
ed; this was agreed to,but a nurse could
not be secured. I (have seen Hartley
under the influence of liquor.
Symptoms of Poison.

Dr. Cole of Brantford : I assisted at the
post mortem examination and approve
of the manner in which it was conducted.
Nothing was found on examination of the
organs which would cause death. The
symptoms indicate some irritant poison,
presumably arsenic. I am not aware of
any poison which would produce the same
symptoms. There are no symptoms in
this cq!;I purely arsenical.

John J. Bannon, druggist, of Norwich:
I attended the post-mortem, I procured
& jar similar to the one produced in
eourt. The jar was in my charge till the
parts were put in,

William Allen, constable of New Dur-
bham: I attended the post mortem, the
jar containing the parts was given me
on Tuesday following the inquest by Dr.
Haight, it was sealed in my presence, I
took it to Toronto and delivered it to
Miss Curzon at the School of Seience, with
the seal intact.

§ Hartley Was Poisoned.

Dr. Ellis, public analyst, Toronto, was
then called and identified the jar pro-
duced ip court as the ome which had
contained the parts of the organd of the
deceased sent him to be
analyzed. “I analyged o portion
and digtovered arsenic enough to
leagl me to,say: there was half a grain of
white arsenic in the whole jar. In the
Whole liver I should say there would'bo
1-3 of a grain. On the basis of what I
txamined I wauld come to fhe conclusion
that there would be a grain or more in
the whole body ,and my couclusion’ is,
there must have been much more taken,
becquse arsenic becomes eliminated very
r&pxdly and that which is left in the
body is only what is absorbed by the
tissues and is only a fraction of the
amount originally received into the
bogiy. . The symptoms. of arsenical
Poisoning commonly are inflamimation
of the eyes and soreness in the- threat
and zreat thirst. I should say that,
apart from my analysis, the indications
point to arseaical poisoning, causing the
death of Caleb Hartley. After my ana-
lysis, I would ‘make the dssertion that
such was a fact.

Dr. MeCurdy of Norwich examined
Caleb Hartley, for entrance to the United
Workmen, I found an affection of
the heart, resulting from the excessive use
of tobacco, but otherwise in perfect
health. I saw him after, and his health
always seemed good. I am of the opin-
ion that the deceased died of arsenical
poison.

Drs.’ Griffin and Harris of Brantford
gave evidence in the same manner as the
other doctors. Dr. Arthur Jukes John-
son of Toronto gave similar evidence.

The Constable Recalled.

William Allen, the constable, was
again called. He said: I saw prisoner
in company with Ling one Sunday in
April going towards Woodward's! I
yent to Hartley’s next day after de-
ceased came back from Hamilton. Mrs.
Hartley told me Caleb had gone to Ham-
ilton, and she did mnot expect him to
come home alive, and that Caleb had
heart trouble, and that every time he
went away she was afraid
he would not come back alive.

BISMAROK'S BUCCESSOR GROWS
WEARY OF HIS JOB,

\

Emperor William Is Apparently a Hard
Master to Serve, and Caprivi Was
€reatly Embarrassed by the Conflicte
ing Claims of the People and Their
!-ler—'nlx of His Smecessor.

Berlin, Oct. 26.—Chancellor von Cap-~
rivi has handed his resignation to the
Emperor. Count Zueulenburg, President
of the Ministerial Council, has also re«
signed.

Dr. Miquel, Prussian Finance Minister,
has been appointed President of the Coun«
cil. Prince von Hohenlohe-Shillingsfurst
Governor of Alsace-Lorraine, was offer«
ed the Chancellorship, but declined, Be«
fore offering the Chancellorship to
Prince Hohenlohe, Efperor William cons
sulted with the envoys from Bavaria,
Wurtemburg, S8axony and Baden. It is
reported that Prince Hohénlohe declin-
ed the office owing to his age.. The
Emperor has summoned Gen. ‘Count Wal-
dersee, the political soldier, who was
conspicuous in the final intrigues against
Bismarck, The general inference is that
he intends to make him Caprivi’s suc-
cessor. Should Waldersee become Chan-
cellor" the office of Prussian Premier
probably would be given him shortly,
and thus the division of the two posts,
which was effected at the time of the
School bill erisis, would be ended. There
is a rumor that Gen, Bronsart von Sche
ollendrof is & candidate for the Prus-
sian Premiership and the Chancellorship.

