age Commissioner at Ottawa, a bull-
etin entitled ‘‘Buttermaking on the
Farm,” written by Mr. Geo. H. Barr,
Chief of the Dairy Division.

This work, which may be secured
free from the Publications Branch of
the Department of Agriculture, ex-
plains the common defects of dairy
butter as well as the conditions that
are necessary to produce fine flavour-
ed cream. It then deals with churn-
ing, washing, salting, working and
packing butter, and considers _the
modern necessary utensils and their
care. These are shown in clear ill-
ustrations.”

This bulletin, which is No. 17 of
the Dairy and Cold Storage series,
concludes with the following recom-
mendations :— “Keep good cows,
feed them liberally, keep them com-
fortable and clean when in the stable,
skim a rich cream and keep it cool,
churn at a temperature that will give
a flaky granule in the butter; use

clean, pure water for washing butter
not more than three degrees colder

or warmer than the buttermilk. Put
the butter up in neat, clean, attrac-
tive packages, and keep everything
in and about the dairy clean and at-
tractive.”

Engines Jf enormous power
are placed in such aeropianes, which
are generally of the monoplane or
two-winged type, and the construc-
tlonal detafls are cut down to the
minimum of stfength and safety in
order to abolish extra weight.

A trick of constructors who seek
speed records is to cut big pieeces oft
the ends of the wings until the sup-
porting surface is nearly half thet of
& normal aeroplane. Not only does
this knock off weight, but wings clip-
ped in this fashion offer liftle resist-
ance to the air and cut quickly
through it. An aeroplane doctored in
this fashion 'at present holds the
speed record of 108 miles an hour.

They're “Seals” This Year

Little Stickers May be Used on Christ-
mas Mail Matter

Last year's confusion in the minds of
Canadians, caused by the order of the
Post Office officials at first prohibiting
Christmas Seals on letters and later
permitting their use on the backs of
mail matter, has been cleared up this
year by the issue ot a timely statement
from Ottawa, explicitly stating the De-
gartmem’s regulations. The ‘‘Stamps”
enceforth to be known as *'Seals,”’ may
be placed on the backs of letters, where
they will not confuse mail clerks.
