Not only
he says, does the inhaling of tobacco
smoke kill all manner of dangerous
germs, but it is a sure preventive
against cholera, diphtheria, cerebro-
spinal meningitis, and is known to
have been effective in warding off
impending attacks of sleeping sick-
ness.

Farmers beware ! The following
is an extract of a letter received
from the Attorney-Generals office in
Toronto : “Information has reached
this department that there is a good
deal of buying and selling along the
main roads on Sunday from farmers,
fruit growers, etc., ‘to motorists in
violation of the Lord’s Day Act.
Farmers are warned that a further
violation of this act will be dealt
with under the revised statutes of
Ontario.”” There are worse things
practised on Sunday than buying a
few fresh vegetables or good whole-
some fruit, however, when the pro-
posed blue period arrives we can all
move down to the province of
Quebec.

The legislation enacted last ses-
sion in Toronto whereby a miscreant
sentenced to jail will be allowed dur-
ing his prison term to earn a living
for his family, if he has dependents,
has been put in force and the first
to benefit is the family of an Oneida
Indian. It has been a weakness of
our system of punishment that the
real sufferers have been the wives
and children of those sent to prison.
It has seemed to the average man to
be inhuman and unfair that because
a man committed an offence against
the law his wife and far{lily should
starve until justice had been satis-
fied and he restored to them, but
there appeared to be no better way
out of it.

It was the se-
cond of the great pieces of Ssocial
legislation brought into being, the
other being the granting of mothers’
pensions.

JAPAN 1S SUSPICIOUS

Thinks Conference Is Anglo-
Saxon Plot.

Eastern Power Threatens  to
Refuse to Take Part In Washing-
ton Conference — Tokio Govern-
ment Will Demand to Know
Scope and Method of Procedure
Before Consenting to Attend.

Far

LONDON, July 18.—A cablegram
from the Tokio correspondent of the
London Daily Express declares that
the Pacific conference is causilig
greater excitement in Japan than
any other international question for
years. Officials are thoroughly alarm-
ed at the inclusion of the war east-
ern question, fearing that Italy and
France will support the United
States at Japan's expense.

They suspect an Anglo-American
combination which will bring pres-
sure to bear upon Japan. The mili-
tarist organs are accusing England
of throwing Japan over. It is un-
likely, says the correspondent, that
Japan will participate in the confer-
ence unless satisfied concerning the
scope and method of the inquiry.

Country Divided.

TOKIO, July 18. — Japan to-day
seems an empire divided on the
great issues created by the summons
of President Harding to a conference
on disarmament and Far Eastern
problems. On one side, largely in
the ranks of the bureaucrats, there is
fear that the proposed conference
will be dominated by the Anglo-
Saxons and may result in strangling
Japan’s political and economic de-
velopment in Asia. 3

On the other side is a powerful
Liberal group, which demands that
Japan enter into the deliberations

fearlessly, submitting her wants
resolutely, combating for them
with confidence, and not opposing

just claims. Haggling and bicker-
ing, they insist, will ruin the cause
of Japan.

Both camps agree that Japan is
facing a crisis, requiring tact and
largeness of vision. Many members
of the Privy Council, according to
the well-informed Chugai Shogyo
Shimpo, are pessimistic about the
conference; they contend that the
proposal to discuss problems and
policies of the 'Far East indicates co-
operation between the United Stales
and Great Britain in an attempt to
settle international questions fhvor-
ably to themselves, an indication of
which was to be seen in the attitude
of the English towards the Anglo-
Japanese Alliance. i

The invitation to «China to join in
the conference, it is further urged,
is additional evidence in support of
the theory of a secret purpose on
the part of the Anglo-Saxon nations
in calling the conference. They
argue that China doubtless will
strive, with the support of Great Bri-
tain and the United States, for a
settlement of questions in her favor,
resulting in injury to Japanese.inter-
ests in China. The councillors are
quoted as saying:

“Japan should make participa-
tion conditional on the settlement of
all questions between Japan and the
United States, including opening the
eonomie door of all territories in
the Pacific to Orientals.

BOMBERS AT WORK.

Abortive Attempt to Blow Up Build-
ing In St. Catharines.

