Inter-Empire Trade
Great Britain is to undertake to

Turnover in New Brunswick

The Conservative victory in the
New Brunswick elections continued
the success which now claims for
them the government of the three
Maritime provinces, Prince Edward
Island, Nova |Scotia and New Bruns-
wick. Before the election, the Liberal
Government held 29 seats, the Con-
servatives 12 and Farmers 7. Now the
Farmers party has been wiped out
and .the Conservatives hold thirty-
seven seats and the Liberals eleven.
Hon. Dr. J. M. B. Baxter the prem-
ier-designate, was formerly Minister
of ‘Customs 1in Premier Meighen’s
government. The Conservative vic-
tory was rather more of a surprise
in New Brunswick than in Nova
Scotia as about forty per cent. of the
population of the province s French
Canadian and matters of race might
have been expected to influence their
political decision, Premier Veniot is
himself of Acadian stock. The inter-
est in the federal struggle is grow-
ing more and more keen, and rumors
are afloat of a Dominion election in
October.

May Be Coalition

The political - situation in Great
Britain has also taken on a new
complexion since the settlement of
the strike trouble, and there are
rumors to the effect that Lloyd
George may once more make his ap-
pearance upon the political stage in
a new coalition government, It is re-
cognized by all concerned that Brit-
ain is about to enter a struggle of
big proportions in spite of the tem-
porary truce with the miners, and
that the real issues must be faced
within a year.

{PRISON NOT SO BAD

SAYS ONE WHO KNOWS

Mrs. Huck Had Herself Jailed Just
To See What It Was Like

Mrs. Winnifred Mason Huck, form-

erly representative’ in the United

States congress, had a great yearning

for experiment. Being a forceful lady

decided that she might as well invest-
igate things as not. 'She had plenty
of time.

She arranged for a friend te
charge her with stealing an overcoat:
The case came to court and Mrs.
Huck pleaded guilty. She was given
a six months jail ferm.

Three days ‘were spent in Cleve-
land surrounded by bums. dopes and
bad food, accordinz to the ex-zon-
gresswoman’s account. The volunt-
ary tonviet was then transferred to
Marysville prison in company with a
negress bootiegger. There she resid-
ed with female murderers and
thieves, found them a kindly lot and
conditions generally satisfactory.
After a month, she was pardoned
and, following a dinner at the execu-
tive marsion, set out again with a
total capital of $5.00. Despite the
fact that she made no s2cret of her
prison record, she easily secured a
job as maid in Columbns. After she
kad saved $15 she went to Wheeling,
W. Va., worked in a factory at $9 a

week and lived on her earnings,

Her next job was one as chamber-
maid in a Pittsburz hotel. When the
management learned about her past,
they refused to allow her in the
guests’ rooms but, on th2 whole, were
very nice about it, and gave her a
new job in the afternoon.
Eventually she reached Manhattan
with 43 cents, where the Salvation
Army gave her a night’s lodging for
30 cents and the United Charities
found her a position.

Then she returned to ‘Chicago and
her children, with a huge collection
of experiences.

Incidentally her ideas on the sub-
ject of prison reform were greatly
changed.

“Every prisoner I met’’ sha told re-
porters “feared the law and hated 't
for the punishment it imposed. There
is a dread, caused by fear of prison,
which I am now convinced is bene-
ficial. Formerly - I thought prisons
out of date. But they serve a useful
purpose. Only there is not enough
attention paid to the problem of fit-
ting girls to lead a new life, onc
they are released.” »

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PASSION PLAY 1S STAGED
' IN QUEBEC

Sacred prama Produced for First
) Time in Canada

For thl first time in Canada, the
Passion Play was produced on Sun-
day by residents of the Town of St.
Jerome, a thriving industrial com-
munity set in the heart of an agricul-
tural district close by the foothills of
the Laurentians. The sacred dramu
was enacted on a large scale based on
the methods followed by the natives
of Oberammergau, and as the story
of the great tragedy was unfolded by
picturesque and stirring tableaux
and gripping narrative, it enthralled
a large audience which had gathered
from the town itself and all the
neighboring cemmunities. The situa-
tion of the town lends itself admir-
ably to such a production. First, by
reason of its location on the north
river, which tumbles down from the
hills at the point where the Canadian
National Railways bear off on its
climb into the charming mountaiwn,
and then by the fact that people of
these communities are intensely relig-
ious in sentiment and enter thorough-
ly into the true spirit of the faith
that is theirs.

