Hygiene for School Children.

As my practice Is largely among
school children and young girls, my
attention has been drawn to the cen-
dition of their school life, for it is in
the school that a large part of the
young life of the present day is lived.
The generations now growing up are
coming toward an age of large de-
sires and most uncertain issues, and
with them, the clear eye, the sound
mind, the right judgment, must all
be backed by the healthy body or
they- will Z not come under the
head of ‘“‘the fittest’’who survive.
1 take it, that in education they need
the ‘power of ‘knowledge-making’’
rather than the knowledge itself. It
were a vain task to try to give all
knowledge in an age of specialism
ltke this. Give the knowledge mak-
ing. power—the power of putting two
and two together—the power of evol-
ving an idea from known facts; the
power of generalizing, and back it up
with a healthy body, and we have the
man or woman best equipped for the
struggle of life.

But what do we find? Education in
our schools has come to mean largely
a cramming of the mind of the child
with facts, a large part of which it
cannot remember, and which would
be of no earthly use to it if it did.
In striving to give knowledge, which
is so 'vast and varied, there is no
time left to train the mind; to teach
the child how to find out things for
itseli, how to use its judgment, and
how to gain self-control. I do not
cry out against the imparting of
knowledge within a raesonable limit,
but it ought mot to be allowed to use
up so many hours of the child’s life.

Then the physical training ‘of the
child is deplorably neglected. It is
true there may be gymnasfum exer-
cises, but they are not in any way
elevated to the importance of the
mental exercises. Physical training
is considered only as a side issue in
school life, if it is considered at all,
and to it is given the lowest seat in
the synagogue. While we are olten
called upon to witness the ease with
which school children solve a math-
ematical problem, or recite incidents
in history, the teacher is rare who
would cali our attention to the fine
physical cordition of her pupiis, the
result of their gymnastic training.
Yet this lack in their training might
be remedied by the simple measure of
shortening school hours, and- giving
children more time out of doors. But
from morning until night they are in
the school rooms. Then there are les-
sons to prepare for the next day, so
that there 1s enly an hour or two of
each school day spent out of doors.

Yet, in the adult, eight hours of
steady brain work is feit to be try-
ing. How much more so must it be
to the sensitive, quickly-growing
brain of the child. Such an amount
of time spent, by the child in brain
work must be injurious. It is true
that children, as a gemeral rule, re-
semble Old King Cole, in that they
‘“scorn the fetters of the four and
twenty letters,” and that they may
not spend all their time in study. In
that case they are wasting time in-
doors which might be spent outside.
Girls particularly are reprehensibly
treated in this respect. Between the
ages of twelve and sixteen, ‘‘when
the vital energies are absorbed in the
rapid development of the body’ they
are often cooped in a schoeol-room six
hours of the day, in addition to
spending several hours at home in
study preparing for the next day’s
work. The natural result is a bright
mind and an enfeebled body. To give
an instance: Among my patients
there is a young girl of fifteen. . She
is very tall and very slight, a deli-
cate anaemic girl. She rises at 8
a.m. and gets to school by nine,

where she remains, with the excep-*

tion of the dinner hour, wuntil four
o'clock. After tea she studies until
ten, eleven and sometimes twelve.
There is an old quotation which says,
“Death has many doors to let life
out,”” and I sometimes think a mod-
ern school door is one of these. The
present system of education may give
to the world large numbers of well
read men and women, but it also
sows the seeds of consumption, hys-
{eria, neurasthenia and insanity; in
addition to such minor affection as
eye strain and nervous headaches.
Eye strain among children may re-
sult from over-heating, poor lighting,
and bad ventilation. The seeds of
consumption may be sotwn through
lack of knowledge on the part. of
those in charge as to the manner in

. which it is spread, through poor ven-

tilation, lack of sufficient outdoor ex-
ercise, and improper construction of
the desks, permitting the child to
lean forward and so interfering with
the full expansion of the chest. A
desk should project a little over the
edge of the seat, and should be a very
little higher than the child’s elbow
Then he cannot lean forward and the
expansion of the chest is not inter-
fered with. The school room should
have a north light as that is. the
steadiest and is without glare.” 'The
light should not shine directly in the
face as that is hurtful to the vision,
but should shine over: the left shoul-
der. If it shines from the right the

hand casts a shadow over the work,
and if from behirnd the body simdes
that which is directly in front of the
child (Rohe). The child’s feet should
rest on the floor and should be in
stout heavy soled boots, not only as
a protestion irom the cold and wet,
but to give the arch of the foot a
proper support. The condition of
flat foot is becomimg, of late years,
very common even in children. .I
wonder also if the beginning of some
cases of spinal sclerosis, could not be
traced to the spimal cord, by walking
in thin soled shoes.

