As usual, on these occasions, the
spazious [Iall was dersely crowded, and large numbers were unable
to gainadmittance  }twas indeed o cheering sight to witness so imany
0% our citizens of all denomiuations of Christians assembled together
to support the cause of the Bible Society. It proved that this noble
Tastitution nat ouly rvetzins its influence W this community, but that
it is advaneiug steadily onward, and gaining fricnds on every hand.
The chair was taken at 7 o’clock by the President of the Society, M.
Justice Parker; the first four verses of tbe sixty-sixth Psalm were
then sung with delightful effect; the Rev. Mr. Donald then read the
-seveuty-second Psalm, when the President rose and said that—We
were ussembled at a peciod of peculiar interest to all members of
Bible-Socicties—just on the eve of the Jubilee year of the great Par-
ent Tustitution, the British and Foreign Bible Society. Attention
had been called to this circumstaree by a Cirdhlar just veceived. an-
nounciug the intention of the Society to commemorate the year by a
special Celebration anda special Fuud.  © Itis.” as that paper statcs,

7hat cvery indwviduad of the woi bl has « right to
read the Ward of God, without note or comment. 1t is our duty to
maintain this principle ; but, were it a question of cxpedicuey mercely,
and net of right or duty, and we had now to determine whether the
prosperity of the Provinee would be best promoted Ly the {ree or
fettered cirenlation of the Bible, could we lhesitate a momentas to
the elioice,—comparing the state of those countries in which the free
use of the Bible was denied to the people with that of those where it
was open toall? By cvery consideration, then, we ave urged to
contend that the Bible should not be a scaled book in Mew-Bruns-
wick. The pesition and prospects of the Bible Society are such as
to call for decp and heartfelt gratitude to the Great Giver of all good,
and for the hearty carnest coroperation of us all.

An abstract of the Report was then read by the Seeretary, Dr. Pat-

tson. ‘This document contained a number of interesting facts in

reference to operations of the Parent Seciety and of ouwr Auxiliavy;
but our space will not adinit of our noticing them at present.

A PLURALITY OF ELDERS.

No church can be in complete seriptural order without a plurality
of Bidevs or Pastors: S

After the Lord Jesus Christ had finished the work of man’s-re-
demption, died for our sins accordingto the seriptures, and rose again
the third day, he appeared to his disciples, being seen of them forty
days and speaking of the things pertaining to the kingdom of God,
and being assembled with them hie daiivered to them his last ‘com-
mssion, as recorded Mat. xsviii. 19. 20. T'he Apostles commenced their
labors at Jerusalem, aud in a short time a numerous church was eol-
lected, from whenee the gosgel spread.  Multitudes believed and
turned to the Lovd. It appears that when people believed and were,
baptized. that they were united together in societics commonly call-
ed churches, and it also appears that for the better regulating of the |
affairs of these churches, that two classes of office bearers,- common-
ly called Elders and Deacons, were ordained to rule and serve in these,
churches. It also appears thata plurality of cach of these classes of
ofhee Bearers were ordained in coery clarck. We presume that it |{
is admiited by christians of every name, that there ought to be.a plu-
rality of Deacons in every church, and we would stippose.that no pru- .
dent society would commit.cven their worldly affairs to one Deacon;
how much more then do the spiritual concerns of ‘a church which-are {}.
of so much more importance require a plurality of Elders an every
charch. Accordingly we find that the passages in support of a plural: 1}
ity of Klders in overy church are much more.numerous than the 4/ -

T
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passages in support of a plurality of Deacons, although even' these are
sufficiently numerous to prove a plurality in every church.

The intention of the writer of this article, is to-lay before tire read-
ersof the Christian Banner the seripture evidence in support of a plu-
rality of Elders in every church, as it is thought by many that this sub-
jeet is too much overlooked : but before proceeding we would observe,
that we suppose that it will be admitted by the readers of the Clris-
tian Banner that the terms Hlder, Pastor, Bishop, Overscer, &e.,
all refer to the same class of office bearers. R

As the church ab Jerusalem: was the first chureh planted by the
apostles we shall hegin there, and. we find the Blders of that church
mentioned in the following places, Acts xi. 30.; chapter xv. 4. 0. 22.
23.; chapter xxi. 18.; in every one of these places the Elders are spo-

1 ken of in the plural, and plurality of Elders in every church, was

considered so essential, that'even the church at Jerusalem that en-
joyed the labors of so many of the Aposties, had-a plurality of Elders.
We learn from Acts ohapter xiil, that Paul'and Barnabas, after be-
ing set apart by fasting and’prayer, were sent forth from Antioch,
and preached the gospel in many places; it also appears that- many
Believed, churches were formed, and” we are told that they ordained
them: Llders in every chacrch, Acts xiv. [3. Any common sense reader
will see that a plurality of Klders was here ordained inevery church.

Bldersof the clurch., Aets xx. 17.  The reader is respectfully reques-
ted to read the whole of this-solemn» address. as it contains much
valuable instruction for Pastors and people. Throughout the whole
the apostle addresses: them in the pluraZnumber.  The epistle to the
Philippians is addressed to all the saints, with the Bishops, and Dea-
¢ons, if'this text is any proof of « plurality of Deacons in evey
chureh ; the proof is-cqually strongfor a-plurality of Elders in every
church.

