ly brillisnt with the distinguished
aggembly of ministers, members and
invited guests who went to hear, to
seco and be seen. Lord Aberdeen de
livered the following specch from the

throne :

* Honorablo gentlemen of the Senats,
ggnﬂemon of the House of Commons :—In
the Queen's name I greet you for the firat
timo aiuco assuming the high fusotion in-
trusted to me by her Majesty, and it is with
feelings of tho livelicst matisfaction that I
thas meet you assombled for tho labors of
another segeion of Parliament,

¢ This feeling of satisfaction is enhanced
by the opportunties which I have already
enjoyed of visiting and in my offlcial cap
acity renewing acquaintance with soveral
of tho chief centros of the ontorprise and
activity of this Dominlon ; nor nced I re.
frain from assuriog you that I bave been
deoply impressed by the beartinees of the
recoption accorded to mo as her Majesty's
Viceroy and reproscntative, a reception
which has once more manifested the loyalty,
the cordiality and tho public spirit of tho
Canadian people,

My predcocssor was able to express
gratification to you last ycar on an increae
in trade and on tho continued progress of
the Dominlon. Itis gnti{y!nﬁ to me to ob.
serve that the expectation which was then
forthed, that the volame of trade during the
then current year would exceed that of auy

ear in the history of tho Dominion, has
n fully realized and that Canada’s pro-
greése contiauds with every mark of ll&bﬁily
and permanence. It may bs observed with
satisfaction that a large proportion of this
increass’is shown to have besn due to an
extension Jof our commsrce with Great
Britein.
It in s cause of thankfalness™that our
plo bavo been mpared in a very great
egroo from the sufferings which have visit.
ed the populations of soms other countriey
during many months past, and that while
the commerical dopression prevailing abroad
could not but affect the activity of business
in the Dominicn, we have boen “reofrom any
extensive financlal dimater or widespread
distress.

“Tho peacefal concluston, by the award
ol the atbitrators at Paris, of the controversy
which had prevailed 30 long with respect to
the eeal fisherica in the Pacific Oceanand tho
righte of Britizsh subjocts in the Behring Sea
hasremoved the anly aource of contention
which exiated between Groat Britainand the
Uhnited States with regard toCanads. There
isevery reason to beliove that her Majesty's
Qovernment will obtain redresa for those
Canadian subjects of her Majesty who were
deprived of tholr rmperty and liberty with.
out just caueo while tho controversy was in

progress,

At an early date 3 measure will be lald
before you having for its object a revision
of tha dutios of customs, with a view to mect
the changea which time has effected in basi.
nen oporatious of all kiods througbount the
Dominion. ¥While my ministers do not pro-
pose to change the principles on which thoe
oXisting enactmenta on this subject are based
the amendmoents which will be offared for
your consideration aro deaignad to simplify
the operation of the tariff and to lowen, as
far as can be dons consistently with those
principles and with the requirements of the
troasary, the imposts which aronow in force.

The Budget occupied the Looal
Legislature oll week.

English politics are settling down.
The remarks of Lord Rosebory that
England as the dominant member of
the three kingdoms would have to be
convinced of its justice at first caused
consternation amongst the Irish mem.
bers, wonder amongst the I.iberals
aud unaffected delight amongst the
Conservatives and their allies.

The Irish party under Justin Me-
Carthy closed their three days® session
on the 14th inst. The principal ob-
ject of the conference was to choose a
new edvisory committee of eight to act
with the chaitman, Justin McCarthy,
The new committes consists of : Justin
MoQarthy (chairman), Edward Blake,
Michael Davitt, John Dillon, Timothy
Healy, William 0O'Brien, T. P. 0'Con-
nor, Thomas Seaton and T. D. Sul-
livan. A great deal of bad feeling has
beun engendcred and several members
of the Healey faction lefy for Ireland.
They regard the whole business as an
attumpt to diminish their influence in
party councils, but believing that the
Irish electors are with them, several
of them talk about testing the ques-
tion by resigning their seats and seek-
ing re-clection. \When will thoy heal

' or bury their differences ?

Another bomb was thrown in Paris.
Just as Vespers were about to beginin
the Church of the Madeline on Friday
afternoon, & man passed threugh the
main entrance. He was about to go
through the swinging doors when the
door was suddenly opened from within.
It struck him viclently on the arm.
This blow caused him to jerk his hand
from his packet, and with it came the
bomb which fell to tho floor. The
bomb imwmediately exploded, liiling
the man iostantly and mutilating him
in a fearful manner.

As a result of the Holy Father's
action towards the Republic of France,
the French Government is adopling
& now spirit towardsthe Church. The

aggressivoly scoularist, issucd lately
an order prohibiting tho use of reli-
gious emblems in general processions.

M. Spuller the
Minister of Worship roplied that the
Mayor was wrong, and the Govern-
ment had quashed this part of tho
decreo.

¢ The Government thus signified,”
be added, ¢ that in theso roligious
quarrels o paramount principle must
sway us—-the principle of tolerance—
tolerance enlightened and bumane,
which is inspired not only by liberal-
ism of ideas but by warmth of heart.”

*You may count,” was his answer
to ories of *Traitor’ from the Left,”
on the firmness with which we shall
continue the policy of the independ-
ence of tho civil power in its own
domain, as regards the Churoh, and
also on what I call a new epirit, the
spirit which tends, in a society so pro-
foundly troubled as ours, to bring
back all Frenchmun to ideas of good
sense, justico and charity.”

—— -

When asked to define the * new
spirit,” Mr. Spuller claimed that what
was possible in 1877 was now no
fonger so, and might evenn be danger-
ous. * Instead of carrying on a
paltry, voxatious, worrying war, we
want a spirit of tolerance, of renova-
tion, quite different from that which
animated the policy previously pur-
sued.

The Count de Muns who also took
part in the incident, felt a great de-
light in the Government's change of
policy. To him it was in a large
measure due. It is also due in some
degree—and he confessed it with
shame as a patriot—to a very different
man, the wreich who threw the bomb
in the Chamber. If they weze con.
fronted by Anarchists it might be
worth their while to make friends even
with Catholics.

P.A. It has warned the Republicans
of Havorlnll and the adjaceut towns
to keep out of the movement. It
espoused the cause of a public official
who had incurred the displeasure of
these bigots by reason of his liberality
toward Catholics. Ior its advocacy
of toleration and fair play to all class.
es of citizens our coatemporary is to
be punished. The members of the
organization have declared war against
the Gazette”

There are no greator names in modern
chemistry than those of 7. B umas
and Chovreyl, while in ma hematics
we may cite Oauchy, Gibber:, Tortolini
and Hirn; in geology, Te Barande
Elie de Baumont, d'0Omalius and
Lapparent, in botany, the twe Jus
sieus., in geogruphy, the two d'Ab.

De Harlez and De Lacouperie, accom-
plished Chinese scholars; Ciasca,
Peyron, Rossi, Eugene Revillout, the
Coptic savants, Abbeloos and Coriani,
skilled knowers of Syriac ; the Jesuits
of Beirut, whose efforts for Arabic
literature are known to the European
and Asiatic world, and to some fewon
this side of the water. Do Rouge, the
Schaiparelli and tho Revillouts are
Catholics, and we hold them as good
Egyptologists as Europe can show.,
Among the Greek and Latin philolo-
gians I may quote Vahlen, of Berlin,
and the Jesuit Fox, whose analysis of
the Crown oration of Demosthenes is
the best iet published, and in constant
nse in the German schools. * The
nineteenth century,” says Augustin
Thierry, himself a convert to Catho-
licism, * witl be marked among all the
sges by its devotion io the study of
history.” Has the Church any reason
to be ashamed of her children’s record
in this branch of human knowledge,
which is supposcd to be especially
fatal to her claims ? Just here I will
only quote tlie works of foreign Catho-
lics. The father of Christian arche
ology is John Baptist de Rossi, the
collaborator of all the great classical
undertakings of the Academy of Berlin,
and a polyhistor unsurpassed in this
age. He works surrounded by a school
which yields to none in Eurcpe for
scientific method, full discussion of
sources and omngins and abundant
works,

Tho chiof of all tho great modorn
historical schools of Paris, Berlin,
Vienna and Romo is tho venorable
Cntholio Ecolo des Oliartes, at Paris,
on whose plan all the others wore
founded. Where is there a moro
critical medievalist than tho Domin.
tean Denifle, and who oan surpass tho
Abbo Duchliesne in the handling of the
intricato and difiioult texts of the
early ouddle ages ?  8inoo the days of
Mabillon and Montfaucon his like has
not appeared in Europe, Potthinst,
the librarian of the Reichstag and
cditor of tho most valuable medineval
historical helps aud collections, is a
Catholie, as is Sch ffer Boichioist, or
dinary profussor of medineval history
in the University of Berlin, and an
incomparable eritic of carly European
annals.

1 bavo oited above only the numes
of quite modern Catholic scientists,
and of them only those who recur to
my mind at once. But the Catholie
Church has a long list of celebrities
in everydepartmentof human thought.
In every century, until the rise of
Protestantism, the greatest of the
world’s intellectual glories were her
childven, experiencing no res.raint
and recognizing no Incompatibility
between their religious behef and
their intellectual development. The
great Fathers of the Church aroe hers,
the great missionaries of the pagan
world, the great builders of cathedrals
aud mojestic abboys, the great artists
m stone and metal, the divine Raphael
and AMichael Angeln, the inspired
singers of the sweetest and most sub
hme strains. The great poets are
hers, the builders of the wmediwval
epies with Dante at their head; and
if Slhakespeare was not a Catholic,
his plays murror Catholic life and
and thought, wlile it would be diffi-
cult to say how much of the glorious
coloring of kus work is the result of his
readings and impressions in a period
when Enpgland was yet, confessedly,
Inrgely Catholio. The CatholicChurch
did nat destroy classic learning, but
tendurly picked up the torn leaves of
the old books from bencath the feet
of the barbarian war-horses ; she did
not wreck the treasures of art nor call
the schools of antiquity *¢dens of
robbers, temples of Moluch, syns-
gogues of perdition,” as Luther styled
the great Christian universities. These
universities themselves grow up under
ecclesiastical influences. Gne must
be very ignorant (o think that Oxford
and Cambridge and Vieuna owe noth-
ing to the Catholis Church., Their
statutes, their libraries, their funds,
their traditions, their very cosmopoli-
tan influence are Catholic. Res clamat
domino.

