Heis
weariog 2 helmet, and grasps a short sword in one hand, while his shield is
hung on his left arm.  The auitude of the goddess is so graceful as to
soften her whole aspect, and to divest her face of that severity which made
the hate M. Eugene Pellatan speak of her as * a lovely virago.”

If people go ou waking discoveries and inventions at the present rate,
doubtless the philosopher's stone wil come to light before the century is
out. The aame of the latest reported invention is the electro-phonoscope,
which, it is ciaimed, w1t solve the question of ¢ visual telegraphy.” The
sender of 2 message from a distant station appears in person before his
correspandeat, and with 1 tzlephoue i 15 possible not only t0 speak to him
but also to see him and watch the expression of his features. This would
preve pleasant in some cascs, and perhaps coavenient 103, but sometimes
it would beotherwise.  Imagine the family dnctor, aroused from his peacefal
slombers, going to the telephone or the ** clectru phonoscope  in his night-
shirt, and finding onc of his most charming young lady patients reflected there.
The family doctor would certainly prefer the old kind. The expreasion of
the faces of two people talking throuzh the telephone when neither can
hear the other, and * central” keeps threaiening 10 cut off the connection,
would also be better unse n But perhaps the clectro phonoscope has a
mission to fulfil that will outweign all minor objections.

Ths “ cight hour system" is makiag its way in many lines of labor, snd
cannot be regarded otherwise than as a blessing. It 1s, however, impossible
for all men to knock off work when they have finished their eight hours of
labor. DPostmaster-General Wanamaker has been inguiring into the state of
affvirs in the post offices of the United States, with the result that an effort is
to ba made to adjust the salanies with greater fairness, increaso the staff,
and fix the hours of work for cach cmployee at cight hours. This is going
to be a good thing for postal clerks and ofiicials, and it would be well i the
movement could prevail in many other cmployments whete a day's work
often means from len to fifteen hours.  An amusing letter from a visitor in
Washington, recenlly read in Boston, stated that thie writer had met a
senator from Whic south who was anxious to introduce the oight hour system
into the navy.  Ore of his ideas was, that puactually at six o'clock every
cvening all work should be stopped and the shp hitched up somewheres, as
he clegantly oxpsessed it.  Whether he was x humorist or not, deponent
saycth no., but the idea would not be ikely to gun many adherents in the
halls of Congress. Sailors, like editors, are among those whose day’s work
must be regulated by circumstances.
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The best way in which a city can dispose of scwago has louy been a
problem. The city of Worcester, Mase., is now making an experiment iu
this direction which is decidedly interesting.  In the river valley below the
city works have been constructed at a cost of about $50,000 for the purifi-
cation of tho sewerage. ‘They cousist of a scries of great opon tapks of
brick, and a mill to grind and mix the chemicils used in crsting down or
precipitating the impuritios.  “The caprcity of the aarhs is abyat nine wmil
lion gallons of sewage daily, which s miuch mere than the present volume
of sewago from that city. The annual cost is expected 1o be abomt $20-
000 a year, but the resuit will be the pmilication of the river <» fiv s the
sewage of that city is concerned.

‘Ihe suggestion has been made that railway passengers should be ebarged
for according to weight, like freight. A short conaidenation of the proposal
is suflicient to convince ore of i3 impracticability. A thin person will
occupy a scat just as completely, if not as fully, as a [st person, since no
ene clse can sit in it when the thin petson is there.  Then the process of
weighing everyone who buys a ticket, and multiplyivyg the weight by the dis-
tance would be rather exhaustive of time and temper on the part of the rail-
way officials, and would have to be considered in the price charged.  Some
people, also, arc touchy as to their avoirdupois, and would rather pay
double fare than have their weight so imuch as alluded to  The present
system has so many advantages over the proposed inuovation that there is
little fear that it will be changed

The Royal Crown of Prussia, which dates from the time of King I'rederic
the First, is lined with velvet, contrary to all heraldic rules. This fact has
led to several discrepancics, especially in matters of art.  The painter,
Professor Hildebrandt, a well-known authority on points of heraldry, some
years ago sketchied a banner for a veteran association, strictly adhering to
tho heraldic rule in drawing the royal crown without a lining. On the
sketch being sent to the Munister of the Interior, the official objected,
insisting upon tho royal crown being lined, but finally yielded to the professor.
Tt may be mentioned that the crown of 1701 can no longer be worn now-a-days.
Tt was fitted at the time to be worn over a long ring, and therefore is far too
large. The Emperor William, on the occasiun of his curonatiun, had a new
crown made for nimself. \When the court jeweller delivered it he requested
the king to try it on, but the monarch declined, saying he could not possibly
<onsent to * try on ' a crown which he was first to place on his head on so
solemn an occasion as a coronation.

