CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

Orders for white pine lumber show
no falling off, dealers and consumers
apparently having entered the market
with a determination to fully replen-
ish troken stocks. Although some of
the new cut is in shipping condition,
this has had no preceptible effect up-
on prices, which continue firm, while
ouc or two of the higher grades ex-
hibit indications of an carly advance.
There is little probability that lower
prices will rule for pine lumter for
some 1onths to come, and if the
present favorable couditions continve,
lower prices need not be expected this
vear, Georgian Bay manufacturers
report many inquirics for stock for
shipment to Michigan. The disas-
trous fire at French river has taken
out of the market about 15,000,000
feet of pine, a circumstance which
cannot be ignored. In the city of
Ottawa the strike of carpenters has
given a set-back to the lumber trade,
but negotiations are now vnder way
which are likely to result 'n an caily
scttlement of the difficultics. The lath
warket continucs strong. The pres-
ent  prices, although not as high as
thosec which ruled :wo -cars sgo,
should stimulate production this year,
and the supply will doubtless be-
come greater as the secason adva ces.

QUEBRC AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

Considering that the foreign demand
for lumber is cxceptionally  dull,
the shipments so far this scason from
Quchee have made a favorable show-
ing. During the past month onc firm
has shipped from Montreal 30,000,000

feet of lumber. The best grades of
pine aad spruce deals arc in demand,
but the production of the Maritime
Provinces, which is of a lower grade,
15 moving slowly.,  An average quan-
tity of clapboards, laths and cedar
shingles are heing shipped to the
Eastern States. Some of the small
manufacturers are still cutting the
drice of shingles, and sales have been
made at $2.80 for extras on Boston
rate of freight, bat the average quo-
tation 1s about $2.90, and $2.60 for
clears.  Recent rains have improved
the outlook for the drives, but all
the dauger is not vet past.
MANITOBA AND BRITISH COLUMBIA.

Rcecent rains throughoit Manitoba
and the Terntories have iirroved
the crop outlook and the lhimber
trade in sympathy. Building is par-
ticularly brisk in  Winmpey, the
amount of work under way being
much greater than at the same time
last year. Indications noint to a
good demand for lumber throughout
the summer and fall. British Col-
umbia manufacturers report a moder-
ate demand for lumber and shingles,
although so far this spring the quan-
tity of shingles disposed of in Mani-
toba and the Territorics has been
Lelow the average. The demand
from Ontario has been fairly good
Recent lumher charters would scem
to indicate an improventent in the
export trade. )

UNITRED SFATES.

The crop reports issued by the Un
ited States Government have been of
the tost cncouraging nature, and
have assisted in maintaining the
strength of the lumber market. The
developients of the past week have
been along the line of further im-
provement ; the demand is incicasing;
lumber of last vear’s cut is decided-
ly scarcc. Statistics compiled by the
secrctarv of  the Mississippi Valley
sLannbermen’s Association show thag
the shipments of northern pine lum-
Ler during  the month of May were
21 per cent. greater than the  ship-
ments  of the corresponding month
onc ycar ago. Baffalo, Tonawanda
and other distributing centres report
hcavy  shipments to the Eastem
States. Some of the lower grades of
pine were recently advanced in price,
which advance is being inaintained
and likely to prevail for some time.
The Ashland Tumber Company, of
Ashland, Wis., recently sold 1,500,0co
fcét of white pinc to castern partiocs,
for immcdiate shipment, and it ia

said that part of the lumber brought
a higher price than the company had
ever received for the same grade here-
tofore. The new list of the Chicago
lumber dealers went  into cffect on
June 3rd. It makces an advance of
5o cents on stock boards and siding,
and one dollar on box boards. Tlesc
facts clearly indicate the trend of the
white pine market. In spruce the
posttion seems ecqually strong,  one
of the main factors of strength being
the hanging up of the cast brench
drive on the Penobscot river and the
consequent shuiting down «f a num-
ber of mills at Bangor. Haidwoods
are selling a tle wmoare frelve A
scarcity of dry basswood is anncunc-
cd in many directions, as -erv little
of the new cat is yet in shipping c.n-
dition. The manufacturers i M:chi-
gan maple arc cudeassriug vo unifv
their interests and prices of this lmn-
ber may be beu ficted thueby. At
present culls are selling at bom $5
to $7 at the mill, common at $10
to $12, and firsts and sceonds at $15
to $17.  Stocks of shigles and lath
do not scem 1o accunuiinte, and the
market is firm.
GREAT BRITAIN.

In giving a correct impression of
the position of the British timber
market, it cannot be stated that there
has been any visible improvement ; in
fact, the likelihood of an improve-
ment scems more remote than ever.
Timber brokers and merchaats are ad-
vising shippers to extrcise the uimost
precaution in making consignments, so
as to give the market an opportunity
#0 recover. The chicf reason o' tho
depression is the large stock held at
most of the leading ports. The re-
turns of the Surrey Commercial Docks,
London, show that thc stock of deals
is 1,000,000 picces greater than at the
corresponding date onc year ago; in
other words, the present supply is
sufficient for mncarly four months,
whercas the average supply is about
two months. Elsewhere are given
figures showing the stock of foreign
and Colonial deals at the public docks
in T.ondon on May 31st for two ycars,
which tell their own story. While
prices of pinc deals have held firm,
the buying has heen limited. Spruce
prices have continued to decline, ex-
cepting first quality 3x9 and 11 inch,
12 fcct and ap, the supply of which is
light. Quchce pinc deals of first qual-
ity arc quotcd at $25 59 to £29 153
per std, a dccline of 108 as compared
with onec month ago. There has teen
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a similar decline in other grades and
a drop of 1§s in third quality New
Brunswick spruce. Quelec square
and waney timber 1s inquired for, and
prices show a tendency to stiffen.
Ash has been imported quite largely
from the United States.

