+ We are always, ready to groet ihe estab-’

lishment of any new indusiry, or, the im-- »

provement and extension: of . existing
methods, especially if they .tend in any
way to afford new openings for our natural
products or to widen the present market
for their sale, but we cannot- altogether.
welcome the new,departure which, accord-
wg to the New York Commercial Bulletin,
has been already successfully started in
that city, beeause, althongh its promoters
coniend that the lower grades of flour are
thereby  raised jand improved, it savors
somewhat too much of that sophistication
of a matural product which usually in time
leads to absolute adulteration. -
The blending of flour cannot be held to
be & new process, at least in the sense that
the introduction of the roller ‘proéesg was
new. Blending has already been partially
and imperfectly done by flour mills both,
of the stone and roller periods, but hither-
to it has been effected solely -by: mixing
the wheat before grinding, and since no
two kinds of wheat can be perfectly ground

“together owing to the necéssity of altering

the “rig” to suit the diﬁ‘eren@lmiuctei of

the various wheats ground, the best results .

have never yet been attained. Conse-
quently flour blending has fallen " into dis-
repute, simply because of the imperfect

methods used to secure the desired: result.
But if the new method of grinding,. sep-

araling, bolting, and finishing edeh kind of -
flour separately be followed, and then the
different flours be' perfectly mixed, it is
claimed that the objections against blended

flour no longer exist, and that the im-

provement of low grade flours is: not only

possible but practicable. ‘ ~

One strong point in favor of .this blend-
ing process is that it improves the.color of
the flour as well as the flour itself. Every
miller knows that in the lower grades of
flour color is an all important.point, and
that the buyer judges them largely by this
test. - Hence a process improving-the color
of low grade flour. will also enhance its
:value, By the new blending . process. a
flour of too low a grade to pass inspection
for the class it is intended for .can be.
blended with enough of a better grade to
bring it up to the desired standard.” Simi-
larly should the shipment prove-to be

above the required standard, and yet mot '

equal to the next highest, it can be either

raised to that point or reduced to the next .

lowest by judicious hlending, and hence:
there is no fedr of the repudiation of the
contract should a certain grade of flour: be
‘urgently required and be ‘unobtainable. A

‘grade above and a’ grade: below.can be
‘blended to make. the flour. desired, and "

wheat patent will make a better flour

extent objectionable. At present we have
the satisfaction of knowing that we re-
ceive the flour a8 it comes from the stone
or roller. Under the blendmg process we

shall not know how many different mills’

have been aid under contribution to pro-
duce the one barrel. Havmg this in mind,
we cannob altogether weleome the flour
‘blending industry, and therefure trust that
it will continue to be, as at present,. con-

‘fined to the mixing of export flours, and-

that the domestic product will - remain, as
