TRADE DEPRESSION IN ENGLAND.

SenaterEdmunds, of the United States,
in a recent speech refers to the present
depression of trade in England, and boldly
enunciates it as his opinion that a.return
to the policy of protection is the sole
remedy. Now when anyone makes a
public statemient of this kind he should
be prepared to substantiate the same
with very convincing proofs, because there
are such things as statistics and blue books
which are apt to be serious stumbling
blocks in the way of unsupported asser-
tions.

Englani is a country peculiarly situated,
inasmuch as she covers a amall extent of
ground vith a dense population reqiring
both food and employment, bath of which
it is impossible to meet except fron out-
side sources, having to import the bulk of
the food and to do a large export trade in
order to obtain the necessary employinent

for lier people. Those two points muet
not be lost sight of in discussirig the ques-
tion beforeus, and any fiscal policy which
increases- the cost of the importéde food
muet be balanced by a corresponding iM-
petus given to the exported manufactures,
otherwise it is palpable there m'ust be a

charge.
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Loss on the transaction. Increased cost of
living entails higher wages,otherwise -more
pauperism neceearily follows, and higher
wages means increased cost of production
and this we can hardly see will.assist the
sale of articles the supply of which already
outstrips the demand.

We are perfectly .willing ta admit that
certain branches of trade in England are
not at present in a. satisfactory state, but
can it be claimed tiit the business of the
United States, Canada, or elsewhere, is
any different? Neither free trade nor
protection is a -panacea for over-produc-
tion and the consequences resulting there-
from. But glancing at the figures before
us we are unable to corne to the conclusion
not only thàt Great Britain is worse off
than lier neighbors, but also that she
vould be benefitted by a complete change
il her fiscal pohcy.

aim at bringing the necessaries of life ta
the poor man's door at the lowest possible
cost, and with what results can be seen
fromu the growth iu the consumption of
the articles we have enumerated.

As regards placing a duty upon manu-
factured articles we are again met with
the difliculty already alluded to, namely,
that by raising the prices to assist the
manufacturer for the home demand the
exporter finds himself handicapped in the
foreign markets, so that the proposed
remedy would seem to be as bad or worse
than the disease.

The fact is that no government simply
by enacting new or changing old laws can
rectify evils in trade arising from over-
production, nor upset the working of
supply and demand, and a country which
lias manufactured ton heavily and cannot
find a market for its goods must be con-

DAIRY PRODUCTS.

The advance Report of the Ontarib
Experimental Farm, recently issued,
abounds in p'actical suggestions concern-
ng this important branci of our native
industries, in this respect alone capable
no doubt of making ample return for the
expenditure of the Provincial grant.
Milk, as Professer Brown remarks, lias
never been supplemented in food value by
anything else in nature or art, and yet iL
is the most easily spoiled or destroyed
of ail animal products,--"not only se,
but man himself is less certain about
its physiological source, knows les%



about its variety of source, is less able
to regulate its quality, and thinks
less about its actual value, or even what
it costs ta produce it-all the while that
most men use it daily. Do we yet know
how skilfuily and easily to detect adul-
terated muilk, how to choose a cow exactly
by any real or supposed indications, what
is meant by character or a cow as regards
dairy products ?-do we knov even what
hacvy milk implisc-, and why milk is not
valued and paid foa according ta its kindi
or why cheese and butter are not systema-
tically nanufactured in winter as weil as
in summer ? It stands as a renarkable
f£at in the agricultural history of nations
that whatever be their position-in age
or civilization-whatever their wealth and
resoorces of any other kind-if troubles
arise in the growing of crops from causes
writhin or without themselves-climatic,
disense, or competition causes-then re-
course is had ta the dairy. One of the
oldest and one of the newest civilized
countries are to-day examples of this
striking fact. Britain and Canada are
dipping deep into butter and cheese. It
is possibly a phase in the agricultural
battle that will culminate in some scienti-
tic and practical revolutions."

