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ECCLESIASTICAL NOTES.

AnoTHER SUFFsagaN Fos Lonpon.—The
Yorkshire Post observes that ‘it is quite on the
cards that the Bishop of London will take the
first opportunity of securing the services of
yet apother Suffragan, and that in this case
ihere is every reason to believe that Preben-
dary Saudford’s name will stand first.” Pre-
bendary Sandford was at one time Domestic
Chaplain to Bishop Temple, when Bishop of
Exeter.

Tae BisHop oF RooHESTER oN CHURyH DE-
veNvE,—The Bishop of Rochester, in his annual
letter to the clergy of his diocese, speaking of
Church defence, says:—‘“While I deeply feel
that for us clergy to bave it constantly on oar
lips and in our minds is a mistake, and may
even be a danger, the laity of the Church, both
in Parlinment and ont of it, should constantly
be on their guard. Any moment a chasm may
yawn under our feet, should personal ambition
or party tactics make the privileges either of
the Church of England or the Church of Scot-
land a good rally cry. If the Church in Wales
is thrown to the wolves, we know what will

follow: - When our neighbauris . party-wall is|,

on fire, ours may be the next to burn. Itis
with the religious opponents of national and
established Churches we have most to settle on
the spiritual principle which underlies the
whoie question, and if we can convince the
great mass of yet unconvinced religious Noa-
conformists that the principle of a National
Church is reasonable, practical, and Secriptural,
we shall have broken up in the best kind of
way the only really formidable phalaux against
us.”

Goop. 1¥ TrUs.~—The Month and Tablet,
Roman Catholic organs in England, complain
that they are losing more yearly by secessions
than they gain from all sources.

EpinBured.—THE CaTHEDRAL,—Canon Lid-
don's Gift—Most of our readers are probably
aware that, when in the summer of A. D 1886,
the clerical and lay electors of this Diocese
chose the Rev. Canon Liddon for their Bishop.
Dr. Lidden, in declining the appointment. ex-
pressed a very deep sense of the honoar which
bad been thereby conferred upon him. He
did not, however, think it enough to confine
his expression of gratitude to words, but short-
v after wrote to the Very Rev. the Dean of
Fdinburgh, intimating his desive to make a gift
of £100, which should be expended in some
way thut might stand as a record of the event,
and of his seatiments concerning it. The msu-
ner in which this most liberal and gratifying
prerent should be expended was left to the de-
cision of the Dean aud Chapter A proposal
which found much favour with that body, was
10 invest the sum, and to buestow the interest
anpually us an honsrarium oo some select
preacher; the discourse thus endowed to be
known as “the Liddon Sermon.” The celebrity
of the Cunon, as probably the first preacher of
bis age, appeared to lend a pecaliar fitness to
this plan. But the wmodesty of the donor
(which is, in truth, one of the great charms of
his character) wus evidently distressed at the

idea of a foundation, which seemed to him too’
personal and too much akin to & feeling of
vaiu glory.

To devote the snm to & purpose repugnant
to the wishes of the giver war of course out
of the question, and on re-consideration the
Cathedral dignitaries decided that a chair
within the sanctuary, more befitting the Epis-
copal dignity than the very plain one actually
in use, wonld be a highly proper expenditure
of the mouey, and one not*without a certain
special fitness of its own.

With the assistance of Mr, Oldrid Seott, the
architect, the matter was entrnsted to the skil-
fal hands of Messrs. Brindley & Farmor, of
London, and the result is cerlainly a Cathedra
of great eloquence and beanty.

The Chair itself is of walnut wood inlaid
with ebony, ivory, and mother-of-pearl. The
shape is all that could be desired, and at the
back a Latin inscription perpetuates tho name
of the donor, tbough not thespecizl circum-
stances which induced him to add this orna-
ment to the Cathedral.

Curistaas IN Hawarl—Christmas Day the

feast of the Nativity of our Lord, was ob-
sorved with grest entbusiasm by the worship-
pers at St. Andrew’s Cnthedral, Honolulu.
There have never been larger numbers presont
nor a greater number of communicants on that
festival than on this occasion, The day began
with a celebration of Holy Commanion at
6.30 a.m., which was fully choral, the Bishop
being the celebrant.

A second celebration of the Holy Commun-
jon {ollowed which was also choral, and the
Rov. George Wallace was the celebrant. Matins
was sung by the Rev. Alex. Mackintosh at 4 30 ;
the Bishop of Honolulu was the preacker. The
Reov. H. H. Gowen read the lessons, and the
Rev. V. H. Kiteat sang the litany.

The Rev. George Wallace nang matins at
11.15, and preached. The service was well
ropdered by the choir. The Ze Deum and
Jubilate were Tours in F., and the Anthem,
“In the beginning was the Word,” by Allen.

A third eelebration of Holy Communion
followed, at which the Rev. Alex, Mackintosh
wag the celebrant.

Evensong was sung and a sermon preached
in the Hawaiian lasguage by the Rev. Alex.

The offerings throughout the day were $132,
one hundred of which were devoted to the edu-

cation of two children at Christ Church School,
Sonth Kona.

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LENT.

From the February DNumber of the Teachers
Assistant, ZLoronto. '

A Fast before Easter has been observed from
the earliest Christian times, The primary ob-
ject of its institution was donbtless that of
perpetuating in the hearts of every genoration
of Christians the sorrow and mourning which
the Apostles and Disciples felt during the time
that “the Bridegroom was taken away from
them.” No Easter joys could ever erase from
the mind of the Church the memory of those
awful forty hours of blank and desolation which
followed the last sufferings of her Lord; and
she lives over, year by year, the time from the
morning of Good Friday to that of Easter Day,
by a representation of ‘* Christ evidently set
forth, cruvified among ws” (Gal. iii. 1;. This was

robably the earliestidea of a Fast before Easter.

ut it almost necessarily followed that sorrow
coneerning the death of Christ should be ac-
compained by sorrow concerning the cause of
that death. Hence the Lenton Fast became &
period of eelf-discipline, and was so, probably,
from its first institution in Apostolic times: and,
according to the literal habit which the early
Church had of looking up to the pattern of her
Divine Master, the forty days of his fasting in
tho Wilderness became the guage of tho ser-
vants’ Lenten Fust; deriving still more force
from the typicul prophecy of it which was so
evident in the cares of Mouses and of Elijsh.

As regards the manmor in which Lent was
anciently kept:—

“Jtwas (1) by fasting, which generally
meant sbstinence {rom all food till the evening,
when food was taken great moderation was
shewn, and luxuries were avoided ; (2) by coe-
sation of all festal ritos and amusements, mar-
riages, birthday festivals, &c.,and (3) by tibo
altempt to maintuin a highet spirit of devo-
tion ”: (8. P. 0. K. Commentary)

Our Church lays down no definite rules on
the mode of fasting, but leaves it for cach in-
dividual to settlo with himsolf.

The objocis of fusting aro thus stated in the
First Bomily on Fasting :—

1. “To chastise the flesh, thut it ba not too
wanton, but tamed and brought in cub
jection of the spirit;

2. “That the spirit muy be more fervent
and earnest in prayer;

3. *That our fust bo a testimony and wit-

ness with us before God of our humble
submission to Iis high Majosty."”

Comp. the Collect for IMirst Sundsy in Lent.

The name ‘Lent’ (Old Eng. ZLencten)
means Spring.

Tho Collects for this season consisis for the
most part, of confessions of our own woakness
and sinfulness, and prayers for Divine grace
and pardon.

The Epistles nud Gospels set before us the
necossity of self-denial and humiliation, and the
oxample furnished for our imitation in tho
history of our Loxd.

blue eyes. His cast of mind is not one-sided,
and yet is logioal analytical and sacute, rather
than emotional, poetical or imagivative.

