Awfu] Pevelopments—Arrest of a Dozen
of the Vigilance Committee.

FULL DETALS OF 1HE MURDER.

———

What the Suiviving Donnelly’s
Say.

———

(Liw Triciraph to the Post and True WiTNEss.)

Ltcaxw, Ont., February 4.—For some con-
siderable time back incendiary fires and
other misdemeanord have been of frequent oc-
currence, and, whether rightly or not, the
Donnelly family were blamed, if not as the
actual perpetrators of the crimee, that they
were the instigators. Hence an intense feel-
ing of enmity prevailed against them. A vi-
gilance committee was formed by the settlers
as o means of protection against these out-
rages. The last fire was on the Ryder farm
on Thursday night, the 15th January, in the
very wmidst of the Donnelly settlement, and
the four Donnelly brothers were at n wedding
when the fire occurred. The father and
mother, who were at their home at the time,
were arrested on suspicion. Their examina-
tion was still pending, and was to have be¢n
closed to-day; but tbe morning light dis-
played

THE GHASTLY SPECTACLE

of the remnins of the inmates of the Donnelly
bomestead burned to a cinder, after being first
maurdered with axes and such other weapons
as came to band. About 29 men, disguised
beyond recoguition, were engaged in the
bloody work. A little Loy, named Connors,
belonging to the village, was stayiog in tho
bouse over night, and, when the attack was
made, dodged under the bed without being
discovered. When the murdera were com-
mitted and the Liouse fired the gang decamped.
The boy then emerged from his hiding place
and made for the village, 'The only reliable
account that can be had is from the boy. The
parties murdered are Jamee and Judy, the
father and mother, Thomas, the youbgest
sou, Bridget, a nfece. About the same time
another party cailed at the residence of Vil-
liam Jonnelly, three miles distant from the
father's residence. His brother John, being
in the house, got up and went to the door,
when he wag imm.ediately

FIRED UPDN AND KILLED DEAD,

William, getting up, could see no trace of the
murderers. These are about the facts as far
88 can be ascertained in the excitement ot
the moment. Corouner Hossack is now sum-
moning a jury around the village to proceed
to the scene ot the murder. The cold-blooded
atrocity is withaut precedent in the crimiannl
calendar of Oatario. ‘The bodies are almcat
burned to a cinder. The old man and girl
are lyiog closely together in the northwest
cotner of the house. The old man's skull
was broken, evidently with & fire shovel,
which is lying under him. The old lady is
lying in one of the middle rooms, and shows
evidence of being killed in the same manner.
The sop, Tom, iz in the front part of the
bouse, and 1t wonld appear, from the large
clots of blood in the door and yard, that he
was killed outsidv and then thrown into the
burning building. The coroner’s jury is at
work, and the detectives are very busy. The
excitement i3 intense. The authorities
shorld make arrangements to guard every
outlet from heto for a couple of days.

LATER.

There is no new fealure in the Donnelly
murder. The body of John, who was shot
in the villnge here at a private house, was
viewed by the Coronmer’s jury, who are now
sitting. None of the children and friends of
the murdered family have arrived here yet,
but are on the way from Glencoe, St. Thomas
and Thorold.

Oae of the neighbors named Whalep, jr.,
stated to a Free Press reporter that he was
awakened at two o'clock by his child crying,
and raw that the Doonelly’s place was on fire,
The fire was breaking out of the windows.
No one was about. He went over in balfan
hour and found the kitchen burned, tho front
part being still burning. Four hours after
the bodies were found. Marks of blood were
at the front door, but be did not know how
they came there. Deponent then went to his
father’s house and found a small boy there
trightened almost to death, He had come
there about two g'clock a.m, He told them
of the fightin the house and the five, sayivg

as the bodies of all were left in the house.
The boy proved to be right. Deponent had
slways been on good terms with the Dun.
nellys, but believed thet the people around
were afraid of them. 'Fhe boy O‘Connor was
interviewed. He is aged 11 years, and living
with Lis mother in Lucan. He said be went
over to Donuelly’s at four o'clock on Tuesday
afternoon, and Jobhn Donnelly, Bridget Don-
nelly, the old man and the old woman, and
Tom Donnelly were there. They had their
supper, and went to béd between 12 and 2
o’clock. BSome.men came on pretence of ar-
vesting tho ‘old man ‘and Tom. 'fom 1lit the

The old woman was in the kitchen. They
struck her on the head with sticks. One of
the men asked, where ia the girl? She had
ran up stairs, A lot of them ran up stairs and
came down “soon, sayiaog, it all right. The
old man went out in the kitchen, and I heard
hism groan. Coal 0il was thrown on the bed,
and it wasset on fire ; as it blazed up they left
the house. There were about twenty of them,
After they had left Y crawled out, and as I
passed through the kitchen I heard Tom and
the old man breathing, but could not see them.
He then left and went over to Whalen's. The
boy appears to know more than he told, being
repeatedly cautioned by the constable not to
give the reporter a minute description of the
men or theirnames. The next person inter-
viewed by the Free Press reporter was Wm.
Donnelly, who said that he and Lis wife went
to bed in the front room, and Jack Hogan and
big Martin Hogan were sleeping in the next
room. About 2.3¢ awm. John Donnelly
arose, passed through William’s room, aund
agked who was that rapping at the door?
Some one said, “open tha door.” John
unlocked the door, and William at once heard

fired within a second of each other. John
called out ¢ I'm shot, T.ord have mercy upon
my poor soul!” He fell back in the arms of
Hogan, who had in the meantime got up ; he
was dragged intothe bed-room and died in
four minutes. Tracks weore found all round
the house, at overy door and window.
William, at daylight, left the house and traced
the tracks nearly to James Keefe’s house;
thero were tracks in every field for a mile
around. He believed they thought he was
theman who was shot. After the firlog his
wife went to the door and screamed, but soon
came in again. No help came. Datrick Don-
nelly, the son, who has been living in New
York, came through this evening, en route
home. He had no knowledge of the crime
until bhe reached here, when he was told by a
friend. He at once set out for the scene.

Lo~voy, Ont., February 4.—This evening's
Free Press has the following In reference to
the murdered Donnelly family : « Rightly or
wrongly the name Donnelly has been associ-
ated with innumerable crimes in the town-
ehip of Biddulph and the village of Lucan
for the past twenty ycars, including in the
category murder, araon, attempted shooting,
cattle-stealing, nssault, and larceny, besides
many misdemeanors of a 1ess heinous nature.
The old man, James Donnelly, and his wife,
came to this country between thirty and forty
years ago, and settled in Biddulph, County of
Huron, Shortly after taking up fifty acres,
the father squatted on another fifty acres in
the same township, but after a long and
tedious lawsuit, he was dispossessed by the
Canada Company, and the lot subsequently
came into possession of Mr.James Carswell.
One night, chortly after harvest, the barns
and grapary were destroyed by fire with all
the season’s crops. This was 1aid at the door
ot the Donnellys, but the perpetrators were
never discovered. Some time after Mr. Cara-
well had a number of

