A proles
sional traising is undoubtedly of great
service, to tlhome éspecially who may
enter or wish to enter public life, but
it i8 by no means an indispensable
qualification. In Cauada the highest
political honors of the country have, it
is'true, gone larzely to men of profes-
slonal starding, as, for instince in re
cent times, to Sir Jobn A Macdonald, Sir

Charles Tupper, Sir John Abboty,
Sir Jobn Tunompeon, Sir Wilred
Laurier; though we find that in

the buik of political preferment and dis
tinction the greater number of Govern:
menb portfolion and the great number of
dsparimental deputies are beld by men
who have had no professional training,
and many of them very litile education
of any kind, men of self-make, whose
success is & repudiation of the claim that
the calling of u politician isa profession
or that profcasional training is a
necessity. It is & courtesy title used no
doubl with the desireof giving the occu-
pation a definite status, though it is
sniticiently honorable and all important,
in itself, to stand on its own
merits —and may- claim indeed
to include & status beyond the reach of
any merely professional man, To a
large number in the British 'atliament
politics constitute a pastime rather than
either a professional or a business nccu
pation ; to men in toe American Con
gress they counstitute 2 derirable busi
ness opening and are largely availid ot
to promote tlie p-rsor il wnd individnal
material iuterests of thise who succeed
in entering either branch of the Legis-
lature. In Canada, it is to be hoped,
those who are in public lite, and thuse
who aspire Lo it, are animated by better
motives, that they regard it from «
higher atandpoint. Neither sy a pas
time, on the one hand, or on the otber,
as an opportunity for self advancement
al the Siate’s expeuse. The lute John
Kelly, of New Yok who was regarded
as the mcorruptible chiel of Tammany,
and of whom it is claimed tha: he
*-left to his family and friends the noble
heritage of an unsullied nanie,” in his
dyipg moments warned all young men
to avoid tbe * political profession,’” as
he termed it, because it was surrounded
with temptutions to dishonesty and
manifold dissipation which too often
lured their victims to hopeless degrada
tion and cventual wreck. Though not
however, a profession, politics sre
a study, & nselul, interesting, honor.
able and pretituble etudy, apd it is
well that, while all should wot ambition
political distinciion, all should inform
themaclves on the history ot their coun-
try, its consiitotion and the character of
those who inake and guard it; that the
masees shonld he thoroughly educated,
and that thore who are elected Lo repre-~
sentative positions should feel that they
are the choice of an intelligent, wellin-
formed electorate to whom they will
have to respond fcr their every act. It
is well, it is patriotic, to study politics ;
it is folly to treat or designate them as a
profession,

It in cheeripg to know that so many
commercial organizstions amongst our
neighbors are openly favoring and advo-
cating the re-establishment of Reciproc-
ity with the Dominion. Thetime fora
movement in thisdirection is opportune,
because of the nearing of the Quebec
Coaference. It is to be hoped, too, that
there is truth in the reported growth of
sentiment in favor of this policy

" through th: States generally, and that
the opporiunity about to offer for
ite discussion will be fully availed of by
the commissioners representing Cana-
dian interests. If, as reported, the com-
mercial world of the States is strong in
favor of better and freer trade relations
between the two countries, it is
safe to say that in this the people
of Canada are as one with them,
and these facts’ should count for
much.

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The Difference in Their- Politiéal
Attitude Since the Days of
the Rebellion,

Some Reagons Given for the
Change—A Hope for the Future.

The New Ireland Review for July con-
tains an interesting article bearing the
above title, which, however little we
may be disposed to agree with some of
the conclusions enunciated by the writer,
is worthy of attentive consideration if
only because of the light which it casts
upon the mental processes which induce
many of those who love to style them-
sclves ‘the Ioyalists of Ulster’ to adopt
anattitude in politics antagonistic to
the majority of their fellow countrymen.
Tt is right to say thab the article in
question, which is signed * U, has been
written in reply to another which ap-
peared in the May number of the Re-
view, in which the question was asked—
¢ Why is the political attitude of Presby-
¢ terian Ulster so different in 1898 from
¢ what it was in 17087 The writer with
whbose words we are now concerned ad-
mits that the inquiry just quoted is an
interesting and 1mportant one, because
of what he calls ‘ the undoubted fact’
that *in 1798 Presbyterian Ulster waa
*meething with rebellion and with anti-
+ English feeling, and that in 1843 the
¢ Presbyterians of Ulster boast of their
*loyalty and devotion to the Crown and
¢ Empire. It is aleno an undcubted fact
fthat, whilat in 1705 the great mass of
‘the farming and trading classes in
* Ulster were ready Lo light for separa
*1ion from YEagland, the same classes in
#1848 nre equally ready to tight, if neces-
tgary, for the maintenance ot the Union
¢ with Englind? We shall probably be
righit in aceepting the nsvertion as to the
supposed martial prociivities of © the
*yreat mass of the tarming and trading
¢ vlusses in Ulster’ with the proverbial
prain of salt. Oar own opinion is that
about the last thing in the world the
afuresaid ‘clusses’ desite to be callad
upon to dois to hight, and that, sport of
the establishment of sume form of con-
scription, which would tear them from
thelr farms or their luoms, they would
learn with the utmost pnleyin and un-
concert of an alteration in the form of
Gevernment at Dublin Castle,

