The Royal visit here, though very
brief, bas bren mare than sufficiently long to afford
» moat unfavorable impression of both place nnd peo-
ple. | am sorry to say that my narrative of enthusi-
siastic receptions and graond displays, as far a9 this
city is coneerned, has received a very sudden check,
and tLat Kingston which, with » fow other towns in
Upper Canuda, bonsts of haviog exclusive possession
of the feeling of loyal devotion tothe Throoe, has
set ro example of 1nsolent disregard of their Royal
guest's wishes as has prevented the Priace from land-
g bere at all,

INTRODUCTION TO THH ORANGA EOW,

in cases like these, when so0 much angry feeling
is abroad, it is very difficult tu coliect impaurtial or
relinble information, but the genersl facts of the
ease are much as follows, The new tewns of Upper
Canada, have, within the last few years, become un-
plessautly conspicucus for Orange organizations- of

are only as 1 to 10 or 12, or ‘oven less. ' Asa rule,
howerer, a- large. majority of the populativn of all;
Oanada are Roman Catholics. What firat led to the .
introduction of Orange Socleties in Upper Canada, i
none, of -course, can tell, though all are: painfully |
aware of tho fact, that since-their organisation, quiet
and good-will have almoat entirely fled the towns in
which they are estublished, "owing to the . exzessiveo
war of petty bickerings goiug on between the two
parties. Some of the most dangerous fights and dis-
tnrbances- which have taken placein these towns
beving beéen owing to the Ordange processions and
celebrations of the 12th of July ; when 'the Roman-
ists, too, bave suddenly preached tolerance for ull
creeds, ard generally eoforced their arguments by a
free fight with the Orapgemesn. There had beeua'!
comparative lull in these wrotched quarrels for the

last fuw weeks, when, most unfortunately, it ocenr-
red to the penple of Toronto that the occasion of the ;
Prince's landing at that city would afford a sigoal
and favourable opportunity for & grand Orange pro-
cession and demonstration. Such an idea once start- ;
ed of conrse, spread far and wide among the town,
most notorious for dissensions between tbe Orange-
men and Roman Catholics. The Toronto peuple de- |
cided upon having Orange arches, and receiving His
toynl Highneas with a great Orange procession. The
Roman Catholics, of course, held meeiings to pro-

test against this. Both parties wrote bitter letters
to tite daily papers; third parties interfered in otiier
jouroals; and fourth parties put forth opinions in’
peculiar organs to compromise matters, aad, of,
course, made them worse thun ever. A dispute of .
such a naiure, of course, soun reached the ears of
the Duke of Neweastle and the Gorernor General,
and the former, a3 niight be cxpected, at once wrote
& letter to Sir Edmuond Heag, which the Governor
enclozed to the Mayor of Toonto, with one equally
strony of his own.

THE KINGSTON ORANGEMEN.

Kingston, though inerely allnded to en pussant,
wad the first place at which lis Royal Highness was
to tand, and here it was tacitly uuderatood that th-
question whether the Pringe or the Orangemen were
to give way was to be tried, so Toronta fora momeunt
fell intn the back-ground, and both parties concen-
treted theiv attention ou this dirty littie town,  The
regolution of the Grangemen here was soun comc to,
They determined that Orange arches should be ereci-
ed, nud that the Prince be received with an Orange
procession inattendance on the Corporation, and with
none nther, [ am azsured that this rezolutivn was
encouraged to the utmosi privately by the Orange
leaders at Toronte. who sont constant telegrams 10
Kingston exhorting them to stand firm, and insist on
ng Orange demonstration, and that 15,000 Oraoge.
men would be in Toronte to do the same. Thns su-
'mulated and further nrged forvnrd by o Mr. Flani-
gan, Grand Master, a chief buweher of Kingston, rnd
a eaptain of a troop of Volunteer apd very Orange
Cavalry, the thing of course went forward duly nc-
companied, ns is nsual in sueh cases, by the stroug-
est protestation of loyalty and the constant aszzer-
tion that whae was being done was entirely for the
Prince’s own good. Two Orange arches were nc-
cordingly erected in the chief thoroughfares threngh
which the Prince must pass. Iixcept as sources of
keen i)l-feeling, these would have been totally un-
worthy of note, 8o voor nnd paltry were they both in
design and execution. The one Tsaw, and as 1 am
told the best, was merely papered with Orange pa-
per nnd with a rather bundsome model of the Ark of
the Covennnt at the top. The sides were filled with
the Orange Societies® insignia, with portraita of Ga-
ribaldi and the Prince, the luiter with the motto of
“The fuith of my forefuthers und rmine,” with por-
traits of ©° William II{., of glorious pious and immor-
tal roewory ;” litile banners contained the names of
Baker, Walker, and Murray, of Londonderry fume,
with scrolls of ¥ No Surreuder,” and other mottoes
equally inappropriate to the occasion. Whethker pub-
lic ntteutior was so much epgrossed in the erection
of this trophy, which aftetr the Prince’s wishes on
tire subject could only be rogarded as insulting, or
whether they wished to render it more conspicuous
by vot erccting others I cannot say, but it i3 certain
that searcoly any other atternpts were made st de-
coraling Lbe town, aud that tho few other arches
that were pit up, were worse than any he had seen
nu his way through the woods from Aruprior to Al-
monte, UOf course the Royval suite soon heard of this
wanton discourteay, and a private intimation, I be-
lieve, was conveyed to Kingaton that the Ornnge pro-
cession must be given up, or the Prince would not
land. The Mayor accordingly issued an order that
there would be no muanicipal procession whatever,
npen which the chiefa of the Orangemen met, and
cacournged by Mr, Flanagsan aod Toronto telegrams
decided with a good deal of hot-headed talk about
giviog is Royal Highness a lesson, that they would
eeeive him with an Orange procession, and with
such a display orly, snd thatif the Prince did not
like it he might leavo it and not land at all.

