Bread Pudding—Slice the bread thin
cut all all the crusts off, butter the slices
then lay each sglice ina dish- and cover
with rasins, make a custard and pour
over till the dish is full’ then bake till
the custard is done.

Fig Pudding—Thre quarters of a pound

of grated bread, half a pound of best figs
8ix ounces of suet,six ounces of moist

sugar, & teaspoonful of milk and a little
nutmeg grated: The figs and suet must
be chopped very fine. Mix the bread
and suet first, then the figs sugar and
nutmegs' one egg beaten well. and lastl
ly the milk, Boilin a mold for four
hours. Tobe eaten with sweet sauce.

Vegetable Soup.—Take three pint
bowl of vegetables of all kinds cut up
very;small; boil them in two quarts of
water, with a lirtie salt; when done blend
two tablespoonfuls of four with a piece
of butter the size of an egg, and add a
pint of cream or & pmnt and a half of
milk; boil  altogether, and just before

serving add the yolksot two eggs mix-
ed with a little cream or milk.

How to Choose an Orange.—The very
sweetest orange and richest is the black
or rusty-coated fruit. Pick out the din-
giest orange in the box and you will get
the best. Another way to chose oranges
is by weight. The heaviest are the best,
bacause the have they thimmest skin
and more weight of juice. Thick skin
oranges are apt to be dry; they lighter
weigh less because of having so much skin
or because of the poverty of the juice in
these. particular specimens. - A slight
freezing on the tree causes this condition
in otherwise tine fruit. The “kid glove”
oranges are the two varvieties of small
froit grown iu Florida from stocks respec
ively brought from China snd Tangiers,
They are called ‘Mandarin’ and ‘Tanger-
ine,’ They may be eaten without soiling
s Jad glove, becavse the skin is loose.
and the littls ‘gores’ or pockets of juice
come apart very cleanly and without
breaking. All the above apply to-Flori,
da oranges. The Jamaica and Havana
oranges afe much paler yellow, and their
tuice is usually of more acid quality than
the home-grown oranges.

1HE BODY AND 1T8 HEALTn.

How we spoil our lungs.— House air is
almost always filled with more or less
dust, During the winter, when ventilat-
ion is imperfect, this especially the case
The stove is a most common cause; as
its dries up every bit of dirt in the
room, and it is wafted about by. currents
ot air and stirred up by the skirts of
women* Women probably do not know
how much dust their skirts sent into
the air wheaever the sweep over the
carpet. It is invisibla to the eye, except
when the light of the sun shines on it.

All this is breathed, aud helps to spoil
our .uugs. Is there any help forit! At
least one, and that is ventilation,
Frequent and thorough ventilation, es-
pecially whan the rooms are swebt and
dusted’ while it does not remedy the
evil, makes it less.

Necessity of Bathing.—D.. W,
Rand writes in Lowell Times: {‘Twenty
eight miles of drain pipes; with many
thousand openings, discharge their im-
purities upon the surface of the hum-
body. The fluids so excreted evaporate

quickly, leaving behind theim snspended
solids in the form of an alluvial delta
or deposit blocking np the mouth of the
tiny transpiratory ducts, This process
goes on eontinuously, though insensible
" and serves the twofold purpose of main
taining an’ evuable temperature of the
body of the eliminating its waste mater-
ial.  Hence the necessity of bathing to
remove the ever accumulating incrustat
ionof the skin® An elaborate apparatus
is not needed for bathing purposes—a
basin of water towels, soap, and a coarse

washcloth—not a8 sponge being the
only requisites. But- these appliances,
fey and simple and always at hand are
abt to be neglacted in a family where
boys aud girls abound. The ‘coming
man’ emerges irom the bedclothes in
the morning, and dresses himself with
even washing his face; uniess the hapit
of cleanliness be enjoined, with repitit
on and emphasis, by parental auth
ority.”

I'lsle, the reputed author of thejfamous
‘Marsellaise’. But for this hym,as the
French call it he would now be forgotten

whence we conclude that his poetical
talent was not of the highest order, The

song was composed for the army ot the
Rhine, in 1762.

