The Court having heard the parties by their respective counsel, on the merits of
the Election Petition fyled in this case by the said Petitioners, and praying that the
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election made on the twelfth February, eighteen hundred and eighty, of the said
Respoudent as Member to represent the said Electoral District of Argenteuil in the
House of Commons of Canada, be declared null and void, that the said Respondent
be declared to have been personally guilty of fraudulent practices durinrg the said
election, and in consequence thereof that he be declared disqualified; having
examined the procedure and exhibits fyled and heard and examined the evidence
adduced by both parties and on the whole duly deliberated :

Considering that the Petitioners have not proved the allegations of their
Petition of a nature to cause Respondent to be declared personally guilty of corrupt
practices in the sense of the Statute, during, before or after the said election, and to
cause him to be declared disqualified ;

Dismisses, in consequence, that part of the said Petition;

And considering that the said Petitioners have established in evidence that the
said Respondent did, by his agents in and for the said election, namely : George Good-
win and James I7. Sutton, but without his knowledge and without his participation,
practice corruption, and by his said agents promising during the said election, to a
large number of voters at the said election, namely, to all the men employed under
their control, at the works then in progress on the Grenville Canal, to the number of
over one hundred, and with a view of undaly and fraudulently inducing them to vote
at the said election, to pay them their full day’s work, without deduction for the time
they might lose in going to vote at the said election, provided they first came to their
place of labor, on the polling day, whence the said agents would carry them or cause
them to be carried in their vehicles, to the several polls where the said employees
were entitled to vote ;

Considering that it is also proved that the said Respondent did, moreover, by
James Goodwin, another of his agents in and for the said election, practice corrupt
intimidation, in contravention of the said Statute, by his said agent dismissing or
causing to be dismissed and discharged from his employment, during the said election,
or on the very evening of the polling day at the said election, one William Robinson,
alias Robertson, then his employee on the said canal, and for the sole reason that the
said Robertson had on that day voted at the said election against the said Respondent ;

Considering that it is proved that the said Respondent did, moreover, by another
of his agents in and for the said election, f. J. Boswell, but without his knowledge
and without his personal participation, commit and practice during the said election,
another act of corruption, by and through his said agent Boswell, paying or causing to
be paid for and procuring for one John McMartin, of the City of Montreal, one of the
electors duly qualified to vote at the said election, the passenger ticket which was to
carry and did in fact carry the latter by way of the Quebec, Montreal, Ottawa and
Occidental Railway, on the said polling day, namely, the twelfth February, one
thousand eight hundred and eighty, from Montreal to Lachute, in the said Electoral
District, and bring him back from the latter place to Montreal aforesaid, the whole
for the purpose of unduly and fraudulently inducing the said John McMartin to go
and vote at the said election, at St. Andrews, in the said Electoral District, where the
said John McMartin was there entitled to vote;

Considering that the said acts of corruption, intimidation and corrupt influence,
constitute corrupt practices in the sense of the said Dominion Elections Act, 1874,
sufficient to render void the said election of the said Respondent ;

Declares the said election of the said Respondent null and void for all purposes
whatsoever ;

And whereas a great part of the enquéte of the said Petitioners did not tend to
prove any of the facts alleged by the said Petition and the statement of facts of the
said Petitioners; that at least one half of the said enguéle is adverse to the said
Petitioners, and that it is unjust to throw the costs thereof on the Respondent ;




Condemns the said Respondent to pay the costs of the said Petition, with one
half onlyZof the’costs of the enquéte on both sides and condemns the Petitioners to
pay the other half of the costs of enquéte.

Every exertion has been made to settle the Indian Bands on Reserves, and to
induce them to betake themselves to the raising of cattle and cultivating the soil.

These efforts have met with a fair measure of success, but we can only expect
by a long continuance of patient firmuess to induce these children of the Prairie and
the Forest to abandon their nomadic habits, become self-supporting, and ultimately
add to the industrial wealth of the country. i

The decennial Census having been taken last year, the duty of reconsidering and
readjusting the representation in the House of Commons is imposed upon you. A
measure for the purpose will be laid before you.

