LONDON, July 27.—When Field 

Marshal Von Hindenburg crossed the 
Narew River, says a despatch based 
on tonight’s official Russian report, 
and attempted to push his forces for­
ward towards the lines of the River 
Bug, he ran Into Russian troops ad- 1 
vanclng to the attack, which put up 
a determined and successful offensive 
on some parts of the front, forcing 
German detachments to beat a hasty 
retreat to the district of Serock VU- 
lage. The enemy was held back also 
by energetic Russian counter - attacks 
on the left bank of the Narew River- 
In the forest east of Rozan the Ger­
mans, when they attempted to pro­
gress, were also held up and intense 
fighting occurred ^n Sunday and Mon­
day In the wools. In the fighting 
around Serock the Russians captured 
one Zappelin. 700 Germans and several 
machine guns.

The enemy is also meeting with de­
termined resistance to his offensive on 
the Narew front between Debroienka 
to Novo Georgievsk.

Armored motor cars have been 
brought into action on the Narew 
front by the Russians with excellent 
results, a counter-attack of the Ger­
mans against the advancing Russians 
from Constantinow being speedily re­

pulsed by these engines of war on 
Monday.

Germans Checked at Kovno-
The German columns advancing to 

the southwest of Kovno also, suffered 
a repulse, and were driven beyond the 
Vesia River.

The Russians also won a success on 
the left bank of the Vistula River, re­
pulsing attempts of the enemy to ap­
proach the Nadarzyn - Piaseczno 
front, southeast of Blonie, by a suc­
cessful baydnet charge-

After losing a portion of 
trenches to a large force of the enemy 
between the Vteprz and the Bug Rivers 
on Monday evening the Russians 
counter-attacked during the night, 
threw out the enemy, anr regained 
the positions. They also successfully 
repulsed particularly vigorous attacks 
of the enemy in the neighborhood of 
Geoubie.

These positions were organ­
ized at an altitude of 650 feet above 
the French initial trenches on these 
crests.

Vienna’s official report, issued to­
day, only mentions one incident on 
the Italian frontier, an attack of the 
Italian troops on the Doberdo plateau, 
which, the Austrians say, was repulsed.

CHICAGO, July 27—Overloading, 
under-ballasting and grounding on the 
river bottom today were cited in tes­
timony at the coroner’s Inquest as rea­
sons why the steamer Eastland top­
pled over Saturday at its wharf and 
drowned hundreds of excursionists. 
Adam F. Wreckler, harbor master, and 
Joseph R. Lynn, assistant harbor mas­
ter, both of whom were present when 
the steamer capsized with 2600 per­
sons, its licensed capacity, aboard, in 
ascribing the accident to these causes, 
told the coroner’s jury that the boat 
"was cranky,” and should have never 
been permitted by government inspec­
tors to carry more than 1200 persons.

Captain Was Warned.
Harbor Master Weckler testified 

that he arrived at the Eastland's 
wharf twenty minutes before the 
steamer was due to start, and saw 
that the boat was listing to port. He 
said he called to Capt. Pedersen of 
the Eastland to trim the vessel, shout­
ing that h.c would not open the Clark 
street bridge until the boat was right­
ed-

Mr. Wreckler said the captain tried 
to right the ship, but she seemed unable 
to take water into the ballast tanks 
fast enough. The harbor master said 
the captain should have been able to 
fill them in trom three to six minutes 
If nothing had been wrong with the 
valves.

“I never "saw the Eastland loaded so 
heavily as It was Saturday morning.” 
said Mr. Weckler "The boat first 
listed about seven degrees, then came 
back slightly and again started over, 
and kept on going. A boat that is 
difficult to handle under all circum­
stances is known as a cranky boat, 
and 1 have noticed that the Eastland 
was Inclined to be cranky constantly.

Steamer Overloaded.
“After his arrest I heard Capt. Pe­

dersen say that he tried for seventeen 
minutes to trim the steamer, but could 
not get water into the ballast tanks 
fast enough. I don’t believe that Capt. 
Pedersen realized the danger until the 
final plunge came.”

