Nearly 10,000 French civilian®s have
been liberated from the Germans by
the advancing British and Americans.

Four thousand civillans were found
in Bohain alone. They were in a piti-
il cond.tion, baving been without
f20d for three days when rcscued. Tears
of joy coursed down the emaciated
{clieeks of the lberated men and
women.

The 2500 civilians rescued from the
Germans at Caudry rushed from the
town as the British stormed toward it,
waving their arms and cheering. Tears
of joy streamed down their thin faces.
The Germans had rcbbed them of
thieir belongings.

US. TRANSPORT IN COLLISION
400 SOLDIERS ARE DROWNED

Steamer Otranto R;ammed by the Kashmir, Another Steamer
in the Convoy, Between Scottish and Irish Coasts, Dashes
to Pieces on the Rocks With Heavy Loss of Life.

A’ British Port, Oct. 11.—A large \
number of American troops have been
lost as the result of the sinking of
the transport Otranto, in the north
channel, beétween the Scottish and Irish
cecasts, in a collision with the steamer
Kashmir,

The Otranto, after the collision, Was
dashed to pieces on the rocks off the
south Scottish coast, with a probable
!lou of 372 American soldiers.

The news the collision reached
London, Monday, but nothing was
known of the fate of the Otranto
until this morning, when the first re-
ports came from Islay. The .storm
continued to make further attempts
at rescue impossible, No ships pass
close enough to that coast in rough
weather to see a stricken * vessel
ashore, :

Three hundred and one men were

taken to Belfast by the British de-
stroyer Mounsey, the sonly vessel
which made an attempt te recue in
‘He terrific gale, when the Kashmir,

Seventéen men were picked up alive
on the Sco‘tish coast.

DISPUTE AWARDS
WILL BE BINDING

Details of the Order Prohibit-
ing Strikes and Lockouts
During War.

PENALTIES ARE HEAVY

Labor Senator | Says Order is
Binding on Employer as
Well as Employe.

Ottawa, Oc:. 1l.-—Annouancement of
tte important regulations prchibiting
strikes and lockouts during ike war
was made by Sir George Foster, acting
prime minister, tollowing a meeting
of the cabinet today, The activn token
niay . be regarded as the corollary of
measures already cnacted providing
facilities for the equitable settlement
of industrial disputes, but not penal-
izing those wao (2ji to avail them-
selves of thes: facilities or who refuse
t¢ be governed by the dec:sion reach-
ed. There is the Industrial Disputes
Investigation Act, under which provi-
sion is made for the establishment of
conciliation bouards for the adjustment
o/ disputes between employers and
employe.- There is also a board of ap-
peal, to which resort may be had by
any interested party that feels ag-
grieved by the decision c¢f a <oncilia-
tion board. There has furthermore
been constituted by the Canadian
Railway "War- Board, with the assent
of representatives of organized bodies
of railway empvloyes, 1 board of ad-
Justers for the settlemnent of disputes
arising between emaployes engaged in
rajlway work and their employers.

In these various measures guaran-
teeing employer and employe just and
ready means for .rdjusting thecir dif-
ferences there has been no provision |
for enforcement of the orders and de-
cision of the board, Neither hos there
I'een prohibition of strikes or leckcuts
after.report has ,een made by a bcard
ol concil.ation.

Abso!utely Prohibit Strikes.

The new regu’ations absolutely pro-
hibjt during the continuance of :he
war, strikes and loeckouts in connec-
tion with industries or raiiway opera
tions which are essen‘ial to ‘h: ef-
fic'ent performance of Canad:s Juty
iu the prosecution o’ the\ war,

By the regulations it 'is unlawful
for any one during ‘he war to order !
or par:cipate in a lockout or strike
as denied in the Industrial Disputes
Investigation Act in any industry
mentioned in that act or in connec- |
tion with the operation of any Cana-
dian raf.way, before, during or after
an investigation bv a board of con-
ciliation or by a board of appeal or
the board of adjusters.

Any employer of labor is guilty of
an offence and liable “o the penalty
of $1000 fine or imprisonment ‘or %ix |
months, or both, who, during the war, |
shall discharge or refuse to employ
workers (other than those holding
positions or employment which shall |
be in the judgment of the board of |
appeal- or “he board of adjusters de- |
termined to be incompa.ible with
membership in a union) merely be-
cause they have membership in trades
unions, or for legitimate trade union
activities outside of working hours.

Coercion is Barred. i

Every worker s guilty of an offence
and liable to the above mentioned pen- |

Sénator Robertson’s View.

Senator Gideon Robertson was ask-
ed this evening  for a statement re-
garding the new order-in-council. In
the course of an interview he stateu
tnat ungent representations had beeln
made at various times tnat strikes anu
lockouts should be absolutely prohib-
ited during the war.

