Alderman Confutes Harris by
Showing Population Fol-
lows Transprtation. '

MT. PLEASANT SHELVED

To Be Con;i—ci-;'ed at Same
Time as Metropolitan
Purchase.

“That the report of Commissioner
Harris be sent to the board of control
to be considered in conjunction with
the proposed purchase of the Metro-
politan.”

The above resolution clearly defines
the fate or shelving of the proposed
Mount Pleasant road civie car line.

The committee of works under the
chairmanship of Ald. Hiltz sat yester-
day afternoon to wonsider a project
for the construction of a ecivic car
line. Commissioner Harris had pre-
pared several schemes for such a line,
but he recommended that for the pres-
ent no such line should be construct-
ed. The committee on Monday last
visited the locality of the proposed
llne, and after considering the vari-
ous schemes. dec.ded that the one
called A-2was with certain alterations
the best adapted for the needs of the
district, but did not by the selection
pledge themselves to build any line.
Commissioner [Harris was asked to
make, certain alterations to his esti-
mate for A-2, and yesterday reported
to the committee as follows:

“You suggest that my report A-2
should be revised in the following
particulars:

“1l. Omit estimate for widening St.
Clair avenue to 86 feet, from Yonge
street to Mount Pleasant road.

“2. Include cost of land acquisition
for purchase at present time of right-
of-way for permanent bridge to be
Puilt ultimately over ravine at Moore
Park.

Recast Estimate.

“I have accordingly recast the esti-
mpate submitted, the pavement width
being reduced from 654 to 30 feet.

“Upon the foregoing basis the re-
vised estimate is $954,968, or.$191 per
daily (passenger. The annual fixed
charges on this amount would be
$15.98 per daily passenger. Adding
thereto the est'mated annual cost for
gperation and maintenance, as ifi the
report of June 5, produces a gross an-
nual outlay of $21.50 per dally pas-
senger, Deducting therefrom the est!-
méated revenue, as per report of June
5, namely, $6.12 per dally passenger,
shows an estimated annual deficit of
$15.388 per dally passenger, or a total
annual deficit of $76,900.

Alderman Ball severely criticized

the commissioner's report and said he
did not think Mr. Harrie was justified
in taking such a deflnite stand in
recommending that no line at all
should be built, when the construc-
tion of the Mount Pleasant line had
been voited upon and requested by the
people as far back as 1913. He had
simply ignored a large body of citi-
zéns who badly needed the line. The
commissioner complained that the
population of the district was too
sparse to warrant the line being con-
structed, but Alderman Ball countered
this argument by stating that there
were more people now living in the |
Mount Pleasant district than there
were in certain other distriots when
the city decided to build some of their
atreet railway lines.
C. P. R. Example

No- initial transportation system
could be regulated by population—
people come to a district when facil-
ities were provided. Both the C. P. R.
and the G. T. R, had bulit railroads
where no population existed at the
time, but soon after construction bhe“
districts had become thickly populat- '
ed~—in fact, said the alderman, popu-
lation followed construction so far as
railroads were concetmed. There was
no district in the city so badly off for
transportation as the Mount Pleasant
road. The people did not require am
expensive track, a single line would be
‘quite sufficient for their needs., All
they wanted was transportation and
as Toronto citizens they had a right
to demand it.

Alderman Beamish supported the
building of the line and said he knew

for a fact that the whole district
would soon be buflt over if investors
could be assured a transportation sys-
tem was to be adopted. The scheme
advocated by Alderman Ball was in
conjunction with Sir Adam Beck's
policy. :

Alderman Ramsden advocated that
the proposed line be considered in
conjunction . with, the purchase of the
Metropolitan and that the board of
control be asked to consider the two
matters. z

Commissioner Harris in his reply
defended his position in the matter of
his report and said it was his duty
to advise the committee to the best
of his ability., /He contended no pri-
vate company would ever contemplate
building such a line as was proposed.
It was unfair to compare the popu-~
lation that followed the building of
lines by the C. P. R. That railway
had received subsidies to a sum un-
heard of in the history of construc-
tlon. If Mr, Harris had been asked to
advise on the construction of the
line from a'real estate point of view,
he would have said at once, “Build the
line, but let the real estate people
pay for #t.” The best two arguments
agaimst the construction of the line
at present had been produced by Al-
dermen Ball and Winnett. The for-
mer said a single track would suffice
and the latter advocated a temporary
structure that would do for the next
twenty vears. 'That did not look like
population apeedily follow con-
struction. ' In Mr. Harrig’s judgment’
there was no jusvtdnpatgon for the city
to build such a line' &t present.

After further debate the resolution
weas put and carried unanimously.

gone to the country three years in ad-
vance, Mr. Lemieux urged a reduction
in national expenditures and condemn-
ed the government's nationalization of
railways program.

Dr. Michael Clark (Red Deer), moved
the adjournment of the debate, and will
be the first speaker on Thursday.

Trade Relations Enquiry.

