One of these will be the limit­
ation of French activity In the Bahr Ey 
Ghazal district. Another will be the ne­
cessity for forcing some restraint upon 
Menelek’s dream of an Abyslnnian Em­
pire.”

—Text of the Note.
London, Aug. 28.—The Cur’s proposition 

for an International conference for the 
purpose of securing real and lasting peace 
among the powers and the termination iof 
the progressive Increase In armaments, ns 
conveyed In a note from Count Muravleff, 
the Russian Foreign Minister, to the for­
eign diplomatists at St. Petersburg, Is like­
ly to produce a sensation throughout Eu­
rope, and, coming from such a quarter, and 
With such evident sincerity, it Is likely to 
have Important effects. There Is doubt that 
with Russia taking the lead In such a step, 
Germany, France and the other nations 
.will be ready to follow.

Text of the Note.
The text of the note Is as follows:

I "The maintenance of general peace and 
the possible reduction of the excessive ar­
maments, which weigh upon all nations, 
present themselves in existing conditions 
to the whole world as an Ideal toward 
which the endeavors of all governments 
should be directed. The humanitarian and 
magnanimous Ideas of His Majesty, the 
Emperor, my august master, have been 
won over to this view In the conviction 
that this lofty aim is in conformity with 
the most essential Interests and legitimate 
views of all the powers and the Imperial 
Government thinks the present moment 
would be vetz favorable te seeking the 
means.

“International discussion Is the most ef­
fectual means of ensuring all people’s bene­
fit—a real, durable peace, above all—putting 
an end to the progressive development of

The trade qoeetlon as between Canada 
and the pnltcd States la up again with a 
mighty Insistence. There It an Inter­
national commission now sitting In Quebec 
seeking to settle It. The people of Can­
ada are-represented In these negotiations 
by a Gorornment that, when out of office, 
declared that they as a party were for 
‘‘continental free trade," “unlimited reci­
procity,” “commercial union." But the 
Canadian people declared that they did 
not desire “continental free trade," but 
rather preferential trade, as between our­
selves and the Mother Country. Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier is still wedded to his old Idols, and 
It Is because he Is so wedded that we think 
It our duty to advise the Canadian people1 
to be on their gnard. And the best way 
to keep Canadians on their guard Is to state 
the essential principles which they hold:

First, that they are determined to main­
tain Canada as a separate political entity 
on this continent, Independent of the Unit­
ed States, the government of which (Can­
ada) Is based on the British constitutional 
system as against the republican polity of 
our neighbors. That Is more than anything 
else to us.

Next, that we Intend, If any trade pre­
ference la to be shown, that It be shown 
In the large measure and with the wider 
liberality toward the Mother Country.

Third, that we can get along very well 
without any kind of reciprocity with the 
United States. That certain kinds of reci­
procity may be extremely dangerous to our 
political and commercial Independence. But 
that it is always possible to arrange a reci­
procity in enumerated or specified articles, 
but that In making the list of these articles 
the greatest care must be taken. And 
that at the beat this list Is a small one.

Any other position la against the views 
of the great bulk of the Canadian people.

Now, as to methods after principles: We 
have had considerable experience of nego­
tiations with our neighbors, and that ex­
perience baa taught us to look for little. 
What their commissioners sign Is not even 
likely to be ratified by the Washington 
S< i ate. Indeed, we are listening to a great 
deal now being said about International 
amity and the two great branches of Anglo- 
Saxondom, tut we prefer to make a long 
cast with our line, a cast that goes to the 
little wicket gate which leads Into the 
Senate, and which Is away ^beyond the 
present conference at Quebec. Keep your 
eye on the Senate's little wicket gate.

the mend" In 05 seconds, the fastest on 
record. A ladles’ puncture race followed, 
also with five entries, whose wheels were 
treated In the same way as the men's, and 
who had to go through the some perfor­
mance, Miss M. Phillips patched the punc­
ture and Inflated her tire In 1 min, 24 sec., 
and won the race, with Miss Tom second.
A clever and finished exhibition of trick 
riding by Mens. Lnwesterne of Paris,
France, followed and elicited great ap­
plause. M. Lawesterne is undoubtedly a 
wheel wonder. A two-mil* handicap rate 
was fourth on the program. It had 20 en­
tries and resulted In a splendid contest.
Mr. J. T. Marshall of the Ramblers #ed 
at the end of the first mile, but Mr. J. W.
Hestian, of the Torontos, who had 125 
yards allowance, led at the finish of the 
second snd landed n beautiful gold medal,
Horace Hughes of the Wanderers, at 100 
yards, coming second, and the aforemen­
tioned Mr. Marshall, with 175 yards, third.
J. H. Powers of the Torontos was scratch 
man, but failed to overhaul the leaders.

