Revenue for the Fiscal Year Wis|™

42,000,000 Lire More Than -+
the Ministry Expected.

EXPENDITURES ~ALSO IN EXCESS

Of What Was Anticipated, but Still
There is a Balance to the Good
of 15,000,000 Lire.

‘Rome, Nov. 28.—Dr. Bacelli, Minister of
the Treasury, presented his financlal state-
ment in the Chamber of Deputies to-day.
He said the budgets of 1898-99 closed with
a surplus of over 15,000,000 lire, owing al-
most entirely to the Increased revenue,
exceeding the estimates by 42,000,000 lire.
The expenditure exceeded the estimates by
27,030,000 lire. .The increase of revenue
was a sure indication of the notable revival
in the economic conditions of the country. |
The anticipated budget for 1899-1900 would
show a deficit of 11,500,000 lire, although
possibly this would be covered if the iu-
creaged receipts continued. The inadequacy
of the credits assigned for the construction
of warships would be met, the Minister
explained, by an annual treasury advance
of 10,000,000 lire for four years, witnout
appeal for a_credit or issue of bonds. The
amount would be repaid in Instalments by
rorganic retrenchments. The Minister anti-
cipated a deficit of 14,000,500 lire in the
budget of 1900-1001. In order to prevent
serious financial trouble it was thought
necessary to modify the fiscal arrangements
affecting sugar and also to introduce legis-
Jation‘affecting the mercantile marine and
pension: system.

Regarding sugar, continued Dr. Bacelli,
as the large protection afforded it was

. manifestly dangerous to the treasury, he
proposed to rectify the manner of fixing
the tax on manufactures, leaving the tariff|
unchanged.

Regarding the mercantile marine, the Min-
ister said the expendifure upon compensa-
tion for ship building and navigation pre-

_miums would not be allowed to exceed 10,-
000,000 lire annually. Proposals also would
be snbmitted for restrzining the growing
burden of pensions.

The Minister then proceeded to explain
the proposed new methods for Internal
faxation, mitigating the hardships and re-
moving inequalities.
