As regards the label, which 
the bill makes imperative, the heat of 
the oven was 450 degrees, so that no 
injury was possible from gum if that 
■acre used, which it is not, and It was 
necessary for the protection of the pub­
lic that the label be used. The effect 

• of the bill would be to give better and 
healthier bread thruout the province, 
with an absolute guarantee of weight.

In a 1 1-2 pound loaf fermentation is 
arrested in 25 minutes after it goes in 
the oven. In a 2 pound loaf it takes 45 
minutes. With flour at 33-80 to $4.50 a 
tokrtel it can be sold at 5 cents a loaf, 
and this is what the working class re­
quire, A 200 pound barrel of flour will 
make 90 large 3 pound loaves, or 180 
1 1-2 pound loaves. If sold at 5 cents 
each a barrel of flour would thus re­
alize $8.00.

While the rigid standard would be 
applied to ordinary bread, the bill pro­
vided that fancy bread could be made 
as at present in any size. Some thought 
that by makiflg ordinary bread into 
fancy shapes the act could be eluded. 
This was not the case. Fancy bread is 
defined as containing not less than 2 
per cent, sugar and 2 per cent, short­
ening. It is. therefore, entirely differ­
ent from ordinary bread, as it contains 
higher priced ingredients. Mr. Mc- 
Naught had found 30 varieties of fancy 
bread in one bakery.

Mr. Studholme considered the bill the 
most Important that had come before 
the house. The old British custom was 
to have the bread weighed over the 
counter, and the bill was in that direc­
tion. The introduction of paper bag 
covering for loaves in New York was 
objected to an account of the expense.

As bread consists 
of two parts of flour 4ryi one part wa­
ter. the shrinkage depends entirely on 
the conditions In which it is placed. 
Nearly half of the 200,000 loaves made 
dally in Toronto are delivered direct to 
the consumer. These are never inspect­
ed. It is the retail dealer Wtho is fined 
for short weight of an article over 
which he has no control.

Soon after the friends of his lordship 
and the clergy called a meeting and 
passed resolutions strongly protesting 
against the so-called offensive language 
of lhe2ex-M.P. for the,county. Mr. Belley 
denied, however, that he had usgd the 
language attributed to him and at once 
entered an action fot $400 against three 
of the leading friends of Bishop La­
brecque, who had taken -a. prominent part 
at thie Indignation meeting In question.

One of theee men, a D. V. Merrier, 
pleaded that he had never signed the pro­
testation, and added that If his name had 
appeared on the paper It was put there 
by another person. As the document 
was In the hands of the bishop, Mr. Belley 
got out a summons, demanding his lord- 
ship’s presence In court with the paper, 
and Mgr. Labrecque, having refused ten 
appear, the plaintiff asked that a ruling 
be obtained against the bishop.

This, however, Judge Pelletier refused, 
but he had a private Interview with the 
head of the diocese with the result that 
Mgr. Labrecque came to court, was 
sworn, but refused to produce the docu­
ment, which he declared had been confid­
ed to him In his capacity as Bishop of 
Chicoutimi, and that his position pre­
cluded him from pfedudng the document.

The Judge has taken the question en 
delibre and will decide on Tuesday next 
If the bishop will have to give up or not 
the document, which his lordship con­
siders confidential.

This, however, did not end the trouble, 
for when his lordship was leaving the 
court house he stated to some pepple, 
who were at band:

“I am Bishop of Chicoutimi and you, 
Mr. Belley treated me like a blackguard.” 
Whereupon Mr. Belley at once sued his 
bishop for $400, all of which has created 
the greatest possible sensation In those 
country parts.

The citizens who have taken the side 
of his lordship In the quarrel lost no time 
In collecting the sum of $400 and thru 
their advocate, Mr. Simon Lapointe, have 
Just formally offered that amount to Mr. 
Belley as well as the costs of the suit.

Will Mr. Belley accept the amounLjof- 
fered and allow the case against the 
bishop to drop? Is what Is being asked 
amongst the people of Chicoutimi. A 
good many who know the man’s disposi­
tion as a fighter say he will not. while 
others believe he will.

MR. FIELDING AND THE FINAN­
CIAL CRISIS.

It takes only an ordinary man to con- 
fcrm to the rut of ordinary circum­
stances, but it Is left to those who rise 
above this sphere to see occasions 
when the ordinary method of procedure 
may be violated with advantage.

.. Mr. Fielding when he recognized that 
statutory rules had to be brckin to 
tide over the Canadian financial strin­
gency a few months ago. In loaning 
the banks some five million dollars of 
government paper It Is quite possible 
that a crisis was averted and distress 
warded off from many who might 
have suffered under the extreme strin­
gency which then occurred.

The usefulness of this step is appar­
ent from the finance minister's state­
ment to the Dominion house on Tues­
day, that of the total advance made 
by the government less than one mil­
lion.Rollers was now outstanding.

An explanation of the present money tightness in Canada is 
furnished by the statement of the finance minister rega/ding the gov­
ernment load to Canadian banks and its repayment. The banks are 
endeavoring to free themselves of the liability as soon as possible owing 
to its interest-bearing condition, and this no doubt accounts for cur­
tailment in loans by the financial institutions. The Toronto stqfck 
exchange showed no revival to-day. Transactions were made at steady 
prices, and support was responsible at the bid prices for most securi­
ties. N.„ S. Steel was a weak feature, but the transactions were 
principally on the Montreal exchange. The decline in this stock is 
said to be preparatory to an announcement df new financing. The 
dulness of the market is more marked than its weakness.

argument.

Captain Floated Ensign Over the 
Stare and Stripes.

GALVESTON, Texas, March 17.— 
When Captain Moore of the British 
steamship Howthead of Belfast, Ire­
land, here for cargo, dressed ship to­
day in honor of St. Patrick, he put 
the green emblem above the Stars and 
Stripes.

This violation of the United States 
law that requires the U. 8. ensign al­
ways to be at the top when displayed 
In a United States port, was prompt­
ly called to the commander's atten­
tion by a government Inspector, but 
he bluffly refused to comply with the 
law.

Not until he received a formal de­
mand from the United States collec­
tor of customs of this port, accom­
panied by a threat to call a gunboat 
into service Unless the order of the 
flags was reversed, did the Irish skip­
per yield, and then only to haul down 
the American, flag and leave the green 
one up.
