Union for political actioif of Can­
ada’s two great veteran soldiers' or­
ganizations, the Grand Army ’of Unit­
ed Veterans and the Great War Veter­
ans’ Association, Is the formal pro­
posal made by William J. Morrison, 
president, and J. Harry Flynn, Domin­
ion organizer of the G.A.U.V.. in a 
letter sent last night to C. J. McNeal,
Dominion secretary of the G.W.V.A.,
Ottawa.

Mr. Kennedy also told the Kiwani- 
ane that there were 90,000 phones in 
Toronto—-one telephone for every five 
persons; 800,000 calls a day, 75 per 
cent of which calls require two opera­
tor»; 2,200 operators; 3,000 employes 
of the company; 184,066 miles of tele­
phone wire underground on 64 miles 
of the city streets—In fact, 75 per 
cent, of all wires were underground. 
There were 269 long-distance circuits 
terminating in Toronto, and on a busy 
day there were 6,000 originating long 
distance calls.

Mr. Kennedy thought the proposed 
new rates were fair, and said the man 

^ who got the service paid the bill. He 
' admitted the service was not quite 

what It should be, but believed it was 
as good In Toronto as in Amedlca and 
Europe. “Do you know that in Tor­
onto alone ybu have connected to your 
telephone well over a elxteeen million 
dollar plant?’’ he asked, 
realize that you today are paying lit­
tle more than the ratq you paid be­
fore the war?”

The great advance in the cost of labor and material during recent 

years has made it a difficult problem for the Toronto Electric Commission­
ers to maintain the low rates for electric service reached by the successive 
reductions of 1915 and 1916. By the strictest economy, aided by phenom­
enal extension of the System’s business and consequent relative decrease 
of overhead charges this has so far been possible, but now, due to the 
power shortage, such a method of meeting the difficulty is no longer feas­
ible, and an increase in rates has become inevitable.

The legally constituted authority in regard to rates is the Hydro- 
Electric Power Commission of Ontario, and in response to the application 
of the Commissioners the following revised rates for certain classes of 
service have been authorized by the Commission, to take effect as from the 
first of August, 1920, so that September bills will be on the new schedule :

The Rate Raising Mania.
The Bell Telephone Company seems 

to be applying for a raise in rates upon 
the ground that everybody else is do­
ing the eaime thing. The company has 
prepared an elaborate brief which will 
go to the railway commission, while 
the patrons of the company and the 
municipalities will go more or less un­
prepared Into the fight. A public ser­
vie# corporation wanting a raise in 
ratee can pave the way by elaborate 
bookkeeping entries and stock flota­
tions, while the public, taken more or 
lees by surprise, can often protest umy 
In the most general way and more or 
less incoherently.

The railway commission If It is-to 
continue to fix the rates for the tele­
phone company, should have much 
closer supervision and more drastic 
control ever the operations of that 
company. In the first place no cor­
poration whose rates are subject to the 
Control of the railway commission 
should be allowed to issue stocks or 
bonds without the consent of that 
commission. The commission does not 
know whether the capital stock issued 
by the Bell Telephone Company of 
Canada Is represented by fifty million 
dollars actually expended on the plant, 
or whether a large amount of the stock 
Is merely water.

age all efforts made with a view to 
bringing about an armistice between 
Poland and Russia, while avoiding giv­
ing the negotiations a character which 
might result in the recognition of the 
Bolshevist regime and in the dismem­
berment of Russia.’’

By this declaration France was re­
garded here as joining with the United 
States in opposing any negotiations 
with the Bolshevik! such as had been 
proposed by Great Britain in the once 
projected London conference.

Mr. Colby also issued a reply to an 
assertion iby Foreign Minister Tcb'it- 
cherin, of the Soviet government, of 
Russia, that the BolshevLki have 
shown that they "strictly adhere to 
obligations” and that if they promised 
to protect the United States "against 
agitation of the Third Internationale, 
all our representatives will rigidly ful­
fill this pledge.’’

"I do not suppose." said Mr. Colby, 
“that M. Tchitcherin has superseded 
Lenine as the authoritative spokes­
man of Soviet Russia. The actual 
words of Lenine are In very sharip con­
trast to the utterances of his foreign, 
minister.

"Said Lenine before the council of 
the people’s commissaries during the 
negotations upon the Prinkipo con­
ference:

"I have never hesitated to come to 
terms with bourgeoise governments 
when by so doing I thought I could 
weaken the bourgeoise. The time has 
now come for us to conclude a second 
Brest-Litovsk, this time with the en­
tente. We must make peace not only 
with the entente, but also with Poland, 
Lithuania and the Ukraine, and all the* 
other forces which are opposing us in 
Russia. We must be prepared to make 
every concession, promise and sacri­
fice in order to entice our foes Into the 
conclusion of this peace. We shall 
know that we have but concluded a 
truce permitting us to complete our 
preparations for a decisive onslaught 
whitih will assure dir triumph."

Another Quotation.
"In the same connection, on Febru­

ary 2, 1919, Zinoviev, the intimate as­
sociate of Lenine and Trotzky, said:

“ ‘We are willing to sign an un­
favorable peace with the allies. It 
would only mean that we should put 
no trust whatever in the bit of paper 
we should sien. We should use the 
breathing space so obtained in order 
to gather our strength in order that 
the mere . continued existence of our 
government would keep up the world­
wide propaganda which soviet Russia 
has been carrying on for more than 
a year.’

“On another occasion he Is reported 
by Lincoln Eyre to have said:

“ "Our propaganda system is as 
strong and as far reaching as ever. 
The third internationale is primarily 
an Instrument of revolution. This 
work will be continued no matter what 
happens, legally or illegally. The sov­
iet government may pledge itself to 
refrain from propaganda abroad, but 
the ithird internationale, never.*
