One 
woman, Miss Margaret Armstrong, of 
Wayne, Pa., was killed and ten persona 
Wayne, aP., was killed and ten persons 
injured. The wreck occurred on the 
bridge over Greenwich avenue, and al­
most in the front of the railroad sta­
tion.

Wells, Me., July 15—The forest fire

miles of territory.

Already 1,200,000 feet of sawed boards, 
belonging to Chesley & McDaniel, of 
Barrington.

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Milan, July 16.—An American physi­
cian, James Woods Babcock, superinten­
dent of the State Hospital for the Insane 
at Columbus, S. G\, has succeeded in sol­
ving the question which has been under 
investigation for a long time as to whe­
ther the disease pellagra, common among 
the Polandcr, and in the South of Europe, 
exists in the United States. Dr. Bab­
cock, who was aided in his researches 
by the Italian authorities, has proved 
that the Italian pellagra and the disease 
common in the southern states, having 
the identical symptoms are one and the 
same.

The disease pellagra, which 
called Italian leprosy, Alphme scurvy and 
astarian rose, is accompanied by a red­
dening of the skin and sometimes a hy­
pertrophy of the skin and marked mental 
symptoms and it is said to be caused by 
poison maze taken as food.

The importance of Dr. Babcock’s dis­
covery can be understood when the ex­
tent of the consumption of Indian corn 
in the southern states is considered. Corn 
is the staple diet among the negroes and 
is largely eaten by the whites.

Acording to Dr. Babcock pellagra was 
unknown in the- United States until af­
ter the importation the Civil War, was 
immature. It is thought that his discov­
ery may lead to government inspection 
of corn.

It is seldom that such an important ad­
vance has been made in assistance to nav­
igation, as will result from a publication 
just issued lw the Tidal and Current Sur­
vey of the Marine Department. It con­
sists of concise and clearly printed tables, 
which show the direction and set of 
the currents at every hour of the tide, 
along the whole extent of the Atlantic 
steamship route from Cape Sable to St. 
John. These tables are accompanied by 
a chart of the Bay of Fundy- and its ap­
proaches, which gives a summary of the 
information in graphic form, for ready 
reference.

Such tables as these, which show the ti­
dal streams, hour by hour, can be had 
for some European waters, such as the 
English Channel, where they prove in­
valuable to the seaman. But this is the 
first time that such complete informa­
tion has ever been published for any 
North American waters of extended area. 
The harbor of St. John is to be congra­
tulated in benefiting so largely from this 
important advance in the interest of 
gation. It is safe to say that these tables 
will largely compensate for any disadvan­
tage which results from foggy weather 
that vessels may meet within this region.

The information which these Current 
Tables afford, may also be accepted as 
thoroughly reliable; as it is based on ober- 
vations throughout two seasons, in 1904 
and 1907. These observations were car­
ried out under the personal supervision of 
Dr. W. B. Dawson, the director of the 
Survey of Tides and Currents, who has 
had long experience in such work. The 
surveying steamer “Gulnare” was employ­
ed for the purpose, and by anchoring at 
selected points or stations, it served as a 
fixed point from which to ascertain cor­
rectly the direction and speed of the cur­
rent. The observations were continued 
day and night to make them complete; 
and the most modem methods were used, 
including improved current meters and 
the latest electrical appliances. But this 
need not be enlarged upon, as a glance 
at a table appended to the publication 
will show the large amount of work that 
the results are based upon.

Another valuable table gives the tune 
of slack water at all points, which will be 
specially useful to fishermen.

This publication supplements the Tide 
Tables, which are issued annually by the 
Tidal Survey. Together they afford the 
most complete information that can be 
given regarding the movements of the 
water in the Bay of Fundy ®nd its ap­
proaches. The Tide Tables for St. John 
are now based on eight years of con­
tinuous observations; and they are thus 
superior in accuracy to the tide tables 
for any port's in the United States, with 
the exception of Sandy Hook at. the en-

The record of the Laurier government THE BAY OF FUNDY
A valuable contribution to general 

knowledge concerning the tides and cur­
rents of tht Bay of Fundy is the book 
just published by the marine department, 
showing tables of hourly direction and 
velocity of the currents and time of slack 
water in the bay and its approaches. Dr. 
W. Bell Dawson was the engineer in 
charge of the survey on which the report 
is based.

Those who remember the prejudices 
which had to be overcome prior to the 
inauguration of the winter port business 
are familiar with the arguments presented 
by those opposed to the claims of St. 
John. The tides and currents of the 
Bay of Fundy were almost as great a 
bugbear as the hand of Satan on the sea 
of darkness in ancient charts, before Col­
umbus crossed the Atlantic. Time and 
experience have shown that St. John is 
a safe port, and that the fears expressed 
years ago were groundless. It will never­
theless to be very useful to navigators to 
have before them the tables of currents 
prepared by Dr. Dawson.

Ottawa, July 15.—The public accounts was old. After consulting with the pre­
vious manager and editor he decided to 
sell the plant. He arranged with Arm­
strong on the 75 per cent, basis, the com­
pany buying the paper and advancing the 
money to Armstrong to pay the printers. 
If they had not done that they would have 
had to establish a $10,000 plant. Mr. 
Armstrong now owed them $5,000.

Mr. Crocket—Were you secretary-trea­
surer of the Eastern Supply Company ?

Mr. Pearson said he was.
Mr. Crocket—Did the company proceed 

on the same system in your contracts with 
the Intercolonial as the Sun Company 
did?”

Mr. Carvell—"I object to anything about 
the Supply Company (violently beating 
the desk). We’ll stop that right here.”

Mr. Crocket—“Does the witness object 
to testifying?”

Mr. Carvell—“1 don't care, I won't al­
low it.

Examined by Mr. Northrop he stated 
that the company did government rail­
way printing, that there was a job office 
before Mr. Pearson bought the paper, 
but it was then closed and the printing 
had since been done by E. J. Armstrong.

“Is Armstrong paid the same price that 
the Company gets?”

Mr. Johnston, Cape Breton, interposed, 
advising an examination of the books, as 
the witness probably did net know.

Mr. Crocket-^“How much is the rake 
off?”

Mr. Johnston, Cape Breton, said there 
was always a rake off in government 
printing, but that it was now divided.
