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German Casualties Reached Great
- Total Of 3,700,000 On November 22

New York, Dec. 1—A special copyright cable to the World from London says:

‘‘Three million, seven hundred thousand is the total number of casualties in the German armies
during the war, up to and including November 22 last.

‘‘That the killed, wounded and missing amount to this vast number-is shown by the official lists of
German casualties, including No. 800, which has just been received at the London office of the New York
World. Embraced in these lists are 10,306 pages. The newest list maintains a daily average of 9,000.

“‘The localities where the losses are suffered are not mentioned in the lists. The lists prove that
companies of German infantry continue to be wiped out by the wholesale. List No. 798, dated Novem-
ber 20, announces that Major-General Freise of Magdeburg has been seriously wounded and captured,
and that Major-General Von Sommern of Blankenburg has been wounded slightly.”’

In recent years Mr. Ward had under-
taken the writing of a comprehensive
history of St. John, largely under the
urging of Mayor Frink, who had im-
pressed upon him the value which would
be attached to such a work by poster-
ity. He had written several hundred
pages, but had reached only the early
years of the city’s life when the work
was interrupted by his death. To a
friend he said only recently that he ex-
pected the work would run to several
volumes.

His chief writings in the past had
been in the form of papers prepared for
the Historical Society, and in historical
writings for the newspapers, his series
of articles on “Old Times in St. John”
being the most important of these.

Mr. Ward was born in St. John sev-
enty-eight years ago. He was the
youngest of four sons of the late Charles
Ward, merchant, and a grandson of
John Ward, one of the Loyalist fathers
of the city. The family originally came
from England and settled in New York
state, where they were among the mogt
prominent of the early families. !

personal sacrifice, and after the war re-
moved to St. John where he took an im-
portant part in building up the new
city.

The history of the Ward family has
been compiled in a large volume which
contains the record of many of the
most important members of the family
and their descendants, Clarence Ward
figuring prominently in the book.

His Life. :

In his earlier years Mr. Ward was
associated with his father in the large
mercantile and shipping business. In
after years he was with the late James
Chubb, from whom Chubb’s Corner
takes its name, in the insurance busi-
ness. For more than thirty years he
had occupied a desk in City Hall as con-
fidential clerk to the succeeding) mayors
and -as license clerk. He received his
early education at the old St. John
Grammar School and at the academy in
‘Windsor.

Mr. Ward was one of the founders
of the Loyalist Society, a prominent
member of the Historical Society and a
lifelong member of Albion Lodge, A. F.
& A. M. At the time of the Fenian
raids he took up arms with other young
men of the city and was given the rank
of ‘sergeant. He held medals issued for
service at that time.

During recent years Mr. Ward had
grieved as one after another of his old
friends had passed away. His most re-
cent bereavement was in the death of
George Lawrence, a fortnight ago. They.
had been lifelong friends with similar

tastes and interests and until last sum- |

mer had met almost every day in King
Square to talk over old times.

Mr. Ward’s end came peacefully as
he slept. He had been confined to the
house for a week by a slight indisposi-
tion, but had planned to return to his
office today. Last night he appeared in
good health and spirits and was con-
versing with his family as late as two
o’clock this morning. They left him
by the fire in his room at work on his
writings, as was his custom, for he did
most of his writing in the_early hours
of the morning, when he would be un-
disturbed. He had retired and when his
family went to call him this morning he
was found as if asleep—but in his last
sleep. He had passed away without a
struggle.

Surviving Mr. Ward are his wife, a
daughter of the late James Anderson;
two daughters, Mrs. Orlando V. D.
Jones of Chicaga and Miss Clare Ward

His of-
fice was always the rendezvous for the
reporters and his vast fund of informa-
tion was always at their disposal. Many
a fime he has solved their problems in
the search for matters relating to older
. times.  Not only for the help he was

able to give them but for his warm heant-
ed friendship end his cheery disposition
he was beloved by all the newspaper men
of the city.

