Paris, April 10—(By the Associated 
Press)—The council of four yesterday 
afternoon reached an agreement on the 
Sarre Valley. It leaves sovereignty over 
the valley unchanged, but accords to 
France free at duty sufficient coal for the 
Lorraine iron industry and to replace 
the production of the mines destroyed in 
the Lens mining district, with the priv­
ilege to the Germans of restoring the 
Lens mines and thus relieving the Sarre 
Valley of that charge. This agreement 
removes one of the most difficult -ob­
stacles to the conclusion Of peace.
Tariff Matters.

Paris, April 10—(By the Associated 
Press)—Provision for the moat favored 
nation treatment in the German customs 
system for the Allied and associated 
countries and a single tariff, and no tar­
iff discriminations based on the flog of 
the vessels in which goods are trans­
ported, or the route of importation or 
exportation, will be incorporated in the 
peace treaty with Germany, according to 
the present provisional agreement. The 
restriction is to be enforced for five years 
after the conclusion of peace, and it will 
probably include the proviso that the 
tariffs in fonte upon imports from 
associated countries during that period 
shall be based on the most favored na­
tions schedules of 1914.

The obligation to maintain trader a 
single tariff the 1914 schedules will be 
specified only for a limited period, since 
there is a fairly general realization that 
Germany will be able financially to raise 
the maximum of reparation payments 
and limit or extjude unnecessary imports 
only toy the imposition of higher customs 
rates. And the proposal is under con­
sideration to give Germany, after the 
period which will toe required for the 
study and revision of existing tariffs, ab­
solute freedom to increase all her duties.

Montreal, April 10—The province of 
Quebec is today voting on the refer­
endum as to whether wine and beer lic­
enses shall toe issued, or whether the 
province shall go “dry.” Both the liquor 
interests and temperance organizations 
have conducted vigorous campaigns and 
the vote is expected to toe heavy..

HAVE VOTE IN 
NEXT ELECTION

A feature of the debarkation this 
morning was the enthusiastic reception 
and hearty greeting extended to Sergeant 
Hehnes, Victoria Cross, of Owen Sound, 
Ontario. This youth, for he i* not yet 
twenty, was styled thé “boy wonder” 
by bis pals and as he was carried down 
the gang-plank by two Tommies, it was 
seen that he wore the decoration of the 
highest military gift in the British War 
Office. He was the proud winner of the 
V. C, and as soon as he landed on the 
pier the crowd standing about, including 
the reception committees, took up the 
“cry" and cheered lustily for the young 
hero. He was carried to the train and 
the bystanders went wild with enthus­
iasm. , ,

While Victoria Cross winners come 
this way quite frequently, it is safe to 
say that this was the youngest that has 
reached Canada since the boys started 
to come home.

Sergeant Holmes enlisted as a private 
in his home town, and crossed to France. 
He was but seventeen years of age when 
he enlisted and was just a few months 
older when he performed what his khaki 
clad chums term “some stunt

He is probably the youngest V. C. win­
ner in the British Empire, and is be­
yond doubt the youngest in Canada. He 
was just a private when he won it and 
is now wearing three stripes.

Other distinguished soldiers aboard 
were:—Major William T. White, M. C., 
of Calgary, acting-Captain Henry' H. 
Argue, M. C, of Shauville, Ontario, and 
Lieutenant-Colonel John H. Parks, D. S.

Mn. Gerard Identifies American 
Soldier Who Served Germany

New York, April 10—Because Mrs. 
James W. Gerard, wife of the former 
American ambassador to Germany, has 
an excellent memory for faces, Henry 
Bode, the only American soldier convict­
ed of serving Germany as a spy, is now 
serving a ten years sentence in the dis­
ciplinary barracks at Governor’s Island.

Bode, according to his confession, after 
Mrs. Gerard had identified him as a man 
in German uniform who had appeared 
one day at the American embassy in 
Berlin, wearing the Iron Cross, deserted 
from the American army at Fort Bliss, 
Texas, in July, 1914> and made his way 
to Germany where he entered the Ger­
man army.

