DOCTOR JEFFERS 5
EXONERATED IN THE
 PARRSBORO CASE

(Amherst News)

Final decision by .the crown officer
over the death of Mrs. Frank Wheaton
at Parrsboro is nmccd here as for-
warded tq Crown utor J. A. Han-
way by Deputy Atterney General Jenks
who permlts publication:

Re Death of Mrs. Wheaton

Referring to the above matter and the
evidence taken before the coronéf's in-
quest, which latter has been carefully
considered, 1 beg 'to say that I am of
opinion there is nothing in the evidemtve
submitted which  would justify any
criminal prosecution. The foFm of the
verdict given by the jury seems to me
somewhat unfortunate, inasmuch as it
is stated in the alternative and is hence
indefinite. Of course it is equivalent in
its present form to a verdict of septic
poisoning, “causgd ¥ * “ etc., by some
persons unknown to us.

The jury 'if satisfied tha.t the death
was brought about by any act of Doctor
Jeffers should have so stated. They evi-
dently were not so satisfied. and did not
so state, hence the insertion of his name
sdds nothing to the finding.

It appears to me that the jury must
have relied to a considergble extent on
the hea evidence " given by Mrs.
Mcisaac.

Statements mdde by- Mrs. Wheaton to
her mother, seem to me, in the circum-
stances of the case, entitled to little
credit, and besides the testimony even
considered a§ hearsay lacked particular-
ity and definiteness.

evidence, I have of course had the assist-
ance of medical experts. There is, how-
ever, nothing in-this in any way con-
necting Doctor Jeffers with the condi-
tions which induced death.

Of course one should be slow to at-
tribute a seriom crime’ of this nature
to any person, {withou evidence from
which inferences might be drawn clearly
implicating him. It seems to me there
is nothing in this. case to. justify any
such inference.: Thereis nothing so
far as I can see in the evidence which
is inconsistent ‘witli the idea that the
condition which resulted in death 'was
not caused by the act.of the deceased

herself.

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THE RAILWAY CRISIS

At a conference of the city council
and the council of the board of trade
yesterday it was decided to send a com-
mittee to Ottawa to ask for additional
aid for the construction of bridges across
the St. John and Kennebeccasis rivers,
in order to bring the St. John Valley
Railway into St. John by the Rothesay
route. Mr. J. M. Robinson stated the
case very clearly when he pointed out
that at the present time one end of the
Valley Railway would be connected at
Centreville with the C. P. R., while the
other end is at Gagetown, and if the line
came down the west side ‘of the river
it also awould end on the C. P. R, at
Westfield. ‘The C. P. R, now controls
the trafic of the west side of the river
and also controfs the line'from Frederic-
ton through Minto to Norton; while the
president of the St. John and Quebec
Railway Company has important busi-
ness relations with the C. P, R., and its
vice-president is a C. P. R. official, and
the general manager of the Intercolonial
was also. formerly connected with the
CP N ‘

This, then, is the situation. - The
people of St. John and of the province
had hoped and had been led to believe
that the St. John Valley Railway would
be connected with the Grand Trunk
Pacific, and would thus sécure a large
measure of Transcontinental traffic, with-

‘ put which, as Mr. Foster pointed out
yesterday, it would not pay the interest
on cost of construction. Some of the
speakers presented facts yesterday which
give color to the suggestion that reports
to the government regarding the east
and west side routes may have been
designed to prevent the adoption of the
Rothesay route, and ensure the termina-
tion of the line on the C. P. R. at West-
field. The discussion yesterday simply
put into words what is in the public
mind, and made it more clear that
prompt and vigorous action should be
taken ‘to ensure the bringing of the
Valley Railway by the Rothesay route
_to St. John, making connection at the
other end with ;the National Transcon-
tinental, g
‘The citizens are watching the ‘move-

ments ‘of their representatives: with aj Lo B el
‘fore the application is considered. the

‘ great ‘deal of :interest. - Any attempt to
get on the fence, or to serve the interests
of a great railway corporation, or even
to save the credit of a government at
the expense of the province will be care-
fully noted and kept in mind when the
day of reckoning comes. - The fact that
a number of supporters of the Flemming
government ‘are actively engaged in
guarding the city’s interests is as much
to their credit as inaction on the part
of others at this critical time would be

to their discredit. The trimmer and the}

man who puts party first and the wel-
fare of the province sécond will be
marked men. G

What was done ,at yesterday's con-
ference is but a beginning. The real
centre of the trouble is not Ottawa but
Frederieton, and the guestion of an ad-
ditional bond guarantee is to‘be fought
out there.” The people are still without
full informiation regarding the finances
of the St. John Valley Railway, and
certainly - no consideration whatever
should be given to any request for ad-
ditional agsistance until full information
has been placed before the people’s rep-
resentatives, and the two questions of
the route from Gagetown to St. John
and ‘that of connection with the Grand
Trunk Pacific have been definitely
answered. All the people along the St.
John valley are interested in this matter,
end should make their voices heard and
their influence felt. The province is
really facing a crisis in this matter of
the Valley Railway, and no further
financial burden should be placed upon
the people until all the facts concerning
the whole question have been placed be-
fore them,

