FOR SPAIN

Premier Canalejas Explains
Proposed Action of the
Government

THE RELIGIOUS ORDERS

Many Had Come Into the Country
He said, Since Loss of the
Philippines and in Troubles of
France and Portugal

.

Madrid, Oct. 27 —Senor Canalejas, the
preniier in a long speech of considerable
interest explained to the senate and con-
gress the proposed future action of the
government. After touching upon what
bad taken place since the closing of the
Cortes, he declared that the law govern-
ing the entry of new religious orders must
be enforced until the associations law
could be laid before the Cortes.

Senor Canalejas made also a statement
on the subject of finance, stating that the
credit of the country was better than it

had ever been before. He much regrett-
ed the agitation which had been stirred
up among the working” men, culminating
in the strikes at Bilbao, Barcelona and
other places. The situation would, how-
ever, he declared, be summarily dealt with
by the government.

Touching upon the ' question of the
strength of the Republicans, he maintain-
ed that they were . unable to accomplish
more than street brawls. Among numer-

» ous reforms which it Was the intention
of the government to carry out was includ-
ed compulsory military service.

Vith regard to the religious question,
to which the premier referred in full, he
declared that the clevical campaign in jts
recent developments had been purely fac-
tious and tended to kindle civil war,. As
to the negotiations with the Vatican he
designated these as- aswonishing, peinting
out that a difficulty was made, by the
curig, of comceding the freedom of wor-
ship which’ had already been conceded
on three separate occasions, in 1869, in
1872, and in 1875. fenor Canalejas de-

* clared that theWgovérnment had-determin-
ed to remove what tended to present’ ob-
stacles to progress, and if the V&timm'
were not willing to advance with' Spain,
Spain would advance by herself.

After the loss of the Philippine islands
a number of religious orders had, Senor
(Canalejas said, come into the country, and
their number had been increased after
the rupture between France and the Vati-
can. The recent affairs in Portugal would
add still further to the number, and it was
for this reason that“the new mea.sur.ea]
were urgent. .

SEEK PARDON
FOR MURDERESS

Clemency Asked For Maine:
'~ Woman Who Kilied Her Hus-|
band—Has Life Sentence

Augusta, Oct. 27—A petition for the par-
don of Clara Emma Getchell, who is serv-
ing a life sentence in state prison for mur-
der in the first degree, has been received.'
A date for a hearing on the petition will
be assigned tomorrow. Mrs. Getchell was
convicted at the April term of the Su-
perior court for Kennebec county, in 1884,
of poisoning her husband by placing stry-,
chnine in gin which he was using for medi-,
cinal purposes. The case was taken to the
law court on exceptions, which were mnot
snstained, and sentence was delayed until
September, 1896, or two and a half years
after conviction. This is the third time,
petitions for Mrs. Getchell’s pardon have
been received. The last hearing was held
about five years ago.

There are also petitions for the pardon
of Daniel P. Murphy, who is serving a life
sentence for murder. Murphy was sentenc
ed in the supreme court for Aroostook
county in 1900 for the murder of his fath-
er. The petitioners represent that Mur-
phy has served ten years and six months,
that he was guilty of nothing more than
the crime of manslaughter, that he was
only sixteen yeans old at the time, ‘"}d
he has been fully punished. ‘Counsel will
produce newly discovered evidence and
contend that the petitioner is affected
with tuberculosis. !

He was struck on the head and
shoulder and sustained a scalp wound six
inches long and a broken collar bone. He
was taken to the Hotel Dieu, He was
unconscious at 1 o’clock, but' Dr. B. A.

* KILLED BY POSSE

‘Strange Actioni of Florit Far-

mer Following the Murder of
Woman and Two Mea

Fort Myers, Fla., Oct. 21—E. J. Wat-
son, a well known farmer and Lea Cox,
an eseaped convict under life sentence
for n}urder, were riddled with bullets last
hight” by a posse which went to Chatham
Bend on Sunday to capture the slayers of
Miss Ellen Sthith, A. Waller and Duchey
Reynolds,

The three were killed ten days ago. Wat-
son reported the killing of the three per-
sons at Fort Myers on last Saturday. He
claimed that he had captured Cox and
produced the latter’s coat and gun as evi-
dence. He was asked to produce the man
and to find him a posse accompanied Wat-
son to Chatham Bend. Arriving there
Watson joined Cox and made a desperat®
resistance before both were riddled with
bullets.

The triple murder was committed by
Cox and a negro nmow in 4ail here. The
negro confessed, describing how the bodies
had been cut open ‘and weighted so that
when thrown into. water they would sink.
He declared that the murder was done
at the instance of Watson who owed the
three victims money.

Miss Smith, one of the victims, was a
unique character, being of masculine pro-
portions and living by herself on the edge
of the everglades. She hunted and trap-
ped and was called “Big Squaw” by the
Indians.

David F. Tilley, president of the society
of St. Vincent de Paul, Boston, in his
address as president of the conference,
said:—The platform of charity is broad
enough for Jew, Protestant and Catholic
to meet upon and work together for the
amelioration of God’s poor. We must not
mistake bigotry for sincerity. A serious
blow to co-operation has been given at
times by people of this stamp and grogress
in charitable work has received’a’ set back
which it is difficult to recover.

“Working together, regardless of reli-
gious lines, we need not fear results.” '

A plea for more liberal Sunday laws was
made by Joseph Lee, of Boston, president
of the National Playgrounds Association,
who said: ‘“To turn the whole juvenile pop-
ulation loose without work, without play
and without schoal for one day every week
is to take the most effective possible means
for the promotion of lawlessness and de-
moralization. Our Sunday laws are also
an evil to those who are at work. Sun-
day is the day of compensation, the day
of the lost talents, the day for the exer-
cise of those essential powers of our hu-
man nature for which the week-day left
no room and without the use of which we
are not quite alive.

Seriodsj Stories Are Going the Rounds and Safety
Board Will Be Asked Tomorrow Night to Hold
~ Complete Inquiry Under Oath

the slum district of a great city, how
much more hateful does the latter appear.

But it is not merely a question of ap-
peérnnces. The very health and character
of a nation is involved. Mr. Vivian point-
ed out that a comparison of the children
of the model mdustrml town of Port Sun-
light with those of the slums of Liverpool
showed the latter to be of much greater
height and weight at a given age, and thus
more vigorous and giving promise of a
more lusty manhood and = womanhood.
Moreover, the death rate in the slum dis-
triets is enormously greater. The like is
shown to be true in respect to the crowd-
ded city of Birmingham and the model
wburb of Bourneville, and so the compari-
pon might be indefinitely extended.

There is still another important aspect
of the case. Get people away from elums
and into a garden city and there is less
intemperance and vice. Mr, Vivian told
of working people who removed from close-
packed tenements to garden suburbs who
were so eager to work their little gardens
that they would even use lanterns and
work in the evening, when their daily em-
ployment did not permit them to get home
\n time to do it before darkness fell.

As already pointed out, Canada is inter-
ested in this matter. Mr. Vivian threw
on the screen enough slum pictures from
Toronto and Winnipeg to emphasise this’
fact. The new cities growing up in the
west have an opportunity to guard against
the slum. The older cities can remedy
past mistakes, although this is an expen-
sive process. Home life of the healthful
sort - is the great object to be attained.
