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14 Minutes of Synod, Toronto, Thursday, June 1, 1854. a
Extract from their minutes of date the 13th December last, in recom­
mendation of the Rev. James Rain, stating that “ the Rev. James Bain 
appeared in the Presbytery and was introduced to the Moderator by the 
Clerk, who laid on the table a Presbyterial certificate in Mr. Bain’s 
favour, granted on the 29th August last, by the United Presbyterian 
Presbytery of Kirkcaldy, of which Mr. Bain appears to have been a 
member for twenty-seven years. Said certificate was read, and found 
to be highly satisfactory. Mr. Bain, further, gave a full and satisfactory 
statement of his reasons for seeking to join this Church, and of his views 
respecting her position and principles. lie was then examined as to 
his doctrinal views. After due consideration, the Presbytery resolved 
to recommend Mr. Bain to the Synod, as, in their judgment, a fit and 
proper person to be admitted into this Church, on the approval of the 
Examining Committee.” The Synod directed that Mr. Bain appear 
before the Examining Committee.

The Synod had transmitted to them, by their Committee of Bills and 
Overtures, a Protest and Appeal by the Rev. John Whyte, Minister of 
Brockville, against a finding of the Presbytery of Bathurst anent the 
relevancy of a libel served on him, together with accompanying Papers.

It was moved by Mr. McKid, seconded by Mr. Urquhart, that this 
case be heard with closed doors, which motion was carried by a majority 
of votes.

record their satisfaction with the representations that have been made’ 
respecting its condition and prospects generally, and, in particular 
with the purchase of the Summerhill Property, in the City of Kingston’ 
on terms so favourable, having on it buildings for all the purposes of 
the College for a long time to come ; and the Synod, in compliance 
with the request made by the deputation to assist the Tiustees of the 
College to raise the sum of £6000, the purchase price of the properly 
acquired, recommend to all the congregations within Ineir bounds to 
exeicise their largest liberality in this behalf:—and the deputation 
having stated that, if the Synod.gave their sanction, it was the 
intention of the Trustees to send out some of the Professors, in the 
course of the present summer, to solicit contiibutions to pay the pur­
chase price of the property acquired, the Synod agree to recommend 
and hereby do recommend, to Presbyteries, as soon as these Professors 
shall have come within their bounds,to appoint two clergymen and two 
laymen to act with them and assist them in their object, viz : to collect, 
as far as may be in their power, the unpaid subscriptions, and to obtain 
new subscriptions ; and, further, the Synod recommend, in the con­
ducting of this business, that the deputation appointed, before attempt­
ing to canvass within the bounds of any congregation for subscriptions 

• shall previously obtain the full consent of the Minister, Elders, and 
Temporal Managers of said congregation ; and further, the Synod re­
commend that the Trustees do publish, on their part, a full expose of 
the Funds, Plans, and prospects of the University, and, on the pait of 
the Synod, the Synod authorize their Moderator to publish a Pastoral 
Letter in their name, enforcing on our people the duty of sustaining and 
extending this Institution, founded originally by their liberality and 
further, should the Deputation from the College deem it expedient to 
proceed to the Lower Provinces in the furtherance of their object, the 
Moderator is authorized to write, in the name of the Synod, a fraternal 
letter to the Ministers and Congregations there, requesting their cordial 
co-operation and effective aid ; and finally, the Synod recommend to 
the brethren who shall be engaged in this' work to use their best 
lions to stir up parents, possessing the means, to confer upon their 
that higher education which Queen’s College was founded to give, and 
to consecrate to the work of the Ministry such of them as afford favor-
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its duty to make such provision as may be within its power for the 
maintenance of their Minister, until God shall be pleased to restore his 
health, or remove him to the inheritance of a better life. But in the 
meanwhile his name shall remain on the Roll of the Presbytery as the 
Pastor of that Church, and as such he shall retain authority to perform 
all the ministerial duties for which he is competent, yet so as not to 
interfere with the rights and duties of the Pastor that may be ordained 
to till his place, and in all the Church Courts, except the Session, of 
which he shall cease to be the Moderator, he shall retain full liberty, 
to counsel and advise, though not to vote, on all matters that shall come 
up before them.”

