The electric exhibition is really the
greatest attraction to our Summer Carni-
val. It is the first ever held in the Mari-
time provinces, and is fully up to what
was expected by the mostsanguine of its
originators. The labor involved has
been great, and the success of the under-
taking remarkable.

The entrance to the building is from
Sydmney street while the only exit will be
from the rear through th® Barrack
Square:. The lower floor is taken up
‘almost entirely with engines, dynamos
-and other machinery to supply the power
which gives the light, besides a complete
netwotk 'of wires and cables. The
second floor is the exhibition hall, and
presents a-beautiful and enhancing spec-
tacle. The galleries are tastefully
trilmmed with spruce, evergreen and
bunting, Here several prominent busi-
ness firms have displays of their art, and
here hundreds of promenaders pause for
a moment to view the variegated scene
below. ]

On entering the building one i brought
face fo face with a pyramid of wire and
cable coils, of all thicknesses, the exhibit
of Messrs. Holmes, Booth & Hayden of
‘Waterbury, Conn., who makes a special-
ity of these. Nextthe electric printing
press is seen in operation by which the
“Electric Era ” a bi-daily, will be run off
under-the editorship of Mr. W. K. Rey-
nolds. Theswitch board of the Edison
company on this floor is a handsome one
and will be used for the management of
their incandescent lights. Here, too, the
Btush comipany have a number of arc
lights which prove an attractive feature,
the company, however, being flimited in
their display by a lack of motive power.

The booth which attracts one when
first entering the main hall is occupied
by Messrs Parker Bros. Here this en-
terprizing firm dispense an excellent
beverage, designated the electrical milk
twist, and folly recomffended by the
numerous applicants for a glass of the
same. Passing along to the left, Messrs.
J. R. Woodburn & Co’s booth is disclosed.
This is an elaborate affair, set off by the
quantity of silver and gold foil with
which it is trimmed. The Brush com-
pany have supplied some thirty lights
for this booth alone, and under these the
decorations glitter and shine in a beauti-
ful manner. Messrs. Woodburn & Co.

The representations are] bed-
room, dining room and parlor, and the
work of fitting up reflects the greatest
credit on those under whose management
it was done. In thegparlor a magnificent
electrolier, valued at $600, is suspended
the radiance of which is reflected many
times in the mirrors about the apartment
A handsome marble mantel and open
fire place assists in the picture and vel-
vet hangings, plush carpets and green
and garnet upholstering complete it.
There is a richness in the scene that is
only to be brightened by the life and
gayety around, and the many fair ladies
who stop to admire that which is ever
amongst the first thought in their minds.

One of the most practical uses of elec-
tricity is demonstrated by the Thompson
Welding company. From the finest wire
to the heaviest cables or bars, every

of metal may be brought under
this influence and pieces of every kind
may be welded by the Thompson ma-
chine. Several cahinets of wires, links,
chains, bars and lumps welded with
material of a like and of a different
nature are on exhibition and form an
attraction to the curiously inclined.

John H O’Brien’s Bohemian Glass
Blowers throughout each day will give
exhibitions of spinning, blowing and
weaving glass into all conceivable shapes
and patterns. This company of exper-
jenced glass blowers have just come from
Bangor where they have had large crowds
to watch their operations. Among the
work that is done by them are globes for
incandescent lights and glass electrical
appliances.  Besides thig they will
make fancy articles of glass on the pre-
mises which may be purchased by those
who so desire.

A. & J. Hunter have a section fitted up
with electrical appliances of all kinds,
knobs, bells, clocks, etc. The railing
which surrounds it is studded with glass
tops for telegraph” poles, while directly
above the entrance, a gong is sounded
by one walking over the threshold.

essrs. Hunter have a complete fire al-
arm circuit through the building, by
which a huge gong may be sounded in
the Exhibition proper. All kinds of
combination bells are here on exhibition,
and this section presents a very attract-
ive appearance.

Turning again to the right, and to-
wards the eastern end of the hall one is
at once delighted and entranced by the
wonderful cascade. = Here the water
dashes over a succession of shells ard is
broken in its descent by stumps of' trees
and huge boulders.

The bottom of the cascade is surround-
ed by trees and the area garnished with
sods and greening.  High up a fountain
sparklinﬁ with crystal hangings, sends
out its silver sprays, and the whole is
glittering with electricity.

This is the great feature of the exhibi-
tion, and it fully meets the expectation
of the wondering spectators.

Down the centre of the hall, the great
Japanese Umbrella revolves in a circle
of light, and around which rows of flow
ers have been placed. Some distance
away, are Stationed the electrical piano
and organs, of the Aeolian Organ and
Music Company of New York.

OUR ANNIVERSARY-

The many readers of Tue Gazerre will
be interested in learning that to-morrow
is our first anniversary and that this
paper has now been running for a whole
year. Tue Gazerre was not started with
a committee of wealthy politicians be-
hind it, nor was the hat passed around
for itabenefit atitsinception orany other
period in its history. Its object was not
torepresent any single man or any small
clique of men, but the people of
St. Jolin generally and their interests.
For a long time we had seen with indig-
nation that the one evening paper of St.
John was a sheet wholly hostile, not only
to the interests of Canada as a whole, but
to to the interests of the city of 8t. John.
Whatever could be accomplished by
sneers and inuendoes, by covert attacks
and by depréciation of our country to
profoundly discourage our people the
Globe had done for years past, and its
editor had grown so bold in his evil
work that he considered his position
entirely secure from any outside
attack. He did not conceal his disloyal-
ty to the British flag or his desire to see
the starsand stripes waving over this
Dominion, and all attempts to moderate |
his animosity to British institutions had |
been treated withcontempt.

T. Carpenter Smith, an electrical

engineer since 1875, was nextcalled. He

testified to a shock he received from a

Westinghouse dynamo. It was a voltage

of 1,050, and the sensation was as if the

entire body had been struck by a num-
ber of loose bricks. This feeling lasted

about ten seconds, and dazed, butdid not
make him unconscious. His legs gave
way and he fell to the floor. It took fif-
teen minutes for him to recover, and the
only effect was a burn on the hand
where he touched the machine. The
witness said he was in a favorable posi-
tion to receive a full shock.

From his own knowledge Mr. Smith
said that a shock of 1,000 volts was con-
sidered nothing by the men used to
handling the machines. He knew of five
or six men who had received shocks of
this force and not experienced any injuri-
ous effects.

Some of the burns inflicted occurred
under the skin, and no trace was left on
the surface. Mr. Smith also receiv-
ed a shock from & continuous current
with a force of 1,400 volts. In answer
to Referee Becker Mr. Smith said he was
83 years old, 6 feet 2 inches in height,
and weighed 210 pounds. When he
received the many shocks he was in
every case but three perspiring freely.
