To-day the C. P. R. announced a 

change in the schedule which the Prin­
cess Victoria will adhere to on the Se­
attle run when she resumes on Satur­
day. Instead of leaving here at the 
same time as the Chippewa, the oppo­
sition steamship, the Victoria will leave 
an hour later, at 5.30 p.m. It is expect­
ed, although not promised by the local 
coast service, that the crack flyer will 
make Seattle about the same time as 
her rival, no effort being spared to 
demonstrate her superior speed. The 
first trip from this port will be made 
on Saturday, and the Victoria will leave 
Seattle the following morning at 9 
a.m., following this schedule dally.

The Princess Beatrice, which has 
maintained an admirable service with 
Seattle during the winter since the 
Royal was transferred to the Vancou­
ver run, will make her last trip on the 
daylight run to the Sound, leaving here 
on Friday morning at the usual time, 
8.30 a.m. On her return, Saturday 
morplijg, stye will be withdrawn.

On IPriday the Princess Victoria will 
make the run to Vancouver In her 
place? leaving at 1 p.m. and returning 
the next day to take up the Seattle 
sailing.

While there are no Immediate signs 
of a settlement in the rate war be­
tween the C. P. R. and the Sound 
steamship combine on the Seattle route, 
shipping men believe that it cannot 
last for long.

A dispatch from the Sound city says:
“J. B. Powles, chairman of the mer­

chants’ committee, seeking to end the 
rate war between the C. P. R. and the 
Inland Navigation Company on the 
Seattle-Victoria run, last night an­
nounced unofficially that the hostilities 
may be brought to an end, although 
to-day’s meeting between the repre­
sentatives of the companies resulted 
in no agreement.”

The merchants’ committee Is this af­
ternoon meeting with the trustees of 
the merchants’ association at Seattle 
to report on yesterday’s conference, 
and It Is hoped that further steps will 
be taken toward a termination of what 
promises to be a profitless struggle.

La Porte, Ind., May 7.—The grisly 
story of the private graveyard at the 
farm of Mrs. Bella Guineas, a mile 
north of La Porte, Is still In its early 
chapters. To-day the estimates of the 
number of persons murdered at the 
place through the lure of a matrimon­
ial bureau runs all the way from 
twelve to twenty.

The • exhumation yesterday of four 
dismembered bodies wrapped in burlap 
brings the total of victims known to 
have been murdered to nine, Including 
the bodies, supposed to be those of Mrs. 
Guineas and her three children, dis­
covered after the fire which burned the 
farmhouse on April 28th. The total of 
deaths to be investigated and account­
ed for Is thirteen.

There was scant doubt that Sheriff 
Smutzer to-day would discover evi­
dence of murder In two more suspected 
graves as yet unopened. All the sus­
picious parts of the premises are to be 
dug up with special attention to soft 
spots beneath rubbish heaps which so 
far invariably have been used to con­
ceal bodies.

Danville, Va., May 7.—As a result of 
a bitter family feud which has
caused several previous difficulties of 
a more or less serious nature, three 
men were shot to death, supposedly 
from ambush, near Phllpott yesterday. 
The victims who all belonged to one 
faction were Samuel Shelton, aged 26; 
Chas. Dodson, aged 35, and Jas. Holly, 
aged 19. The following were arrested 
on the charge of having committed the 
murders and released on ball for a 
summary hearing to-day: Wm. and
Grover Massey (brothers), and Beres- 
ford and Thomas Spencer (brothers).

La Porte, Ind., May 7.—Additional 

light on the methods by which Mrs.

After the shooting Garcia admitted 
that it was not Joseph Sullivan who 
was recently convicted of the crime in 
Salt Lake City and was sentenced to 
life imprisonment, that was guilty, but 
that he is the man who murdered the 
policeman.

The 
question of light or darkness has been 

less with the citizens ever
diate consumption, they are not doing 
any very great injury to any one. There 
are comparatively few engaged in this 
business on Sunday, and those who 
are, are mostly the propriètors. To 
close up these places might give, or 
force a number of people to take, a 
Sunday holiday, but if so it would be 
done at the expense of the public con­
venience.

The drug stores are on a little dif­
ferent footing from other places. They 
operate under the provisions of the 
Provincial Pharmaceutical act and so 
the branch of their business including 
drugs, medicines, etc., cannot be inter­
fered with by the city. One druggist 
discussing the by-law drew attention to 
this fact and also to the further fact 
that it was only during certain hours 
that they were open at all. The coun­
cil might be in a position to prevent 
them from selling much of the stuff 
which they handle such as* soap, cos­
metics of various kinds, brushes and 
everything of that kind as well as 
cigars, which many of them handle, 
but he did not see exactly what was 
to be gained by doing so. It would 
not give any employees of these stores 
a holiday, which according to Aid. 
Gleason was one of the objects of his 
by-law, for the clerks were required 
in the stores during the hours which 
they are open for the preparation of 
perseriptlons and the sale of medicines. 
If the drug stores were confined strict­
ly to the sale of drugs and medicines 
these clerks would still have to be on 
duty the same hours as at present.

It is quite likely that representations 
will be made to the council on behalf 
of those affected before the by-law 
passes, for feeling on the subject is very 
Strong amongst them.

Ottawa, May 7.-—During the present sea­

son the authority of the Northwest 
Mounted Police will be extended as far 
north as a line drawn from Great Slave 
lake to Chesterfield inlet, on Hudson’s 
Bay, and as a preliminary step in the 
matter, Inspector Pelletier will set out 
from Edmoriton during the summer 
months on a trip of 2,400 miles, the greater 
part of which has to be made by canoe.

Chairman Parent Comments on 
Findings of Royal Commis­

Ottawa, May 5.—In an Interview yes­
terday in reference to some of the find­
ings ot the royal commission which 
Investigated the collapse of the Quebec 
bridge, Mr. Parent, president of the 
Quebec Bridge Company, and chairman 
of the National Transcontinental Rail­
way commission, says he was Informed 
on good authority that in spite of the 
utmost attention to every 
plans and specifications, a similar great 
disaster to one of the largest bridges 
how being erected In the United States 
was prevented by the experience gained 
by the scientific world from the col­
lapse of the Quebec bridge.

In the case of such a large under­
taking as the Quebec bridge, in the ab­
sence of 9ny board of engineers to ap­
ply to In Canada for preparing plans 
and specifications, and In view of the 
undesirability of confining bidders to a 
single system, which In the end might 
not suit, and would almost certainly 
have led to alterations afterwards, Mr. 
Parent said the company thought it 
best to invite tenderers to furnish their 
own ideas and plans to obtain the best 
results of the competition and on a 
broader basis than could be obtained 
from any Individual designer. In that 
respect the company secured Yge-eer- 
vlces of Mr. Cooper, of New York, who 
was considered the best man In the 
United States for making a selection. 
- At all events, Mr. Parent said, there 
could be no visible connection between 
such remote actions on the company’s 
part, and the disaster which occurred 
ten years afterwards, and which was 
solely due to scientific errors, the com­
mission of which would likely 
been unavoidable under any other bid­
ding conditions, since it 1s now admit­
ted that professional knowledge at 
large is still deficient on the experi­
mental strength of large bridges.

terrific gale on Friday night and Sat­
urday, and finally driven on to Otter 
rock on Sunday, are known to have 
perished.

The Kelton was owned by P. C. 
Smith, of San' Francisco, and left Ab- 
berdeen last Thursday. She carried no 
passengers. The vessel was built in 
Bay City, Mich., In 1894, and was 
brought around by Magellan strait. 
She was built of wood with a capacity 
of B03 tons net, and was 171 feet long, 
SB feet in beam and 11.3 feet deep.

Gulf.
A combination of fishing and motor­

ing is a wholly new idea, but, although 
It Is rather novel it has many charms 
to attract and it is a pretty sure thing 
that its popularity will increase. A 
day or two ago two of Victoria’s citi­
zens, Messrs. Challoner & Mitchell set 
out together in their English car for a 
tour of Vancouver Island as far as it 
is possible to travel by motor.

Going first to Nanaimo they then, 
turned aside from the main road at 
Parksville to visit Alberni. Of the 
scenery along that route they were 
enraptured, and of Alberni itself they 
speak enthusiastically. Mr. Mitchell, 
when interviewed this morning, and 
questioned regarding his trip, told of 
meeting one of the C. P. R. engineers 
at Alberni who told of their having five 
hundred men at work clearing the 
route and getting ready for the rail­
way builders. Mr. Mitchell was mucn 
impressed with the agricultural pos­
sibilities of Alberni and also with the 
big timber he saw thçre. The fishing 
over there was tested ^and a «-few big 
fellows landed.

Returning to Parksville, the twain 
then set out northward over a good 
road to Comox, and from there farther 
north still as far as Campbell river 
within about six miles of Seymour 
Narrows.

Speaking of the road, Mr. Mitchell 
said that on the whole it was very’ 
good. There was, however, a rough 
spot just this side of Union Bay and 
above Oyster river there was a good 
deal of beech road which was very 
loose and on which they had to use 
the gear for a long distance. If these 
two parts were put in better condition 
and the Mill Bay road constructed, the 
trip would be an ideal one, the best 
anywhere on the North Pacific coast. 
Campbell river is almost 200 miles, from 
Victoria and the distance across to 
Alberni Is something like 40 miles.

At Oyster river the adventurers 
threw their flies but without result. 
They wete afterwards told that they 
should have gone farther down the 
river and fished near the motith where 
they would have been sure to make a 
catch.

They fished at Campbell river and 
caught some nice trout under the guid­
ance of a local man.

Speaking of the scenery, Mr. Mitchell 
said that he had seen nothing finer, 
even in Switzerland than the view of 
the mountains just above Comox as he 
was returning about 5 o’clock in the 
afternoon. The lights were playing on 
the snow-clad mountains and changing 
every few minutes, while a little far­
ther to the right was the big glacier 
from which the Courtenay river draws 
its chief supply.

The whole trip was a most enjoyable 
one.

The American ship W. F. Babcock, 
Capt. Sterling, which left Newcastle, 
N. S. W., on January 31st, for Crofton, 
B. C., with coke for the smelter at that 
place, is now 95 days out from the for­
mer port and some little anxiety is felt 
lor her. >

While shipping men do not think that 
the finding of wreckage on the west 
coast last month was connected with 
the Babcock in any way, they admit 
that she is making a very slow passage 
and that she may have been over­
whelmed in some big storm at sea. The 
Babcock is an old vessel built of wood 
and there Is always a possibility that, 
in the straining of her timbers in 
storm, the seams would open and cause 
her to founder.

The rate for re-insurance on the Bab­
cock has not yet been advanced beyond 
1C per cent, and it cannot be said that 
there is a great deal of anxiety felt for 
her at present. The Jas. Nesmith made 
a much slower passage from the Aus­
tralian port to Crofton without experi­
encing weather of exceptional severity 
and the tugboats are looking, for the 
Babcock’s arrival off Cape Flattery at 
any hour. At the same time the age 
of the vessel and the heaviness of her 
cargo coupled with her tardiness In 
arriving have created uneasiness in 
many quarters.

The rate on the old Norwegian 
barque Adela, now 95 days from Ta­
coma for Valparaiso, has been raised 
to 50 per cent. The Adela is not mak­
ing a very long passage but her age 
and other circumstances have been 
taken into consideration by the under­
writers in increasing the rate. On the 
ship Bangalore, 196 days out from Nor­
folk for Honolulu with coal, the rate 
has jumped to 45 per cent.

The manner In which coal has been 
taking fire in the hot latitudes, notably 
in the case of the United States depots 
in Cavite, Guam and Honolulu, where 
fuel has been assembled for the U. S. 
fleet, and the burning of the ship Ar­
thur Sewall at sea, have induced the 
underwriters to make the rate heavier.

