Two very bad wrecks within {wenty-
four hours is the record of the New Bruns-
wick Southern Raiway, and that hne is
scverely tied up as a result. Much prop-
erty was destroyed or damaged, but for-
tunately, no onc was hurt.

About mnoon, -yesterday, a train with
snow plough attached, travelling at dhigh
rate of speed, went oft the track at Dyer’s
station, about twenty muiles from, St. Ste-
phen. No one was hurt, but the wreck
was said to have been a bad one. ‘This
morning about five o’clogk, a wreckng
train going from St. John to the rescue,
went off the track at St. George station,
and much greater damage was caused. The
train had snow plough, engine, heavy
pile. driver, a living car for the wrecking
crew and a passenger car. 1t was run-
ning down grade at a speed of nearly
forty miles an hour, when the plough left
the track at the crossing near the eta-
‘tion. The plough struck the platform and
tore about two hundred feet of it, in front
oi the station, cut off two telegraph poles,
drawing the wires down, and landed on
the bank. The windows and sides of the
tab were broken in. The engineer and

\ lireman saved themselves by jumping, and
were not injured. ‘The wrecking crew,
who were asleep in their car, were shaken
up, but mot hurt. he whole train is off
the track, with the ekception of -the en<
gine. The pile driver is a very heavy one,

CARVER IS IN

A BAD SCRAPE

Man Arrested Last Night May
Face Several Serious Charges
in the Police Court.

In a bad:predicament 'was: Robert Car:
ver, onc of the offenders before Police
Judge Ritchie, this morning. Carver or
Carvell, who attempted to terminate his
earthly existence in'the Water street lock-
up several ‘weeks ago, was the centre of
turmoil in Costigan’s_ boarding  house on

Patrolman Cavanaugh, who was sworn,
testified that he: was accosted on. Dock
gtreet- petween 12 and 1 and requested to
eject a malcontent boarder from thé house
oun Smythe street. “He responded to the
summons, and-amid the pandemonium he
ascertained that the belligerent had as-
saulted young Costigan, and bruised him
to such an extent that a physician was
called. After some parley the man, who
proved to be “Carver, hoisted the flag of
truce from a room wherein he was barri-
caded, and the policeman escorted him to
the exterior. After loitering in'the neigh-
borhood for some mimites, Carver fled
down Dock street, pursued by a number of
sightseers, and threw himself on a schoon-
er moored to South wharf. His behavior
resembled that of a maniac, and his shout-
ing aroused the neighbors, whe inferred
from his flight that he intended to leap
into the slip. It is fortunate for Carver
that he was not dealt with roughly, but
as it is, he did not sustain a mark in the
struggle. Four. bystanders assisted the of-
ficer to carry the biting, kicking and
struggling man to the Water atreet lock-
up. g

The increases include 81,741,180 in inter-
est charges on the public debt and §1,814,-

For redemption of the public debt.the
sum of $50,823,262 is asked, which takes n
the “Canada reduced four per cent. loan,
payable January, 1910,” and the “four per
cent. loan of 1883, payable Jan. 1, 1910.”

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CITY COUNCIL KILLS
BOARD OF CONTROL

Plan Received the Usual “Six Months Hoist” at
Yesterday's Meeting—Decide That Twenty-five
Electors Must Sign Each Nomination Paper_---
Directors Temporarily Re-Appointed for An-

other Month.

The six months’ hoist for the board cf
control and the adoption of a resolution
to obtain legislation to require the signa-
tures of twenty-five electors on each civic
nomination paper were among the princi-
pal items of business at the monthly meet-
ing of the common council yesterday. The
legislature will also be asked to pass a bill
giving the police of the city authority to
arrest in certain cases without a warrant.
Beveral sections of the salaries commut-
tee’s report were adopted. The directors
were reappointed until March 1, pending
a further report of the reorganization com-
mittec. An investigation under oath into
the conditions at No. 6 berth was author-
ized. The mayor presided, and all the
aldermen were present, with the common
clerk.

In the report of the safety board a sec-
tion .recommended that Sergt. Campbell
among others of the police, should be given
half pay for time absent from duty. Ald.
Willet asked why fampbell, who was in-
jured by slipping on the ice while on
duty, was not grantéd full pay. He moved
to refer the whole section back.

Ald. Vanwart said the other recommen-
dations were all cases of sickness.

Ald. Baxter moved that the other re-
commendations be adopted and that Sergt.
Campbell’s be referred back for the com-
mon clerk to produce the order of the
council referring to the rate of pay for
the police force in such cases. This was
carried.

Section 7 recommended. reconsideration
of the plans of K. Neil Brodie for an ele-
vator and improvements in the city build-
Ill g-

Ald. McGoldrick moved  to refer ° the
plans to the special committee appointed
at the last meeting. It was proposed to
look for other sites.

This was carried and the report adopt-
cd. Ald. Frink thought they could get
along with the present building if a rea-
eonable expenditure were made.