Either of these generals would be aec-
ceptable to the Conservatives, who
have’ become totally estranged from
the Government under the Caprivi re-
zime. ¢ ;

S0 GAY AND FESTIVE.

All Microbes Are Not Enemies of Mas-
kind and Here Are Facts Every-
one Should Know.

The ubiquitous microbe has no respect
for unbelievers. It follows out fits life’
history. = It is-only since thatayonderful
bit of transparency, the roscopic
lens, has enabled us tosee and study
the inflnitely small that ter sticeess
attends the warfare between human lite
and its ravages. Few unlealthy condi-
tions are now mysteries. Génerally
they can be traced to microscopic life.
Decomposition, fermentation, putrefac-
tion, stagnant water, foul odors, bad air
which has been breathed and rebreathed
in a room and received the exhaltations
of many people, are the result of bac-
terial action. It surrounds us on all
sides in air, water, soil, food, dust. Ex-
isting in the air the toilers, more bus
than bees in a hive, tall upon congenidl
soil and begin immediately to reduce it
to conditions favorable tosome other
sort of bacteria. These change it into
\food fit for a third, and sothe work of
mutation goes on so long as_there are
elements to be changed and bacieria
present to work the change.

Itis a germ which turns milk sour,
One curdles it, another gives it a bluish
tint and another makes it red. There
is an ‘‘ecclesiastical” germ, so-called he-
cause it forms blood-like spots. The
ancients used it to fihd their sacied
| bread, left on the altar over night,
spotted with blood, and they believed a
direct messenger had been sent from
God. Now ‘almost any laboratory will
show you just such spots forming in a
test tube by an invisible midget.

The iridescence seen on old wood and
decayed meat, on fish and on the sur-
face of stagnant pools, the light along
the wake of a ship. the decay of teeth,
the changing of wine into vinegar,
sugar to aleghol and carbonic gas,
these and hundreds of other familiar
conditions are due to our-friends or
toes, as the case may be. There is'a
specific germ for every disease as-there
is gl specific seed for every fruit.or vege-
table.

“The germ of fermentation finds
favorable soil in grape juice, the germ
of scarlet tever finds the soil in the hu.-
man body.” Whether they “are friend
or foe depends upon their kind,our abil-
ity to offer hospitality or hostility, and
their capacity to carry on antagonistic
warfare ambng themselves. There are
those which live on other kinds. Other
live in the human body and destroy in-
truders when they approach. Eachkind
has its own place in the world and more
work for us than against us. Seientigs
| distinguish them as readily as we do~a
‘ daisy?rom a dandelion, They cultivate
them as easily as'a farmer grows his
corn and begns. They require for growth
just what plants do,a proper soil, warmth
and moisture.

| thought that spirits got into wine, beer
| and other fermenting substances. Now
| we cultivate the little plant and know
just what it is doing. Some bacteria
} work rapidly, some slowly. Some grow
| 8o fast as to multiply one to 16,600,000 in
{24 hours, while the slowest grower
doubles in the same time. !

It is frequently stated by microsco-
pists that in less  than a week every
ocean on 'the globe could be filled by
bacterial growth provided conditions
were favorable. uckily for us; no
such thing can happen. - Too many of
our friends stand waiting to destroy en-
croaching armies. So long as our
physical and terrestial soils are kept. in
cleanliness and purity we need no fear
bacteria.

Deteriorated health affords a favor-
able field for germ gropagntion. not only
because weakened tissues are more
readily consumed or changed, but be-

and unable to destroy the enemy.
bacteria are more tenaclous of {ife than
others, the typhoid bacillus and tuber-
culosis germ being the greatest. Freez-
ing renders harmless for the time, but
in rare cases, kills. Heat at the boiling
point is a germicide. Direct sunlight
and pure air aré valuable aids in
destroying almost all disease germs.

Will She Smoke ?

Motherhood has always seemed to me
the crown of a woman's life. Who can
suppose nicotine to be a useful prepara-
tion for the young life to be launched
into the world? And for the nursing
mother, with a cigarette, what can we
gay? We should have to bury all our
pictures of the Madonna fathoms deep
that they might not behold so unlovely a
sight!

prisoner on the Listowel platform, swore
after he saw the prisoner walk and with
a Christy hat on, that he wus the man he
saw at about 11.80 about one and a
half miles from the bush and going in
that direction, .