ST. CATHARINES, Ont., July 18.
—The fourth attempt to blow up
buildings here since a year ago last
spring was made about three o’clock
Sunday morning when a bomb was
placed at Titterington Bros. fruit
warehouse on Balfour sireet and an
effort made to destroy the building.
Two Italians who were caught run-
ning away from the building just
after. the explosion are being held.
The bomb, or whatever it was,
proved abortive as very little damage
was, done. It had been placed at
one corner of the building.

““We have been unable to find any
trace of what was used, unlike the
other cases,” said Chief Greene, “but
we are holding two men who may
know something about the matter.”

A squad of police in the police
auto made such a hurried run to
the scene of the explosion when it
was reported by telephone that they
wrecked their car. The car went
over and the officers were pinned
down. \P. C. Ridgeway was seriously
injured.

Two attempts have been made to
wreck the Co-operative Bakery on
Facer Street with bombs, the first a
year ago this spring and last sum-
mer an attempt was made to blow
up an Italian fruit store on Welland
avenue. In the case of the bakery
the damage last year was heavy, but

¢ the second time the bomb did not do

the work as was the case Sunday.
The police think the same gang is
responsible for four outrages.

RAPIDS KING IS ASHORE

Exciting Time When Steamer
Went on Rocks,

Steering Gear Failed to Respond and
Vessel Was Driven on Barnhart's
Island In the St. Lawrence
Rapids — Was Subsequently Re-
floated and Proceeded Under Her
Own Steam.

CORNWALL, Ont., July 18.—The
palatial steamer Rapids King, of the
Canada Steamship Lines, Limited,
was beached on Saturday at the head
of Barnhart’s Island in the St. Law-
rence river, about ten miles west of
Cornwall, as the result of an acci-
dent which befell her about 12.46
p.m. on Saturday. The vessel was,
however, gotten off the rocks at 6.30
Sunday evening and went down the
river under her own steam. All of
her 329 tourist passengers were re-
moved from the ship by the middle
of the afternoon. They had been de-
tained on board the vessel from the
time the vessel ran aground.- When
the passengers and baggage had been
removed it was found that the boat
could be worked off the rocks, and
she was safely turned around. The
steering gear had been repaired
during the day. .

The damage sustainegd by the ship
will not be great.

The boat had on board about 329
passengers and a crew of 765, mak-
ing a total of 404 souls, as well as
three or four automobiles. Every~
thing went well from the time the
steamer léft Prescott, until she was
between a quarter and a half mile
from completing her . trip through
the Longue Sault Rapids. Then the
steering gear went out of commis-
gion, refusing to respond to the ef-
forts of the pilot, and-the big boat
lprched to one side. The turbulent
waters of the rapids caught the ves-
sel and twisted her nose upstream at
an angle to the northwest and drove
Her stern fully twenty feet on the
rocks at the head of Barnhart's Is-
land. There was
excitement . among the passengers,
about fwo hundred and forty of
whom were women, but considering
the cireumstarces and the 'position
the boat was left in, everybody be-

haved remarkably. well. Captain Geo..

Batten, who was in command of the
Rapids King, 'is a veteran of the
river, and 'he went about asuring
his pagsengers-that they' were:in no
immediate danger, and that as soon
as arrangements could be made all
would be transferred -gafely to the
mainland and: sent on their way.
About 1.30 p.m. Captain Batten and
the purser, W. M. Bourke, of Mont-
real, had one of the vessels lifeboa's
launched in the stream, which is
egtimated to flow at a speed, of near-
ly 256 miles an hour at that point.
The attempt was a hazardous one in
such waters, but the captain desired
to reach Cornwall to communicate
the facts to the company’s offices in
Montreal. Attempts to guide the
lifeboat were futile, and the occu-
Pants had ngthing to do but trus:
to fate to see them through, with
the hope that they would land at a
point near Cornwall. The boat was
allowed to drift and finally did land
west of here in safety.

Nothing could be done in the way

éf rescuing the passengers before
Sunday morning, by which time a
lifeboat and two lines had been