A priest of the parish, Father Jean
Davila [Ethier, blessed with exper-
ience and travel and special training
in -music and other cultured advan-
tages, in addition to his theological
training, suggested the idea of the
Passion Play some months ago and it
was taken to so readily that today his
aspiration became a reality.

Large Cast.

The large cast necessary for the
production helped by ‘one or two
special friends of Father Ethier, who
surrendered their annual vacation to
aid, was - found from among the
townspeople, and they not only gave
up their time to the study of their
parts and rehearsals, but aleo made
their own costumes and helped to
build the scenery necessary for the
staging of the numerous scenes. The
| people took so earnestly to the drama
that the week previous to the per-
formance was spent in spiritual re- |
treat, so that each might approach
the depiction of the story: animated
with the highest principles.

The result was a performance most
edifying, produced in an atmosphere
of sincerity, which left its visible im-
press on the large audience. Some of
the scenes, such as the entry into
Jerusalem and the crucifiXion, were
really marvelous by reason of the
wonderful grouping of hundreds
of figurants and _the _amazing
success achieved by purely rative tal-
ent. The costuming - was excellent
throughout and, indeed, the whole
production was ‘most’ ‘impressive.
Some of the individuals who essayed
the characters in the sacred drama
came from odd walks to the stage of
the Passion Play. The actor who
assayed the role of Christ and gave
a most appealing performance in its
impersonation is an advocate in
everyday life. Mary is a good house-
wife of St. Jerome. The Magdalene
is a sister of the priest who pro-
duced the work. St. Peter is a cloth
cutter, while Judas, who also gave
an impressive performance, is em-
ployed in a' packing plant.

that the site of Arkona was khown at
that time as ‘‘Bosanquet Corners.”
The name of ‘‘Eastman’s Corners”
was, of course, applied to it from the
distinctive aetivities which members
of that family had in the early devel-
opment of the place, just as Watford
at one time was known as “Browns
Corners,”

The late Robert Burns who was the
first postmaster as Sylvan and who
left records antedating 1850, states
that he vistied Arkona soon after
locating at Sylvan, and it was known
than as “Broadway,” though he gives
no reason as to why it obtained that
name. Mr. Burns also left some inter-
esting records of the early settlers
east of Arkona. The southeast corner
of Bosanquet and the adjoining por-
tion of Warwick owe much to the
pioneer settlers of Germanic origin,
to whose thrift and perseverance the
early development of the locality was
largely due.

To one of these, Ephriam Brower,
belongs the honor of bestowing upon
Arkona its name. He was a cabinet
maker who resided in the village dur-
ing the fifties if not before, and as
nearly as can be ascertained, the
name was given about 1855.

Those families with the location of
Arkona have often noticed how it is
built upon a hill in a hollow, so that
when it is approached from the north
east, west, its a lesser degree from
the south, a good view is obtained of
the village by day and its lights by
night when still a long distance from
it.

The original Arkona from which
our Lambton village takes its name
is a promotory on the northeast coast

of the island of Rigen in the Baltic |

Sea, and upon whose crest is a light-
house. Vessels from Stettin to Lon-
don, Hull and Leith pass within the
compass of its lights which cast their
beams over the sea for a distance of
35 miles. Nearby are the ruins of a

medieval stronghold. Lovers of the |

old village will be glad to know how
appropriate was the name chosen for
it by Ephriami Brower. Arkona is
without doubt a very old congregat-
ing place and its rapid rise and sub-
sequent importance was due to no
outside influence, but rather to its
ideal location for a country village,
the sterling character of its citizens
and the natural resources and fertil-
ity of the surrounding country.