Now"as regards school hours—they,
should be not longer than three
hours at first, and up te the age of
sixteen, six hours should be the limit.
A child should not be compelled nor
allowed to study longer, and this in-
cludes not only school hours but
study hours as well. I cannot see’
why a child up to the age of twelve
years cannot be taught all it needs
to know im school hours. It seems
to me that from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m,
ought to give the child sufficient
brain work, even allowing a half hour
out of this for recreation. ~ With
proper teaching three and a half
hours daily from the ages of eight to
sixteen, should work wonders. The
shorter the hours, within a certain
limit, the better the work which can
be done, and if from the ages of
twelve to sixteen it is necessary that
lessons be prepared at home, the
school hours I have mentioned, would -
leave the aftermoon free for study,
and recreation. There is something
radically wrong with the present
school system in that it absorbs to
itself all the best hours of the day,
leaving for the recreation hours of
the child enly the poorest, especially,
at this season of the year, when the
sun is almost if not altogether down,
when school is dismissed.

We meet with a great many cases
of hysteria in girls, yet we car
soarcely wonder at this when .we con-
sider that there has been mo time in
the girl’'s life when attention has
been paid to the development, of bex
physical nature, and that at all times
French has been considered a more
important thing than common sense
and self control. Her mental athi-
tude towards others has never been
guestioned. She has never been
taught the fact that there is suf-
ficient pain in everyone’s life without
irying to stimulate it, and that the
pity and sympathy so gained are of
no value. But what teacher of young
girls would consider such a lesson
necessary. 1 venture to say not one,
though the value of it would be be-
yond compare.

That tbe site, heating and ventila»
tion should all be carefully consider-
ed, in building the school room,
ought to go without saying. That
pumbered among the school commis-
sioners should be a physician, is also
a necessity. Besides this, I would
advecate that there should be a
bealth inspector of schools—a phys-
iciam paid to inspect the schools, and
endowed with power sufficient to per-
fect the sanitary arrangements offect
them, and to see that right hygienic
conditions prevailed, so that the
generations now growing up shall be-
come healthy men and women, well
fitted physically and mentally for the
battle of life.

Cures For Small Pox.