Here we find the flock or church spoken of in the sin
gular, and the Klders in the plural.

Thus have T endeavored to ascertain from thé Sacred volume,
whether a plurality of Jlders in every church or a single one in each
church was the plan practised in the churches planted by the apos-
tles and as far as we have been able'to discover, the uniform prac-
tise in these churches was a plurality of Ilders in cvery church. In
our simplicity we have concluded this 10 be God’s plan, and of course
the best plan, as the wisdom, knowledge, goodness, and love of God,
would secure for us the best plan. :

We have always cousidered it our duty to cleave as closely as pos-
sible to this plan ; we also conslude that the plan of those who have
Jaid aside the order of Jlders altogether in the churches. a3 well as
the plans of those who have rested satisfied with one Llder only in
each chureh, are equally withont foundution in the seriptures of truth.
( We have not been able to find one single church in the New Testa-
ment, with only one Iilder.) We have therefore concluded these to
be the plans of men. which we ought cautiously to aveid. We con-
stder the churehes plantcd: by the apostles, to be model churches which

-all chnrehes ouzht to imitate as maclh as possible.  We contend that

the Bible containga-precept and a completa rule of faith and prae:
tice, a sure guide to dircct our course to the mansions of bliss, and
that we should take this blessed Book for a light to our feet anéd a
lamp to our path, we should b2 careful not to walk in the light of
the sparks of our ewn kindling. to beware of the doctrines and com-
mandments of men that turn from the truth, lest we should wiss our
way to the selestial city. ‘

We may be aceused of advacating & novelty. To this we simply
reply, that truth isolder than evror. and the yuestion iz not whether
we are advocating a novelty. but are we advocating the trush 2 If so,
let all who fear God and tremble at his word, fall in Jove with the
practice of his truth, and as soon as possible ordain Llders tm every
churcl ; but if we are advoeating ervor, let our error be defined, let

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SCARCITY OF LABOURERS.
Why have we so few preachers 2—~A query by D. O.

1. Because too large a proportion of the disciples live more for
earth than heaven, They heed not the Apostolic declaration;  for
we walk by faith, not by sight.” If all the disciples fully considered
the momentous truth which they have professedly bound to their
hearts, they would tremble for the fate of their friends and neigh-
bors. Would there be any lack of prc‘lchcrs, think you, if we u!l»
really believed that our fathers, mothers, wives, brothers, sisters and
children—our friends and neighbors who are living in disvbedicice
are slumbering over “a lake of fire and brimstone”—that they are ex-
posed to a punishment “ where the worm dics not and the firc is not
quenched I”  They give proof” that they do not believe in everlasting
punishment. If a child is ill they are all full of anxiety. With
sleepless vigilance they watelr it by night and by day. They spare
ne expense of time or money. They give all diligence to save it from
sickness and death. All thewealth they can c:sll their own, they
would sacrifice in one hour to save thelife of a friend ; even thouwh
fully persuaded that death would be to them the portals of immor tah-
ty. In this they give preof of anxiety for their deliverance from
sickness. Until we do everything in our power to save souls from
death we shall not prove that we are sincere in our professions.—
Were we living in the sanctuary of the Lord all the time—Dbehold-
ing the end of those who know not God and who obey not the gospel,
each of us would be doing whatwe could for the salvation of our fel-
low creatures. Those destitute of the proper gifts for a public exhi-
bition of the gospel, would contribute to sustain those deemed compe-
tent by the chureh, and those possessed of gifts would be ready and
willing to go. Indeed such, possessing a spark of humanity, would
preach.the gospel to the best of their ability though shey received
nothing from the brotherhood.

«Tf any man have not the spirit of Christ.he is none of his” is a
divine oracle. The embodied manifostation ef the Spirit of Christ

i expressed in two important words—suLF sacririck. We are not

yet the disciples of Clirist, unless we have sacrificed evory thing #o
him and for him. We eanﬁt be the disciples of Christ if we withold
anything that'is Risdue. ¢ Andwe are not our own : ; we have been
bought with a price.”” It is for his glory that we cat and drink, and
enjoy the good of our labor—just so much as is ncedful for us, as it is
for the interest of the nobleman that lis steward be well fed and

«clotlied, that he may attend to hxs lord’s busmess Itis doubtloss,,

!
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thus, with the Lord and with bis faithful stewards; but they must
always bear in mind that all belongs to the Lord, and that cvery
thing we have must be conscerated to his service. ¢ Therefore as
cvery man has received the gift [even so] minister the same one
unto another, as good stewards of the manifold favor of God.” This
is addressed to all disciples, and is applicable to every gift. Time,
money, taleats, all are of God, and should be freely rendered to him.
His people should be like the rivers, lakes and fountains of watvrs.—
“T'he sun shines upon them and they readily yicld to his attractive
‘influence—they rise in vapors and are pently wafted to fall on the
carth to fertilize it, that new life may animate all things. Many
drops may fall on sterile rocks and barren sands; but yet it rises at
the bidding of the king of day. So with the heart touched with the
finger of God. It is attracted to his work, it rises at his bidding:
He scatters truth broadeast with a liberal hand. If it fall on beaten
path ways, on rocks, or among thorns he cannothelp it; he gives
the seed—the divine \\ord—to all; he speaks to all—all the truth,
cither i in person or by proxy, whether men will hear or forbear.