II. The question of principle.

We are told that it is impossible to
succeed at Washington becauss of the
Damocles sword of Papal censure
which is ever hauging over our heads,

threatening us into despairing silence

or driving us out from all religious
boliof. If u man tolls mo I cannot
walk, I say, * Solvitur ambulando.”
And so, I nnswor that the Catholio
Church has Ubeen for conturics a
toachor of the human race, that she
ling not only tolerated, but built up
and protocted all the great old univer.
sitics of Europo (wo aro tired of
ropoaling tho splondid list), thet Rome
is ovor nnxious to opon new univorsi-
ties und further their interests. The
University of Washington has gomo
envmics, yot from Roe this dan
gorous thinking cstablishmont has
o far oxperienced only sympathy
and protection. 'Tho Catﬂoho Church
nevor interfores with the methods,
principlea or legitimate conolusicns of
any scionce. But sho holds a doposit
of divino rovelntion, a codo written by
the Holy Ghost, the very truth, and
entrusted to hor undying and divinely
protected infallible conssiousness. Bho
must, by her very nature and mission
condemn whatever is oppoged to those
truths of which she is the depositary,
and which, on the assurance of God,
cannot be opposed to any other real
truth. But in thus acting she does
not deprive humen liberty of any
right. ‘The conolusions of one natural
science caunot contradict those of
another therecanbe onlyan apparent
antilogy.

And so it is with the ecclesiastical
condemnations of certain propositions,
These cundemuations do not always
affect Jhe doctrine of a proposition or
a teaching. Sometimea they aro only
sn esercise of the Church "authority
for disciplinary or prudeutial reasons.
Even when they aim at the doctrine,
there ave many gradations in tho
notes of censure applicable to it.
Nor are such condemnations issued
bastily or without grave reasous.
The decisivns of the Roman ecolesias.
tical commissions, as such, are not
iofallible. One may believe that a
Congregation might have acted with
more circumspection, allowed a larger
freedom, sought more information,
while loyally exercising its authority
and obeying. But when the Church
formally condemns a doctrine, there
can only be the appearance of truth
about 1t ; furthor study, fresher dis.
coveries being likely to justify the
action of the ccclesiastical authority.
Moreover, this principle is not peouliar
to the Catholic Church ; it is that by
which all Christian orthodox sects
justify the condemnations of the
heresies of Arius, Nestorious and
Eutyoches. They differ from the
Church only in the extent and actuality
of its application.

I might quote here the conduct of
the carly reformers, the well-known
action and principles of Lutber and
Calvin anent any forin of Christianity
different from their own. If we
trusted our despairing Catholic friend
we would beliove that Catholicism bad
a monopoly of the persecution of mon
of science. But let him peruse the
works of Draper and Lecky, let bim
recall the history of Kepler, of the
introduction of the Gregorian Calendar,
of the sufferings of the Catholic
Marquis of Worcester, the reputed in-
ventor of the steam engine, of inocul-
ation for smallpos, and of quinine, he
will learn that Catholic theologians
are not alone to blame for what the so-
called martyrs of scienco have had to
endure.

It is not so long ago that from non
Catholic pulpits geology wasdenounced
as “g dark art” and no subject of
lawful inqnirﬁ, while Cardinal ‘Wise-
man won the approbation of Sir
Charles I.yell for bis liberal and cor-
rect viows on the subject. Asa matter
of fact, every positive religion, in
which there yet exists Grm faith inits
principles, of a nocessity bars out all
conclusions opposed to them. Elseo
why the Briggs and Smith trials for
heresy 2 Why the condemnation of
the Bishop of Lincoln by the Archbis-
bop of Canterbury? Woe may differ

as to the wanner of applying this in-
nate authority, as to tho oxtent of the
punishment and the chiofco of vivtima,
but as far as tho principlo is concorned
nothing esn bo urged against tho
Catholie Church that does not redound
upon the orthodox Christian scots and
upon Ohristianity, which if loft holpless
to defend itsalf, would soon bocomo a
mere low of life, or a fresh philosophy
on tho long ontalogue of human abor.
rations.

11X, Tho Catholic Church and the
English lenguage.

It is truo that Catholics oconsidor
that for threo contures the English
language has beon used as o weapon
ogainst them. But does anybody
imagine that the Cathulic clorgﬁ and
poople had nothing to do with the
original making of tho English langu-
sge, that the genius of Chiaucer is not
a8 much to the credit of cho Catholio
Church as that of Hooker or Joremy
Taylor to the credit of the Church of
England ? On this subjecl wo would
recommend to oar Catholio friend the
works of Mr. Stupford Brocke and Mr.
Morley on ** Early English Literature,”
or the sohid Iutle volume of Brother
Azarias *On the Dovelopmont of
LEoarly Enpglish Thought.” Fnglish
lnoratare owes much to Protestant
writers ; but it was a great and plastio
natrument of speech long beforo the
accident of the Refurmation, and all
the odors of the Catholio sanctuary
and fireside have nul yot died out of
it.  The splendid efilurescence of Eng-
hish litera ure sn 1Lio sixteenth century
was only the natural outcome of a
movement whoso origins lay far back
of the Reformation, and in which the
Cathohio clergy had Its prupor share,
as may be scen by the maunificent
labors of Cardinal Wolsey, who rivalled
in Lngland his Spanish contemporary
Ximenes.

The Catholic Church points with
prido to the names of Manning, New-
man snd Brownsen as representatives
of general Eonghsh luterature, whose
best work was done after entering the
Chnrch ; to Ler poets, such as Mooroe,
Faber, Aubroy De Vere, Coventry
Patmors, Adelaide Proctor, R.D. Joyce,
Boyle O Reilly, Demis Florence Mo-
Carthy, Dr'Aroy Mectiee, Mlangan,
Callanan and others. The Catholia
Celt bad infused into the Eunglish
verse no small clemont of its ringing
Iyricism, its tender, plnintive melan.
choly, its rare, keen ecnse of color, its
passion for the glories of nature. He
gave it that pity and muld sweotness
in which it was naturally wanting,;
he taught it tricks of rhyme and jingle
odd, starthing contrasts of expression ;
he decked out in a Christian garb the
lusty pagan yoangster, and watched
over his now-forgotten youth until be
was ablo to look out for himself—all
of which cad be eeen in Matthew
Arnold’s Essay on Oeltic Literaturo.
Has our friend ever heard of Gerald
Gnffin, the Banims, and Carleion—
true wizards of romance ; or does he
not know that it is the olement of
Catholic medireval lifo which makes so
splendid and attractive the deathless
literature of Scott’s novels ?

Two Roman Cardinals of Engiish
tongue hsve left romances that will
endure 83 pare, sweet English as long
g8 tho language is spoken by the
multitudinous races which now own
1t, and whose various influences upon
its formation it will be one day hard
to decipher. Wo necd not be dshamed
of the oratery of O'Counell, who freed
o wholo people by the witchery of his
tongue, nor of the golden eloquence of
Shicl, that modern Sedulus, the Gib-
bon of parliamentariaus, for zichness
of imagery asnd gorgeous pomp of
diction. In English history we be-
lievo that the names of Lingard,
0'Conor, Lanigau, Bridgett, Bishop,
Gasquet, Marshall, Momn, Brady,
O'BHanlon, Malone, Healy and maany
other Catholics would soon be missed
from any biography oo the subjeot;

1V. Looso and inexact statements.

It is grossly misleading to any of
Catholio collegos en bloc that they uso
the namo Catholic only to cover their
namerous defloiencies.  Thieso sohioola
labye under many difficultios; they
have no endowmonts, thewr pupils
come from tho honest, but poor
middle olnsses, tho positions ot tho
teachors are nol remuiorativo, you
they aro yearly progressing, and their
grogmss and results will compare
avorably with those of many simtlarly
graded ocolleges. It 15 manifestly
unfair to compave these proparatory
schools, as our Catholic friend does,
with such instituuions as Yale ndd
Harvard, whoso csntral position and
princoly incomes make thom tho
natural resort of studious youth. Ono
must know little of COatholic hfe to
think that the latter are frequented
only by the cultured and anstosratie
Catholice. There ate cortamn schools
and so-called aniversities in this coun-
try, governed by non-Catholics, which
are far inforior to certmin Catbolio
colleges, but we do not point the
finger of scorn at thow, for woe know
that it is only withiu the last genera-
tion that money, tho great promoter
of learning, bus bugun <o flow abun.
dantly into the coffers of oven such
old schools as Yale and Harvard.
That there are deficiences in Catholio
coileges will bo demed by no one;
but they are as much chargeable to
the local administration and to tem-
porary ciroumstances as to a belated
traditionalisn. They cannot bo served
up as a roproach to the church in
general, which certainly desires their
amelioration, and is working for it as
fast ag her many occupations permit.
In Europe there are many excellent
Church schools and eolleges under the
control of the diocesan clergy and lay
teachers which are the cquals of any
similar governmental institution.

It is true that in our Catholio
schools and colleges we do not venerato
Oliver Oromwell, for reasons intelli.
gible to Catholics and men of heart,
but if wo are forbidden to lift up our
eyes to Jefferson and Lincoln, why
then, pace, our good friend, we will
humbly gaze at Sheridan, Roscerans,
Bhields, or that greén hillside of
Predericksburg, which i3 soaked with
Irish Catholic blood poured out in
the defence of the Union.

As o the sneers at St. Benedict
Labre and 8t. Aloysius, one might
imagine that they wore out of place in
the mouth of a Catholic writing on so
high a theme a= the relations of the
Ohurch ond science. Nor will T stop
to answer the coarse sophism which
any intelligent person cap discover in
them. Is all the higher cnlture of
this country in the hands of Pro-
testants, as our friend asgures us?
Even if it were 80, that would prove
nothing. Therewas very little culture
about the first Christian communities
for several hundred years, in com
parison with tho pagan world about
them. Calture iz a purely secular
thing, a matter of wealth, birth and
any accidents that do not affect this
question of the Church and science.
Some may like to think that the
Catholic element holds its own in
in this matter.

As to the systam of training adopted
by the Josuits, I understand how ob-
jection may be taken to it, and that of
Port Royal, the orator, or the German
gymnasium preferzed. Honest oriti-
cism of their systom is one thing and
& sweoping condemmatinn of it i3
another. The system trained in its
day many great men, and such critics
ag Bacon, Grotius and D'Aembert, 1
felt bound to praise st. It is possible
that the Jesuits do not iasue brand.
new editions.of the classics every day.