Preservaline 15 the name given to a preparation recently invented and
patented m the States for the purpose of keeping milk and cream fresh and
sweet for a week without usmgice.  Our Grany Holwes, published in Bos-
ton, in response 1o inquiries of subscribers, describes Preservaline as © a
white powder, having flattcued hexahedral ceystals, prismic in forin and
terminated by the angular pyramids. It porsesses a sweetish feebly alkaline
taste and an alkaline reaction, di=solving n twelve tuncs 1its weight of buil-
ing water.” The cditor strougly recomme.ds this preparation, declaring
that it is indisputably ail that it claims to be, and that it is not only per
fectly harmless, but has 2lsu the propeity of destroying microscopic ammnl
and vegetable organisms, upon which fermentation and putrefaction depend,
therefore preventng theso processes, and ot arresting them if already com
menced. If Preservaline is really swhat it is rccommended to be, avd we
cannot for 2 moment doubt the testimony of so guud av authority, it woeuld
certainly be a great boon to city housewives.

Women have little canze to be grateful 1o Dr. Dridges, who distinguished
himself at the recent meeting of the New Drunswick Medical Association,
held at Moncton, by reading a paperon ©* Women as Medical Practitioners,”
the apparcot object of which was to make out that woinen are unfit to
undertake any work requiring a grain of common sense.  He quoied
instances to prove that women have no originality or inventive power, and
stated that the structure of a woman’s brain unfits her to a large extent for
man's occupation. He spoke of women’s clinging tendri. natures, sweet
powers of sympathy, and such holy maternal longings, from which he con-
cluded that bature bad intended woman's sphere to be laid out in s directicn
other than that of a public professional life. The proven success of women
n many walks of Iife requiring brawns and a systematic use of them, cught
to be evidence enough to those who would retard her progress, and conse
quently the progress of the whole race, that her * clinging tendril nature,
holy maternsl longings,” cic., arc not very secrious obstacles in the way.
The chief stumbling block in the way of the feminine advance is the short-
sighted obstruction of men like Dr. Bridges and those who concurred with
m. That there is not a crying need for women physicians in Canada is
true, but Canada is not all the world. Ind:a, with its countless Zenemnes,
1s 2 fair ficld for women physicians, and there they wnl not interfere with
the established rights of men as they threaten tu do here.  Many men have
as plentiful a lack of originahty as any women could be possessed of, and
yet they aro able to earn their hiviog aud do their duty to themselves and
their neighbors, and nothing is said about it. Then again, the balance of
power has been so long in the hands of men that in any profession they are
able to conceal their mistakes better than women can.  The latter are the
targots for universal criticism when they undertake to enterany field hereto-
forc considered the cxclusive property of the male sex, and in spite of
everything by which they are handicapped they are making no mean record
in the race for success. It is narrow and iguorant in this age of advance to
try and place obstractions in the way of the 8o called weakersex.  \Whataver
they can do, they should beallowed to do, and 1n order to sec what they can
do they must first have the opportunity given them.

Last year there were published in the United States 942 books of
fiction, and 363 books of theology aud religion. In England in the same
time there wero printed 1,0.40 books of fiction and 630 of theology. Poctry
in the United States reached 171 volumes, and in Fogland 133. In both
countries theological books have fallen off in number from the previous
year and fiction has increased.

T'he thought that Koglish peasauts could ever be so debased as to mur-
der their children in order to secure the insurance on their lives is one
from which we shuink, but that there wust bo much that is wrong in the
present state of affirs is evidenced by the bill introduced in the House of
Lords by the Bishop of Peterborough. The bill has for its objects the
limiticg ot the sum for which the life of a child can b iosured, and to
secure that the mouey shall nat came into the hauds of the pareats. 1t is
disgraceful that such legisiation is needed. I, as secms to be the case,
parents cannot be trusted not to murder their children when their lives are
insured, it would bz better to forbid the insurance by law, but as we under-
stand the Bishop of Peterborough’s bill provides that the money shall be
paid to the conductor of the funeral, it is scarcely probable that parents
will see the advantage of insuring the lives of their children for the benefir
of the undertaker. “Thus the terrible temptation to murder will bz removed
from those unnatural psrents who are willing to sacrifice their owa {lash and
blond far the sake of a few pounds.