STOCKS AND PRICES.

Warren Copp has cut 800,000 feet of
lumber in Pictou county for Rood &
McGregor, of New Glasgow, N.S.

Saginaw valley manufacturers have
advanced the price of shingles 10 and
ts csents per thousand. At DMinneap-
olis white and red cedars have been
advanced about 5 cents

Quotations of cooperage stock at
Bufialo are as tollows . No. 1 dry
chin flour barrel staves, $7.50 w0 $7,-
75; No. 2, $4.75 to $5; basswood
heading, 5 3-4 to 6 cents; Na. 2, 4 to
4 1-4 cents, coiled buops, 6 ft., $7.50
to $7.75; 5 1-2 ft.,, $4 to §4.50.

The following are the quotations
adopted by the Chicago lumber deal-
ers for shingles and laths in carload
lots: FExtra pine shingles, $275;

$§255  In the Lake Superior district
green or partially dry lath is selling
at $3.25 to §3.35 or No.1 white pine.

Of the London market for Canadian
timber Bessrs. Denny, Mott & Dick-
son say : There has been little feat-
ure in this market. Waney pine, oak
and ¢lm have all been little enquired
for ; but the small supplies on hand
and largely increascd cost of next sea-
son's supplies cause prices to continne
to stiffen, as it seems indisputable
that a vert modest demand for the
the rest of the year would more than
exhaust the possible supply.

Messrs, Churéhill & Sim furrish the
following statement of timber, deals,
ctc.,, at the public docks in London,
on May 3ist:

The crop being so nearly over, and
dealers Leing unwilling in the present
pusitiun  tu  carry uuch stock, the
most we could obtamn was §17.05 and
$13.uy fur shipping and second quality
rcspcctivcl{ ; and we doult if next re-
ceipts will bring these priges,

By the recent f{ire in the Conger
Lumber Company's yard at Parry
Sound, Ont., Hames & Company, of
Buffalo, lost 1,000,000 lath, and the
Saginaw Lumber & Salt Company
about $2,000 wortk of lumber. The
heaviest losers were the Skillings,
Whitneys & Barnes Company.

FIRES
The saw  mill  situated at Por
Arthur, Ont., owned by Secaman &

;;ompuny, was last week destroyed by
ire.

The saw mill of R. M. Sully at
Venosta, Ont., was burned a few days
ago.

Fire was discovered in the lumber
yard of the Sumner Company at Bath-
urst, N.B., on the 16th inst. The
mills were saved, but lumber to the
value of nearly $60,000 was destroyed.

Practically all the lumber in the
yards of the Ontario Lumber Com-
pany at French river, Ont., was de-
stroyed by fire on the 16th inst. The
lumber, about 15,000,000 {t., was own-
ed by the Ontario Lumber Co., and
represented ncarly an entire season's
cut. It is understood that the loss
is largely covered by insurance. The
saw mill and other buildings were
saved.

THE LIVERPOOL MARKET.

The following review of tho Liver-
pool market is given by Farmworth
& Jardine : 7The business of the past
month has been unsatisfactory. The
arrivals have not been unduly large,
and the deliveries have been fair, but
buyers lack confidence, and a serious
decline in some of the leading articles
has taken place. Siocks generally for
the sceson of tue year are on the

heavy side, and shippers should act
with cantion by congigning modcrate-
ly.
CANADIAN WOODS.—Waney DPine.
—O0Of Waney there have been no ar-
rtvals, the stock is reduced to a mod-
erate  compass, and values are firm.
For square there has been only a lim-
ited demand, and the stock is suffi-
cient, Red Pine.—The demand is
slow ; stocks are ample. Oak,—
There has been no import ; the de-
mand is quict, but the stock of 1st
quality wood is fairly moderate.
Elm.—The demand has™ been disap-
poiuting, and thc stock for the sea-
son of the year is too heavy. Ash,~—
The import chiefly consists of ship-
ments from the United States, which
have Leen on a large scale ; there has
been a fair demand, but sales are dif-
ficult to ecifect, and stocks are increas-
ing. Pine Deals.—The arrivals have
been considerably in excess of the cor-
responding month last year; the de-
liveries have been unsatisfactory, but
there is little change in value to re-
port ; the stock is too large. Red
DPine Deals continue in fair demand,
but prices are easier.

NEW DRUNSWICK AND NOVA
SCOTIA SPRUCE AND PINE DEALS
~The arrivals during the past month
have been large, viz., 4,380 standards,
against 1,520 standards during the
the corresponding month last year.
The deliveries have been fairly satis-
factory, but the stock is much too
heavy ; ;sales arc difficult to efiect,
and there has been a sharp decline in
value ; it is very dcsirable that ship-
pers should act with caution in cen-
signing moderately until our markets
are more settled. Pine deals con-
tinue in fair demand; prices are
steady ; stocks are light.

BIRCH.—-Of logs, chiefly from Que-
bee, the arrivals have been small ;
there has been o fair consumption,
but the stock is sufficicut.; there is
little change in value to report
Planke have again come forward -too
freely, and although the deliveries
lhave been fairly satisfuctory, the
stock is much 100 heavy, und recent
sales have only been cffected ut very
low prices.