With the view of producing more light
upon this important interest and upon the
work involved, 2700 separate tests were
made during six months. Similar experi.
ments in other lands could not be taken
as guides owing to the difference of con-
ditions. Twelve breeds of cows were
used in making these tests, namely, Aber-
deen Poli, Ayrshire, Devon, Galloway,
Guernsey, Hereford, Holstein, Jersey,
Ontario Grade, Quebec Grade, Short

Iorn, Short Horn Grade, of ages extend-
ingfrom 3 years ta 9 and alder. The agen-
clos that govern the production of milk,
taking ' quantity and quality combiied "
are chielly breed (321 per cent) and food
(25 per cent) ; but for quality alone-breed
controls 45 per cent. Ta main tain the
character of butter and 'cleese-<' that
fuil natural rich flavor, odor, color and
texture, always obtained fron milk what-
ever its source, when nature ls prepared to
supportherselfbast"-it is recommend-
ed as regards butter that it'ouglit ta be a
part of the system ta breed cows to calve
every month, ai one gallon of new milk
gives character ta twelve gallons that do
not possess it, and.good creai produces
good butter atany season. This question is
one or the " prime regulators of market
value."

he contest in winter milking of three
cows of prominent dairy breeds resulted
in the following daily average : Aryshire
17, Holstein 21, and Jersey 18 lbs.,

these cows, like aIl of those employed
in the tests, being merely good of
their kind. While the item of quantity,
in milk is decidedly in lavor of the Hal-
stein, the quantitylof butter per 100 ibs.
of cream is largely on th'e side of the
Jersey, being 43 1-3 lbs. against the Ayr-
sbire and Holstein' 37a and 301 lbs. re-
spectively, In cheese curd from 100 lbs.
of millk, less 10 per cent, the products
were-Ayrshire 13?,, Holstein J0I and
Jersey 14 lbs. The quantity of creani per
cent was-Ayrshire 12-81, Holstein I1-68,
Jersey 18-52, deep setting at 40 degrees.
As regards proportion of cream the tests
gave nearly 2 per cent more in winter
than summer, but there were obtained 10
lbs. more butter from the same weight af
cream in May and June, or [rom 37 ta 47
lbs, on an average. In cheese the differ-
ence is eq'ually marked, being fron 12-2
in winter ta 15 lbs. per 100 lbs. of milk in
summer.

The winter product of cream from deep
setting under two temperatures showed a
mean average, at 40 degrees, of 15- L per
cent, and at 00°, only 8-8 per cent, the
Jersey giving 19-2 ut the former tempera-
ture ta 11-2 at the latter; the Ayrshire,
18-7 ta 9-5 ; the Short Horn 17-8 ta 11-4,
and so on, the Holstein yielding the
lowest being 10.0 and 1-9 respectively.
On this subject the report says :

" We did not think it necessary ta wan-
der over all the fields of depths of milk,
but sufficient ta confine the enquiry ta
what is most likely ta benefit the lctory
systeni. The cans for this purpose are
twenty inches deep and eight and one-
hall in diameter-the standard. at pre-
sent, in wlich two inches of creai, an an-
average, give one pound of butter. Con-
fining ourselves to this, and the corres-
ponding test tubes, our winter work be-
gan an 26th November, and closed for
that term on Ist May last. Our Experi-
mental Dairy is heated by an under-
ground stove, sending hot water ta radia-
tors, which are easily regulated. "'ihe tem-
perature of the room was held at 60,"
day and night. Here, then, we have taken
no fewer than 750 separate tests. All
milk was allowed ta stand twenty-four-
hours before creaming. Itwilibeobserved
first of all, that for a temperature of O
ive had simply ta use the moon as it stood
on an average-which was rirely below
55°, and never over 65°. In tlat case,
the milk, coming lrom the stables at about
85°, was at once strained into the large
glass test tubes and allowed ta remain the
prescribei ltime. 'There vas then a fall-
ing temperature of 20° ta 25°, and the
milk usually came ta 60° on an average of
three hours. On the other hand, for a
temperature of 40° we hadl ta use water
and ice. When the milk was brought in
the tubes were immediately filled, allowed
ta stand in the roomn temperature lor two
hours; during the second two hours tlhey
were placed in water at a temperature of
50°, aud afterwards wera set in iced water