As a preacher, Dr. Courtney, in
many respeots at least, has very few equals in
this country. His sermons are abont thirty-five
minutes in length, he uses no manuscript or
notes, and yet his discourses bave & rhetorical
finish which is marvellous. In a wholesermon
he wiil not hesitate for a word, nor use one in-
felicitously. His diction is not floral, but co-
pious and expressive, and includes a fair propor-
tion of metaphor. His illustrations are drawn
mostly from Seriptare, and he seems to carry
the very words of the whole Bible on his
tongue’s end. His delivery is generally calm
and deliberate, but occasionally becomes im-
passioned. His enunciation is distinct, and his
emphasis &lways correct.

DIOCESE OF FREDERICTON.

——

St. JoHN.—A very intercsting lecture was

delivered in the Lecture Hall of Trinity Church
before a large audicnce, on the evening of the
7th Fobruary, by Mr. J. W. Lawrence, under
the auspices of the Church of England Institate
upon tho history of Old Trinity.

In the absence of the Rev. Canon Brigstocke,
Rector and President of the Institute, the chair
was oecupied by Chas. T. Kinnear, Esq., who
introduced the lecturer.

Mr: Lawrence, in his openlng remarks, re-
ferred to the fact that this was the centennial
of the laying of the corner stone of “ Old Trin-
ity " Chureh, and, therefore, a fitting time for
eXamination and enquiry as to who were the
Fathers and Founders of Trinity Church, ard
what manner of men were thoy. He then re-
ferred seriatim to the clergy who had minis-
tered to the congregation and had occupied
severally the positions of incumbent or rector,
and also to layman, who had at difforent times
takon & prominent part in connection there-
with. Amongst the clergy to whom he re-
forrred swere the Rev. John Beardsley, who had
becn rector of Poughkeepsie, New York, and
who came to minister to the Loyalist Church-
men who haa emigrated to the Provinces. Af-
ter his departure in 1784, for Maugerville, Mr.
Jonathan Odell officiated as lay reader, until he
was ordained, The old church building stood
on & lot in Germain street, on which the hounse
of the late James MoMillan, Esq., now stands,
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and was bought from the original grantee for
thesum of £140. Xn it was placed the “ Royal
Arms,” so long and 8o well known as the dis-
tingnishing feature of the interior of ¢ Old
Trinity,” and which, rescued from the great
fire in St. John in 1877, now ocoupied & posi-
tion over the west door of new Trinity. From
letters read by Mr, Lawrence, it would appear
that this relic came originally from the Council
Chamber at Boston in the them Colony of Mas-
sachusetts,

Amongst other clergyman associated with
its affairs was the Right Rev. Samuel Seabury,
first Bishop of The Church in America. On
his way out to his See (Conuecticut) after his
consecration in Scotland Bishop Seabury visited
St. John, where he remained &nd preached for
geveral weeks to the congregation of Old Trin-
ity, then without an incambent.

St. John Parish was organized somewhere
about 1806, and the Rev. George Bissett became
its first Rector, He was an Englishman, but
had occupied previously Trinity, Newport,
R.IL, and came to St. John in 1786, and in the
church where he preached in the morring
Quakers held their meetings in the evening.

Mr. Bissett died in March, 1788. In thesame
year the four lots of land on which Old Trinity
was erected, and on which the present Trinity
Church now occupies were given for the pur-
pose of building a Church by General Coffin,
and John Cochrane, and Thos, Whitlock, Esqs.,
to all of whom Mr. Lawrence referred in his
lecture, giving incidents in connection with
them.

The lecturer also referred to the fact that the
first Bishop of the United States, the Right Rev.
Dr. Inglis, had performed Episcopal acts in Old
Trinity, and held on the 20th August, 1738,
a Confirmation, at which ninety-five candidates
were confirmed, and he delivered a charge to
the clergy, gathered from different parts of the
Province, and then numbering five, and also
laid the corner stone of Old Trinity.

* Mr. Lawrence noted the fact that the corner
stone of Old Trinity was probably the first ever
laid in America by a Bishop of the Church of
England, since up to that time there were no
prelates in the Colomies, nor in the then new
Republic. and it also appeared that Trinity was
the first English Church i: the Northern part
of Canada to possess a chancel.

The lecturer then referred to subsequent ac-
cupants of the Rectory, viz.: Rev. Dr. Byles,
who died in 1814; Rev. Dr. Willis; Rev. Mr.
Pidgeon : Rev. Dr. G. B. Gray : Rev. J. W. D.
Gray; Rev. G. M. Armstrong, and Rev. M.
Swabey, all of whom had occupied the position
prior to the present Rector.

The lecture was highly appreciated by the
large andience present, who regretted that, ow-
ing to the multitudinousincidents to be referred
to, it was impossible to complete the ki-tory at
this session ; and the hope was expressed that
Mr. Lawrsnce on some future ocecasion would

be able to centinue his interestibg account of
Ol Trinity.

DIOCESE OF QUEBEC.

Sr. FRANe1s.—A meeting of the Chapter of
this Deanery was held at Bishop’s College on

the 31st ult. There was Holy Communion in
the chapel at 10 a.m., the Rev, Dr. Adams cel-
ebrant, assisted by Dr, Roe and Dr. Allnatt,
The Rural Dean being unable to attend from
illness, the Principal of the College was re-
quested toact aschairman for Chapter meeting,
A letter from the Venerable Dr-. Reid was read
tendering his resignation as Rural Dean. Al-
though all had to acknowledge the advanced

‘age of the Dean, yet the feeling was general to
miss his preeence and supervision would be
severely felt. The letter was ordered to be
entered on the minnte book, and the Rev. Dr,
Roe asked to prepare a reply setting forth the
feeling of regret of all present. As nine only
out of the twenty-five clergy of the district
were present, the election of a Raral Deau was
postponed till June next. Four additional mem-
bers having arrived at a later hour, the Rev.
Mr. Eames, inoumbent of the new Mission of
Barnston gave a short but encouraging report
of the progress of the work in that field of la-
bor. The Rev. Dr. Adams brought forward
the advisability of having a series of quiet days
at the College during the year for the clergy,
and a resolution was passed asking the Bishop
to organize such & retreat the first week in Sep-
tember. The clergy were very hospitably en-
tertained in the College Hall and at the houses
of the Professors, and went away refresbed by
gocial intercourse with the brethren, and highly
pleased at the seeming prosperity of both the
College and School.

Lower IBRELAND.—On Dec. 30th, 188%, the
congregation of Christ’s Church, Lower Ire-
land, gave a very successful oyster supper snd
entertainment in the Church Hall in aid of the
organ fund. There was present a large and
appreciative audience. A splendid programme
of vocal music, readings, and recitations was
performed to the evident enjoyment of all pre-
sent. Particularly to be remarked was the se-
lection of readings and recitations given by the
‘“ small boys”’ of the place. It is not often that
a programme is prepared in a country place
where such an excellent collection of recitations
are so well rendered as that performed by the
boys who took part in the entertainment., The
receipts for the organ fund were something
over $40.

Before the programme was entered npon Mr,
A. 8. Johpson, M.P.P., in a complimentary
speech, on behalf ofthe congregation, presentod
the incumbent, Rev. R. Flewton, with a purse
containing $67. Mr. Hewton was completely
taken by surprise, and in response expressed
his appreciation of the thoughtfulness and the
spirit which prompted the givers to make pro-
vision for his worldly wants in such a respect-
able manner.

DIOCESE OF MONTREAL.

MoNTREAL.—The Women's Auxiliary Mis.
sion of the Diocese of Montreal held its second
annual meeting on Tuesday the 7th inst., at the
Synod Hall, the Bishop presiding.

The roport for the year was read by Miss H.
E. Houghton, which indicated the total mem-
bership of the society to be 357. The parish
of Arundel, the mission fund and such special
objects as the Bishop might desire were under
the members’ care, and they were often called
on in connection with other church work,

On motion of the Rev. G. O. Troop, second-
ed by Canon Hendorson the report was adopt-
ed.