HORSES AND CATTLE DISEMROWELED,

and the blame was again atiributed to the
family. For the past ten years the Court re-
cords were not considered complete unless
one or more of them were up for trial. There
were seven boys and one girl in the family.
Of the boys, Mlichael and James are dead, the
former being killod in a quarrel at Water-
ford, a few months since. Jaumes was said to
have died from counsumption, but those who
wuore in a position to know, state that his
death resulted fiom the effects of a pistol ball,
while endeavoring to escape from a constable.
Robert, another son, bas but recently been
released from the penitentiary for att=mpt-
ing the lifo of Constable Everett. William
was convicted, in 1876, for assaulting and
wouuding Counstable Reid while in the
discharge of his duty, and was sentenced
to nine months imprisonment, bnt he was re-
leaged before completing the term on the
plea of sickness. John, Thomas and James
were also indicted at the Sessions in 1876, for
larceny, assault and attempted arson, but
their cases were remanded to the Assizes.
In the meantime, the witnesses were spirited
away, and the accused were subsequently held
on their own recoguizances to appear when
called wpon. Patrick is following black-
smithing in the vicinity of St. Catharines,
and the remainiag sons wors on the farm at
home. Michael and Robert followed stage-
driving for several years, and the man who
had sufficient pluck to cross their pathe in
business Booner or later Decame a }oser
either in stages, horsea or equipments. Oa
one occasion o team of horses were sub-
jected to

and on another occasion the tails of the

animals were cut off and their bodies mal-

treated in & tiendish manner. The members

made the quarrel of one of their numbera

victims, the father, mother, brother Tom, and
the cousin Bildget, were collected and placed
together in one coffin and conveyed here, and
now lie alongside the corpse of John in
Connor's house. The town is swarming with
detectives, commanded by Chief Williame, of
London. Twelve warrants have been issued,
and the constables and detuctives are moving
ont of town with conveyances to the scene of
blood, each coaveyance] baving a spare Seat
and four men in each wehicle. I corld
not ascertain the names of the parties

for whom warrants have been granted.
Everybody remarks wupon the won.
derful  stoicism of the two living

brothers, now here, men of vast experience
in such matters. They are utterly astoa-
iched at the cool shrewdness exhibited by
them in the trying ordeal through which they
ate passing. One of them was heard 10 re-
mark, the time has gone by for crying. I
might cry for one, but no tears can do justice
to this case. Actions, not tears, 18 the watch~
word. The village is stceped in gloom.
Every passer-by pursues bis way with down.
cast head, for, no matter what the former re-
cord of pedigree of the Donnelly’s were, the
enormity of this crime has sunk all others
into the shade, and the universal cry is that
such a cold-blooded wholesale murder must
and shall not go unwhipt of justice.

Tho situation at 7.30 p. m. showed no
abatement of the excitement. The daughter
Jennie artived by stage from London at 6
o'clack tbis evening, and the scepe was heart-
rending. Up to 9.30 p. m. nine prisokers in
all are under arrest, viz, Jumes Carroll, John
Dorcy, James Maher, Sr., James Maber, Jr.,
M. McLaughlin, John Kenuedy, Jr, Patrick
Ryder, Sr., Patrick Ryder, Jr, and James Ry-
der, Jr. The atmosphere is rife with ramors
of circumstantial evidence being in the pos-
session of the chief and his stafl. The nature
of these rumors for obvious reasons is not
made public.

The nine priseners have just started for
London, six of them coupled in pairs, the
thrce handcuffed singly. They were all in
charge of o strong constable torce. Where
the dead are lying is crowded to overflowing,
the unfortunate girl being the observed of all
obgervers. Her screams are wafted out on
the night air, and yct she knows nothiog of
the incidents connected with the tragedy.
The old man never murdered & man by the
name of Ryder. An altercation tock place at
a logging bee betweer him and a neighbor
named Farrell some twenty-three years
ago, both parties being under the influence
of liquor at the time. Tke result was that
the man Donnelly got in the unlucky
blow that caused the death of Farrell
Donnelly was never taken prisoner, but [re-
mained at large for sonie two years, until the
excitement died away and surrendercd Lim-
solf to the Jaw. But owiung to the represent-
ntions made to the Government that the
killing took place as much in self-defence as
with intent, the sentence was commuted to
pennl servitude for seven years. The late
broils which arose between them and their
own friends and co-religionists in their set-
tlement may kave been embittered. They ex-
pected more from them than from their out.
side friends, in which expectatious they were
disappointed, and hence the calamity which
has now bifallen them. Tke Ryders are the
parly whose premises were burned on the
night of Thursday, the 15th ult, and who had
the old man Donnelly and his wife under ar-
rest as nccesseries to the crime, the investiga-
tion of which before tho magistrates was to
Lave terminated on the very day that they
were 5o suddenly and fearfully called to their
last account.

Lvcax, February 6.—'1'he tuneral proces.
sion started at eleven o'clock. Tho chief
mourners were William Donnelly and wife,
Mrs. Curry, the daughter, and {her husband,
Patrick and Robert, the other two song, who
are both unmarried. The procession reached
over half a mile, and contained about five
hundred people. Ariived at St. Patrick’s
Church the -oflins were deposited in the
aisle of the church. At noon mass was cele-
brated by the Rev. Father Conuolly. The
rev. gentleman then addressed the congrega-
tion. At the first attempt he completely
broke down. After a shott time he delivered
an address of nearly half an hour's duration.
Facing the congregstion with tears in his
eyes, in a tremulous voice he said, ¢ Chris-
tian friends, we are in the presence of one ot
the most solemn scenes ever witnessed. I
haveassisted at many solemn burials but never
saw one liko this. My heart is broken.’ He
here

and wept like a child. In a few minutes he
said, «I never expected that such a Scome
would have taken place in our midst. When
T came tfo Biddulph I left a quiet and Chris-
tian place, or a place whare the laws of Gad
and man wero cver observed. Icameto a
district where neither were obrerved, and
hence these consequences and terrible scenes.
The laws of the land are founded on the
eternal laws of God, which bave not been ob-
served. Those who have beon interested in
haviog the laws of the land respected have
prostituted the sarred obligationa reposed in
them by their country, and from the pro-
atitution of that terrible responsibility they
will have to amswer for tho blood of those
victime. They will be obliged to meet them
in the eternal Judgment day as souls guilty
of being stained with innocent blodod. There
have been in this district many fires and ter.
rible destruction of life and property. of which
I bave heard and was almbst unable to be-
lieve, When I came [ hoped to be able to
guide them by the ‘hand of God, for. I do not
believe there is an Irish Catholic in Biddulph

Then
folluwed a lengthy explanation of his per-
sonnl grievances with the Donnelly family,
during the recital of which sobs and cryiong
were heard in all parts of the church. It
was half-past one when he concluded Lis ad-
dress. Up to 3 o'clock this afternoon the
funeral has occupied the public mind, acd
now the scene in the church and the words
of Father Connolly are in everybody's mouth.
As might be expected, this departure has not
in any way lessened the general excitement.