We do not, of course, mean to nesert
that 1f  Prostestant or Presbyterian
Ulster were unjustly or hurshly treated
by an Irisk and native Government it
would not ‘fighi.’  We are far from
thivking =0 meanly of those whom we
are glad to regard as fellow-country-men,
jnsy ps we are far from holding any such
opinion: fohc rning the Catholic people
of Leinster, Muuster, and Connaight, or
Ulnter itself. Tne oppreesed bave always
regerved to them the sacred right of re-
hellion. Whal we do a-sert is that we
totally disbelieve the theory thal there
is auy purely sentimental attacimentto
tire mere form ot English rule in Ulster
ard that, on the contrary, its people cf
all creeds would accept the announce-
ment of 1 change of Goverpment with s
mtch inditlerence ay the Majority of the
secnle of England or of Irance would
receive the intelligence that Parliament
or tne Chamber had revised the Constitu
tion of either country. 7To express this
opinion is merely to credit those referred
to with the possession of commun sense.
The writer of the article in the* New
Ireland Reviw,” however, thinks differ-
ently, and he is, of course, entitled to
hold and ¢xprees his ownopinion. Iav
ing said s0 much on this puint, it is
necessary toadmit that ‘ U’ quotesa some
views expressed by leading members of
the Socicty of United Irisbhmen, on the
subject ot the Act of Union, which are,
as he correctly remarks, but little known.
Two of the declarations in question are
to be found in the published correapond-
ence of Archibald Hamilton Rowan. In
Javuary, 1799, he wrote from America to
his father:—'I coogratulate you upon
* the report whichis epreading here, that
¢a Union is intended. In that measure I
‘gee the downfall of one of the moat
‘corrupt assemblies, I believe, ever
* existed ; and instead of an empty title,
‘s mource of industrious enterprise lor
‘the pecple, and the wreck of a feudal
aristocracy.! Almost at the same time
he wrote to his wife, saying :—* Success
‘to the Union if it is intended. You
‘may bave heard me declare the same
‘opinion long since. It takes a feather
‘gut of the great man’s cap; but it will,
‘I think, put many a guinem into the
‘ poor man’s pocket, Samuel Neilson
wrote trom his place of imprison-
rent in Fort George in almost
similar strain, aud commenting on
these extracts, ‘U ' asks—*Can anyone
* doubt that the opinions and feelings
* thus strougly expressed by two of the
* most noted of the united leaders were
* widely spread amongst the malcon-
¢ tents of Ulster, and that after the re
¢ bellion the union was looked to as the
¢ chief haope for Ireland’s futare?” All
that the quotations really prove, how-
ever, is that both Nelsoern and Rowan re-
garded the Union—as the majority of
the Catholics of Ireland regarded it—
as being likely to end the abominable
system of tyranny and corruption which
made men of the type of Clare and Cas-
tlereagh masters of the rights and liber-
ties of the people. '

If “U is corréct in his conclusions,
the true crigin of the dislike or fear of
Hyume Bule, whioh he believes exisis
amongst the Presbyterians of Ulster, is
to be found in the . vivid recollection
still preserved of the injustices and dis-
abilities under, which the masses of the
people laboured during the existence of
the old Tory Irish Parliament. Of the
time in question -he ‘says :—° Ulster
‘ farmers ‘groaned unnder the petty,
‘squalid tyranny of the aquireen, the
‘ agent, and the tithe proctor. The local
' magistracy, was an engine for wreaking
. 'personal-and political spite upon those’
‘ who ~showed .any -trace -of indepen--
‘ dence.” If is grafifying - to learn that:
‘the:Unioniem of Ulster Presbyterians is’

CLERICAL RECRUITS
IN FRANCE’S ARNMY.

IHow the Serviece is Bedng Benefited by
n Law Which Was Intended as o
Blow at the Church,

[Catholic Standard and Times.|

In France there 1a a law which com-
pels all men to serve at least one year in
the army. There are no exemptions
under this law. Even the young theo-
logical student preparing for the sacred
duties of the priesthood must, when the
time comes, drop his studies and leave
the seminary for the barracks. Effurta
have been mrde to exempt students of
thie class, but without availl. ln the
Cathedral at New Orleans the other day
Archbisbop Chapelle ordained a young
Freuch student who had served his year
in the barracks at Rennes. Mev. Alex
ander M. Birbier ia Lis name.

Father Birbier was born suly 18, 1573,
at Ille-et Vilaine, Brittany, France, He
made his college studies a4 the © Little
Seminnry ’ of Baint Meen, in Brittany,
In 1585 be determined to consecrate his
life tv God in the holy priestbood, and
entered the ‘Great Seminary ' at Il uncs,
where he remained until 1803, daring
which time he completed nis studien in
pbiloscphy. Iu the beginning of 1503,
baving bec.ome of age, he went into bar-
racks at llennes in complisnce with the
law of France whick cumpels all men to
serve al least one yenr in the army,
Fatber Barbier became n mnember of the
Forty first Repiment of ¥reneh Infantry,
[t was hard for kim 1o bave thisinter
ruption in his preparativn fur the minis-
try, but he made the best of it, a8 many
another young pricet has done; far from
lessening his desire to enter the priest-
hood it only served to incrense his ardor,
and at the end of & year of service, dur-
ing which Le won the esteeni of all his
oflicers by bis ability and cbeerful com-
pliance with duty, be returned to the
*Great Seminary *at I{-unes; to take up
his studies of thevlogy.