TIOB PRINCE AT KINGSTOXN,

The Kingston steamer, with the Royal party, wus
expected Lo wrrive about noon ; but perbaps in order
to show to some advantage the scenery of the Thou-
sand Istands (though how that could have bren ma-
unged 1 am at a loss to imagine), perbaps with o
view of nliowing tho people of Kingston time to
change their minds, the arrival of the bost was ninch
delayed. If this delny was made in the hope that
the Orangemsen would have better taste and more
loyalty than to insist on insulting their young Prince
and guest, was made in raio, for by 10 o'cluck in
the duy the obnoxioug procession began to muster
in all sorts of tawdry fiuery, marchiog along to the
tmues of the “Boyue Water,” and ¢ Croppies lie
down.”

which, for aught is known, yet may lead the most
unpleagunt consequences in Upper Canada. They
of course, were all Irish, and all belonging to the
vorking clasaes. None were without Orange ri-
banda aod cockades, many bad the crimson cloaks
of the Royal Scarlet Society, as it i3 termed, and all
theso fuded symptoms of display were more or less
sixined with the unmistakeable traces of dirty tavern
wasenil, which, in this country at least, forms a most
important fenture in all Orange organizations. Every
third mao carried & banner with * No Surrender”
mottoce, or painted likenesses of King William, and
and » largo minority kad drawn swords, with which
they Hourisbed and vapored and marshalied the oth-
ers, as if about tn lead them into action direct. There
were plenty of men who acted as chaplains to the
Lodges, and who were dreased ns much Jike clergy-
men as their dirty surplices eould make them, with
orange bows and orange ribands over all, Their
chief leader, a Mr. Robinson, in a medley costums,
went about with others on horseback, haranguiog
each Lodge, exhorting them Lo stand by their colors,
tather thon give way. In making sueh arrange-
ments the morning passed. Tho remonstrances and
entrentieg of tho authorities of the town were of no
avuil; the Orangemen replied that either the Princo
or the Oraogemen must give way, and it should uot
bo the Orangemen if they stood there for o month.

The spot chosen for the landing of the Prince was
at the battery, & small work commanding the ap-
proach to the town from Lake Ontario, and anr-
reunded by high stone walls, which prevented its
being seen iute from he adjoining strest., Here

If such a step had
been likely it would, one wiild have thought, have
been a sufficient hurailiation for the Prince to satisfy
even the hot-headed bigots of Kingston, DBuu this
was not 30, and oif they all started ar & run 1o get
their procession to e landing before him. They

few minutes was out of sight.

Wlhen le was really gone the people were, of
course, bitterly angry, though they aflected to con-
sider the whole thing u victory nnd decided trinmph
for the Urange party. A mass meeling was event-
ually held, at whicu some violent langunge was used
against both the Prince and the Duke, and it was
decided privately that all the Oinngemen of King-
ston that could follow to the places where the
Prince was likely to land should at once do so, and
meet him at the various fandieg townz with their
flags apd banners, and try overywhere to compel him
Lo aceept their procession, or not luud at all. This
was doue accordingly, and A large party started at
once fur Belleville, the next towa at which the Prince
was to disembark. [ have just heard by telegraph
from that place that there the procession was agsain
formed en the landing-wharf, and that His Royal
Highness aguin refused to land, and weat away in
the steamer for Cobourg. [ am on the point of start-
ing for that town, which I shall reach as soou as tbe
Royal steamer, Telegrams say that the people of
Cobourg will not now allow an Orange procession,
but to presvent this backsliding & number of the
Orangemen at Kingston have gone up there, bent on
waking & procession at all huzards. I have also had
gaveral telegrams from Toronto, and fear, from ril [
hear, that thore i3 every prospect of a riot at that
place, The Orangemen are said to be determined
on haviog their display, and the Scoteh Presoyteriaes
I am told are coming in there in large numbera from
all parta of the country, benton driving the Orange-
mean ianto the river if they attempt it. These, how-
ever, I hope, are oanly rumours, but, at any rate, |
can send on detsiled news by telegraph up to the
evening of Saturday, the 8th. The ball lere last
night was intended for 2,000 persons, and a magni-
ficent supper was provided. There were 19 gentle-
men present and 17 ladios, in & rooin almoest as big
as thot at Montreal. Of course, it did not Jast an
hour, DPeople were frightened to be rlone in such a
buge apartment, and all came away.

Conuugre, Sept. 7, 9 A

The telegrams whieh [ received from Belleville
before 1 left Kingston yesterday were quite correct
a3 to the Orangemen heve ngain succeeded in driving
the Prince from thut landing. A number of them
travelled over night, and were waiting at Belleville
with their banners, bunds, and other insignis. If
anythisg were wanting to show the animus of ihis
miserable persecution it was this step.  The Orange-
naen of Kingsion have, according tn their notions, a
right to do what they like in their own town, and,
of course, having that place completely uunder their
own control, might dictate whatever offensive cere-
monies they pleased, as to the manuer 1 which
their gnest was to be reccived. Bat when they had
insisted on their own petty affront and carried it to
an extent thet drove the Prince away, they might
gurely huve remnined content with this most in-
boapitable and disloyal victory, aud let: other towna
to decide for themselves whether they would allow
their Royal guest toland or keep him wanderiog in
a steamboat rejected from the very cities to which
he hag beeo invited. But thero has been an avari-
ciousness of insult about the Kingston demagogues
that was not to be sntisfied with merely expelling
the Prince from that dilupidated township. Itiz
not every day that men like Mr. Flannigan or Mr.
Robinson bave opportunities of compelling Roynliy
to bow tefore their oppoaition and turn back from
their own town to avoid their insults. Itis not
likely that they will scon again have an opportunity
of iosulting another Prince of Waley, so Mesers,
Flanuigan and Robinson have made the most of the
opportunity, The former undertook to go down
with QOrange banuers 1o Cotnnrg, whils the latter
started at once for Belleville, the place where Ilis
Royal Highness intended to land yesterday morning.