Tt now transpires thas Rouget de I'lsle
was not the author. ‘L.Esther,— an ora:
torio composed long before 1762, by
Grisous, the choir maater of the Cathe,
dral of 8t Omer—oontains note for note,
the music of the ‘Marsellaise’. The

.

manuscript, duly sigried and dated, was

some years ago in the possession of M.
Vervoite, after whose death it became
the property ot M. Arthur Loth, the pub
lisher of I'Univers, who has lately proved
that the pretended nat.onal air was origi
nally a piece of Church music.

M. Loth thns ends his interesting and
conclusive dissertation; _

‘With the manuscript of /I'Esther, dies
the fiction of Rouget de 1'Isle, .
Thehistory of the ravolution, written by
revolutionists, has been disfigured, mun
tilated, falsified; itis but a tissue of ro
mance and falshood. The principal aimn
of its authors was to conceal the excess
es of the Reign of. Terror, and to try to
make people forget its horrors, by en-|
larging on the grest advantages of which
it would be the caase, But the rovolu-
tion was caaable of nothing, except crime
It 15 the province of history to combat
false opmnions and expose prejudiced
statements. Many of these are on the
road to oblivion, The legend of ‘la Mar-
seillalse’ will retire in company with
those of the taking of the Bastile, the
vonlunteer of 82, and the ship 'le Van-
geur. The ‘Marseillaise is not the pro-
duct of revolutionary genius: on the
contrary, it'was produced by the schools
ot music, of which the Church was a zea-
lous promoter.’—The Ave Maria,

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THE FRENCH GOVERNMENT'S PER

_Two thousand three hundred and sixty
four is the official number of priests o
the class called vicaires, upon whom a
treathardshipn as been put by the French
minister of public Worship. M. Goblet,
the minister in question, was taken to
ask last week by Mgr Freppel. the Bis-
hop of A ngers, for having stopped the
pay of all these priests, and to explamn his
action M. Goblet gave the following ex-
planation:

In the Concordat no pay was allowed
tor desservants and vicavies. Not untill
1816 were stipends provided for thi-
clags of priests; at first they - were but
at the rate of 14 pounds a year, but. in
1889 they were increased to the figure
of 16 pounds per annum. Of the 9,252
hvings of this class. only 2,364 have
been suppressed, 5o that there are nearly
7,000 of them left. Besides every pos
sible leniency‘(les plus granls manage-
ments has been shown in performing,this
unpleasant operation. '

Regulations tor the Archdiecese of
' 8t, Bonifacr,

———

1, All the faithful who have completed
their twenty-first year, unless legitimate.
ly dis;»eused, are bound to observe the
fast of Lent. -

2. They are :—Make one meal only a
day, except on Sundays.

3- The meal permitted on tfast days 1s
not to be teken till about noon.

4 Flesh- .meat and fish are not to be
used at the same meal during Leat.

5. A small refreshment, commonly cal
led collation, is permitted in the evening,

" in all about eight ounces,

" 6. At the collation it is permitted to
use bread, all kinds of fruits, salads, and
vegetables. The use of butter, cheese,
milk and eggs 1s also permitted by
special indult. :

7. It is allowed to take in the morning
some warm liquid, as tes, coftee or thin
ohooolate matle with water, and with this
liquid about two ounces of breada.

8. The following persons are exempted
from the obligation of fasting : Persons
under twenty-one years of age, the sick,
nursing women, those who are obliged to
do hard labor, and all whe, through weak
ness, cannot fast without great prejudice
to their health.