Several other moasures of importance will be submitted to you. Among them
will be Bills for the winding up of Insolvent Banks, Insurance Companies and Trading
Corporations; for the consolidation and amendment of the Laws respecting the




Dominion Lands; for the amendment of the Acts relating to the Supreme Court of
Canada, and Bills relating to the tenure of office of the Judges of County Courts,
and to Fugitive Offenders within the Empire; and your attention will be called to
the present anomalous position of the Vice-Admiralty jurisdiction.

The work of construction on that portion of the Canadian Pacific Railway
between Prince Arthur’s Landing and Winnipeg is being prossed to completion, and
it is confidently expected that in July next, railway communication will be established
between those places. The section between Rat Portage and Winnipeg, one hundred
and thirty-five miles in length, has been completed and transferred under the terms
of the contract, to the Canadian Pacific Railway Company, by whom it is now
operated. Considerable progress has been made on the Eastern Section, commencing
at Callander Station, and the vigorous prosecution of the work on that portion of the
line during the present year provided for,

In British Columbia the work upon the section between Savona’s Ferry and
Emory’s Bar is being carried on, with every prospect of its completion within the
time specified in the contract, and the line from the latter place to Port Moody which
Lias been carcfully located during the past season is now being placed under contract
with a view to its completion at the same date as the section from Savona’s Ferry to
Emory’s Bar.

Upon the sections to be constructed by the Railway Company, the work has
been most cnergetically carried forward. During the past summer the road has been
graded for the distance of two hundred- and eighteen miles, and of this, one hundred
and sixty-one miles are open for traffic. .

The Company have, in addition, graded eighty-nine miles of branch lines.

I am pleased to be able to state that the traffic on the Intercolonial Railway has
largely increased, and that this line was during the last fiscal year, for the first time
in its history, worked without loss to the country.

The works on the Welland Canal were so far advanced that the waters of Lake
Erie were introduced for its supply in June last, and in September the new portion
of the Canal between Allanburg and Port Dalhousie was opencd for traffic.

You will be pleased to know that a monthly line of stecamers which has been
subsidized under the authority of Parliament, is now plying between the Dominion
and Brazil with good hopes of a mutually profitable trade.

The Report of a Royal Commission issued to inquire into the question of factory
labor, and into the best means of promoting the comfort and well-being of the
workingman and his family, without uidne interference with the development of our
manufacturing industries, will be laid betore you, and I invite your earnest consider-
ation of this report.- »

Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The Accounts of the last year will be laid before you. It will be satisfactory to
you to find that the Expenditure has been less and the Revenue considerably more
than the Estimates of last year, leaving a surplus of over four millions of dollars. A
portion of this sum has been used in the reduction of the public debt by the redemp-
tion"of matured debentures bearing six per cent. interest, and the remainder applied to
the payment for public works chargeable to capital account.

The purchase of Canadian Law Reports, for distribution to Exchange Libraries,
has likewise borne heavily upon our funds, hitherto. However, at the request of the
Joint Library Committee, the Government have agreed to charge the cost of such
Reports to the fund out of which it is customary to provide for the purchasc of Cana-
dian works, selected or approved by Government for similar distribution.

By these arrangements it is hoped that the Parliamentary grant for the augmen-
tation of the Library will henceforth be relieved of charges which, however indispen-
sable to be incurred, do nevertheless materially reduce the means available for the
purchase of books in Europe, and in the United States.

The rapid strides now making by Canada in population, and in the various ele-
ments of material prosperity, are naturally imparting an impetus to intellectual
activity and literary research amongst our people. To keep pace with this progress,
and to foster the development of learning, and of mental improvement, generally, in
our midst, it is indispensable that this, the sole public Library in the Dominion,
should not fall into arrears. To avoid such an evil, the liberality of Parliament in
this direction is earnestly besought. Already the Library is largely resorted to by
literary men, and seekers after knowledge, in all parts of the country. Great public
advantage has ensued from the opportunities thus afforded tostudents; but the bene-
fits will be proportionably augmented as the collection attains a greater degree of
completeness, in the different branches of science, literature, and art.