This communication, known as a 
caveat, recited that in view of the dif­
ferences understood to exist between 
the two governments to the prin­
ciples of law applicable fn prize 
cc urt proceedings in cates involving 
American Interests, and in order to 
avoid any misunderstanding as to the 
attitude of the United States, the Bri­
tish Government is Informed that the 
Amcr.can Government would insist 
upon the recognition of the rights of 
American citizens under the principles 
of international law as hitherto es­
tablished, governing neutral trade in 
time of war, without limitation or im­
pairment by order in council or other 
municipal explanation by the British 
Government, and would not recognize 
the validity of prize court proceed­
ings taken under the restraints im­
posed by British municipal law in dé­
rogation of the rights of American 
citizens under international law.

Conforms to International Law.
The British ilote, delivered yester­

day, is understood to set forth that 
the order in council does not trans­
gress the rights of neutrals as laid 
down In international law, tho'it is 
admitted that in some respects the 
application of the legal principles is 
new. In view of these sweeping ob­
jections by the United States to the 
order in council made In the caveat, 
the British Government feels, it Is 
understood, that this phase requires 
special treatment at this time.

One feature of the British note is 
understood to leal exhaustively with 
the right of a country to blockade an 
enemy thru neutral ports. That the 
United States, in case it should be 
plunged Into war with a European 
country, outside of the British 
Isles, never could successfully maintain 
a blockade so long as the enemy 
country could receive unlimited sup­
plies across the borders of .an adja­
cent country, ie regarded by the Brit­
ish as a fact which should be consid­
ered In dealing with the effort-'-to cut 
off supplies being received by Getv- 
many thru Swedish, Danish' and Dutch 
ports.

Anj Old Place In Belgium, July 3, 
1915—This division has'been on near­
ly e\ cry part of the British front 
from Y pres to La Bassee, and now 
we are here- .

By the way. nearly all our march­
ing has been done at night, ^so the 
aeroplanes won’t spot the movement 
of troops. The division came here In 
three night marches, the first 18 miles 
on a black, rainy night. The match 
took seven and a half hours and was 
hard on the troops. Just out after a 
grbelltng fortnight in the trenches, 
and a proportion of whom -were just 
back from hospital- 
even for mounted troops, but toward 
the end the Infantry were completely 
done up. Ap the artillery passed, 
shadowy forms slept in rows beside 
the route or In the streaming gutters 
off the towns we passed thru.

The New Canadian Loan

Finance Minister White is to he 
commended for borrowing the $40,000,- 
000 he needed in New York. That 
course was no doulbt suggested to him 
toy the British Government. Under 
the circumstances, therefore, he had 
to choose between borrowing the 
money in the United States or bor­
rowing It in Canada.

The Globe thinks he should have 
Incited the depositors to take their 
savings out of the chartered banks 
and lend them to the government. 
But we venture to think that money 
in the 'bank is better for business 
than motley locked up in treasury 
vaults. The banks can and do lend 
their deposits to the business men of 
the country. Perhaps they have not 
been lending as freely as they might, 
but certainly they would lend even 
lees if depositors withdrew their de­
posits. Does The Globe think it 
would be a good thing for the gov­
ernment to pay 6 per cent, for post- 
office savings and thus attract all the 
money from the banks?

The fact is out volume of currency 
Is too small for our volume of busi­
ness. Again, dur banks have to carry 
vast reserves because we have In this 
country no national bank of issue and 
rediscount. We need more money in 
Canada and we welcome fresh capital 
from the United States .even tho we 
have to pay something for the use 
of it-

Neither are we depressed by the 
fact that the Canadian loan has gone 
to a premium. That fact speaks well 
for Canada. If the United Kingdom 
has to pay 4% per cent, and the City 
of New York 6 per cent., we may be 
sure that 6 -per cent- is not an exces­
sive rate for the Dominion Govern­
ment to pay at this time.