“Since 1916, said Senator Robert-
son, “the government had from time (o
time provided added facilities w.erzby
woirkmen couid obtain just considera-
tion of their grievances. Every ciass
of workmen comipg under the opera-
tion of the Industrial Disputes Act,
may, by availing themselves of some
of the various means provided, fairly
adjust disputes. It was thought in
1916, when war industries were added
to the list coming under the opecation
of the act. that strikes would be mini-
mized, Altho the results were cxcel-
lent, numerous oabuses arose by rea-
son of delays in obtaining Jdecisions
from boards of conciliation,

Methodist General Conference
Decides on More Generous
Treatment of Ministers.

MUST RAISE MILLION

Retiring Allowances Graded
Aeceording to Length of

Ministers’ Services.

Hamilton, Qct., 11,<~MBb¥e generous
treatment for its ministers, both in the

active service of the church and in the
retired list, was authorized by action
of the Methodist general - conference
today. Minimum salarfes for ordained
men and probationers were fixed at
$1,200 a year for married ministers,
$1,000 for unmarried ministers, and
$800 for probationers. At the same
ression the conference approved the
raising of the scale of siperannuation.
Retiring allowances of $1b for each
year of a minister's services and $10
for ministers’ widows were
decided on. To meet the increased
budget required the raising of at
least $1,000,000 increased endowment
for the superannuation fund.
ers’ salaries, in addition, may be as-
sessed up to 20 per cent. more than
the present rate, but provision is made
tor the reduction of this as revenue
from other sources bécomes available.

Its men and measures are,
therefore, topics of interest.

ABOUT WINTER’S FUEL

Due to the influenza epidemie, the
attendance at last night's meeting of
the Ward Seven Ratepayers’ Associa-
tion was very sparse.

ONYM.CA. WORK

Tells Large Audience in Con-
vocation Hall of Red

Triangle Romance,

“The Romance of the Red Triangle”
was the subject of an address by Sir
Arthur Yapp last night that kept a
large audience in Convocation Hall
listening for over an hour. With tales
of the trenches and stories of the boys,
he brought the Y.M.C.A. work among
the soldiers close to every listener.

S. J Moore, chairman, introduced Sir
Arthur Yapp as the man who origin-
ated the Y.M. hut in France and who
made the term “Red Triangle Club,”
which was so apt for the particular
branch of the work of the Y.

Sir Arthur expressed his pleasure at
being in a city so distinctly British
as Toronto. He referred to the bright
war news of the past week, but said
the allies were not thru with the Hun
yet by any means, but rather was it
the time for the hardest blow to be
etruck.

“There are many factors in war that
make for success,” said the speaker,
“but none greater than morale, and
that is what the Red Triangle is for.
1 like the United States papers; they
end the war so quickly,” he said smil- |
ingly. “Their headlines cheer one so:
they put morale into us.” He told how
the places where the Y.M.C.A. had
luts stood for a reconstructive bit of
life, helping the men to get away from
the horrors of war with which they |
were surrounded “In ten days from|
the day war was declared, we had 250
centres opened in all parts of the
United Kingdom,” he said. |

The difficulties of finances bhad |
weighed heavily on the leaders at first,!
but that was another romance, Call-)
ing for £25,000, they received as a
response £2.500,000. He told stories
of sacrifice anade by poor men in order
to give something towards helping the
Y M.C.A. work among the soldiers.
Stories of the work among the men
coming off the-boats and missing trains
10or the north were told.

“The week [ left for Canada 28,000
soldiers and sailors slept in our huts
near London,” continued the speaker.

Work of Women.

The wonderZul work done. by 40,000
women under the sign of the red tri-
ang.e in ¥rance was given due empha- |
sis, The re!igious work also was told |
of. “Before the war we though* it |
impossible to be religious unless we
were ftighting the other fellow's re-
ligion,” said he. “After the war we
will al] be more tolerant.”

He told of the various ways re'i-
gion was presented “o the men, usu-
ally without the name of religion be-
ing mentioned. Work among the In-
Jdian troops was particularly interesc-
ing. The Indian authorities at firs*
refused to allow any work being done
among the troops as they feared a
mutiny, so the Y.M.C.A. promised
ihere would ke no religion in connec-
tion with it. And so i* has been.
“One day a high caste Indian stood
watching the interior of one of our
huts,” said Sir Arthur. “Afterwards
he came to us and sald: ‘There is|
only one religion in the wor!d “hat
would send its servants, not to pro-
selytize, but to %werve, and that is the
Christian. When the war is over 1|
wan® you tu send missionaries into
my territory. My people are all Hin-
dus, but they will do as I tell them.'
That is how our ‘work among the In-
dians will reap its reward.”