Some days ago Mr. Armstrong of
East Lambton asked whether it was
“‘rue that the imperial government
had appointed an imperial . board of
investigation for the purpose of in-
quiring into trade relations between
different parts of the empire,- and
whether Sir George Perley had been
appointd to the board,

Replying today, Sir Robert Borden
said no such board had yet been con-
stituted. Eut the government had
under consideration proposals _sub-
mitted by the imperial government
for the constitution of -an imperial
investigation board to be set up of
the governments of the empire in pur-
suance of resolutions passed at the
imperial war conference of 1918. It
was proposed that the board whould
have power t#”inquire into complaints |
regarding otean rates, facilities and
conditions in the inter-imperial trade,
to survey facllities for rmaritime
transport within the empire, and to
make recommendations for the co-
ordination and improvement of such
facilities. As the board had not yet
been finally constituted no definite
appointment had yet been made,

Power to Control Rates.

Sir Robert Borden - added that a
proposal had been put forward to the
imperial government by the prime
minister of Canada that full power
as 1o the control of ocean rates and
the disposition of the shipping to the
British Empire be conferred by con-
current legislatior upon a temporary
commission representative of the
United - Kingdom and the dominions;
and that a committee representative
of the United Kingdom and the do-
minion to immediately set up for the
purpose of framing a permanent
scheme and for the general develop-
ment of ocean transportation within
the empire,

Crerar in Budget Debate.

Hon. T. A. Crerar resumed the de-
bate on the budget. The house was
well filled and there was a good at-
tendance of the general public in the

galleries. He began by saying that in |
view of his resignation from the gov- |
ernment it was but proper that he|
shouid refet briefly to the eircum-|
stances of his joining the government |
and the circumstinces of his|
withdrawal, In the year 1917,
it was quite clear that a serious
situation faced the Canadian people.
There-had been in west Canada a
strong desire that some kind of na-
tional government should be formed in
order that Canada’s contribution to-
wards winning the war should be most
effective. . The prime minister invited
him to join the government and being
representative of a certain body of|
opinion he accepted the invitation!
from a sense of duty. Under similar

circumstances he would take the same
step again,
Sticks to Principles.

|_Mr)\Crerar sa!d that when he joined

the ernment he made it clear that
he had not surrendered the principles
to ‘which he adhered. There was one
outstanding issue, however, and everys
thing else was for the time being sub-
merged under that issue. Now the
war was over. That being the case
and when it came to a consideration of
what the fiscal policy of Canada
should be, he found ‘himself in sharp
opposition to the government. There
was then only one honorable course to
bursue and that was to tender his re-
signation,
Debt Nearly $2,000,000,000

In reviewing the policy which led
him ito take this action he said one
fact that stood out as a beacon light
was that the national debt of Canada,
would be $1,950,000,000 and that
Canada would require to raise an-
nually $300,000,000.

Mr. Crerar emphasized the boint
that in his opinion this was a pro-
dectionist budget. He asked why the
seven and a half per cent. war tax
had been taken off certain articles
and left on others. The action of the
®@overnment in this respect was in-
consistent.

Rural Decline

In Ontario the result of the national
policy had been e decline in the rural
population. Agriculture had been g0~
ing backward in Ontario instead of
forward. The value of agricultural
products in Ontarid under _normal
conditions was less than it was thirty
years ago. In Ontario one could find
not hundreds but thousands of aban-
doned farms.

Did Canadian manufacturers, Mr,
Crerar asked, really require the pro-
tection they enjoyed? In 1914 exports
of agricultural implements from Can-
ada were $7,900,000; in 1915, $3,650,-
000; in 1918, $8,850,000; in 1917, $4.-
440,000. “You will mote,” Mr. Crerar
commented, “that there was a de-
cline in the .last three years. 1 at-
tribute that to the fact that the en-
ergies of the manufacturing plants

: Cost of Clothes

If, said Mr, Crerar, we are going to
strikeé at the high cost of living, he
thought the best way to do it was
thru the tariff.He referred to the in-
crease in the cost of clothes. In 1914,
he said, the involce price of a suit of
clothes coming from England, was, say
$10.00. The duty on this amounted to
$8.00. Adding profits for the various
persons who handled the clothes, it
was ultimately sold for $22.50. In 1919,
however, the invoice price of the same
suit was §$25.00, and the duty had
grown to $8.75.

SHIPS T SALVAGE
I-B04T VIETIMG

Hollow Concrete Blocks Will Be
Used in the Nature of
Pontoons.

London, June 11—First of a new
type of “mystery ship” for the Brit-
ish’ admiralty has been completed at
Southwich, near. Brighton. Unlike the
“mystery ships” built during the war,
the new vessels are mot intended for
destruction, but for salvaging mer-
chant vessels sunk by German sub-

marines around the coast of the Un-
ited Kingdom. 8Six ships of the new
type are to be built, each at a cost of
nearly £1,000,000.

The position of the sunken meer-
chantmen have been ascertained by
divers of the admiralty salvage de-
partment, who have reported: that in
many cases the ships can beé nraised
and refitted for service.

The salvage ships present the ap-
pearance of towers with a. broad
: foundation shaped like a ship. ' The
towers rest on each other like wid-
ening tracks and each diminishes in
size to the top one, which is more
than 100 ‘“feet above the base. Each
tower is made up of numerous hol-
low blocks of concrete curbed to
withstand internal pressure, They
have watertight doors by which the
blocks can be filled with water and
pumps to replace the water with air.

Having no motive power of their
| own, the ships are to be towed in
pairs to where a sunken merchant-
man has been Jocated., On a calm day
the hollow concrete blacks will be fill-
ed with water and the ships will be
sunk on either side of the wreck.
Divers will fasten them tightly to the |
wreck. The water then will be pump- !
ed from the blocks and the power