Then came thé main event, the Dunlop 
Trophy road race, with five teams of five 
men as competitors, namely, last year's 
winners, the Ramblers, the Queen Gltv, the 
Excelsiors, the Royal Canadians and the 
Crescents of Hamilton. Books were made 
on this race, the Ramblers and Royal City 
each being quoted at 3 to 2 against, the 
Queen Oltv and the Crescents each 8 to 1 
and the Excelsiors at 6 to 1. Each team
had Its backers, and the enterprising barrel In this order:

Barnes, McKeand, Addison Stoner, Bon- 
sall, Greatrlx, El rick, Coleman. Sullivan, 
Anstey, H. Blaylock. Itipley, Robinson, 
Vennels, Morris, Mitchell, Levack, Hitch.

The men were not heard of again till 
some one on the roof of the grand stand 
sighted Shortt at Norway Hill at 20 minu­
tes to 5.

I Thé first race on the program was the 
men's puncture race, there being five star­
ters.

This was followed by the 
ladles’ puncture race, with five starters, 
daintily gowned In bicycle costumes, and 
they showed that the fairer sex could 
handle a wheel as well ns the men. Miss 
Phillips was the first to make the repair 
and was away followed by Miss Thom, 
these two taking a minute and a half to 
fix their wheels, while the others took long­
er. This race wag done In remarkably fast 
time for the riders.The old high wheel race was a most 
amusing affair, five ancient war horses 
lining up for the word. In this race the 
winner went to the front and won by only 
n small margin, "Jack" Schulte coming up 
well at the finish, as did Humdall.

Then came the race of the day, the one 
that 3000 people had waited to see.

It was nearly 4 o'clock when the 
were brought ont and lined up In fine 
style, with the Ramblers In front. Sharp 
at 4 o'clock the lot were sent off to do a 
quartet of miles on the track before going 
on to the road. In the first mile Blaylock 
took the lead and the distance, was covered 
In 2.29 3-5.

=FIT-REFORM MEN.

The fit-reform artists who have Just ar­
rived in town bring with them a vocabulary 
that seems to fill n long-felt want. Very 
few people are able to describe the physi­
cal build of an Individual with any degree 
of accuracy. The experienced detective can 
as a rule specify the physical characteristics 
of a person he Is Interested in with more or 
1-ess definiteness. But the average witness 
In court cuts a sorry figure when he a.t- 
tempMJo outline the peculiarities by wMctt 

lddmflee an individual. If the witness 
Is a farmer and it he 1» asked by counsel 
what kind of a man It Was he saw he will 
probably -reply that he was "a thick, tow- 
sot man,” or perhaps that he was "a man 
of a blocky build," or that hé was a "short 
and chunky man.” Or 'he may say that he 
was "a big, tall man," or "a short, wiry 
man.” These expressions are all more or 
less Indefinite. They lack scientific accur­
acy. The fit-reform people have tabulated 
men on a more sdentifle basis. The tabu­
lation Is not perfectly sdentifle, It Is true, 
yet It Is an improvement on the colloquial 
language of the street and court house. It 
appears from the literature they have re­
cently published that the fit-reformers divide 
men Into nine grand divisions, and these 
again into 18 sub-divisions each. The whole 
tabulation therefore Includes 0x18, or 144 
types of man. Surely any given Individual 
can be classed under one of these heads. 
The -literature so far published gives us 
only the details of the nine grand divi­
sions. We await with Interest the publi­
cation of the sub-divisions. When the fit- 
reform vocabulary becomes generally adopt­
ed, as It no doubt will be as soon as every 
one begins to wear fit-reform clothes, we 
shall talk of men as being of class 7, sub­
division 8, or of class 0, sub-division 16, and 
so on. These few numerals give us a world 
of information. Tell them to a fit-reform 
tailor and he can produce a suit of clothes 
that will fit the man referred to like a glove. 
He can give you the weight of the man and 
his girth to a nicety. But tell him that 
John Smith Is a low, thick-set man and be 
will be all at sea. The language is vague 
and Indefinite. And yet It Is language such 
as this that Is used In the witness box 
when the life and liberty of Individuals Is 
at stake. We, therefore, hall with delight 
the numerical vocabulary of the fit-reform 
tailors. When we are told that John Smith 
comes under division 7, suh-dlvlston 8, we 
know that the individual la a short, stout 
man, normal as to the length of his arms, 
two points off In the legs, and 58 Inches 
around the belt line, etc. How convenient 
fit-reform nomenclature would be for men 
seeking employment, or In answering matri­
monial advertisements! It Is to be noped 
the language of the fit-reform tailors will 
soon be universally adopted.