‘The Mayor

‘Mayor Frink, who has been a personal
friend of Mr. Ward since his boyhood
days when Mr. Ward was a frequent
_vigitor to his father’s home, and who
has been closely associated with him at
city hall for many years, was greatly
affected by the news of his old friend’s
death. Speaking of Mr. Ward he said:
“I had a strong personal regard for him.
He was a gentleman of the old school,
thoroughly cducated, a student of public
affairs, remarkably well versed in all
matters relating to the public interest
and with a memory that continued ex-
ceedingly good until the very last. He
had a fine sense of humor and a genial-
ity that never failed even wunder the
utmost provocation. For many years he
has occupied a desk in city hall and,
while his duties were not ardous he was
regarded as a member of the organiza-
tion who held a life tenure of office
through the good will of all the people,
which he had won by his public ser-
vices. i

“Hi§ collection of ‘historical informa-
tion on both city and provincial mat-
ters is beyond value and it seems to me
that it should be secured either by the
provincial or municipal authorities for
the 'benefit of posterity. His death will
be keenly felt and deeply regretted by
the whole community.”

Archdeacon Raymond’s Tribute.

“There are few men in the city whose
places it would be so difficult to fill,”
said Venerable Archdeacon Raymond,
D. D., this morning, speaking with deep
feeling of the death of Mr. Ward. “He
had a more extensive and intimate
knowledge of the history of the city and
its families than any other man and his
work in the preservation of the city’s
history has been unique.

MUNRO CHILDREN
FRERiE S TR

Travelerss Aid and Children's Aid
Society Proved Their Usefulness in
This Natter

. The Travelers’ Aid and Children’s
Aid Society of this city were instrument-
al in causing the arrest of two brothers
in Boularderie, Cape Breton, on the
charge of committing a crime against a
little girl. It will be remembered that
two little Munro children, a ‘girl of
eleven and a boy of ten, arrived in St.
John one night not long ago, and did
not know where to find their parents.
Miss Hoyt of the Travelers’ Aid took
them to the Girls’ Club for the night and
notified C. D. Howard, agent .of the
Children’s Aid Society. He took the
children out next day and failed to find
their home, as the parents had moved.

A paragraph in the Daily Telegraph
led to the discovery of the parents and
Mr. Howard teok the children home,
Later the mother discovered that there
was something wrong with the little
girl and she told a story of brutal as-
sault, implicating two brothers named
Angus and Joseph Christie, who worked
on her grandmother’s farm at Boulard-
erie. The facts were brought to the
attention of Mr. Howard, and the Chil-
dren’s Aid Society enabled  the mother
to go at once to Cape Breton with her
little ones and lay a charge against the
two brothers.

«All the Heroism which has been
shown, all the blood that has been sacri-
ficed, will have been in vain unless we
get the result that never again, for gen-
erations to come, will it be within the
power of any man or any group of men
to turn the world into the charnel house
it has‘become.”

In these words Mr. Bonar Law  sets

‘clearly” before the people of the British
Empire the task they must help to per-
form. That it will be performed he has
no doubt, but he adds:—

“I look for no specially good news for
many months to come. And we may
have bad news long before we have
good.”

Mr. Bonar Law bases his confidence
h ﬁﬂal victory on the fact that the Al-
lies have greater financial and other re-
gources, and that economic pressure as
well as the constant strain of warfare
will wear out the enemy long before the
allies are .so hard pressed as to think of
giving up the struggle. Reviewing the
whole situation. Mr. Bonar Law says he
§s more hopefu.l than for months past.

Similar confidence is expressed by Gen.
Gallieni, the French ministér of war. In
an interview this week he declared his
unshakable confidence in victory andy
said:— -

“Qur enemies have been powerless to
attain the essential object of every war
+—the destruction of the adversary’s
forces. In September, 1914, when we
arrested and ‘repulsed the German of-
fensive, the game was lost by the enemy.
That victory gave the allies the essen-
tial factor of time, which has enabled
us to organise the offensive operations
of our resources—resources that. are
very ' superior in men and money . to
those of the enemy and nearly unlimited