After winning his iron cross in action 
against the Allies, Bode entered the Ger­
man intelligence service, was sent to New 
York, .and eventually to Mexico, where 
he was ordered to work toward embroil­
ing Mexico and the United States tend 
to blow up the Tampico fields.

Fearing for his life in Mexico, Bode 
crossed the American border into Cali­
fornia and surrendered to immigration 
authorities. At his court martial at 
Governor's Island, Mrs. Gerard identi­
fied him as the man in German uniform 
she had seen in Berlin, and Frank Hill, 
Mr. Gerard’s valet, corroborated her 
statement.

While Canadians 
were overseas and committed an offens­
ive against British law, they were under 
the jurisdiction of the British authorities.

Mr. Guthrie was questioned how many 
Canadian soldiers had been shot in Eng­
land.

“I hgve no official Information,” he re­
plied. “I simply have been told that 
there were some."

Mr. Meighan explained that the ma­
jority of cases in which minor penalties 
were imposed came under the classifica­
tion of “Group 8 defaulters.” This in­
cluded men, who though registering and 
submitting to a medical examination, 
failed to report for service when called 
upon. There was a very large number 
of such cases. The military service act, 
he said, contained no provision for allow­
ing such defaulters to escape by payment 
of a fine, but certain magistrates had, 
nevertheless, done so. In some cases the 
fine was commensurate with the nature 
of the offense, in others it had been very 
much too small. The government had 
decided that, rather than upset all the 
cases, including those in which large 
fines had been imposed and paid, it 
would be better to refuse to recognize 
any of the smaller fines.

An order-in-council had accordingly 
been proposed providing that defaulters 
in this class should be fined from $250 
to $5,000 according to the nature of their 
offense. This left the government free 
to re-open all cases in which fines low­
er than $250 had been imposed by mag­
istrates. He wished to impress upon the 
House, however, that the administration 
of the law was essentially in the hands 
nf the provincial authorities.

Mr. Cannon^ Liberal member for Dor­
chester, aroused excitement. He de­
clared that the greatest culprits were 
cabinet ministers who had promised ex­
emption ; and they should be brought 
into court along with, the defaulters. The 
first man to be tried should be the min­
ister of militia.

The government at Ottawa are pro­
posing to spend, during the next five 
years, the large sum of twenty million 
dollars on a scheme of co-operation with 
the’ provincial governments for the con­
struction of perpuraent roads. The first 
thought suggested by such a proposal is 
that the construction of common high­
ways is distinctly a matter within the 
authority of the provincial legislatures, lb n-> 
is surprising to some that the dominion 
parliament should take any action re­
specting it. Probably on some questions 
the provincial authorities would be sensi­
tive concerning the dominion’s interfer­
ence with provincial rights, but ln this 
case, where the interference takes the 
form of a proposed large expenditure of 
money, no protest of that kind is heard.
It would undoubtedly be much better if 
the service that is to be performed could 
be done by the provinces. But the amount 
of money required for any extensive and 
effective system of road construction 
alarms the local governments and makes 
them well disposed to accept the domin­
ion’s helping hand.

There is such a general agreement now 
as to the desirability of good roads that 
the movement of the Ottawa government 
is likely to find wide favor. It is one, 
however, that is not likely to be free 
from trouble to the governments con­
cerned. The dominion is to provide only 
forty per cent, of the cost, and in consid­
eration of this contribution the Ottawa 
government will ask a measure of con­
trol which may easily lead to difficulties 
between the two authorities. Even sixty 
pqr cent, of the cost of any considerable 
mileage of permanent roads—or any class 
of highways approaching a permanent 
character—will call for such large sums 
from the provincial treasuries, or from ~ 
the municipalities which presumably will 
be asked to co-operate in the movement, 
that there may well be a question as to 
how far advantage can be taken of the 
dominion government’s offer.