" A RECREATION CENTRE

A fine illustration of what is being done
ih large American cities to provide the
people with innocent sources of pleas-
ure and improvement is found in the
record of Stanford Park, Chicago, which
lately celebrated the fourth anniversary
of its opening. Stanford Park is named
after the late Mr. George W. Stanford,
who is described as the “Father of the
West Park System”. in Chicago, and was
for many years president of the West
Chicago Park Commission, as well as for
four years a member of the board of
education. The Times prints on an-
other page the report of Stanford Park
_ for the last year, showing the varied ac-
tivities, which are all free, and which
cannot but have a most beneficial af-
fect upon the people ‘of the surrounding
community. A little card accompany-
ing the veport tells us that there are
gymnasium classes for children every
afternoon and for adults every evening,
and that the men’s gymnasium is open on
Sunday afternoons. There are shower
baths where soap and towels are furn-
ished free, and there are baths for both
men and women. A public library and
reading room is open every day, and on
Sundays from two until six p. m. There
is a play room and game room: for chil-
dren under ten years in the afternoon,

and children over fourteen in thé even-
ing; and it is open to all on Saturdays.
There is an assembly hall which can be
obtained without charge for ‘dances and
entertainments. Ilustrated lectures are
given every Tuesday afternoon for chil-
dreén, and in the evening for adults. Soc-
ial dances open to persons over sixteen
years of age are held every Thursday
evening. An orchestra practices every
Wednesday evening. There are club
rooms which are open for meetings eith-
er afternoon or evening. All of these
uses are free to all of the people.'In
their report ithe directors say:«
“During the four years Stanford Park
has been open to the public, the total
atteridance has passed the three million
mark, including over 1,000,000 shower
baths and swims. Yet the foregoing fig-
ures and uses should be interpreted in
terms of bettdr health, less delinquency,
applied justice, neighborliness, democ-
racy, brotherhood and good citizenship.
We have co-operated for the common

good, and have tried to serve the func-|

tions of a social, civic and recreation
centre to the neighborhood in which
Stanford Park is placed, Play is pro-
gress, and recreation is re-creation.” !

The number of candidates for the civic
elections ‘continues to grow. It will
probably be necessary to have the double
election.

Strong Opposition From Salmon
Fishing Interests and  Lumber-
‘men—Will be Privately Con-
sidered Next Tuesday

Fredericton, N. B., March 24—The bill
to incorporate the St. John River Hydro-
Electric Company was the chief measure
before the House today. i

Mr. Tilley presented the petition of
the St. John Railway Company in favor
of a bill to give the company authority
to extend its power and light lines into
Kings county, :

The house went into committee with
Mr. Black in the chair, and agreed to the
bills to confirm sales of land made
under the order of the chancery division
of the supreme court to amend the Chil-
dren’s Protcetion Act and to authorize
the hill to authorize the lease of crown
lands for certain purposes.

When' the "corporation committee met
again this evening discussion was con-
tinued on the hydro-electric bill.

T. F. Allen appeared in behalf of the
Tobique salmdfi interests and opposed
the measure, He placed the v&t;e of the
salmon fisheries from the head of the
Tobique to the Bay of Fundy at $80,000
annually. No fish could spawn in the
lower St. John, he said, and if the pro-
posed dam was built the fish could not
go above it, and the two or three million
young salmon hatched each year at the
Grand Falls hatchery would have diffi-
culty in getting out.

Some of the local men have written to
the city representatives in the house in
opposition| to provisions of the bill, not
because of\their disapproval of an im-
provement sanitary conditions, but
because they feel that the present regu-
lations effecting plumbers are sufficient
if enforced properly. It is argued by
some that the proposed measure is of
no advantage to the man running a shop.
There is a scarcity of plumbers now,
and if it becomes negessary for all to
have a license, severaefc:h’o perform the
ordinary repair duties would be barred.

The belief is current that the bill will
increase the cost of plumbing and mean
another item in the higher cost of liv-
ing. Some real estate dealers are op-
posed to the bill, as they feel there is
a concerted effort being made to make it
necessary that plumbing supplies be pur-
chased from a member of the associa-
tion, and they are also of the opinion
that it is not necessary for all who do
plumbing work to be licensed, as there
are some little repair jobs which even
an apprentice can do well,

On the other hand practically all the
Master Plumbers’ Association are de-
clared heartily inf favor of the bill, as
they say that much plumbing work is
done in the city which would not be
countenanced in places where there was
a better system of inspection. They
feel that all plumbers should be licensed
for the benefit of the sanitary conditions,
and the improvement of plumbing work
in buildings. They do not feel that the
proposed measure provides for any such
movement, as is said to be threatened in
the matter of monopolies of purchase of
stock and supplies.

It is said by those in favor of the
measure that there are now in use in
the - city plumbing installations which
should not be, and that until there is
stricter supervision and more rigid en-
forcement of the regulations with a
board appointed to examine into the
efficiency of those working as plumbers,