The Synod had transmitted to them, by their Committee of Bills and 
Oveitures, an Overture from the Presbytery of Hamilton of the following 
tenor, viz :—“ The Presbytery of Hamilton having found a system of 
Presbyterial visitation to be both practicable and useful within its bounds, 
respectfully overture the Synod to repeat the recommendation to 
Presbyteries to carry into effect the former Acts of the Synod in regard 
to this work.” The said Overture having been fully considered, the 
Synod agreed to enjoin Presbyteries to collect full information on all 
matters temporal and spiritual connected with the congregations under 
their care, and, in obtaining such information, to carry out the spirit of 
former Acts a tient Piesbyterial Visitation recommend to Presby­
teries the use of the Questions proposed in the scheme submitted by 
Mr. George, in 1850 ;—and, further, instruct the Commission of Synod 
to endeavour to carry out the provisions of Article VI of that scheme, 
as follows:—“ VI. In order to secure to the Church the full advantages 
of the Visitation of Presbyteries and for divers good ends which it may 
serve, the Synod recommend that the Commission at their meeting in 
October, shall elect a Committee of Three Ministers and Two Elders, 
to be known as the Standing Committee of the Commission of Synod; 
that said Committee may meet at any time on the call of the Chairman, 
but shall have an Annual meeting on the First or Second week of May, 
on such day as the Chairman may fix. An4k this meeting all the 
Reports of the Visitations of Presbyteries shall be thoroughly examined, 
and in case the Committee shall find, in any of these Reports, matter 
which seems to demand immediate action, they shall without loss of 
time communicate their views to the Clerk of the Presbytery, and 
require him to direct the attention of the Presbytery to the same. And, 
furthermore, the Synod specially enjoin said Committee, at theirmeeting 
in May, to prepare a full statement from all the Visitation Reports, to 
be given into the ensuing meeting of Synod—to be known as the Report 
on the general state of the Church.”

The Synod called for the Reports of the Committees appointed to 
revise the Records of the several Presbyteries, which were given in, 
and read. The Committees on the Records of the Presbyteries of 
Toronto, Montreal, Glengary, Hamilton, and Kingston, having reported
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Act anent (he examination of Students, and having submitted their certi­
ficates and been examined on the several brandies of education required 
by this Church, the Committee were well satisfied with their knowledge 
and acquirements, and recommend that the respective Presbyteries to 
which they belong be allowed to take them on further trials with the 
view of their being licensed to preach the Gospel.—James Williamson, 
Convener.” The Synod, having heard and approved this Report, 
agreed to grant leave to the several Presbyteries to which the aforesaid 
Students belong to take them on trials for license.

The Synod agreed to continue, for another year, the suspension of 
the Act anent the training of Licentiates for the Pastoral work.

The Synod granted leave to the Presbytery of Bathurst to meet at 
Perth, on the First Wednesday in July.

An agreement was come to, as to the appointment that should be 
made of the time and place for the next meeting of Synod.

The Synod appointed John Mowat, Esq., of Kingston, to act as 
Treasurer on behalf of the Jewish and Foreign Missions of the Church 
of Scotland, to receive collections made by congregations in aid of the 
said Missions, and to remit the same to the Treasurers of the respective 
Missions, in Scotland. ,

The Committees appointed to prepare drafts of Addresses to Her 
Majesty the Queen, and to Ilis Excellency the Governor General, gave 
in the same, which were read and adopted, and ordered to be engrossed 
for the Moderator's signature.

The Synod had brought before them an Overture to the effect that the 
Synod would renew the Act regulating the Public Collections in the 

ra Congregations, and make some alterations therein-to exchange 
the order of the collections for the Synod Fund and the French Mission 
Fund, so as to have the collection for the Synod Fund made previous to 
the meeting of Synod-and, considering that the collection for the 
College I- und, declared by a former Synod (1850, p. 18) to be one of the 
standing schemes of the Church, was intended to aid the College with

Reserve Commissioners a correct list of those who were present at the 
last meeting of Synod, so that the money forfeited by absentees may 
be disposed of according to the wish of those present.

The Synod had laid before them a Circular from the Secretary to the 
Clergy Reserve Commissioners anent a claim of the Rev. Dr. M‘Gill 
in regard to a sum of nearly £70, for matters connected with the publi­
cation of the Christian Examiner some years since,—recommending to 
the favourable consideration of the Synod a Resolution of the Clergy 
Reserve Commissioners to the elfect that the Synod should recommend 
the payment of the same from the Clergy Reserve Fund. After mature 
deliberation, the following deliverance was given, viz:—The Synod 
can give no countenance whatever, either directly or indirectly, to the 
Clergy Reserve Commissioners paying any part of the Funds in their 
hands for the purpose referred to in their Circular letter. But, inasmuch 
as Dr. M'Gill’s loss from his connection with the Examiner was very 
considerable, and believing that that publication was of service to the 
Church, it is recommended that each Minister shall pay One 
Found to aid in cancelling the debt referred to,—that Hugh Allan, Esq., 
Montreal, be the Treasurer,—and that said sum be transmitted to him.

The Synod had laid before them a Draft of an Act to incorporate the 
Church,—and the same having been read and considered, the Synod 
directed that it be submitted to the Clergy Reserve Commissioners for 
their consideration, with the request, that, should they see fit, they should 
prepare a measure to bring before the Legislature.