The British barque Indian Empire, 
Capt. Ward, 100 days from Montevideo 
for Sydney, Australia, has been added 
to the overdue list at 20 per cent. The 
Norwegian ship Bardowie; which left 
Lisbon for Acapulco on December 3rd 
and has not yet been reported, has also 
been added to the list at 10 per cent, 
and the barque Omerton, 91 days from 
Newcastle, Australia, for Junln, is also 
re-insured at 10 per cent.

and the Inland Navigation Company on 
the Victoria-Seattle route is as far off 
•as ever is evidenced by a semi-official 
report confirming the recent announce­
ment to the effect that the Princess 
Victoria, the crack passenger steam­
ship on the Canadian service, is to be 
run in direct opposition to the steamer 
Chippewa.

A dispatch from Seattle to-day says 
that the C. P. R. flyer will be placed 
on the run next Saturday, leaving the 
Sound port at 9 a. m. each day and ar­
riving here at 1 p. m. and returning 
about the same time as the steamer 
Chippewa, making a call at Port Town­
send. It is also reported that the 
Princess Beatrice, which now leaves 
here in the morning and leaves Seattle 
at night will be withdrawn from the 
route, the Princess Victoria with her 
superior speed and accommodation be­
ing counted upon by the C. P. R. of­
ficials to obtain the greater part of the 
traffic between here and Seattle In 
preference to the Chippewa. The Vic­
toria will be operated at the cut rate 
of fifty cents and will be maintained, 
according to the Seattle story, on the 
run until the rate ends or the business 
decreases.

Local officers of the C. P R. refuse 
to either confirm or deny the report, 
saying that any arrangements that 
have been made have not been offi­
cially conveyed to them up to the 
present. There is, however, a general 
belief that the programme outlined 
above may be followed. Some time 
ago it was stated that the Victoria 
would leave Seattle in the morning 
when she resumed the triangular run, 
reversing the schedule of last sea­
son, and this was looked upon as a 
final decision to carry the war into 
the enemy’s camp and run in direct 
opposition to the Chippewa on the 
daylight schedule. Now, it a.ppears< 
more drastic methods will be follow­
ed, the Princess Victoria, completely 
overhauled and redecorated for the 
season, being opp$s§ed to the Chippe­
wa on a schedule that will enable the 
local boat to demonstrate her greater 
speed and general superiority in com­
parison with her rival.

The Princess Victoria, is now hav­
ing the bottom of her hull cleaned and 
painted at the B. C. Marine Railway 
company’s yard, Esquimau, and will 
be ready for service on Thursday. 
While there is a possibility that she

Resort to a spiral tunnel by the 
Canadian Pacific railway to reduce the 
heavy grade on the main line up Kick­
ing Horse canyon in British Colum­
bia recalls the fact that the origina­
tor of this clever plan for overcom­
ing obstacles to railroad mountain 
climbing was the late Mr. William H. 
Gilley, an American engineer, says the 
Mining and Scientific Press.

The leader of the Conservative party 
maintained in 1898 that the Parliament 
of Canada should control Its own fran­
chise and the yoters’' lists upon which 
members of that ParlJament were 
elected. The leader of the' government 
at that time admitted the correctness 
of the principle laid down by the then 
leader of the Conservative party. He 
made the fact clear to the House that 
If the necessity ever aroae, It would 
be the duty of Parliament to drop the 
provincial voters’ lists and prepare lists 
of its own. It Is not a question of dis­
carding lists prepared by Conserva­
tive provincial governments. It is a 
question of the manner in which lists 
are prepared and of making the said 
lists correspond to the constituencies 
for which they are prepared. There is 
a Conservative government in Ontario.

And so It is In all the other 
provinces, we believe, with the excep­
tion of Manitoba and British Columbia 
The lists In these two provinces. In 
order to avoid the conftislon. encounter­
ed in the last Dominion elections, ought 
to be compiled In such a manner as to 
avoid trouble and charges of unfair­
ness to candidates. The returning offi­
cer who officiated in Nanaimo constitu­
ency at the lost Dominion election, has 
given reasons why there should be a 
change. Occurrences In Manitoba at 
the same time emphasize the necessity 
for action. The Roblln government 
made charges against Dominion offi­
cials which were subsequently dem­
onstrated on investigation to be abso­
lutely without foundation.

attle doctor, and Mrs. Roger, one of the 
Seattle female witness, had register­
ed at Vancouver hotels so as to hide 
their Identity, witness said he had in­
structed them to do as they had done.

He 
argued that the court could not con­
sider a charge of crime against Wal­
kem which, if done at all, was done in 
Seattle. He said the whole case de­
pended on the evidence of Miss Bond, 
which he submitted had not been cor­
roborated. Mr. Martin also referred to 
what he termed a “vicious attack” on 
the part of Mr. MacLean on Harrison, 
the Seattle doctor, .who had registered 
falsely his address at the Wood’s hotel. 
Mr. Martin said the false address was 
not a lie, and he went on to tell a 
story about how he had given a false 
address on occasion.

Regarding the second charge that 
Walkem had given Miss Bond medi­
cine, Mr. Martin submitted that it had 
not been proved that ergot was a 
noxious drug, or that the dose was 
sufficient for the purpose desired.

Mr. Martin then referred to the evi­
dence of the Beattie women, Mrs. 
Roger and Lena Russell, and was dil­
ating upon it when Judge Cane ex­
pressed himself.

“I certainly don’t believe the first 
one,” remarked His Honor, referring 
to Mrs. Roger.

His Honor went on to state that the 
evidence of Mrs. Roger to the effect 
that Miss Bond had on sixteen differ­
ent occasions made a certain statement 
to her regarding her (Miss Bond’s) re­
lations with Walkem was "incredible.”

Mr. Martin had occupied one hour in 
his argument, and as it was then 6 
o’clock adjournment till 10 o’clock this 
morning was ordered.

ent, Walkem said:

"What I think he (Knox Walkem) 
said was that if any offence had been 
committed it was in a foreign Jurisdic­
tion.”

"Do you want to make her out a 
prostitute?”Vancouver, B. C„ May 7.—The testi­

mony given by George A. Walkem in 
his own behalf yesterday afternoon at 
his trial before His Hpnôr Judge Cane 
was of a nature so sensational as only 
to be approached as a factor of inter­
est by the declaration of His Honor 
that he did not believe certain state­
ments made under oath by Mrs. Nan­
ette Roger, of Seattle, the chief female 
witness for the defence, 
characterized a certain statement by 
Mrs. Rogers as “incredible.”

Walkem entered the witness box im­
mediately on the resumption of thé 
trial at 2.30 o’clock yesterday after­
noon. Examined by Mr. Joseph Martin, 
his counsel, Walkem said that he had 
first met Miss Bond in July, 1906, at the 
residence of a friend on Beach avenue, 
Vancouver. He had, he said, become 
intimate with her during Christmas 
week of the same year. He related the 
facts of her residence at the Hlrsch- 
flelds, and stated that she had left 
there to go to a house at the corner of 
Nelson and Burrard streets. He did not 
know she was at this house till she 
telephoned to him.

"I talked with her about going to 
work, and advertised in the papers for 
a situation for her as lady’s com­
panion, and the answers I turned over 
to her,” explained Walkem in relating 
what happened between himself and 
Miss Bond on her removal to the house 
at Nelson and Burrard streets.

He went on to relate that she had 
expressed a desire to go to an Ameri­
can city, and she would not work in 
Vancouver. This was about the middle 
of November, 1906. About January 7th, 
1907, she went to Tacoma to work. 
Walkem said he had never promised 
to marry Miss Bond or given her to 
understand that he would do so. Miss 
Bond, he said, came back to Vancouver 
about February 10th, 1907.

The entrance of Miss Bond into the 
Walkem household upon her return 
from Tacoma was explained by witness 
by the statement that his mother about 
that time was advertising for a girl, 
and he spoke to her about Miss Bond, 
with the result that she went to the 
Walkem house, where she remained 
about three days. Walkem said that 
Miss Bond had asked him to see his 
uncle, Dr. Walkem, about her case, and 
he had secured some pills from Dr. 
Walkem for her. He said he gave her 
no other pills than those he had got 
from Dr. Walkem. He had suggested 
that she be examined by Dr. Walkem, 
but she had refused, saying that she 
would not be examined by any doctor 
In Vancouver. Walkem said that he 
had told her that Dr. Walkem had 
suggested that she -go to Nanaimo till 
her trouble was over. She said she 
would not go to Nanaimo, and later 
that she would go to Seattle to be ex­
amined.

Witness declared that he had never 
offered to commit any operation on 
Miss Bond himself. He -had told her 
that the next time he went to Seattle 
she could accompany him there. Wal­
kem said he went to Seattle on the 
last day in February, 1907, and Miss 
Bond had said that she was going to 
be examined by a doctor. Witness de­
nied that there had been any sugges­
tion between himself and Miss Bond as 
to an operation on her. Walkem said 
that Miss Bond had told him she was 
undergoing treatment by Dr. Harri­
son in Seattle. On her return she re­
lated that she had had an operation 
there by Dr. Harrison, and she wished 
Walkem td marry her.

The occasion on, which Miss Bond 
was about to shoot Walkem was refer­
red to by him. He said that she went 
to his office about 6 o’clock one night, 
and she had said that she would shoot 
him. He said that he took away the 
revolver with which- she was armed. 
Walkem said that Miss Bond said he 
had struck her, but he did not remem­
ber that he had, but he said that he 
might have struck up her arm.

Witness told Mr. Martin that Miss 
Bond had subsequently gone to Har­
rison Hot Springs, to Victoria and 
Portland. In regard to the occasion of 
his alleged desertion of her at Port­
land, Walkem said he and she had ar­
rived in Portland early one morning 
and he had told her that he would be 
busy for some time, and that he would 
meet her at 4 o’clock that afternoon, 
but that If he did not turn up that she 
was not to wait for him. He said that 
he had finished his business, and find­
ing there was a northbound train leav­
ing he had taken it, leaving a postcard 
to explain his failure to keep his ap­
pointment.

Walkem said that she had declared 
that her brother had found out that 
she was in Portland, and had ordered 
her out of the city. He had told her 
that she had a comfortable home there, 
and that she had better remain in Port­
land. Witness said she had written 
him that her_ brother had refused to 
have anything to do with Ijer, and she 
had thought of denying relationship to 
her brother. In one of his letters to 
Miss Bond when she was in Portland, 
witness said he had told her that he 
did not see what right her brother had 
to her as he had practically cast her 
off, and he advised her not to bother 
about him any more.

Witness reiterated his opinion about 
Mrs. Roger—an opinion he had express­
ed to Miss Bond in a letter written to 
her In July, 1907, when she was staying 
at Harrison Hot Springs. He did not 
think Mrs. Roger was a lady.

In respect to Miss Bond’s assertion 
that he had picked out the names of 
some doctors in Seattle, Walkem said 
that she had asked him to do so and 
he believed that he had marked out 
some names for her on a book.