The bills and bye-laws committee recom-
mended legislation to give the police and
those vested with police powers au-
thority to arrest persons committing of-
fences against the city’s byelaws and
bring them before the police magistrate.

Ald. Baxter said now, especially with re-
gard to the ferry employes, there was. no
authority to do more than report an of-
fender whose name very often could not
be obtained.

After some discussion the section was
~dopted.

The report also recommended legisla-

.on to provide that every candidate in
civie elections ehould be nominated by 25
clectors, and ‘that the written consent of
sach candidate should be filed with the

'mmon ‘elerk. - ¢

Ald. Pickett, in moving this, said the

ommittee felt it was unfair that a man

run.

There was considerable discussion over
this section, but it was finally adopted.

Section 4 imposing a license fee of $10
on motor cycles owned in the city and
$20 on automobiles owned for hire was
adopted.

Section 5 recommended a license fee on
fuel carts; $2 on single teams and 3 on
double teams.

Professor Lallelongue says: ‘[ do not
belive that intelligence declines. in the case
of a healthy man, whose brain has mnever
suffered pathologmdlb. With age, when

the body is beginning to grow feeble and

It appears to be
quite ‘clear that if fhere ig to be a reor-
ganization which will do anything more
{han increase a salary or two, it must be-
gin at the ballot box on the day of the
civie elections. It is up Lo the citizens to
gay whether they want a change or mnot.
There will be, of course, some disappoint-
ment to those persons who were misguided
enough to believe that the council meant
business, and yet why should they be dis-
appointed? 1t is an old story now, that
the present city council is wedded to tie
old system and the old methods, and the
old officials.

Tt may ex-
ist in the heart, and be manifest in the
life, even while the hand stretches out the
dole of charity. A moral revolution could
be effected in this city in an astonishing-
ly short space of time, if so-called Chris-
tian people would cease playing at relig-
jon and work out in their own lives the
spirit of the ¥ounder of Christianity.
Jivery drunken man, every hungry, ill-fed
and neglected child, every despairing wo-
man is o menace to the welfare of society.
There are evils which cannot be overcome
in a day or in a generation, but, if they
are to be overcome at all, and there is to
be any realization on earth of what men
term the Kingdom of God, there must be
less of shallow pretense, less of selfishness,
and more of the human touch and the ful-
filment of the law of service.

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SERVICE MEN ARE OVERPAID

Some of the Members Oppose Improved Conditions
for Government Employes—Say They Are Al-
ready Underworked and Overpaid.

Ottawa, ¥eb. 1—In the committee on
the estimates today David Henderson
(Conservative, Halton), made a general
attack on the civil service as underwork-
ed and overpaid.

In reply, Sir Wilfrid Laurier expressed
disappointment with Mr. Henderson’s at-
titude towards the civil service commis-
sion, by the appointment of which politic-
al “pull” had been abolished. The com-
mission was an absolutely independent
body like the auditor general.

Dr. Sproule and Dr. Reid argued that
the civil service should work longer
hours, even to 6 p. m.

In the house today Hon. Mr. Paterson,
dealing with a number of questions by
Claude MacDonald, said the quantity of
electrical energy exported by the Canadian
Niagara Power Company, the Electrical
Development Company and the Ontario
Power Company, since the coming into
force of the electricity and fluid exporta-
tion aet (1907) until Dec. 3, 1008, is 381,-
000,000 kilowatt hours. No persons or cor-
porations have commenced the exporta-
tion of power oy fluid since the act came
into force. The power exported is sup-
plied fo the following companies: Niagara,
Lockport and Ontario Company, Buffalo,
& continuous sapping of 18,000 h. p., the
Cataract Power Conduit Company, Buf-
falo, 33,000 h. p. Licenses are issued for
one year and are renewable, provided the
licensees have complied with the require-
ments of the act and regulations and pro-
vided the Canadian demands for power
are such as to admif of the export being
continued.

The government took no action what-
eyer, said Mr. Grabam, replying to Mr.
Armstrong, to bring about the resigna-
tion of ¥. W. Morse as vice-president
and general manager of the Grand Trunk
Pacific. The government has no know-
ledge as to the statement in a newspaper
that every contractor was an open enemy
of Mr. Morse and an expression of opin-
jon is beyond the purview of the govern-
ment.

IMPORTANT
" DECISION IN
| ADMIRALTY

éChief Justice Decides in the
| Case of the Bargue Con-
ductor.

A very important shipping case was de-
cided by Chief Justice Barker yesterday
morning involving the forms of the bill
of lading and the clauses to be included
therein on cargoes shipped to South Am-
erican ports, and the liability of the cap-
tain to sign clean bills of lading.