Traced to the Spot.

Carrie Lantsz, who lives with Mrs. Gray
on fhe lot u&joining the Keith farm,
stated that the prisoner called at. Mrs;
Gray’s between 11.80 and- 712 o’clock,
and she zave him something to eat. It
was from Miss Lantz that the.police got
the description of Chattelle, which re-
sulted in his arrest.

Thomas Johnston, who also lives with
Mr. Gray, saw the prisoner walk down
the lgne and turn west towaid the track
at 11.50. Witness thougzht it would take
the prisoner about 25 minutes to reach
the spot where the girl was struck down
on the track, thus fixing the hour of the
assault at between 12,156 and 12.80.

Robert Morris ewore that he saw the
accused a few minutes before 12  tenm
minutes walk from the scene of the
crime,

Blood Stains on the Knife.

Dr. Bamuel T, Ruthherford was called
and redd the result of his post mortem
There were two wounds on
there was a lange.irregular wound on the
throat, evidently made by cuts of a gharp
instrument. It extended from ear to ear.
The doctor also described the wounds in
the abdomen and the -removal of the
genital parts. The wounds had a blood-
less appearance, as if they had been cut
out after death. The heart was eom-
pletely empty. Death resulted from loss
of blood when the throat was cut. The
doctor had examined the knife found on
prisoner and had discovered blood stains.
The doctor thought the wounds were in-
flicted by a left-handed man. He then
examined the hands and arms of the ac-
cused. Chattelle submitted to thé ex-
amination with “the same stolid indiffer-
ence that he had manifested throughout
the examination,

After the Crime.

Finally the Crown proceeded to trace
Chattelle from the time he left the bush
uatil hie arrest. Johnston Kidd, who was
the first man to the prisoner after
the hour-of the eommission of the erime,
told how Chattelle had ¢rossed the fields
from the bush to the driving park about
2.80, and had then gome to Mrs. Cattell’s
on the boundary line, where he obtained
a drink of water. Mrs. Cattell identi-
fied the accused -as having taken a drink
of water at her place, Henry Leslie and
his. wife, Sarah slie, also recognized
Chattelle as the man 'they had seen in
the. vicinity of the bush within an hour of
the supposed-time of the murder. These
witnesses all stated that the accused car-
ried no parcel at the time, but he looked
very stout, as if he had a great deal of
underclothing on. He still wore the stiff
hat and evidently had the parcel be-
neath his coat, as well as the tam-'o-
shanter,

When he appeared iat Thomas Cham-
ney’s, 2 miles north, he had thrown away
the felt hat and donned the Scotch bonnet.

This concluded the evidence, and after
the coroner had briefly summed up the
jury brought in the’ verdict published
as above. The préliminary = trial of
the prisoner was then proceeded with
before the Mayor and the Police Magi-
strate,

NothinZ* new was brought out further
than the testimony of Dr. Rutherford
that on the pair of drawers worn by, tle
prisoner blood was found.

His Steps Retraced.

Listowel, Ont., Oct.26.—The route of
the murderer after leaving the swamp
has, as wired The World yesterday from
Fergus, been clearly established. = De-
tective Murray arrived here at 8 p.m.

the ground.

Further enquiry in Peel Township
proves the correctness of opinion ex-
pressed in The World yesterday, - that
he did not steal a ride on the train leav-
ing Palmerston at 5 o’clock. The only
train for the east left at night. It was
nearly dusk when Thomas Chamney saw
him at the back of his farm on'the third
concession line of Wallace. This is
but two miles - from ‘where Kidd ®nd
Morris saw him.

Chattelle did not go in the direction
of either Gowanstown or "Palmerston,
but pursued a straight northerly course.
He walked -at night, and at daylight
Saturday morning was observed to turn
off a side road into the Elora and Sau-
geen-road by Charies Quinn. This side
road is a few rods west of Parker post-
office. The distance from the Chamney
farm to Parker by the road 1is about
24 %miles, but’ by ecutting across the coun-
try through Wallace, Mayboro and Peel
Townships. Chattelle would have saved
four or five miles. He could therefore
easily have walked the distance in the
14 hours which had intervened.