arranged between the island and the
ill-fated steamer. The lifeboat first
left the steamer with four passen-
gers at 8 a.m, Sunday, two of whom
were George A. Leriche, purchasing
agent of the Chicago Joliet Eleetric
Railway Co., of Joliet, Ill., and his
wife. The lifeboat was pulled to the
island and then hauled back to the
steamer again for the nex: load, the
list of passengers being finally in-
creased to eight at a time., The pro-
cess was slow and rather dangerous,
as the lifeboat had to be handled
with great care and taken ahead
with the swift current to avoid cap-
sizing, and in this connection credit
is due Captain Batten and the two
wheelmen for the careful manner in
which they looked after the opera-
tion. When the island was reachod
the passengers were faced with a
climb of 50 or 60 feet up a steep
bank before the level of the island
was touched. The tourists were then
conveyed across the island in auto-
mobiles and ferried to the mainland
on Clarence Cowell’s scow and land-
ed at Maple Grove. Here they were
met by more autos and were
brought on {o Cornwall and taken to
the King George Hotel. By this time
the Rapids Prince, a sister ship of
the Rapids King, went east about one
p.m. Sunday. Sunday zbout 30 pas
sengers had reached Cornwall-
Some of these boarded the Prince to
continue their jowrney, while otiers
and the later arrivals here, left here
by the afternoon trains on the
Grand Trunk Railway.

U-BOAT COMMANDER GUILTY

Germans Condémn Man Who Sank
British Hospital" Ship.

BERLIN, July 18. — Sinking ‘of
the British hospital ship Llandovery
Castle by a German U-boat under
Lieutenant-Commander Patzig, and
subsequent shooting at surviving re-
fugees in lifeboats, was a gross vio-
lation of «international faw ‘and the
laws of civilized warfare, was the
verdict rendered by the special Sen-
ate of the. German Supreme Court
on Saturday.

Germany’s highest court found
Lieuts. Dittmar and Boldt guilty as
‘“accomplices  in* “manslalighter,”
Each was senténced to four gears’
imprisonment, but not in‘a pentten-
tiary.

The court in ite verdict held that
Patzig, who. was in command of the ,
U-boat, “was Bolely ' responsible for
torpedoing the hospital ship In" vio-
lation of international law. Boldt
was compelled to carry out the com-
mands of his superior officer, it was
found, but when Patzig ordered the
guns trained on the lifeboats filled
with refugees, it was the duty of
Dittmar and Boldt to have opposed
the- command- in the most energetic
manner.. They ghould have threaten=
ed to report the action of thefr com-
mander to his superiors, it is gaid.

The court held that in this event,
Patzig would certainly have refrain-
ed from insistence on the execution
of his command and the erime would
have thus been prevented.

The verdict averred that the fact
that- the commander made no men-
tion of the sinking in the log book
and that efforts had been made to
wipe out all witnesses, was,_conclu-
sive proof that Patzig was ‘aware
that he had committed an act con-
trary to the laws of war.

This action was all the more re-
grettable, it said, because the Kkill-
ing of defenceless shipwrecked men
constituted not only a gross crime,
but had sullied the honor of the
German navy.

It was further ordered that Boldt
be stripped of his uniform and-that
Dittmar be discharged from the
navy. Patzig has not yet been found.

THREE GIRLS DROWNED.

Bodies

Searching Parent ¥Found
Floating In River.
OTTAWA, July 18.—Three Ot-
tawa girls were drowned Saturday
afternoon near the Chats Rapids. Neo
one saw the drowning and there-is
only conjecture to go on as to how
the fatality occurred.

The victims are Miss Alice Roy,
aged 24, daughter of Mr. and Mrs.
L. G. Roy, Express avenue, and her
two cousins, Qvette Chatillon, aged
eight, and Annette Chatillon, aged
8ix, only daughters of Mr. and Mrs.
Hector Chatillon of Rochester street.

Mr. Roy is a civil servant in the
Excise Department of the Customs
Department.

For some years Mr. and Mrs. Roy

have had a summer cottage on an
islan ear Fitzroy Harbor on the
Otiaw They have been staying
there for some weeks. Saturday
Mr. and Mrs. Chatillon and their
family left Ottawa to spend the
week-end with Mr. and Mrs. Roy.
They arrived at the cottage about
two o’clock in the afternoon.

Miss Roy, who had been at the

cottage for some days, took her two
young cousins out to pick flowers.
They returned to the cottage about
four o'clock in the afternoon ard
presented Mrs. Chatillon with a
beautiful bouquet, They left, ex-
pressing the intention of picking up
another bouquet®for Mrs. Roy. This
was the last

anyone saw of them
alive.

Sunday morning about five o’clock
Mr. Chatillon, who was still search-
ing, espied the body of his niece,
Miss Roy, floating near the shore.

A short time later, the bodies of his
own two daughters were found by a
neighbor. They were floating also
near the shore, but about 300 feet
Zarther down stream.