The ““American Medicine'’ a leading
Medical Journal has the following to
say regarding the many cures for
small pox now being published:—The
prevalence of small pox in Philadel—
phia has been instrumental in filling
the newspapers with many articles
on the disease. The public 4eagerly
reads every scrap of intormation that
appears, and a large proportion, who
do not possess too much discrimin-
ation, accept everything they read as
gospel, although much that has been
printed is utterly false and mislead-
ing. Several of the journals, under
startling headlines, published cures
or preventatives for small pox, such
as vinegar, solutions of zinc sulphate
foxglove and quinine, @nd various
other harmless amd harmful substan-
ces. Surely the editors of these pa-
pers cannot realize the responsibili-
ty of their positions, else they would
not so readily and so thoughtlessly,
give currency to dangemus fallacies.
Vaccination is absofutely the only,
sure protective against small pox,
and practically no one that has been
successfully vaccinated within a re-
cent period can take the disease.
Even when this operation has been
done at a remote period, a measure
of protection is exerted; the disease
may net be kept off entirely, but its
virulence may be so mitigated that
all that is needed to convince one ot
the efficacy and value of Jenner’s
discovery is a comparison of the dis-
ease in vaccinated and in unvaccin-
ed persons. We would strongly urge
the newspaper press to be circum-
spect with regard to items about
small pox at the present time; let
the facts be given, but let not every
old remedy that the profession has
long ago discarded be conspicuously.
heralded. If the papers receive infor-
mation in regard to the preventive or
curative treatment of small pox and
desire to publish it, then they should
first submit the matter to compe-
tent medical authority, as the dis-
semination of false knowledge about
the disease is always most pernicious
and is particularly se just now. 1t
the editors desire to bemefit the com-
munity, let them dilate upon the vir
tues of vaccination, about which too
much cannot be written.
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The revolt of the citizens of Great-
er New York against the dictator-
ship of Richard Croker, the Tam-
many ‘‘Boss,”’ is a striking victory
for the cause of clean government,
and an example calculated to raise
protests agaiust the operation of
many lesser Tammanys through the
United States and .possibly in Can-
ada. There was only ene great Tam-
many, but that was because in its
strength it had thrown aside the
cloak that a servant of the people
wears and stood revealed as the fear-
ful result of the growth of corruption
in politics. The city was virtually
under the control oi the Tammany
ring, who set a price on every office
in the city’s gift, and, controlling the
police department, winked at crime
and protected criminais who ‘‘squar-
ed”’ themselves with a sufficient con-
tribution to the fund that made
Croker a malti-millionaire and en-
abled him and his colleagues Ior s0
long to buy an influence great enough
to strangle every attempt at reform.
But the sight oi the wigwam has at
last become loathsome to the people
who reaiize what Tammany rule has
meant and must mean, and the better
impuises of the brown stone and the
tenement districts have been stirred
to a sense of duty. A right minded
use of the [ranchise has taugnu the
machine that the people have the
power to right any wrong that a
corrupt human agency can inflict on
the public. The greatest of new
world cities has now elected as its
chief magistrate a man of irreproach-
able morals, of splendid business a-
bility, who may be depended upon to
work faithfully and fearlessly to ac-
complish the reiorm which he has
pleaged his best efiorts to eilect.
Mayor Seth Low is described as a
man so upright that he leans back-
ward and tpere is no fear that he
can be bought to stay the work he
has underiasen. Associated Wwilk
him as district attormey, is Judge
Jerqme, whose sensational and ag-
gressive speeches were Surlking lea-
tures oi the campaign, aud Wwhosc
past ellorts to expose and punish tue
Iulers been gallicring a
prout fiom aiu Imanucr ui
Cruue teave Do AoubL as L0 what ue
Wili do now iuatl De 1s Lore puwel
ful than tue inluences agaiust which
he was previously unabie L0 make &
successiul fight. Under the admims-
tration of these men Greaier New
York cannot but be retormed. 'The
fact that a city with a wominai dew
ocratic majority oif over 80,buu has
elected a repubiican Mayor by a plur
ality of 30,000 is evidence of the in-
dependent ‘thought with which the
electors rung down the curtain on thc
misrule of the past. And as it was
in New York, so it is everywhere—
an independent people must right the
wrongs that a political zeal has per-
petrated.

—It is something of a reflection ou
Canadian hospitality to have the va-
rious sums spent lor the entertaiu-
ment of the Royal party given a
widespread publicity in the press oi
Canada. This counting and com-
menting on the cost of our efiorts as
hosts isn't calculated to put the
heartiness of the welcome beyona
question, and Royalty has an excuse
for thinking that- Canadians are after
all rather a small souled people. The
fact that St. John spent $8,000 and
Halifax less than half that sum is
no real indication that loyalty in
St. Jobn has struck its roots deep-
er than in Halifax. We presume the
visitors would have carried away
just as good an impression of the
country had the decorations been less
elaporate and incidents of hearty,
homely weleome more common. All
loyal Canadians were honored by the
visit of the representatives oi the
over-seas sovereign who, in the face
of the happenings of the immediate
past, canmot. doubt the strength of
our goodwill or allegiance, and it is
unseemly that their attention should
now be called to the expenses in-
curred in their reception. Such
items of public expense may consti-
tute legitimate news but unnecessary
publication is, we submit, illadvised.

New York Elections.

VIOTORY FOR GOOD GOVERNMENT A SWEEP-
ING ONE.