It it my opinion then, brother O.--it is more than an opinion, that
if we all wallked by faith we sheuld have plenty of preachers. All
of us would be dircetly or indirectly, engaged inthe work, There
would be no ¢ drones’ in the hive; all would be laying up a good
foundation against the time to come—a treasure in the heavens.—
When will we all awake to oar true interests 2!,

2. We should have more preachers were it not that many feel in-
competent to the great work. They feel their deficiencies—they la-
ment their luck of general information and their want of education.
"Pis true, the rising age demands cducated talent in Church and
State. Thanks to the Lord, we have already a fair proportion of ed-
ucated preachers-in the field. At present, however, we need a large
number of plain English scholars, well versed in the divine oracles.
There is much work for them to do without devoting a large propor;
tion of their time to dead languages. Young brethren, possesing
good spcakmrr abilities, are not suﬂ”lcxcntly encouraged to obtain an
cducation. 'The church should call out such brethren as m fier judg
ment possess good gifts, and educate thcm They should feel from
the moment they give themselves to the chureh for this purpose, that
they should entertain nota thought or wish but which tended to the
spmtu'll interests of Zion. When the congregations make this
effort, the number of devoted, well educated ministers of the gospelf
will steadily and rapidly incicase. It is 4 source of rcgret however,

P syt ———
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that we have no schools yet to develop, in proper harmony, the whole
man.  Young men, fed at a table equal to some of our best Lotels—
who eommand a large and deep purse—who wear fine broad cloth and
make not one physical effort during the four or seven years they are
getting an education—though as devout as Joseph—are no more cd-
ueated as the pioncer heralds of the apostolic gospel, in our northern
and western wilds, than they are for farmers, seamen. soldiers or me-
chanics. [But I must eall this thought up in another cgnneetion.]
But our young brethren who are heing educated will be useful—they
are so already—especially those who had 2 good physical training
previous to catering cellege.  Iwould not utter a word to prevent
others taking the same course ; but then the old congregations must
take care of them. Ploncms amust come from another (uarter
All that I wish to say under this head, is, that we have few preach.
ers beeause the congregations neglect to call out and cducate the
talens God has commisted to tl'cu trust.

3. We arc destitute of the labors of brethren who have proved

themselves cfficient, because Lhcy look too far into the future! Ilave
I not read somewhere, that some of the most cflicient evangelists in

Canada, Tefuse to take the field all the time, because the brotherhood
will not engage to support them during all time to come? Am I
mistaken ? T cannot imagine how an intelligent, devoted minister of
the gospel can entertain doubts and fears as to his and his family’s
conifortable maintenance, providing the brotheroood who have called
him to the work possess the ability. e must doubt their ehristian-
ity. DBut he says, © they have called me for a year only, I know not
that my !abors will be required another year.” True: he kuews not,
but the case is yet to be found, where an intelligent, devoted servant
of the Lord, entirely given up to His work, was not in demand all the
time. Good men are scavee. Preachers are plenty; but lulorers,
faithful laborers, are few. Ifad I the means at command, I would
beeome security for the brotherhood of Canada, that they would sus-
tain @ dozen evangelists and their families, wholly given up to the
ministry of the word. "It would only be necessary to adopt a plain
seriptural method to eail out the resources of the brotherhood, and
for the evapgelists and elders to teach this duty among the ¢ all things’
taught by the Lord, and an ample suppmt would be always ready for
the workmen. [Sce an essay of mine in the Age last spring.)
We would, therefore, have more preachers if our good men had
 more faith in God and in their brethren. For my own part, I never
"had any anxiety about the support of miyself and family, and I never
asked for a contribution, or stipulated for a salary. But now I am |
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worn out. I have labored too much, and although we have no provi-
sion for the superannuated, I doubt not the Lord will provide some
way by which we shail find food, -clothing,and shelter till our end
come. But my paper is done.

plead a thorough and uncquivoeca! reformation, I must draw upon
your benevolence and your searching charity in order to ascertain
what efforts you deem neediul to carry out the motto you would
like to see on the flag of the aforesaid reformation.