But when ono roflects on the many
misfortunes which have fallen upon
tho ordor in this century, the great
amount of mission work thoy porform
in this country, and romembors that
the clnssics are not edited on the
horso-car or in the confessional, but
in tho quiet of grent libravies by men
of luisure, for whom governments or
corporntions frequently aesumo the
risk, ho will sco that thero is some.
thing to say for tne Jesuits in ths
mat*.r. At least their offorts in the
st might provoke a word of gratitude,
?or. bo it known, their editiona cum
notis variorim and ed wsum Delphini
bave furnishad no now pickings to the
groat giants of modorn philology.

V. Conslusion,

The Oatholic Univorsity of Wash-
ington has been in operation for nearly
five years, during which time a valu.
ablo tract of land, consisting of some
sovonty acres, hins been sevured, and
buildings oreoted of the value of $600,-
000. In the faculty of theology cight
chairs bave beon ondowed, each with
$50,000, by kind benefactors, and as
many scholarships of $5,000 cach.
‘The Year Book sbows that tho theo
logical courses are not iuferior in value
and interest as those offered by any
gimilar institution in Europe or Ame-
rica. The first years of any large
school are not typical ones by which
to judge its sflicioncy or its futuve,
since the details of organization take
up no small share of the time of the
professors and the administration,
while the funds must be smassed on
which it shall live, a library pat
together, and the usmal expcrience
gathered which is =s necessary for
large bodies ns for individuals, But

it wo may be allowed to follow the old

scholastic saw which tells us to con-
clude to the unknown from the things
we know, wo have every reason {o be
hopeful of the success of the new
philogophical faculty. The supposed
repression of scientific research on the
part of the Romsn Ohurch is not
likely to be any greater at Washington
than at the Catholic University of
Louvain, which counts thousands of
studen’s on its registers and need not
fear comparison with other first-class
universities of Burope.

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A NEW IRRISIL SAINT,

At a recent mecting of the Young
Men's Socioty of Cork, Ire., the bishop
of that city, Iight Rev. Dr. 0'Callags
han, alluded to an Irish bLishop whose
prooess of eanonization is now pending.
Dr. O'Callughan snid ho did not wish
to say much that day, but to tell them
of another perann whom he was look.
ing forward to in the futuro to be one
of thoir best and greatest patrons.
They might be aurprised to learn that
ho was dead. o was a young man,
and his |nrdslnp thought it but right
that ho should tell the Young Men's
Socioty of him first bufore all others.
Ho died before lie veached middle age,
though ke had been for ten years o
bishop, eight in tho diocoso of Ross
and two in the diocese of Cork and
Cloyne. It was, no doubt, a long
timo ago sinco he lived ; it was towards
the end of tire fifteenth contury, and
ho bud been almost forgotten” then,
but lus lordship kad reason to beliove
that henceforth he wounld be remem
bored ns long as Cork and Catholio
Corkmen would be in the world. Hoe
hived m very troubled times, ag thoy
were nware, towards tho ond of the
fiftcenth zentury, when the statutes of
Kilkenny were in force, and these
were, in fuct, & perpetunl declaration
of war, and were the sources of dis-
turbance both in the state and i the
church,

Morcovor, at that time, as they
knew, Cork was an Anglo Norwan city,
and followed the fortunes of the House
of York in the English war. At the
same time Lambert Simuel wee
crowned in Dublin, and in the oity of
Cork thore was great rejoicing for him,
and then sumu time afterwards for
Perkin Warbeck, who came to Cork
and was received there with open arns
by the people. His lordship was sorry
to say that the mayor at tho time was
condemned to decath and executed.
(Loughter.) The namo of this pergon
his lordship was speaking of was
Thaddeus McCarthy, and at the same
time there lived in Ireland a Desmond
MauriceFitzthomas, who wag described
as a scourge to the Irish; Cormao
McCarthy(Laidir),v bolivz 3iz Blarney
Castle, and McCarthy Iengh, who
lived in Kilbrittain Castle,

In the year 1847 the bishop of Ivrea
in Piedmont, sent a contribution to
the archbishop of Dublin, Dr. Mureay,
and mentioned that an Irish saint had
been venerated m his cathedral for
nearly 400 ycars, and that hiz name
was Micar. Some belioved that he
was a famous Irish Augustiniau father,
but from the records that were pre-
served there could be no doubt at the
present moment that his name was
Thaddeus McCarthy. Thers was a
bull contaiming us appomtment to tho
diocese of Ross in 1482, and other
records sny that he was 27 years of
oge, that both his parents were of
noble families, aud that he was a
cleric of the diocese of Cork, The re
cords showed that he was of royal
house, and he must have been un-
doubtedly related either to Cormao
McCarthy ( Latder) or McCarthy Reagh
of Kilbrittian.

Ho was appointed to Cork and
Cloyne in 1492, and his lordship was
sorry to say Cork did not receive him.
They hed nothing in the history of
the time to tell of his life in Cork, but
they found = lotter written by In-
nocent XIIL. to Cork complaining that
the bishop was not received into to the
city, and that he had to fly from it in
haste and go to Rome. That letter,
which was dated Aug. 20, 1492,
threatencd pains and penalties against
thago who persecuted the bighop, and
of that lotter Thaddeus must have
beon the bearer. The bishop travelled
83 a poor man on foot from Rome to
Campagua, Tuscany, aud Piedmont, in
the guise of a pilgtim, and arrived in
Ivres in tho wmonth of October follow-
ing, unrecognized, and was finally re.
ceived into the hospice for the poor,

and died thore on Oct. 24, with no
friond and no one to console him or
carcy back the nows of lus death to
the people of Cork, but God would not
have him forgotten.

At tho moment of his death the at-
tondants in the hospice beheld lus
body onveloped in tlames, and ran
quickly to the bed to extinguish them,
but the flames were not of carth, but
of heaven. His lordship hoped Ius
momory m Cork would bo perserved
o8 long us Cork and t'atholic Corkmen
would be in tho world, The people
catne in great numbers to see the
wonderful ovent, and brouglht the sick
and dying to them. Thoroe wero docu-
ments of the time to tell them that
many miracles were wrought there,
The biskiop came and cxamined s
papers, and tho papers showed him to
be Thaddous, biehop of Cork, aud, to
the great surprise of all, lus body was
taken to the cathedral, and tho trans.
port was moce of a triumph than a
funcral, and his body was buried in
the sume sopulchre with St. Esebius,
the patron smnt of Ivrea. Irom that
dny to the present day no year had
clapsed that o commemoration had not
been made of him in Ivrea.

In the year 1786 the sepulchre was
opened, and remains, with tho vest.
ments, ring and mitre were found.
The bishop of the diocese took the
ring and had it still, and the body was
placed under the high altar of the
church, where it now rested. o (bis
lordship) huppened to bo 1n Ivrea two
years ayo, and received a most Learty
welcome from the bishop, and his
facts wero 8o clear on the subject, that
he (his lordship) asked himn to under-
take the drawing up of the process for
tho decensed bishop's canomization or
beatification. The bishop and his
clergy undertook the work, and his
lordship had lately received lotters that
it had been complied with and was
now bofore tho Sacred Congregation of
Rites in Rome.

Lot them hope that the verdict
would bo according as they wished,
and that he would be declared blessed,
8o that they nught boe abloe to pray to
him, and let them bhope that they
would bring back his body to Cork,
and that he would be the future patron
of the young men of Cork. The ways
of God were indeed wonderful. How
true it was that the memory of the
just wag eternal, and how true it was
that the proud would be humbled, and
the humble would be exalted.

An Amwerican gentleman started in
bis yacht the other day on a ten months’
cruise. He samled from Now York,
and the newpapors published Jong
descriptions of his departure, illustrated
by picturesof his vesse], insida und out,
and enlivened by much gossip about
ber stares and Gittings and her owner's
plans. A dozen people, more ar less,
inclading most of the yachtsman's im-
wediate family, weut with him. They
sailed in what i3 probably the biggest
and inost sumptuous pleasure-ship in
the world. So far as material ap-
pliances go, the people who wont off on
the yacht scemed to start with a com-
plrte outft of delectable properties.
Moreover, they sesmed to be intellizent
people, in good health, and there were
enough of them to afford one another
congenialsociety ; so the chances seomed
to be that they would have a very good
time indeed. Thst was a striking and
picturesquo example of one of .the ways
in which buman beings go about the
lblf!sinesa of getting satisfaction out of
ife.

A London letter published about the
same time gave gome particulars of
another method. It told about an im-
portant council of Trappiste, to which
delegates cawe from all over the world,
and incidentally it described the Trap-
pist's hahits of life, It seems that ho
spends oloven hours in prayer and
weditation, and the rest in sleop and
sgricultural labor, 1lesloops on straw,

and goes to bed at 8 and rives at 2, get-
ting a littlo nap Lesides in tho middlo
of tho day. Ho lives on roots, herbs,
some vogotables, and a little fruit, and
drinke water, Ho is under vows of
silence, broken only by Ohurch servicea
und thegreoting ** Meinento mors,” which
ho exchanges with the brothren whow
ho woeta. To tho unthinking it may
seorn s if he could not have much fun;
yet ho is continuously bappy. ko
showsa his satisfaction in his fuce, in the
sound of his voico in public worship,
and in his convarsation whun, on raro
occastons, his Fathor Superior raises for
o short interval the obligation of silenco
and lote him speak. Morcover, tho
ranks of tho Tr..pists ate not recruited
frow tho poor, thu dissppointed, and
tho incupable, but largely trom thn
persons of the opposite sort, who have
tasted fame, luxury, and culture, and
weavied, for some reason, of thuir flavor.
It ia tho rarest thing for an intending
Trappiat to leavo his monastory before
taking his fiunl vows, Even tho ba.
ginners liko tho life, and profer to go
on with it. They have excellent haalth,
and attain to a balo and cheerful lon
gevity -

The following paper was read boforo
the ** Iengue of the Oross,” of St,
Paul’s :

From the natural course of ovents
man hins deduced several maxims or
proverbs. The established principles
cimbodied in theso ave repeatedly
brought to our notice for the improve-
ment aud advancement of our minds
in knowledyge nnd wisdom. Experionce

of forimes doys, and our own porsonal
observations. conclusively prove to us
that but few of these maxums express
o better known truth, or aro more
universally manifest thun that ¢ Tho
first stroke is half the Battle.”