The Canadian Preshylerian will find many people to agree with it svhen
it says :—* The sosson for short scrmons has again come around. It stands
to reason that services should not be as long when the mercury is away up
in the sineties as when the weather is moderate. No matter how pivus a
hearer is he cannut keep his attention fixed as long on any subject in hot
weather as at other times. In fact there is no question of piety involved.
‘I'he problem is one of physical endurauce. And apart altogether from the
convenience of the hearer it may do a preacher good to chauge his methuds
a little during the hot season.  Gelting into rats 1s one of the besetting sins
of the pulpit. A stern resolution to lop off and condense for a times may
be just as uscful to the preacher as it is agrecable to the hearer.” It isnot
often that the mercury is up in the nineties with us, but it is often warm
enough to make a long service very exhausting. A short, hearty service,
after whick the congregation will go to their homes in a cheerful and Chris-
tian frame of mind, is surely to be prefeiced to a long barangue which does
hule good beyond trying the virtue of patience to its utmost endurance.

Dr. David D. Toal, of New York, claims to have discovered a remedy
for Lydrophobia. Dr. Toal has been practicing for twenty years, and says
that he has in that tume treated hundreds of cases where people have becn
bitten by rsbid or cross animals, and has never hid a death from hydrophobi
after the remedy had been properly taken. The prescription used by Dr.
Toal is composed of the following ingredicuts : —Iodide of potassium, four
drachms ; tincture of Peruvian bark, two ounc's; simple syrup, four
ources. Yur hydrophobia, cither b:fore or afier the symptoms have
anpeared, the dose in ordinary cases i3 a toaspoonful three times a day after
each meal. This to be continued one week. In caszs where the symptoms
arc somewhat developed a tablespoonful is to be taken.  Saould the patieat
be ia such a condition as not to be able to swallow, the medicine can b2
given by injection, and produces similar resuits. Instead of cauterising
tho wounds from dog bites or other animals Dr. Toal prefers to use a salve
which, he affirmis, acts very powerfully in drawing out the poison, if any has
found its way into the system. The salve is composed as follows :—Extract
of belladoona, one scruple; resin ointment, 13 ounces. This i3 to be
applicd to the wound every four hours during the period that the former
medicine is taken. This sounds much more pleasant than M Pastem’s
operations, and if reports may be credited 1s far more cfticacious.

An English exchange states that Mr. Oito Goldschmidt is going to write
a life of his late wife, Jenny Lind. * The Aumnernican chapters in it should
be amusing,” it says, “ And may serve as a corrective to the tales of Mr.
Phineas Barpum therc anent.  DBut,should Mr. Goldschmidt make known
fully all the influences which caused the retirement of Jenny Lind from the
operatic stage he will satisfy a great and long expectaut curiosity.”

Salvini this evening. ** The Three Guardsmen” will be produced with
Mr. Salvini as D'Artagnsn.  This will positively bo tho last performance by
the company.

The weather on Labor D3y was splendid, which rc¢joiced the hearts of
those for whose especial bencfit the holiday was pioclaimed, and also of all
those who take an interest in the advancement and well-being of the work
ingmen of the city. Tno street parade was one of the most orderly and
interestivg we have over scen. Wo have not space to paruculanze, and it
would be invilious to praise avy one feature uf tho procession where sl
wero so good.

Tue price of admissiun, twenty-five cents, is
oxcessive Tor merely a band concest, whereas a popular price, say ten cents,
would be taken advantage of by the people. The dancing platform, which ia
past years has been a strong attractivn botb for dancers and on lookers,
should be rencwed,

Tho Iadies who aro interestod in the well-heing of the sailur’s home have
arranged to givo a concert for tho benefit of that oxcollent institution in the
Academy of Music carty in August. It will be under most distinguished
patronage.

The popularity of Bedfurd as s summer resort is rapuily growing.
Many peop!lo tuko huuses fur the seacon aud the hotels are well pacronized,
A lovelior spot could scarcely be found for a fow months’ sojourn.