that was ield at an average temperature
of 40°. These gradual steps were'adopted
upon hie wvell-cnown fact that cream rises
best during a falling temperature, sa that
it is of primary importance ta give time,
instead ai plunging atonce into the lower
temperature. During the four bour thus
arranged before getting ta 40°, very nuch
of the crenn settled, and usually the
reading of percentage of cream could be
made before the end of six hou,, and
nearly ail came up in eiglt hours. I think
it well ta be precise in describing the two
methods, for, while soie know whiat 60
and 400 mean, very many do not, and,
besides, the results are so wide apart, as
ta demand attention. The point accor-
dingly is the really extraordinary differ-
ence of volume a, bulk of cream in favor
of 40 i that on an average of seven
sources of milk, varying in condition,
influenced by breed, and the other con-
ditions, there should be such a range
fron 19 ta 19-2 seems almost beyond be-
lief. Why is it so ? Nat food nor differ-
ence of management, nor temperature,
but difference of source and the indivi-
dual circunstances of the source. In the
case ai 60°, we have the range of 1.9 per
cent in that of Holstein, up ta 12-8 in
that of the Short Horn Grade. A mean
of 8-8 from 60°, is not more than two and
one-hall per cent more than the differ-
ence between the mean of the 60° and hie
40", which, as shown by the table, amounts
ta 6-3. It. ivill be observed that deep
setting at 60" lias told best with the Short
Horn Grade, for when submitted ta 40°
it oily gave 2-8 per cent more cream,
and the olier extreme is the Ayrshiire,
which debits 60° with actually as much as
9.2, or within three decimals of double;
these figures are more than interesting-
they should be of mucli practical value, for
although generally known among experts,
the experta themselves have never had
the appfliainces we have for variety of proof.
It may seem ta same as eithe' abnormal
or otherwise doubtîfu], that the HIolstein,
by giving only 1-9 per cent at 60°, should
actually send up ten per cent at 40°, but
the table says that in the example of
Jersey and Ayrshire there is as'much
difference, though starting from very dif-
ferent percentages. Wq know thegen-
cral meaning af dead or heavy milk, and
taIt milk tiat is " stiff " at parting with
its ereain is invariably fairly rich, but few
lcno that as much as double cean e goti
from it by the very sanie method, with
a lower temperature. Similar experi-
ments .in summer gave a mean average
of 16-2 by deep setting at 40° and 12-1 at
60°, the Jersey leading at 20 ta 16-1,
t he Ayrshire next ab 18-8 to 15-5 (154),
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the Devon showing the lowest, 11'7 ta
121. The chapter on titis subject con-
cludes ly saying-" We must congratu-
ate QtIebec on passessing a liberal and

free character of milk through ber corn-
mon cattie, whichi are aid ta be not a
little Louched with Jersey. The three
cows nuuv in fuli milk here (the Guelph
Expetrimental Farmlt) have given 14 par

MUTTRR MAKINT IN wINTER.

BLtterl naking in winter 'is but little
prosecuted in Canada, althougli becom-
ing quite common in the United States.
Extreme frost gis an objection, though
more against nilk than cream, added- ta
which there is the want of the best green
fodder and consequent greater cost of
production, " but on the aLter hand there «
is the convenience and more systematic
feeding and management othervise, the
richer milk, if in less quantity, and un-
questionably more favorable temperature
for manufacture," besides which there is
more time in winter, especially among
farmers, ta pay attention to breeding and
the raising of calves.

Underordinary treatmnent, cows calving
in October and Novenber, shouli give
eaci on an average 25 ibs. of milk per
day until May, this milk yieiding ten per
cent iof cream yielding 40, Ibs, of butter
per 100. Say 180 days from November
to May, we have 4500 lbs of milk and
130 Ibo. butter. To the butter factory
this vould be worth $27, and besides this
the farmer would have the sweet skim
milk on haud.

During. the past winter several
cows gave 30 lbs. per head per day,
from December ta May, and as we are
treating of the results obtained from the
common Ontario cow, and the Short Horn

cent par ILb., or 4ý cents per gallon.
We have had extensive experience of
cream in winter. Winter, ivitih its quiet,
iLs system, and liberai feeding, bas alivays
given a large proportion ofoream-rarely
under 10, and as mach as 15 lbs. from the
100 of milk, averaging 13 lIbs.

of inexperienced, ignorant, and usually
conceited foreigners, we can only chari-
tably suppose that the vriter's patriotic
zeal has supplanted bis usual good tam
par and judgment No one with a grain
of foresight or comnion sense could imagine
Englisi fire companies to have suddenly
grown so senile and incapable, as ta send
" ignorant or inexperienced" Imen to li1
the important post of Associate Manager
ta a large brancht of the company.

N ow let us look at this question fron a
business point of view.