The Treasurer's report was read by the Rev
Rural Dean Lindeay, and showed the revenue
for the year to have been 8652 80, The expen-
ditare amounted to $607.20, leaving a balance
of §45.60.

On motion of Rev. Canon Ellegood, seconded
by Canon Mills, both of whom epoke highly of
the Society and its work, and eunlogized the
efforts of the women composing it, the report
was adopted.

Madame Schereschewsky then spoke on the
subject of missions in Pekin, where she has
been laboring. She stated that the Roman
missions- were estaublished thore two hundred
years ago, but that their success had beon mar-
red by the interforence of the Jesuits, whose
political interference made the Chinese turn
from them; otherwise the Roman Church
might have been general in China. Notwith-

standing the dislike of Chinese for foreigners,

the women of whom were supposed to have
the evil eye, prejudice gradually died away,
and herschools gradually became well attended
and her pupils doocile. They respeoted educa-
tion and studied energetically. The transla-
tion of the Bible into Chinese had given tho
Werd of God to 400,000 people, and was now
being carefully distributed by colporteurs, who
were at times well received, at others indanger
of their lives, A mission field like China had
to be served by trained and conseorated work-
ers, and she hoped that in future women would
be trained for the work. The Bishop announc-
ed that the Bishop of Algoma would shortly
address a meeting in the city on the subject of
missions, -

St. James the Apostle.—On Saturday, tho 4th
of February, the Sec-Treasurer of the Ladies
Aid of the Church of 5t. Jamos the Apostle,
had the ploasure of wailing upon Miss Taylor,
the Rector's sister-in-law, and presentiuvg her
on behalf of the congregation, tho Sunday-
school teachers and scholars, with & fur-lined
cloak and muff in recognition of her untiring
zeal and unselfish work for tho Church and the
Ladies' Aid.

Tho above mentioned Society has alroady
sent & valuable box of clothing, &ec., in answer
to an appeal from the clergymun at Graven-
hurst, Diocese of Algoma. The membors of
the Socioty aroc now at work preparing a box
to be placed at the disposal of Bishop Bond for
distribution in our own mission-fiold, The
Ladies’ Aid also presented a handsomo chair to
the Rector, the Rev. Canon Ellegood.

The concert givon last week in the lecture
Hall of the Church of St. James the Apostle,
was o grand success, and reflects much credit
upon the members of tho Fife and Drum Band.
Missos Scott and Turton sang a duolt which
was much approciated.

St. Thomas.—~The Annual Festival of the
Sunday-school took place in the schoolroom on
the evening of the 8th inst. After a capital
tea a first-class programme was gone through,
the choruses and singing being well rendored
by the pupils. The Rev. R. Lindsay, the Rov.
S. Massey, and Mr, Armstrong, favoured the
meeting with approprinte speeches, Prizes
were prosented 1o the children, and betore clos-
ing all present were entertained in a delightful
manner by an amusing and instruotive address
from Mrs, Shereshenesky, who has laboured in
China for over twenty years. The distribution
of jubilee mugs and medals, with the usual
candy bag to the children, closed a long-to-be-
remembored evening., The schoolroom had
been handsomely decorated with flags and
bannors hung round the waulls, interspersed
with shields, stars, mottoes and jubilce flags,
while the ceiling was ablaze with festoons of
coloured paper, tho whole being much ad-
mired.

Cortk St. PAUL.—Church of the Redeemer,~—
A pleasant entertainment took place in tho
Parochial Hall on the evening of the Tth inst.
Recitations, part songs, songs, instrumental
music, and a tableau, formed the programme.

The following are the subjects for considera.
tion :

a. The present morsl condition, and future
doom of the heathen. b. The responsibility of
the Chureh to follow the indications of God's
providence in the matter of Missions. c. The
reflex invfluence of Missions on Home work.
d. The duty of the Church with reference to
Israel. e. The best methods for advancing the
cause of Missions.

It is expected that the several clergymen will
come prepared to discuss the subject of Mis-
giops, und in erder that the time may be more
profitable it is hoped that the above headings
will draw out more practicable information.

James' after Baster ; salary $3,200 per annum.
Much regret is expressed at his leaving Trinity
copgregution here. Itis not yet known who
may succeed him. Mr. Ker is an excellent

reacher and his talents will have a wider scope
in Stratford. '

On the eveniug of Feb. 1st a Sundsy-school
entertainmeont was held in the Town hsll; ta-
bles were spread and a good tea served to all.
Then & good programme was rendered, consist-
ing of singing, recitations, debate and addresses
by Reve. Evans Davis, of London, and J. Tay-
lor, of Wardsville.

He began the year with us, and has al-
ready made himself loved by his flock, who are
fast taking him to their hearts, and, pour quot
non. Calm, earnest, natoral, he condusts, the
gorvices in a manner to strengthen the faith
and excite devotion. His sermons are brief
but very logical, consecutive and direct. Ser-
viees ended, he is among bis people, and
throoghout the week Jike the Master rejoicing
with the joyful, weeping with the aiflicted.
Thus have we been suddenly roused out of our
involuntary, painfal torpor into full activity,
and our spiritusl nerves made to act with life
aond pregress. This, however, isa very staunch
songregation—want of regular services, that
worst of disentients, could not scatter it—more
over the Sunday school with its excellent libra-
ry snd efficient staff did much to preserve the
esprit de corps, and prevent the disintegration
ot the body itself;

Our annual Missionary meeting in bebalf of
Algoms was held on the evening of 1st instant;
the deputation consisted of Rural Dean Rev. A.
Belt, of Harriston, and Rev. G. B. Cook, of
Palmerston. There was a full house and more
than usual interest elicited. The fivancial re-
sults have not yet been reported. The camara
was used to illustrate the Mission work. ‘‘Be-
ginning at Jerusalem,” we had a vision of Mis-
sions there.

politan, Bishop Machray; Dean Grisdale, and
the Revs.

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

The Living Church, Chicago, says, :—

There have always existed different types of
Churchmen, The conservatism of St, Peter
has always been = little anxious about the in-
tellectual boldness of St. Paul. The man, as-

serting principle as the basis of action, rebukes
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the man of cautious expediency. Works are
emphasized by one school ; their internal vivi-
fying principle by another., Faith, as the
gotion which grasps the rope, is jealously
guarded by some; the Word and Sacraments,
as instruments of Christ's saving work, by
others.

There is no reason why now, ss heretofore,
all these should not work harmoniously; to-
gether. Past controversies have so prov ded
definitions and enforced limitations whereby
doctrines are restrained within their legitimate
boundaries, that it is easier intellectually to do
this than ever before. ]

All types, however, of Churchmauship are
more or less imperfeot, and are open to friendly
and remedial criticism., What should be held
at lemst worthy of respect is the colorless
Churchman, the man who for the sake of per-
sonal advancement avoids committing himself.
The politic Churchman verily often gains his
reward, but it is at the expense of his own

manliness, Ounr Church is not indifferent to
the truth. * * * * i
* She is not a Church of good-natur-

ed toleration of everybody’s views and every-
body's practices. No one within ber should
have occasion to ask to be tolerated. She is
however a comprehensive Church. She holds
the whole great circle of the Catholic Faith.
She expresses it in her ordinal, sacraments,
and liturgy. Each individual doctrine is re-
lated in seeming antagonism to some other
doctrine. But just in proportion as one is able,
intelligently, to hold all the extremes that
ghine on every point of the great circumfer-
ence of truth, is he bimself not extreme, but
comprehensive like his Church; and he best
and most faithfully represents her.