Father Connolly states that, a short time af-
ter his airival in his present mission, he as-
certained, by means of his sacred calling,
that there was a society already in existence
in the settlement, aud that upon learning the
purport of its intentious he determined to do
away with it and its influcnces, and formed
the nucleus of another committee, the prin.
ciples of which were so modified that any
person under his spiritual jurisdiction could
become members of the same without vio-
lating the enactments of any law human or
divine—in farct, a body of men being sim.
ply banded together for the Bole purpose
of self-protection of their goods and chattels.

nedy’'s house a blanket saturated with blood,
also pair of pauts with similar spots. Ken
nedy, it will be remembered, was arrected the
following night, and cenveyed to London
gaol.  Detective Phair, also of London,
shortly after the first arrest, brought in a
young man named John Puortell, a farm
laborer. About 8 o'clock they were conveyed
to Clandebois Station, whero the cars were
boarded for London, where they were safely
lodged in ggol.

a sheet. 1o the course of the questions by
the detective, it was ascertained that tho gun
bhad recently been used, and was then loaded
with slugs. It waa taken posscssion of. The
son, John, owned up te ULeing a member of
the Vigilance Committee, but the old man,
who was much excited, and his family, said
they knew uothing about it. Ho explaioed
bat little concerning the workings of the
seciet body, and profesred complete
igonorance of the manner which
the supposed murderors were work-
ing. He may yet prove a valuable
witnees, The ofticer and his companions
next visited the house of John Kennedy,
futher of the Kennedy now in London jail,
where a remnrkable statement was made by
the old niother. She suid she believed her
son and Martin McLaughlin had been the
rivgleaders of the frightful hutchery of the
Donnellys, Mrs. William Donnelly is n
daughter of these old people, who were al-
waye friendly towards the persecuted family,
and ondeavored to assist them in their strug-
gles through troubles.

In tho ufternoon Chief of Police Willinms
arrived, and also lett for the country, making
quite n number of examinntions, and glean-
ing what is supposed to bg valuable evidence.
‘I'he police are mnost reticent on the matter of
their work, which gives rige to the belief that
they nre quictly working up a chinin of cvi-
dence which will succoed in convicting at
lenst threo or lour of the men now in gaol.

The inquest will tuke place on Wednerday,
when it is generally belioved that no evidence
ngainst the prisoners will be tuken, but wim-
ply sufficient to establish the murder. The
developments of to-day are comparatively
meagre, owing to the extreme Becrecy of the
police.

Lrcax, Feb. 5.—The massacre of the Don-
Lelly family was the all absorbing topic in
this village to-day. Groups of men congre-
gated in the various bar-rooms discussing the
affeir of yesterday morning in a matter-ot-
fuct style. Very few were the pronouncod
sympathizers with the remmnantof the Don-
nelly family in their aflliction; such as
expressed an opinion denouncing the red-
handed assassins did so in secret.  Oflicers of
the law were constantly mixing in the
gatherings, and their appearance was the
signal for silence. Iivery stranger is looked
upon a8 a detective, and the answers given to
the qunestions of reporters, who are present
froin all patts of Western Qutario and the
frontier cities of the United States, were given
cnutiously. There appcars, however, to be s
growing teeling of sympathy with the Don-
nellys, although it {s not yet outapoken. Tre
history of the Donnellys aud their misdeeds
is the principal talk of tho people in the vil-
luge, and it would appear that the offences
committed by them could not be enumerated
within the covers of a hundred page pam-
phlet, A story is told of the family being de-
nounced from the Altar of the Catholic
Church by the parish priest, Father Conuoally.
The villagers tell of barns, houses, and sheds
being fired by them, and the hamstringing of
cattle seems to have been o favourite mmuse-
ment of the ill-fated family. The victima ot
their vengeance were not picked from among
persons differing with thew in religion, as the
majority of those who who were made to fesl
their apite were, like themaulves, Lrish watbo-
lics. In fact the country sorrounding this
village is settled by Catholics principally
from Tipperary, and thogse who know the close
mouth of the avarage Tip, give their heads an
ominous shake when tbe question is mooted,
«Do you think any of the gang will split?”
That a vigilance committee wus formed is no

night, Chiefof Police Williams drove through
to London in company with three or four city
police and county constables.

By this time the people of the village had
arrived at the conclunion that a clean sweep
was going to be mndo by the police, and they
oponly anticipated the arrest of all persons
known to be wmembers of the vigilance com-
mitte. When Chief Williamg and Deteclives
Phair and Murphy drove through the village
to the colls having in charge John Kennedy,
it was freely commented on that at least two
of the principal members of the comuittee,
Carroll and Kennedy, had been secured. This
prisoner i8 alsoa farmer. He I3 n maon of
lieavy build, standing over six feet in height,
and is about 35 years old, His sisteris the
wife of Willinm Donnelly, and he is known to
cutertain auything Lut kindly feelings toward
the Dounelly family, who bave, in their time,
made him tee! their presence in the neighbor-
hood. When thethree officers went to arrest
him at his home, which is in the same con-
cersion where the old Donnelly homestead
once stood, they found him absent from the
place, and npon making onquiries it was learn-
ed that he had gone to the housa of a farmer
named Heenan, nbout a mile and a half dis-
tant. Thither ho was followed and taken into
cnatody.  Like the other prisoners, hin arrest
did nat appear to surprige him, nnd he is said
to have acted in the coolest possible menner
when taken in charge. When scen by a il
reporterin the lock-up to-night he presented a
perfect picture of tranquility.  He was lying
on a emall pile of cut woed. The only thing
which appeared to trouble him was that I
could get nothing to eat until bis arrival in
London. When spoken to lLe preserved o
strict silenco on the {fate of the Donnelly
family. During the attermaon Detectiveos
Phair and Murphy nrrested one Martin Mec-
Laughlin, who resides about a mile from the
scene of theshooting of John Donnelly.

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NEW CHURCH AT SARNIA.

A Bailding of which the Catholics may
be Promd.

On Feburary 1st the Rt. Rev. Dr. Walsh,
Bishop ef the Roman Catholic Diocese of Lon-
don, opened a flne new church in the town of
8arnia, a church of which the denomlination
over which the Bishop presides in this section
may well be proud. Is Lordship preached to
an immencd audience. The church was
thronged from altar to gallery at seven p.m.,
when Rev, Dr. Kilroy, of Strattord, delivered n
lecture. Fully 1,500 persons were seated. A
full description of the sacred edifice is givenin
the S8arn!a Observer, from which we quote:

Ground was first broken for the foundation of
the new edifice on the 18th of March, 1878, the
corner atone betng laid on the 9th of June follow-
ing by Rt. Rev. Dr. Walsh, Bishop of London.
The {nscription onthe front (or west)side of the

stone reads:
i1 Haxc Esr

Doxus DN
FIRMITER ASDIFICATA.
4. D, 1878,

Oun the south side of the stone are the words :

wos completed townrds the end of the same year,
when the workmen were compelled to postpone
thelr labor until the followling meonth of April,
owling to the severity of the weather. Work was
then resnmed, continuing without accldent up
to the end of last week, when the structure was
pronounced completed.