Speaking of the law which compeis
even young meén who contemplate holy
orders to break their studies to serve in
the army, lather Barbier eays that in-
stead of being & source of loaa of voea-
tion, it ia proviog, on the conirary,the
preat leavening force in the French
srmy. One or 1wo brave. zzalous young
men in barracks can gradually, by wheie
example and practice, bring cother boys
who are inchoed to be wayward aod
carried awa) by the diasipation ot army
life back tu asense of doty. Thus bun-
dreds of the French soldiery are leading
more earnest and truly moral lives; in-
atead of going off' to dances and partiea
and gambling Lhouses of a Sundry they
are keeping the day holy, attending
church regularly and otherwise teatity-
ing their aitn in God. A correspond-
ing example ot perlect discipline, cbedi-
ence and devotion to duty is observed in
other things, and French oflizere are
feeling in their camps the splendid
effects of a civillaw which was intended
as a direct blow to the Church. The
French army is being {eavened by theas
clerical recruita.

WITHOUT CORSULTING THE ELECTORATE.

The Methods in Making Appoint-
ments in the Army--The Problem
in Cuba—The Curiosity to See the
Spanish Admiral After the Hu-
miliating Defeat of His Forces.

The Philadelphia Catholic Standard
and Times, in an article entitled * The
War and whither it is leading us,'
SRYS:—

There is ope element inthe present
situation which few seem (o take into
account, yet the importance ol which
cannot possibly be magnified. We refer
to the absolute ignoriug of the will of the
people at large in the queation of war or
peace. No greater anomaly could well
be imagined than that of a nation where
the voice of the people is the sovereign
authority being plunged into war on the
sole responeibility of a msjority in Con-
gress. Congress, no {loubt, according to
the Conatitution, is the sole authority in
the making of peace and war. bt then
Congress is, nominally, the instrument
and m uthpiece of the electoral body. It
is a fact which none can deny or over-
lock that there was no thougit of & war
when the last elections were being held,
and no such issue was before the coun-
try. The people, tuerefore, have had no
opportunity of pronouncing on the ques-
tion of the most vital moment to them ;
nor have their wishes been consulted
in the slightest degree since the war was
declared. It meemed to be enough for
them, according to their legislators, tobe
told to go forth and Light and pay the
bill besides. We believe such a cavalier
proceeding to be inimical to the public
interest and totally at variance with the
principles of our system. It is exactly
what an sutocrat like the llussian Czar
does, and yet we are told we epjoy the
benefit of democraticruile. We are among
those who bealieve that the citizens ofthe
1 nited States should be consulted as Lo
the ends and objects and limitgtion of
all wars, and we do not perceive by what
renson that can be logically defended
they should be cheated out of their legit-
imate privilege, If the jingo handtul
who are getting the upper hand in this
country are allowed tu bave their way,
we shall be landed in a vorlex ot
troubles at home and abroad, very
guickly, us & result of ignoring the
peuple’s will,

Military Appoeintmments,

The ‘Wasbington correspondent of the
Catholic Columbian, in relerring to ap
pointments in the JAmerican army,
says i—

In all wars, political management, I
will not say trickery, plays a conspicu-
ous part. It iasaid that the Command-
ing General in Cuba owes hie place to
Wasbington infiuence and that he iv not
wholly competent to periorm bis task
caietly because of age and bultk., How
thie is 1 do mnot know, but it is also
stated that after playing fant and locee
with General Miles, this eminent soldier
has Leen ¢alled upon to do at & late day
what he should zave been commissionsd
to perform much earlier. I hope indeed
that he may not be compelled to under-
take sanguinary operations, and that
peace may not be distant; but be can
bring order out of chaos, and transform
many uncanny features of the campaign.
If peace should be soon declared, a
strange thing will cccur. The war will
nave terininated withcout the active par-
ticipation of S:uthern soldiers in the
mass, They were eager to go to the
field, but, notwithstanding their pre-
sumed superior ability to fight aud
march in a hot country, Eastern and
Western men were selected for that duty
along with the regular army. It may
be that Northern troops were better
equipped and so more available for io-
gtant work, but there exista some sur
prise that Fitzhugh I.ee and bis com-
patriots in arms, from the Soutn, have
been apparently iganored. It will be
curious to obaerve the by-play of the
politicians snd financlers, as the war
progresses, and when it shall have come
to a conclusion. We may rid the West-
erd continent of Spain, but the machina-
tious of ‘statesmen’ and money changers
will be harder to bafle or defeat. Im-
perialism, bond deals and party intrigue
will continue to plague us. Even Senator
Stewart, who wanted Cuban recognition,
on a different plan, however, than that
of the Administration, and who voted
for Hawaiian annexation, admits that if
the war shall end in a victory for plu-
tocracy, it will be ‘an unmitigated
curse.