turned oul of his holding without being compensated
for all the money he has spent und the lnbour he has
bestowed in judicicusly improving his landlord's pro-
perty.

steff—amounting to 4,000 individanls jodiciously
selected from the Consmbulacy und the Pulice of the
metropolis — that we wee secostomed 1o pegard it in
the light of an indisoutable docnment.  Add 1o this
the most important fact of all, that the data furnish-
ed to those who are somumissioned to obtain it pro-
caed from what woy Lo termed the fonntain Lead in
co-namele. the furmers thewselves, who
most readily afford o the ppummerstors s informa-
tion thes require, though the reverze of this obliging
and unreserved disposition is shown by the DBrilizh
and Scotch farmers, the relicence of the latler aris-
ing we presume, from o disinetination en  their pari
te let the world arennd them—theic Jandlords
amongst the rest—know how they stand, and what
their prospects wre.  According, then, to the statis-
tics before us it Apj:ears that cereal and green crops
ghow an incrensc of scme two or three per cent. on
the extent of the same cropa tnst year, In oats and
potatoes there bag, however, been some decresse,
whilat the increase is confined to meadew and clover,
This i3 perbaps aitributable 10 the very great scar-
city of hoy last year. Compared with 1858, the
average under wheae this year is considerally less,
tkough it is semewhat marve than Inst year, but then
there was one-seventh 2t least less wheat sown in
1859 than in 1858. 7This year's wheat iz caleulated
to cover 469,642 acres, that iz about 5,000 acres
more than last, and 7,700 less than in 1858 [1 is
difficult to mssign a renson fov this serious varintion,
but it is evident that the whest erop cunnot be con-
sidered the safest or most profitable one by the far-
mers, or we should find it w1 all events occupying
the same proportion of land 23 heretofore. In the
oais crop, too, there isa decrease. This has been
the cage since 185G, when the breadth of land under
tiis cereal was nearly 40,000 acres more than it is
now. Iubarley, rye, peas and beans, there is like-
wise some Gecreage ; but none worthy of special re-
mark. The entire decline in cereal crops, ns com-
pared with thoge of last yenr, is computed ay 15,228
acres. This is, however, no very Iarze vanation
from last year’s returns, but when conneasted with
those of 1858, the falling off is so very large that
were it to continue in the same ratio during any suc-
cession of years, the agricultural resonreces of the
country would he materially deteriorated. It s
more engy to account for the gradual decline in po-
potato planting.  The blight hns continged to make
serioug inrosds in the crop since it first committed
such ruingus havoce in it and the farmer, therefor:,
feeling less coufidence in it, year nfter venr, and von-
sidering the risk too great, has turned hia attentinn
to other green crops, the cultivatinn of which io
Ireland has incrensed considerndly of Tnte years;—
the potate will nevertbeless aiways be largelr plant
ed in this vountry a3 long 45 the decrease, to whiel:
it has now been subjected for ceveral years, leaves
two-thirds of the growth uninjured. Turnips, which
are also a precurivus crop, huve fallen off likewise
during the Tast fonr years, whilst the cultupe of finx
has incroxsed about 25 per cent. duving tlat perod,
and grass and clover exhibit an increase of about
157,000 acres, which witl amply compens-:e the far-
mer for the deficiencies of inst year, and the yield
would neeessnrily have boen geexter stitl bud not the
wel weanther militnted eonsiderably wzninagt 11, How-
ever, with regard to the greater poriion of the crops
clapsified in tho Regisirar's returns, moch will de-
peed on rho state of the wenther dnring the remain-
der of the present and 1he heglanivg of the present
month, Should it be tolevably songonable, there
will, in al) produbility, he ap nverage crop, and g
from various eanses agricultiral produce of every
kind has run to & price suflciently high, farmere
will, I trust, be sable to meet their engagemeuts this
year with tolerable ease, and luy something by fur
the future, We Lav . nos yat noticed Mr, Donunelly’s
returns of stoek, which, we vegret to find, exhibits a
very heavy fulling off of each kind, the value being
one million and a balf' less than last year. The Re-
gistrar atiributes this decline to the inordinate price
of fudder during a portion of the year. The actual
eflect, however, appears to us to exceed the alleged
cause, asthe vrice of al! kinds of flesh meat rose
with the price ot fodder, and the furmer wus thus
compensated, besides receiving un enormous jprice
for whatever fodder he could sell. We have ne
doubt, however, 1hat the excessive price and great
scurcity of fodder compelled numerous small farmers
to redncoe the number of their stock. As regards
horses, the vanse sssigned by the Repgistrar no aoudt
holds good. Turning from this seriea of calculations
regarding the agriculiural interests of the country
during the present year, as contrasted with the last,
we come with n saddened heart Lo the emigration re-
turns.