9. The use of filesh meat is permitted
at all meals on Sundays, and once a day
on Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednesdays and
Thnrsdays, with the exception of Ash}
Wednesday, Wednesday and Thursday
in Holy week. The second Wednesday
in Lent betng an Ember day is a day of
abstinence, )

THE ENIGHTS OF L.ABOR,
Nothwitlistanding the remarks of a
Catholic contemporary which were | re,
produced in our columns last week,
there does seem to be an authoritative
condemnation of the association called
‘The Knights of Labor' as it is at pre-
sent organized. ‘La Verite,” of Quebec
gives a reference to a decision of the
Sacred Congregation of the Inquisition
of the 27th Aungust, 1884, which translat-
ed, reads as follows: ‘Having before us
the  principles, the organization and
statutes of the Society of ‘The Knights
of Labor’ as they are presented to us, the
Society must be considered as being
one of those whichare prohibited by the
Holy See, according to the instruction
of this supreme Congregation dated 10th
May 1884 and ‘ad ‘mentem’! It is to
be remembered that it is recommended
to the Bishops to proceed against not
only Societies specifically denounced
but also like Societies and to employ re-
medies according to the prescriptions
and counsels contained in the same in‘
structions.

1t appears to be plain then that the
Society of the Knights of Labor a3 at
present constituted is condemned by
the Catholic Church, And, therefore,
that so long as its constitution and stat’
utes remain unaltered no Catholic can
rightly continue to be an active member
of it, : ]
It is general.y understood, however, that
the Constitution of the organization has
becn submitted to ecclesiastical autho-
rity with the view of eliminating such
features as form the groundof its condem
nationof the Churth, and no doubt
the proposed emendations will be made.
Meanwhile however, W& repeat; it be-
hooves Catholics to stand aloof from the
association. '

It is to be regretted that the cemps-
ratively small number of Catholics in
our mixed population seems {o render
practically impossible the adoption of
the Holy Father's recommendation
in this connection containgd in his
Encyclical Humanum £enus namely the
formation of associations after the pat-
tern ofthe guildsof artisans of the
middle ages. ‘

where amidst the flux and reflux of jn,
vasions, the artisan became 8 senator
and the eenator an artisan— In like
manner it was under the name and
rule of corporations and brotherhoods
that trades were established in Flanders,
in France,and in England, countries in
which the arts have been carried to their
highest degree of perfection and re,
nown, -

The internal revolt of the sixteenth

HIS HOLINESS ON MODERN EVI1LS

On March 15 the parish priests of Rome
-and the preachers appointed to occupy
the pulpits of this city durtug the Lenten
season, were received in solemn sudien,
ce by his Holiness Leo XII1, He took
-this occasion of addressing them in a
lonthyand important discourse, speak,
ing first of the sorrowtul conditions of
the present times and the very serious
-evils by which human society is sosadly
tried and disturbed.
These evils he has deplored from the
beginning of his Pontificate,and on many
-occasions he has denounced them to the

-Catholic Epi‘scopatehd well as to princes

rnu govemn’!emts It was these evils he

‘aimed at in his Encyeclical Letter. in

which he opposed ihe faise theories of
socialism, rational ism, naturalism, and
particularly in those Encyclicals in

‘which he apointed to the gangrene which

invests the world, namely the sect of
Freemasons. Still more recently vy the
Encyclical Immortale Dei, summarizing
preceding mstructlons, he exposed and
strove torginstate in honor these irrefrag
-able principles which are the true base
on which the Christian constitution of
States should rest, Tt was clearly under-

_8tood by those now listening to him that

it wonld be vainto hope for the
return of the -world to God.
if the wound was not at first healed
in its very root-in tamilies and individ-
uals, which are thejconstituent elements
of society—and destroyed so that
-Christians virtues should flourish again.
The Holy Father referred them to the
Jubilee, the publication of which was
.considered by all Christendom. as an
event of most high and supremse impor.
tance. ~ On the announcement of a
Holy Year & religious enthusiasm;
a holy emulation, a salutary excitement
in reforming morals and in strengthing
faith, was visible amongst all people.

The
declaration is to  certain parti-
culars as to the association, and after the
formalities have been complied with the
person having signed it are to be a body
corporate and politic with power to hold,
possess and enjoy for the purpose of a
corporation any lands not exceeding a
yearly value of $5,000. The affairs of the
corporation are to ke managed by direc.
tors, who shall have powers to make by
laws, ect; no members of the corporation
to be liable beyond the amont of the un-
paid share or any balance unpaid there
on he may hold.