The Librarian has observed, with regret and disappointment, that upon the
removal of the Supreme Court to more commodious quarters, it was not deemed
expedient to restore the rooms thereby vacated to their original destination, and
former occupancy, for Library purposes. In the aaticipation of this event, he had
repeatedly urged, in previous Reports to Parliament, the benefits that would accrue




from restoring these apartments to the use of the Library. He is well aware that
the exigencies of the House of Commons, at the present time, have appeared to
demand the employment of these rooms for other purposes, more immediately urgent.
But he would crave permission respectfully to place on record his belief that, in the
near future, when the question of additional space for the Library shall have become
imperative, such further provision can in no other way be so suitably supplied as by
incorporating the rooms vacated by the Supreme Court with the Library premises ;
whilst, by adding a small wing to the main Parliament: Building, superior accom-
modation might be obtained for the House of Commons requirements, in close
proximity to the House itself. :

" The donations received, and the works deposited under the Copyright law, during
the past year, have been exceptionally numerous, as will appear from the lists here-
unto appended.

The number of volumes in the Library last year was estimated at 98,196. Since
then, the total number has increased to about 100,300 volumes.

We share the pleasure expressed by Your Excellency in being able to state that
the traffic on the Intercolonial Railway has largely increased, and that this line was
during the last fiscal year, for the first time in its history, worked without loss to the
country.

We are glad to learn, that the works on the Welland Canal were so far advanced
that the waters of Lake Erie were introduced for its supply in June 'last, and that
in Septeniber the new portion of the Canal between Allanburg and Port Dalhousie
was opened for traffic.

We are pleased to know that a monthly line of steamers which has been
subsidized under the authority of Parliament, is now plying between the Dominion
and Brazil with good hopes of a mutually profitable trade.
~ We shall reai with great interest the Report of a Royal Commission issued to
inquire into the question of factory labor, and into the best means of promoting the
comfort and well-being of the workingman and his family, without undue interferance
with the developmen® of our manufacturing industries, which Your Excellency is
pleased to say will be laid before us, and shall give it our most earnest consideration.
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We thank Your Excellency for the assurance that the Accounts of the last year
will be laid before us: It will be satisfactory to us to find that the Exnenditure has
been less and the Revenue considerably more than the Estimates of last year, leaving
a surpius of over four millions of dollars: and we thank Your Excellency
for informing us that a portion of this sum has been used in the reduction of the
public debt by the redemption of matured debentures bearing six per cent. interest,
and the remainder applied to the payment for public works chargeable to capital
account; and that the necessity of issuing the Debenture Loan authorized by Parlia-
ment for those purposes has therefore been obviated.

We shull respectfully consider the Hstimates for tho ensuing year which will
also be submitted, and which will, we trust, be found to have been framed with due
regard to economy and the efficiency of the public service.

Your Excellency may rost assured that we shall give our best attention to the
several subjects mentioned by you, and to the general business which will come before
us, and we thank Your Excellency for the expression of your full confidence in our
patriotic desire aud our ability to forward the best interests of the country.

@ His Excellency the Administrator of the Government, on the recommendation
of the Minister of the Interior, and under the provisions of the Act, 43 Victoria,
Chapter 26, has been pleased to order, and it is hereby ordered, that the following
Regulations for the disposal of Coal Lands be, and the same are hereby adopted :—

1. That leases of mining locations may be granted for 21 years, to applicants—
in the order of their applications—who have satisfied the Minister of the Interior of
their means and ability to werk efficiently the mines applied for, an annual ground
rent therefor of 25 cents an acre to be paid half-yearly in advance.

2. That the lessee shall pay a royalty of 10 cents per ton on all coal taken out of
the mine. Quarterly returns, made under oath, to be furnished to the Minister of
the Interior, by the lessee, showing the quantity of coal taken out; the dues thereon
to be paid at the time of making such return.

3. That the area to be leased to one person shall not exceed 320 acres.

4. That the boundaries beneath the surface, of such locations, shall be the vertical
planes or lines in which their surface boundaries lie.

5. That failure to commence active operations within one year, and to work the
_ mine within two years after the commencement of the term of the lease, or to pay
the ground rent or royalty, shall subject the lessee to forfeiture of the lease and
resumption of the land by the Crown. .

6. The lease to be renewable for further periods of 21 years each, and for such
ground rent and royalties as may at the time of renewal be agreed upon by the
Government and the lessee.