CANADA'S TRADE
SHOWS DECREASE

Falling Off of Over Quarter
Billion in First Half of

Fiscal.Year.
SEPTEMBER INCREASE

Largely Due to Advance in
Export of Domestic Manu-
factured Articles.

Ottawa, Oct. 11.—A decrease of
$250,192,030 in the total trade of Cana-
da for the first half of the present fis-
cal year, as compared with the same
period iq 1917, is shown by the trade
statement issued from the customs
department today. The trade of the
Dominion for the first six months of
the present fiscal year, which®%nded on
September 30, amounted to $1,087,232,-
880, while on the same date a year ago
it had reached a total of $1,837,424,910.
I'or the month of September alone,
however, the trade figures show an in-
crease of more Than twenty millions
over the same month last year, the
total being $212,054,282, as against
$101,370,412 in 1917. This is largely
due to the jump in the export of do-
mestic manufactured articles during
the past month, which increased over
thirty-five millions dollars,

The falling off in the six months is
chiefly in exports, The statement

shows a decrease in exports during the |

six months period of $176,278,208 when
compared with the first half of 1917.
Imports during the same period show
a decrease of $65,393,010 in comparison
to 1917. Domestic merchandise ex-
ported from C(Canada during the first
half of the present fiscal year amount-
ed to $590,685,614, while in 1917 it
reached a total of $766,863,722. Im-
ports entered the country to a total
value of $484,532,214 this year, while
in 1917 they were $549,925,224,

Agricultural products exported from
Canada during the flrst six months of
the present flscal year amounted to
$133,683,806, while a year ago they
reached a total of $260,654,960. This
is a decrease of $126,071,164. Kxports
of domestic manufactured articles
show a falling off of fifty-seven million
when compared with 1917, On the
other hand, the exports of forest pro-
ducts this year was more than twelve
million dollars greater than it was in
1917,

WILL BE STIMULUS
TO VICTORY LOAN

Victorious Advance of Allies
Should Have Effect, De-
clares White.

Saskatoon, Sask., Oct. 11,—Sir
Thomas White, in an interview with
the Canadian Press today declared
the victorious advance of the allies
at the front should prove a great
stimulus to the success of the Vie-
tory Loan.

“It has bheen . suggested by some
that by reason of our victories bring-
ing peace appreciab'y‘ nearer, not so
much money may be required for the
purposes of the war. This is a mis-
taken view. The war may last a
considerable time yet before final vie-
tory s achieved. In addition to this
the allies, including Canada, will ne-
cessarily be on a war basis so far as
expenditure is concerned, for a con-
slderable period after the close of the
war. It will take many months to
effect demobilization. Alt the money
that we are asking wiil therefore be
required, both for war expenditures
and for the establishment of credit in
the purchase of our agricultural and
other products. No matter what the
course of events in the war, there is
the utmost national necessity for mak-

Ing the _\‘ictory Loan an overwhelming
juccess.””

RULES THAT ARREST
AND ORDER ARE ILLEGAL

Quebec, Oct. 11.—Justice Choquette
today passed judgment in the court of
sessions in a case where a local youth
named Dussault sued two federal
police officers, charging them with il-
legally arresting him under the Mill-
tary Service Act, on the ground that
his initial exemption from service had
been annulled by an order-in-council.
The officers said they arrested the man
because his exemption had been an-

| nulled by the order-in-counci] on April

20, while the lad claimed said annul-
ment of his exemption was ilegal.

Justice Choquette found the two of~
ficers gullty of illegal arrest, and said
order-in-council was illegal
and that none of the initial exemptions
obtaining can be annulled by said
order.

GERMANY'S SURRENDER
ESSENTIAL, SAYS WEST

No Peace Unless Unconditional
Backdown is Their Slogan,
Declares Rowell.

Ottawa, Oct. 11.—“The - western
provinces,” declared Hon. N. W.
Rowell, president of the privy counecil,
tonight in an interview with a repre-
sentative of the Canadlan Press,
Limited, “demand not a negotiated but

| a dictated peace.”

Mr. Rowell returned to Ottawa to-
day after a tour thru the west, ex-
tending to Victoria,

“No portion of Canada,” Mr, Rowell
said, “has made a greater contribution
to the war than our four western
provinces, and their attitude towards
Germany's peace proposal and the
further prosecution of the war is clear
and unmistakable. They demand not
a negotlated bhut a dictated peace; dic-
tated after unconditional surrender of
Germany, Austria and Turkey; dic-
tated by the allies, not in a spirit of
revenge, but in the interests of hu-
manity and of the future peace of the
world; a peace which will ensure
restitution and reparation for the
wrongs and crimes comimitted, and
adequate guarantees against their re-
petition in the future.

“The west is squarely behind the
government in the further prosecution
such a
peace, and is prepared to carry its full
share of the burden and the sacrifice
which the prolongation of the war may
involve.”