Go.THE PEACE COMMISSION SETTLED',;xTeeterday morning before many of 
dtlsens of Toronto were astir, a contingent 
of Chinese were buetly employed In caring 
for the souls of their departed brethren 
The scene of this antique performance was 
the Necroplls Cemetery, where lie the re­
mains of four Christian Chinese, who died 
In the dty neary four years ago.

An Odd Practice.
' It was a practice among these people to 
visit the remains of deceased friends and 
offer up prayers, end also brine food and 
meats for the spirits to eat. This Invari­
ably Is held in the spring of the year ns 
soon as the Snow has disappeared and the 
weather becomes favorable. But this sea­
son, the celebration was held In the fall,for 
reasons best known .to themselves.

The Chinese Come.
The caretaker of the cemetery was awak­

ened by the noise of carriages, and, com­
ing ont from his residence, saw two cabs, 
each one with four Chinese Inside, besides 
several bundles and packages. The proces­
sion proceeded down the southern path for 
a few yards, then the occnpante got ont 
and walked towards the fence, where, side 
by side, lie the graves of two Chinese. The 
Chinese carried a white fonr-hnndled wood- 
in tray, artistically carved, with national 
nnblems. Fdlowlng this came two large 
willow baskets, the tops being carefully 
covered with white linen.

A Ho* Waa There.
A large hog, which was well cooked, was 

taken out of one of the baskets and placed 
upon the tray. The pig was neatly cut In 
two, lengthwise, and was so big that It 
completely covered this tray. About two 
dozen cooked chickens were placed aronnd 
the pork, and several dozens of bnns, apples 
and bananas also laid out on the dish. 
Then came what every Chinaman adores, 
the boiled rice. The quality of this luxury 
was Immense, and It concluded the bill of 
fare.

Limited‘-Three of the Five Commissioners 
Favor Territorial Expansion and 

May Claim the Philippines.
Washington D. C„ Aug. 27,-Tbe Peace 

Commission is settled-the commissioners 
have all accepted. The last acceptance was 
from Associate Justice "White of the Su­
preme Court, Friday afternoon. The com­
mission lg as follows:

William K. Day, present Secretary of 
State, chairman.

Senator Cushman K. Davis of Minnesota, 
chairman of thé Foreign Relations Commit- 
tee of the Senate.

Senator William P. Frye of Maine, senior 
member of the Committee on Foreign Rela­
tions of the Senate.

Associate Justice E. D. White of the 
United States Supreme Court.

Whltelaw Reid, editor of The New York 
Tribune, and former Minister to France.

It Is regarded as an exceedingly strong 
commission, and one that will satisfy the 
American people regarding the Philippines. 
There are at least three members of the 
commission who are In favor of holding the 
most Important part of the Philippines and 
not afraid of claiming the whole group. 
These are Senators Davis and Frye and 
Whltelaw Reid. Both Senators Davis and 
Frye expressed themselves as In favor of 
expansion of territory before they were 
selected as peace commissioners, and The 
New York Tribune has In Its editorial col­
umns Insisted that this Government should 
retain the Philippines. Présider1 McKinley 
knew well the views of these men when he 
selected them, and his selecting a majority 
of the commission who hold this view is 
regarded as an evidence that he Is not 
averse to keeping the whole archipelago.

The position of Secretary Day has been 
conservative, bat he will not oppose the 
wishes of the President.

What position Justice White will take 
no one here, unless It be the President, 
knows. He has been very reticent and has 
not discnwed this question.

The commission will sail about Sept. 15 
and both Senators Frye and Davis expect 
that It ,wil! be able to complete Its work 
In time’to present a treaty to the Senate 
before the adjournment, March 4.