. §n material, thanks to our mastery of
the seas. Caught in a vise, the central
powers are struggling desperately to free
themselves from its grip. The attack
upon our front along the Yser, the of-
fensive against the Russians and the
campaign in the Balkans have been the
convulsions of a beast at bay. 1 recog-
nize all their energy and vigor, but their
importance is secondary. Even their re-
cent successes made possible by the trea-
son of Bulgaria, cannot modify the stra-
tegic situation which has been unalter-
able for many months. The French,
British, Russian and Italian armies are
mtact < growing stronger each
;.;' and better ed to vanquish.

ansported to the west, re-transport-
ed to the east and then to the south, the
enemy’s armies are exhausting them-
gelves and the quality of the German
poldier is rapidly deteriorating: The opin-
jons of all those who saw the prisoners
taken during the battle of Champagne
in September are well fixed upon that

‘point. The issue is fatal for the central

empire. Nothing but lack of tenacity on
pur part could save them.”

As to that tenacity, Gen. Gallieni en-
tertains ;no doubts. All France is as
one man, determined to fight until com-
plete victory is won.

It is well, however, to look at the
pther side of the picture. In the German
Reichstag yesterday the president boast-
ed that the British and French had fail-
ed to break the German lines in the
west; that in the east the Germans and
Austrians also held the ground they had
won; that Italy had not yet won as
such territory as she was offered as an
finducement to stay out of the war; and
that in the Balkans Germany had won
both diplomatic and military victories,
while the Turks had prevented the suc-
egess of the attack on the Dardanelles.
He asserted that “proud England is
troubled about the key to her suprem-
acy,” and that the enemies of Germany
were deceived in their estimate of her
economic strength; and that “the Ger-
mans both financially and economically
have every reason to contemplate the fu-
ture with firm determination and wun-
shaken confidence.”

We know, despite that assertion, how-
ever, that German confidence has been
phaken, and that while the president of
the Reichstag boasts that the people
have corn for bread, and have plenty

of potatoes, and that they will overcome {

difficulties by the organization of the
provision ‘market, yet there have been
food riots in' Bernin; and the deadly
pressure of the British navy, cutting off
outside sources of supply, will make
the conditions steadily worse. Hence,
though we may have more bad news, as
Mr. Bonar Law admits, we may also
have the assurance that if we but per-
severe,. .and send forward more and
more men and munitions, and maintain
the tenacity of purpose of which the
French war minister speaks, the victory,
however " long deferred, will be certain
gnd decisive, .

They who prate of peace are doing
humanity a great disservice. However
great the sacrifice yet to be made, the
war must be waged relentlessly, that|P
later generations may walk the ways of
peace. The peutrals and the peace ad-
vocates are pharisees or fools. To stand
aside from this war and yet profess to
have a regard for “human rights” is
mockery ot worse. Human rights can
only be vindicated by the utter defeat
of Germany, and they who refuse to
fight for the triumph of civilization over
barbarism can but hang their heads in|
shame when history records that they
selfishly profited by the sacrifice of|
others. If any nation is either too proud
or too selfish or too cowardly to fight
in the cause of humanity, it should at
least have the grace to be silent and let
the fighting nations - discuss "terms of
peace when it pleases them. Germany
boasted at- the outset that she would
dictate the terms of peace.’ So confident,
wag she that all treaties were disregard-
ed—for was she not to make a new law
for Europe? She had secretly planned
and prepared for the war which was
to give her world-dominion. Her plans
failed, however, and the world which
despises her knows that she is never-
more to be trusted by any nation. The
Montreal Mail sets forth the situation
admirably when it says:—

“This war, begun in militaristic in-
sanity will not end in political insanity.
It will not be ended by the force of
American dollars, aided by the whining
of the beaten bully of Europe., It will
be ended when the criminal nation is
punished for its crime, in the light of
that political wisdom which, had it been
invoked by the Kaiser, could have avoid-
ed war, and saved the priceless lives it
has cost. It will not be ended in such
a way as to exalt either the power of
money or the righteousness of might,
but so that the present generation shall
leave to the coming centuries a message
of inspiring accomplishment and a leg-
acy of enduring peace.”