The discussion of the subject in the 
House of Commons showed that, while 
there was a pretty general desire to as­
sist the government in its tffort, there 
was much doubt of the success of the 
movement. There are but few sections 
of highway roads in this country that 
can be properly described as “perman­
ent.” Indeed, in our severe climate, where 
Jack Frost has much to do with the 
making and unmaking of roads, really 
permanent highways—roads so well built 
that they will be durable and require but 
little maintenance expense—can only be 
constructed at a very heavy cost. For 
the general construction of such roads 
even the large expenditure contemplated 
by the government’s scheme would not 
go far. Difficulties are to be expected in 
coming to an agreement respecting the 
classes of road that will be accepted as 
coming within the purposes of the 
scheme. Efforts will certainly be made 
to obtain recognition for roads that can­
not be regarded as permanent. Difficul­
ties there may be, too, in respect of loca­
tion. It is not easy to find a definition 
of “main roads” that will be generally 
accepted. Thus the project may prove 
fruitful of trouble. However, the main 
object—the promotion of the good roads 
movement—is one that will have wide­
spread sympathy and there will be a 
general desire that the good results hoped 
for may be realized.

Many men, whose experience in aviation

Similarly, there is undoubtedly a large 
field for developments along the line of 
aerial photography, both in conjunction 
with forest protection and independently.
The recent address of Colonel Cull before 
the Geodetic Sodety of Ottawa showed 
some of the possibilities of aircraft in 
furthering the line of work with which 
the Geodetic Survey is particularly con­
cerned.

The possibilities in connection with 
forestry work are also very great. There 

vast areas of relatively inaccessible 
lands in al lour provinces where only 
only fragmentary data are available as 
to drainage and topography, of as to the 
extent, composition and volume of the TOILET PAPER 
forests. As a result of war developments, 
the importance of our forests in the na­
tional economy is now recognized as nev­
er before. An adequate knowledge of the 
character, location and extent of the for­
ests of Canada is essential to the proper 
administration and exploitation of this 
vital resource.

The Commission of Conservation made 
a survey of the forest resources of Brit­
ish Columbia and Saskatchewan, al­
though the data available as to extensive 
areas were of the most fragmentary char­
acter. Similar work in other provinces 
is planned, as rapidly as the necessary 
funds can be secured. The prosecution 
of such projects would be enormously 
simplified, and the results would be 
much more accurate and valuable, if nec­
essary work on the ground could be sup- , 
pleménted by systematic surveys made ; 
by pieans of aerial photography. Such, 
surveys might of course serve other pub- | 
lie purposes as well. This suggests the 
extreme desirability of co-operation be­
tween al lagencies interested, Dominion 
and provincial, as well as private.—C. L.

AGREEMENT BETWEEN
BRITAIN AND SPAIN.

Madrid, April 10—Premier Romanones 
yesterday had a conference with the 
British ambassador concerning the con­
vention between Great Britain and Spain 
which will be signed today.

In 
this respect New Brunswick is far be­
hind, although there is a law on the 
statute books which would enable it to 
introduce vocational training, and in­
stead of. lagging in the rear advance to 
a foremost position.

It will be observed that the Maine 
legislation provides for the schooling of 
children in unorganized territory; for 
special training of rural teachers for 
rural leadership; for evening schools for 
adults; for physical education in the 
public schools; for better school build­
ings and wider school work; for a prop­
er classification of high schools, and for 
part-time classes for young men and 
women who left school before their ele­
mentary education was complete.

New Brunswick may well consider 
what its neighbor is doing and follow 
that example. Far more attention must 
lie given in this province during the next 
few years to child welfare, to education, 
to public health, and other matters af­
fecting community welfare, than has 
ever been given before.

This would not Rev. Df. Charles H. Parkhurst has re­
tired from the editorship of Zion’s Her­
ald. the Methodist weekly of New Eng­
land, after a service of thirty years. His 
resignation will take effect the last of 
this month.