Asked by Mr. Martin what had oc­
curred between Mr. George E. McCros- 
san, barrister, and Knox Walkem dur-

Streeta. CONTAIN NO POISON.J. J. Bohn, of the Hotel World, which 
is the most prominent hotel paper on 
the American continent, is at present a 
guest of the Empress and is on a busi­
ness tour of the West Coast in the In­
terests of hotel men. He is making 
inquiries as to the class of hotel ac­
commodation which can be had in Vic­
toria by tourists, and by the class of 
People who take regular summer vaca­
tions on the West Coast. The result of 
ills inquiries in Victoria will most like­
ly be retailed in the Hotel World later 
on and will reach to all the states of 
the Union as well as throughout Can^ 
ada. Mr. Bohn in giving out his im­
pressions to-day in the Dominion hotel, 
i emarked that the accommodation of 
Victoria was in keening with the ad­
vertisements which have appeared in 
the outside press apd magazines. "I 
cannot say more than that now, can I?” 
remarked Mr. Bohn. Continuing, he 
said in speaking of hotels in general : 
“The tourist appreciates a little affa­
bility and hospitality from hotel clerks 
and from hotel managers upon his ar­
rival. It must be remembered that he 
is a stranger in most cases and knows 
no one in the city, or at least very few 
people and Is, therefore, naturally 
pleased to have a genial greeting on 
arrival. I will say that the man who 
comes to your town gains his first im1- 
pression of the city by the treatment he 
receives at the hotel counter and the 
opirilon then formed stays with him 
during the time he is here and goes 
away with him to his home and friends 
when he leaves. If that opinion is a 
good one he will say to the friends who 
think of coming to the coast: ‘Go to 
Victoria, they give you a good recep­
tion there, and the chances are that iiV 
so doing he will name the hotel where 
he obtained the impression. All this 
helps the hotel men and helps the city.

“It brings the money here, and that 
is what ^very tourist city wants. This 
city of yours is essentially a tourist 
city, and I will say that it is the tour­
ist city of the Sound. It is a fine city, 
and its surroundings are extremely 
beautiful. The city is very restful after 
the other side, and it is an ideal place 
for a vacation. I only wish I could 
stay longer and spend more time here 
than my other engagements will allow 
me to do at the present time. Of course, 
in speaking of what the tourist looks 
for in a city on his arrival, when I say 
that civility and attention are essential 
I don’t mean that they can be given at 
the expense of comfgrL and good Ser­
vice. These two latter are absolutely 
necessary, as well as good beds, good 
meals ahd good, clean service. That 
you have in this city, ana in this re­
spect you are equal to the whole of the 
continent. The hotels of a city have 
more to do with Its prosperity than 
most people think. 'By your hotels you 
are Judged,’ might well and truthfully 
be said. I have travelled the whole of 
America and I know this to be true. 
You people have nothing to find fault 
with here. I have visited all the ho­
tels and have received the greatest 
courtesy from the managers here. I 
have enjoyed my visit and shall hope 
to come back again as soon as possi­
ble.”

Speaking on the question of Oriental 
labor in hotels, Mr. Bohn said he 
thought it was a pity the race question 
had invaded the hotel world, but in 
conversation with the hotelmen of the 
Sound he has found that the Orientals 
are the only permanent help they are 
able to obtain. The complaint is gen­
erally that Canadians and Americans 
do not like the hotel kitchen work, and 
will not do it while they can get other 
employment, consequently when they 
are engaged they are discontented with 
the position they hold and are not re­
liable, as they are likely to leave at a 
moment’s notice if some position more 
to their liking offers itself, while the 
Chinese and Japanese are content with 
the work and look for nothing better.

Mr. Bohn remarked that as the hotels 
expand so do the cities. The hotel ex­
pansion has a lot to do with the growth 
of a city, as often a new first class 
place is the means of attracting both 
permanent residents and visitors who 
afterwards become residents in the 
town. "The hotels of the city,” he re­
marked in closing, “are one of its best 
advertisements."

Fifteen years ago he says the bus­
iness of Victoria was principally con­
fined to Johnston and Government 
streets, while to-day it is to be found 
in firm possession of most of the side 
streets. It shows, he remarked, a fine 
healthy growth of the town. The prac­
tical absence of rentable houses and 
stores he finds another Instance of Its 
steady progression. Mr. Kaufman was 
surprised to find. the growth in resi­
dential properties that has taken place 
in the Glrge district, where there are 
many fine buildings to-day that were 
not erected then.

The parliament buildings were not 
completed at the time he made his 
Journey down south, and the sight of 
the Empress and its grounds together 
with the James Bay causeway in place 
of the old wooden bridge and swamp of 
the old days gave Mr. Kaufman a 
gratifying impression of the city as he 
entered it a few days ago. Another 
feature to which he referred was the 
abolition of hacks from the centre of 
Government street, which was in vogue 
at the time of his former residence 
here. He noticed many changes and 
In plaçe of vacant lots in the heart of 
the town was pleased to find good sub­
stantial buildings. The Bank of Brit­
ish North America, the Bank of Mont­
real, the Empress and the Dominion 
hotels were referred to by him as 
Among the improvements fifteen years 
have made to the city.

Vancouver, May 7.—Rev. J. M. Mil­
lar, of Nanaimo, was unanimously 
elected moderator of the Presbyterian 
Synod of British Columbia at the open­
ing session last night of' the annual 
meeting of the court, succeeding Rev. 

Rev. J. S. Hen­
derson, of Westminster, and Rev. Dr. 
Campbell, of Victoria, moved and sec­
onded the nomination of Rev. Mr. Mil- 

no other nominations.

"I. may state for the information of 
the Board that during the season of
1906 a re-survey of the Bulkley Valley 
was undertaken, and much good land 
hitherto unsurveyed discovered. In
1907 the government had surveyed in 
the Kispiox river, a tributary of the 
Skeena river, 25,645 acres; 6,080 acres 
of this land is reserved for university 
purposes, 7,040 acres is set aside for 
preemption (not open to purchase), 
and the remainder is open to purchase. 
This land Is reported by the surveyor 
as covering 2 miles of river valley, 
and classified as follows: 3,393 acres 
as first class land, 22,252 acres of sec­
ond class land.

The land is for the most part covered 
with a light growth of poplar and wil­
low, with numerous meadows. These 
meadows occur chiefly close to the 
river and contain from 10 to 100 acres 
of open land, covered in the summer 
with a heavy growth of pea-vine, fire- 
weed and different grasses, 
growth Is sometimes as much as six 
to eight feet in height and very diffi­
cult to walk through, the soil being 
very rich and suitable for raising all 
kinds of garden produce. The valley 
of the Kispiox in the upper part varies 
from two to five miles in width and is 
broken by numerous 
ridges covered with pine and hemlock. 
The survey commences about 22 miles 
from Rie junction of the Kispiox and 
the Skeena rivers and extends for a 
distance ‘of about 26 miles up the Kis­
piox river. Towards the upper part 
of the river, the land gets rougher 
and though good near the river, it be-

The retiring moderator gave statis­
tics showing the remarkable growth 
of Presbyterianism’ in British Colum­
bia. He was moderator in 1892.

“The year Just closing will always 
remain a notable one,” said Rev. Mr. 
McRae, “because of the occurrence of 
two important events, the reorganiza­
tion of the Synod twelve months ago 
and the opening of the British Colum­
bia Theological college for the recep­
tion of students of the ministry.

"The opening of the new college 
marks a decided forward step, supply­
ing the missing link in the chain of 
six colleges extending from sea to sea.”

Rev. Mr. McRae gave a comparison 
of the church work covering a period 
of fifteen years. At the formation of 
the Synod in 1892 there were four Pres­
byteries, Including Calgary, with 37 
ministers, 37 congregations and 30 mis­
sion fields. Last year there were 8

The Canadian Manufacturers' Asso­
ciation has never made any effort to 
secure for Canada the classes on whom 
a bonus is paid by the government; no 
bonus is paid on the persons brought 
by them, and so anxious is the depart­
ment to discourage a propaganda for 
skilled labor that the booking agent 
who acts or acted as their representa­
tive on the British Isles is not even 
allowed a bonus on the farmers, rail­
way construction men, of female do­
mestics sent by him to the Dominion.

“It (the bonus system) has also en­
abled land speculators to realize large 
profits.”

It seems peculiar that huge profits can 
be made out of immigrants who accord­
ing to the speaker in his previous sen­
tence “were sufferers and beggars.”

“It (the bonus system) has even in­
duced charitable institutions, church 
societies and the Salvation Army, to 
step In and organize on a solid basis 
all for one sole aim and object, the 
making of money no matter how.”’

With the exception of the Salvation 
Army, the societies mentioned are prac­
tically supported by private contribu­
tions, and it is safe to say expend $100 
on immigrants for every $1 they receive 
in the shape of bonuses. With the ob­
ject of making this clear the following 
table shows for the calendar year 1907, 
the number of persons whose passage 
was paid wholly or in part, and the 
amount received in bonuses during the 
same period from the Dominion govern­
ment.

I have a periodical in my hand, writ­
ten by Mr. Bruce Walker, in which he 
lays before the minister the serious 
dangers of philanthropy in England.
He mentions the East End Emigration 
Fund, the Self Help Emigration Society 
the Salvation Army, the Church Army, 
the Church Emigration Society, the 
Central Unemployed Body and the Cen­
tral Emigration Board ; and gives the 
numbers they have sent out to Canada.
But the point I am making is this, that 
the very machinery which hon. gentle­
men condemn as inducing unsuitable 
people to come to this country is de­
monstrated by this very pamphlet to 
be" the machinery that is keeping the 
minister informed, and is offering sug­
gestions to him as a result of which 
regulations are adopted to prevent the 
very tiling which these hon. gentlemen 
saj is accomplished by this very ma­
chinery. On the 25th February, 1908-, an 
order in council was passed which 
reads as follows:

“The minister, therefore, recommends 
that an order in council be passed, 
prohibiting, from and after the fif­
teenth day of April, 1908, the landing 
in Canada, of any person whose passage 
has been paid, wholly or in part, by 
any charitable organization or out of 
public moneys, unless it is shown that 
the authority in writing of the assis­
tant superintendent of emigration for 
Canada, in London, has been obtained 
for the emigration of such person, and 
that such authority has been acted 
upon within a period of sixty days.”

That order in council was passed a 
little over a month ago, and no atten­
tion has been paid to it by the hon. 
gentlemen who are so sweepingly con­
demning this system.

Mr. Armand Lavergne: Who made 
the recommendation ?

Mr. Ralph Smith: Mr. Bruce Walk­
er, one of the superintendents of im­
migration in England, the very instru­
ment that my hon. friend said ought 
to be dispensed with. I have in my desk 
a large number of articles which have 
appeared since this order in council 
was passed in the most important and 
responsible newspapers in London, ex­
pressing the strongest possible com­
plaint am| condemnation of the depart­
ment for the, passage of such an order, 
because' of the restriction it imposes 
upon English people who lia ve the right 
to come to this country except for phy­
sical reasons. I cannot take up the 
time of the House to read them, but I 
mention the seriousness and importance 
of these articles and of letters written 
by responsible men who are at the 
head of different English societies, 
complaining of the tyranny of the Im­
migration Department of Canada. And 
at the very time fhese criticisms are 
being made upon the department, a re­
solution is presented by my hon. friend 
to this House complaining of the very 
reverse. I would like to remind the 
House again of the severe restrictions 
that have been imposed by the Immi­
gration Department in the interest of 
proper immigration. On the 27th of 
March 1908, ap order in council was 
passed stipulating that immigrants 
must be in possession of a certain 
amount of money; and the whole policy 
of the government, if the hon, gentle­
men would be honest In stating it, 
has been one continued disposition to 
restrict undesirable immigration to 
Canada.

Mr. Monk: Was the provision of the 
order in council extending the bonus 
to railway navvies In England and on 
the continent a restriction? That only 
dates a year or so back. Does my hon. 
friend approve of that?

Mr. Ralph Smith: The extension of 
the bonus to railway navvies in Eng­
land and on the continent was a matter 
that might reasonably come under the 
consideration of the Dominion govern­
ment. I want to say to my hon. friend 
that the most difficult employment in 
this country to get any kind of intelli­
gent workmen to go on to is the con­
struction of railways on account of the 
poor wages paid for such work. My hon. 
friend has not been very far out of the 
province of Quebec, and I do not pro­
pose to allow him to set iff) his experi­
ence in these matters as against mine; 
and I want to tell him that in the 
Nanaimo district to-day there are 
miners out of employment who prefer 
to wait for a place rather than work 
on railways. My hon. friend must ad­
mit that the standartTof wages in the 
construction of railways is very low.