George 8. Cushing obtained, on Jan. 27,
an injunction from the chief justice pre-
venting the bark Conductor from sailing,
on the ground that the captain of the
bark had Trefused to sign ordinary bills
of lading until demurrage K was settled.
An application - was . made to dis-
solve the injunction, and ‘the hearing came
on on Saturday and was adjourned until
yesterday morning. The argument before
the chief justice yesterday was as to what
clauses should be introduced in the bills
of lading.

H. H. MclLean, K. C., contended that
the bills of lading ghould contain the fol-
lowing clauses in addition to the clauses
contained in the bill of lading presented
for signature: ’

First—*“Vessel not: accountable for splits,
checks and stains.” ~ “Quality and measure-
ment unknown  to master.” Mr. Mclean
contended that these were the ordinary
and usual clauses put on. bills of lading
of all cargoes shipped to South American
ports and supported his claim by a num-
ber of affidavits from ship brokers.

Second—Mr. McLean also contended that
the clause *“‘All other ¢onditions as per
charter party’”  should be .added to the
bills of lading, and cited the case of Ser-
raino vs. Campbell, 1 Q. B 1891, page 284,
to show that unless those words were in-
cluded in the bill of lading the ship owner
would lose his claim for demurrage against
indorsees of the bills of lading.

Third—Mr. McLean ; further contended
that_the bill of lading should contain the
same clause as regarf ngers of paviga-
tion as was in the charte¥ party, und that
the words in the bills of ‘lading “dangers
of the sea” were not siufficient, and that
the full clause should read, “Dangers of

The Times is indebted to Mr. Alexander
Macaulay, who is with the Canadian curl-
ers in Scotland, for a copy of the Edin-
burgh Scoteman of January 18, containing
the following exccHent account of the Can-
adians arrival in lKngland.

With a gay display of tam-o-shanters,
tartan, and heather, and a loud =skirling
of bagpipes, the Canadian curhing team,
now paying a return wisit to the Scattish
and English Curling Associations,were wel:
comed at Liverpool on Saturday morning,
when they landed from the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway mail steamer Xmpress of Ire-
land. The liner;arrived from Canada in
the Mersey on Friday night, but for gen-
eral conveni the pa geérs were, not
landed till daybreak on Saturday morning.
The weather was cold and frosty, and
snow fell at intervals.

As soon as the gangways were available,
a deputation representing the English and
Scottish curling clubs boarded the steam-
er, led by Pipe-Major Mackay, of the Liv-
erpool Scottish Rifles, sending forth gaily
the strains of “Royal' Charlie.” Most of
the deputation werc wearing the tam-o-
ehanters with which they went through
the enjoyable playing tour in, Canada six
years ago, and at the head of the pagty
strode ex-Proyost-D. R. Gordon, of Bath-
gate, bearing on high: he be-ribboned: far-
tan heather broom:.  Among others, were
the Rev. John Kerr, chaplain of the Roy-
al Caledonian Club; Mr. Robert - Husband,
of Dunfermaline; and Mr. A. Davidson
Smith, secretary. To the saloon marched
the deputation, and' there they heartily
greeted the assembled Canadian curlers,
every man of whom wore a_buttonhole
gprig of Canadian-grown heather. They
are thirty-seven of the finest players,!
drawn from all over the great Dominien.

Mr. " Husbhand, in a” cordial welcome
gpeech, said they were delighted with the
enthusiasm displayed in Scotland over the
visit, and the heartiness with which the:
taur had been taken up by the Canadian
Provinces, 1f the visitors did not npjny!
their tour, it certainly. would not be the
fault of the Scottish curlers.

The Hon. Duncan @ Cameron Fraser,
speaking for the.Canadians, -said they had
come over not alone for the purpose of
winning, but to meet the people of Scot-
land,. the stock whence they had sprung.
They would win if they could—(laughter)
—but if they did not, they would part as
cheerfully as theyshad met. (Applause.)
It was not necessary for the deputation to
tell them that they were welcome,because
they knew whenever any of them came to
Bcotland their gregting was as worm as
they themselves extended to Scotsmen in
Camada. Canadians, he said, had but one
purpose, and that was that the stronglink
which :bound Canada and the mother
country together would never be broken.
(Loud applause.) He regretted that awing
to an accidént the day before sailing Col-
onel Stevenson, whom they knew so well,
had been prevented from - joining the
party. Amid general applause, Mr. Fraser
gaid that they had landed as near to Scot-
land as possible with Canadian-grown
heather. Their friends could well under-
stand that people who had the glorious
privilege of wearing heather in Canada
shared the same sympathies as those in
the motherland.

Witha the noisiy warm. send-ofi from the
English curling representation at Liver-
pool &till ringing in their ears, the Can-
adian visitors, with their Scottish friends,
settled down in the special train for what
was anticipated to be an uneventful run
to Kdinburgh. But the weather clerk’s
wintry—and to the visitors not unlikeable
—welcome had an unexpected drawback.
1t furnished an early, and somewhat .sur-
prising incident for the history of the
the visit.