Didn't Want to Work.

Chattelle told Quinn that he was look-
ing for work, but on the latter telling
him that he could earn a dollar by ac-
tompanyinz him to a tbreshing a short
distance do'wn the road, he replied: “To
hell with you and your dollar, I have had
enough of that section of the country;
am going to Hamilton to work on the
new railway.”

said he was making for Toronto, where
he intended to catch a train and go to
work in the Jumber woods.

LORD SWANSEA IN TORONTO,

ile Says That Preferential Trade Between
Canada and Great Britain Is
An Utter Impossibility.

Lord Swansea and his daughter,
Violet Vivian, of Swansea, Wales,
registered at the Queen’s last night.
Lord Swansea, when interviewed by ‘'he
World reporter, said that he was on a plea-
sure trip to this country, and had come
via Vancouver through the Northwest.
This is his second visit to Camnada, he
having been here some 15 years ago, but
lie safd he was not familiar enoughy with
Canada or the Canadian people to express
an opinion about us,

Lord Swanses ie the head of the largest
smelting concern in Great Britain, and a
Radical of Radicals. He was elevated to
the peerage by Mr. Gladstone in June,
1893, and was known as Sir Hussey Vivian
previously. Years ago, when he first en-
tered politics as a Liberal, he was plain
Hussey Vivian:. The Vivian family have for
a hundred years back controlled the largest
motal interests in Wales. He is a very
tall gentleman, with white hair and whis-
kers, and despite his 60 years is-a man of
magnificent physique. His daughter, who
accompanies him, is one of those tall,
graceful English girls, who might have
stepped out of any one of DuMaurier’s car-
toonis in Punch. She is fresh complexioned,
withi a wealth of lovely brown hair,

To the reporter Lord Swansea sajd. that
the proposal of preferential trade between
Great Btitain amd Canada — or any of her
colonies — was am utter impossibility. The
great English people would never tolerate
(any measure so neagly affecting their
food staples.

_“1I am always for the people,” said he.
‘“1 believe in giving the people what they
want, and that they will always do right,

“I am in favor of the disestablishinent
of tae Church of England, and in Home
Rale for Treland, two clauses in the po-
litical falth of all Welshmen,

“ I think that Mr. Joseph Chamberlain
will enter the ranks of the Conservative
party. He will never again be accepted as
one of themselves by the Liberal leadars.

“ The temperance movement is gaining
great foothold among the masses of Eng-
land.

FACTS FOR FARMERS,

Fruit In City Markets—Cottonseed Meal
7 -—Notes,

The varieties of fruits and vegetables
in the city markets are nof always the
best in quality, unless from near-by lo-
calities. Those from a distance are

own with more regard to theif keep-
ng and shipping qualities than for
flavor and sweetness. The watermelons
shipped from Georgia are of the Kolb's
Gem variety, which bears transporta-
tion well. i‘or home use the Georgians
use a variety known as the Rattlesnake,
which is of excellent quality and flavor,
but eannot be sent a .long journey to
market.

Cottonseed meal is not only an ex-
céllent addition to the ration, but it is
a fertilizer as well. It is better to use a
proportion of linseed meal with the co-
tonseed meal, as the two combined are
better than cottonseed meal alone.

The most difficult matter is to teach
farmers to raise their heifer calves.
They can never expect to have healthy
herds until they do so. If they buy
their cows thoy may bring disease in the
herd unknowingly. It may require two
or three years to raise a heifer calf,
which appears to be a loss of time, but if
the calf is sired by a thoroughbred sire,
ot a choice breed, it will soon pay for
itself and be a source of revenue for
years. One good cow is worth two or
three poor ones, and good ones can only
be obtained by raising them or paying
high prices for them.

A small greenhouse or hotbed will
afford many luxuries in winter. In
some sections tomatoes are printed in
deep hotbeds. covered with glass in
spring, the hotbeds being covered on
the approach of cold weather. A few
plants thus treated keep up a late

supply.