New York, Nov. 6.—Full returns in
New York city of the vote for Mayor
show the election of Mr, Seth Low,
the Fusion candidate, by a majority
of 29,864, Mr. Low receiving 294,992
votes, and Mr. Edward M. Shepard,
Democratic candidate, 265,128. Mr.
Shepard carried only one borough,
and in that one (Queens) his major-
ity is only 762.

In the county of New York the last
remaining hope of the Democrats is
swept away by figures indicating the
defeat of John T. Oakley, for sheriff,
by William F. O’Brien. O’Brien’s
majority, however, probably is not
more than three or four thousand.
The majorities of the Fusionist can-
didates for Justice of the Supreme
Court and of William Travers Jer-
ome, the Fusionist nominee for dis-
trict attorney, are even larger than
reported last night. Incomplete fig-
ures indicate that Jerome has car-
ried his district, New York County,
by about fifteen thousand. So badly
was Mayor Van Wyck scratched that
returns indicating his vote for jus-
tice of the Supreme Court are late
and it is difficult to estimate the fin-
al figures, but it is believed that he
will run nearly thirty thousand be-
hind his ticket. All of the Fusionist
candidates for justices of the Su-
preme Court in New York County
-are elected, and all of the Democrat-
ic candidates are beaten.

(London Press Comments.)
The ‘St. James's Gazette’ London,
says:—'The success of Seth Low is
an event on which every friend of
America and every lover of virtue
and honesty anywhere has good reas-
on to raise paeans of congratulation.
It is the greatest blow yet struck at
the most nefarious system of organ-
ized triumphant villany ever foisted
on a civilized community by a gang
of corrupt blackmailers. But the
terrific power of such an organization
can only be finally crushed by a coun-
ter-organization and equally far-
reaching energy.
The ‘Pall Mall Gazette' says: ‘The
gods that preside over honest govern-
ment deserve a libation from every
good citizen through the world.’
The'Westminster Gazette' remarks:
‘The New-Yorker seems at last to
have grasped that he has a citizen's
responsibility for the good govern-
ment of his city. With a President
who has declared against the spoils
system and a de-Tammanyized New
York, the administrative outlook for
the United States is brighter than
for a long time past.’

Li Hung Chang Dead.

Li Hung Chang died at his home in
Pekin, on Thursday the 7th. He was
one of the most remarkable men of
his time, as well as one of the rich-
est men in the world. The Montreal
Witness says: $
The greatest man in China has
passed away, succumbing at the age
of seventy-eight to embarrassments
and responsibilities that would have
been too much for the strongest man
in his prime. It was Li who, with
Gordon, saved China at the time of
the Taiping rebellion in 1860. Being
viceroy oi one of the Yang-tse prov-
inces, he was in that emergency
clothed with plenipotentiary powers
and had the wisdom to commit the
milifary command to an Englishman,
who, with .a walking cane, led the
ever-conquering army to victory.
Since then, Li has never ceased to be
a gigantic, if somewhat mysterious,
figure, and the fact that in his ex-
treme age and physical weakness his
country could lean on him, and him
only, to carry on its extremely com-
plex and desperate diplomacy, is the
highest testimony to his unequalled
capacity for affairs. Li was far
more enlightened than most of his
countrymen, and has on the whole
been a progressive force. The fact
that his era did not afford him any
opportunity to develop a constructive
policy made him perhaps something
of a time-server, and the lack of any
unity of purpose insthe imperial coun-
cils. and the constant peril which
prominence in China involves, made
him something of a self-seeker. But
he was a man who, under favorable
conditions, would have ranked with
the great ~patriotic statesmen who
have made nations great.

Party Resuits in State Elections.

Ten states voted for State officers
on the 5th imst. In Ohio, Iowa,
Massachusetts, Rhode Island, Vir-
ginia, and New Jersey, Governers
were chosen. The latest figures
show the following results:—Mary-
land, democratic; Virginia, democrat-
ic, by 30,000; Kentucky, democratic,
by 20,000 against 8,000 plurality for
Bryan in the last national campaign;
Iowa, republican, by 100,000; Rhode
Istand, republican, by 7,000 to 65,-
000; Ohio, republican, by 50,000; Ne-
braska, republican, by possibly 10,-
000; New Jersey, republican, by 8,~
000 or 9,000; Pennsylvania, repub-
lican.