But my friend Evans, everything cannot be done at once. The
world itself, under Almighty enorgy, took six days to create. And
the same great Father saw it necessary to suffer the world to be over
2500 years old before he introduced such a code as the Mosaie Jaw;
and he kept the world learning—learning—Ilearping, for over 4000
yearsera ho established the Christian religion ; and then for most

—J
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wise purposes (concerning which I will not now speculate) he permit-
ted a thorough corruption of this pure, divine, and ever lovely reli-
gion. To suppose taat we can bring order out of confusion, peace
out of present rampant clements, and spirituality out of such masses
of insinunting and wide-spread corruption as we have at this day, by
the cifort of 2 moment, is assuming what never has been, in any de-
partment, realized. Iiven under the eye of the apostles whosc min-
istrations were c\tnmdm'uy the reformers—-pupils of the apostles—
uceded reformation.  And that they had such awful spirits to deal
with, and eonvert, and reform, as we have in these years of grace, is
not farr oag wmoment to ba concaded. The dissolute inlabitants of
Corinth, were, as far as T am acquainted with the laws of mentals and
spirituals, far casier to be forined into the Image of the Divine Master
than thz part-civilizad, halfmoralized, quarter-christianized and alto:
gether sectarianized specimens of humanity that we have at this day,

Yet T would do violenee to my knowledge and sense of justice were
I to omit 5 bring prominently to noticz the undeniable fuct that by
the disciples, the sceds of truth have been sown that must ulti-
mately ripen to perfection.

That same in the reform ranks do not understand these prineiples,

or love them, nor are governed by them, nor care for them, I grant
you ; but, when candidly examined, there is nothing cither discourag-
ing or coudemuing in this trath thas honestly admitted.  Go with
me o0 the baginning of Moses’ law—to the commencement of the Gos-
pel—to the first labors of the great reformers in the sixtectth cen-
tury ; and you will find sbundant proof that the reformers in the
current century are not anomalous. What says the zealous and dis-
criminating Paul to some of the primitive converts? * “I awm® says he
to them “afraid of you ™ #I travail in pain tiil Christ be formed .1new in
you.” Do I thus speak to ward off your admonitions from those who
need them, or apologizz for the delinquencies and failings of very
many? You must see that my object is very diffewent.

A word in raspect to your own figure—soldiers of conquerars.
Who was Alexander, generally called the Great? Please read his
Listory amew. ‘the «rl'c'ttest Captain of his age, and the most succes-
ful conqueror, he subdch countries that he reqaired to.conquer again,
and was necessiated to retake posts.that he had himself st.xblxbhed-

What would jou think of wme, my friend, were I to passone of
your fields near Williamsville, where had: been pine stumps by the
hundred, and sanken rocks, and huge elders, and-pieces of stone wall,
aud piles of decayed branches and roots,—all sizes, sorts, and shayes.
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You had been, I shall suppose, acting the reformer. IHere you have
the ground heaved up by thic extracticn of a tremendous root—there
the fire has been at work, and the cinders and ashes appear—youder
the wall is partially removed and part of it is still seen in detaf)hed
fragments—over there the powder blast kas blown the rocks to picces
and they lie séattered in all directions—in another place the little
Evanses have bleeding feet from the remaius of broken glass. I turn
to you,and exclaim, “Why, Esquire, you are a strange reformer.
Your ficld is no better—it is worse than before;—you are talk, talk,
talking—work, work, working—Dboast, boast, boasting of your improve-
ments and reformation,—wanting all your neighbors to see how you
do; and what a field I’

But I will abruptly drop the figure, and again join with youin your
ardent and laudable desire to have reformers reformed.  'We think
together admirably here, 2nd I shall expect that you will take the
only effectual method of preaching and carrying to a suecessful issue
what you plead—sct the exact example yourszlf.  You know the dif
feronce in matters of business “Come bhoys® and * Go boys.” Now,
then, let us hdve from my very respeetful friend the wateh-word
‘Reform the reformation’ by a practical *Comnze brethren.”

Yery soon my friend and I will appear before the last tribunal.
" There we will answer for ourselves individnally. True, what we have
done in influcrcing others will be taken inte account; but our individ-
ual real character must be the ground-work of our approval or non-
approval, as it will have beeu the mainspring of our true influence,
good or had. Our neighbour or our brother not having been very

perfect will not then be in our thoughts s a plea.  Shall we make iz

so pow? Noj; Hsquire Bvans and D. QOliphant are individually
accountable for themselves; and were there no exemplary men on
carth, but though'all were as bad as Klijah thought the Israclites
were, you and I ought to be true and just in the sight of the Su-
preme Master.  Shall we, can we, ought we to learn this high and
hoiy item of instruction? Iaffectionately leave it with you for ma-
turereflection.

THE CHURCHES AND EVANGELIZING, :
That the present method of co-operating adopted by some churches
of the Lord in Canada for a few yeats past is neither simple nor serip-
tural, is now conceded by at least more than a few. And that a re-
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formation is to be attempted and defects remedied, ought to follow as

surcly as the stream flows from the fountain. We shall endeavor
shortly to embody a number of reasons and scriptural suggestions in
order to show why the brethren should plead reformation in this de-
partment ; but in the meantime we submit the following judicious
communication conveying to us the mind of the esteemed brethren in
the township of King :-— :

King, 24¢h -Dee., 1852.

Broruer Oriruant :—I ask a question. Can you answer it 2—
It is this : Ilow is it that the brethren are so silent on.two very im-
portant subjects—the one, What is the most efficient way of obtain-
ing money to sustain Bvangelists 2 and the other, Is it in good keep-
ing with primitive times to choose Evangelists for cue year, or should
they be chosen to labor during ability 2 T have looked for something
on those subjects for some time, but in vain.