A shalful architect, upon being on.
trusted with the construction of any
large cditico, fully recognizes that the
most important part of Ins task is to
gee that the foundation 18 substantiall:
1aid, and that, unless ting 18 done, he
will be unablo to construct any great
work of architecture, and that all his
subsequent c¢ndeavours to do so will
bo but vain and useless. Thig fact
applies to tho arclmtecture of every
enterprise. Tho two momentous fac
tors of any undertaking uve its intro-
duction and its conclusion. If the
former is well inaugurated and the
latter suitably arranged itis no dificult
task to amphiy. the intervening space.
A prudent lecturer, for instunce, well
understands that lus popularity with
his audience depends largely upon the
impression he mukes in his prefactory
remarks. If he gains their good will
and uttention in the introduction of
his discourse, he can with little difii-
culty, retain their confidence and their
attention throughout the balance of
his lecture.  But if, on the contrary,
hie does mot impress them favourably
at the outset, he will experienco great
ditliculty in regaining their confidenco
and -~ommanding their attention,
bence many of his subsequent jewelled
remarks will fall, unproductive, upon
the barren coil of their intellect. If
the first stroke has been applied with
accuracy and effect, he has won half
the battle of succesz, but if ths has
not been the case, he has lost half of
it, and it requires alimost superhuman
efforts on his part to regain it.

DBut accord | as the beginning of
any work is the most important part
of it. so also i1s it proportionately the
mest difficult. When classical students
first venture upon the ocean of Latin
and Greszian Literature, they are m-
clined to believe that they will soon be
stranded upon the shoals and quick
gands of the many rules and declen-
sious of these languages, but once
their little intellectval bai je has
braved these in safety, they sail out
into the open sea, and, by expanding
and unfurling their mental sails, soon
find themselves ploughing through the
waves of knowledge contained therein
at a rapid pace. DBut they are also
fully cognizant of the fact that their
success in the study of these languages
depends almost entirely upon laying
their elementary rudiments low with
their first stroke. If they thoroughly
master these in the beginning, their
subsequent course will be all down-
hili, but if they endeavour to wade
through the classical authors without
this sound basis, they svon find their
task wore diflicult than stumbling
throngh the jungles of Africa. Many
students neglect their work at the
cummencement of thu terin, confident
that they will be able to counter-
bulance their dilatoriness by a little
extra «xcrtivn tuswards tho close of the
scholastic year. However, when the
result of their examinations is made
known, they find that the diligent
students, who buckled on their armour
of work at the eommencement of the
year, and whoun they Lave frequently

far surpassed them. Then especinlly | vent it from dong so.

is the truth of my proverb most un-

plrasantly borne in upon thom, and
they make a firm resolution to ronew
acquaintanceship with their books at
the inauguration of the noxt scholastic
yoar.

Again, when a physician repairs Lo
tho Ledside of lis pationt, he thor-
oughly dingnoses his condition beforo
ngsnying to presoribe, and upw this
diagnosis largely dopends tho sucoess
of his treatinent, If grim diseaso gains
the first stroke of the contest for the
lifo of the sick man, aud foila the
physician in this, all the latter's
medicme will have no offect and the
patient. will likely succumb to his dis-
eago. Butif, on the other hand, tho
physician gots at the root of tho dis-
ease wn his firat diagnosis, ho will
probably be enalled, with the assist
suce of his medieal science, to curb ats
ravages. Tho first stroke, thereforo,
is the all-important ono aud upon it
rests almost the lifo or death of the
patient.

In the snme manner an author, an
actor, or a painter, ensures or mars his
success by tho impression he makes at
tho outset. 1if he captivates the popu-
lace with his first produetion, or upon
his first appearanco, thoy will accept
anything in reasun from him aftor-
wards, and will overlook many of his
deficioncies. 1f an inferior poem or
play should be unecarthed with tho
autograph of Shakespeare appended to
it, it would be considered as surpassing
a production of greater merit from a
poet of u more obscure fame. If the
great and immmortal Raphael hed care-
lessly executed but a fair work of art,
it would be considered of greater valuo
than a superior production of a less-
widely known painter. The plainest
acting of Henry Irving or Miss Terry
would be co side-:d as superior to the
better acting of some less renowned
actor or actress. These eminent per-
sonages have mnde roputations for
themselves which will last for many
centuries, that of the two former ones
being immortalized. Their success
consisted in the popularity with which
their fiest productions were received.
But the author, the painter, or the
actor who fuils upon his debut before
the world, requires to make almost
superhumaun efforts to obliterate tho
prejudicial feelings formed agaiust him
in the begmning of s career.

Thus wo see that o vigorous onset
upon the mduction of any enterpriso
augurs well for its success. Human
experience, that beacon hght wiich
illumines our earthly caveer, has re-
pectedly verified this. The younger
generation, who are just commencing
the battle of life, cannot have tius
fact too emphatically nopressed upon
them. Upon their first stroke de-
pends 1o a grear extent their subse-
quent life and their etermty, just
as the tree : youth i3 inclined at sts
carly grow. . 1t inchues to 1ts ma-
turity, and so also do the habits
formed n the beginning of oue's
career accompany him to the grave.
The enemy of man knows this full
well and consequently makes use of
bis best endeavours to ensnare us
when but in the bloum of youth.
When first Lio astacks his innocent
victim he finds 1t a dificult task to
capture thoe fort of lus baptismal inno-
cenco. He at once enjoins his wicked
followers to advance the battering-ram
of basa seduction. It requures their
utmost endeavours to plough into the
soil of s untamted purity and unim-
paired integrity, in order to sow their
deadly sced therein, but once their
leader bas succeeded in forciog
i the pomt of ls plough-ghare,
pregnant with the smell root of evil,
he will soon force in the whole plougk,
with which he will uproot ar2 upturn
the soil of his innocence. If he geins
the first stroke, and implants but the
thin edge of lus wickedness, the con-

LETTER FRUM FATHER FLEMING,

Bracenrivay, March 15, 1804,

To the Editor of the Catholie Register

Dear Sim.—Trusting that you will
find spuce in your worthy publieation
for tho iollowing, I again, in com.
pliance with the request of sevoral
corresporidents, venturo to give further
details of this vast and oncouraging
district. Boil is a featuro of vital in-
terest to tho farmer, and upon this
important subject I shall devote this
letter. Muskolta and other parts of
the free grant lands as regardsits soil,
is composed of every variety, very
light sand, sandy loam, clay Jeam and
beavy clay, etc. The country in
general is of a hilly uature with a
great variety of timber, such as hem-
lock, pine, birch, maple, rosewood,
bass, oln, spruce, tamarac, balsam,
beech, white and black ash, and cedar,
and in many places thick underbrush.
There aro lurge flats called Beaver
Meadows, almost treeless, generally
with small crecks running through
them, which give a beavy crop of
grass called blue point that makes ex-
cellent feed for rough stock during the
winter. Some of the flats ura covered
with & dense growth of alder, which
require clearing and partially draining
before the, could be of much use.
There are some lurge flats and meny
swaller ones, ligntly sprinkled with
tamarac and small sprace, which, if
reclaimed, could be worked to advan-
tage. In travelling along one of our
colonization roads the Jand-seeker will
pass over nearly every variety of soil,
rocky ridges, flat rock, swamps and
marshes, extensively interspersed with
fine rolling land covered with hard-
wood timber ; exteusive tracts of com-
poratively level land, clay loan or
heavy clay, soil with scarcely a stone
on it; large valleys with rich deposits
of soil; flats with a growth of ash,
cedar and spruce, and a slight sprink-
ling of hemlock and birch; slightly
wet, but with a deop rich soil of sandy
loam and easily drained; largo tracts
of level land, but easily reclaimable—
for in most cases an outlet cun be ob-
tained sufficiently for draining pur.
poses, and when drained they form
excellent grazing or tillage farms.
The soil, as a rule, is deep and of a
guperior quality, and capable of pro-
ducing beavy crops. All hardwood
lands where the timber is of a fine
healthy growth make good farms, the
soil being of & sandy or clay loam of
a favorable chavacter, mellow and
rich, Iis capacity for producingisa
sure test of ils richuess, crop nfter
crop without change and without an
atom of manure is taken off and the
yield still remoins very fair, What
would a proper rotation of cropping
do? The returns would be wonder-
ful. In the lowlands a heavy clay or
clay loam is generally the soil.
Wheroe much beech grows the land for
tlio most part is of = gravelly nature,
Somo spots have a great deal of rolling
stone, but tho soil 18 very often good
and rich, and, when oultivated, in o
great many cases has good results,

Au an instanco of the valuo of this
kind of lard, which came under my
notico last smmmeor, I shall lct the
sottlor gpoak for himeelf.

*What do you think of my ficld of
vegotables, do you think thoy can be
beaten anywhers around ? **

*They are reully excellent and in
good healthy condition.”

“Yes, considering the amount of
attention I have givon them, I bhave
no reason to complain.”

*No, I don't mind that especially
us you gee, whon I got good crops out
of the ground.”