COMMERCIAL.

While the week has shown no great chango in avy particular line, a
prominent featuro has been Lho gonorally stoady feoling in most branches.
Though thero has been no marked activily a quite good movament has boen
in progress, especially in lines of heavy goods—as iron for instanco. Dis-
ctiminating and cautious buyera do not caro to wait till the fall rush comes
in, when advancing freights and other natural causes will stiffen figures,
Somo onquiry has also doveloped which is based on legitimato and immediato
wants wmore especially in lines of daily consumption, which haa lad its
eflv-ct, but it is nothing more than was to bo expected with the .dvance of
the seavon,  However, hu-iness goncrally ia conducted on a cautivu« hasis,
and the s'ightly increased activity must ba atuributed to the expanding
wauts, 03 old suppiies are werked down  One feature that is regarded with
fuvor ia the comparative easinoss of th- money market. Alttough conflict-
ing veports as to returns are in circul di:n, it way bo assumed from the ecasy
feehng that plonty of money is uftering, whilo soma firms assert that they
have had fully 75 per cent. of thenotes redeemad. Though thereare unfavor-
able reports from some sictions, still, it miy be allowed that, on the whole,
payments are better than most pes plo expected,

The Montreal Zrude Dulletin makes the following observations {n re
young mon who evinces an ambition to rush into business on their own
account, which nre sppropriate everywhore, at loist on this continent :—A
great deal of the undue esmpetition at present existing in mostly all lines
of business is occasioned by the ambition of employes in too many instan-
cos to becoma masters, whollv regardless of whother or not the respectivo
localities in which they reside cwn supporttiwo concerns in place of onmo. It
is quite suflicient for theso aspirants for doing bueiuess on their own acount,
to he encouraged by promists of support from a few of their more
intimate acquaintances and employers' customars, and they at ooce launch
out for themselves, although too frequemily with ipsufficient capital, and in
a number of instances a start is mado on boriowed mon.y. But when the
many facilities which young beginners have actually thrast in their way is
considored, the wonder is thet the mushroom traders do not spring up in
still greater numbers. In illustration of this wo will cite the ci» of a
young couster jumper in a retail genoral store who resided not 50 miles from
Kipgston, and being on very friendly terms with tho representstive of a
Montrest houso ho was promised sll the goods he needed on ciedit, although
the only capital he possessed just epabled him to pay for the fixturesin his
new store. Ile was no sconer stocked up with the goods supplird by the
Montreal concern above montioned, thau travellers from other houses were
preasing him for orders, and the consequence was ho found himsslf suddonly
possessed of all the credit he wanted. Making the best of his opportuanity he
at onco commenced to sell cheaper than his neighbors, in order 10 meet his
first notes at maturity, By dextrous financing ho contrived to float alung,
to the sstonishment of his competitors, who were puzzled to understind how
bo could undersell them and keep up the fine stylo of living which he
adopted from the first. It was not long, howover, before tha sequel came,
when Toronto and Montresl houses wero victimized in sums ranging from
3300 to 81,500, respectively, and it is doubtful if they will get 15¢. on the
dollar, Ilero then wo have an illustration standing out in bold relief, of
the two evils which charactarize businessio the present dsy, nimsly, the
too great anxiety on the part of omployes to becomo their own masters, ani
the many facilities aflorded them fur doing so, by the indiscriminate credit
which some firms give in their haste to extend connections.™

Wholessle houses aro preparing to send out samples of
spriog goods, but it will doubtless be a month at least heforo anything will
be donu in this line. .

Irox, Harbwanre axp Metais—We noted last wock an improvement
in the feeling in this market, and the same applies now. ‘Though thore is
no special activity to noto a nice, quiet movement has been in progress, more
particularly in pigiron, the feohng in whichis firm 1 sympavny with
advicos from abroad. In other lines nothiog particulur is spoken of, but the
feeling is firm ou the whole. Warrants at time of writing are firmer on the
uther side, being up to 49s 6d again .fter taking a dip under. The specu-
lative nature of the Middlesboro market is again to thoe fore, No. 3 iron having
gone 25 abuve Scoteh warrants, alihough on 2 legitimate basis of relative
values it should bo 2s 1o 33 below them. The feature in Middlesboro iron