The first part consists mainly of the
original "l Letters I enlarged and enforced
with much new and apposite illustration.
Ve cannot quote at length, but must find
room for notice of a few of the leading
topics.

The chapter on " The testimony of a
Balance Sheet " l veiy.instructive. The
author insists, very wisely, that the proper
basis for a satisfactory undersianding be-
tween the banker and his client, is the
unreserved communication by the latter
of full information as to his position ; in
ather words lie should give his banker a
copy of his balance sheet, and repent this
from year to year. le points out that a
glance at second hand (so to speak) at a
balance sheet is of no special value as in-
formation. The mere knovledge that a
man is worth so much over his liabilities
avails littie in the absence of full inform-
ation as to the atnount and nature of his
assets and liabilities.

We need scarcely say tiat the prevail-
ing practice here on this subject is somae-
what diflerent froin this, but consideration
of the instances quoted by Mr. Rae will

show the truth of his view. le gives three
specimen balance sheets, two of which we
find space to repeat.

Equally with the preceding statement,
this shows a capital of £10,000. le also
owes the bank £1,000. But here the re-
semblance ceases. C.'s capital is locked
up in property, the value of which can
only be determined when it is brouglit to
sale, and the only really available asset
for the payment of the indebtedness of.
£8,000, lies in the book debts £3,000.

The third balance sheet is midvay be-
tween these two. They serve to illustrate
very clearly the vast difterence that exists
in the position of business men, as to
" the shape they are iii," to use the our-
rent phrase. Of each o these it cen be
said that " they are worth £10,000, and
only owe the bank £1000;" but how dif.
leent the security.

The chapter on the credit of joint stock
companies is interesting and instructive,
especially in view of the increase in the
number of these corporations for menu-
facturing and trading companies. Ie
advises tiat in 'll but exceptional cases
the guarantee cf the directors should be
obtained; which is in accordance with
the practice of careful bankers here. The
chapter on bankruptcy la also sound i one
or two sentences on the treatment of
unfortuiate debtors are somewhat out o?
the usual run.

" The bank siouxld not be over-grasping or
too insistent in every case upon its exact
legal riglit-the strict letter of its bond. In

o banlcing as in other things, there is a law
within the law: and that bank will do best

" for itseif and its shareholders which can at
" ties be generos as well as just,"

The rule laid dovn for judging of an
endorser is also soun d and valuable.

Il i your estilmate of a surety, the point tg'
"be kept in view.is-not wiat you migit be

able to squeeze ont of him by process of ex-
haustion; but what lhe could at any time pay
.......w'ithiouît ser;ous inconVenluiexxce."

3ankers have in a multitude ofcases dis-
regarded this wlolesome rule, ta thxeir own
injury and that of the uhfortunate men
whose endorsement they have obtained-
the " rule o thuimb " suggested by the
author, that a guarantee or endorsement
should only be talcen for one-tenth of a
man's worth, or thereabouts, is sensible
and practical. The amount would natur-
ally vary with the position of the endor-
ser, the l shalpe he is in," but the pro-
portion: named is a very good average.

And the warning on this' point affects
more than the safety of the batnk only.
No manager who values his own comfort
or good nane vill deliberately encourage
the assumption of liability which in the
event of its being enforced will leadt to
the ruixi of the endorser, or cripple him
for life.

We do not agree with the author's
views as to the limitation of advances on
stocks and similar securities; in this
country, at any rate, they are scarcely
applicable, although they 'are no doubt
very pertinent in the case of English
country banks, which look to re-discount-
ing as a legitimate means of carrying on
their business. Such loans are, if not so
profitable, at least fir more available than
ordinary discounts, and can be called in
without causing injury or offence, should
the necessity arise at any timle.

We believe that a certain portion of a
bank's tine advances should be in this
shape, to supply means in t1ilmes of pres-
sure. Regular customers cannot be 'e-
prived of their usual supplies at such a
time without inflicting some injury or
loss , and it is well for a bank to shape its
business so thxat ail its uustomers can be
carried in hard tines without a straitron
its resources. Such a policy pays by
attaching them firmly and Varmly to the
bank.

But we cannot follow the aithor further
at present. The latter part of the book
takes up the general management o? a
bank, its reseives, dividend, rest, the
duties of the directorr, etc., and this ve
may touch on at a future time. M11ean
time we recomiend the book to our
readers as containing sound, sensible and
very practical information and advice onx
the subject covered.