The Nortk Dakota Churchman says:—

The comfortable season of Lent is near at
hand. We like that good old word in its old
Eoglish scnse as applied to the blessed Lenten-
tide. It is comfortable, beyond words to express,
to him who rightly observes and uses it. Let
us make it 80 in all the churches. To him who
would realize his religious, position and discov-
er what his faith may mean to him, what it
has in store for him, Lent comes a8 3 most gra-
cious opportunity. Make it real to yourself in
every way open toyou. Observe 't by devout at-
tendance at the quiet week-day services, as
well as on the Sundays. Encourage your rec-
tor, your neighbors and yourself by your
faithful observance in the church and in the
world,

The Church expects her children to empbha-
size it thus. And be who takes advantage of
her temperate views of the amusements and re-
laxationa of society at other times,should be the
more careful to heed her call to special prayer
fulness and watchfulness and meditation in
Lent. :

Above all see to it that your Lent is not a
sham. Let it cost you something. Make it
cost you all you can give in time, and service.
and money which represents your daily life and
work. It is your opportanity to find where
you have placed your hope of Eternal Life in
your category of things valuable to you. Itis
your opportunity to find out the trauth as to
yourself.

If our blessed Lord needed a Lent to prepare
Himself for His great work, do not you need
it every year to help you to go rightly on your
work ? Draw near to God, and he will draw
near unto you.

The N. Y. Independent (Congregational)
ays :—

We print the following as another straw to
show how the current sets in this day of endea-
vor to find out a way of unity :

“ 0ld denominations come to an end. Two,
or three, or four unite to form one. The first

and example was tho union of the Old and

ew School Presbyterians in 1871, and now

we Bee the Presbyterians North and South
anxious for union, and fretting because they
canpot achieve it. We see in Cauada all the
Presbyterian denominations joined in one, and
all the Methodists in another. ln the Jajanese
mission field not only have all the Presbyte-
rian and Reformed churches joined in one
body, but the Congregationalists, with another
polity—most astonishing thing of all—hawve al-
80 joined in the same Church of Japan. Our
Evangelioal Alliance and our Par-Presbyterian
Council are evidences of the earnest feeling
after closer organic unity. They protest that
they do not seek orgsnic union, but they are
helping it just the same. There is scarce one
of our denominational national assemblies, or
oconventions, or conferences, or councils, but
has thts subjest of consolidation with some
other body betore it is & chief topic of discus-
sion. Each is planning how it shall join with
some other, or, a8 with the Hpiscopalians, how
it can join with all others. This age the para.
dise of denominations ? It is move likely to
be their grave,”

The Church Guardian, O.mahn., Neb., gives
the following from the Bishop {Dr. Worthing-
ton):—

There is arubric inthe Prayer-Book which
requires the clergy to announce to the people,
whether they are able to observe the season er
not, what Holy Days occur during the week.
Tbis rule is neglected by many and in many
ways it is a loss. First, it ia a loss to the
Priest mot to obey the Church; she is wiser
than an individual. Secondly, it is a loss te
the people not to know the sacred sessons and
their teachings and requiremonts, which the
loyal, faithful Priest, wounld be mest careful to
give when the announcement was made,

Have some well defined plan for Lent and
its careful observance, and alao some scheme
of deeply religieus and spiritual instruction for
your people before Ash Wednesday.

The Anglican Church Chronicle, Honolulu,
thus spesks of Gambling:—

Ag urual we in Hawaii have a taste of every-
thing that goes on ir the outer world, and now
we are inflicted by the evil of gambling. Of
eourse there has always been more or less
gambling and betting in these Islands, but we
think the evil has not been so pernicious in its
extent, or the numbers engaged in it so great
as of late. Bishops, clergymen, prison chap-
lains, and others, are preaching against the
evil in Eoglund, and we would like our voice
of warning to reach every person in these Is-
lands who is addicted to the practice. It is
only another indication of the immense activ-
ity and excitement of the present age, that
even our amusements need an incentive and a
fillip to make them have their effect.

It is not to be wondered at, that some people
bave no taste or inclination to public worship
when unpmixed with noisy demonstration and
other sensational inducements to exeitement.
All these thinge we put on the same plane with
gambling and betting, and affirm that they are
detrimentsl to peace and happiness.

Gambling is breaking the Eighth Command-
ment, because it takes from one party property
without giving an equivalent. That it is done
with the consent of that party is mo proof to
the contrary; as is proved by the many at-
tempts to recover by law the losses. It is de-
moralizing to the extreme, and brings as much
migery to men as drunkenness er any other
corroding vice. It leads too often to other
orimes, It is harmfal to play for emall stakes,
because it iz very difficult to know where to
draw the line, A good rule would be forevery

erson to ask himself whether he can afford to
ose the wagers he wishes to make, or whether
he would be happy in winning what he knows
the other cannot afford to lose.

LENT AT HAND.

Before another issue we shall be more than
one week in the Lenten Fast.

Our idea of Lent observance, so far as the
duty of the Clergy, is, that services shall be ad-
ded no farther than the strength of the Rector
will allow, and his congregation will appreciate
the opportunities. We think that Leuat should

be improved in the use of ** private monitions”
to the flock, as they may be lukewarm in their
Christian profession, or utterly indifferent as
to their soul’s welfave.

The church services will reash only a part
of even the communicants. A number will re-
gularly attend, but when Lent is over, it will
be found that many, perhaps the majority even
of the commmunioants, have rarely attended.

The blessing of Lent will come to the peo-
ple, as united with earnest church attendance 13
unusual attention to private means of grace—the
work of each one with his own heart before
God. For those who unwillingly relinquish
their pleasures, or even relinquish them only
80 far a8 a religious decemcy requires ;—as we
have heard of one going to her Pastor to ask
if the euchre club could not coatinue to meet
in Lent,—there is no blessing. They may as
well enjoy the world they love so well, for
there is nothing laid up in store for them be-
yond its scenes.— Bigshop G'ilespie in The Church
Helper.

Last winier it was ono form
of card playing, this winter it is another A few
years ago it was the skating rink; that wore
iteelf out. But the masquersde.came in one
place, the kop in anothor, and something else
in another. Moderation in amusement is pro-
hibited by clubs, for the card table, the dance,
that must meet. From Sauday to Sunday,
every night it is something for a * goed time.”
The home is left, the church bell calls in vain.
And who sare the votaries of wild pleasure ?
No more the young than the mature, even the
aged. Scarcely more the indifferent, than the
men and women who claim the Church's
Sacraments a blessing. How vain the Pastor’s
cautions when preparing his Confirmation class,
the Bishop's counsels in the sacred hour ; when
the young disciples see day in and day out,
even the would-be pillars ia the church, mad on
their pleasures.

It is just the world, the flesh and the devil,
It is the same spirit that made the blessed Apos-
tle’s heart hiéed, when, as he passed thromgh
the thorough fares of Athens, **he saw the
city wholly given to idolatry.”

‘What shall we do about it?

Consent to it, say we cannot prevent it, we
must overlook it? Never, if we are Ministers
of Him who told of ‘cutting off the right
hand, and plucking out the right eye.”

'We must be bold, the Elijahs and John the
Baptists of our day., We must go to these men
and women, and tell them, you are * the ene-
mies of the cross of Christ,” yon will lose your
souls, if you sacrifice your duties to God and
man for your pleasures.

We must preach a gospel that while it is fall

of the love of God and Christ, pronounces the
blessing ounly on those who the spirit of Christ.

What
would an Apostlesay to it ? What would we
say about it to & dying man or woman, whose
awakened conscience beggad ms to warn its
votaries among kindred and acquaintance ?

Just as Lam closing this, my éye happens to
fall on thess lines in a secular paper: *As
Leont is rapidly approaching, is close at hand,
the interests of the social world in its round of
pleasures, scoms to increaso, and the number of
ovents as one might term them increases.

There is in fact a plethora of amusements,
and some of them aro unable, oven by going
six nights of the seven to aceept all the invita-
tions showered on thom: And yet—society is
not especially gay.”

TIn Bishop Fulford's time, the can-
didate having gone throngh certain books in
his college (no matter where) was supposed to
have been grounded in the matter of those
books, and so the questions put before him
during the Ember week, were concerniug cer-
tain subjects, aud his replies could from any
source, 80 long as they were in acecordance and
up to the requirements.

UPPER OTTAWA AND NIPISSING MIS-
SION.

.