The **Church of Our Lady of Mercy"~—for such
is the title of the edifice, beautifully lnseribed
on the ke stonc—1s sltuafed on the corner of
Christina street and London Road, faclng the
west. It isbullt In modern Gothic style, and
stands on @ space of 52 feet 9 inches by 100 feet,
with north and south transepts.each measuring
8x28 feet ; the sanctuary, 23x23 feet; and the
sacristy at tho rear, 22x3) feet. The foundation
is built of imestone, of rock-face work ; and the
superstructure isof white brick,with Ohlosand-
stone trimmings. The tower {8 situated on the
south-west corner, measuring from the grade
ilne to the top of the cross 148 fect. Thesplrels
covered with slate, of variegated patterns, the
four stdes of its bave showlng the sacred mono-
gram, *“ 1. 1.8 Pennsylvapiaand Vermont
glate 18 used In the construction of the roof,
which I8 of a Ruperlor quality. The design s
new and heantiful, the colors belng black. green
and red. Tne sacred characters (L. H.K.")
alsoappear on the roof. Four crosses are placed
tn different points of the building, exclusive of
that belonging to the spire, which isgllded with
gold leaf, in the centre of which a small cross is
sunk in black, giving a pleasant contrast. The
bell of the old church hasbeen placed in position
in the new pelfry. -~

The vestibule of the church is renched by two
doors—one at the front, or main entrance, both
of which are of massive oak, and beautifully
grained. Thesoarc approached by steps of wond,
painted and randed in Linitation of light sand-
stane—as, in fuct, is all the outside woodwork.
The vestibule 13 nine feel wide, and extends the
entire width of the building. Three doors ot oak
all handsomely grained, lead for the vestibule
to the interjor. Thedoors are hung on double
action spring hinges, and all opened outward.
The celllogs are fortyfeet in hel%m.ﬁnishedwnh
open-trussed roof, dividing the celllng into
panels. ‘The gallery extends across the front of
tie building, immediately above the vestibule,
and !s approached by a fiight of windlug stairs
in the tower. The front central portion of the
gallery projects nearly sevexn feet beyoud the
ilnoe, whiohis to be used by the choir. The en-
tire wood-word of theinterior of thochureh is
oak grained, the workmanship of whieh is all
that could be desired. Messre, C. Taylor &
Son, of this town, wore the contractors of the
entire painting and grainlong. Thesegentlemen,
as the work on the church tcstifies, employ
nonec but the best workmen, and the regular
staff was strengtheed by the additlon of Mr,
James Simple, one of the best grainers la Lon-

on.,

The seating of the churc) was done by Messrs,
Bennot Bros., ¢f London—a well-known firm.
Thero are three aisics, the central measuring
6ft. 10In., and the sldes 3ft. 8in. In width. The
number of pews are thirty-two double and
thirty-two single, which will comfortably sent
about 600 persons, with sufliclent room for
twenty additional pews whtn occasion requires.
The paws are of open battern, belng made of oak
with walnut ornamentation, and a1l hard eil
fivished. On the outside of each is st orna-
mental Gothle panel, In which Is placed a cross,
the raored monogram, ‘1. H. 8.,” belog en-
closed on each end in a necat design In black
etters. A'lthe rewsare supplied with improved
kneeling benches, which can be folded back
when not in use; and sloping book supports ex-
tend at full length, Our reporter was informed
that this is the only chureh In Ontarlo whielh fs
seated wlth tlils pew ; and competent judges say
that, Irvespective of creed, the church iy nmot
only the best seated in the Province, but that it
1s one of the bestarranged In Western Canadn.
Messrs, Bannet Bros. have certalnly performed
their portlon of the work in a maunnerthatcan-
not fail-to please all interested, The value of
the pews 1s 3600

Two stops are placed immediatly in flont of
the communion railing, which is of a beautiful
cottern, atl being oak grained with thoe excep-
tion of tho top railing, which is laid in walnut.

THE IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT.

The Queen's Speechi—Tactics of HMome
Rulers.

Lovpox, February 5.—The weather is iine.
The royal procession, preliminary to the
opening of Parliament, took place in accord-
ance with the programme announced. The
Queen arrived at the House of Lords ten
minutes past two. Upon ruceiving the copy
of the speech from Lord Cairps, the Lord
High Chancellor, Her Majesty handed it
back, and, as usual, Lord Cairns read the
specch, The ceremony lasted fifteen min-
utes.

TUE QUEEN'S SPEECH.

My Lords and Qentleren~It is with much
satisfaction I again resort to the advice and
assistance of my parliament. My relations
with all the powers continue friendly. The
couree of events since tho prorogation of
Parliament has tended to furnish additional
security to the maintenance of European
peace on principles laid down by the Treaty
of Berlin. Much, however, still remains to
be done to repair the disorder with which the
late war has affected many parts of the Turk-
ish Empire,

A convention for the suppression of the
slave trnde has been concluded between my
government and that of His Imperial Ma-
jesty the Sultan. At the clere of your lust
session I expressed a hope that the treaty of
Gundamuk had happily terminated the war
in Afghanistan. In conformity with its pro-
visions my envoy, with his retinue, was
honorably received aund entertained by the
Ameer at Cabul. While engaged, however, in
the exercise of their duty he and those con-
nected with the embassy were treacherousty
attacked by overwhelming numbers, and, after
an beroic defonse, almost all wero massacred.
An outrage s&o intolerable called for com-
dign chastirement, and my troops, which, pur-
suant to stipulations of the treaty, either
had withdrawn or were withdrawing from
the territories governed by the Ameer, were
ordered to retrace their steps. [ho skill
exhibited in the rapid march upon Cabul,
and "in the advances upon other lines of
action, reflects the highest credit upon the
officers and men of my Dritish and native
forces, whose bravery has shone with lustre
in every collision with the enemy. The
abdication of the Am.cer and unsettled con-
dition of the country rendor the recall of my
troops impossible for the present, but the
principle on which my Government has
bitherto acted remains uanchanged, and while
determined to mnke the froutiers of my
‘Indian Empire strong I desire to be on
friendly relations alike with those who may

.rnle in Afghanistan and with the peopie of
" that country.

My anticipations as to the early establish-

- ment of pence in South Africa bas been com-

pleted. The captared position of the Zulu
King and the breakiog up cf the military
organization on which his dynasty was based
bas rolieved my possessions in that part of
the world from a danger which seriously im-
peded their advancament and consolidation.
In Basutoland a native outbreak of consider-
able importance has been effectually quelled
by my colonial forces, while the Tranivaal
has been froed from the depredations
of a powerful Chlef, who having suc-
cessfully "resisted the former government
of the country had persistently rzjected our
attempts at concilistion. I bave reason to
hope the time ia now approacLing when an
important advance may be mads towards the
establishinent of a Union or Confederation
under which.the powers of self-governtuent
already enjoyed by the inhabitants of Cape
Colony may be extended to my subjects {n
‘other partgot South Africa. Papers on thege
and other matters will be forthwith laid be-
fora you. . S v
. - OQentlemen of the -Ilouse of Commons~I have
directed estimates of this year to be prepaced,
and laid before you without delay.
My Lordy and Gentlemen,—The Commlssion |
which at'the close'of the session I informed,
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terms more liberal than those prescribed by
the existing law. I feel assured you wiil
give your sancticn to the course which has
been adopted, where it may have exceeded
the power established by Parliament to the
Executive of the Government. The proposst
will be submitted to you for providiag the

on the secusity of proporty administered by
the Church Temporalities Commiasioners.