The Guban Problem.
Under the caption, ' The Problem in
Cuba,” the Bosion Republic says:

* The real character of the Cuban insur-
gents is shown in their absurd claim
that the city of Santiago shonld be turn-
ed over to them as soon as captured by
the American forces. They even went
g0 far as to hoist a Cuban flag overa
small fort which they were temporarily
occupying after the surrender. They
had alrendy selected the man who was
to act an governor of the captured terri-
tory. They expected or profesed to ez~
pect thal the American Government
wounld cheerfully spend $1,000,000 & day
in fighting Spain and then makea pres-
ent of the fruits of their victory to Gomez
and Garcia and their horde of bush-
whackers. But they have found their
mistake, and informsiion may be of
some value to-them.

Pictaresque Scenery Abouhds Throngh-
~ont the District,

American Millionaires and Their
Mammoth Fish and Game Club
Quarters—-Roberval, With Its
Well Zquipped Caiholic Educas-
tional Establishments.

Years ago I had beard of the wild and
picturesque connptry opened up by the
Like St. John Railway, running hetween
()1ebec and Chicoutimi ; tie last named
place being at the bead of navigation on
the far-famed Saguenay river. I formed
the resolution that I should see the ro-
mantic districts and become more
familinr with their rugged grandeur
a1d matchleas scenery. For that reason
I left (uebec the other day under the
glamour of a bright July sun and in
high spirite in anticipation of the,
pleasures aliead, although no traveller
ever leaves (Juebee withont a feeling
that he is leaving a place of uorivalied
beauty and fame. Crossing the St
Charles river and hriskly passing the
Lyveiy villages of Charleabourg and In
dian l.orette, we soon found ourselveg
ascending the slopes that lead up to the
noarest bills of the Laurentian range
ad mlready we conid see these distant
peaks gleaming in the brilliant snnshine:
As the train proceeded the scenery grew
wilder, the mountains higher, the foreat
glades thicker, and sparkling lakes
came into view, forming a natiral pie-
ture that the mind loves to dwell npon
and retain a8 & treasired memory.

And the
wild grandeur of the river is captivating
intheextreme, The wateris sometimes
gorged in narzow space between hnge
boulders and againbroa{ensinto A placid
flow bnt changing rapidly into many
shaped varieties. For a long atreteh 1he
teain keeps close by the river. being so
hemmed in between mountaine as
scarcely leaving room for its track.
Grand as thisscenery is, we feel gratetul
as the train ouce in a while emerges
into open space and a refreshing lnke
ccmes 1nto view, Afver passing Andette
or Beauwdette Station and onward o
Pearl Luake. the district transforma itself
into one vast network of rivers aud
lakes, streams and mountaine ; and her.
abouts spurtamen from the United Statea
ani Canrda have pitehed their tents or
rather permauent club housen for
each recurring semson, and they can
enjay themselvesto the topofl their bent,
for the very seclusion of this place isn
guarantee againat intruzion from the
onside world. Then game and :ish
abound in this localily, and the separate
clubs have each their own preserves,
the Laurentidea occupying grounds
abrut 70 miles Irom Quebec, the Stada:

All along this region the traveller
meets with one surprise after another,
fur, especially in the course of the Batis
c+n, it is & succession of wild, leaping
cascades and foaming rapids and (alls,
As you look at special spots where you
think nature has done her best you feel
inclined to fix your attention and bestow
your highesat praises. Thenext moment
ihe eye rests upon a acene of still more
grandeur. At a pnint 113 milea from
(Quebec Lake Edward is situated, and in
the fine hotel at the sailway station a
stop of 25 minutes is allowed for dinner,
and fishing here is free to the patrons of
the road through the generosity of tne
railway,who bavethe watexsiromthe Pro.
vincial Government. The height of land
is reacted at 126 miles from ( iebec.
The elevation is 1500 feet abuve the
Jevel of the S8t Lawrenceand 1,200 above
Lake 8t.

Lake Xiskisink, or Cedar Lake, is
holiday beadquarters of the Matabet-
chouan Fishing and Game Ciub, which
counts several New Eogland millionaires
in its membership. Then thera nre
I'hiladelphin and Bpringfield spertemen
who also bave their clubs up and down
the district.

That these keen witted Americans
cross their own bcrders toseek eport in
this wild northern land is a certificate of
its merita that should not be overlooked
by Canadians themselves. After reach-
ing Lake Bouchette the ‘barren wildness
of the district moderates, and signs of
geltlement are more frequent, clearances
are being made and new homes are
going up. Vigorous evidences of growing
village life are visible on all sides. You
see country roads, railway cromsipgs,
children sitting on the door steps and
little groups of people gather at the rail-
way stations. . In many places immense
piles of logs and sawn lumber are
stacked along . the track, All there

tokens of. vitality give one the impres-

sion that upon the foundations already
laid towns will be built and prosperous
communities developed in future years.

After emerging from the wild mouc-
tain and river acenery a pleasing con-
trast isexperienced the moment Lake
St. John is reached. The sight of its
clear, broad waters is grateful 10the eye
and heart, and it makes one breat-e
easier to taste of the refreshing breescs
that blow over the wide expanse of
country around it.