ProseLyrisM iy Pantuv.—OUn Tuesdoy evening u
lect ure on the Partry Proselytism and persecution
was delivered in Concert Hall, Lord Nelson-strect, by
the Rev. Patrick Lavelle, of Partry. There wag &
large attendance. The Very Rev. Dr. Roskell occu-
pied the chnir, and ia introducing the lecturer briefly
adverted to the persecution endured by the Irish Ro-
man Catholies for o long time past. Mr. Lavelle, on
coming forward, was received with much cheering,
and was repeatedly applanded throughout his dis-
course. liaviog made some introductory remarks
ag 1o the object of lis visit to Liverpool, &c., he said
he stood upon that platform ns the advocate of reli-
gious toleration, nnd he believed there was nota mun
present who would say that he hed no right to come
forwurd in that character. He then proceeded to
notice his connectton with the parish of Partry,
which commenced on the 10th of October, 1858,
when be confessed, his henrt never sank solow as it
did on that day, for on entering the church he found
that the people were few indeed who went there to
worship the Lord God of Hosts. He detuniled some
of the persecutions sufferd by the Roman Catholics
aof Partry, which was a portion of the estutes of the
Right Hon. Lord Plunket, a Protestant bishop—ef-
forts to force his tenants und their children to attend
his Protestant church and schools, and the evictions
consequent upon their refusal, &c. The success of
the lecturer's exertions in the parish was the next
topic of remark. Whea he first went to the parish
there was scarcely & child that did not attend Lord
Piunket’s schools, and before two months had passed
500 Catholic children were attending bis (the lec-
turer's) school. He nriso rerd extracis from a print-
cd pumplilet containing an abstract of certain evi-
dence taken with respect to the alleged efforts of
the Plunket family to proselytise the people of their
estales, showing that every possible effort had been
made to induce them to forsuke the ancient faith of
their fatkers and embrace Protestautism, those etforts
being happily, as he seid, quite unsuccessful in the
mnjority of cases, though some of the poor people
were compelled, through fear of being turned off
their land, to appear to acquiesce in the request of
their landlord and his deughbters. . The lecturer said
they heard & great deal about England as the boast-
ed land of freedom, audjof the liberty of conscience
which every man enjoy3 here; and he asked from
the hands of Englishmen the exercise of the same
privileges by the Roman Catholics of Ireland which
they themselves enjoyed —he claimed for the people
committed to his care the liberty to worship God sc-
cording to the dictatea of their conscience. Referring
to some anticapated or threatened evictions in Partry
purish ia November next, Mr Lavelle said if Lord
Plucket did strike the blow then, er attempted it, it
would be the darkest day for the landlords of Ire-
lInod that had ever occurred. In coneclusion, the
lecturer enumerated the expenses he had incurred in
erecting the achools, &c., at Partry, and appesled to
the meeting for their sympatby and practical sup-
port.— Liverpool Mercury.

— The son of Mr. Bradbury,
of the emipent firm of Bradbury & Evang, of London,
printers, nnd proprietors of Punch and other well
kuown publications, has recently committed sucide
in o remarkable manner, Ie went to Cremorme
Gnrdens and spent the evenjng in that ceicbrated
place. Towards the close of the entertwninment, he
procured silver for & tea pound note, and going to
the front of the danciog platform scattered it amoungst
the Jerowd. He then called for a glasa of grog,
nad having cuptied into it o phial of prussic aicid,
made & speech, proposed the health of the company,
draok off his glass, and alas! fell dead in the mdst
of that scene of wild riot and confusion. Ife wasa
young man of great ability and promise, and very
recently was presented with a gold watch by the
Emperor of the Freoch, in acknovwledgement of the
value of un improvement be had made in printing.
It is lamentable to see a valuable life thus reckless-
ly cast away.

Covovian Govenrvors 18 Cuurcn aNp State. -
A return hns been made which shows that our culo-
nies have 46 governors and 36 bishops. They are
distributed thns:—in North America we have 7 go-
vernors and 9 bigsbops; in the West Indies, 17T gover-
nors and & bishops; in the Australian colonies and
New Zeland, 7 governors and 12 bishops; in African
and Mediterranean possessions, 9 governors and 6
bishops; and in Xastern colonies. Falkland Islands,
and Heligoland, ¢ governors and 4 bighops. Thers
are 5 bishops in New Zeland, o greater number than
in India—which couniry and the Ionian Islands are
not included in this and other returns relating to
¢ golonies.! The palaries of the governors of our
colonies amount together to about £130,000. Among

them Victoria is the golden governorahip; the salary
is £10,000. a-year, The governors of Canadn, New
South Wales, aud Ceylon, have £Y,000. a yenr; of
the Maurstias, £6,000.; of -Jamaica, the Onpe, Hong-
kong, and Giberalter, £5,000. ; the other saleries are
iower and shade down to £500. The incomes of the
bisbops are much leas than oamed; the highest is
that of the Bialiop of Barbadoes, £2,500. a-year. Their
incomes are almost all provided either from colonjal
funds or the interest of many ‘voluntarily contribut-
ed in this country and placed - at the service of the
Clhiurdb for this purpose ; but seven—ths Bishops of
Qucbee, Nowfoundland, Jamaica, Kingston, Barba-
does, Antigua, and Guiapr—have annual grants from
the lmperial Kxchequer.— Times.