The Steamer Hope Arrives at St.
John’s, Leavtn* the Explorer 

at Foalke Fiord.
St. John's, Nfld., Aug. 27,-The steamer 

Hope arrived here last night from Green­
land, having left the Peary expedition at 
Foulkc Fiord. After leaving Sydney, C. B., 
their first landing was at Cape York, where 
natives were expected to be found. The 
party was disappointed, however, all the 
natives having left. Without any delay 
the expedition then sailed for Snow Pocket 
Bay, but here again they were disappoint­
ed. They then proceeded to Saunders Is­
land, finding the natives there In poor 
condition, they having had an exception­
ally bad winter, snowfalls which lasted 
for weeks forcing them to quit their old 
haunts in quest of food. The natives were 
delighted to see Lieut. Peary and swarm­
ed all over the ehlp.

The Hope took on board a number of 
Esquimaux and sailed for Whale Sound, bnt 
owing to the heavy Ice pack was unable to 
get In. She came out all right, though she 
received some bad scrapes. The party 
then decided to return to Saunders Island 
and spent a fortnight there, during which 
time sixty walrus and a quantity of scale 
were obtained.

Then the Hope proceeded for Foulkc 
Fiord. She met the Windward on her way. 
The latter ts a poor ship for this work, 
being unable to steam to any advantage, 
the Hope leaving her far behind on every 
occasion when they left port together. At 
Fonlke Fiord the Hope parted with Lient. 
Peary and sailed south on the 13th Inst., 
the Windward leaving at the «me time for 
Sheard Osborne Fiord, where Peary will 
make his headquarters during the winter.

The tendency on the 
Chicago Board has been towards 
the flrming-np of near-by deliveries and the 
easing-off of Inter options. With the ap­
proach o< the end of the month the August 
«delivery has risen 2c per bush, above the 
price of a week ago, and September con­
tracts are quoted up a fraction, while the 
-December future has gone off about half a 
cent. The reason for this Is the depletion 
of old stocks, and the as yet comparatively 
rllght receipts from farmers. In view of 
Ws year’s very large crops, however, most 
authorities agree In predicting a low range 
of price® for the season. The action of 
the Liverpool market, at any rate, would 
.seem to point tc lower quotations. Since 
last Saturday,on that board,cash wheat baa 
declined 3d to 7d per cental, and the Sep­
tember option has fallen off 3%d. The Eng­
lish and French crops are regarded as big, 
and Russia, damage reports to the contrary 
notwithstanding. Is likely to give a good 
account of herself.

As regards Ontario wheat it stands at 
68c per bush, or 20c lower than a year ago, 
while new Manitoba hard Is quoted at 67c 
afloat at Fort William. Ontario wheat is 
regarded as the best in quality for many 
years. The berry Is large, plump anl 
firm, and It Is said that In many Instances 
white wheat that weighs 62 pounds to the 
bush, and red wheat that weighs 64 pounds 
to the bush, are being found. The <ro 
rlty and quality of the yield should help to 
make up for the deficiency in prices.

Val­
ues are all very firm for leading imported 
and domestic lines and a good season's 
trade is looked for. Money is steadier, 
but there has t^en no advance In rates; 
some round sums have been shipped to 
Ontario and the Northwestern States in 
anticipation of a good demand to move the 
cro<ps. A good many buyers from a dis­
tance have already visited the market in 
Montreal and arc inclined to place liberal 
orders for the fall and winter trade. The 
wholesale people expect a large number 
of buyers here next week and the week af­
ter and are actively mating preparations 
to receive them.

Business at Winnipeg bas been quiet the 
past week or two and will likely continue 
so till harvest operations are over. Busi­
ness men have been anxiously watching 
the harvest, but there has been little or 
no reason for uneasiness, because it Is 
earlier this season and less liable to dam­
age from frost, but there appears to be less 
danger In that respect now that the land 
is more extensively cultivated. Samples of 
new wheat are very satisfactory. The out­
look for the fall trade Is very bright.

Activity in building operations in centres 
at tbe coast continues, which is a good in­
dication of the steady expansion of busi­
ness. There is a brisk demand for lum­
ber and brick and all sorts of structural 
material. Brick is scarce In British Co­
lumbia. Sufficient laborers cannot be ob­
tained, and men arc being brought from 
American coast cities. There is quite u 
boom in the sugar industry at Vancouver. 
Considerable raw sugar has been received 
from the Dutch East Indies nnd Manila, 
but the preferential tariff makes it more 
advantageous to get the goods from Austra­
lia and Fiji.