Explanatory matter accompanying the
preliminary draft shows:that then‘gov-
ernment does not intend to colleet this
tax dunng the war, but to levy it after-
ward in connection with an increment
tax on property foreseen in connection
with the famous war levy tax bill of
1918.

Under the plans then contemplated
all persons in the empire would be re-
quired to make a return on property and
income as-on January 1,.1917, and to
pay taxes on the increase over-a similar
statement returned in January, 1914.

Plan to Prevent Evasion

The preliminary bill has been drafted
80 as to prevent any evasion on the
part of companies and corporations by
concealing their profits through book-
keeping or. distribution. Before the law
goes into effect those companies seekin
to evade its provisions will be compelled
to take from their surplus' profits ia
succeeding years to bring the reserve up
to the required figure.

The measure prescribes as “war years”
the business year wherein January 10,
1914, falls and the two succeeding years.
The normal profits of a company or
corporation is figured on the basis of the
average profits of the thre years preced-
ing the war and half of all profits above
that must go in the special reserve fund.

Foreign companies, including Americ-
an- corporations doing business in Ger-
many, come withhn the opetation of the
law, but only to the extent of their
profits made on German business, /

Will Cut Profits : Deeply

The law ‘gives no intimation how
much of the  war profits the state will
demand in taxation beyond indicating
that they will not exceed 50 per cent.
Even this percentage is not enough to
satisfy certain ardent advocates of this
tax, who have been demnading that the
government appropriate all war proﬂts.

The general” expectation, however, is
that the ultimate German measure will
cut very deeply into such profits with-
in the limits.of the 50 per cent. maxi-
mum,

HARRY LAUDER AT
ST. ANDREW'S NIGHT
CELEBRATION HERE

Fameus Scottish Comedian in Se-
Sions Viein Talks of the War =
Oration by Rev. J. A. MacKei-
gan — Absent President Henor-
ed .

The celebration of St. Andrew’s night
by the St. Andrew’s Society of St. John
was made memorable by the presence of
Harry Lauder, the famous Scottish com-
edian. The entertainment took the form
of a banquet in Bond’s restaurant at

Imperial Theatre.

Following the banquet the secretary

F. W. Fraser, read the greetings from
the various Scottish societies throughout
Canada and the United States.
. In response to the toast “The Day
and A’ Wha Honor It” Rev. J. A, Mac-
Keigan delivered - an  eloguent oration
dealing largely with the traditions of
the Scottish people,

The vice-president, H. C. Rankine, in
his address spoke warmly of the presi-
dent, Captain Alexander McMillan, who
is now in the trenches with the 26th
Battalion.

When called upon for a speech = Mr.
Lauder referred to the great number ‘of
Scottish people in St. John and said
that it was largely due to the St. An-
drew’s: Society that he came to the city.
He then turned to the war and describ-
ed the inflexible determination of Brit-
ain that it shall be fought to an abso-
lute finish. He spoke of his own contri-
bution to the war with great feeling say-

ng:

“I have given my eountry my all I
have only got one ‘son, and he is hoine
to be a total wreck. God knows if he
will ever be well again, but he went to
do his duty. When the call came he said,
‘I am off Dad, and I said good luck to
you and never forget that you are a
Scot, wherever you may be.

“¥ou do not know how proud I felt
today when my' train stéamed into the
gtation. You do not know how proud I
felt as I drove thzough your streets and
saw the Union Jack flying ‘and there
so ‘the rampant lion of St. Andrew
floating in the beautiful, clear, Canadian
breeze, It was just as I said at the
concert today. It was just like being at
hame, and I felt it very much. To travel
about the world as I have done and to
come into a city of this kind and have
the hand .of 'friendship extended to me.
It just puts the wim into you. It makes
you feel like home -and tonjght I just
feel as if I were in old Glasgow.

«] have just come from the north of
Scotland. I was all over Aberdeenshire,
and I never saw a young fellow at all.
They are all away. They have left the
homes that have sheltered them, and we
are all proud of the boys at home and
we are proud of the Canadians, too.