Ottawa, April 9—White with rage over 

the taunt that Ontario members, in vot­
ing for conscription, were actuated only 
by a desire to win the election, ,G. B. 
Nicholson, of East Algoma, who lost his 
only son in the war, sprang to his feet in 
the house of comdions this afternoon, de­
nounced Lucien Cannon, of Dorchester, 
as a “miserable, cowardly slanderer,” and 
challenged him to “repeat the remark to 
my face outside.” Parliamentary pro­
ceedings prevented him from giving Mr. 
CannOn a thrashing there and then, hut 
he. intimated that he was quite ready to 
whip the member from Quebec If he dare 
reiterate the slanders on the green out­
side the house.

When Mr. Nicholson called the Quebec 
man a miserable, cowardly slanderer, he 
was ordered by the Speaker to withdraw, 
and Dr. Edwards, of Frontenac, shouted: 
“It’s true, just the same.”

“I will withdraw, Mr. Speaker, but 
Fll say it to his face outside. 1 hurl 
the contemptible remark back in his 
teeth and dare him to repeat it outside 
the chamber,” declared Mr. Nicholson.

The outstanding speech of the day was 
made by W. F. Nickle, of Kingston. Both 
of his sons served with distinction at the 
front, one in the Royal Flying Corps and 
the other in the infantry, and were se­
verely wounded in encounters with the 
enemy. He, of course, said nothing about 
that, but spoke as a man representing 
Kingston constituency, which had sent 
2,000 men to the war. Mr. Nickle read 
from reports of Mr. Cannon’s speeches jn 
the Dorchester by-election of 1917 to 
show that “he was not only against con­
scription but against the war from its 
inception. Cannon had asked: “Are we 
to ruin our country for England? No, it 
Is not Canada’s war.”

Mr. Nickle vigorously denied the 
charge that the conscription measure was 
an election dodge and dramatically de­
clared that he would rather have gone 
down to defeat a thousand times and to 
political oblivion forever than be a traitor 
to the men at the front—the "thin khaki 
line which stretched from the North Sea 
to the boundaries of Switzerland, who 
were standing between Canada and the 
modem barbarians.”

The minister of militia. General Mew- 
bum, spoke briefly earlier in the de­
bate. He rose to correct the impression 
that many Canadian soldiers had been 
shot at the front for desertion.

This measure provides for 
the extension of industrial education to 
the end that the boys and girls of the 
state may have placed around them at 
thp proper age a wide appeal and give 
them a chance to accept such instruction 
as will aid them in training with intel­
ligent dexterity to the pursuits they are 
later to follow. This measure also opens 
the way for carrying agricultural in­
struction to the rural towns of the state 
in which high, school facilities are inade­
quate, and give the children the degree 
of education now knoyn to be essential.

Act providing a definite programme of 
extension of the normal school facilities. 
This measure provides a reasonable 
fund, which will be used to extend the 
privileges of normal education more un­
iversally amoqg the teachers of the state.

Act relating to 4he classification of 
high schools. This act relates to the 
classification of high schools using the 
first six years of the elementary school 
as a period for the development of per­
sonality, The three years following will 
give opportunity for pre-vocational in­
struction and vocational guidance, while 
the last three years of the public school 
course may be used for instruction pre­
paratory to college or for the trades and 
industries.

Act «plating to the school equalization 
fund. The act provides for an equaliza-* 
tion fund to be applied to superintend­
ency unions whicn will give opportun­
ity for superintendents of schools to 
render more efficient service to the sev­
eral towns of their unions and to equal­
ize the burden for the more extended 
unions aqd in the more sparsely settled 
sections of the state.

Act for an equalization fund for sec­
ondary schools. This act makes it pos­
sible for every school doing high school 
work to conserve the educational credits 
and standing of its pupils and opens a 
door from primary grade to college for 
those who desire to enter.

Act to provide part-time classes for 
those young men and young women who 
found it necessary to.leave school before 
their elementary education was com­
plete. In these part-time continuation 
schools and classes these young people 
may be given instruction in elementary 
sublets, the duties of citizens and in 
subjects related to their jobs iu order to 
make promotion easier, increase their ef­
ficiency and their earning capacity.

“When it comes to the mere gang of cases of about 2,000 alleged highwaymen