I am answering my hon. friend that 
if it was a restriction, it was made 
necessary by the circumstances of the 
case, and I am maintaining that con­
sidering the enormous extent of rail­
way construction in this country to­
day, it would be utterly impossible to 
get the masses of skilled labor that Is 
necessary for the construction of these 
railways in this country. If the govern­
ment extended the bonus to railway 
navvies, it was done not in the interest 
of the government, but in the interest 
of Canada. It was because they had 
good reason to believe that It was im­
possible to get this particular class of 
labor for this particular class of work 
in Canada under present conditions.

Mr. Ralph Smith: Well, if it is any 
consolation for my hon. friend I will 
just need to go back one year and read 
that letter again. Will he stand up in 
this House and say that he did not, 
two years ago write this letter to the 
Minister of the Interior calling upon 
him to initiate a system of industrial 
immigration on behalf of the operators 
In Brantford?

Mr. Cockshutt: No, I defcy that en­
tirely. I never recommended any such 
course. I simply encouraged the hon. 
gentleman to give attention to the let- 

that I was inclosing to him from 
one of my constituents who had writ­
ten me. I inclosed' it to the minister, I 
called his attention to It and I might i 
remark incidentally that the minister is 
retaining letters that do not belong to 
him, and that have not come back yet. 
As far as that is concerned I simply 
took the opportunity of inclosing this 
letter which was sent to mé in the 
House here by one of my constituents. 
If the hon. gentleman says that I pre­
sented it in the House he is not cor^ 
rectly stating the fact. This letter has 
only come to light recently, and it is 
only within a few days that anything 
damaging has been discovered in 
lation to it, if indeed there 
thing damaging about it.

Mr. Ralph Smith: My hon. friend 
takes the full responsibility of this let-

Ottawa, April 24.—Ralph Smith, mem­
ber for Nanaimo, delivered a strong 
speech yesterday afternoon on the 
amendment of F. D. Monk, on the 
bonus system, of assisting immigra­
tion. Mr. Smith said:

:

a re-

“The despatch report of Mr. Monk’s 
speech contends that bonuses are paid 
on the total immigrants to Canada.”

Does my hon. friend take the re­
sponsibility of that proposition? That is 
the impression which was made on the 
public mind by what he said, namely, 
that this government were paying out 
of the public funds bonuses on the total 
immigration.

Mr. Monk: I never said that.
Mr. Ralph Smith: I do not think 

there is a man who would not say that 
the impression I have mentioned is 
one which would reasonably be drawn 
from his speech. If his speech be anar 
lysed, there is every indication to show 
that it was his intention to create that 
impression. Let me take the opportunity 
of placing on the records of the House 
a few figures that will remove that 
false impression. My hon. friend in his 
speech—see page 6892 of “Hansard”— 
gave a statement of the total immigra­
tion to Canada in ten years. Immedi­
ately following that statement he gave 
a statement of the bonuses paid on 
immigrants during the same decade. 
Any ordinary man reading the state­
ment showing the total immigration to 
Canada and right beneath a statement 
showing the total bonuses, cannot fail 
to conclude that the bonuses were paid 
on the total immigration. Certainly I 
could come to no other conclusion. 
But what are the facts? Lots of people 
believe not only that the bonus is paid 
on every immigrant but that it is paid 
individually to the immigrant. I have 
had to correct a misapprehension of 
that kind hundreds of times. But cer­
tainly lots of people believe it, and 
they believe it because of the speeches 
made by men like my hon. friend, and 
of tabulated statements given in the 
way I have referred to. No. reasonable 
man reading his speech could fail to 
conclude that the total immigration 
and the total bonuses covered the same 
number.

Mr. Monk: I do not see how that 
could happen because the immigration 
is given for every year and the amount 
of bonuses paid every year, and it is 
easy to see, by comparing the two, 
that the bonus is not paid on every im­
migrant. But what I believe is that the 
bonus is paid Nto people who go to the 
States and to people who go to jail.

Mr. Ralph Smith: There are people 
in every country, even in countries 
where there are no system of immigra­
tion, that go to jail, and there are lots 
of men in every country who ought to 
be in jail and are not.

We have in Canada, as other coun­
tries have, people who are not desirable 
but if we are superlatively good our­
selves we ought to be thankful to be 
given the opportunity of redeeming the 
character of other men and communi-

I always listen attentively to my hon. 
friend from Brantford (Mr. Cockshutt), 
and especially do I listen to him with 
interest when he speaks on the ques­
tion of immigration. I remember the 
speeches that hon. gentlemen made in 
this House Just twelve months ago, I 
read the correspondence Which he had 
with the Minister of the Interior in 
favor of immigration Into his own city 
just two years ago, and it is now a tre­
mendous surprise to listen to the ex­
treme denunciations of that same 
policy by my hon. friend. I remember 
that the member for Hamilton just one 
year ago presented to ‘this House a 
petition from tîïe manufacturing in­
terests of Hamilton, calling upon the 
Minister of the Interior to provide men 
for mechanical labor of every kind. I 
remember that Just a year ago my hon. 
friend from St. John, N.B., complained 
in this House, and especially tô the 
Minister of the Interior, that in all 
the processes of immigration to this 
country New Brunswick was being 
passed by, that no interest was taken 
in the lower provinces, that immigrants 
were all sent out west. When I remem­
ber that three or four years ago the 
hon. gentleman who has Just taken his 
seat repeated all these complaints and 
requests, I am utterly surprised at fits 
inconsistency to-day. I think it is worts 
while to read to the House the corres­
pondence of that hon. gentleman with 
the minister. This is an important 
question, and no doubt he thinks It is 
of tremendous political importance in 
hfc constituency. He , séems to ^have 
committed himself this afternoon to the 
task of working up this question of im­
migration in view of its political im­
portance in the district he represents.^ 
Well, let us read the letter which the 
hon. gentleman sent to the Minister of 
the Interior in favor of this class of im­
migration which he denounces to-day:

“Dear Sir,— I am in receipt of the in­
closed coriéSpondence ^:om the proprie­
tor of the employment and information 
bureau of Brantford, 
makes a special request to me to en­
deavor to forward to our city the vari-

govern­
ment to exercise discretion in select­
ing suitable men to do this work. But 
what I believe is that the government 
is doing its utmost to get the right class 
of men to operate these agencies, and 
I believe these men are a good deal 
more honest in their work than the hon. 
gentlemen opposite who have spoken 
on this question would/have us believe.

I was speaking abote the statement 
made concerning the United States. I 
have a few figures here which will not 
take a (.minute to read and which I 
would like to put on Hansard. I take 
it that the following countries offer 
good material for immigration to Can­
ada: Great Britain and Ireland, Aus­
tria-Hungary, Belgium, Denmark, 
France, the German Empire, Norway, 
Sweden, Switzerland, Australia and 
New Zealand. Now, I have 
the reports of immigration into 
United States. I find that in the fiscal 
year 1905-1906, the total immigration 
into the United States was 1,100,735 
people. Of these only 38 per cent, came 
from the countries I have mentioned, 
the countries from which we most de­
sire immigrants. From Italy came 25 
per cent, of the whole, and from Russia 
including Finland, 20 per cent. That is 
from the countries that we seek to pro­
tect ourselves against,
States received 45 per cent, of its total 
immigration for the year referred to. 
This immigration, of course, was with­
out bonus and without the supervision 
and regulation that that system al­
lows.

“It would seem that the time has 
arrived when the flow of population to 
Canada Is so numerous, and Canada Is 
so well known, that bonuses are no 
longer necessary.”

The object of paying bonuses Is to 
secure the co-operation of the hooking 
agents In presenting Canada's claim 
as a desirable field for suitable Immi­
grants. The booking agents besides 
presenting Canada’s advantages In In­
terviews with Intending emigrants, ad­
vertise widely in the press, distribute 
Immense quantities of literature, make 
capital displays of Canadian produce 
and keep posters concerning Canada 
constantly In the public eye. The ad­
vertising would largely cease if bonus­
es were withdrawn, and every one with 
any experience in advertising knows 
that spasmodic efforts in the case Of 
printer's ink is not the method to at­
tract attention.

“We may have to pay as much as we 
have paid In bonuses to return certain 
classes to the countries from which 
they came.”

The law provides that all undesirable 
Immigrants may within two years of 
their arrival in Canada be returned to 
the country from whence they came at 
the expense of the transportation com­
panies bringing them into the Domin­
ion!.

“I acknowledge that the government 
have done this (discouraged emigration 
of mechanics) but other powerful bod­
ies have taken upon themselves to do 
the unjustified work that some of the 
government agents were doing some 
time ago.”

The Inference that until recAtly 
government agents have been promot­
ing the emigration to Canada of skilled 
laborers and mechanics is unjustifiable. 
In 1904 the following notice 
sorted in the leading papers of the 
British Isles:

find the UnitedMr. Ralph Smith: We 
men in every community In every coun­
try in the world who make mistakes 
sometimes. But Is that any reason why 
Englishmen who have contributed their 
share to the up-building of this coun­
try and who make no apology for com­
ing to this country, should be debarred 

‘from entering her? Let us remember 
that years ago they paid the taxes for 
the protection and security of the citi­
zens of Canadian birth., If my hon.

Mr. Armand Lavergne: Is it not a 
fact that the proportion coming from 
these countries to Canada is, greater 
than that going to the United States 
according .to population ? j

Mr. Ralph Smith: I will state the 
figures which are a complete 'answer to 
the hon. gentleman. I do not believe his 
statement for a moment. I was making 
a comparison in view of his statement 
and now I will complete it. During the 
same year that Canada received 189,- 
064 from these favored countries, the 
United States took 30 per cent and 
Canada took 56 per cent. From Italy, 
from which undesirable immigrants 

come, we took 4 per cent, and from 
Russia and Finland, from which un­
desirable Immigrants come, we took 
2 per cent. From these three countries 
we took less than 9 per cent of their 
total immigration. From the United 
States, Canada received 30 per cent of 
the entire immigration for that same 
year, while United States received from 
Canada and Newfoundland less than 
one-half of one per cent of our entire 
emigration. In other words, the United 
States received from Canada and New­
foundland in that year 6,063 souls, while 
In the same period Canada received 
from the United States, 57,919.

Mr. Sproule : Am I correct in under­
standing the hon. member to say that 
the United States got from Canada 
only 5,000 last year.

Mr. Ralph Smith: I have said more 
than once that in 1905 the United States 
got from Canada and Newfoundland, 
5,063.

Mr. Sproule : What of 1907?
Mr. Ralph Smith: I have not got the 

figures for 1907.
Mr. Sproule : They got 19,000.
Mr. Ralph Smith: Well, the hon. 

gentleman can say -so at the proper 
time. Now, Mr. Speaker, I desire to deal 
with some statements of my hon. friend 
from Maisonneuve (Mr. Verville), state­
ments which are very general and very 
misleading. My hon. friend stated :

“But the bonuses have been diverted 
to other classes other than farming.”

Now if my hon. friend is content to 
mqke a statement of that kind In the 
face of the regulations, in the face of 
the orders in. council, in the face of the 
advertisements from those countries^ 
in thp face of Instructions to agents, 
of course he will have to take the re­
sponsibility for it. But I do not think 
he can prove in a single case that 
bonuses have been diverted to other 
than agricultural classes. I have been 
unable to find a single case, and I have 
made Inquiry at the Immigration De­
partment, and this Is what the depart­
ment told me, that whenever the labor 
men of this country could discover a 
case of a bonus having been paid for a 
man that had not settled on the land 
according to his agreement, the depart­
ment would take the responsibility and 
expense of deporting that man back 
to the country from which he came. 
In not a single case has that been done.