ACTIVE OPERATIONS BEGUN,

Civil Enzineer Chipman spent Thurs-
day last explering the route of the
Georgian Bay Ship Canal and Power
Aqueduct Co. See details in last night’s
News, He, in company with two others,
went morth about 80 miles by means
of train, by horse and wagon, by foot
and by bieycle. “Our advent among
the farmers and the quiet villages caused
@reat excitement,” said Mr. Chipman.
At last, then, have active operations in
connection with the much-talked-of aque-
duct begun in reality. Although the
prozgress of Mr. Chipman northward to-
wards Lake Simcoe has not been verified
by press despatches from the villages
through which he passed, yet wg¢ may
assume it to be correct that Mrs Chip-
man made the journey in question. Fut-
thermore, it is announced that borings
.wiH be commenced on Tuesday next and
“it_is the intention of the company to
-commence work by Dee. 1.” 7
" Just
ought to do under these circumstances
is a question that demands immediate,
yet ecareful and earnmest consideration.
Chipman is out at work in’ charge of

the boring and surveying operations.”

Thet is certain. What mgve, then, shall
we make? A move of somekind, of course,
we will have to make. But what shall
it be? The News views the new condi-
tion of things with alarm. What will
be the outcome of it all, asks the edi-
tor? This sending out of Chipman with
his bicycle was a clever piece of .stra-
tegy on the part of the aquedutters, and
Toronto will have to put on its thinking
cap to evolve a suitablé counter-move.
What we have to do, apparently, is to
prevent the aqueduct people getting into
"Toronto through the Incandescent Light
Company,. or to divert them from cen-
tering their emergies in the development
of a rival city.  We confess we are not
a little puzzled over the situation. We
can offer no suggestion. For the time
. being the aqueducters have cornered us.
Hopwever, we have implicit faith in Pro-
vidence, and we hope to get a ray of
light to guide us before the aqueducters
‘have completely outgeneraled wus. In
the meantime, we are bound to confess
that the despatching of Chipman on a
bike was a clever piece of stratezy.

THE RATE OF INTEREST.

The Dominion Government is getting
all the money it requires in the London
markets at what is virtually 8 'per cent.
We have lately witnessed what &lmost
threatened to be a fizht in the courts
to secure the privilege of lending money
to Toronto at 4 per cent. on her bonds.
The rate recently made -for some first-
class investments in this city was 4 per
cent., or a trifle over, and we know
there is any amount of English money
noew seeking investment in Toronto at b
per’ cent. Furthermore, there is a ple-
thora of money all the world over.
Everything points to a falling off in the
rate of interest that has prevailed in
Toronto for the past decade. The rul-
inz rate on first-class real estate pro-
‘perty in this city to-day is 6 per eent.;
but that rate must very soom-drop to
b, and on gilt-edged security to even
less. The decline in the rate of interest
“is only keeping pace with the decline in
value in all other branches of trade.
We find that a dollar to-day will pur-
chase more' than it ever did in the
world’s history. We find a staple article
like wheat, that used to command a
dollar a bushel, is now a drug in the
market at half that price. We. find all
articles of general use, such as cloth-
inz, hardware, breadstuffs, machinery,
away below their old-time prices
and threatening to come still
lower, Why, then, should not
money drop in ' proportion? Money
i8 a marketable commodity the same as
dry goods, and when there is an excess
of itin the market the price for its mse
must come down accordingly. The fact
is that there is more money lying idle
in the world to-day than there is of any
other commodity - used by the human
race.” The banks are full of it, and} as
pointed; out in another column, it is a
concommittant fact that’ much less
money is now required to do the eame
volume of business that was required ten
years ago. ‘- 8o that for the capitalist
the candle is burning at bpth ends. It
is harder for him to lend his money, and
when he does lend it he gets a lower
rate of interest. For a while Jonger
the prevailing feeling of dread on the
part of the capitalist will continue. The
ounly reason for his not letting out his
money more liberally at present is the
uncertainty that prevails in regard to
the future. Once let confidence be re-
stored and any amount of money will be
available for investment and for enter-
prise at very much reduced rates on
former times. - Under the stimulus of
cheap money business generally should
take o new lease of activity. The signs
of the times ar elower interest, less pro-
fits, anl later on, an extension of busi-
ness commensurate with the faecility of
getting money.

THE MARKETING OF FRUIT, .