Dominion Parllament.

Ottawa, Nov. 9.—The next session
of the Federal Parliament will prob-
ably open on either Feb. 6 or Feb.13,
that is, unless something arises to
make a meeting by that season im-
possible. The House would have
been called together in January had
it not been for the visit to Canada
of their Royal Highnesses this fall.
The program for the coming session
will be very short, and little gov-
ernment legislation is looked for be-
yond the passage of supply. The de-
partmental estimates, as prepared by
the officials are now before council
for nearly all branches of the public
service.

R AN S S
Sydney’s Water Supply.

The new pumping station to be e-
rected by Sydney is estimated to
cost $21,000. It will have a capac-
ity of 1,500 gallons per minute, and
will be operated by steam and elec-
tric. power. Mayor Crowe reported
that, acting on behali of the town,
he had made application for 1,500
acres of ungranted lands surrounding
Middle and Dameresq lakes to pre-
vent_contamination should the town
decide to use them for water supply.

The Bridgetown Agricultural Soelety. .

Editor of the Monitor:

As a promoter on the south side of
the river of the above society, I have
naturally been besieged by dissatis-
fied fee payers to Kknow what good
the society has done or is doing. AR
1 am compelled to say “‘not much,
I will try to give an explanation for
some of the discrepancies in the hope
that it may have the salutary effect
of remedying them in a certain de-
gree.

It was expected that we benefit by
co-operative buying of our seeds, im-
plements etc., and this has not been
done. 1t was early seen that this
buying would bave to be put into
the hands of some one person who
for a reduced commission would get
what was wanted. This person was
found, and as far as 1 anW‘dld the
work for those who wanted it done.
Ii some did not benefit by it, they
will have to blame themselves for
neglecting so great a salvation.

Another great source of dissatis-
faction is the ineflicacy of the ani-
mals bought for service.

Your fault again brother members.
You limited your buyers to a cheap
price and got cheap bulls which those
same buyers—the only ones pleased—
will be able to buy back again for
one third the price they cost the so-
ciety, to go to market as beef.
Or suppose they were good: bulls, then
they were inefficient because their
severest term of service was in mid-
summer when all that can be expect-
ed of any bull is to bear the heat and
fight flies. Why farmers who know
that the best season for their cows
to freshen is fall or early winter will
persist in allowing circumstances to
force them into breeding in mid-sum-
mer, is beyond explanation.

Again it has been urged that the
educational value of the society has
been wanting. Your fault again, is
it not? If you were so short-sighted
as to appoint officers who were con-
tent to be mere figure-heads, and
were indifferent to the welfare of the
child placed in their charge and even
seemed to gloat over and aid its in-
fantile death struggles, you should
have learned by experience not to re-
turn them to office. We must confess
that it is rather discouraging to have
an officer brought from his after-
supper siesta an hour after the time
appointed for the meeting, to find a
partly dispersed crowd of members
cooling their heels against the curb-
stone, waiting for the hall to be
opened.
The only remedy for this is for the
directors and members to take mat-
ters in their own hands and see that
the meetings are well attended and
well advertised. If our society lives
there is need of more universal, in-
dividual effort on the part of both
officers and members.

It has come to my knowledge that
subscriptions in a small way have
recently been solicited in Bridgetown
for the church we purpose building
at Young's Cove—possibly commenc-
ing next summer. Kindly permit me
to say that such solicitation was un-
authorized so far as we were con-
cefmed, and, I believe, it was alto-
gether. irresponsible.
I understand attempts have been
made in the past to build an ‘‘Un-
ion Meeting House'' and to this end
a piece of ground was purchased. But
beyond this no successful headway
has ever been made. When, after re-
peated visits to the place, I ex-
pressed the felt need of a church, my
attention was directed to this, but I
declined to take hold of that because,
(1) The piece of land purchased is
just outside the bounds of the par-
ish, and therefore I should have no
locus standi except by eourtesy;
(2) everybody whom I have consult-
ed and who have had any experience
with union meeting houses, both lay-
men and ministers, (not Episcopal)
are unanimous in saying ‘‘Don’t.”
Added to this, in the district with-
in this parish for which the church
is to serve, by far the larger propor-
tion of people are Episcopalians, and
so far as 1 know, no clergyman other
than myself makes any attempt to
serve any of them. But as a matter
of course, when the church is built
and opened it will be open for public
worship, and I may say, bearing in
mind that the district is not visited
by any minister but myself, I make
it a point in visiting to give what
consolation I can to the sick irre-
spective of persuasion, and to call on
as many of the well as possible.