I will now give our mind on those subjects: for we have spoken
together, and I believe we are of one mind.

With regard to sustaining Evangelists, we think the weekly gath-
erings are all-sufficient—every one giving as the Lord has prospered
him. It would not only “supply the wants of the saints, but would be
abundant also by many thanksgivings unto God.” Now suppose we
say that five hundred brethren give on an average four-pence per
week. I do not say that all should give alike, for some would be
cased and others burdened.  But I say they might average that sum,
and none be burdened.  The amount would be £433 6s. 8d., or a lit-
tle over $1,783 per year. Ithink this offering amight be given to
Evangelists, and to remit the funds quarterly to brethren appointed to
reecive them that there might always be a supply onhand.  Let us not
forget this lesson, “ he that syws sparingly shall reap also sparingly”
—a very good lesson indeed for us all to learn.

T think cnough has been said on this first question to give yau our
mind on the subjeet. We will say o few words on the next.

Our mind is, taat Evangelists should abide in their ealling during

ability. Tor this reason, ¥ no man that warretlt entangleth himself -

with the affuirs of this life, that he may please him who hath chosen
him to be o soldier.” There are mauny other reasons, but I believe
the brethren in general are acquainted with them, In bebalf of the
brethren in King, I would say to those brethren who will spend and
be spentin the Lord’s service, Do the work of Evangelists. and we will
provide for you and yours according to our ability. Fer although
wears few in niunber, we -desive and think it a privilege to do all we
can. Brethren, let us provoke on another unto love and good works.
Brother Oliphant, perhaps you can gather our meaning from whag
is written, and please pardon all mistakes, as T am not'in the-habit
of writing. : S

‘Trom - late cpistle, we extraet the following :— )

T have been reprimanded of late very severely by brother- ... .
for questioning Bunyan’s position on the immortality of the Devil:
and, also the immortality of the Soul:and, indeed, not by him alone !
Yet, these arc questions, thab on most occasions, I strive to shan.—
Ldo hope, hawever, that people will see the nccessity of believing
simply what is written ; aud ot blame me for not believing what I
have no testimouny to rest on.”

Thus writes a most exeellent brother. ITe does not believe in spec;
ulating cn untaught questions! Not he !'! But could he agitate any
questions more speculative—move diveetly calculated to turn away’
she mind from the facts, commands and promiszs of the Gospel ? h
think not. There is a class of minds that feed on visionary and un-
tawght principles—if anything can be called a principle which is un-
taught—and to speculate with them, is to bind satan’s chains more
firmly around them.

The brother whose words I copy, I believe to be a good man—a
lover of truth—one who can bear a reproof—when administered in
kinduess: and I, therefore, take this occasion to admouish him that
as he joves his own soul and desives the siivation of others that he

| cultivate a disposition HmvszLy 20 be. satisfied with what is writlen !

When he enjoys this state of ming, although ke may say thet the
phrases # immortal soul” and ¥ immortal devil” are not in the record,

" yet he will net endeavoy to extingnish in minds, ignorant of the word

of God, the idea, that they possess that which is deathless ; neither
will be, T think, doubt the eternal existence of the devil.

1 have neither the time vor the disposition, ab present, requisite to
writing an essay on these * delectable” themes; but I would simply
observe, in passing, that many minds have become confused and em-
barrased by the unseriptural style in which the truth bas often been.
treated even by its friends.

Soul and Spirit arc often used as synonymous terms; and yet the
word sov! is frequently used to designate the wholz man—sometines
the Zife—and often the affections. A superficial glance at the word of
God will confirm this statemens. ’

Materialists—Semi-infidels, talk largely on the absurdity of the
phirase #* immortality of the soul ; and often boast of adhering to the
exact letter of the Book. They are extremely familiar with the text
“the soul that sinmeth it shall di. ;” yet at the same time know, or
ought to know, that mortality is never predicated o* the spirit. Wlen
Paul writes philosophically he says ¢ I pray God that your whole
spirit, and-soul, and hody be:preserved blameless.” &e.
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All we krow of that which the Lord ¢ yielded up” when he-expir-
¢d on the cross—all we know of that which man ¢ eannot kill,"—of
that which the Saviour said had not “ flesh and bones,’—of that #when
absent from the [Christian’s Jbody is present with the Lord"—we
learn from the living oracles. There are so many mysteries about
our “ earthly tabernacle”—our ¢ outer man—sé many things that we
cannot comprehend, it becomes us not to be very positive and spcula-
tive about that which is still farther from our vision—which may be
caught away and hear unspeakable things.—not lawful for 2 man to
atter. .