Ricl deep soil often runs up to the
vory fool of high ledges of rock.
Rocky land, when cleared into the
valloys, gives good pasture for sheop,
becaunse the small deposita of soil on
ite surface grow o delightfully aweet
grass. Whon passing through dif-
feront townships, and conversing
with sottlers on  c¢ho varietioe of
soil and general features of the
soveral olearings, some having o very
rocky frontage, leaving me underthe
impression that such were not en.
couraging to tho settler, I remarked
on one occasion to a farmer, having
planted himself to ull appearance in
on unprofitublo clearing that I thought
ke had a vory poor lot. ¢ Not at all.”
But it is nearly all rock. ** What you
sce is not good, but I have a fine flat
of sandy loam several feet deep at the
back, which I have commenced to
clear, and when cleared 1 shall be all
right, and be ablo to get on well.”
‘This is the case, 1'm told, all over the
free grant land. Tlere aro very fow
lots, if any, without consideralle

aveilable land ; some are nearly all
good, and again there are whole dis-
tricts of good farming land, splendid
tillable and graziug lard, a prize to get
holdof considering landat itsreal value.
There is in many places ic Muskoka
as goed land as over plough entered,
and when cleared and seeded down the
results are exceedingly promising.
Hay is o firat-rate crop of good quality
and abundant, and the grass is most
succulont and meat producing. Cattle
thrive well here, even in the woods.
1 have seen this and heard its praise
sounded in many quarters., Potatoes,
too, both as regards their size, quan.
tity and quality, are fully as good, if
not better, than I have seen in the
old countries. Oats is 8 grand crop.
One place in particular drew my at-
tention last summer, where I noticed
a fine field of oais of a umform
height, vigorous in growth, with a
full, plump, bright and heavy yield of
grain, and my surprise wasthe greater
in consequence of its locality not being
by any mecuns one of the best in
Muskoka, but it strongly convinced
me that oven in poor looking places
the capacity of soil is not to be des-
pised. Peas and barley, and all roots,
yield well, both in quantity and
quality. The soil, in a word, 1s fruic
ful, and at the same time so di-
versified as to suit the most fasti-
dious. It good lhmusbandry be
bestowed uvpon it; let the tiller put
bis hand energetically to the plough,
and with a will, and a bountiful har-
vest will reward him for his toil. Do
not bein too great a hurry, leta pro-
per and judicious selection be made,
and good results are sure to be cbtain-
ed. Thero are many clearings well
known to me in and sround Kearney,
and in many otber townships, where,
cither from observation in passing
them, or by knowiag the settlers, or
from inquries made of those in a posi-
tion to inform me correctly, 1 can
safely recommend to sny desorving
settler, und of the virtue of the soil of
many of those places, I have had ocular
demonstration, seon crops punt down,
grown and gathered, and 1 say can.
didly that it has been a pleasure to
me to witneas such fruitful results.

We cannot let this issue of Tue
Reaisten pass without presenting o
few considerations upon the great
religious events which the week com.
mewmorates. The most sacred mom-
ories of Christianity cluster around its
hallowed days and precious hours.
As the plots of His enemies thicken
about Him after the trinmnph of Palm
Sundey, so our Lord’s unbounded
love for His disciples and those who
believe in Him shines out more and
more, until on Holy Thursday He
brought Ilis Apostles together where
Heo might celebrate thie Paschal Lamb,
and estublish that greater mystery
which would by an everlasting memo.
rial of His life, death and resurrection.
* Having loved Iis own He loved
them to the end.” He gave them
what they would not have ventured to
ask for, His own abiding presence in
their midst. He offered for them ths:
chosen Lamb of God, by which we
are in very truth dehvered from that
bordage aund darknees heavier and
deeper than the bondage and darkneas
of Egypt. He gave them to est of
that Bread that came down from
heaven, and drink of that Blood, of
which if any man eat and drink He
shall not taste death forever. All
this the Blessed Master did with the
bitter morrow heavy and sad upun
Him. Then with a bymn of thanks.
giving He went forth to suffering and
death,

While thie Redecmer was establish-
ing the Holy Eucharist and rdaining
the priests of the new law the plotting
Sanhedrin presented a different pic-
ture. In the Upper Renm, all wes
simplicity, sadness, resignation; in
the council of priests and Pharigees all
was duplicity, cunning and false reli-
ance upon self, money and human
power. They send their mob out as
it were to a robber—who find their
Victim beneath the shade of the olive
trees in holy prayer, and d-athlike
agony. With a kiss He was betrayed
by one of His newly ordained priests.

Here He consummates the Master-act
of love by dying for tie world, and
wiping out the handwriting upon the
wall against ue. We turn to the Cross,

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dear veader, with compunation of soul,
and gratitude of heart, and hops of
lifo; for its memorics and the Blood
of Him who hung there must bo on
us in timo and clernity. Strange
mysatory of man's perversity, stranger
still of God's wisdom and lovo |

Can there be joy after such sorvow,
trinmph after such defeat? Ayo, in
very deed,  Thero comes from out the
shadow of the Oross a light that burns
with undying brightness. Easter
morning with its cry of oxultation,
“ Alleluia, He iz rison as Ho said,”
followa quickly upon the darkness of
tho cclipse and the silence of death.
Whero is tho plotting now? Where
the human prudence? Every cir.
cumstance has only added io the glory
of tho risen Saviour. Yhat lessons
for His humblost disciplo! Vhat
hope for llis lowliest follower! Many
a timo the world scome triumphant,
the Shopherd striocken, tho flock scat-
tored. A little while and all is chang-
ed, Intho glory of Easter morn He
riseth from the tomb, conqueror of sin
und death,

To all of us there is a Good Friday
with its humiliation and gorrow. To
all of us there will bo un Eastor morn
of resurrection from a dead past, vic-
tory over self and ecarthly pleasure,
and worldly hatred, if only in faith
and reaignation, in hopo and love, we
share the Crosg with Him * who was
delivered up for our sins and who rose
again for our justification.” May it
be thus, is our sincere wish at this
coming Easter tide!

Church A'ttendance.

For severnl years the Bishop of
Southwark in England has been de-
viging plans to remedy the negligence
of so many of his people in attending
Mass and other religious services.
He first reduced considerably the pay-
ments fr seats in the nave, and made
admission to the rest of the Cathedral
quite free.  This experiment, although
satisfactory, was by no means adequate
to the greatness of the evil. He,
therefore, in Msay, 1842, made the
Oathedral entirely free.

From the main purpose in view the
oxperiment is judged to be a success.
The congregations present at Mass
during the year have increased by
three hundred cvery Sundasy. Nor
has the experiment proved a financial
failure. A loss of £2 a week or about
£100 a year is the only deficit—a
small loss when we consider the gain
of over 300 at Mass.

This is a subject upon which Car-
dinal Vaughan has thought very
seriously and spoken, but which he
never as yet has tried to carry into
action. At one of his visitations his
Eminence desired the free Church as
it would remove all excuse from certain
poor end languid Catholics from not
attending the services. Furthermore,
ho thought that the churches would be
much more largely attended by those
outside the fuld who wish to see
Catholic worship and hear Catholic
preaching. The Tablet expresses the
gratitude of Catholic England to the
Bishop of Southwark ¢ for having
pioncered the way in a movement that
will always be associated with his
name."

With us in Capada the case of
attendance or rather non-attendance

at Qhurch is vot tho same. There
aro very few in our cities, and none in
the country, who ate kopt from Church
on account of their inability to pay.
Thoso who are oarcless upon this
important subject aro tho pleasuro
secking young pnople, whoso firsl and
last thought when not actively engaged
in tho duties of life, are bont upon
self-gratification.  Much of their faith
and roligious sentiment are sickoned
with poisonous literature or the sneera
of their follow-laborers in tho shops.
What i3 tho romedy? DBottor ocarly
training with more prayer from pious
mothers, Surround them with Oa-
tholic associations which will bring
thom together and which will givo
that sleongth of mutual support,
Teach thom tho dignity, the glory of
being cdifying mombera of tho great
Church of God. @ive them tho
meana of rendering an answer for tho
hope that is, or should be, in them.
Solve the difticultics which frequently
spring up in their own soul, giving
thom such literaturo as is igsued by
the Trich Socivty which will enable
thom to meet tho objections urged on

all sides against that faith which
through human weakness they are
apt to throw asido &8 a burthen not to
be carried by men of tho world.

The New Premier.

The interpretation given by the
London Times to Lord Rosobery's
plain enunciation ¢f Home Rule prin-
ciples and conviotions were misleadiog
a3 they are untruthful. All those
journals both in England and Canada
that snap up with avidity every thing
said or written agaiust the honour or
interests of Ireland, wero only too
anxious to copy the malignant assev-
erationg of the Ttmes. The Toronto
AMail even improved on the Thun-
derer's perverse calculations and de.
clared that the new Premier would be
exceedingly ¢ undesirous to be ham-
pered by the legacies of the past, and
it i3 very unlikely that he will feel
bound to carry out either Mr. Glad-
stone's ideas of Home Rule, Lt overy
plsnl: in the Newcastle programme."”

Greut indeed must be the chagrin
and disappointment of those oracles
of ill.omen on reading the most im.
portant passages of tha eloguent
speech and official pronouncement
delivered by Lord Rosebery on Satur-
day last in Edinbargh. It was on 8t.
Patrick's Day—when more than fifty
thousand people bad gathered at the
Exchange to greet the new Premier.
Trily the noble young statesman has
¢othe in the spirit and power of his
predecessor. It was considered a few
months ago that but one man in
all England could stir up_a whele city
by his presence. Cheering crowds
and welcoming thousands were re-
gerved for the Grand Old Man, nor
could his opponents (for enemics he
had none) withhold their admiration,
or not join in the geueral ovation
accorded to the Nestor of British poli-
ticiaus and statesmen.

From the dispatches received this
week, however, it is very evident that
it was not 80 much the personality,
after all, as the liberal policy of Mr.
Gladstone that touched the hearts of
the populace in Great Britain. Iu all
his days of triumph he was never
accorded a more hearty welcome or &

more unanimous oxpression of publie
endorsation than grooted the entry of
Lord Rosebery on last Baturday to the
trandest and most capacious hall in
tho city of Edinburgh. Thousands
filled tho streols, it is said, on his
route from tho railway station to the
Corn Exchange. More than 50,000
Liberals had gathered {o listen loa
publio declaration of his polioy, and uf
tho programmo laid down by him and
his colleaguos for the peoplo and for
tho general intorosts of the Empire at:
large.

How utterly confounded must tho
London T'tmes {eol and all its Canadian
copyists when the words rang out—
» that his polioy and Mr. Gladatone’s
polioy were identical in regard to
Homo Rule for Ircland, snd that any
assertion (o tho contrery was mali-
ciously untruthful and misleading.
When I spoke in the Ilouso of Liords,”
ho said, I deolared with frankness
and perspicuity my attitude to Home
Rule. Unfortunately the interpreta.
tion which my opponents put upon
my words was not what I meant when
I uttered thom. Ifrightly interpreted
my words must have carried convie-
tion to the heart of England that what
[ snid wag a truism, Tho present
Parliament have carried the Parish
Councils Bill for England with the
Irish vote. I tell you it iz not neces-
sary to demand an English majority
to carry a Homeo Rule Bill or to beat
the Knglish vote in order to convince
the English people of the justice of
Irish Homs Ruie,”

The argument of Lord Rosebery is
that the Bills affecting the interests of
the English people themselves—must
be carried by an Irish vote and against
a majority of English members of Par-
liament—why should people make an
outery sgainst Home Rule being
caried by a similar vote in the House?