Brespsturrs—The lecal flour market continues without materisl
change, tho samo general features provailing as at our last repart.  On the
whole prices aro stoady with great firmeess snd a tendency to dvance,
owing to » reported partisl failute in the westein portions of both Canada
and the United States. DBeetboian’s cable eports wheat steadier and firmer.
Corn quict. Weather in England foir with shuwers. Frouch country
arkets stifl. At New York wheat hias beon sterdy—some options being at
forimot hgutos, whilo others show a slight advagce. In Chic.go whest has
beun firm ou the estimate of the ['rice Current that the total crup would not
exceed 420,000,000 bushels, & reduction of 5,000,000 bushels sinco the
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latost provious roport. Thero was little outsido trade, and tho morket fell
back for want of support, and was rather dull and heivy towards the close.
At St. Louis whoat was easier aud showed u deeline of ke lo 2. At Toledo
wheat, corn and oats were quiet and unchavged.

A fow samplo lots of creamery have heen stapped from Monuealto tilagow,
but ghippers aro not anxious to tak+ hold at the prices demanded by soma
of tho makers.

Cueest —The warket has ruled on the whole abont the s=an Stillan
eusier fecling undoubtedly provails  But we do not thinic that the cable,
which stands at a further decline of G 1. to 42s,, reprosents matters correetly,
If it does, and it staysright whereat is, recent puichasea made in the country
on the basis that prevailed stand to tuse a nice hutle bit if holders submit
to it—-whick is altogethor unlikely.  Perhaps the gentlemon who cliim that
the cheose offering on the basis represonted by tho cable is not sirictly
finost, aro not far wrong. At any rate, howover, it may be.

Fruit.—The fruit market has shown the usual dearee of activity during
the woek, especially in tha lines of greon fruit whieh, owing to the hot
weather, have met with a brisk enquiry.  In fect stocks of oranges aud
letons are in & very fow hands, and what there is romiining iy firmaly heid
at sellera’ figures.  Qsing to heavy arrivals and wide diversity in quality
there is a wide range in banavas. [u dried stock the feature 13 firmuess in
raisins. Currants in sympathy with recent manipulations and great strength
mm New York are very firm and siow, an advance of Je. on previous
tjuotations.

Sucar AND Morasses.—A fairly good demand for sugars has oceurred
during tbe week under review. Still refirers are refusing to sell large lots
in snticipation of a further rise in the prico of raws, which are ruling very
firm at presont. Tho strengthening factors are the growing probabiiities for
consumption, no appsrent weakuess at Wes: India points that would srem
to warrant hope of further reduction in cost, and 3 comsiderable display of
stiffness in the English market of late. Molasses is quist for new crop with
po sales reported, and none offering to arrive.

Tea anp CorrEs.—The tea market has been rather more aclive dwing
the week. Advices from Yokohama under date of June 2{ib, sy : Settie-
ments aro without important features, owing, donbtless, to the irregulur
character of tho remnant of fitst-crop teas. [t i3 worthy of nuto that the
figures in our last report, represcnting excoss of settlements over the previous
season, have been reduced 3,000 piculs in the short ioterim.  Szcund crop
teas aro being shown, but not in sufficient quantity to form a safe bisis on
which to psss an opision on the crop as a whole” Hiogo—" A good
demand hes existed throughout the interval at steady prices.” The market
for Japan teas, although firm, is remarkably quiet, cansed no doutr by the
waiting game played by buyers in their attompts to force holders. Sull the
warket holds firm in New York and strong in Japan. The kiuds of teas
wanted are mediums, showing good drawiug qualities. At Shanghai a fow
chops of Pingsuey teas (green) have been shown, but no business his boen
dono. The quality is rather better thar that of list season, and the mike
up and stylo of tho teas aro quite up to the aversge. The coifer market
continues quiet and without featuro.

Fisn OiLs.— Our Montreal correspondent reports . —*¢ Steam refined seal
oil remains quict st 49¢c. to Slc. per gatlon. Tor single barrels higher prices
aro asked. In cod oil the market i quiet aftor the little speculative larry of
two weeks ago, and Nowfoundland oil is quoted at 33c. to 3¢, single bar-
rols being quoted higher. Cod livor oil dull at 45c. to 55¢.”