Sie,—In the interests of the work to which

for six years I have striven to devote whatever
energy God has given me, I desire to make a
plain statement of some very plain facts. Six
years ago the Church had no mission here. In
1882, a missionary was appointed to organize
the work in a district comprising 14 townships,
with settlers so isolated that the laboumr in-
volved in putting into active operation any
effective scheme, wag almost incredble, But
few were able to render any material pecuniary
assistance, and little eould be done without it.
To sall hisother work this additional duty was
imposed on the missionary, and he had to be-
come general financier; to devise ways and
moans and receive and expend the trust funds
committed to his care, according as in his
judgment the best interests of the Church
would be served. No scheme of services wot k-
able by one individual over so large s field,
could reasonably be expected to accomplish any
appreociable resuits. From an wconomic stand-
point it were unwise to tax our revenue with
the charge of a curate, so ihe plan adopted,
with the sanction of the Bishop, was to asso-
ciate young unordained men wyith the mission-
ary, and thus, at a minimovm cost, secure the
regnisite assistance without which noschemo of
sorvices at all adequate to the wants of the
missioa, could be put in operation. The plan
bhas worked admirably; the numerous services
have been regularly maintained, and young
men have gone up for ordination from the mis-
sion, or entered Trinity College, and others

have taken their place. There was but one
missionary here five yoars ago, the first the
Church had been able to send, now there are
four ; two being in priests orders, and two not
in orde-s, one of the former-having charge of
a district to the west where a separate mission
has been created. The maximum annual cost
to the Church under this plan of associated
lay help is $500 (for two men), or a priest and
two lay helpers $1,300, an average cost for
three men of $433 each. The actual cost to
us has been less than this, as during portions of
the period referred to we have been short of
men. I consider this a most practical plan
for carrying on the mission work of the Church
in large, poor or sparsely settled districts, as
from it may bo obtained 2 maximum amount
of work at a wminimum cost. There were no
Churches in the district, none west of Pembrolke,
6 years ago, now there are 5, two of which are
in the Algoma mission west of us. We retain
three Churches and have also a substantial
clergy house at Mattawa. The following
statistics from our Parish Register will serve
to show some visible results of 6 yearslabour—
the other and more lasting results, the invisible,
are not to be shown by any table of statisties
or figures of earthly arithmetic :—

Our average congregations are 10 to 45. For
example: On one Sunday each missionary will
hold two services, and be distant from one
another 22 and 90 miles, the aggregate number
of worshippers at the 6 services being 190.
The following Sunday the missionary may be
just as far apart, though at different stations to
former Sunday, hold the same number of ser-
vices, and the congregations will not aggregate
more than 122. The journeys are long, and
constantly travelled on foot; much of the land
is wild and unsettled, mile after mile may be
travelled with only here and there a sign of
humasn habitation. One of our Churches is yet
unpaid for, all three are unfinished, and #wo
more are urgoutly needed. On the property
yet involved (brick Church and house) we
have expended over two thousand five hundred
dollars, A special and generous offer has re-
cently been made towards assisting us in re-
moving the one debt provided the requisite bal-
ance i8 raised within a reasonable period.

Surely, I may claim the attention of Church-
men generally, and plead the cause of the
Church in this extensive mission field! I have
striven most faithfally to fulfil the arduous
duty imposed upon me-—to plant the Church
and organize her work in this virgin soil. Evi-
dence 18 not wanting that our poor efforts have
been accepted, and that God has blessed them.
What He has enabled me to begin, I desire to
go on and labour towards developing and com-
pleting, so long as health and strength is con-
tinzed me—but no one outside has even the
faintest conception of either the physical la-
bou.s or mental anxiety of all these years, I
care to say nothing of this, indeed, it is as
nought if only Christis preached, and perish-
ing souls brought to find rest and peace. Bat
there is something that I do care for, and there
is something I must and do ask., Icare for the
Church here—for those large number of souls
committed to my charge—an: conscience com-
pels me, at the risk of being nccused of trum-
peting successful work, to hold up this sacred
trust in the cyes of the Chuvch at large, and to
plead for the establishment of what is but be-
gun, on a firm and permanent basis. We must



look to the fature and secure for the Church
now that which will enable her to maintsin her
rightful position, and advance with the de-

velopment of the country. This cannot bedone
by suffering her to be crippled for want of that
help without which progressin a material
gense can never be accomplished. There is
here a field for missionary work than which
there is none other more important inthe
whole ecclesiastical province. The greater
portion of the large district of Nipissing, as 8o
far settled, is at present vmbraced in this mis-
sion, and its importance is such that at the last
meeting of our Synod (Ontario) the Bishop
gave as o farther reason for dividing the dio-
coge, the fact that so large an addition as that
of Nipissing district bad been- made to his
existing diccese. For the information of many
kind friends who have entrusted me with funds
daring the past six years, I give the following
brief abstract of our receipts and payments,
the detailed accounts having been published
and cirenlated from time to time. I must here
express my personal gratitude for many favours

so cheerfully extended. @ur totul receipts

from all sources, whether from within or from
without the mission (not of course our offer-
tories) since its formation 6 years ago, amounts
to $7,677.06. Upwards of $5,000 of this sum
was collected by personal canvass of parishes
in and ont of the Diocese, and more than one-
half was contributed within the Diocese. Nine
hundred und eighiy-seven dollurs was contri-
bnted in the mission. Our expenditure has been
$7,707.36. Of this amonnt upwards of 5,000
was expended on actual Church properties,
buildings, land, &c., ovor $1,000 on the Stipend
and maintence of assistants, and upwards of
another $1,000 for travelling, printing, &c. The
cost of collection hns been a trifle over ten per
cent.; I do not know whether this is much,
but I have evor guarded most zealously all ex-
ponditure, and striven to do the best with the
means at my disposal. The saccounts of the
mission are very carefully kept, and all receipts
and payments regularly entered in detail. This
is & heavy responsibility, and with the mass of
correspondence a very great labour, which [
would cheerfully relinquish, but it appears to
be a necessary part of the priests duty in such
a work as ours, only to be rid of by relinquish-
ing the work itself. ©@ne of the above expen-
ditures might well bhave been very much re-
duced, that for travelling on collecting trips,
but so long as our present abominable system
of giving continues in vogne, just 50 long must
the contributions be mulcted of a certain pre-
portion to cover the expense of going after
them, It has been to me no pleasure to go
canvassing, it has been the bane of my minis-
terial life, amounting at times to perfect dread.
It is a shame, and disgrace to our Christianity
that sueh a duty is a necessary adjunct to
Church extension. Not only is it degrading,
but it is a bar to spiritual progress in the par-
ish, clogging the whole machinery of the
Church. The clergy, instead of being constant-
ly among their people, dischurging their di-
vinely committed trust, feeding and nourishing
immortal souls in anticipation of that great
day, must perchance hurry off at the call of
another duty, to seek means whereby to Aouse
their houseless flocks. Lot us again propose
an alternative; many friends have become
Aunnual Subscribers to the General Fund of the
mission for 3 years. These subscriptions are
payable each October, and are sent to me, in-
stead of my going for them. What asaving of
expense | The amount so promised has now
reached $248 yearly. To be of full benefit
Lo our work it must rcach at least three times
this sum. Who will now help usto extend
this list and thus in the truest sense assist in
farthering the work of the Church of God in
this large and important mission field 7 When
wo look around us and see all that remains to
be done we are oppressed with its magnitude,
rather than elated by the little we have accom-
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plished. Forgive me for ocoupying so much
of your valuable space, for which 1 heartily
thank you.