I trustyou will be able to resume the con-
sideration of the ciiminal code and of the im.
provement of the law of bankruptcy. Bills
will be laid before you for enlarging the
powers of owners' settled lands, for consoli-
dating and amending lunmcy laws, aad for
simplifying the practice of conveying.

I commendto you these and other men-
sures which may be submitted for your con-
sideration,and I trust the blessing of Almighty
God will attend and direct your labors.

Lords Beaconsfield and Salisbury were not
present at the opening of Parliament.

The Queen’s recaption by the crowd was
very enthusiastic. Seats to view the Roral
procession fetched heavy prices. There was
tho usual search for Guy Fawkes Iin the
cellara of the House of Commons this morn-
ing.

Mr. Shaw, Home Rule member for Cork,
will, on behaifof the Irish members, move an
amendment to the Address in reply to the
Queen's Speech at the earliest mowment, con-
demning the Government's failure to take
efficient measnres to relieve the distress in
Ireland, and wil1 call upon them to do so0.

In the l{ouse of Commons Sir Stafford
Northcote, Chancellor of the Exchequer, gave
notice that he would move to-morrow the
adoption of a Bill sanctioning the measures
of relief for Ireland already taken, and for
furthor relief.

Mr, Sullivan, Home RBule member for
Louth, gave notice that he would to-morrow
move for leave to Introduce a Bill for the
protection of life and property in Lreland by
suspending serving writs of ejectment for
non-payment of rent.

Mr. O’Donuell, Home Ruler, gave notice
that he would move an amendment to the
address, calling attention to the systematic
neglect of Irish aflairs, and also to the fac-
tious misrepresentation of the acts of Irish
members of Parliament by the Government
and their agents.

Mr. Newdegate, Conservative member for
Warwickeshire, gave notice of his intention to
offer resolutions providing for the suspension
of members as a penalty for the obstruction
of legislation.

Mr. Shaw's proposed amendment to the ad-
dress concludes with the statement that it is
easential, for the peace and prosperity of Ire-
land, to lcgisinte immediately and compre-
hensively on quostions relative to land tenure,
the neglect of which duty was the true cause
of the constantly recurring distress in that
country.

Mr. Mowbray, Coaservative member far
Oxford Umiversity, moved the address in an-
swer to the Speech from the Throne. Mr,
Carry, in feconding the mution said, the dis-
tress in Ircland was not so general as had
beont represented.

The Marquis Hartington  hoped
the Government would, ut the
earliest moment, state definitely what steps
had been taken to relieve the distress in Ire-
land, and contended that the Governmont
bad prolonged the opportunity for obstruc-
tion by unnecessarily continving the exist-
ence of Parliament.

Sir Stafford Northcote, Chancellor of the
Exchequer, replied that he regretted Lord
Hartington had not given any explana-
tions touching the attitude of the Liberals
in regard to the Home Kule question, and
said there was nothing in tho state of the
country rondering disrolution necessary,
The Governmeat, he claimed, bad not been
remiss in taking what stepe, in Ireland, they
thought necessary upon the information re-
ceived, and he added that the Government
wonld ask for o bLill of indemnity for loans
granted. If the object of Mr. Shaw’s amend-
ment was to register a vote against the Gov-
ernment, it would be right he should offer it
while he was ignorant of the Government's
proposals regarding [reland.

Mr. Shaw then move the adjournment of
tho debate, which was agreed to after n desul-
tory discussion, in which several Irish mem-
bers participated, ag to whether Mr. Shaw
should move his amendment before or after
tho (overnment proposal had been made
known.

The House then adjourned.

British Graln Trade.

Losvoy, February 3.—~The Murk Luns Es-
press, in 1t roview of the British grain trade
for the past weok, says. « The severe frost
has again stopped all agricultural work and
canal navigation, and seriously impeded the
unlonding of vessels, while fogs have
checked  business. Tae growing wheat
has made no apparent progress and in
many fields it has not appeared above
ground. It is feared that this renewal
of frost will be a severe trial on sutumn-sown
grain. A great deal of ground e yet un-
ploughed. There is little slteration in the
quantity or condition of the English grain
sent to market, which is still in a damp and
dofective condition. Owing to this fact, and
an increased pressure to sell on the part of
furmers there was a decline of 23 per quarter
lust Monday, which has not since been
recovered, nearly all the influences now
dominant in the wmarket hnving remain-
ed on the side of buyers. The imports
have been on a tolerably liberal scale for mid.
winter, the shipments from India and Southern
Russin coming to bhand pretty freely. This
excess of supply over the demand, coupled
with the rapid fall of prices in America, caused
a decline of 18 per qr. Business during the
week hes been marked Ly a good deal of In-
decision. Despite the inclination of holders,
in cousequence of a further increase inthe
visible supply in America, to accept lower-
prices, buyers nperated very cautfously.
Though American prices are now redaced to
a level with thore rullng in this country; &
further reduction there is required, as with-

Ig was reportediat a recent meeting of the
Bociety for the Benefit of tho Sons and Daugh-
ters of Ministers and Missionaries of the Free
Church of Scotland that during the past year
171 applications for grants hind been made,
and that 143 had been favourably entertained,
and £3284 voted in grants. It was remarked
that as the soclety became better known there
would 10 doubt be a considerable increase in
its regular income, and a resolution commend-
ing the institution to the members of the
Church was heartily agroed to.

Tho twenty-first annual meeting or the
Greenock Property Investment Soclety was
held on, January 12th, when the aunnual
report of the directors was submitted for
approval. The reserve fund stands at
£794 108 9d, o sum sufliclent to meet all
contlogencies. The amount advanced in
loan to members was £8913 7a 94, the
average premium on which was 11s 192
per share, At 30th November last there were
739 shargholders, holding 12,724 shares, and
the subscribed capital was £318,100. The
directors recommended tho payment ofa divi-
dend ot 5} per cent on lnvested capital, and
11 per cent. on the contributions paid during
last year. The report was adopted, and direc-
tors appolinted for the present year.

Theannual meeting of the Glasgow Cham-
ber ot Commerce was held on the 12th Jan-
unary. Mr. James King of Levernholm, who
occuplied the chair, gave an interesting skotch
of tho commercial history of the past year.
Mr. M. Anderson, the secretary, read the an-
nual report, which expressed the profound re-
gret of the directors at tho death of Sic James
Lumsaden, Mr. Whitelaw, M.I>,, and Alr. Pat-
rick Playfair, and gave an account of the va-
rious matters upon which action had heen ta-
ken in the course of the past twelve months,
chicf amongst these being the question of
amending the DBankruptcy laws, Income-{ax
deductions for depreciation of machioery, the
expocted increare of tariff duties im certain
foreign States, the employment of seamen, and
the Spanish import duties. The report was
adepted on the motion of the Lord Provost,
geconded by Mr. J. N, Cuthbertson.