A CATHOLIC DAILY
NEWSPAPER.

It is with preat surprise that we have
read, in many of our American Catholic
conlemporaries, editorial articlea op-
posed to the ides of starting a Catholic
daily newspaper. Some of the reasons
urged ngaiost the project are altogether
too ridiculous to be noticed. The beat
answer that can be made to them is to
point to she fact thal thriving Catholic
dailies are: publishied in Dublin, Cerk,
Belfast, and other Irish cities, in not one
of which is there nearly the Catholic
population of either New York or
Chicago ; in Paris and other continental
European c¢apitals—nay, even in the
town of Frieburg, Switzerland. The
Catholics of those cities are not in any
way dillerent from their co religionists
of the United States ; and the ooly dif-
ference between the editors of the Catho-
lic dailiss published there and those of
their Prolestapt contemporaries is that
of religinus beiief. Those Catholic
editors are unt at all eadowed with the
ideal attributes which some of cur
American welkly contemporaries, in
their inexperience or innocence, to put
it mildly, consider Lo be necessnry
qurlitications. They are simply Catho
lie journslisls, who have been trained vu
duily newspapers. Their faithand thelr
training are the only qualifications
which they bave, and these are all that
they rooire,

The sccular press of the United States
and of Canada ie becaming so yellow”
and so nceustoraed to pry into and lay
bare the sacred privacies of fife, that, de-
spite the inane oppoeition of several
Catholic weekiies, the necessity of es-
tablishing Catholic daily journals will
aoon bring them into existence. Tnose
who raise objections to their establish-
ment now, especinlly on financial
grounds, remind us of the young men
who atart in life where their fatbers left
off, and who would die from discourage-
ment and dejection if they were [forcea
t0 beglbh where their hard-working and
persevering fathers began. The right
to avoid the work and care, and anxiely
.inseparable from all enterprises is quite

good and & noble one the wish can only
‘be attributed to moral cowardice. It is

ewspaper in the Unjted
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Montreal bas siready set a good
example in this respect, Beveral years
»go, when the English-speaking popu-
lation of the city waa bat from 35,000 to
40000, and when there were two well-
corducted and emterprising English
morning papers and Lwo evening papers
as well, not to spesk of other Protestant
daily papers which came into the city
regularly from neighboring towns, The
Pcat, a Catholic daily, was started and
had a brilliant and successful cazeer of
ten years. The enterprise was launched
with a subscribed capital of $40,000, of
which Gty per cent. wam paid up. Th
it dropped cut of esistence was due t
the fact that the capital was not, as
several Catholic business men had
urged, $75 C00, mo as toenable it to meet
the rivalry of iis seculsr cuntempor-
aries. To aturt & similzr Catholic drily
now would require only $100,000
capital. The present is, we believe, an
opporiune time to lIsanch such an enter-
prise, seeing the conticued ard increas-
ing oatracism to which the Englisk-
spesking Catholics of the Dominion are
subjecteq, and the growing fondness for
sensationalism evinced by the secular
press. Toe history of the Post shows
what courage, determination and
enthusiasm can do, even in spite of the
paucity of individusl wealth,

TREATMENT OF PRISONERS.

Some time ago a number of the pri-
soners in the St. Vincent de Panl peni
tentiary made both night and day
hideous with their concerted howls be-
cause thev had been deprived of their
usual allowance of tibacco. While we
believe that justice sbould be rigidly
meted out to law breakess, we Jdo ncot
think that any useful purpose can be
served by such severities as the with-
holding of a small ration of tobacco
which to many an unfortunate prisoner
is a rcal luxury. Treatment of this
‘ up-to date" description is apt, in many
cases, to¢ make the prizoners incurably
morose, tG increase Lheir enmily to
wards society, and to interfere with the
reformatory intluence which incarcera
tion is suppcsed to exert.

That this treatment may be carried
too far, is evident from a description
which the New York Herald publishes
of & wealthy prisvner who is imprisoned
in a Brooklyn jail as the result of a civil
action. It wus his eccentricity in regard
to concealing his wealth that led to his
being imprisoned; but 1be aevere treat-
ment which has been accorded to bim in
prizon bas now almost made him a luna.
tic. “ He keeps the otherinmatea awake
at night,” says the Herald, “ When
they wish to say their prayers and go to
sleep for the night the millionaire
treaks loose with screams and yells. A
jungle tullof English noblemen shooting
tigets with dynamite guos Is breatnlcss
silence compared with the uprosr of this
rich Ysnkee.