Ax ' Opex Binuk.”—1he frequency ot red-handed
crime in Evgland is one of the great, ugly facts of
the day. It starties, shames, snd puazzles English
society. [t has silenced the self-satizfied tone with
which we were wont to sum up the muititude of the
transgressions of our neighbonrs. Whether we will
or no we must turn our eyes inward-—we must face
the fact that we are conspicuous this day among the
nations, not alone for our wenlth, for our conunerce,
for all the nppliances of a prosperous material civil-
zation, but also for the frequency of the worst crimes
which stain the fair countenance of humanity. Nor
is the quick recurrence of c¢rime the most portentous
circumstanee.  There mie pecnliar fealure in the
cuse which, more than this, cause Lhe atwntive in-
quirer to shudder and look grave, In the crimionl
history of socicties it is by no means uncommon to
find at given times certain oflences cropping up in
plenty. Particular circumstances and states of so-
ciety are fruitful of particular offences. Poveniy
furnishes a large contingent t the array of crime,
Ireland has been marked by the existence of agririnn
crime, but then ita very nnme connectea it, ns withits
cause, will the siate of the land laws. [Rome, tou,
had its agrarian crime, and its agrarinn code. Again
in times of discontent, partly social wnd partly poli-
tical, the popular feeling makes for itself dark and
devious channels in the shape of rude and lawless
combinations of men, generally feading w crimes of
blovd, Italy aod ireland are not the only countries
which huve felt the ills springing from sceret socie-
tias.  But with England &t the present day the case
ig different from all these, uud the c¢rimes are differ-
ent. Therein lies the very heart of the ducger. It
revenls a state of morals low indecd—it discloses the
awlul fuct that the meanest promptiugs of avarice
are ofien suflicient to outweigh love of wife, of no-
ther, of child, and to induce the use of the subilest
meung of death which perverted ingenuity has placed
at man’s disposal—poison, or to prompt to murder
by means less subtle but more brutal still. The re-
cent tragedies of Road, of Liverpool, ot Stepuey, nnd
that for which Youngman has died on the sealTold,
spread over & series of yeurs, would be n foul Llot on
the character of any people ; but pressed close toge-
ther, within o few weeks, with others less revolting
in their circumstances, bat equally fatal in their re-
sults upon human life, they bewilder and appal. We
are usually disposed to think that in Kogland we
have existing in full working order those great
agents considered calculated to keep down crime.~—
Here is a great educational system whicly, olbeit fail-
iog to reach many many thousands of the people, is
yet widespread in its operation. Here, 100, is u
mighty religlious establishment, calling itselt the
GChurch of the people, and assuming to miniater to
the religious wants and to care for the mora! culture
of the peaple, supported by great money resources,
snd maintaived as part of the law of the land.—
Moreover, England is this day thriving ; labour is
well paid for; the per centage of pruperism i3
smail; there is little or no class-against-class dis-
content—all seem to go on pleasnutly and harmoni-
ouasly. There seem, in fine, to be co-existent ali the
conditions of physical and moral well being. Yet it
is just now that crimes are plentiful—crimes of the
deepest dye—~crimes not gpringing from want, nor
frem heat of blecd, but matured in the most systema-
tic way, and perpetrated to gratify the weakest sug-
gestions of avarice or of deliberate hate, There is
gomethiog roften somewhere. All this show of re-
spectable, woral propriety, all thie religious appnra-
tus, all this educational splutter, the spread of en-
lightenment, knowledge, and soforth, the shoolmas-
ter at home and abroad, and all the rest of it, have
not been able to make our country fmirly paesable in
2 moral point of view even compared with our (as it
seems to us) less favourably circumstanced neigh-
bars.— Weelily Register.

be rigorously tested. They wure very apt to mask
narrow and selfish passiors altogether differeat in
kind from the interesta which they affect to repre-
sent. Not loug ngo an almost servile veperution for
episcopal authority was a pet idea with a small sec-
tion of the Church of England, but no sooner did it
appear that the majority of the Benck were opposed
to extreme views than the language of adula-
tion was exchanged for that of mutiny, and the
highest authorities of our Church were addressed Ly
fanatical Churchmen in terns which Disscaters
would have scrupled 1o use, The letter which we
publish this evening from our Special Correspondent
in Canada records & striking illustration of the same
principle. Orangemen, we all know, cluim a kind
of monopoly of loyulty. All the inLabitants of Great
Britain and mest Irishmen are loyal, but our tame
and homely loyalty diflers from Urange loyalty as
swell beer does from champagne. The ordinary po-
pulr sentiment, deep ag it is, can bear to wait for
suitnble occasions of manifesting itself; the Irieh va-
riely, in scason and out of season, is effervescent, de-
moostrative &nd importunate. It is refined by an-
iagoniam into & piquancy peculiarly its own, and,
while it loves to appeal to the eye as well as the ear
it not unfrequently refuses to be denied till it has
broken some one’s bend. This js the type of loyalty
which has propagated itself in Upper Canada.

Next to its consummate impudencd, the leading
fenture of the whole transaction is its elaborate un-
reasonableness. 'The comnmon decencies of hospitali-
ty are violated Dy the nttempt to force on a gueat
what he is known to dislike. But even Orangemen
might have apprecinted the peculinr motives which
ahnuld have deterred them from imposing such con-
ditions on the son of their Sovereign. ¢ What,”
nsks the Duke of Newcastle, in his farewel letter to
the Mayor of Kingston, *‘was the sacrifice I asked
the Orangemen to make? Merely toabstain from
displaying in the presence of a young Prince 19
years of age, the heir to & sceptre which rules over
millions of every form of Christiauity, aymbals of re-
ligious and political organization whicl are notori-
ousiy distasteful to the members of apnother creed,
and which in one quarter of the empire have repeat-
edly produced not only discord and heartbursing,
but riot and bloodshed.” If the ‘ processionists”
could not understand 80 comprehensive an argument
ag this, they must have seen that the Prince could not
at the Inst moment stultify the declarations of the
Secretary for (he Colonies and the Governor-Geue-
ral of (Canada. They cannot have been ignorant
that reasons of state must governo a Prince's move-
ments, and that even had he been himself an Orange-
men a3 heart, the delicacy of his position must have

prevented his avowiog it ostentatiously. Kuowing}
all this, they greedily seized the opportunity of show-

ing off their awkward bigotry before two continents,

and of enrning the hearty soutempt of every one of

tommoy sense in Kngland or America.

The .misvepresentations of Jesuit teaching
proceed we will assume not from malice—for
with malice it isin vain to argue—but from igno-~
rance, and from a misconception of the technical
meaning of the terms employed by Catholic the-
ologians. Every science has its technical lan-
guage ; the law has its technicalities, and so has
theology, and until these have been mastered it
is impossible to convey to persons ignorant of
the rudiments of law or theology, the meaning of
the terms habitually employed without the slight-
est danger of musconception, by legists and the-
ologians. It issom this case; and therefore
we must define what, in the technical language of
Catholic theology is meant by the expression,
“ obligationem ad peccatum non tnducere.”