I have before me several other ex- 
tràcts from the hon. g'eptleman’s 
speech, but I have not time to refer 
to them, because I have to conclude at 
six o’clock. But I will take the liberty 
of handing them to the reporter, along 
with my criticisms thereto.

“But the bonuses have been diverted 
to other classes (other than farming.)"

Bonuses are payable only on female 
domestic servants and on those coming 
to Canada to farm, to take up home­
steads or engage In railway construc­
tion work, who in the old country have 
had at least one year’s -Experience In 
one of the prescribed occupations.

“During a previous discussion It 
shown that misrepresentations have 
been made for the purpose of securing 
the bonuses on immigrants.”

As the Immigrants have no induce­
ment In misrepresenting their past or 
Intended occupations it is reasonable to 
suppose that they tell the truth, and 
the statements of the booking agents 
carry no weight whatever in the adju­
dication of their claims, as the only 
statements taken into consideration are 
those made by the immigrant, at the

re­in which he friend (Mr. Armand Làvergne) 
courage enough to follow\up the logic 
of his argument, then he would get 
a whip and whip every one of us out 
of the country who were not born here; 
he would lock the door of Canada, he 
would keep in the three and a half mil­
lion'' square miles of the richest terri­
tory in the world which we enjoy on­
ly two or three millions of people, and 
let me tell him that if that condition 
prevailed the country would run to 
seed in a very little while indeed. My 
hon. friend (Mr. Ajpiand Lavergne) 
spoke about the Religious sentiment 
of the peoplg. In this British country 
we do not ask a man whether he is 
an atheist a Methodist, a Catholic, or 
pa Protestant. That Is not the test of 
citizenship In a British country. Every 
true Britisher believes and every true 
man believes that even though his fel­
low man be not a professing Christian, 
he may still be a moral man, and the 
last thing a British subject would do 
would be to make a religious profession 
a test of citizenship with the rights 
of liberty. A man may be an atheist, 
but his moral character may be equal 
to that of the man who Is not an athe­
ist, and In my opinion Its simply mock­
ing the intelligence of this House to 
raise such an argument against the im­
migrants who are coming to our 
shores. What the government of Cana­
da has to do is to bring here people 
who are industrious and enterprising, 
and to prevent the imposition on the 
country of seojundrels who may be 
a menace to oiir civilization and our 
liberty. But to argjie that you can have 
a stupendous system of Immigration 
and that you can provide some kind 
of national sieve small enough to clean 
out every man who does not come up 
to a certain theological standard and 
who is not associated with some Chris­
tian Instltuion and who may not be up 
to the average standard of the Indus­
trial people of this country, is to argue 
for an impossibility. But in this country 
of curb, with all Its territory and all 
its wealth, when we speak of taking 
men from the congested districts of the 
British isles and giving them an oppor­
tunity to breathe free air and to have 
a little more room ' than-they ever had 
in their lives before, I want to say on 
the floor of this House that to me It Is 
a proud thing to be a citizen of a coun­
try that can offer such advantages to 
this class of people, by putting them 
on the lands of the west. Now, the hon, 
the mover of the resolution blames 
every evil that may exist on this policy 
of paying bonuses. It seems to me that 
the whole question is whether the Im­
migration policy of the government as 
well as the machinery for carrying it 
out is beneficial to the people of Canada 
as a whole. Let us see what has been 
for years the declared policy of the 
government to bring artisans and me­
chanics here to compete against that 
class in this country. I think there is 
ample proof that such is not the case. 
Four years ago I brought up In this 
House the question of certain persons 
In England using their influence in 
favor of bringing artisans to this coun­
try, and the then Minister of the In­
terior (Mr. Slfton) published on the re­
cords of the House an advertisement 
printed in every newspaper in the Brit­
ish Isles giving notice to all the people 
of the old country that the Immigration 
policy of the Canadian government was 
to bring no one to this country who 
would not come to take up homesteads 
and settle on the land, or certain class­
es of domestic servants. Surely the hon. 
member from Maisonneuve must know 
that every time this, government be­
came aware that there was the slight­
est suspicion of any misrepresentations 
being made In the British isles which 
would induce mechanics to come to this 
country It at once instituted proceed­
ings to correct these misrepresenta­
tions?

urgently needed In that city and dis­
trict. Would you oblige me by kindly 
noting the matter and advertising me 
at your earliest convenience as to what 
method If any, we can pursue to at­
tain the required ends.”

What end? That of getting all class­
es of labor sent to Brantford.

“The letter, I believe, contains fairly 
correct inrormatlon, and Mr. Hall, the 
proprietor^ furnishes several letters of 
reference as to his standing and ability 
to place the various classes of labor 
required.

“Hoping to recleve an answer from 
you at an early date, or if convenient 
to wait upon you in connection with 
the matter, I beg to remain.

My hon, friend who, one or two years 

ago, was advocating a stimulation of 
Immigration to this country, forgot that 
It was utterly, Impossible to carry on 
a national policy of immigration for 
any length of time without such im­
migration receiving a momentum that 
It would be Impossible to stop all at 
once. If my hon. friend’s requests are 
being answered to-daÿ by the influx of 
the very people that he Insisted upon 
getting two years ago, and one year 
ago, he ought now to remember that he 
has lent his Influence to bringing about 
the very condition he complains of, and 
the very facts which he represents as 
existing.

ties worse than ourselves. In 1904-5, 
the total immigration to Canada was 
146,266. I have compiled these figures 
from the records so as to place them In 
“Hansard” and dispose of the mis­
apprehension which exists among so 
many people. The number onvwhich 
bonus was paid was 28,833 or one-fifth 
of the total immigration that year.

In 1905(6 the total immigration was 
189,064 and the total number on which 
bonus was paid was 33,608 or about 
one-sixth. In 1906-7, the total Immi­
gration was 124,667, and the bonus was 
paid on 14,094, or on one in nine of the 
Immigration coming to Canada. In 1907- 
8, the total immigration to Canada was 
235,328 and the bonus was paid on 20,- 
492, or one In twelve. So, if we take the 
average, it seems to me we shall find 
it would range from fifteen per cent to 
twenty-five per cent of the total immi­
gration coming into the country.

I am correcting the misapprehension 
cultivated by hon. gentlemen opposite 
that the bonus applies to the total Im­
migration of this country. The hon. 
gentleman (Mr. Monk) then made a 
reference to the United States, declar­
ing that no Immigration bonus was 
given in that country. I am not sure 
that there ever was a bonus system In 
the United States—certainly there has 
not been for many years. But I do not 
think that fact helps the hon. gentle­
man at all. There are over a million 
Immigrants coming into the United 
States every year. But whence do they 
come? Largely from southern Europe. 
Whence come the immigrants to Can- 
da under our system of bonuses to 
agents and careful regulation ? They 
COCK largely from the British Isles and 
northern Europe. It is true that the 
state of Virginia has a system of bonus 
asdstance to immigration from Bel­
gium, designed to bring In a special 
agricultural class from that country. 
But, generally speaking, there is no 
bonus in the United States, and the 
hon. gentleman asks if we cannot have 
the same system in Canada. I declare 
with earnestness my opinion that, if 
the government were to withdraw the 
whole of the machinery used in carry­
ing cn its immigration policy, the la­
bor coming into this country 
soon become very largely of the very 
class of which the hon.
(Mr. Monk) complains. If we did as 
the hon. gentleman proposes to do — 
caiied back your agents from England, 
broke off relations with your booking 
agents, destroyed your immigration de­
partment, but merely kept on the At­
lantic coast officers to enforce 
sonable protection so that the worst 
classes could not enter, we should 
ceive a much greater proportion of the 
very nationalities of people of whom 
the hon. gentleman complains, but 
who would have the right to come Into 
this country. But these very classes 
are kept out by the supervision which

re-
as a mem­

ber of this House. Previously to the 
hon. member for Brantford taking the 
floor I was beginning to think 
something had seriously happened 
down In the good old province of Que­
bec for the resolution was enunciated 
by a prominent member from the pro­
vince of Quebec, and It was supported, 
one after another, by members from 
thgt province, a cloud of dismal de­
scription. Pessimistic complaint pre­
sented to the view of the House by 
these gentlemen led me to think that 
something had happened In Quebec. To 
listen to those speeches one would think 
that Almighty Providence 
them, that Satan and his emissaries 
had been brought In and that by a 
combination of all the forces of evil 
with anarchism the whole country was 
going to be ruined. I have every 
spect for the representatives from the 
province of Quebec and for the hon. 
niember who moved the resolution In 
favor of every kind of restriction 
competitive labor coming Into 
country, and on that point I am 
pared to discuss the question: but In 
order that the supporters of the 
lution might maintain their position 
they had to ignore the law, regulations 
and history of 
which have . been imposed by the 
Immigration Department in Canada 
for years. The contention of these hon. 
gentlemaen is that the policy of bonus- 
lng booking agents Is the cause of every 
evil In connection with industrial de­
pression in this çountry. The hon. mem­
ber for East Huron (Mr. Chisholm) 
gave extraordinary reasons and made 
extraordinary charges against the pol­
icy of paying a bonus to booking agents 
and in the course of his speech he gave 
a number of results which he claimed 
had come ttom this policy. One was, he 
declared, that an Ignorant Scotchman 
who had been transferred to some part 
of his constituency, did not know the 
difference between a plough and a 
manure wagon. No person would be­
lieve this of any Scotchman. That 
a very serious calamity. Then the hon. 
gentleman went bn to say that another 
thing he had to complain of in 
nectlon with this policy was that the 
wives and daughters of the farmers 
in his district of Ontario were upable 
to go to tne market In safety because 
there was such a number of automo­
biles on the highways. It was news to 
me that the Minister of the Interior 
was placing bonuses on automobiles; 
this was the first time I had the least 
suspicion th(it there was Included In the 
Immigration policy of this government 
the impflrtation of automobiles to 
frighten
daughters and to prevent them from 
getting to market.

My hon. friend the member for 
Maisonneuve (Mr. Verville)—for whom 
I have the greatest respect as I have 
for the institutions which he repre­
sents in this House—he attached the 
blame of any evils that might exist

Canada having been Informed that cer­
tain persons conducting labor agencies 
In London, Liverpool, Glasgow and else­
where In the United Kingdom with the 
object of promoting the emigration to 
Canada of Mechanics, and other skilled 
workmen, have been giving false infor­
mation respecting labor conditions In 
Canada, representing themselves as 
agents of, or as having the sanction 
and endorsement of the Dominion gov­
ernment:

"Notice Is hereby given that the Do­
minion government has no such agents 
In the United Kingdom, and has not 
authorized, sanctioned, or in any way 
given its approval to any agency in the 
United Kingdom for promoting the em­
igration to Canada of mechanics or oth­
er skilled labor1.

(Sgd.) “JAMES A. SMART, 
"Deputy Minister of the Interior of 

Canada.”
In addition to this advertisement, 

government agents, the home govern­
ment and steamship lines were asked 
to use their influence to stamp out such 
organizations. Last winter one book­
ing agency in the British Isles persist­
ed in advertising for large numbers of 
railway laborers when there was no de­
mand, refused to discontinue such ad­
vertising, was removed from the bonus- 
earning list, and finally on the repre­
sentations of Canadian government of­
ficials had tv.elr booking agency li­
cense cancelled and was thus forced out 
of business. It will thus be seen that 
every effort Is made by the Canadian 
government to see not only that no 
misrepresentation is resorted to, but 
that only the classes desired are ad­
vised to come to the Dominion.

“Instead of paying bonuses, I think 
the government would do better If it 
must have agents to send over to Eng­
land, men who have settled in the 
west.”

For -a number of years the govern­
ment has been sending farm delegates 
to the British Isles and these delegates 
lecture at meetings arranged for by the 
booking agents, and while stationed in 
a certain locality remain In the book­
ing agent’s office and give reliable ad­
vice encouraging desirable settlers and 
doing all in their power to dissuade peo­
ple considered unsuitable from going 
to the Dominion.