The Toronto Retail ;Fruit Dealers’ As-
sociation are circulafing a petition to
be presented to the City Council in re-
gard to the handling of fruit. The ob-
ject the dealers have in view {8 to sys-
tematise the packing of fruit intended
for the TOronto market. It §s claimed
that the present method §s without
system, and permits of carelessness and
dishonesty on the part of the packers.
There peems to be a great deal of differ-
ence in the care exercised in the prepar-
ation’ of products for England and of
those prepared for domestic use. Cana-
dian_ dealers who have busi-
nefis’ in the Englisi market find
that nothing can be placed
there unless it is got up in first-class
style in every particular. The package
must be of etandard sigze, the fruit, or
other produ¢t, must be of a certain re-
liable brand, otherwise only an inferior
sale is effected. The same methods
ought to apply to articles intended for
the home market. Especially in regard
to the small fruits, such as strawberries
and raspberries, is there gqod reason for
adopting more uniformity. “Not¢only do
the boxes vary in size, but the dealers
bave m trick of putting the best berries

We think
the fruit dealers have made out a good
case for securing legislation from the
Dominion Government in regard to this
matter. The public are entitled to pro-
tection, both in the quantity and qual-
ity of the goods they purchase, and if
it can be effected by the methods pointed
out in the petition, the Government
should have little hesitation in adopt:
ing the suggestion. The Government has
greatly improved the position of Canadiapn
cheese and butter makers in England by
educating the farmers in the method of
packing, labeling, branding, etc. The
Canadian purchaser is at least entitled
to the same Cousideration as the Eng-
lish consumer ol our products.

LUMBER DEALRRS INCENSED
e e e
By the Action of the Grand Trunk in
Advaneing Freight Rates.

Both local and through freight rates on
lumber have been advanced by the Grand
Trunk Railway. What little benefit there
was in the free admission into the United

States of Canadian lumber is now offset
by this unusyal advance in transportation
rates,

Dealery in Toronto are greatly incensed
by this action on the pewt of the railway,
and within the pust faw days a voluminous
correspondence has been aqarried on by
those interested. It is feared by the deal-
ers that there is no course open to them
but to submit. .

“ This action {s wholly on the part of
the Grand Trunk, the Canadian Pacific
having refused to back up the advance in
rates,” said a dealer yesterday. ‘‘ Trade
was just beginning to wake up, when this
niandate waa sent forth. It will certainly
injure our business. We are now competing
with Michigan lumber in Western On-
tario, and unless we get as favorable rates
to the east as American dealers we will
lose that market to some extent.

share. Prices, however, are no higher
now than ‘when the A'mericans imposed a
duty, while in some cases they are lower,”

. 10 STOP RECKLESS RIDING.

Wheelmen Confer With Aldermen—City
Will Apply for Legislation for
Regulating Bicyclists.

The question of the regulation of bicy-
clists was yesterday afternoon discussed by
the sub-comiuittes of the Board ot Works,
composed of Ald, Sheppard, Lamb and
Burns, Ald. Sheppard occupied the chdlr,
and among those present with briefs for
the wheelmsn were: Dr. Doolittle, George
A. Kingston, E. B. Ryckman, Dr. Ver-
ner and W, D, McVey, all members of the
Inter-Club Association of Toronto.

Dr. Doolittls, chairman of the committee
appointed by the association to confer with
the aldermen, was fhe first speaker, They
weoro fully awaro of the fact, he said, that
owing to the retkless and foolhardy riding
of a few youths and irresponsible people
wheelmen: kad been generally blamed for
what ho was certain they had no right to
be blamed for., As a matter of fact any-
one who rode recklessly ran as much risk
as the psrson over whom they rode. Such
irresponsibles would not be held in check
by any bylaw, but they might be fined ‘' to
give them' a little horse sense.