In view af the fact that I may at
some future time ask assistance of
Bridgetown directly or indirectly for
this work, and that they may know
approximately the position of things
at Young's Cove, as well as that
they may be protected from imposi-
tion, I have written at greater length
than I should otherwise have done.

For the future I would ask them to
make careful enquiries of anyone SoO-
liciting assistance for this work. Any
person authorized to collect for the
church we purpose building within
the bounds of this parish will bear
so:ne credential duly attested by my-
self.

the essential means, farming has not
progressed as it has in less favored
countries. That we are making,
progress however, may be readily
seen by a careful perusal of the fol-

In 1864 we had 37 societies, with|
1,744 members, subscribing §1,859.|
At that time the government grant|
was $3,010 or nearly double the a-
mount subscribed by societies.

In 1894, thirty years later, we had
reached 80 societies, 3,986 members |
subscribing $4,424, and the govern-
ment grant . raised to $8,000, again
nearly double the amount subscribed
by members.

In thirty years we gained but 43
societies and 2,242 members. At the
close of 1900, six years later,we have
131 qualified societies, with 7,362
members, subscribing $9,322.60.

The p{uvincial government grant
is now $10,000 so that the members
of these societies are now subscrib-
ing a sum almost equal to the grant
given.

Competent judges from Ontario and
the United States who visited our
annual exhibition in 1897, and again
the past year, stated publicly that in
cattle, sheep and swine we had made
as great progress in three years, if
not greater, than any province or
state they had visited.

I am pleased to be able to say that
we will add twenty new societies to
the roll this year, probably more, so
that we will close the year with ov-
er one hundred and fifty agricultural
sccieties, almost double the number
that were in existence in 1896. I do
not think that any-more striking
proof could be given of the new and
hopeful spirit that has been prevail-
ing in the agricultural life of Nova
in late years. In order to
keep up the proportien of provincial
aid to these societies it will be nec-
essary for the government to increase
the grant for this purpose, and judg-
ing from the liberality in the past I
have no doubt that this will be done.

Referring to our system of giving
agricultural meetings to farmers in
every part of the province, I wish to
say that these societies afford a
most eliective and easy mode of ar-
ranging meetings. The large increase
in the number of these societies In
the last few years fairly well covers
the principal agricultural districts.
The districts remaining out will, I
hope, fall into line in the near future.
Since April of the present year up-
wards of eighty meetings have been
held, the _counties visited being
Halifax, Lunenburg, Queens, Digby,
Annapolis, Kings, Hants, Colches-
ter, Cumberland, Pictou, Antigonish,
Richmond, Cape Breton, Victoria and
Inverness. Meetings will be arranged
during the autumn covering the re-
maining counties and parts of coun-
ties not previously touched. I might
add that the secretaries of societies
take an active interest in advertising
meetings as arranged from the office
for agriculture, and that the atten-
dance at such meetings and the in-
terest manifested increases from year
to year. With these’ facts before me,
I am strong in the belief that no bet-
ter system can be organized for hold-
ing agricultural meetings.