And then, the Specnlatin—tending to produce scepticism relative
to the real cxistence of an actual being, known by “holy men of
God who spoke and wrote as wmoved by the Holy Spirit,” as #that
old Scrpent, the Devil and Satan"—%going about as » roaring lion
seeking whom he may devour™—there is even less excuse than on
the questions growing out of the former thouglht! Tor as certain as
good and evil beings shall be gathered before the Lord in Judge-
ment-—so certain the existence of the devil and his angels,.and wick-
cd men will be perpetual

Writing a word of warning against specalations, T would not my-
self seb an example ; for the fact that the devil isas realan existence
as Jesus of Nazavcth, is asclearly revealed in the ebvistian seriptures
as can be in words. Take an instance or two: # Iie that soweth the
good seed is the son of man. The enemy that sowed (the tares) is
the devil.”  Mat. xiit 37, 83. “ Resist the deviZand lic wiil flzc from
you ;—draw nighto God and hie will draw nigh to you.” James iv. 7, 8.
Can any one doubt that the anthors of these seatiments as firmly be-
lieved in a personal devil as they did'in a personal Son of man, and
an intelligent being known and revealed as God.

“ Depart from me ye cursed into everlasting five, prepared for the
devil and his angels” will be the language of the Lord to those who ap-
pear before him in Judgment, destitute of love to God and man. Eter-
nal fire was not originally designed for man; but for satan and bhis
messengers : for he “abode not iu the truth;” but # was a liar from
the beginning” Jobn viii. 4, 5. Now the mind that is so under the
influence of some darling spegulation, as to persuade itself that this
language could be used in reference to a nonentity—cvil personified—
can believe or disbelieve anything just as suits its fancy.

“The Lord of Heaven and earth uses this language in the presence—
nay, more, he addresses it to an audience, fully believing in the exis-
tence of 2 personal devil ; and yet there are those who profess to be
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the friends of this same Saviour who accuse him with playing a spe-
ciesof deeoption on his hearers, disgraceful to a common stump ora-
tor! e taiks to them of an individual who never had nor wili have an
existence—he warns them to fear what he knew never did or would
exist ! !

The mind, so far heyond the reach of the divine record, is not to be
tweated as the co-tenant of a body in which the Holy Spirit dwells—
(1. Cor iii. 16.) The 6:\1}," way to cure such speculators, is to preach
to them the evidences of Christianity—make them acquainted with
God and themselves, and then they shonld begin on the'* sincere milk
of the word,” like children, and never think of dipping wto hard ques-
tions tili they become men—not wise above what is written !

The apostolic gospel has saffeved more by these speculators, and
hose of u similar progeny, then by allits encmies. Indeed, satan
has too often felt the power of trauh to attack it openly. Convinced
that he cannot stop the gospel car—he mounts himself and attempts
to show his zaal for the cause by driving it off the track—or driving
it where no railsare provided. °

« And no wonder, for satan himself is transformed into an angel of
light.”

The dragon now speaks likea lamb.  ITe isia mostactive, sealous
preacher. fle comes not now with fagot, fire, and sword. 1e even
denies that he ever persccuted any one. Ile is very charitable and
teaches that = 1¥at ever @s, 4s right I '

Brethren, be not deceived—* whatSoever a man soweth that shall
be also reap.” If youleave the plain, light road—the fucts, commands,
and promiszs of God's word—to dispute with the seets who are endeav-
ouring to serve God, about the materiality or immateriality of the soul ;
about the probable age of satan; and of his particular location ;—
youand your converts will both fall into the diteh: formy own part, I
would rather that a praying man—who loves and obeys God, would re-
main encireled in even some traditionary fog than in his hasie to leave
the precinets of Geneva or Westminster and then run by Jerusalem
into the phlegmatic rationalism of Germany :—acold, careless formal-
isty—whose prayers [if he prays at ail in seeret is doubtful] would
chill the heart of an angel.,

POSITION AND PRINCIPLES OF DISCIPLES.

N XIIL
The apostle to whom Jesus delivered # the keys” has preached. to
us three times, and we wans to hear him again before hearing another
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preacher. -Avother leaf of the Acts must be turned. In chapterv,
between thre 12th and 32nd verses of that chapter, we have detailed
to us the following divinely attested items:

Ist. By the hands of the apostles many signs and wonders were
wrought among the citizens of Jerusalem. So much were the people:
impressed with the inspired healing power of the apostles, that they
brought the sick into the streets and placed them upon couches, that
if nothing clse ab least the shadow of Peter might overspread some
of them.

2nd. Very many came out of adjacent citics to Jerusalem  bring-
ing the sick and those who were troubled with demons or unclean
spirits ; “and they healed them every one.” 'The churchat Jerusaley,
was inspiredly directed and hence divinely empowered to exhibit the

true benevolence and grace of the Lord Jeuus.