His attitude to the House of Lords
is quite as clear and out-spoken, as it
is on thoe question of Autonomy for Ire-
land, ** The House of Lords might be
said to Lave England at its back—yet
in ordinary circles just now the people
had risen ten to one against the upper
chamber.”

It is to be hoped that in future our
Canadian dailies shall wait for explan-
ations before venturing leaders on
improbable and untruthful statements
coming from such bigoted and wn.
gorupulous sheets as the London
Times. In the present instance Lord
Rosebery declares publioly in the pre-
sence of 60,000 people— that # the
organ of this party, the London T'imes,
had wilfully misrepresented his utter-
ancee."

Catholic Higher Education.

In our last number we touched very
lightly upon this subject in reply to
an attack made by the Evangelical
Churclman. The occasion which
aroused what little koowledge our
contemporary has of Catholic litera-
ture and philosophy was an article in
the New York Independent. A Pro-
fessor of the Catholic University of
Washington, Rev. Dr. Shahan, an-
swered the Independent in its own
columns, which we now reproduce as

well deserving the attention of our
rendera. In justice to our side it
ghould appear in the Evangelical
Churchman, Wo will see.

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The Temporal Power.

A pawmphlet concerning thoe tem.
porul position hins boen published by o
Oount Boderini which is atiracting
good deal of attontion at Rome. Tho
illness which hes attacked Italy is
according to tho author, unto death,
unless tho®only efiicacious rewedios
which remain are applied. ‘These
remedies aro threefold—o sirong gov-
ernment which will conmmand respect
in, and out of, Italy; a Chrislian
spirit to replace Freemasonry; and
tho restoration of tho Temporal Power
of tho Pope over the city of Rowme.

This publication is meant to fore.
stall Crispi who has frequently deolar-
cd that ho Is willing to do all in his
power to put an end to the antagonism
botweon the {talians and the oty Seo.
After earnestly promoting tho present
state of affairs, ho realizes tho injury
ho hasdono Italy. e constantly says :
Lot thom spenk. If raasonable pro.
positions be made, I ghall meet them
half way.” The question therefore
arisen whether Count Boderini has
made what Crispi calls ** reasonable
propositions.”  If the Italinn Premior
sticks to his reiterated opinion that the
absolute renunciution of the Temporal
Power i8 a condition sine qua non of an
arrangement, the Count’s pamphlet
will not be a very acceptable addition
to Crispi’s library.

+What part the Temporal Power acts
in the welfare of Christianity is not
well underatood and still less taken to
heart by people to-day. Rossi spoke
truly wher be said: ** The indepen-
dence of the Pontifical Domain is
guaranieed by the conscience of all
Catholics. The trezsures of the whole
of Europe have raised the momunents
of Rome ; and Rome, head and centre
of Catholicism, belongs much more to
Christians than to Romans* The
great Napoleon rejoiced that the Pope
resided uneither at Paris, Vienna nor
any other of the monarchical capitals
of Burope, but "~ the ancient city of
Rome—*far from tho hand of the
emperors of Germany or of France, or
of the King of Spain, holding the
balance between the Catholic sover-
eigns. Ilor the government of souls
it is tho best of most beneficial insti-
tution that ean bo imagined.”

Catholic Congress of Italy.

This is the age of congresses, and
no one appreciates them better than
the Sovereign Poutif now bhappily
reigning. Wherever they have been
held, Leo XIII, has watched them
with paternal interest. Ho has di-
rected them by the light of his genius,
his experience and his authority, To
him they are the life of Catholic
revival, so deeply needed in our day.

The latest was the eleventh Con-
gress of Italian Catholics whose sit-
tings formed » suitable close fo the
Papal Jubilee year.. Their number
was not large. They were & band of
Spartans in the Pass of Thermopyle —
good men and truo—staying by tho
truth and firmness of their principles
the attack of countless, unknown
thousands who are ever sweeping
down upon the fair plains of Christian
civilization and religious right. In
their tolegram to the Holy Father the

congress olaimed its inaug.ration *in
tho glorious name of your Ioliness,
which is tho plodge of ealvation to our
Fatherland, of new life to socioly, at
presont in soro labor. 8ecure in the
consciousness of Ohristian patriotism,
wo hail you IMuthor, Master, and
Leador.,” Tho undivided union of
tho Papacy and tho true desting of
Italy was nade the subject of soveral
addresses, and was hailed with enthu.
siasm on ol sides.

At the olosing session which was
presided over by the Cardinal-Vicar of
Rome, Sir Btuart Knill, late Lord
Mayor of London, was proseuted to
tho Congress, and received a splendid
wolcome. In speaking of tho Social
Question the Cardinal-Vicar said :

* 1t luclades every question. Politics have
lost thelr teoth—they aco senilo and foolish
by the sido of that. And yot thoe world is
busier with politics than over. Sinco 1848
politica have been tho rsge; no one has
troubled much about tho well-belay of the
peoples : thuy havo bean told of a good thne
comI;ng—nnd it has fmt to como. At tho

resont momont politics hava tho first placo
Pn the publio mind—tho truo intorests are
negleated,  So it was in Constantinople
when the Turk was at tho gates, Soitis
with tho music of tha llatless crowd which
distracts thom from tho low growl of angry
E:na. Weo sce around us tho literal comiog
to pass of lonry Georgo’s words: * The
rich aro gotting over rishor, tho poor gottin
ovor poorer.’ And tho crowd, with axo an
torch in hand, are shouting: * We will be
the rich, and you shall be tho poor.’ The
Anti.Clericals gbould not take it amiss,
Thoy aro reaping what they bave sown, 1o
philosophy, faterialiam ; in roligion, Athe.
1am ; in morals, Fatalism ; inthe family, its
ruin by civil marriage; in tho Church op-
preasion of its liborty—these aro their prin-
ciples, and Ravachol, Vaillant, and Henrl
aro their conclusions. We Catholics might
viow this with an even mind wero wo bouad
to care only for ourselves. But weo have tra.
diticus to hand on: wo muat take thought
of tho younger generations, Pricatand lay.
man havo a deposit to preserve, and both
must gn down together to tho lists to solve
the Soolal Queation. Stern resistanne will
assurcdly bo offered us, but oven from
martysdom wo must vot flinch. For my
part, I prafor the pyroe of Joan of Arc bofore
the throne of Monseigneur of Beauvais. Wo
must bring charity to the solution of the
Social Question, Not tho charity of pen and
fnk, but of the purss, given with forethought
aud to the bestadvantage. I may Lo trusted
to know something about charities. You
havo heard a well-nigh endless liat of the
good works of Romo. 1 assure you that
these do not form a hundredth part of
BRotno’s organised charitics. Well, if all thess
have to be sacrificed to or absorbed into one,
that one should be the achool. I quoto with
approval the saylpg rife in America, that
‘Tho battle of religion will very soon be
declded in tho school rather than ia the
Fulyit.’ So if economics must be practised,
ot it bo anywhere rathor than In the school
For the only solution of the Social Question
is Chriat and His law ; and when this is
taught to each generation as it ariscs, the
problem will not bo far from solvingiteelf.
Bat while wo thus provide for the future,
our present strengthis in the Magua Charta
of tho Social Question, tho Encyclical Rerum
Novarum,"

Selected Recelpts.

Arpie Snontcare.—If you have
never tried apple shortcake, try it now,
Prepare it exactly as you would straw-
berry shortcake, using apple saucs in
place of tho berries; and by the time
apples grow again you may consider
an apple shortcako as great a treat as
strawberry shortcake.

Ecc CroQuerTes.—Boil eighteon
eggs, separate tho yelks and whites
and cut them io slices; pour over them
sance a la creme; add a Jittle grated
bread, mix all together, and let it get
cold. Pat in some salt and pepper,
msake them into cakes, cover them
well on both sides with grated bread,
let them stand an hour, and fry them
a pico brown. Diy before the fire,
and dish quite hot.

Frrsu Fisu Baken.—Clean the fish
well and wipo it dry (not to cut of the
bead); preparo a forcemeat of bread
and oysters chopped fine and moisten-
od with their own liquor, salt it and
scason with parsloy and pepper ; fill
tho fish with this, sow it together and
lay it in & drippiog pan ; pour aroond
it somo warm water, and sprinkle with
pepper and salt, and baste often.  Ifa
good sized fish, bake ono hour.

Soupr A LA JoLiexyeE.—Divide two
mediam 8ized carrots in two, then cat

into very thin slicrs of ahout an iuch
long; take the same quantity of turnips,
lecks, onions and a few pieces of colery,
all cut into thin slices, aud put them
into a saucepan with a pieco of good
butter. Oun a moderate firo stir slowly
until the vogetables begin to color
slightly. And throe pinis of con-
somme or stock and Loil gontly one
hour. Ten minutes befora serving put
in throe or four leaves of let uce, the
same of sorrel, a little onion chopped
up ; boil a little longer, adding a pinch
of sugar and a tablespoouful of green
peas previously boiled.

TuroricaL Suss—Four aweet oranges,
balf a grated cocoanut, threc bananas,
strained juice of two lemons, and pow-
dered sugar to taste ; peel the oranges
and remove seods and white membrane;
put a layer of oranges in the hottom of
a greared dish, sprinkle with sugar, add
cocoanut and then banauas, cut into
thin glices; pcur over somo lemon juice
and repeat tho process, ueing orange,
sugar, cocoanut, ctc., as befora; the
top layer is to be beaprd high in the
ceater, and sprinkled thickly with co.
coanut and sugar, aud garnished round
the base with slices of bapana; other
combinations of fruit may be arranged
to suit the taste,

A Solution of the Labour Problem.

habit ruins alike cmployer and cmployed.
While this should bo always held in viow, it
is better not to interfere too minutely in tks
methods of work. Thero are many different
ways of producing theszmo results, and the
onc which the worker himaclf prefers will
generally be the beat for him.

Prof. Egan ig an
ideal lecturir and is said to be one of
the most delightful talkers.

At a Btate Council of the lowa as-
sociation of the A.D\A., the president
in his anoual addresy, said: ¢ The
average ex prieat is simply a leech
sucking the life-blood of the councils
for his own enrichment. Wa claim in
our principles that we attack no mun'’s
zeligion and make no warfure on the
religious tenets of the R :man Cutholic
charch, yet we hesr these bermaphro-
dite prieats ahuso ull the peculiar ob-
servances of this church and villify
and mako fun of these observances”
The council adopted a resolution in
favor of the plan of the president.