Fisu.~Thero is litlle or nothing new tn note as regards the posnion of
the fish trade here, Reports from along the shore—both castward and
westwatd—are 0 the effect that plemy of fish of all kinds are about, but
that the scarcity of bait makes it impessiblo to take them except in small
quantities,  ‘The West Indian and other foreign markets continue to rule
very low, g0 that no profit is to be made in the exportavion. Thare wasa
time when our merchants could afford to send out cargoes of fish to the
Wo-t Indian Islands and sell them even at a loss, relying on the profits
derivable from their roturn cargoes of sugar, wolasses, rum, etc., to mako up
the loss and givo a working profit.  But the telegraph and steameors have
very successiully kuocked that trade to the four winde, and former shippers
are gradually abandoning ventures in that liue. Qur outside advices are as
follows :— Montreal, July 12— Tho codfish season is late, and now dry to
arrive is nowinally quoted at $4.25 to §4.50. Old stock 83.25 to $3.50. A
lot of 50 packages of pickled salmon and trout has been shipped to
Burlington Vi.”  Gloucester, Mass., July 22ad—* Wo quoto New Georges
codfish at $5.25 a quintal for large, and small at £4.62; bank §4.87 for
large and $4.37 for small; shoro $5.25 and 34.25 for large and small. Dry
bank §5.25 ; cured cusk at 8¢ per qtls hake $2.62; haddock $3 ; heavy
salted pollock $2.23, and English-cured do. 82.87 per qul.  TLabrador
horring $5 bbl; med. split 4.50 ; Newfoundland do. §5; Nova Scotia do.

Tur Avrirerous Derosits o Pruv —S8ir C. Mausfi=ld, in his report to
the British Forcign Office, writes: Iu the mountain rauges of Pera, in the
vicinity of the seaboard, whenever the rucks ure of a erysteline character,
gold is found in veins of quartz, which hav- been iutruded iuto the granite
aud syevite. In this belt abirost all of the spurs of the Andes are of the above
formations, sed the auriferous quantz is almost invarisbly accompanied by
oxide of iron and mici. The proportion of oxide of rou associated
with the auniferous quatiz presents cobsiderable varistions.  Every
pessiblo forw is met with, frowm white quanz, permeated with small
fertuginous spots, 10 x reddiah rock so charged with: oxide of iren that the
latter forms almost the cutitety of the auriferous mineral, the quanz
appearing, as it wete, in an accidental wanzer.  The quuriz in the auriferous
minerals of the coast variss cousiderably in appearauce, being found crystal-
ized in prisms, in sewi-crystaliz:d graius, agglomerated with and united oy
oxide of iron, or in amorph:us misses mare or less compact or friable, with
the appearance of scoria. In this distzict the aariferous quartz is often
associated with other minenals, such as a white talc -se substanee, smooth to
the touch, with a silky, almost silvery polish, with flakes of catbonate of lime
of a laminar structure, and limonite of a rcsivous appearancs.  Lastly, on
the coast of Pern, gold may sometimes be discerned incopper miuersls,
as well as in those mixed with chalk, copper pyrites, malachiic, alscamite,
and silicate of copper. In the upland districts, where the formativns exhibit
thie character of squeous depoeits, veins of gold ate not only found in erystal
line earths, but also in metamorphic rocks, such as quartzites and slaty
sckist, intrading themselves into the sedimentary and cruptive formations.
In these veina the gold is sumctimes in a pure state, as woll as in pyrites,
sulphuret of irop, or accompanied by other metallic sulphurets more or less
auriferous, copper pyrites, panabase, bouruonite, galena, jamesonite, etc.
Gold in the mountain rangesis found in veins and threads, and in the
slluvial distrizta of the same in flakes and grains—-anriferous deposits,
which ate known to the country people by tha names of ¢ rebosideros” and
“sventaderos,” aleo as * lavaderos™ ; the above, however, do not accur on
the seaboard. In the Cordillera O:sien: 1, inthe distric: called the Montaus,
gold is usually found in quartz veins injecied into talc and clay slate by up-
heavai of erystallice rocks. The quartz which accoipanies the gold in this
district is white, and occasionally exinbits marks of oxide of iron, but the
Iatter is never found in the same abundancea as in the awsiferous minersls of
the seabosrd.  The above-wentioned quatz, mose especiaily in the proviuce
of Sudis, sometimes exhibits siains of mispickel or arsenical pyrites. In
this part of Peru there ato important beds of sunferous soil, aund it is from
hence that the greater number of nuggets have beeu extracted.