[This interesting account of the work being
done in the Upper Ottawa District of the dio-
cese of Ontario (&nd which is closely followed
by like faithful workers in the Gatineau dis-
trict of the Dioceses of Montreal, and in Al
goma), will be read with pleasure by our many
readers, Whilst there is much indeed to en-
coursge and for which to render thanks, there
is one feature of the work as reported which
is not wholly satisfactory, that is that the in-
croase in local contributions for the work of the
Church is not proportionate t. the inerease in
population. Taking Mr. Bliss’ figares tho con-
tributions per family in 1882 through tho Gen-
eral offertory was $10.22; whilst in 1887 it was
only $3.32! The rate per head in 1882 was
$2.24; in 1887 in was only 6%7c.! The rate per
head of contributions to the Mission Fand in
1882 was 15c¢.; in 1887 it had fallen to 10c.
Ope great hindrance to the advanco of the
Church in this land in the past has been in our
opinior the almost absolute dependence upon
outside aid for the carrying on of her work;
inducing a want of generosity and of sclf-
denial on the part of the people, and a sluvish
dependence upon others. It is only of late
years that this has been somewhat remedied
through the reduction or wiihdrawal of the
grants of that noble Society tho S.P.G., and iu
consequence, one recognized means of testing
the progress of any particular mission, hus nuw
become its coutribution to local and outside ob-
jects. Wo cannot think that in a mission us
well-worked as this, the priuciple of self-sup-
port has not been developed, but the figures
given do not show this; they rather give warn-

ing of the old damger of depending too much
on outside assistance.—EDb. ]

LETTERS FROM CALIFORNIA.

No 4.—Continued.

Coronado began its existence in Novembor,
1886, whoen it was purchased by the South
Pacific R.R. Company, and comprises eloven
hundred acres of fertile land upon which the
Company claim to have spent and are spending
one million dollars, The hotel del Coronado is
one of the wonders of this Southern region,
covers five acres and is said to be the largest in
the world, and corsbines the Queen Anne and
Elizabethan styles of architecture with some
modifications to accord with modern ideas; it
is built around a grand court 2560 x 150 feet
which is filled with beds of flowers, statues and
fountains. The future town, at present only in
an entry state, js well laid out with broad
streots and avenues nope less than eighty feet
in width, the boulevards extonding along the
ocean front and also fronting ihe bay, ure one
bhundred and forly feet in width, and afford a
splendid promenade and driveway ; a beautiful
avenus ocalled Orange avenue extends for two
miles through tho centreof the town site, it is
planted the whole length on both sides with
orange and palm trees, and between these aro
bushes of geraniums, almost in constant bloom ;
about half-way down this splendid street is the
Star park from which radiate streets from the
different corners planied with pepperlime and
olive trees ; these avenues although graded and
in capital order are as yet very little built
upon, all are waiting the opening of the graud

Hotel which is to set the ball rolling, which
opening will take place some time in the month
of January; in the meantime lots are for sale
at prices somewhat sstounding to a stranger
who sees only the beginning of a settlement
for instance primo lots on the boulevard forty
feet front, are four thousand dollars; a little
farther back twontyfive hundred and two
thousand; the lowest priced lot of any to be had
was six hundred and fifty ; there are however
many five residences already built and in pro-
coss of erection, and there is no doubt that in a
very few years Coronzdo Beach will become
the Newport of the South being the only har-
bor and beach south of San Francisco that is
worthy the namo and having a climate as near
perfection as it is possible to imagine; the oli-
mato in fact is the capital on which the place
has been inaugurated; tho rarest troprical
plants grow out of doors; and stopping in front
of one of the beauntiful rquares, bright with
velvet turf and flowers such as we see in our
hot-housaes at home, also well grown trees, we
were informed to our amazement that this
square was just four months old; trees csn be
transplanted any month in the year without
injury. Imagine such a sceno in the middile
of December und wonder not that so many
wonlthy citizens from the Hast are investing in
property in this Southern land and not ounly in-
vesting but coming hero to live; many have
bought and built with & view only of cacaping
the severe wintor, but many others are per-
manont residents, Water is abundaut all over
the tract being furnished at low rates by the
Compauny; also clecirie lights and a motor
railway connecting with San Diego every
twenily minutes. Yours truly,

THE RELATION OF EPISCOPAL T0
NON-EPISCOPAL MINISTRIES.

To speak tho iruth in love is the office of the
Church of God. Ali who represent her, wheth-
er acting under-commission as her accredated
ambassadors or moved to speak for her by =
constraining sense of duty ought to boar in
mind the solemn obligations whieh this princi-
ple imposes upon them to seek to speak the
truth, and to spesk what they honestly belicve
to be the truth in love.

As regards the truth, men may not always
be aare, since it is human to err, but in refer-
ence to the manner in which thoy make known
what they believe to be the truth no one need
be in doubt.

With Lis best exertions to discover the truth
and state the truth one may fail, but as regards
his manner, the way in  which he proclaims
and terches what he lhonestly holds to be the
truth, one nced not go wrong, He can easily
discern of what spirit he is. He may not be
gure of his matter when ho is speaking by his
own authority, formulating his own opinions
and convictions and beliofs, but he can be of
his own manner. He has ciiterin at hand in
spoken and written dissourse to test him, to

bear witness for or against him whether or not
his spirit be love.

The Church in her authoritative teaching il
lostrates perfectly the falfilment of this twofold
obligation to speak the trath in love. She
speaks the truth, and here we ave certain of the
matter, and she speaks it uniformly in love.
Her creeds, her offices, her Catechisw, hor or-
dinal announce what we believe to be God’s
revealed truth—truth gathered out of His Holy
Word and most surely proved thereby, and her
manner is to state the truth positively, suceinet
ly clearly, and there she leaves it, as her Lnrd
left the precious seed of his teaching, to fall in
whatsoever kind of soil it may.

It is not the habit of the Church to draw ne-
gative inferences, She makes her sclomn de.
o aralion of trath, resting upon God’s Word and
sustained by the testimony of antiquity, and
then she stops. “I believe in God,” she says.
There is the truth, and it is uttered in the spirit
of her Divine Master, who taught after the
same method, “I am the way, the truth, and
the life.”

We are to reme.mber that the sphere of chari-
ty is in the manner, not in the matter. Oue of
the essential conditions of trath, whether it be
abstract or concrete, is that it is exclusive. It
shuts out everything except itself. Lt the
subjeet-matter be of what kind soever, the result
is inevitable. Two bodies cannot occupy the
samespace at the same time ; two and two make
make four; there is one God and ene Mediator
between God and man. Here in the statement
of these truths, there is no room for com-
promise, for giving and taking, for changing
and adapting. We may net say, in order to
satisfy the demands of a thoughtless, careless
world, in ordoer to gain popularity and secare
the reputation of being genial and broad and
kind, * two and two make three, or five, or four,
just as you please, it is of no consequence what
a man believes, so long as he does what is
right.” We may not say this, or compute in
this way to accommodate ourselves to the
ignorance and prejudice which are prevalent
around us.
committed to our hands as a trust, and in so0
far we are guilty before God of treachery and
falsehood. But we must say,if the occasion requi-
res us to speak up on the subject,and itis the only
thing wbich we cansay, ‘ two and two make
four,” and we must continue to say, wherever
and whenever it is our duty to speak, calmly
and firmly, ‘ two and two make four;” and yet
we may not say, whoever refuses this statement
of the result ot adding two and two is a fool,
an ignoramus, and unworthy of recogaition as
a human being. To do this would be to violate
the law of charity, to speak the truth, bat not
to speak it in love.

It is obvious that the rejection of any truth
must entail consequences more or less disastrous
in proportion to the importance of the trath
80 rejected, and the nearnors and extent of ils
relation to ourselves and our affairs,but these
consequences need not be stated, and if stated,
when necessity 8o requires, not putin an offen-
sive way, at all events not pressed as a threat,
80 a8 to wear the appearance of secking to drive
the objector to accept the truth irrespective of
his convictions,

We have been at some pains to make this
statement of principles clear in order to pre.
pare the way for a brief application of them to
the subject of the Christian ministry, ag pre
sented in the ordinal of our Church and guard-
ed by our canons. Hore we have what our
Church hoids, and would have her children
accept and hold as the truth touching the
ministers of Christ and stewards of the myste-
ries of God, proclaimed and tanght in the spirit
of love.