Thoe Coming Struggle in Europe.

As the spring draws near so do tho signs
f a great European counflict.

Reguniations for Lent.

Ash-Wednesday 18 on the 11th of Feluu-
ary. From that day until Easter Sunday,
every day is a fast day except Bundays.
Palm Sunday is not a fast day though it be a
day of abstinence. The use of flesh meat is
allowed at the three meals on every Sunday
in Lent except Palm Sunday. The same i3
allowed once a day only, on- every Monday,
ueaday and Thursday, between the firet Sun.
day in Lent and Palm Snnday.

On these days meat can be nsed at the on2
meal only, and no fish is allowed at the same
meal.

We can only take one full meal on a fast
day. In the moming we may, according to
the prevailing custom, take a cup of tea or
coftec with a small piece of bare bread.

In the evening weo can take a collation,
which must not be a full supper, and must
consist of 1ight meagre food,

On days of tast and abstinence we may
cook mengre food with dripping, even with
pork, but the pork itself I8 not to be eatan.

In families where soup is used for dinner,
pork, grease or fat can be patla it (no other
kinds of meat). If any of this soup remain
aftér dinner it may be used atthe evening
collation. = Pork, lard or grease cannot be
used In its natnral state.

On meagre days pastiry cooked with drip-
ping or fat may be caten.

Such as are exempted from fasting from
heir meals through inflrmity, ags or hard
labour may use meat three timesa day, when
others use it only once.

The above privilegea authorized in the
Dlocese of Montreal (circular of Feb, the
16th, 1872) "facilitate the observance of Lent
very considerably; and with a little good
will many can keep the solemn fast that the

aviour sanctified by fasting 40 days and 40
nights and that was eversacred in the Church

JUMPERIAL PARLIAMENT.
(Continned sfrom Third Paye.)

LoxpoyN, Feb. 6.—The debate on the Home
liule amendment to the addreas was com-
menced.

Mr. Redmond (Home Ruler) moved, and
Mr. Mahor (Home Ruler) seconded, an
amendmeat to the address.

pst.  If the Government had offered
tv meke advances to the Irish farmers in
the first instance at the mte of one per
. ent., tkey might bave done much to avert
the calamity now upon Ireland. The Gov.
.rnment ought also to have given greater
powers to Boands of Guardians. A gradual
process of starvation had been going on in
freland for some time. He did not wish the
Government to lavish too much money on
jublic works because the peoplo were demor-
alized by the manner in which money had
been wasted in 1847, I was discreditable to
England’s greatness that in Ireland three-
fourths ¢! the people should ba reduced to a
condition barely removed from actual famine
by two or threc bad harvests. He acknow-
ledged that the problem to be solved wasa
difficult one, but the difticulty was not iu-
superable.

Sir Staftord Northcote said he found no
fault with the Irlsh members for taking this
early chance of dmwing attention to so im-
portant a matter, but they would be golng
besido the question of distiess by occupying
themselves with such points as those dealt
with in the amendment. He distinctly
Jdenied that the Government had allowed the
matter to sleep. The report of the Registrar
General for the past year, just received, dis-
closed a very unsatisfactory state of things.
The extunt of the late undercrops in Ireland
wags lers than during any preceding ten years.
Thetotal valueofthe principal crops of the year
1879 was extimated at £23,000,000 against
£33,000,£00 for the preceding year. The
potato r1op of 1538 is cstinated al 50,500,000
cwt., whereas it is expected the yicld for 1879
will be on'y 22,000,000 cwt.—a most alarm-
ing de.rease, Toward the end of October
there was for.arded to tbe Cabinet informa.
tion which the Government took into serious
vonsideration, inviting the Lord Licutenapt
and otbers to attend in London. The Gov-
ernment fouud there was considerable appre-
hension of famine in some parte of Ireland.
Thoy thereupon took the precautions neces-
sary, pending the meeting of Pariiament. In
the Bill which he intended at a later period
to infrodoce, there would be provisions
auihorizing the local Government Board to
authorize Boards of Guardians to issue food
and fuel by way of relief. It would also be
proposed to allow the Boards of Guardlans to
borrow money in exceptional cases. The
question of stimulating ibe. work of labor
was one full of difticulty, but the Government
was desirous of doing something in that
direction, and they thought it best to give
some epcouragement to persons to borrow
money to be used in {he¢ improvement of
thelr land, therefore, they propose to advance
loans on exceedingly easy terms to landlords,
to be used for that purpose.

Parnell and Diilon very properly trace all
the wretchedness found in Ireland to the
Irish land system. Until the public opinion
of the world can induce Great Britain to
change this system, just so long must Irish
famines and Irish outbreaks continue. A
system that 1uns naturally to short crops
must keep up & never-fuiling supply of want
and insubordination.

Abolish the feudusl land system in Ireland
and Ireland would soon become one of the
most prosperous Dnations in Europe. To
abolish this system and mako every farmer
in Ireland the owner ot his fuim, would cost
not to exceed $500,000,000. The money to
pay for the land can be borrowed by the Eng-
lish Government at three per cent. This
would make the annual interest $15,000,000,

By doubling the crops in Ireland the gov-
ernment would increase the taxes received
from Ireland at least $25,000,000 a year.
This shows that the government can carry out
the proposed land reforn and yet make
$10,000,000 a year clear profit by the opera-
tion. ’

Prussia, from 1812 to 1814—two short
years—chapged her entire land system. In
tbat brief time she abolished the feudal sys-.
tem and made every farm holder a farm
owner. The good example of Prussia can
be followed with profit by Great Britain. A
system productive of nothing but waste on
one hand and starvation on the other can-
not be too speedily abolished.—.4lbany Post.

excite a lively iuterest iu the causes, near and
‘ remote, ot tho periodical recurreuce of great
destitution among the poorer classes of lre-
land.
; It may not be amiss for me to slate my
| view of the principal causes of the destitu.-
i-tion which now appeals so strongly to every
i generous mind. They are (1) the almost en-
tire dependenco ot the population upon agri.
culture; (2) the precariousncss and insecurity
of the tenure of Jand to the cultivators of the
‘ soll ; (1) the total want of control by the
| people of Ireland over its 0wn revenue, power
| and resources, greatly aggravated by the non-
residence of a large portion of the ownors of
the doil.

While in Eogland about two.thirds of the
population are dependent on manufactures
and commerce, in Ireland, on ths other hand,
about nine-tenths of the population are de-
pendent on agriculture, The cause of this
utter dependence of the Irish people apon
agricullure i8 familiar to every reader of Eng-
lish and Irish history. I will briefly refer to
one branch of Irish manufacturing industry,
and the history of its systematic suppression,
as an instance of the methods by which
Ireland was prevented jrom le:oming a
rich and self.dependent commercial coun-
try. So far back as the beginning of the 14th
century weo find that the Irish woollen manu-
factures were in high requeat nat only through-
out the British islands, but on the continent
of Europe, and especially in Italy, a country
whose fabrice had attained an ndvanced state
of perfection. In an act of the reign of Queen
Elizabeth special reference is made to the
prosperity of the Irish woollen trade; and in
the reign of Willlam the Third the Lords and
Commons of England addressed that mon-
arch on the aame subject in this extraordinary
language, after detailing their  griov-
ances against  the prosperous  con-
dition of the trade in Ireland :—+ \Where-
fore, we most humbly beseech your most
sacred Mlnjesty that your Majesty would be
pleased, in the most public and effectual way
that may be, to declare to all your subvjects of
Iroland that the growth and increase of the
woollen manufacture there has long been,and
will be ever, looked upon with great jealousy
by all your subjects of this kingdom, aud,
if not timely remedied, may occasion very strict
lawa tolally (o prohibit and supjress Lhe same.’