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"RULRE TREACHERY.
An article in The Strand Magszine by
Mr, H. W, Lucy, the well known polit-
ical writer of The Daily News, ard The
Obecrver, and' the ** Uucle Toby, M. F.,”
who for years has written the * Essence
of Parliament ¥ lor Punch, throws &n in
teresting side light upon a momentous
episode in the hiatory of the Home Rule
movement, namely, the secessicn of Mr.
Chamberlain and his followers from the
Liberal party in 1886. Itis writtenina
graphic style, and bears inte¢rnal evi
dence that Mr. Lucy ia fully acquainted
with the story of incidents which have
been publicly deacribed for the firattime,

Mr. Chamberlain and Sir George
Trevelyan bad resigned from Mr. Glad
stone's cabinet, ostensibly on the ground
that Under the Home Rule bill of 1886
the Irish members were not 1o be re
tained in the British Parliament. Sir
G .orge, we may add, returned to the
Liberal fold afterwards, manfully deciar.
ing that further consideration bhad led
bim to believe that his secession was
hasty and illjudged. Mr. Parnell was
opposed tc the nrcvisions of the bill
whichatipulated for the retention of the
Irish merabers at Westminster; and on
the Saturday which preceded Monday,
May 10, 1886, when thesecond resding
of the bill was to be moved, he had
called upon Mr. Gladstone at Downing
street and had told bim that the Irish
Nutionalistas insisted upon that clause
being struck out. Mondsy came, The
position was a critical one for Mr. Glad-
stone. The Irish Nationlists were pre-
pared to accept & compromise as to =
number of them sitting now and then, as
a matter of form, in the British Parlia-
ment,

Bul, on the other hand, ninety-three
Liberal members had declared them-
selves opposed to the bill. If they car
ried theirchjection as far as the division
lobby it would be thrown out, and Mr,
Gladstone nid his Government must go
with it. Mary discerned the dire peril
of the Liberat Parly. Oaoe perceived a
way of averting it. This was Mr. Libou-
chere, who, whilst an uncompromising
Home Ruler, a. the time enjoyed the
confidence of Mr. Chamberlain. He ap-
poioted to himselfl the task of renniling
the Radical wsection of the Liberal
Unioniats with what later came to be
known as the Gladstonians.

In conference with his colleagues the
Premier finally agreed to the adoption of
provisions whereby the Irish members
should sit and vote on queations of Im-
perial range, including matters of fin-
ance. Opn Saturday evening, the 8th of
May, Mr. Labouchere, baving obtained
this assurance in Downing street, sought
+n interview with Mr. Chamberlain,
who, after some hesitatiun, consented to
accept this understanding as a basis of
reconciliation. The agreement was put
in writing, Mr. Chamberlain dictating
the terms, Mr. l.ibouchere acting as
scribe—an Aarrangement which recalls
the circumsiances uncer which whal is
knnwn in history as the Benedetti
Treaty, was committed to paper. Mr.
Labouchere, hiviog carried that tlag of
truce to Duwning streel, went oif 1o the
couniry for u Sunday's rest, whieh he
felt he bud weli earned. Coming back
to town on the memorable Monday, the
morn of the day or which the second
reading of the Home Iule Bill was to
be moved in terms aud upon conditions
that would bring baek to tire fold the
strayed sheep, Mr. Labouchere discover-
ed that his patriotic labor was undone.
A note from Mr. Chamberlzin awaited
him, bitterly complaining that Mr.
Gladgtone was backing out, an assurance
based on what purported to e an
authorized paragraph in one of the Lon-
don papery, in which Mr. Gladetone was
represented as protealing that he had
yielded on no puint connected with his
Biil. Mr. Labouchere made haste to
cummunicate with the Lileral Whip
and learned what bad happened whilat
iie was spending a peaceful Bupday on
the bat ks of the Thames, It bad been
bronght to Mr. (+ladstone’s knowledge
that Mr. Canmberlain, afler his intei-
view with M:, Lebouchere on tie Satur-
day, sent round Lo bisfriende a telegram
announcing * wbsnlute surrender’” onthe
part of the Premier. A copy of the tele
gram reached Mr Parnell, who at once
sent it to Mr. Gladstone.

Mr. Gladstone se¢nt to Me. Chamberlain
asking that gentleman to draw up, him-
self, whatever smendment he wanted to
be inserted in the Ilome Runle Billre-
garding the retention of the [rish mem-
bers in the British Parliament after they
had been given their own native parlia-
ment in Dublin, He bimself would draw
up & clause—to the principle of which
the Irish leaders had agreed—providing
that the Irish members sbculd be per-
mitted to vote in the British parliament
on imperial matters and or financial
matters of imperial range. If Mr.
Chamberlain were sincere, murely he

did not, accept it, however; but an-
nounced his. decision to vote against the

fo & compromise with the Irish members,
on. the ‘quéstion, of retaining them at

ﬁﬁich ‘contain large -aumbers -of

Mz. Labouchere, industrious, indomit-
able, did not deapair. All was not loat
as long ss the bill awaited the second
reading. If Mr. Gladstone wonld only
announce intention of dropping the bill
after its broad principle had been ap-
proved by & vote on the second rending,
it might be brought up again next ses-
sion, with reconstruction of the 24th sand
39th clauses meeting the objection of
Mr, Chamberlsin and his friends. Oa
such understanding the fifty-five Radi-
cals who followed M:. Chamberlain
would vote for the second reading,sa
crisis would be averted, the Ministry
would be aaved, the session might be ap-
propriated for other business, and the
work approached on safer grounds in
1887. On the eve of the motion for the
second reading, Mr. Labouchere believed
he had Mr. Gladstone’s definite and dir~
tinct assurance that he would take this
couree.