All the commandments of God which are of
constant and universal force ** wducunt obliga-
tionem ad peccatum mwortale,”’ or bind with
such an obligation that Lie who violates any one
of them 1s guiity of mortal sin. So in hke man-
ner with the Jaws of the Church, which preseribe
the duties of fasting and of abstinence, of cessation
from all servile work, and assisting at Mass on
Sundays and other holidays of obtigation. IHe
who knowingly and willingly violates any one of
these laws is guilty of mortal sin ; and m the tech-
pical language of theology therefore those laws
are such as “ obligationem ad peccatum mor-
tale inducunt,’ not because they impose upon
any one the obligation or necessity of cownitting
mortal sin, but because the force with which
they bind is such thar the consequences of ntor-
| tal sin are neeessarily involved in their inlrac-
! tron,

Yet, in spile of this
greatness, although it may not be polite to term
the worthy Baron’s words fulse, we are con-
strained to call them fnaccurate—yea, caceed-
ingly tnaccurate ; in fact the extremest degree
of inaccuracy which is consistent with the * code
d’honneur,” for we would not call a nobleman a
liar for the world, or any other sublunary consid-
eration. We have said that the worihy Barow’s
words are inaccurate — we ought to have said
more ; they are 2naccuiate as to their first prin-
ciples—inaccurate as to the premises—and nac-
curate as to their conclusions. With regard to
bis first principle, however, we have no right to
meddle with that. If he chooses to uphold it
in spite of right reason, he bas a legal rght to
do so, and 1t is not our business to blame him for
it ; the more so especially as be holds it in com-
mon with the whole Protestant world “ and
they are honorable men.” The wortby Baron
would bave us believe that, in conseguence of a
supposed superior material prosperity, Protestant
nations are superior i civilizatton to Catholic
nations—to use his own example, the country
around Edinburgh is superior to the country
around Rome. Now, the Baron is a Seoteh-
man, and in common with the whole Protestant
worid, though in an vacommon degree being a
Scotchman, he worships the *¢ haubees’—deem-
ing viches and worldly prosperity to be ¢iviliza-
tion—the Mammon of 1niquity to be the true
God of the Christians.  This is his first principle,
on which his dednctions are founded. Now grant-
ing for a moment that his deductions are troe,
let us apply the test of Scripture to the Barons
theology.—The Apostle (we suppose the worthy
Baron would adinit Am as un authority in mat-
ters of faith) tells us * 2 omnedbus Christus”—in
all things Christ. But Mammon is not Christ ; for
the Gospel (doubtless another authority with the
worthy Barou in such matters) tells us we can-
not serve iwo masters, we cannot serve hoth
God and Maminon. It is evident, therefore,
whatever the Baron may huve thought and writ-
ten to the contrary, that riches and worldly
prosperity are pot true civihzation—if civilization
be as it ought to be—Christianity, duly and
truly carried out.  The Baron’s first principles,
therefore, will not hold good with right reason
at least, however Protestant prejudices may be
in its favor. The Scotehman’s theology may be
0 favor of Mammon for God ; and the Protest-
ant world may subseribe to this article of his
creed, but they must excuse the Catholic world
if iL dissents 22 toto from their dogmn, and
teaches that Christ und Christianity are true civi-
lization and true prosperity.

The truth
is that the Bushiops of the Catholic Church
claimn far more than this—for they claim that in
Church affairs the king govern not at 'fdl. To
him belongs the control over secutar aflairs; but
over affairs ecclesiastical he has, be can have,
no legitunate jurisdiction. This doctrine has
been asserted oot only by Catholics, but by Pro-
restarts, of whom the Globe often makes honor-
able mention; by men who in their hatred of,

“and contempt for, Erastianism, deserve the re-

spect even of Catholics, in spite of the many and’
grievous ervors, doctrinal aud practical, whu-:h
marked thetwr career. It is in the Church, and in
the Catholic Church only, that the autonomy of
the spiritual order can be insisted upon without
encroachment on the domain of the civil magis-
trate; and that the divine right of kings can be
logically denied, without st the same time assert-
ing the divine right of revolution. ;

Taking, however, the fruth of the Globe’s us-
serlion for granted, our Toronto cotemporary
shows conclusively that it is the interest of Pa-
pists in Canada to be toyal to the Tmperial Gov-
ernment ; and since even the Globe will admit that
most men will generally act in accordance with
their known interests—if they can reconcile those
interests with their principles —why should our
*¢ Clear-Grit” cotemporary then afiect to doubt
the truth of Catholic professions of attachment
or loyalty 10 our actual Government? Does he
suppose that we are fools 7 or that from an ab-
stract hatred of loyalty, and innate love of rebel-
lion, we are anxious to sacrifice our interests,
and to cast away the advantages wlich our posi-
tion as British subjects assures to us?

It first
shows that it 1s our interest as Catholics to be
loyal ; it asserts that the Catholic Chureb has
always upheld the ¢ divine right” of kings; and
yeL with ludicrous consistency, it persists m
its insinuations against the sincenity of our Bish-
ops and Clergy, when with one accord they give
uiterance to sentiments in accordance with theiwr
mterests, and with what the Globe represents as
the monarchical principles of the Cherch in which
they bear rule!