“We believe also that there is no 
harm in spreading reliable literature, 
but we think the people should be left 
to follow their own will as to whether 
they come or not.”

the handling of our garbage under 
present methods costs the city about 
25 cents per ton. The average quantity 
handled and towed daily to be about 50 
tons. For the present we would sug­
gest securing the services of a tug of 
sufficient weight and horse-power to 
handle the larger scow by contract as 
preferable to the city building and op­
erating a steamer.

“Plans and specifications of suggest­
ed extensions to present wharf, if ap­
proved by your board, should be at 
once sent on to Ottawa for considera­
tion of the departments of public 
works.

“The tender for a new scow should 
bé called for at once as the scow now 
in use is inadequate and requires over­
hauling, and could then be used as a 
reserve scow. To facilitate hauling It 
Is very possible that the city may find 
it necessary to construct a dock on 
James Bay end and one at Victoria 
West, near Lime bay. More stringent 
measures may become necessary to in­
sure regularity ih the cleaning of back 
yards of refuse and garbage for sani­
tary reasons.

“We would suggest the diverting of 
the money voted under the incinerator 
by-law to the scavenging of the city 
by the method recommended in this 
report. The water facilities for dis-- 
posai of our garbage is, in our opinion, 
at least for a long time to come, the 
most economical, and calls for small 
capital expenditure and a consequent 
minimum charge for maintenance. A 
small charge for each cartload dumped 
on the city scow is recommended/*

Heroic Act of Indian Re­
warded by Royal Humane 

Society,

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
'T thank you for the honor you have 

conferred upon me. 1 will not forget 
the kindness you have shown me. The 
remembrance of the time of the strug­
gle in the water is ever with me and 
es that is, so will be the memory of 
this honor you have done me. I wish 
to thank you all and especially I wish 
to thank the kind friend who has so 
interested himself as to bring about 
the honor you have done me to-night.”

Having recited these simple words 
in the Indian tonguè and with the 
medal of .the Royal Humane Society 
pinned to his breast, the brave Indian, 
Jacob Chipps stepped from the plat­
form of the A. O. U. W. hall last night 
and took his seat among his friends 
and kinsmen in the audience who had 
journeyed from Seattle to be present 
to witness the honor done to their 
comrade.

Jacob Chipps, an Indian of the Nit- 
anat tribe of West Coast Indians, last 
July made an heroic effort to save the 
life of the members of his family who. 
with himself, wqre overturned in their 
craft in the waters near Vancouver. 
He remained in the water for 9 hours, 
making almost superhuman attempts 
towards the rescue of his drowning 
family, two of whom he eventually 
saved.

The bravery and self-sacrifice of the 
Indian were brought before the notice 
of the Royal Humane Society by Rev. 
A. E. Roberts, pastor of the Victoria 
West Methodist church, with the re­
sult that the intrepid hero was award­
ed the society's bronze medal for brav­
ery. A condition of the presentation 
being, that it be made before a public 
audience, advantage was taken of Ifcs 
Baptist rally in the A. O. U. W. 
last night and that event chosen for 
the decoration as Mr. Chipps was at 
the moment able to come from Seattle 
for the purpose.

The Rev. Christopher Burnett in 
opening the rally, introduced the Rev. 
A. E. Roberts, who ascended the plat­
form accompanied by the Indian, 
Jacob Chipps, Captain A. J. Dallain, 
representing the Royal Humane Society 
and E. Nicholas, Methodist Indian 
missionary, who acted as interpreter.

Mr. Roberts, in a few simple and 
touching words, related the story of 
the Indians’ bravery saying, “Mr. 
Chairman,
Some of you remember last July In 
our waters near Vancouver, a hero 
performed a hero’s action. I interested 
myself in the matter and was suc­
cessful in obtaining the Royal Humane 
Society’s bronze medal for presenta­
tion to the hero, and it is to be pre­
sented to him to-night by Captain Dal­
lain.”

Mr. Roberts then read an account of 
Jacob Chipps’ heroism and introduced 
the brave man to the audience which 
received him with round after round 
of tumultous applause.

Captain Dallain said: “Jacob Chipps 
it gives me great pleasure to present 
to >ou the Royal Humane Society’s 
gift,” and pinned the medal to his 
breast. He then thanked the audience 
and the chairman for the privilege of 
being allowed to make the presentation 
there, and the Indian hero returned 
thanks through the agency of the in­
terpreter and took his seat among his 
friends in the body of the hall.

The recipient of the Royal Humane 
Society’s medal is a thick set man of 
splendid physique and of high intelli­
gence.

A grand Baptist rally took place last 

night in the A. O. U. W. hall. Rev.
Christopher Burnett presiding. Before 
proceeding to the regular business, the 
presentation was made to Joseph 
Chipps, an Indian of the Nitanat 
tribe of West Coast Indians, of the 
Royal Humane Society’s medal for 
bravery. A full account of this Is given 
in these columns.

At the close of the presentation the 
audience heard a solo from Miss Sher- 
ritt, and the chairman then introduced 
to the large audience present, which 
almost {Hied the A. O. U. W. hall, Rev.
Charles A. Eaton, D. D., of Cleveland,
Ohio.

Rev. Mr. Eaton in a short address 
chose for his subject "The place of the 
church in modern life.’’ He said re­
ligion was the determining factor in 
human life.' The best religion was the 
Chrisitan religion. The normal expres­
sion of the incarnation of the Chris­
tian religion was the Christian church.
These were the facts that were back 
of the church. The question for con­
sideration was how can the church be­
come efficient as an uplifting influence 
in modern life. There was no doubt the 
church had entered into a period, 
temporary he trusted, of comparative 
failure. The reasons for this.were both 
inside and outside the church itself, 
but to sum tt all up, modern life had 
changed with Incredible rapidity, while 
the church had remained invincibly 
conservative. There was, however, an 
awakening knowledge evident through­
out the church world, and an attempt 
to readjust the life of the church to 
the life and the conditions with which 
it was surrounded. “I see no reason 
why in this century the church should 
not regain her lost prestige and achieve 
a place of more real leadership than 
ever before,” he said.

In 1890 he graduated from 
Arcadia university, N. S., and from 
Newton theological seminary three 
years later. His first pastorate after 
graduation was at Natic, Mass., and 
his secobd at Bloor street church, To­
ronto, frÿm where he was called to his 
present (pastorate. He is touring the 
country* in order to acquaint himself 
more fully with Canadian conditions.

This statement is misleading, as It 
Implies that a bonus is paid on all im­
migrants which of course is not true.

No bonus is paid on miners, conse­
quently this statement Is incorrect. No 
bonus is paid to any organization em­
ploying the word “Canadian" of “Can­
ada" In its title, consequently this 
change falls to the ground.

Now, I want to deal with one funda­
mental principle. Is it a good thing for 
the great masses of the people In this 
country that we should have an immi­
gration policy of bringing in men to 
settle our vacant lands? The hon. 
member for East Huron (Mr. Chisholm) 
said that the lands were going to be 
all taken up, and that in a few years 
hence his son would not be able to get 
any land. I want to say tb'.t the lands 
of this country cannot be settled too 
quickly by bona fide settlers. Being one 
of the members from British Columbia,
I have collected statistics showing the 
prosperity of that province, and I want 
to say to this House that the prosper­
ity of British Columbia dates from the 
inauguration of the immigration policy 
adopted -/ this government of settling 
the land. I want to say to you, Mr.
Speaker, that there Is no country in 
the world, possessing as it does millions 
of acres of uncultivated land that af­
fords to settlers so great an oppor­
tunity of enriching themselves as does 
Canada. Yes, sir, bring men on to the 
land. I have been brought up in Eng­
land and I know something about the 
land grievances in that country. I have 
felt some of the hardships of twelve, 
fifteen or twenty landlords dividing up 
amongst themselves the lands of a 
great region and holding them in per­
petuity. I can understand the griev­
ance of the Irish peasants who have 
been deprived of proprietary rights in 
their native land. Wè have suffered in 
England in consequence of a similar

That is a foolish and false 
theory that is set up by my hon. friend 
from Maisonneuve, that It is possible 
to cultivate the lands to the injury of 
the Industrial labor of this country.
Why, sir, it is the settled land that 
affords a market for the results of the 
productive labor of other industries.
Keep the people from the land, keep the 
people out of the country, keep the 
lands barren, keep them tied up and 
you will have no need tor factories.
Does my hon. friend who is responsible 
to the associations of labor men place 
this consideration before them? Every 
agricultural settler brought into this 
country and placed on the land Is cre­
ating a market for the man who works 
in the mine and in the mill.

Get the people on the land and pro­
vide a market and you are pursuing 
the best policy in the interest of in­
dustrial labor, but keep the people off 
the land and there is no need for fac­
tories. The barren lands of British Co­
lumbia, the immense stony hills of that 
country, that were not considered to be 
worth anything, have been made most 
fertile in fruit producing properties.
Why? Because there is a market in 
the Northwest. The rich timber areas 
of British Columbia have been develop­
ed to an enormous extent. Why? Be­
cause they have found a market in 
the agricultural districts of the North­
west. Fish sand coal production has 
developed enormously within the last 
two years. Where do they find a mar­
ket? They find a market in the North­
west. I want to say to this House that 
when this country becomes settled with 
enterprising pioneers beneficial results 
will accrue to the industrial classes. It 
is not'an easy thing to get people on 
the land.

Further Opposition.his measure to increase the liquor li­
censes last week. After considerable 
discussion it was held over in commit­
tee until the members of the council 
have had more time toflook into its 
provisions. Certain of the aldermen 
had seen the by-law for the first time 
last night and took the ground that 
they should be more familiar with the 
measure before they set the seal of 
their approval on it. To certain sec­
tions, such as those providing for the 
closing of billiard and pool rooms and 
such places on Sundays and at mid­
night on week days, no objection was 
taken, but the majority of the coun-; 
cil wanted more time to look into the 
clauses affecting the sale of goods on 
Sundays in certain classes of shops li­
censed by the city.

Besides the provisions regarding 
hours of closing for licensed places, re­
ferred to in the by-law, it is provided 
that the chief of police shall be ap­
pointed an inspector to whom all per­
son desirous of obtaining a license, for 
any of the purposes mentioned in the 
by-law, must apply for a certificate of 
character before securing a license.* The 
chief’s decision can be overruled only 
by the council.

Parks Board Will Take Action 
Against Owners of Canines

There was a general demand 
for a by-law such as this, 
the unalienable right of every person 
employed in a shop or any such place 
to have one day in the week off. He 
did not see why the majority of the 
shops should be forced to close on -Sun­
days, and a few be allowed to remain 
open. There was no excuse for this.
People had ample time to do all thelf 
shopping during the week. It 
urged against Sunday closing that this 
was a tourist resort and that certain 
places should be allowed to remain 
open for the benefit of visitors to the 
city. This, however, did not hold good.
The hotels were meant to supply the 
wants of travellers and could do so.

Sections Are Adopted.
The by-law was then given its sec­

ond reading and referred to committee 
of the whole. The first three sections 
which read as follows were adopted as 
drafted:

“(1) An inspector of the licenses here­
inafter in his by-law enumerated or 
referred to shall be appointed by 
lution of the council, and in the mean­
time, and until such appointment Is 
made, the chief of police shall fulfill 
the duties. \

“(2) Every persoY requiring a license 
to carry on any of the trades, calling, 
occupations or businesses enumerated 
or referred to in this by-law (except 
milk, drugs and medicine) shall apply 
in writing to the license inspector for 
such license before issuance thereof.