Regarding the speed of bicycles on the
streets, he pointed out that 95 per cent,
of the bicyclists were not riding for plea-
sure, but for business purposes and as a
means of traveling to and from their
homes. In fixing the speed the con-
venience of the wheelmen should be con-
sidered as well as the danger to pedes-
trians,

There were two or thréé thousand

men who,now went home to -dinner on bi-
cycles who would otherwise have to ride
oo a street car. He himself was of opin-
fon that carefully riding o man should be
able to go as quickly as a car.. If bi-
cyclists were hampered in getting about an
injustice would be done to them.
* The fault, he argued, was in many cases
due to the carelessness of pedestrians,
and slluded to the habit of many people
of standing in the road when ‘waiting for
& car at a junction. The Inter-Ciub fa-
vored the restriGtion of a' rate of speed
that would not be dangerous to pedes-
triens, supplemented by special rules for
ocongested streets,

Regarding the carrying of alarms, he
thought the public demanded it, and it
was desirable. He did not think registra-
tion was necessary, because all bicycle
manufacturers kept a register. As to
lamps, no satisfactory one had yet been put
on the market,

Ten Miles An Hour.

Ald, Sheppard: Supposing we Ilimit the
speed, what rate would you favor?

The club were of opinion that iti should
be 10 miles per hour, that® being a speed
at which a wheelman could jump o' his
machine instantly.

Ald. Burns, evidently thinking of the
old lady who would not allow her son to go
in the water uatil he knew how to swim,
asked whether it would not ba better to for-
bid a person riding a wheel on the public
streets until he was proficient in the art.
The query caused a laugh,

Continuing, the doctor called the alder-
men’s attention to the saving on the wear
and tear cf the streets hy the substitution
of 5000 bicycles for 2000 horses and bug-
gies, In reply to a question as to whether
it would be objectionable to compel ey-
clists to dismount at busy corners, Dr. Doo-
little thought that such a rule would cause
more congestion than if they were al-
lowed to ride. The club had no objection
to a bylaw against coasting.

Ald, Lamb made a suggestion that all
cyclists should carry a number on the ma-
chine that could be seen by everybody, and
8 register of which could bs kept by the
police.

Mr, Chisholm of the City Solicitor’s De-
partment reported that the city had no
power to compel cyclists to carry bells or
lamps, '

Ald, Lamb moved that the bylaw be
amended in accordgnce with Mr. M\ere-
dith’s opinion to prevent fast riding, and
that legislation be applied for to fully re-
gulate bicycles and street cars.

Mr. Ryckman contended that Mr. Mere-
dith’s opinion was open to contention, and
was afrgid that policemen, if the power
were Jeft to them to control cyclists,
might becomé too officious.

Ald. Lamb’s motion was carried.

WEALTH GOING TO WOMEN.

The Gentler Sex Becoming More Numer-
ous as Stockholders in Eastern
Factories.

In a large number of manunfacturing
concerns in Massachusetts, the affairs of
which are covered by the latest report
of the State Bureau of Labor Statistics,
there were 43,808 pagtners or stock-
holders in 1891, against42,735 in 1892.
The number of males included in the
total for the latter year was greater.
however, than that which was covere
by the larger figures for 1893. There
were 21,326 male partners or stock-
holders in 1892, and 27,211 in 1893. On
the other hand, the number of women
who had an interest in the manufac-
tories dealt with by the report was
16,592 in 1893 against 15,410 in the year
preceding. The partners or sharehold-
ers were 63,94 per cent. males in 1892
and 27.56 per cent. females. In 1893
the proportions were 28.88 per cent. of
females and 62.12 per cent. of males.
The change thus shown to have taken

lace in one year is regarded by Tho
glcveland Plain Dealer as a curious
hint of the tendency of the times to place
more and more of ‘the property of the
world, and especially of the United
States, in the possession” of women. It
looks as if the weaker sex which
m‘ﬁﬁ hold its goods and  chattels in
a s¥nse by virtue of the forbearance
of the stronger were destined to be-
come this moneyed part of the human
family.

field. Hardy and vigorous, yet disin-
clined to active exercise; temperate,
sober, chaste, he did his work not in the
Senate hall, nor on the battle-field, but
in the study.—Life of Benito Juarez—

SCIENGE AND PROGRESS.