The dairy industry of the province
has developed and improved very
much; in fact it has been fairly revo-
lutionized well within a decade, as a
briei statement regarding what has
been and is being done will clearly
show:

In 1894 an act was passed granting
bonuses to creameries and cheese fac-
tories. It provided for the establish-
ment of three in each county, under
certain conditions, allowing $400 to
each one established. About ten
counties took advantage of the act,
and twenty-five or thirty creameries
and cheese factories were established.
In ordér to make provision for coun-
ties that failed to take advantage of
this act, in 1899 an act was passed
by which the government was author-
ized to purchase the necessary plant
and machinery for the establishment
of one creamery in any such county.
An act to further encourage dairy-
ing was passed at the last session
the legislature. It provides for
the annual expenditure of a sum not
exceeding five thousand dollars, on
the recommendation of the Secretary
for Agriculture, in the establishment
of creameries giving satisfactory as-

! der the direction of Miss Laura Rose,

formerly a teacher at the Agricultur-
al College at Guelph, with a compet-
nt assistant, has been operating
being cordially
received by the rural population in
he island of Cape Breton this seas-
Next season it will operate in
Nova Scotia proper, and will for
some years form an important part
of the machinery provided by the
government of Nova Scotia for the
advancement of the dairy interests of
the province.

The present season two of the
largest creameries yet established
are working—one at Mabou, Inver-
ness, the other at Scotsburn, Pictou.
Both are doing good work. With
those previeusly in operation our
city and towns are being supplied
with butter and cheese of the best
quality. Before the establishment of
our home creameries Halifax alone
was sending many thousands of dol-
lars away annually for these two
products of the farm.

Another act passed by the legisla-
ture at the last session provided for
the establishment of model orchards

| as object lessons in fruit culture in

each county of the province. One
thousand dollars a year is allowed
for this purpose, to be expended on

! the recommendation of the Secretary

for Agriculture, assisted by the dir-
ector of the School of Horticulture.
Two of these orchards were planted
in May last; one in Antigonish and
one at Falkland Ridge, Annapolis,
and all who have seen them pro-
nounce them model orchards indeed.
We expect to plant a dozen or more
of these of these model orchards in
other counties during the coming
spring.

In this brief review of the agricul-
tural progress of Nova Seotia during
the past few years, and from what I

| have learned of the interest takeu by

farmers.in every part of the provin.e
and especially the attendance of buys
and young men at our meetings, I am
encouraged to believe that the agri-
cultural growth and development of
our province will be much greater
during the next ten years than it has
been in the past, great as has been
the progress made during thedecade.
the progress made during the decade.

doker's Garner.

—It is true that skilful manage-
ment of an inferior brand will often
produce better bread and biscuits
than careless treatment of fine fam-
ily flour, hut nothing can remedy the
disadvantage of indifferent yeast. We
give below a recipe for home made
yeast, which will in nine cases out
of ten insure good bread, which has
been used in our family for years.

Four large mealy potatoes, peeled,
two quarts of cold water, one tea-
cupful of loose dry hops, or half a
cake of pressed hops, two table
spoonfuls of flour, half a cupful of
lively yeast, or a yeast cake dissol-
ved in a little warm water, the Roy-
al is the best. Put water, potatoes
and tBe hops tied up in a bit of
coarse muslin over the fire in a clean
pot, boil until the potatoes break
apart when a fork is stuck into them.
Unless they are very old or very new
this should be in hali an hour aiter
the boiling begins; take out the po-
tatoes leaving water and hops on,the
range where they will boil slowly;
mash the potatoes smooth in a bowl
with a wooden spoon and work in
the sugar, when these are well mixed
wet the paste with three table-
spoonfuls of the boiling hop tea, then
stir in a tablespoonful of flour. Do
this four times beating and stirring
to get rid of lumps, when the flour
is all in, add a little at a time the
rest of the hop tea squeezing the bag
hard to get every drop, throw the
boiled hops away and wash the bag
well before putting it aside for the
next yeast making. Strain the thick
grayish liquid through a colander in-
to a bowl and let it get almost but
not quite cold before you stir in the
bali cupiul of made yeast that is to
raise it; set aside out oi the dust
and wind, put something over it and
leave it to work, say a sieve or piece
of netting. It is a good plan to set
the bowl in a large dish to catch
what may run over the sides. When
the yeast ceases to sing and the bub-
bles no longer rise and break on the
surface, the fermentation is com-
plete. Four or five hours in July,
seven in January usually brings this
Lo pass; pour the yeast into stone
or glass fruit jars fitted with corks,
keep in a cool dark place, and do
not open except to draw ofi the quan-
tity needed for a baking.