This fact, or the important lesson it so powerfully enforces, ha's not
sufficiently arrested any portion of the professing world in these days
of departure from the truth. The plain and practical lessons that
Jesus gave in respeet to assisting the distressed, providing for the
sick, &e.—the precepts laid down and exhortations given by Paul and
other inspired teachers, relative to this developement of the power of
the gospel—lead us to believe that the truth suflers beeause of the
lack of such visible, tangible, forcible, irresistible demonstrations of
it. The Lord will never have a people who can fully enjoy him nor
faithfully perform all his work until they earry out his requivements
in all things. How grandly attractive would Christ’s church be in
British Ameriea at this moment, if it could be regarded as an enlarg:
cd heavenly Society which would look after, eare for, and minister to
the sick and the destitute, the poor and the afilicted! All so-called
Benevolent Societies, so rife at this day, and which in numerous in-
stances are instruments to flatter the rich out of their 7710710_7/,——:1}1
such expediences would be effectually discontinued, and the one, true,
apostolic, and divine Socicty shine in all its pristine transparency and
power.  But of this at another time and in another connexion.

8rd. The high priest and all in his interest were filled with deadly
opposition to the apostles when they saw how littie they regavded
their late charge and threai to speak no more in Jesus' name. The

Sadducees and the high priest wore linked together in their ambiti-

ous and proud md:gnatxon, “and they laid their h:mds on the apostles
and put them in.the common prison.”

4th. Thebattle not being between the apostles and a. comp'my of
Sadducean scribes ahd priests, but betwcen the tiue Hwh Priestin

.
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beaven and the high pricst on carth, an angel is sent by the Lord to
open the T .. doors where the apostles were coufined.

5th. The ungel, bringing the apostles forth, said, Go, take your
stand in the most publie place, the temple, and speak to the people
a1l the words of this life.

Gth. Iaithful to the angelic summons delivered in the name of the
Lord, they enter info the tempte and teach.

7th. Meautime the high priest, full of dignity 2nd as full of indig-
nation, counselling with those immediately attending him. called a
Council and the entire serate of the children of Isracl. The whole
wisdom, civil and ecclesiastical, of the Jewish nation was in that as-
sembly called by the high priest and his friends.

8th. The apostles are sent for.  The oflicers go to the prison for
them. They go—Dbut rctwrn as they went; and a very sorrowful
report they bring to the high priest and his eompany :—* The prison
traly found we shug with all safuty. and the keepers standing without
before the doors. but when we Lad opened, we found no man within.”
The angel had strietly attended to his business—all hewanted was to
put the apostles in theiv place.  The prison was not the place for them; -
but the tewple. Dut the Lovd’s messenger did not even break a
lock or burst ahinge of the prison: all was safe:—and he was very-
kind to the keepers in not revealing himself to them. ‘

9th. While the kigh priest and the wise men with him began seri-
ously to doubl where ali this might end, some one enters the place of
assembly, and says, ¢ Behold, the men whom ye put in prison are
standing in the temple, teaching the people.”

10th. Being broaght peaccably before the Council, they were inter.
rogated by the high priest, and censured in these words, * Did not we
straitly charge you that you should not teach in this name ? and, be-
Lold, you have filled Jerusalem-with your doctrine, and would bring
this man’s blood wpon ws” :

The defence of the apostles is simply an anouncement of the gos-
pel.  Here is their reply—

11th. We ought to obey God rather than man.

12tk You slew Jesus, and hung him on a tree.

13th. The God of the Jewish fathers raised him up after-he was
crucified. )

. 14th. God exalted him at histight hand to be a Prince and a Sav-
jour. .

’
15th. All tlis to grant repentance to Isracl and forgiveness of sins.
16th. We are witnesses of the things we speak.
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17th. So likewisc is the Iloly Spirit a witness of these things,
whicl Spirit God has given to them that obey him. Note the lab-
guage Lo them that odey him.

The eardinals of the whole good newsare spoken thus fearlessly ab
the high priest’s Gouncil—the ehief points of the same story which
« Poter and the other apostles” always told when announcing the
message of life.  And the rehearsal of these simple yeb potent facts
at this crisis very nearly cost them their lives.  As it was, they escap-
cd from his lordship the high pries, after having been soundly and
very religiously © beaten.”

As the masterly discourse of deacon Stephen, recorded in Acts vil,
was principally designed to refute charges against himself and his
position, taking his cnemies upon their own ground aud disconcerting
them with their own weapons, we shall pass by Stephen's address,
and pay respeetful attention to another deacon—afterwards the evan-
gelist Philip. We must thereford turn over to another page of the
Aects, chap. viii. Two discourses are given to us in this chapter, bub
one of them must satisfy us as this time.  With the new chapter and
the new preacher we shall begin anew to court te facts:—

Ist. Philip goes down to the city of Sumaria, situated over forty
miles north from Jerasalem city. )

2ad. When in the city of Samaria he preaches Christ: preaching
the things concerning the new kingdom, and the wame or agthority
of Jesus. :

3rd. 1o works miracles. Tvil spirits come out of many, and num-
bersof the palsicd and lame are healed. .

4th The people unanimously give heed or pay carnest attention to
those things wlich Philip spale.

5th. Tuey believe Philip.

Gth. When they believe him preaching the things he'did, they are
baptized. both men and women. .

7th. They are baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus.

Sth. When the news of -all this came to the brethren at Jerusalem,
they expressed the whole in a word ; for they said, * Samaria had 7e-
sived TuE woub oF (fon.”