I believe that the witness
ing of a Shakesperean play is iunstrue
tivo and ennobling, provided the per-
formance is not arre d hy certain
interludes which are calculsted to
gratify prurient tastes. Cbnristian life
does not consist only in avoiding sip,
but practiciog virtue.”

From Shaks-
peare to Miltoo, from Miiton to Byron,
their besotiful and sombro literature is
skepticsi, Judaical, Satanic, in 3 word
anti-Christian. *As regards law,’ as
a jurist well says, *Tho English ave
Juwxg, tha French Christians,” A theo
logian might express himself in the
same monaer s vegards faith. The
Aiwesican Indisng, with that penetra-
tion and originality they so often ex.
hihir, expressed thisdistinction in their
fusbim. < Christ,’ said ona of them,
*wag a Freachman whom the English
cracificd in London; Pontius Pilate
was an officer in thn servicn of Great
Britain.’”_ This extraordinary judg

mont was dolivered some fifty yoars
ago, and wo are incidentally reminded
how transient euch expreasions of inter-
national sentiment are apt to he by an
oxpression which occurs in a foot-note
o fow pages further on. After com

mending tho industry of Guido Gorres,
the historian writes: * Thia shivalrous
devotion of a Gerinan to a French
Saint does honor to Germany, to hu-
manity. Gerwany and France are two
sistera May they ever boso."—OQctober,
1840.— London Lablet.

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THE ARTIST'S PRIZE.

Tho last rays of the setting sun
penotrated the heavily draped windows
of a large and spacious apartment and
fell aslant tho half exposed canvas upon
which was pictured in fresh and glow-
ing colors a nowly finished Madonua
and child. Before tho easel sat the
pointer Rubons—an old mao of some
fifty-five summers— with his ey s fixed
iutently upon tho warmly-tinted picture
his arms folded complacently across his
breast,and his whole soul, as it wero,
revelling in the tlood of golden light
which seemed to invest the heads of
both mother and son with a soft and
heavenly lustra.

¢ 1 bave come in to request the great
favor of becoming a pupil of the illus.
trious and world-renowned Rubens.”

“ May I ask by what means you
bave becoms so well acquasinted with
wy labors in the field of painting, that
thus you eulogize and extol me " said
tho old man, calmly.

“Sir,” replied the youth with en.
thusiasm, * are pot the galleries of
Brussels freighted with the rich pro-
ductions of your skillfal pencil 1

“You have been in Brussels then 1"
said Rulear, with an inquiring glance,

*¢ Yes I have sojourned thera for the
past ten years of my life. My history
is a short one, and if I am not encroach
ing upon your patience, I will give it
you at unce,” said the young mab, with
a sorrowfal glance.

« I pray you do relate it. My ears
are most attentive listeners,” said the
old man, becoming momentarily more
and more interested in the strange
youth before him.

The two beiog seated, the younger
one commenced the recital of his tale.

“ Ay carliest recollections of home
wero in Rome, that glorious city of the
past. My father, Alexardredel Sarto,
was an artist, professing ever a strong
love aud attachment for his favorite
and chosen profession. But in Rome
his efforts wero but slightly apgreciated,
and the trivisl sum received by him
for thesale of his pictures wen quite
iosuflicent for the daily support of his
family. Discouraged and vexed at his
want of success, my father conceived
the somewhat rash idea of visiting
Brussels to try once again his luck in
painting. Accompanied by bhis wifu
and two children, be cmbarked for
Brussels, with many hopes and visions

* of foture success. Arriving there safely
our littlo fawily bad bardly established
themselves, before my littlo and only
sister was seizzd with a terrible fever.

 Tbe day which dawned opon ber burial
witnessed, also the complete prostration
of my father ; and ere two weeks bad
flown, the inanimate body of my loved
father was laid beside that of my
swter.”

At this point of his life's sad history
the young man paused, whilo tears
coureed slowly down bis cheeks.

* Aud your father's property ¥" said
Rubens, bis heart’s deep sympatbies
fairly aroused.

** Alas! the only inberitance left to
his orphan child was a natural taste
and inclination for that samo profeesion
in the pursuanco of which fortune had
only tempted but to frown npon him.”

I will not further detail the partic-
ulars of that loog aud protracted meot
ing between the groat waster and the
poor atrange youth in whom he had
become so suddonly yot deeply interest
ed Suflico tosay, that the next morn
ing after their intorview found Andrea
del Sarto an inmate of the studio of tho
painter Rubens, notwitbstanding the
latter had long sinco openly avowed
hia determination to receive no more
pupils in his profession as an artist.

Months passed by, and tho young
student bad mnde rapid progress in
his studies. Rubens himsulf was fair-
ly delighted with tho fertilo gonius and
wondrous talents of bis protege. Al
ready had he entrusted Andrea del
Sarto with the execution of many fawm-
ily portraits, for which he bad received
orders, aud although such pictures
were supposed by the public to be the
gonuine productions of Ruber ‘s skilful
pencil, ic was suflicient compensation
in the oyes of Andrea to know that his
style was 80 near tbe countorpart of
bis master's as scarcoly distinguishable
from that artist's works except by the
most fastidious and critical eye.

In re-
gord to the original of the miniature
which you found me exawining,”
said the youth, slightly coloring, <1
must tell you that I know almost as
little concerning her as yourself, ths
ministure baving come into my posses-
sion under very peculiar circurostances.”

*Indced! Perchanco it is somo
ideal creation of the painter’s fancy,”
gaid Rubens, good naturedly.

« 0, no! You are wmistaken,” said
Andrea, quickly; *for it was from
the hands of the original that I received
it, some three years since.”

*¢ Some lost friend, perbap.$”’ queried
Rubens.

¢ Listen, und I will tell you the cir-
cumstsnces which made me its happy
possessor,” replied the young artist.

“ It was carly one summer ovening,
some threo years since, tbat, heated
and fatigued by the cxtreme sultriness
of the day, I strolled into the country
for the purposo of recruiting my cn.
fecbled and weakened cnergics pre-
paratory to the labors of tho following
day. Indifferent to both time and

Bat
otili I hastened on, while the sounds,
which I now supposed to procesd from
somo human voice, scemed growiung
faioter aud fainter. Suddenly a dim
light, as from a lantern, attracted my
sttention. The feoble light served as
a beacon to guide me onward in the
path of duty. \With increased velocity
I sprang forward, and ero many mo.
ments elapsed I had reached the spot
of action. As I neared the thicket I
heard the pawing of hoofs upon the
ground, as of a steed impaticnt to be
gone. At this moment, a stream of
light issuing from the lantern rovealed
to my sight the slight form of a fomale
fizure, apparently a girl of some fifteen
sumwmers, struggling in the embraces
of a large and swarthy looking man.
cou'd bear no longer. Seizing a broken
Lough which lay near by, 1 cautiously
advanced from hehind a tres and aimed
a blow at the head of the monster
before me. With a wuttered curse
upon the author of his ivjury, the vil-
lain fell senseless to tho ground. It
was but the work of an instant for me
to apring forward and release the horse
which had been tied to a neighboring
treo ; then lifting the fainting form of
the gitl from the ground, I sprang into
the saddle, and we wers soon out of
reach of all human harm. T had not
rode far before my companion began
slowly to revive, the heavy night dew
acting as a restorative to her senses;
and from her trembling lips T learned
the particulars of that fearful advent-
ure from which, stripling as I was, I
bad rescued her.”

‘“A straoger in Brassels, she had
ridden forth, towards sunset, into tho
country ; but being suddenly overtaken
by night, she bad lost her way. Pass-
ing through the woods, her passage
was arrested by the strong and power-
ful arm of a man, who seized the reins
of her horse =nd in a loud voice de-
manded her purse.

It was not many weeks after the
abovo converaation before the youtbfal

ortist was called away from tho scono
of his labors toattend tho bedeido of
his dying mothor.  With mingled feol-
ings of sorrow und regret, Audron del
Sarto bado adieu to ono who, out of
tho boundless charitics of his heart,
had done so much towards shaping tho
fature career of the young artist.
Rubens, with tears in his oyes and a
prayer upon his lips for tho success
and prosperity of the untiring student,
witnessed tho departare of Audres for
Brussels,

Ouo monthb fromn the timo of his re-
turn howo the old master recoived a
luttor from his protego announcing tho
death of his only surviving relative
Tmpressed by tho bitter loneliness of
bis situation, now that all who were
dear to his beart had been taken from
him, ho was determined to seek his
fortune in some distant quarter of the
globe, when, God grant.. , him success,
he would return to Antworp, there to
lay his hard-earned laurels at the fcet
of bia respected patron and master,
and in bis charming socioty spend the
remnining years of his life. Such was
the bright pizture of the future which
the young eathusiast beheld in his
doy dreams. Would to God that the
reality wero always as beautiful and
truthful as the ideal!

In a loxurious apartment of one of
the most beautiful hotels situated upon
the Rue de Ja Frauncie, behold the
lovely and accomplished daughter of
the artist Rubens. The somewhat
slight, yet fully developed form, the
rose-tinted complexion, the pale and
lofty brow, over which & shower of
golden ringlets cluster in rich profusion,’
the deep and azure blue of ber eyes,
together with the sweet and radiant
smilo which ever illumines her coun-
tenance, combine to make Clara Ru-
bens g vision of almost avgelic loveli-
ness,

Tour yoars have past sinco the
opening of our story, and as the youth-
fol bud of promise has gradually de-
veloped into the full-blown rose, the
old father has watched with tender
solicitude the daily expansion of the
charms of botb soul and body of his
idolized child. Yes, Clara Rubens
was fair to look upon. All Antwerp
rendered her homsge. Sonnets were
indited to hor, murical bsllads were
dedicated to her, while her fairy-like
portrait graced not only the walls of
the gallery of fine arts but was found
embodied in many a sculplor’s group
in the various and numerous studios
of Antwerp.