The matter is positive, and is clearly and de-
finitely presented. There can be no roasonable
doubt about the leading elements of the teach-
ing: a threefold ministry, a representative

ministry, the restriction of the power of ordina-
tion to the highest oerder, and Lhe official charac-

1f we do, we sacrifice the truth|P

ter of the ministry; these and other elements
are distinctly taught, but beyond this the
Church does not go; she draws no negative in-
ferences as to those who reject her view of the
ministry, either in whole, or in part; she pro-
nounces 1o judgment upon the value, absolute
or relative, of other ministries than those de-
rived from episcopal ordination, nor does she
intimate the consequences which will follow
the rejection of her own and the acceptance of
such ministries.

Here we have one of the best illustrations of
speaking the truth in love, or if it be preferred,
we will say, what is believed to be the truth
in love.

No one will deny that the Church has the
right to make known and teach what she be-
lieves to be the truth, when she doeise in a
way which is not offensive.

But the misunderstanding begins whben we
leave the ordinal and pass to the canons, when
we descend from theory to practice, from the
act of ordination to the restrictious placed by
the law of the Church upon those who have
received the imposition of episcopal hands,
be they bishops, priests, or deacons. These are
not permitted to exchange ministries with
those who have not been ordained by bishops;
and hence, the position of the Church seems to
many exclusive, illiberal and uogeverous.

Thoy would present the case thus: ‘‘We,”
they say, ‘invite and allow the clergy of the
Church to minister to our congregations, but
the Church refuses to reciprocate, and invite
onr ministers to officiate in her churches, Thus
she shows her exclusiveness, she refuses to re-
cognize our ministries as valid, and she does
not imitate our liberality.” Our reply is sim-
ple and to the point, and ought, it seems tn ns,
to be perfectly satisfactory. It is this: ¢ You,”
we answer, addressiag our friends, who deny
the necessity of episcopal ordination to consti-
tate an official ministry representing Christ,
“you,” we answer, “inadmitting our clergy to
officiate in your churches surrender no princi-
le involved in your polity. Yoar theory of
the Christian ministry admits the validity of
ours together with your own, and consequently
our clergy are as truly in your own eyes, on
your own principles, ministers of Christ and
stowards of the mysteries of God as your
own.”

Our theory, on the contrary, of Christian
ministry, if it be trae, and we, you admit, have
the right to believe it to be true, our theory ex-
cludes all from the representative official minis-
try of Christ except those who have been or-
duined by bishops. Were we, therefore, to
allow your ministers to officiate in our
ohurches, we would be surrendering our deposit of
truth, as we regard it, in the possession of the
opiscopate ; we would be stultifying ourselves
to be worse than fools, dishonest, since we
would be practically saying that oar ordinal,
our rubrics and our canons were meaningless,
that they seemed to say what they did notsay;
we would be affirming by our action that itwas
a matter perfectly indifferent whether we said
two and two make three,or 4, or 5; and while
such condanct might win for us the commenda-
tion of the ignorant and the thoughtless, it
would justly expose us to the condemnation
of all sober-minded, sonsible people, as well
without the Church as withio; mo8t of all it
would render us liable to the righteous judg-
ment of the God of truth.

We make no reflections upon you if you are
satisfied with your ministries aud the grounds
on which they rest, we pronounce no judgment
upon you ; we are simply acting for ourselves
and leaving you to do the same. We shounld
be very glad if yon would allow us to conviace
you that we are right; bat meanwhile we are
ready and glad to admit that you are honest
and conscientious in your theory and practice,
and we are also ready and glad to believe that
God blesses you, and that through our adorable
Redeemer you will be accepted in the last great
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day. Weare ready sud glad to sdmit and
believe sll this, and yst we would fain win you
to what we confidently believe to be a more ex-
collent way.

We are satisfied that in the good providence
of God we have inherited the historic episcopate
and the sacraments and means of grace dependent
on this ministry, and that these good things,
theee blessings of inestimable worth, have been
put into our hands not only for ourselves to ¢n-
joy, but a8 & sacred trust to be held by us for
the benefit of all mankind, and to be transmit-
ted by us to posterity.

THE TEACHER'S PURPOSE.

——

A Paper read at a Sunday-School Teacher's
Conference in Trinity Chapel, Pittsburg, Mon-
day Evening, December 12, 1887.

This subject is, I presume interrogative. Tt
implies the question, What should the teacher’s
purpose be? And, asis usually the case with
such irquiries, there may be sevorel answers,
all perhaps equally true, but to be separated
into two classes in accordance with the pre
ponderance in each of sentiment or practical.
ity. If we say that the teacher's purpose
should be to do good, to teach the Biblo, to
bring his pupils to Christ, these answers may
be true, but they are indefinite; full of right
sentiment, but well nigh useless to any teacher
who really longs to be successful. As well ex-
hort the teachers in our public schools to make
astronomers, linguists and grammarians of the

pupils, and leave them without fariher assis.
tance to that end, Many sermons indeed go
no farther, and the frequently lamented weak-
ness of the pulpit is aimost entirely due to this
very thing—a general indefiniteness of exhor-
tation; an earpest charge to be good, or to do
good, with silence profound as to how or what;
an eloquent menition which stirs the feelings,
but gives ne direction tothe will, the mental
facnlties or the physical powers.

I seek for a much more definite, practical
and, therefore, helpful answer to our query :—
one answer out of many which might be given.
And T think we have no right toignore the
assistance which our common-school system
affords. Why the secular education of our
childron should be a0 carefully fashioned upen
principles which in their religious training the
vast majority of our Sunday-schools entirely
neglect, is_one of the problems which awaits
solution. The graded school, the strict discip-
line, the capable teachers, the progessive ad-
vance from one class to another, the graduation
into higher school and normal school, command
our sdmiration and challenge imitation, which
alag! on every hand we fail to find. The pur-
pose of each teacher isnot a general one, but
specifically to pass on each pupil to the next
higher grade—to teach each one thoroughly
up to a certain point in certain well-defined
gtudies and text books, and thus by division of
labor to effect an exact result—namely, gradu-
ation from school into active life. Each teacher
labors as a part of & system ; there is harmony
of effort with every possible diversity of talent
both in the teachers and pupils. But the pur-
pose of all is identical, and although that pur-
pose necessarily includes the sentiment that
edueation of any human being means develop-
ment of character and fitness for the daties of
life, nevertheless, in the consciousness that
these results must follow if the system be faith-
fully pureuned, attention is given to the system,
and *he thought and talk and effort are above
that, the results being left in great measure to
take care of themselves. -

Now, therelation of the Sunday-school to the

Church in very different with usfrom that
which it sustains in most of the Protestant
bodies of Christians arouand us. With them
the Church is one thing and the Sunday school
another., The Church is the high school acd
normal sehool for which the Sunday-school
prepares the pupils. He only is & disciple wko
comes of his own accord and sssumes that
position, having already learned much or little,
which qualifies him to come and thus declare
himself.

With us the system of Christian living ne-
cessitates a different view of the Sunday-school,
a view which we avow to be not oniy more
scriptaral, but also more reasonable and in ac-
cordance with anslogy. In our view Sunday-
school and Church are not two institutions,
but the Sunday-school & section of the Chareh.
It i8 all church, the Sunday-school being the
juvenile department. The whole church is a
school, and every member of the school is a
disciple ; not_ because he knows anything, but
because he is learning something; not because
he is in a higher class, but in any class. The
infant scholar is as much a disciple as the
Bible-class member or the Bishop himself.
The entrance to the sshool is rightly and only
Baptism, because that is the only entrance to
the church. No rector or superintendent can
rost satisfied until every person, adult and child,
in the Sunday-school, is properly entered
throagh this holy sacrament. The unbaptized
child is out of gear with the whole system.
The unbaptized teache= cannot possibly escape
unreality if it be not hypoerisy ; because the
whole fabric rests upon the sacrament of Bap-
tism as a foundation,

Hoere, then, is our churchly because scriptural
portraiture of the position of the Sunday school.
[t is tho nursery of the Church, into which the
children are born physically and spiritually
by tho washing of water and tho promised ac-
companiment of the Holy Ghost. The child-
ren are ‘“holy,” “called to be saints” from the
outset, within the covepant “members of
Christ," the f‘children now o! God,” the
“childron of grace,’”” prospective “inheritors
of the Kingdom of Heaven.”