It ia not less extraordinary that so enlight-
ened and courngeous a’ ruler ng Willlam the
Third should promply reply to this address
that “he would do all that in him lay to dis.
courage the woollen manufacture of Ireland.”
The calamitous results of this fatal policy
are familiar to the world. .

The:same policy - was .pursued in dealing
with the American colonies ; sothat the illus.
trioas Lord Chatham, strongly opposing tax-
ation in -America, gaid that the powur of Par-

Jiament - extended in .the colonies to the
proliibition of their:carrying a hat to. market
over the line of one province into another; or
to breaking down a'loom in the most distant
_corner, of the British empire in America ; and
ifthis power were denied, - I would not,” sald
he, #permit them -to manufacture a lock of
wool,or. form a borae-slioe, or & hobnajl.”

A satill graver causa of the misfortunes of
Ireland is the want of fixity-of tenure by the
.cultivators of the roil: . This is an evil g0 ex-
tensive.. in its-ramifications, and so. fatal to
indnstry; and fiappiness, that .a mere recital,
of :the.traln of. disastrona congequences that

lot beeome; for, instead of being al-
lowed to enjoy the frults of his industry, he
{8 subjected to a hurdensome tax on it, in the
form of a periodical raising of the rent for every
improvement he makes; and, If he protests
against thie spoliation, he s liable to be
forthwith dispossessed of his holding, and his
ouly remedy is {n emigmation. Even the op-
ponents of land reform In [reland acknow-
ledge that this ia a crying evil; and their
foremost organ and expoment, the Tory
Quarterly Revier, of London, used this lan-
guage on the subject a fow years ago :

uWe would go one step further (than Lord
Clarendon), and admit that to eject an un-
ofiending and paying tenant from a home-
stead or farm which he has held for years,
and whereon probally his pavents had lived
before him, and to whicl, theretore, he had
contracted a natural attachmeunt,—and thus
to eject him from pure caprice or greediness,
even where full compensatiou for actual im.

not prevent some generations of il blood,
tuat which, if donent present, may still be in
time permanently to reconcile the two coun
tries.”

Mr. Mill'sa remedy was the instituticn by
Parlinment of a con:mulssion to examine im-
mediately every farm which is let ton tenant,
and commute tho present variable for a fixed
rent; to ascertain in cach case that annual
payment would be an equivalent to the land-
lord for the rent he now rsceives—provided
that rent Lo not excessive—and for the pre-
gent value of whatever progpect there may be
of an incrense, from any other source than the
peasant’s own exertiong; to secure this
awnnual sum to the landlord wunder the
guarantee of the BState, with the option
of recelving it directly from the na-
tional treasury, by being inscribed as the
owner of consols sufticient toyield the amount;
—by which means, to use hie own words,
wevery farm not farmed by the jroprietor
would become the permanent holding of the
existing tenant, who would pay either to the
landlord or to the Stato the fixed rent which
had been decided upon ; or less, if the in-
come which it was thought just that the
landlord sbould reccive were more than the
tenant could reasonably be required to
pay. Tho benefit, to the cultivator, of a
permanent property in the Roil does not
depend on paying nothing for it, but oa the
certainity that the payment canoot be in-
creased.” .

I have cited thus at length from thia liberal
and philosophical statcaman because his
treatment of the queslicn probes the wound
of 1rish discontent and destitution, and is tha
most exhaustive and dispassionate of any that
I-hnve met with.

Theoretically, every drop of water which falls
oa the fleld should sink straight down to the
level of ths draias, avd force a drop of water ba-
fore that level to rise into the draln and flow ofl.
How exsactly this Is true in nature cannot be
known, and is not mnaterirl. Drains madeinpur-
suance of this theory will be effective for auny
actual condition.

Any system, which so disposes of the water

causing it to assume the lqguld form. .

The Chatrman,in %m oslng
the toast of the evening, ** Success tothe Gaelle
RFoclety of Inverness,” copgratutated the mem-
bers ou the publieation of the eighth volumeof
the goclety s translations, which showed that a
great deal of labor and resoarch had been ex-
pended on ft. (Apglnusc ) This volume showed
that 1he Celtic fire burned with ns great ardour
as ever. Considering that they us a soclety had
arrogated to themselves the right of viewing
the ﬁlzhlnndor in his various aspects, and that
they had seen him as & crofter and in his
various other social o:cupations, to-night he
thought it would nat be out of place to nave /
clanceat him ns he migat appear a8 & soldier.

deeds of our ancestors more tban he did ; but in
contrastiog the past with the present hie must
say that he thought that they had now among
them In the Highlands men who had got the
hearts to will and the arms to preform rimilar
deeds of valor if placed la a position where they
wou'd be called upon to «doso. (Loud cheers.)
Seelng that regiment after regiment was ratsed
in those days, how did {t come to pass that we
cannot raise men 1n tho Highlands in a stmijlar
way at the present day ?

This residue
fased with caustic soda atill contained a very
few minute crystaline forms and particles of
what we assume to bs carbon in some gra-
pbitic form, which burns away on the appli-
cation of a strong heat. Thislatter residue I
trust still forther to examine, when 1 shall
have obtained a large quantity of ma.
terial on which to work. It {3 atthe same
time due to myself to explain that the theory
upon which my experimenta were based with
the view of obtaining carbon in its cryatal-
line modification is by no means unsound or
even shaken by the non-success of the recent
experiments. I have Mr. Maskelyne's autho-
rity to state that he thinks it far from impro-
bable that by some modification of these expe-
riments the desired result may yet be obtained,
and he enconrages me to go on ia the line of
enquiry I had mapped out for myself. Work-
ing on what I yet corsider a perfectly sound
theory,and with materials usnally considered
to be beyond suspicion of impurity, I ob.
talned a crystalline subgtance which is so like
diamond dust in appearance, even undera
kigh power of the microscope, as to deceive
even experts. 1t resisted the action of acids
and Birong alkaline solutions, as well as a
bigh degree of heat, and at least a portion of
ft is hard enough not onmly to cul glass,
but to seratch sapphire, ruby and some other

gems, not excepting even the diamond
itself, The eftects produced on ex-

posing the particle to the electric discharge
in a vacuous tube (an experlment kindly
tried tor me by my friend Br. Crookes,
F.R.S, the well-known chemist) is so similar
in appsarance to that produced by the Bra-
zilinn diamond or even ¢ boart,” the crystals
glowing or phosphorescing with the most
beautiful colors, such as pale blue, orange,
apricot, and yellowich green, that Mr. Crookes
atated to me that had he not known from me
the nistory of the little fragments he wonld
have declared them to be emall fragments of
Brazilian boart or diamond.