But the Radicals below the Gangway
sat atraining their ears for the promised
words of concession and conciliation.
They were pot spoken, and when Mr.
Gladstone risumed bhis o 8’ after moving
the second reading of bia Bill, it was felt
that all was over. Mr. Labouchere,
through the Whip, sent Mr. Gladstone a
message on the Treasury Banch to in-
form m that the ambiguity of his
phrase bad wrought final and fatal mie-
chief. Mr, Gladstone privily replied
that he had meantittobe clearly under-
stood that the Irish members were to
sit at Weatminster. Somehow or other
the accustomed master of plain English
bad friled to make himaself understood.
Prepared to yield, he wanted things to
look as little as possible like surrender,
and so the opportunity of building
tbe golden bridge sped. Mr:. Gladstone
suggested that Lord Herachell should
have an interview with Mr. Chamber-
lain, when all would be explained. Mr.
Cbamberlain hotly replied that he would
have no more negotiation, but would
vote againat the Bill.

What followed everybody knowas, Mr.
Bright was as bitteriy opposed to the
Home Rule bill as waa Mr. Chamber
lain, although, like the latter, he had for
years ardently advccated Home Rule.
Mr. Bright at first stated that he would
abatain from voting on the bill, but
afterwards snnounced that he wounld
vote against it because one of the Irish
leaders, Mr. Thomas Sexton, M P., had
“insalted ¥ him. What an exhibition
of puerility and temper for auch a man!
The “jnsult” had been an elcquent
speech in which Mr, Sexton, having
complimented Mr. Bright upon bhia
magrificent past, had rebuked him for
his inconsistency in opposing Home
Rule, after having delivered scores of
speeches in favor of it. As Lo Mr.
Chamberlain’s opposition to the firat
Home Ruie bill becanae it did not keep
the Iriss memners in the British parlia
ment, the fact that lLe opposed M.
Gladstone's sccond Home Rule biil,
which pzssed the House of Commons,

A CATHOLIC PESSIMIST.

RIBESTS WHO WRITE
FOR THE CATHOLIC PRESS.

A secular daily published in Niagara
Falls, and edited by an infidel who has
been sneering at Christianity in his
editerial, recently received w forcible
rebuke from the Rev. Father Glbbons, of
St. Mary’s Church, in  i{hat town.

NEew YORK, July 23, 1898,

Daar Sir,—You are, of course, aware
that there is a famive in Ireland, This
famine prevails in parts of Keery, parts
of Donegal, but chiefly in Mayo ard
Galway, and along the Weatern Coast.
Their sole reliance, the potatoe crop,
wmiterly failed; yet they muat pay the
rent to the remorseiess landlord all the
same.

Many peranns have already died of
huoger in the distreased districte; many,
thack God, have been saved through aid
sent them by the charitable, but many
more will surely perish unless aid ia
sustained and reinforced.

This terrible situation of alliirs has
been made known to the Biitish Govern-
ment by the Irish members in the
Eoglish Parlisment, but that Govern
ment pow, ae in times paat, bas shown
only heartless joditierence. .

What it bas veotured to do in the way
of relief is a grioning mockery. The
British Government oes not 1wish ty save
bthe Irish people. .

Nothing remains for us who are kith
and kin to the unfortunate victims «f
of Eogland’s misrule but to etand by
them as Christians, and as men of the
same blood, we are under double ubliga.
tion to come to their reacue. .

Will you, my dear sir, be pleased to
present maid state of affuirs to your
society, for its earnest consideration, and
urge your friendly influence wiih a view
to prompt and {avorable action. .

But the
best men, even at good anlaries, would
not Le employed. What has hLeen will
be, and the Catholic weekly would stand
sponsor for the Catholic daily and bring
it up in the way it should not go.

If they must be parboiled, it
should be done some bours before they
will be used, in order that they may be:
come thoroughly chilled again.

A mayonpaise of chicken is an easier
wAy Lo serve lefi-over cold cbicken than
ita preparation in salad. The chicken
is cut in nest pieces, from which bone,
gristle and skin are removed, and each
dipped in & mayonnaite before being
placed on bits of crisp lettuce arranged
on & platter. Cold veal is rometimes
served in this way {or a tea orsupper
dish.

Ham mudins are & slight variation of
ham fritters A light batter is made
with a pint of flour, two teaspoonfuls of
baking powder, & scant cup of milk, one
egg, beaten light before it is added, a
little =alt, and a half teaspooninl of
suga. Chop about a cupful of cold boii-
ed bam very fine and stir into the bat-
ter, which it will be seen s alightly
stitler than that usnally msde for fritters.
The mixture is baked in muilin-tins for
fifteen or twenty minutes, and is more
wholesome than the grease-fried fritters.

Pickied eggs are appetizing when used
as an ingredient of salads or sandwiches
for midsummer service. They are put
into cold water, which is heated slowly
and allowed to boil for an hour. When
taken out they are dropped at once into
cold water to keep their color; the
shells are afterwards removed and the
eggs put into good vinegar in which
beets have been kept. They should re-
main at least a week in the pickle,
when they are ready for service as a
relish. A dczen or more can be done at
a time.