Accusations, or wsinuations of disloyalty more-
over come with bad grace from the Globe,‘a
jownal which hesitates not when 1ts peliey is
thwarted, to advocate rebellion, and appeals to
physical force, as the means for carrying into ex-
cution its designs. That we may not be deemed
unjust even lo the Globe, we submit to our rgad-

There were s few shouts for Victor
Emmanuel, and an occasional exclamation of ¢ Death
to the Bourbons I" TFor the rest the huge mob did
not know what it wished or what all the noise was
abous; But it did not care,—it swarmed and ed-
died and boiled and bubbled about like the waves
at Charybdis,—throng of carringes, throng of men,
throng of women, the men brandishing nalked
awords, or waviog flags or hats; the women bare-
headed, dishevelled, with disordered garments,
cheering, embracing, and Kissing, a3z they passed each
other, like so many victims of & rabid druunkenness,
in which, Lowever, drink bad no part. Many of the
women wore girls of loose character about town.”

Thus writes the Protestant correspondent of
the Times, and his description vivadly reminds us
of the pictures banded down to us of the  Fu-
ries of the Guillotine” who played so conspicu-
ous a part in the first French Revolution, of
which this Italian Revolution seems destined to
be a filthy and exaggerated caricature.

Paris, Smpr. 17.—The characteristics of
eur times are, on one side unbelief, administra-
“ tion and policy-in permanent conspiracy against
the Divige authority of the Church; and on the
other side the-Church deprived of all-human aid,
bated by all earthly powers, fighting almost alone
 for the integrity of her doctrine and for freedom
of conscience. What will be the issue ? Per-
haps before I shall hare time to finish my letter,
the telegraph will have told you whether the
heroic Lamoriciere has beéen able to bear the as-
. sault of Cialdini’s Sardinians—swhether Pius IX.
bas been able to join him at Ancona, as every
Catholic heart that desires ratber integrity of
the honor than that of the power of the Church
must wish. Whether Austria, officially accused
by the French Goverument of having been the
. sole cause of the annexation of the Emilian pro-
vioces to Piedmont, wi! forcibly oppose the an-
nexation of the Marches. But I cannot make a
mistake in pointing out ta you on whom the
whole responsibility of the present events, that
were all foreseen, must fall. The consequences
were all plainly involved in the premises. Neitler
in the letter of Napoleon IIL. to the Pape, De-
cember 31, 1859, nor M. Thouvenel’s circular
to the diplomatic body in answer to the encyeli-
eal letter of Pius IX., nor in the same Mins-
ter’s despatch to the Duke de Gramont, 15 there
any certain definition of the extent of ferritory
which the French Government intended to gua-
rantee to the Pope. This uncertainty was clear-
ed up by the very delinite orders given 10 Gen.
de Noue, which were, in plain English, an invi-
tation to the revolunionary leaders to seize all
that was nol guaranieed by France. The {ta-
fians made atl haste to obey the summons, and in
so doing, as the Opunione frankl_y says, they
% only follaw Napoleon’s advice,” in Ins incen-
diary proclamation wineh he addressed fram
Milan, net to the Lombards alone, but to *all
Ttahans”—+ Unite 2nd organize yourselves un-
der the banner of Vietor Emmanue! ; follow him
in the path which he has so nobly opened 10
you.” 'The Ttalinns took him al Ius word, and
followed the gulant«omo to Bologna, 10 Ancu-
na, to every place where there were grievances
to redress—a formula which may carry them a
good deal further. So M. Cavour tas reason
to bpast that whateser muay be the temporary
judgment passed upou his new misdeeds by the
Cabinet of the Luilleries, 1t will nat break off the
allance. Observe, woreover, that Vietor Em-
manuel says precisely the same as Napoleon I11.
"They both ¢ respeet the seat of the Head of the
Chureh ;™ neither of them meddle with the sacristy.
If Victor Emmanuel robs him of his geods, it is
only for the reason given in the Tmperial pam-
pblet (which you ought to read over agan now)
to increase his moral influence, and to render
hi more hike the popes of the primitive church.
The retura of Geveral de Goeyon—who cannot
resume his commaad before Cialdim has secured
the greater part of his rascally booty—and the
recal of Baron de Talleyrand, which is far from
a diplomatic rupture, and mere hocus pocus, a
blind to give a temporary satisfaction to good
people who cannot see an inch hefore their nioses
and dust thrown into the eyes of the French
bishaps, who are not disinclined to avail them-
selves of the operation.  Alfter all, one thing is
certain j that alter the mtersiew at Chamberv
with Farint and Cualdini, the Emperor was of all
men in Europe the least surprised at the Pied-
montese invasion of the Marches; he may pre-
tend to be in a towering passion, as he was ina
passion about Bologna, but be will never dare to
quarrel with the Cabonari, with whom he bas
made his bargain., The revolutionists bave ul-
ways understood that sooner ar later .he was 1o
help them in the execution of their diabolic plot
against kuropean society. The first part of this
plan was war against the Crown. The deatls of
Louis XVI ami the revolution of July secured
the success of this part of the project. ‘I'he
throne of I'rance was the great realization of
the onarchieal idea. Twice has it fullen ;—
twice has Europe Inoked calinly on the fall of a
power of fourteen centuries, without fear of the
consequences to hersell. The next portion of
tbe revolutionary programme 15 war agamst the
altar. 'This, in the eyes of our enemies. 15 the
cream of the whole; but the altar 1s still stand-
ing, God seems to have left the Papal Sore-
reigaly as its last rampart.  When this rampart
is breached, the fortress will be indefeusible, as

Il they sacrifice
the Pope, all barriers against the triumph of the
revolution will be overturned, and all the institu-
tiops which inake up our sociul existence will he
destroyed. How can we be so blind when the
Evit Genus shows hisnsell in such clear colors 1
Is it that God lels us be blinded, that we wmay
be punished for our sins?  Anyhow, we are on
the eve of a general coulusian, and this time we
can scarcely escape. Austria will either attack
or be attacked, Napoleon will interfere, and then
the war will be general, or else in a few days the
Papal sovereignty will perish; but this power
cannot fall like other dynasties, andits fall will
occasion that of other Powers which fancy them-
selves very secure.—Cor. Weelly Regtster.