“(3.) Before a license for any restau­
rant or tavern (other than licensed to 
sell liquor by retail) or any dance hall, 
skating rink, bowling alley, billiard 
room, pool room, or any place of pub­
lic amusement, or for any hawker, 
peddlar or huckster Is issued, the in­
spector of licenses shall ascertain if 
the applicant therefor is of good char­
acter, and the same of all members in 
the case of a firm or corporation, and 
shall \nake report thereon 
Mayor. If such report does not show 

. the applicant to be of good character 
the application shall be referred to and 

-be dealt with by the council, and the 
applicant shall be heard in support.”

SCAVENGING NEEDED

The outline of a plan for a more ef­
fective scavenging of the city was 
presented to the city council last night 
by a special committee appointed for 
the purposes, and the recommendations 
adopted. These include adoption • of 
more stringent regulations regarding 
the keeping of back yards in sanitary 
condition and the disposal of garbage 
by dumping it into the ocean at a suf­
ficient distance from land that it will 
not return to become a nuisance. To 
carry out this latter idea the building 
of a new scow, the chartering of a tug, 
the improvement of the present city 
wharf between Telegraph and Herald 
streets, and the erection of new wharfs 
in the James Bay district and in Vic­
toria West are all recommended. It is 
pointed out that the capital required 
for such a scheme would be small, and 
to provide it and also for a better sys­
tem of scavenging it is proposed to 
divert the $54,000 voted last January to 
the purpose.

It will be remembered that just be­
fore the last municipal election Mayor 
Morley presented a very pretty scheme 
to the electors providing for the erec­
tion of an incinerator by means of 
which all garbage was to be destroyed. 
When the matter was looked into by 
this year’s council, however, it was 
found that the cost of such a plant, for 
a variety of reasons, would be much 
greater than the people had been led 
to believe it would be. In addition it 
was found that it would cost about 80 
cents per ton to destroy garbage by 
this method, while it can be disposed 
of by dumping into the sea at about 25 
cents per ton.

The report of the committee adopted 
by the council was as follows:

“Your committee appointed to report 
on the garbage and scavenger ques­
tion, beg to suggest and recommend as 
follows: The calling of tenders for a 
larger scow, say 75 feet long by 20 feet 
beam. Alteration to and extension of 
the present city,, wharf /situated be­
tween Telegraph and Herald streets, to 
provide better and cleaner facilities 
for loading. Calling for tenders for 
towage of garbage to a distance from 
shore sufficient to prevent its return 
and become a nuisance.

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British and Canadian Parliaments Have United to 
Stop Influx to British Columbia—Satisfactory 

Solution of Empire Problem.

Justice Cassels, of the exchequer court, 
e commissioner to Inquire Into the re­
flections upon officials of the marine 
and fisheries department, which ap­
peared in the recent report of the civil 
service commission does not seem to 
please Mr. Borden and his friends.

commissioner's scope is not broad 
enough, while more than all, they have 
not neglected to cast a few character­
istic sly reflections upon the commis­
sioner whose name is honored on the 
bench of the country from ocean to 
ocean. Fortunately the disgruntled op­
position are not running the country 
and the very important question or civil 
service reform will undoubtedly he solv-

Ottawa, May 6.—The report of Mac­
kenzie King on the result of his mis­
sion to England to confer with the 
British autohrities on the subject of 
immigration to Canada from India and 
the Orient generally, was presented in 
parliament this afternoon, together 
with the orders in council just passed 
giving effect to Mr. King's recom­
mendations. It marks the satisfactory 
solution of one of the largest and most 
complex problems confronting the mu­
tual interests of Canada and the em­
pire.

A full and frank interchange of 
views between the British and Cana­
dian governments has resulted in the 
adoption of a mutual policy of co­
operation in which Great Britain’s 
policy of the protection of the native 
races of India harmonizes with Can­
ada's policy of keeping the Dominion a 
white man’s country, while at the same 
time there is obviated the necessity of 
legislative action which might reflect 
on Great Britain's subjects in India 
and render still more critical there a 
situation already pregnant with 
danger.

The solution of the problem restrict­
ing the immigration of Hindus is based 
on a clause of the Indian immigration 
act which prevents natives leaving 
India under contract labor in any out­
side country unless the said country 
is on the list of countries scheduled in 
the act as being those which have 
made laws considered by the governor 
in council as adequate for the protec­
tion of the natives of India and stay 
in that country. Canada is not on this 
scheduled list. Therefore the bringing 
In of contract labor from India to 
British Columbia, the main source of

alarm for the future influx, is contrary 
to the laws of India.

The order in council just passe.! 
makes all immigrants liable to deporta­
tion who come in violation of the laws 
c,f their country. This shuts out con­
tract labor Immigration from India. 
Those who came voluntarily are shut 
out by the provisions requiring them 
to have ln their possession an adequate ; 
sum of money to prevent the liability 
of becoming a charge on the public.

The minimum sum now is $25 and 
may be raised to $200 if the former is 
not found adequate to keep out the In­
dians. Further preventive measures in­
clude the distribution of literature by 
the Indian government warning natives 
that Canada is not adapted for them, 
the recent regulation printed that those 
coming other than by direct passage 
from their native country on through 
tickets, and effective limits to the 
steamship companies, and that both 
British and Canadian governments 
are averse to any encouragement given 
natives to take passage to Canada.

The report concludes as follows: 
Whilst effective as a means of restrict­
ing a class of immigration unsuited to 
Canada it will be apparent that the 
arrangement as set forth is one which 
finds testification on the grounds of 
humanity as strong as by the economic 
reasons by which it is supported. The 
"liberty of British subjects in India is 
safeguarded rather than curtailed. The 
traditional policy of Britain ln respect 
to the native races of India has been 
kept in mind and the necessity of en­
acting legislation either in India or in 
Canada which might appear to reflect 
on fellow British subjects in another 
part of the empire has been wholly 
avoided. In this, as was to be expect­
ed, Canada has had not only the sym­
pathy and understanding, but the 
hearty co-operation of the authorities 
In Great Britain and India as well.

LUNACY OFTENTIMES

the nature of a charge and trial, that it 
is nothing else than that to which I 
have likened it, an examination into 
cîrcumstances—or, if you like, a suspi­
cious character—in regard to which an 
investigation is directed precisely of 
the character which is carried on by a 
coroner and coroner’s jury in the case 
of inquest upon a body found.

She went 
alongside and found that the skipper had 
become troublesome from a nervous dis­
ease. He was transferred to the Cassiar 
and locked in the strong room, but kept 
the stewards busy.

At Vancouver the skipper was met by 
friends and taken off in a hack, while the 
other man was sent to New Westminster.

At Rock Bay the Cassiar received the 
body of Tom Nolan, aged 50, a logger who 
died last Wednesday at one of the Fraser 
river mill camps. He had been suffering 
from fits. The remains were removed to 
Green & Simpson’s undertaking parlors.

night at which an Immense variety of 
matters was discussed and considerable 
business done, 
local Improvement work, such as boule­
vard construction is done came In for 
a let of criticism, Mr. Arbuthnot, chair­
man of the board, remarking that none 
of It was being performed legally and 
that any one could escape payment of 
the assessment. The old question of 
the destruction of trees came up, when 
Mr. Pemberton came forward with the 
remark that If the' city undertook to 
destroy certain trees opposite his resi­
dence there would be trouble. The ap­
pointment of a superintendent of boule­
vards and parks was left over until 
the next meeting of the board which 
will likely take place a week from to­
night.

All the members of the board were 
present.

A request from the Terminal Steam­
ship Company asking the board on 
what terms they would let the com­
pany have some wild fowl particularly 
quail, from Beacon Hill park, to be 
placed on Bowman island, Howe sound, 
brought forth some discussion In which. 
It was shown that there were only a\ 
few quail left In the park. The secre­
tary was Instructed to write the com­
pany saying the board was not In po­
sition to supply any quail.

Levavasseur & Fils, of Paris, France, 
wrote enclosing Invoice for some 11,- 
000 trees and shrubs for use by the 
board, the price of which Is 297.50. 
The shipment Includes holly, cedar of 
Lebanon and many other varieties of 
plants and shrubs, suitable for parks 
and boulevard purposes. The firm 
-wrote that owing to the lateness of 
the receipt of the order they had not 

■ been able to fill It In full and asked 
the board to place future orders ear­
lier in the season. A resolution was 
passed asking the city officials to pro­
vide for the payment of the duty and 
freight on the arrival of the goods.

A communication from the city 
council informing the board that 27,900 
had been provided for In the estimates 
for parks board purposes for the year 
was received and filed.

The city engineer presented a report 
saying It would cost* 2150 to drain the 

'pond In Beacon Hill park opposite the 
Colonist hotel into the Slmcoe street 
sewer. This gave rise to considerable 
discussion as to whether the city should 
not pay a portion of -(his, if not all of 
It. The matter was eventually left 
«ver for the present as there Is no 
necessity for the work In the summer 
season, but only In the winter.

Superintendent’s Report.
D. D. England, acting superintendent 

of boulevards and parks, presented a 
report as follows:

“Victoria, B. C.. May 5, 1908. 
"Mr. Chairman and Members,—I 

hereby submit my report of the work 
done since last meeting.

"The whole of the boulevards ready 
for construction have been completed, 
the flpal touches having been given 
to them. Including Humboldt street 
which was not In the first batch. 
Those sown last fall have been cut 
twice and are doing well, the others 
are all sown and planted; Rockland 
avenue Is about ready, but it Is a 
question for your board to decide It It 
Is wledtlo go on with It before fall on 
account of water connecting the boule­
vard space being so narrow, the cost 
of- water connections would be as much 
as the boulevard. I therefore ask for 
your advice on this matter.

"Work Is being pushed and a good 
showing made at the North park. The 
water mains are being put In and I 
expect to have the grass sown on a 
portion of the park, large enough for 
any size football game, tills week. 
Stone rubble drain " has been laid 
partly around It to intercept the water 
coming off the higher ground, which 
kept it Fet «til winter. But a plan 
should be formulated and adopted so 
that all work done will be In accord­
ance with the same.

“It will be necessary tor the board 
to have rules and regulations for the 
control of game, etc., in the parks. 
Also for the care and protection of 
the boulevards. I have a copy of those 
In use in Winnipeg governing the 
whole work of the board, which could 
be used as a guide,

W "Progress has been made here. About 
r twice the amount of grass has been 

mown than was cut with the machines 
before, but I have been compelled to 
buy new machines—In fact almost 
every piece of work I did I had to get 
tools. The rail has been erected around 
the animal pens and has proved a great 
benefit.

over the north are as bad. The country 
he says Is in the worst condition in his 
experience, and there is no doubt but 
that the present strike will continue.

Mr, Savoy heard rumors at Valdez 
that sluicing was being carried on the 
beach at Nome. He however does not 
place great reliability on the report as 
he thinks It unlikely. The railroads he 
declares are a failure with the excep­
tion of the Cadova, which seems to be 
a paying line from ail accounts, and he 
says Cadova is the only place where 
there is work for the many men In the 
district. He says men are streaming In 
to Fairbanks in hope of employment 
and are returning over the trail as fast 
as they can make it back.

This also applies , to many other cen­
tres there. They are complaining of the 
food provided and the men Who 
Into Valdez, he says, say that the north 
Is going to be the worst country on the 
earth this summer. Referring to the 
miners strike at Fairbanks Mr. Savoy 
says that there was no sign, at the 
time of his leaving, of any possibility 
of a settlement between the men and 
the mine owners. There are faults on 
both sides which must be settled be­
fore mining can be carried on. with 
harmony he says. Mr. Savoy reports 
that there are thousands of men In the 
north who are useless drifters and 
without money who should never have 
been allowed to go there. He would, If 
he could, fix a regulation that no man 
should be allowed to enter the territory 
with less than 2500 capital. Hoboes are 
•overrunning the country greatly to Its 
detriment, and the high wages which 
are the inducement for men to go in 
are a myth, for the expenses more than 
eat up the extra recompense received.