A series of exhaustive experiments,
as published in the engineering jour-
nals, has been made to determine the
value of different fuels as campared with
crude petroleum, and the following re-
sults are recorded: Coke that has about
94 per cent. of carbon is found to con-
tain 13,640 heat units, requires nearly
eleven pounds of air for complete com:
bustion, the rise in temperature being
4,877 degrees, F., and the maximum
amount of water that it will evaporate
is 1415 pounds for each pound of coke.
very good grade of bituminous coal,con-
taining more than 71 per ‘cent. of car-
bon, contains 14,143 heat units, requires
11 pounds of air for complete combus-
tion, the rise in temperature is 4,830 de-
grees, F., and the maximum amount of
water evagorated nearly 15 to 1—this,
however, being an exceptional one. Il-
lumlnatin %gg, of 61 per cent. carbon,
contains 20, heat units, requiring
nearly sixteen pounds of air for tne com-
busrion of each pound of gas, the rise in
temperature is 4,567 degrees, and eaeh
pound of it will evaporte more than
twenty-one pounds of water.

evaporate four pounds of water for cach
pound of wood in the fuel, though for
each gound as it stands—wet and dry
together—it is much less, .

A Novelty in Gas Burners.

A novel and useful departure is to be
noted in the construction of heating gas
burners of the Buusen type, the new
feature consisting in having outside of
and surroundirg the flame a metal tube
with air-receiving openings on its under
surface, and air-discharging apertures
inits upper portion, impinged by the
flame, thus e ecting more perfect com-
bustion and producing an intense heat.
On the gas supply tube, fitted in a suit-
able base, is a conical nozzle, surround-
ed by the chambered lower end ot a
mixing tube, near the bottom of which
are air apertnrea, whi'a in
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is inserted the threaded po:... . of the
burner; the latter consists of a casting,
with lateral apertures through whic

the gas isgues, and with lugs af short in-
tervals, the top of the casting being
closed ‘by a ding which rests upon the

lugs and is secured in place by screws. |
h oty tab

¢ surrounding air supply tube is sup-
gorted by right-angled rods, and may
e of oval, circular or triangular sec-
tion, the lower air-receiving openings
being larger than the discharge appara-
tus. Thus the flame, impinging upon
the hollow ring or tube, raises it toa
high temperature, and correspondingly
heats the air discharged therefrom to
mingle with the gas of the flame.

The Streagth of Different Materials,

Some comparisons of an important
practical tharacter, in their ring
upon engineering construction, have
recently been made by Prof. Thurston.
From these it appears that cast-iron
weighs 444 pounds to the cubic foot, and
an inch square bar will sustain a weight
of 16,500 pounds; bronze, weight bH25
pounds, with .a temacity of 386,000 ;

a tenacity of 50, truck” steel,
weight 490 pounds, with a_tenacity of
78,000 ; aluminum, weight 168 pounds,
tenacity 26,000. Singular enough, if
equal weights of metals and wood be
compared, 1t 1s found that several varie-
ties of wood are stouter than ordinary
steel. Thus a bar of pine just as heav
as, but no heavier than, a bar of steel an
inch square. will hold up 125,000 pounds,
the best ash 175,000, and some hemlock
200,000, -but-the bulkiness of wood is a
great objection. The ienacity of the

est steel castings made for the. United
States navy is given as from 65,000 to
75,000 pounds to the square inch. By
solidifying such castings under great
pressure double that tensile strength has
been reached.

New Coloring Material.

Accounts are given of a new and
beau’..ul material for coloring fabrics,
dyeing tanninanti?ony mordanted cot-
ton a turquoise shide—a very greenish
blue--and represented to be fast to
light, alkalies, and acids; the fastness

to washing, even with strong alkalies, .

evel without difficulty. On silk, whic
is dyed in a curdled soap bath, shades of
great brilliancy are obtained—in cotton
Srinting, likewise, the turquoise blue is
istinguished by its fastness'to light
and washing. In this connection the
qluantitv of tannin émployed affects the
shade of the color in so far as that, if a
small amount of tdnnin be taken. the
shades are bluer, while a larger amount
produces greener shades; the fastness
of the color lake is, however, increased
by the addition of larger quantities of
tannin.

Utilizing Wave Power.

A correspondent from Maryville, Mo.,
who obtained the idea from a spouting
rock in California similiar to the spout-
ing rock of Newport, - suggests a plan
for collecting and utilizing sea water
for power. His idea is to excavate a con-
ical tunnel in the rock or the building of
such a tunnel iu the sand, through which
the waves may force water intermit-
tently into an elevated reservoir ; the
pipe between the tunnel and the reser-
voir being provided with a echeck valve.

‘The water stored in"the reservoir could

be utilized for power at pleasure.—
Scientific American.