L2t us pause and reflect upon this Jerusalem phrase in respeet to
receiving the word of God. Q1 it sounds swees, and solid, and sub-
stantial.” This is not the style approved of and carrently used n the
nincteenth century. Doubtfulness and conjecture form the scul of
modern expression in speaking of conversion, Place a chureh of
Canada or New Brunswick evangelicals in Jerusalem, and let them
receive intelligence of the favorable labours of a -person called a
“clergyman” in Samariz, and what would be the style of remark?
It would be the langiage of dubity, such as, ¢ We have reason to hope
some are regenerated, ¢ It is hepeful this is the work of God among
the Samaritans,’ “T'here are some hopeful cases in Samazia,’ <We have
reason to think that a number of the Samaritans arc hopefully awa-

’
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kened! Such is the doubting style of 1853 in the most approved
circles of religious populars. It is all guess-work. And it aug.;/w to
be: for why should any man be sure of what he has not a “Thus
saith the Joord” for 2 But we hasten on.

Tarning over two leaves of the Acts, we open to chapter x. Peter
is before usagain Ilc is always © preparcd to preach,” and as that
is his business we must © prepare to hear a sermon.” Simon Peter
is, in the true sense of the term, orthodox. We like his preaching
amazingly ; andas he preaches his first and last discourse to the Gen-
tiles in this 10th chapter of the Acts, we ought, out of genuine respect,
to give him a good hearing, » .

The narrative begins with a very prominent citizen of® the city of
Cesarca, a military captain by the name of Cornelius. A Roman, a
Gentile and a soldicr, this man was nevertheless devotional, liberal,
and prayerful. But like many of the pious in our own day he needed
to hear and reccive the gospel:  Ie waé fasting and praying one day,
and a heavenly messenger appeared to him—whose presence made
him afraid.  But his fears were soon quelled : the angel after acknow-
ledging his almsgiving and prayerfulness, said to him, * Send to Joppa
for Simon Peter: he shall tell you what you ought to do.” Before
the wessengers of Cornelius reached Joppa, the same angel or some
other angel lets Peter into the seeret that several men are coming for
him, and cenjoins upon him compliance with their request. In due
time the apostle, six believers from Joppa, and the three servants of
Cornclius, 2 company of ten persons. arrive in Cesarca. What a
meeting is there b—an ambassador of King Jesus and six helpers on
the one side, and a captain in the army of King Cesar with his re-
lations and chief friends on the other! By faith we sce, and hear,
and know all.  Blessed is the power of faith!! .

The substance of Peter’s address is given, beginning from the 34th
verse of the chapter.  Let us attend to the facts—

Ist. God is no respeeter of persons, his philanthropy reaching to
the Gentile as well as the Jew.

2ud. He acceptsall who by faith work righteousncss.

3rd. The message of peace, preached by Jesus in person and by
the twelve and by the seventy, published throughout the land of Ca-
naan, beginning from Galilee, [not from Jerusalem where the gospel
began o be preached]—with that message, you are, Cornelius, ac-
quainted already.

4th. You know also liow that God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with
the Iloly Spirit, and that he went everywhere in the land of the Jews
doing good, aud that God was with him.

Sth. Tam a witness. and the eleven are also witnesses, of every
thing done by Jesus in all the land of the Jews and in the city of
Jerusalem. ’

6th. The Jews slew Jesus and hung him upon the eross.

7th. The third day afterwards God raised him up: the grave could
ot hold him. ' '

8th. God showed him to competent witnesses after being raised
from the dead.
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Oth. Jesus, the crucified and risen Jesus, cominanded us his apos-
tles to prench to the people, testifying that he is universal Lord and
Judge.

10th. All the prophets from the beginning of the world give testi-
mony that tirough Jesus' name believers shall receive remission of
sins.

I1th. While the apostle is thus discoursing, the [Holy Spirit
descends upon ALL Wilo BELIEVE.

12th. The Spirit enabled them to speak new languagesand magnify
God, thns convineing the Jews that Gol acknowledged their faith and

; aceepted them though Gentiles.

18th. Peter commands that they be baptized in the name of the
Lord. Lo

The apostlz is besought to remain certain days with these converts,
and we will tarry a number of days and then speak farther upon the
great gospel theme. D. Ocmnaxt.

JERUSALEM--THE JEWS.
Douglas, N. S.. st Nov, 1852,

Deaz Broruer Farton ;—1old on, Brother, a few short years will
bring about many of God’s purposes preparatory to the awful and
triumphant day when the Kingdom of this world must become the
Kingdoms of our God and of his Christ.

Andduring the lecture season he
was the life and soul of our Mterary and scientific civele. As aveligi-
ous teacher he was toa small company of very warm friends and ad-
mirers more highly prized than even Panl or Peter.  Our estimate
of his theological vicws has Been before the public seversl years, In
the little work entitled * Strictures on Mr. Wishart's Theological Iis-
says, &e.” we briefly expressed our counvietions of his docteines and
their tondencies; aulthough on the subject of Positive Institutions
we were, in our hypothesis and reasoningsantipodal, yet our {riend-
ship and intimaey were rather increased than diminished by our little
controversy.