Tke daughter of Rubens was in the
twenty-second year of her ago; and
though she had never failed for lack of
adwirers and suitors for ber hand in
marriage, yot up to tbat time the fair
gir! bad courteously declined all pro-
posals. Her father, conscious of the
decsy of naturc and bis declining years,
was anxious to see his only child the
established wife and partner of some
person worthy her position in life.
Having communicated this desire to
his child one morning, to his greatsur-
priso he found that Clara, who bad ever
been set and immovable on that point,
now yielded o ready nssent to his wishes.
The following plan, by which to make
choice of a husband, was conceived and
proposed to his daughter, which baving
met with ber acceptance, ran as follows,

As Clara Rubens, besides possessing
wondrous beauty, was also a reputed
heiress, she would doubtiess reccive
numberless offers from Loth the wealtby
and matrimonial speculator. To pre-
vent any umbitious and unwortby
motives on the part of the lovers of his
daughter, it was publicly announced in
journals of the day that to him who
should bo artist enough to cut from a
solid pieco of iron an elaborate and
beantiful wreath of roses only by the
aid of tho hammer and chisel, in an
allotted space of time, should bo given
tho hand of the daughuer of Rubens in
marriage.

As the list for competitors to tho
prizo was open to both old and young,
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poor and rich, of the opposite sex, you
may roadily beliove its coluinns were
not long in filling. Threo days ouly
was tho above list to bo kept opon, at
the cud of which time it was to be
closed and soaled, and they who had
onrollod their names thercon wore to
bo granted a wock's time only for the
success or failuro of their work. Sculp-
tors who had gained many laurels 1n
their profession cmbarked with new
zaal upon this exhibition of skill, while
many hands that had never been accus.
tomed to tho wse of the chisel wore
none the legs anxious to compote for
the rare prize offered them.

Tt was near the close of the last day
for which the list for candidates to the
band of Clara Rubsens in marriage was
to bo kopt open, that a stranger sauo-
tered along through the principal thor-
oughfaro of the spleffdid city of Ant-
worp, A closo observer would at once
recognize in tho tall yet finely moulded
man beforous the once poor student of
the artist Rubens, There was thusame
degreo of onthusiasin which wanifested
itself in the early part ef his studies
still gleaming from tbe depths of his
large and expressive oyes , but the fow
lines of care visible upon the uroad and
expausive forochead, showed plainly
that Andrea del Sarto had been unre-
mitting in the toils and labors of his
profession. It is true, he had gained
riches; but whut did that avail hiw,
since they with whom be would glad-
ly bave shared his last franc were one
by ona snatched from his grasp? For
years he had wandered the earth, like
an Orpheus, in search of his loved yet
loat Eurgydice ; and although he bad
lopg since despnired of over seeing
again, on the face cf the globe, the
originel of the miniature which he still
held sacred, he looked forward with all
the faith of bis spiritnal nature to the
time when he should meet in heaven at
last the ideal of his sonl.

Hia first thought was to call at once
upon his former teacher and reveal his
intention of contending for the prize,
but when he recollected that the effort
he was about to make was na ontirely
new feature in his profession, his small
chance of success dwindled into entire
nothnginess; and with a degree of
pride peculiarly his own, he resolved to
conceal himself from his friend’s sight
until tho day appointed for the award-
ing of the prize. So taking lodgings in
an obscure part of the city, Andrea
procured a large piece of iron, although
it was at an exorbitant price he pur-
chased it, the price of iron having been
raised at that time on accouat of the
unusual demand for it, and steadfastly
sot about his new work.

A week was but a short time for the
execution of so elaborate a picce of
workmanship, and with only such
rough tools as were allowed ; but still
the young man toiled from daybresk
till near midnight, allowing bimself
but little or uo time for sleep and re-
freshment.

that tho latter had spoken of the
striking resemblanco botween the
daughtor and that of the miniature he
posscosed ; but that was years ago, and
now that Olara had growa to be a wo
man, even that faint resemblance must
cortainly have faded away.

For a moment all was breathless
silence in that vast throng Withan
uosteady step and swiwmming braio,
Andrea del Sirto emerged from bis
obscurity and advanced towards the
stand occupied by Rubens. As he ap-
proachéd, with his eyes bent towards
the floor, Olara uttered an exclamation
of joy, aud sprang firward aud fell
upon the neck of the artist-sculptor.

* Olara,” said Rubens, addressing
his daughter for the frat time in his
life somewhat sternly, ¢ what does this
mean? Explain the wystery, my dear
child.”

**Thisis the preservor of my life,
father,” said Clars, seizing the hand
of the young artist, avd preseatiog him
to her father.  Then with a sigh, the
fair girl turned aside and murmuored :
t Alus, how poor the reward of such a

LETTER FROM LONDON.

Weekly Correspondence of the Register

Loxbox, Eng., March 0th, 1604,

Mr. Gladstone is no longer Prime
Minister of England, On Saturday
last he resigned tho seals of tho Trea-
sury inlo the hande of her Msjesty,
and passed away for ever from that
position of authority and power which,
since the death of Lerd Palmerston,
and whother in oflice or in Opposition,
has mado him the wost interesting of
living Englishmen. Since the death
of Lord Beaconsfield he has hardly had
arival. His resignation bas been for
weeka together the chief topic of the
breakfast table and the last subject of
tho supper room. Vo have lived with
him, so to spenk, as we livo with few
great men.  Lord Beaconsfield, to the
Jast, was sometbiog of a * Mystery
Man,"” and we caught glimpses of his
inper nature only when he made cyni-
cal jokes, or composed epigrams or
struck an attitudo for the sake of
effect. Sir Stafford Northcote was,
outside his public life, known to the
world as the amiable teller of the
very best Devonshire storiee. Lord
Salisbury immerses himeelf at Hat.
field. But everybody knows Mr.
Gladstone. His talk always over.
flowed, We have grown so used
to him, that the political world will
not be the same for many a long
day, now that he ceases to be the chief
figure in it. A remarkable fact is that
his disappearanco from leadership has
been received with every display of
good feeling by bis political opponents:
in a way, indeed, purely English. We
cacnot forget the personal pathos of
the situation; in his declining years
he gave himself to the gigantic enter
prise of reconciling the antipathies of
two hostile nations, and he finds him-
self obliged to retire with his task
unaccomplished. What a splendid
fight be has made. He has shrunk
from no ordeal, and stopped at no
obstacle. In the direst straits he has
held his head high, and preserved a
splendid courage. Nothing bas dsunt-
ed him. Tbree times, st least, the
cavse would have suffered complete
shipwreck but for this unquailing
captain, heedless of storms. But now
the end bos come. The fourth Glad-
stone Ministry, thesecond Home Rule
Ministry, hss fallen, and Mr. Glad-
stone will goor become little more
than a political memory. Probably be
will pot sit in another Psrliament.
After this year possibly we shall never
hear his voice at Westminster again.
For more than sixty years he has been,
whether as the ‘' rising hope of
tho stern and unbending Torivs,” or
as the uuflinching champion of Irish
rights, one of the most picturesque of
Parliamentary figures. He has to
say farewell to what was almost more
to bim then his bome, and we have to
say farewell too.
¢« Time had achieved where focman failed,

Subdued a glance that never quailed,
Dimmed the brizht cye that flashed its fire,
Qn tyrant {oes in many a well-fought field
*Tis 35z, not man, that makes thee yield—
Unoconquered by aught else,
Conquerced alone by Time !
Farewell, a fond farewell!”

Let us worship the rising sun!
Lord Rosebery is the man of the mo-
ment, and he receives the universal
acclaim. Everybody praises him, and
bopes be will justify the trust in bim,
save poor Mr. Labouchere, who is left
piping alone on o hillock which he
mistakes for the Mountain. Most of
the Radicals accept him. notwithstand.
ing his peerage. Tho agitation against
him comes %% mnaught, 8o soon as
it is rulised that a small body
of the Radicals are trring to
dictate to the Quaeen, the Cabinet,
the main body of the Liberal party,
and the entire Liberal press of the
counlry representing the almost un.
broken voice of the masses, Mr. Lahoa-
chere has mado bimsuif the charpion
of Sir William Hurcourt, and in doing
so has taken away Sir William Har-
court’s last chance of gaining tho Pre-

miership, whone lnurels now will never
be his. Moreovor, the Municipal
Radicals are delighted with Lord Rose-
bery. He dominated the firat County
Council of London, and has sinco help.
ed its development. Ho will unify
Loudon, and gradually incrense muni
cipal powers aud privileges. It was
said that thoe Irish Party was dissatis-
fied with his appointment, but that
turos out not to be the fact. They
have forgiven his persiflage in uhe
dobate on the second reading of the
Hlomo Rule Bill in consideration of
their remembrance that after Mr. John
Morley, Lord Ruscbory was the firat
statesman aftor Mr. Gladstone’s con-
vorsion to go down to Scotland aud
bid tho folk there think and think
again of Home Rule. In short every.
body is pleased with the new Premier.
His ditliculty will be tolive up to tho
hopes that ars formed of him.

Tho Conservative and Liberal Un-
ionist hopes, 8o jubilantly expressed in
their orgons, that a Roscbery ministry
spell ruin to Homo Rule have been
sadly dasbhed within the past day or
two. Lverysingle one of their predic-
tions has been completely falsitied by
the development of the situation. At
Cork, the other day, Mr. John Morley
declared that he had * nailed tho green
flag to the mast.” This was not a
mere rhetorical expression, for he has
given point to it by declining Oabinet
promotion, *“which might at this
juncture separate him from the cause
of Ircland.” For the sake of Ireland
ho bas been content to efface himself.
With Mer. Morley still Chief Szcrotary,
how can Lord Rosebery's Cabinet bo
said, with any plausibility, to be con-
templating a betrayal which, for
mingled infamy and imbecility, would
have no parallel in political bistory?

Another incident is not without sig
nificance in this connection. One of
the strongest and most devoted of
Home Rulers is Mr. Thomas Ellis,
and it is Mr. Ellis who succeeds Mr.
Majoribanks as chief Whip of the
party. Irish Nationalists can need no
better assurances than bave been af-
forded by Mr. Morley's self-denial and
Mr. Ellis's promotion. Aund so0 snother
great Unionist bubble ia incontinently
burst.

The Hcme Rule Party, though re
ticeat as to details, are delighted with
the sympathetic charm of Mr. Glad.
stone’s conversation with Br. Justin
McCarthy, when, as their spokesman,
he went to express their affection and
gratitude to the veoerable statesman
for his heroic efforts in the cause of
Ireland. **God bless you all!’ was
the corcluding benediction of the re-
tired leader.