Baptism dees not suddenly transform them
into fully developed Christians. Nor does it
take the place ot faith, repentance, prayer, self-
consecration, any more tban one of these can
be rightly sabstituted for the others, And yet
it is true that by it they join the school, they
come to Christ, they crave the benefits of His
incarpation, Hir lifs, death and exaltation;
they are marked as His; they leave the king-
dom in which they were by nature; they have
been touched by semething ‘from above” and
lifted up to the plane of redemption; they be-
comse citizens in the Kingdom of Heaven,
brought to a “state of salvation.” It is their
duty, but much more their privilege, hence-
forth, to “grow up unto Him in all things
which is the Head, even Christ.’’ They do
not enter the Church when they graduate frem
the Sunday-school, but when they are baptized;
for the school is included in the Church, and is
not something apart from it or annexed to it.

Now, let us look at our analogy again. The
Chureh, being a school, has a prescribed course
of study. As reading, writing and arithmetic,
virtuslly include all that is to be learned, or,
rather, a8 by them every department of human
knowledge may be entered and explored, so the
Church hbas ordered that every *‘child shall be
taught as soon as he shall be able to learn,”
the Creed, the Liord's Prayer and the Ten Com-
mandments. First, his memory is to be stored
with their words, so that heshall say them by
rote. Those words are to be seeds from which
all the future growth is to proceed. They are
to be touchstones by which all the after in-
gtruction is to be tested. They are the mother-
Church’s condensation ef Divine truth, fully
enough for any dieciple to feed upon—suscep-
tible of inexhaustible study, and yet so simple
and clear that the youngest may gain appro-

priate instruction from them. So each child is
to be drilled in the mere words of them; ex-
planations and illastrations are to be added
from time to time, as the child is able to read
them ; more snd more advanced instruction is
to be given, but always centering in these chief
things, the Creed, the Lord's Prayer, and the
Ten Commandments, the rule of faith, the rule
of prayer, and the ralo of life and duty.

And then comes & time when the child passes
on to wider instruction, There ought to be a
grade and a class or olasses into which he shall
graduate, where he shall be instructed by wise
and well qualified teachers in those many
“other things which a Christian ought to know
and believe to his soul’s health.”

But let s notice that the purpose is still not
to give a general education in religious matters,
but in those things which conduce to the soul’s
health—practical, religious truths and duties.
My interpretation of this is that the instrue-
tion of the more advanced pupils shounld still
centre in the Creed, the Lord's Prayer and the
Ten Commandments—the practical every-day
traths which bear upon daily duty and the for
mation of Christian character; for, does not
the Church’s system lay great stress upon this
when the clergyman is tanght to say: “Ye arve
to take care that this child be brought to the
Bishop to be confirmed by him so soonas he
can say the Creed, the Lord’s Prayer, and the
Ton Commandments, and is sufficiently in-
structed in the other part of the Church cate-
chism sot forth for that purpose ?

And then comes Confirmation—the gradustion
of the well-taught pupil in primary and gram-
mar school, into that which should be the
High school, the Rector's Bible-class or Com-
municant-class, too seldom, alas! a feature in
our parish work, :

This is the Church’s system of Christian nur-
ture for the children and youth. How care-
fully it is previded for, not only those passages
already quoted, testify, but also tho rubries
which follow the catechism :

“The minister of every parish shall dili-
gently, upon Sunday sud holy days, oron
somo other copvenient oceasions, openly in the
Church, instruct, or examine 8o many children
of his parish, sent unto him, a8 he shall think
convenient, in some part of this Catechism.

¢« And all fathers, mothers, masters, and mis-
tresses, shall cause their children, servants and
apprentices, who have not learned their Cate-
chism, to come to the Church at the time ap-
‘pointed, and obediently to hear and to be or-
dered by the minister, until such time as they
have learned sll that is here appointed for them
to learn.

“So0 soon as children have come to & com-
petent age, and can say the Creed, the Lord's
Prayer, and the Ten Commandments, and can
answer to the other questions of this short
Cstechism, they shall be brought to the
Bishop."

Weo sre beholden to this system for more
than we can estimate of good. Wowho wero
born amd brought up in the Church know the
preciousness of this quiet, orderly instruction,
and our experience bears witness that there
could be no better system for impressing trath
upon the mind snd heart. I do not believe we
have any right to neglect, misuse, disuse, or
adulterate it. The qualities which commend
it are that it is clear, definite, progressive,
eminently practical, and, above all, spiritual.

It may not teach the distance betwaeen Jericho
and Jerusalem, or the value of a drachma, or
the many details of Jewish living in the time
of Christ. But it does instruct and catechize
the children in those things which they ought
to know for their soul's health, namely:—the
truths concerning the Blessed Trinity; God the
Father, who made them; God the Son, who
redeemed them; God the Holy Ghost, who
sanctifieth them, It does help them to approach
their Heavenly Father in Brayer. It does
teaeh them what their duty is both to God and
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to man, and points them to the sacraments as
constant helps and means of grace,

And to these things the Holy Scriptures are
to be in due time added, just in the right order,
according to their own teaching as, ¢.g. -

It seemed good unto me also, * * * k

* to write unto thee in order, most excel-
lent Theophilus, that thou mightest know the
certainly of those things wherein thou hast been
already catechized. (St. Luke i. 4).

“Every esrripture, given by inspiration of
God is profitable,” etc. * * ‘‘that the man
of God may be perfect—thoroughly furnished
unto all good works,” (2 Tim. iii. 16, 17.).

In conneotion with St. Mary’s,
fifteen camps, two hospitals, three
schools, and one prison are regul-
arly visited by the catechists, and

sbout half their time is devoted to
work among the heathen.

Rev. John Baptiste, at Souillac,
has about 130 Christians under his
charge, There are twenty-five es.
tates, one prison, and one hospital
in his district, and these are re-
gularly visited, with the help of
the catechist, David Annamaloo.

Rev. M. M, Stephen has lately
been moved to Moks, as he seems
to show more aptitade for Evange-
listic work than Pasteral, and he
has a large field before him in the
Moka district. :

Rev. J. Pickwood is workin
very well in the Island of Praslin
and in the adjacent islands. The
Home Committee lately showed
their appreciation of his services
by providing him with a new boat,
for which be has already expressed
his grateful thanks, In hischurch
(St. Matthew’s) he has an average
attendance of 150 every Sunday,
and & good proportion of commu-
nicants.

The Rev. R. T. de Carteret re-
ports very favourably of the work
at the Morne and Petit Cap in his
district, both of which places be
has lately visited. He had an at-
tendance at church on a week day
of 62. Mr. De Cartoret visits Bam-
bous twice a month, a8 no ordained
man has yot been found to replace
the late Rev. Desveaux. The at-

tendance last time was 536.
" Catechists C. Claude (Tamil) and
Devusagayam (Telugoo) are itin-
erant catechists. They have inter-
course with & great number of yeo-
plo, and help to spread a genoral
knowledge of Christianity.

Assistant Catechists T. Humph-
rey and T. Samuel are school-
masters, who devote all their spare
time te the work of the Mission,
I find them both helpfal.

The Snciety's special education
grant of £300 scrved for four years,
and maintained four schoola, The
fund was exhausted at the end of
1886, but the schools have been
kept up, and are doing work. Ar-
senal Street School passed & very
creditable examination by the Gov-
ernment Inspector the other day.

All the churches regret the con-
tinued weakness of the bishup, and
pray for his speedy rocovery and
return to his Dioocese.