I would beg to point out that while an-
nouncing my belief that I had produced car-
bon in its crystaline modification, I courted
the fullest possibleinguiry. I can scarcely
hold myself respousible for tho somewhat
extravagant ideas which have appeared on
this subject, as I do not believe that it is
likely, or even probable, that diamonds of
anv size will be produced artificially. But
I do most firmly believe thatthe time is far
from distant when ciystaline carbon in the
form of dust or sand, such as I still hope to
produce, will be obtained in quantity and
will have before it a great futurs in the arts.

Mr. Parnell and His Opponents.

The controversy which has sprung up be-
tween Mr. Parnell and his friende and some
of the relief committees in Ireland is growing
warmer, and threatens to prove disastrous to
the good cause in which all parties are en-
gaged. Mr. Parnell's hostility against the
Dublin Mansion House Committee is very
strong and bitter. Hecharges that it is com-
posed chiefly of landlords and government
placemen, who are avowedly hostile to the
Irish people and thelr aspirations.

It seemsg that nll the Irish friends of the
suffering Irish in this country de not sympa-
thize with Mr. Parnell in his attacks on the
Mansion Houre committee. The Irish ielief
committee of New York has for its president
Chief J1stice Charles I'. Daly, for it3 secretary
Mr. Richard O'Gormun, and for its treasurer
Mr. Henry L. Hoguet. These men-—the
two first, certainly—are representative Irish-
men. Such funds ns have been raised under
the auspices ot tbls committee, amounting al-
ready to $10,000,are sent to the Maunsion Honse
committee. Mr. Parnell, who seems to have
all the combative qualities of his race, has
characterized the gentlemen above named as
tian Irish relief committee who have lorg
coaced to tako part in Irish affalrs,” and Mr,
O'Gorman is charged with * exhibiting an ia-
decent haste in anticipating a great wave of
forced emigration, which he exdects as the
results of the suffering through which our
people are at present passing.”

We give both sides of this unpleasant con-
troversyas far as we can &0 that our readers
may judge for themselves as to its merite.
The scopo.of Mr. Parnell’s work is broader,
deeper and nobler than that of the people who
are fimply aiming to appease the hunger and
clothe the bodies of the suffering and starv-
ing.  Itia his desire and pucpose not onlyto
relieve existing distress, but by a division of
lands in Ireland preveut a recurrence of .the
illg which now affect his people.

As a reformer, Mr Pacaell appears to con-
fine himself strictly to one question. He has
apparently never inquired whether there may
pot be'othor reasons besides the odiour anl
cruol tyranny of land monopoly back of th+
poverty, ignorance and suftering of . the lrish
people. In this respect he hasthe instinct
of a true reformer. He has fixed his eye
ugpon what in his judgment s the greatest
existing ovil, and seeks the abolition of
that alone. But we havo no reason to be-
lieve that if every man in Ireland had a
farmt -to-morrow - Ireland would W imme-
diately become p:csp :rous and happy. Her
peasantry, -partly theough the poverty en-
forced by the oppression of many landlords
and partly from othercauses still: operative,
need to be enlightened by education and
-emancipated’ from every other form of op-
pressfon. "The free schools,’. especinlly,
which even England, hard as she had been
‘toward Treland in nany other respects, ‘has
Iiberally provided, should be supported by all
the people.—Rochester Herald, TR

The Cry of Irish Distress.

Thero isno longer any room for doubt as to
the wide extent and appalling severity of the
distress in Ireland from impending starvation.
Famine is alrcady devouring its victims, and
fevers, the consequence of insufficient lood,
are hastening its terrible work. What is
already witnessed is but the beginnisg of a
calamity which will rapidly extend with the
exhrustion of the limited means of sustenance
aftorded by the last harvest.

The proofs of extreme distress have been
multiplying and thickening during tho last
six weeks like a constantly blackeniog cloud
which hangs as a pall over the Emerald Isle.
But comparatively little was known in de.
tail, and the people of this country had wo
adequate conception of the magnitude of the
impending calamity or of the immense scale
of the contributions which are needed for
immediate and prospective relief. The Jlerald
has undertnken to supply this deficiency of
exact and detailed knowledge.

In parts of Limerick county “many
people have Leen living on turnips for weeks.”
I'rom ove town in Galway county we lenrn
that «in thres weeks there will be three
bundred moce families starving.” A gentle-
man in Mayo county declares:—¢1 am a
prisoner in my own house, because I capnot
Vear to bear the stories of the hundreds who
surround it, and 1 am powerless to give.”

These thrilling ciies of distress, which are
justified by our careful and exhaustive
sta*istics, must not fall on heedless ears. A
crisis has come which appeals to the common
heart of mankind. It would be a blot en the
civilization of the world, a disgrace to its
Christianity, a stigma upon buman nature, it
those poor, wretehed suflerers were permitted
to starve when granaries are teceming with
food, when ships are lying idle in many har-
Lors, when untold sums of money are daily
expended for luxuries and superflnitics.

—At Crugawn, Mayo, Ireland, when a
process server, uided by 100 police, attempted
last month to serve notice of ejectment, his
progress was armrested by 300 women, armed
with heavy sticks. The wemen were remon-
strated with, bat all arguments failed. At
lspgth the police forced their way through,
with fixed bayonets, several of the women re-
ceiving thrusts, and reached the house where
the process was to be served.

—Bishop Crinnor, of Hamilton, Oat, in
sending a subscription for the relief of tho
Irigh, writes ta a local committes:—u« It is
very humiliating for Irishmen to see their
couniry coming 8o frequently belore the
world ns a mendicant for alms, when even the
worst year the country produces more than
double the quantity of provisions that the
people could conmsume. This sad condition
arises from the unjust law which now exists
betwecn landlord and tenant. An exorbitant
rent is exacted from the tenant and spent in
a foreign land by the great msjority of land.

It does not explode like
keroseune, nor can it ignite fiying curtains like
gas. Children and setvants cnunat get at the
flame without breaking the globe that holds
the vacuum, in which cace the flume would go
out. Al this 15 com{ertabls to think of, and
we snppose it is in substance trustworthy.
But there is a bitter drop even in the honey of
this cup. A fatal example is immediately at
hand inproof. Ata theatrein Birmingham,
England, a Mr- Bruno, a musician, has just
been killed on the spot by the machinery
of an olectriclight. The London Tiues gives
detailsot the nccident, from which it appears
that B-uno unfostnnately caught hold of two
brass connections at such a moment as to re-
ceive the ful! shock of the electric current
generated Ly n battery used to supply the
lamps of the tuilding. Bruno was unable to
let go the brass connectivns, and sank down
inscnsible, dragging them with him. Medi-
cal aid was useless, for, in spite of every re-
storative, the poor man seon died. Gf course,
with a light battery, no such danger as this
would exist, but the accideat shows that in
many cerges such risks from electric lights
would have to be provided for.—New Yori:
Lrening Post.