To clesn gold picture frames, beat the
white of an egg ; add to it one pint of
cold water ; moisten your frames with
this mixture, using a sponge. Then with
& soft flannel carefully wipe. Take &
second cloth, perfectly dry, and give the
frames & light rubbing., Ifthe frames
are not clean and bright after this treat-
ment you had betier taka them to &
gilder and have them regilded.—August
Ladies’ Home Journal.

A Mot Time Undertoot in Tiji.

The carirns lice ceremuny of  Fiji was
Jescribed At the last meeting o the
Ottago [natitute by Dr. H cken of Dune
din, who, with Dr. Colgnboun. had just
resurtied from a visi: to Fiji. The eere-
mony is now seldom performed, and the
power of tire walking. so far as Fijiis
concerned, appesrs to be continrd to a
family residentat Mbenga, &n jslet Iying
about twenty miles wouth of  Suva,
These peuple walk with bare feet un-
harmed across the white, hot streets
which form the pavement of & cooking
oven. On the oceasion when the Dunedin
doctors - were present an Attempt was
made to register the heat, but when the
thermometer had been placed for a few
seconds about four or live feet
above the stones it had to be
withdrawn, as the solder of the
tin covering bepgan to melt.  The
thermometer then registersd 282 degrees
Fahrenheit, and Dr. Hocken'’s estimate
of the extreme teniperature was over 40(
degrees, The firewalkers, seven or eigit
in number. then approached, and in
ringle file walked leignrely across and
arcund the oven. The leader wasonthe
stones for nearly half « minute. Then
beaps of hibiscus leaves were thrown
into the ¢ven, causing clouds of steam
to arire. The nalives, who were almost
pude, sat orstood on the leaves in the
midst of the steam. The men were care
fully examined by the doctore hoth
before and afterthe ceremony. The fice
bad not afiected the asimple articles of
dress they wore. and the nien showed no
srmptomn of distress, and their pulses
were unaffected. Theeoles of their feel,
which werennt unusually thick or harg,
were not in the least blistered. There
were no signs of any special preparation
baviog been made, and both doctors,
while denying the existence of anything
miraculous about the periormance, ex-
pressed themselves unab.e to form any
acientific explanation of the matter.

Tachnical Education Required to
Stem the Tide of Outside Com-
petition--A Plea for the Estab-
lishment ofColleges for Catholies
Having for Their Aim Special
Commercial Training.

Under the title of *The Cburch and
Commerce,’ the Catholic Times of Liver
.pool, Eng., refers to the position of
" Grest Britain in the commercial arena
in the following terms :—

Very few people who watch the keen
commercial rivalry between this country
snd tbe Continental nations will be in.
clined to deny that the future is fraught
with danger for the conlinned trade
proaperity of Great Dritsin, Until recent
yesars, the populations of these islands
bave lulled themselves into what may
not unfairly be described as a Cniicur
feeling of confidence and security thut
their commercial pra eminence ran no
risk of being ever aericusly iruperilicd,
But {he last few years have shuwn tiiat
(Great Britain hss every need to make
urgent effort if she wishes to maivtain
her old supremacy in the markets of the
woerld.  Not  only bave Continental
nations protected their home industries
by prohbibitive tariiis against the intro-
duction of British gocds. but their entry
on & policy of celonial exprusion has
vastly increased the danger already ex:
iating from the greater productiveness
of their own manutsctories. The markels
of the world. in which we have reigned
supreme eo lonr, are no longer Iree from
foreign competition, German and Awmeri-
can commercisl travellers are found in
every mart, ne woll in Lhe eastern as in
weatern heml-phicrs  Their pouds muteh
and often cntmateh ours in the open
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;h?ie ina, :h&ve establish.
e atudy ‘of, Oriental langzu-
bits,” ‘customs, and
,ve we {0« compare
with them? -And who cangfiot see the.
advantages of such kinowledge to the
men who are to open up or to control the
markets of the teeming East! It ia all

very well for.us. to say that hitherlo
we bave worked, and worked successful .
1y, on the-sld lines, but now that Coanti-
nental nations are threatening the ad-
vancement, and, assome think, even the

existence, of our commerce, we must

rouse ourselves to meet the changed con-

ditions under which commerce is carried

on. One thing we may be sure of, that
if knowledge is power, it is not likely to
be anything else in the markets of the

world, And it would be of great service

to our commercial classes if an acquaint-

ance with foreign languages, a practical

and not merely theoretical or grainmati-

cal acquaintance, was.looked upon as

one of the prime requisites of commerecial

education, We may not agree with M.

Jules Lemaitre as to the relative value-

lesaness of the dead language in compari-

son with the living, but we can all agree

that Chinese will be found more useful

than Greek in Canton or Pekin.

This movement towards fuller com-
mercial education will succeed as the
previous movement towards fullertechni-
cal education succeeded. Aliauch pro.
gressive movements have a habit of suc-
ceeding. Government will be averse
‘rom granting aid at first. of course. Buat
it will be convinced, and then some
scheme will be tried. Whatever the
scheme may be, it is sure to be purely
secular,

A case which has attracted 2 great
deal of attention in Catholic cireles in
Watertown is that of gne Henry Dixon
who died some aix months agn, leaving
an estate valuad at $3.000, the greater
part of which he left by will to St.