The cause of
this difference of opinion is, that the former only
thinks of Bertani, and the latter of the eight regi-
menta which a Neapolitan squadron has been order-
ed to coavey from Turin to Naples. KEvents will no
loager allow of these politiesl oscilintions, and Count
Cavour i3 taking his precautions against the day
when Garibaldi's will may perbaps be opposed to
bis. After the flattering hopes inspired in the an-
nexation party by the mere nasmes of Garibaldi's
Ministers, the letter to the Palermitans produced an
overwhelming effect.”

Tay-
lor (¢ French lady) was considered more bheinous,
innsmuch as she was stated to bave said, locking at
the portenit of Victor Emmanuel, that he waa more
like merchand de beuf than a king. For this jeu
d'esprit, as she perhaps considered it, the Court sen-
tenced Mrs. Taylor to twenty-two months' imprison-
ment. The four laborers employed by Mr. Taylor,
and accused of participating in his political indis-
cretions, were acquitted,.— Zimes,

A letter from Turin, dated the 12th of September,
says;—‘ Despite the security which is felt here, the
government i3 taking its precautions, The ten bat-
tnlions of the national guard which bave been call-
ed out will be divided as follows : —Five at Alessan-
dria, three at Bologna, and two at Pavin. The Of-
ficial Gazette of this evening publishes the names of
their officers. A strong corps d'armee, the head-
guarters of which are at Piacenza, is keeping watch
upon the movements of the Austrians, Great at-
tention is being paid to the navy. A portion of the
Neajolitan fleet is ordered to Genos, and the Go-
vernment has just purchased severai large transport
steamers. It i3 not thought that Ausiria will mave
{ill Venotia iz attacked ; but there must be no illu-
siva on the subject sooner or later the straggle must
come. The question of Venice will arouse the pas-
sions of Italy as soon as the other questions are set-
tled. Asregards France the articles in the Consti-
tutionnel and La Patrie have not the slightest effect.
The idea that France cannot separate her:elf from
us if attacked is deeply rooted, and » hostile fact
only could dispel it. People may justly possibly be
wrong but such is the opinjon nevertheless.”

A letter from Turin dated 14th September, says :—
The newa of the recall of M. de Tallyrand has pro-
duced a lively impression here; it ia understood that
this means something more than an article in the Con-
stitutionnel. Nevertheless, political men are oot dis-
couraged; they believe, or aiall events they say,
that France has wished to free herself from responsi-
bility before Europe and before the religious party,
but that in reality the alliance is not broken; and
that under the shicld of that principle, Umbria and
the Marches wiil be annexed as Tuscany was annex-
ed, and, once the fact accomplished, it will be re-
cognized. As, after all, it is well to take the best
view of things, it is hoped that the actualattitnde of
Frauce will result in calming the anxiety of Europe,
of stopping Austria, and of allowing time to take
Ancona, I give vou the reasonings, but by no means
wish to approve them. 3Menntime M. de Tallyrand is
at Nice. It is not knowa whether he goes thence di-
rect to Paris or mot. The secretary who i3 to act
for bim ad fnlerim has not yet been desigoated.

Tes CarTurRe oF Peruuvia.—A Turin letter gives
the- following particulars respecting the tgking of
Perugin by General Fanti:—*The town was de-
fended by about 3,000 men, who fought with grent
resolution. The gurrison had raised barricades in
all parts of the town, and occupied the honses, from
which they fired upon the Sardinians Every street
was the scene of n conflict, but the assistauce afford-
ed to General Fanti by the iuhabitants made the
struggle much shorter than it would otherwise have
been. A considerable portion of the Pontifical ecar-
bineers coatrived to escape out of the town, the
others retired to the citadel, which could not hold
out long. Towards evening the fort capiwnlated,
nod the wiiole of the garrison, consisting of 1,600
men, were made prisogers, as well as General
Schmidt, whu commanded them.

Tie gallan: band who bave fought for the Pope
can never be nccused of cowardice, At Perugia the
garrison counsisted of 2,500 Bavarians and 140 Irish.
These brave fellows were opposed by no less than
25,000 Sacrilegiany under General Tauti;, yei they
contested every inch of ground, aud it was only
when they retired to the citadel, and it was dis-
covered that there were only 1,000 survivors, that
Genera!

Uupria axp THE Marcues.—The following par-
ticulars relative to part of Italy, which is now ke
seat of war, may be fonud interesting at the present
moment :—** The population of the Marches, accord-
ing to an official return of the Pontifical Government
was, in 1853, 922,700 souls, of whom 176,549 were in
the province of Anconae, 110,331 in that of Fermo,
243,104 1n Macerata, 257,751 in Pesaro and Urbino,
aond the rest in Ascoli and Camerino. The citadel of
Ancona is situated on the snmmit of Mount Artngae,
upwards of 300 feet above the level of the sea. The
town Etands on the part of the mountain which
alopes to the sea, and ita port is formed by little bills
which constitute a sort of ampblitheatre. The high-
est of these bills which protects the citadel itself, is
the Montagneola, upwards of 700 feet above the level
of tho sea. Thereis also Mount Guasco dei Cappu-
cini, which is on a level with the barracks of the ne-
tillerymen in the citadel. The western part of
Mount dei Cappucini i8 ocenpied by part of the town
which extends nlong theside of the fort, with 2 bend.
In 1849, the Austrinns during the war of jndepend-
ence, undertoock extensive works, but they soom
abandoned them. They supplied the fortress which
they left likewise. The entrance to the fortress is
well defended, the roads being partly winding and
zigzag, and constructed in guch a way thata sur-
prise of an cnemy can be resisted, however great
way be the impetuosity which it is made. Tho for-
tress cannot contain A numerous garrisnn, but the