With the hardship and the bad food 
to face for a supposed 25.00 per day, 
he says, miners and laborers are fools 
to think of leaving the cities of the 
sound. It looks all right from here, Mr. 
Savoy remarked, but upon arrival in the 
Ice and snow it Is altogether a different 
matter and the men come out again as 
fast as they can get out. Last summer 
in Valdez there were exactly ten fine 
days, and there was five feet of snow 
there when he left nine days ago. 
Speaking of his Illness on board the 
North Western Mr. Savoy wished to 
make some public recognition of the 
treatment he recleved at the hands of 
purser Young who attended him per­
sonally night and day during which 
time the well known scout and hunter 
experienced his first attack of sea­
sickness and afterwards suffered from 
pneumonia so badly that at times his 
life was In danger. He attributes his 
recovery to the care given him by pur­
ser Young, who he says attended him 
night and day with the result that a 
few days after his arrival he was fit 
and well and able to start out on the 
trail, which, he affirmed, was among 
the hardest he has travelled In his 
twenty nine years experience of the 
north and was so severe that he had to 
shoot his pack and return unincum­
bered as quickly as he could make the

The boulevard Is in many places 
very narrow and Mr. Pemberton pointed 
out that the original plan of the board 
had been not to seed this down, but 
to plant Spanish broom which would 
not require water. Some places, how­
ever, there is already a good grass 
lawn and this will be left while other 
places sufficiently wide may also be 
seeded, but this will be decided after 
the members of the board have gone 
over the ground.

The section dealing with the North 
Ward park was left over to be dealt 
with later in connection with a peti­
tion^ from the residents of the district 
n^arding this park.
^The portion referring to rules and 
regulations for games in the parks as 
well as regarding boulevards was left 
over to be taken up after the appoint­
ment of a superintendent of parks and 
boulevards.

It was decided to call for tenders 
for the horse lawn mower, roller, 
horse and cart mentioned in the re­
port, as being necessary.

In connection with the bear pits it 
was decided to make the improvements 
strengthening the walls of the pit as 
suggested and also to put in a drop 
door between the pits to facilitate the 
work of cleaning the pits each day. 
The matter of additional chairs and 
seats as well ,as that of drainage was 
allowed to stand over. In connection 
with the chairs for the band it was 
pointed out that the board had no 
money for band concerts this year and 
consequently the necessity for the 
chairs depended on whether the city 
council provided for these entertain­
ments as they did last year.

The animal pens will be whitewashed.
North Ward Park.

The following petition, signed by 178 
residents of the northern portion of 
the city, was read:

"Whereas the members of the North 
Ward Club expected to have a por­
tion of the land situated on Quadra 
street known as the North Ward park, 
laid out for the purpose of athletic 
sports,

"We, the undersigned residents of 
Victoria, do hereby protest at the way 
the ground is being utilized for the 
making of flower beds and footpaths, 
until it will be impossible to find a 
sufficient space for playing games of 
any kind and it is the desire of the 
petitioners that your honorable body 
get a portion of said park of suffi­
cient size for the playing of baseball 
and lacrosse put In condition as soon 
as possible.”

This was considered with the portion 
of Mr. England’s report referring to 
the necessity for plans for the park.

Aid. Henderson asked how much of 
the park was to be used for athletic 
purposes and what portion as a park 
proper. This should be decided. The 
names on the petition were mostly 
those of young men, whose chief inter­
est was athletics. The board shouldn’t 
give all the ground to athletics. The 
women and children were entitled to 
some consideration. The park should 
be so laid out that a portion of it would 
be reserved for them.

Mr. Nelson said that as the grounds 
were being laid out there was provi­
sion for three athletic games being 
carried on at once. Surely that was 
enough and surely the public generally 
were entitled to the use of the remain­
der of the park. In connection with the 
flowers, he might say, that It was In­
tended to plant them along the outside 
of the park.

On suggestion of Aid. Cameron a 
resolution was passed laying the peti­
tion on the table and the petitioners 
will be Informed that plans for the 
park are being prepared.

In connection with the matter of 
plans, Mr. England exnlalned that he 
was at present working on a plan 
which, however, he had not committed 
to paper. Mr. England will prepare al­
ternate plans for the completion of this 
park and will submit themjgt the next

Confirmation of the news published 
in the Times last night to the effect 
that the Princess Victoria would op­
pose the Chippewa on the Victoria-Se­
attle route was given by the local C. 
P. R. officials to-day.

The Victoria will leave here on Sat­
urday at 4:30 p. m., the same tiitfe as 
the Chippewa, and will make her first 
return trip on Sunday morning, leav­
ing the Sound city at 9 a. m., half-an- 
hour after the Chippewa, and arriving 
here at 1 p. m., half-an-hour before 
the opposition steamship. The cut fare 
of fifty cents each way will be main­
tained on the Princess Victoria, which 
will be retained on-the above schedule, 
making daily trips until further notice.

As forecasted by the Times when the 
announcement was first made by the 
officials of the Inland Navigation Com­
pany of a coming invision of the Vic­
toria-Vancouver passenger trade the 
Rosalie, which was spoken of as the 
vessel to be registered under the Brit­
ish flag to oppose the Princess Vic­
toria, is not to enter the xldcal busi­
ness. It was commonly believed in this 
city when the American concern stated 
its intentions of bringing a vessel to 
the British Columbia side and paying 
a thirty per cent duty on her to oppose 
the C. P. R. that the story was noth­
ing more than a "bluff” in reply to 
the C. P. R-’s cut rate.

This view is strengthened by the fact 
that Assistant General Manager Coker, 
ci the International Steamship Com­
pany, stated yesterday that the Rosa­
lie would not go on the route. Mr. 
Coker said that if the company regis­
tered a vessel on this side it would 
be a new boat which is practically an 
admission that his concern has no in­
tention of following its threatened 
course.

The announcement that the Princess 
Victoria is to oppose the Chippewa on 
the Seattle run at a cut rate came as 
a bomb in the camp of the enemy, ac­
cording to the; Seattle Times. R is firm­
ly believed that the rate war is now as­
suming impossible proportions, and 
that, as the C. P. R. is forcing the hand 
of its Opponents in the game which the 
latter commenced a "show-down” can 
be looked for shortly in the way of a 
settlement through overtures from the 
American concern.

An official in the C. P. R. service to­
day, discussing the situation with a 
Times reporter, referred to the state­
ment made in the Seattle papers on 
several occasions recently to the ef­
fect that the C. P. R. had started the 
war and should be the giving-way 
party on account of the American 
companies being first in the field.

"The C. P. R. has the reputation of 
providing reliable freight and passen­
ger services and of offering to the pub­
lic the best facilities possible,” he said. 
"There is no argument that would sup­
port this company giving way in the 
present rate war as it has, through the 
introduction of better boats than were 
ever maintained by the Americans on 
the run previously, become not only a 
Servant, but a benefactor, of the travel­
ling public, and is therefore entitled to 
the support of the public. Not even the 
most enthusiastic supporter of the 
Sound steamship companies can say 
truthfully that the Service to Seattle 
would be at present maintained by 
such fine vessels as are on the route if 
the C. P. R. had not opposed the Am­
erican company's old and uninviting 
vessels when it first entered the field.

"The cry that goes from quasi-pa- 
trlotie throats in Seattle is not prompt­
ed by genuine feeling, and the public, 
which will send its freight and travel 
itself by the best boats offering, is not 
addicted to such sentiments as will 
make it go out of its way to fight the 
company which has conferred 
benefits upon it.”

The Guggenheims Are Shipping 

Large Quantities to 
Dawson.

The Pacific coast steamship Umatilla 
reached quarantine last night from San 
Francisco, and left the outer wharf this 
morning for the Sound after discharg­
ing 71 tons of freight and landing 33 
passengers. She had a smooth and un­
eventful passage.

The Guggenheims while withdrawing 
their Interest in Cariboo seem deter­
mined to exploit their mines at Dawson 
to the fullest extent.

At Seattle over thirty car loads of 
steel pipe from Germany Is being sent 
forward to Dawson for the company.

The pipe Is forty-four Inches in di­
ameter, In thirty-foot sections, each 
section weighing five tons. It was con­
structed oh a special design for the 
main pipe line of the big hydraulic 
works which the Guggenheims are 
building near Dawson.

Last year the Guggenheims shipped 
about 250 cars of smaller steel pipe to 
Dawson for the hydraulic plant, and 
the shipment that has reached Seattle 
will complete the line. This last con­
signment Is for the Inverted syphon 
which Is to cross the Klondike river 
valley two miles above Dawson and will 
convey the water from the famous 
Acklen ditch, carrying the water from 
Twelve Mile river across the Klondike 
to the lower Bonanza hills at Lovett 
gulch.

The pipe is the first of Its kind ever 
used In mining operations In this sec­
tion of the world, and Is made only in 
Germany. It Is designed for unusually 
heavy power. A portion of the shipment 
will be sent north to Skagway, on the 
City of Seattle, which sails Thursday 
and will be transported from Skagway 
to Dawson by the White Pass & Yukon 
Railway,

Old Steam Schooner to Be Used 
in American 

Waters.
'

;A new salvage company, which has been 
formed by J. E. Pharo, formerly agent for 
the B. C% Salvage Company in Seattle, 
and others, has purchased the old steam 
schooner Santa Cruz from the Pacific 
Coast Steamship Company, and will con­
vert her into a salvage vessel for use in 
American waters, and particularly on the 
Alaska coast.

The deal was put through by Capt. 
Thomas Wallace on Saturday last at San 
Francisco, but the price paid has not 
been divulged. It is understood that the 
company, which will be known as the 
North Pacific Salvage Company, will 
tender for the raising of the wrecked Pa­
cific Coast Steamship Company's Alaskan 
liner Saratoga, ashore on Busby Island 
reef. If the work should be performed by 
the Santa Cruz It will amount to the sal­
vage of one of the company’s newer 
steamships by the earliest vessel of its 
fleet.

Reports have been published broadcast 
in the Seattle papers to the effect that 
the purchase of the Santa Cruz was ac­
complished on behalf of the B. C. Salvage 
Company, and that the latter concern 
would operate her as a salvage vessel In 
American waters, keeping her under the 
American flag. This story is absolutely 
denied by officials of the local company.

The Santa Cruz is an ancient vessel, 
built in 1862, and rebuilt on a number of 
occasions. 'She is, however, adaptable to 
the work which it is intended she shall 
accomplish.

The Canadian-Mexican liner Georgia 

leaves to-night with a full load 
of cargo for Sallna Cruz and way 
ports on the Mexican west coast. The 
cargo totals 3,200 tons and consists of 
lumber, coal, ties and general freight. 
For Guaymas the liner has 1,600 tons 
of coal, for Mazatlan 300 tons, for San 
Bias 37 tons of box shooks and 323,000 
feet of lumber for Sallna Cruz.

In addition she had a large amount 
of provisions and stores shipped by 
the Hudson’s Bay Company. She will 
have three second class and two first 
class passengers, the latter being J. 
Wells, who Is going to Mexico City In 
charge of a shipment of opium which 
a local Chinese firm Is sending to that 
place and Mazatlan, and Dr. Cavall, 
who Is bound for Mazatlan.

The Georgia’s cargo is the largest 
yet taken south by a Canadian-Mexi­
can liner, and speaks eloquently of the 
success that has attended the efforts 
of the line to build up trade with the 
southern republic during the twelve 
months that have elapsed since the ser­
vice commenced. While freight from 
Mexico Is not obtained In very liberal 
quantities at present the development 
of the west coast of the republic, now 
proceeding at a rapid pace, Is looked 
upon to furnish return cargoes of large 
size before long.
