Daring the last nine months of 1894 there
were 112 legal executions in the United
States, and during the same period of time
165 persons met their death at the hands of
Judge Lynch. For the eight years from
1886 to 1894 there were 917 legal executions,
as against 1,495 iilegal executions, otherwise
lynchings. Most of these were of negroes,
and the crimes they committed were similar
to that of the man lynched last week.

The church congress held in England a

The Fredericton Herald says: “A bye.
law in course of preparation by the Monc-
ton civio authorities, might prove a popular
thing in Fredericton, where transient trad-
ers, pediers and the like nsnally get off with
very light fees for doing business. The scale
proposed at Moncton fixes the license fee
for pedlers of a certain class at §1 per day,
$5 per week, aud $40 per year ; for lnothu;.
class $2 per day, $10 per week, and $60 per
year. The fees for transient traders, hand-
lers of bankrupt stocks, &c., have not yet
been fixed. Merchants of Fredericton as

well as of Moncton, who ara paying heavy
taxes, are complaining, and not withont
reason, that the present bye-laws do ‘nct
afford them adequate protection. Transient
traders take large sums of money out of the
town, and make, as a rule, very small con-
tributions to the taxes.”

The Town Council of Chatham met in
regular monthly session on Monday evening,
His Worship, the Mayor presiding.
. NEW TABLES.
Since the last meeting a large oaken table,
covered with imitation pebbled leather and
fitted with drawers, for the use of the
Muyor and Aldermen, and a similar one of
smaller dimensions for the reporters had
been put in the room, much improving iis
appearance as a council chamber.

,ALD. KICOL DENIES.
The mioutes of the last meeting being
read by the clerk—
Ald Nicol said he desired to direct
attention to what he believed to be an error.
It was stated in the minutes that he had
praposed to make the price of the strip of
land in front of Capt. Allen’s property oc
Water Street $150, whereas he firmly be-
lieved he had asked the Cbuncil to make it
no such sam. He then ceeded to give
what he recoliected as the di ion on the
subject and said that his statement that
Capt. Allen asked $150 for the land must
have been confused with the sum of $125
wh.ch he had intended to and, he believed,
did propose that the Cuuncil should offer for
it.

Ald. Watt said Ald. Nicol had stated the
matter exactly as it was. He also wanted
» verbal alterativn, the word *‘of’ changed
to *“4f” 1n a resolution relaticg to the pro=
posed new steam fire engine. 'I'his latter
was agreed to, bat in regard to Ald. Nicol’s
clasim of error Clerk Connorg said he had no
disposition whatever to prejudice Alderman
Nicol and owed him his thanks for nominat-
ing him to the position of Town Clerk,
but he did not think he should be required
to change the minutes as Ald. Nicol suj-
gested, save by direction of the Council and
he would like to hear the viewas of other
Aldermen as to what they had understood
Ald. Nicol to propose.

The Mayor said his recollection wss that
someone had proposed a certain sum and
Ald. Bennett proposed $100, and then Ald.
Nicol proposed $§125 as a compromise.

Ald. Nicol said if he were now before his
Maker he would declare that he had intend-
ed from the first to propose $125,

Ald. Watt here stated that the Mayor
had orderad the minutes to be altered but
thie statement was showa by Ald. Bennett
to be incorrect.

Ald. Loggie said that what Ald. Nicol
stated he had eaid in reference to Capt.
Allen wantiog $150 for the land might have
been confounded with his proposing $125
for it. :

Ald. Murdoch said the Allens had made
no such offer. He (Ald. M.) had said they
might sccept $150.

Io reply to Ald. Nicol All. Coleman said
he had objected to $150 when it was pro-
pused as the price.

After the matter was further discussed—
Ald. Bennett said he had a perfectly
distinet recollaction that $150 was the sum
named by Ald. Nicol while $125 was pro-
posed as a compromise, and he certainly
gathered from what Ald. Nicol said that
but for the opposition offered the blank
would have been filled with $150. He had
ao distinct recollection of the exact words
but remembered Ald. Nicol proposing $150
Ald. Watt again backed up Ald. Nicol's
staternent snd said it was a strange thing
that the clerk should refuee to correct the
mioutes on the Mayoi’s order.

Ald. Bennett expressed his surprise over
Ald. Watt’s ignorance of proceedure and

.pointed out that the Mayor had given no

such order, beciuse he knew he had no
right to do so, the Council alone having
power to order corrections to be made.

The Mayor said he had not directed the
clerk t> alter the minutes. He supposed
that Ald. Nicol had been misundeystuod.

Ald. Bennett said he reme:}:ered that
Ald. Nicol bad said daring the discussion
on filliog the blank, that he (Bennett) had
said it would - cost $50 to expropriate the
land in question,

Ald. Nicol admitted this, but said the
question was what had he asked the
Council to give for the land ?
Ald. Rennett : I certainly inférred that
if there had been no opposition you would
have had the blaok filled with $150.
After the matter bad beeu further dis-
cussed—the debate lasting au hour—it
was ordered that the reference in the
minutes to what Ald. Nicol had eaid in
reference to the $150 be strurk out.

THE ALLEN PROPERTY.

Ald. Nicol presented some arguments in
favor of Mr. Winslow’s proposition, and said
that if the bonds would eventunally bring 102
it would be equal to Mr. Williston’s offer,
He proceeded to figure with a pencil un a
sheet of paper in front of him tu make ;the
calculation which would demopstrate, his
assertion, but finally stopped, "sdying one
could not well work his head »hen hé ‘weg |
on his feet, bot he explained that he hs
figured it out before an!l it wias as
he had stated. On the whole, how-
ever, the committee thought Mr. Williston's
offer should be accepted. He then moved,
seconded by Ald. Bennett ‘That $10,000
worth of Debentures be offered to E,; P.
Willistou at the rate he names in his tepder
and that the finance committee be author-
ised to conclude the necessary arrangemerts
—the Mayor and Town Treasurer being
hereby authorised and empowered to sign
bonds to extert of $10,000, with coupons
attached.” Adopted.

TREASURER’S BONDS,

Ald. Nicol read offers of guarantee ¢om-
panies on the subject of furnishing bonds for
the Town Treasurer. They ranged from
70c. per $100 up to one per cent. Aftet tho
matter was briefly discussed, the offer of
the London Guarantee and Accident Com-
pany, represented in Chatham by Miss
Frances Gillespie, was favored and,on motion
of Ald. Loggie seconded by Ald. Niool it
was

Resolved, that the finance:-committee be
aathorised to obtain a guarantee bond from
the London Guarantee and Accident Oom-
pany 1o faver of the Town Treasurer for the
sum of $10,000 for the term of one year at
the rate of 87 per thousand.

FIRE, WATER AND SEWERAGE.

Ald. Watt submitted the following :—
At a meeting of the Fire Committee of
the town it was on motion resolved that
it is the opinion of this committee that
before the Council make any further ex-
penditare for fire purposes it would be
advisable to secure the opinion of an expert
in reference to the feasibility and probable
cost of a system of water works for our
town. :
Ald. Bennett said he would like to have
s competent engineer consulted in referance
to the mostjsuitable sites for engine houses.
The Mayor read the following letter :—

St. S1rPHEN, Oct. 24th, 1896.

Dear Dr:—Your favor duly recéived.
Your Town Council woald surely have ' the
power under their charter to make any little
exp-nditure of a few doliars for preliminary
survey, looking towards water works under
the clause which enables the Town to pro-
tect itself againsg fire.
That question was raised here when we
made our contract, but the contragt was:
otade and the necessary legislation was got
afterward. The people were a unit.’ If our
company should take hold of the matter
they would agree to pay back any necessary
expensey for surveys made by the Town or
individuals. At least they did it here and
I kraw they would do so there. Tbe infor-
mation as to cost ought to be got thbis fall
80 a8 to have the winter to prepare the
necessary work that always has to be done
in an undertaking of that kiad.

SNOW PLOW,

Ald Bennett said he thought some steps
should be taken to procare something better
and more modern than the towno now had
in the wayof a soow plow. One of the
model of that used in Fredericton, which
was adjustable to different widths, would
be a great improvement, and tenders for jne
might be asked for,

ENGINE ACCOMMODATIOK,

Ald Nicol referred to the fact that the
town would probably soon have two steam
fire engines, while it had a house for ouly
one. Although the one now in use wonld
bave togo into vhe repair shop,. it could
not be long kept there. What was to be
done ?

ALD. WATT ARD THE old POST OFFICE,

Ald. Watt said he had a letter from
the Public Works Departmens. It said
that the Depaitment had been advised by
Mr. Mitchell to communicate with him on
the subject of the old custom house and
postoffice building and it went oz to gay :—

Bennett said
$5 was paid by Mr. Snoowball for this
privilege last year.

STEAM FERRY.

The Mayor also read a resolution of the
Council of the Chatham Board of Trads

Watt
objecting that he would occapy the whols
wharf and prevent the Town from having
the benefit of it for a part of next summer
at least. He ssid it was worth more than

Ald. Benunett asked the Treasurer how
muoch wharfage had been collected by the
Town last summer.

THE W. C. T. U. MEMORIAL.

Ald. Beonett said that before the Council
closed he had a few words to say in refer-
ence to the communication which had been
read by His Worship from the Women’s
Christian Temperance Union. The facts
stated in the first part thereof were, he had
reason to believe, correct, but the laxity
that prevailed in the enforcement of the
Cnnada Temperance Act was chargeable
with the condit'on of things represented.
His remarks on this subject were wade
wholly free from personal interest or bias,
and he desired to say that when the law
placed in the hands of an officer the power to
stop the liquor traffic he should exercise it.
He had always contended that the Scott
Act, having been framed with the object of
suppressing the liquor traffic, it should not
be administered for purposes of revenue to
those charged with enforcing it. If we

us have the license law in force, but let us
not, while pretending to enforce the Canada
Temperance Act, which is a prohibitory
measure, ignore its - prohibitory provisions
and run it for revenue, as has been done in
this town and county.

under the said Act within the said Town after
a first conviction a second offence avd that
following a third offence —and that it is the
wish of this Council that the pelice force of
the Town assict in the suppressior of the
liquor traffic.

THE FERRY.
Ald. Cul ref erred to the early date

offences, but provides that the violater
shall, for a third offence, be sent to prison.
Why is it that there are no complsints or
convictions for third offences? Whose fault
is it that violaters of the Act for
more than second offences are not tried
for third offences? Is it the fault of the
policemen? Hew long would the traffic
stand in Chatham if the Act were proper-
ly carried out—if the power for sup-
pressing it provided in the Act were
exercised by the officer appointed for the
purpose ? Let . the Women’s Christian
Temperance Union not come to usin the
way they have done, but rather let them
ask the officer, for-whose maintenance in
his positiou they have petitioned time and
sgain, why he makes first and second
offences of violations which the law says
shall be third offrnces? Let them reflect
that if that officer carried out the law as’
he is honestly bound to do, for the
suppression of the traffic and not
to make money out of it, there
would not be the -increasing druuken-
ness in the Town of which they justly
complain. He ‘believed, with Lord Chief
Jastice Coleridge that most of the criminals
were made and the jails filled by the traffic ;
he had never been other than an upholder
of tempevance ; he had never a'lowed intoxi-
cating liquor to pass his lips, but he was not,
for “that reason to refrain from speaking
plainly at such a time as this. He, there-
foz_-e. did mnot hesitate to say that the blane

Temperande Act ‘arid the consejuent drunk-
enness complained of, lay at the door of the
officer charged with its enforcement. He,
bimself, knew how true it was that drink-
ing was on the increase in the town. He
had seen mere boys intoxicated. He knew
one case in which a hoy had gone home to
his mother in an intoxicated condition and
the poor mother was heart.broken over it.
If, instead of being after the dollsrs and
cents involved in the prosecutions, those
entrusted with the enforcement of the Jaw
would carry it cut in its integrity, much of
the drunkenncss and other evils of the
traffic woull bestamped out. He believed
the lnspetor was quite capabls of stamping
it out, if he wounld only doit, If law be
law, carry it out, instead of trifling with it;
as itis mow the evil is not reached and
grappled with asthe law says it shall be.
The cause of the evils set forth in the
petition is found in the course of those for
whose maintenance in office the petitioners
have been clamorous and the traffic as it
exists in the town will not be suppressed
until the law is administered fog suppreesion
instead of revenue. ’

~ Ald. Watt said he did not intend to
make a speech, but he would simply move
that it is the wish of this Council that the
police shoull assist the Inspector in en-
forcing the Canads Temperance Act.

Ald. Nicol said he was eatircly in sym.
pathy with the memorial. It was already
the duty of the police to assist the Iaspector;
no doubt if they did their duty they could
do much to do away with corner drinking.
He spoke merely to show which side he
was on,

Ald. Mourdoch doubted whether the
motion of Ald. Watt would have much |
effect on the policemen; he thought they
frequented places where liquor was sold.
Policemen should, themselves, be in  ocondi-
tion, at all times, to enforce respect for the
laws and to agsist the Inspector in doing so.

Ald. Loggie cou'd not see that there was
much io the reference of the pet tion to men
drinking out of bottles. If they were
drupk or disorderly the police could. deal
with them, but: he -doubted ' whether they
could be deslt with formerely drinkiag
from a bottle, 1t was in order, he thought
for the Council to say that the 'policemen
should assist the Inspector in enforcing the
Act. Could not the attention of the County
Council be directed t> the petition.? He
was entirely in sympathy with the petition-
ers and would like for the Council to do all
in its power to meet their views and assist
in having the law carried out. He was
sorry to hear of the prevalent drunkenness,
but was not before aware of it.

Ald. Bennett said Ald, Watt’s motion
did not aim at the principal in the neglect
that was manifest in the admioistration of
the law, but at the agens, Let us, said he,
hit at the man we wean and vot at the
policemen. Everybody knew that the
police were, in this matter, practically the
servants of the Inspector. When he places
papers in their hands they are to execute
them, Was there any man present
who would say they had ever been neglect-
ful in serving papers? Was there any com-
plaing of that kind? Could anyone say they
failed in this respect? Ndione could do so.
Then why ack the council to say that the
police should assist the Inspector ia enfor-
cing the Act? The police are the servauts
of the council to prevent disorder, to arrest
for drunkenness, etc. What is complained
of? It is the inorease of drunkeuness, and
it is plain that that is chargeable to the
Inspector becsuse he does not enforcé the
Aot as a repressive and prohibitory measure,
but for revenue.

The supreme court had decided in the
St. Stephen case that the Town had the
right to 8cott Act fines collccted within it
and we might, ourselves, undertake the
enforcement of that law, but let us not strike
at the poor policemen and be afraid of the
resl offender in the matter. It was un-
manly to strike at them when they were
not responsible--to perpetrate an outrsge in
the name of justice. Let ue vindicate jus-
tice, but let us not attempt to do.it by
committing sn injustice, He would move
that the inspector for the county be directed
to make the first subscquent offence twithin
the Town under the C.T. Act s second
offence and the'eecond a thuzd offence.

Ald. Wattcontended that his resolution
was no censure on the policemen but merely
a request for them to assist in the enforce-
ment of the Act. -

Ald. Nicol said he couldn’t see why Ald.

Watt’s colorless resolution had given rise to
80 animated a discussion on Ald. Bennet's
part. .
Ald. Loggie said that ant.l there was some
evidence that the policemen failed in their
duty of assisting the Inapector, it was not
fair to pass Ald. Watt's resolution. If they
were remiss in their duty it would be right
to remind them of it.

The subject was further discussed and it
was agreed on sll hands that the implied
charges sgainst the policemen ought to be
referred to the police committee, who at
present have cootrcl of the force and, as
contended by Alds. Beanett and Coleman,
the policemen should have the right to meet
their aconsers and asnswer them. Ald.
Bennett said let us not, as Las been done
even in some courts, condemn men before
they are heard. [Here Police Magistrate
McCulley, who was present as a spectator,
8aid :—What did you do in a certain case
not long rgo?] Ald. Bennett ssid outside
parties muet understand that their unseem-
ly iuterruptions would not be tolerated for
amoment. After further discussion, Ald.
Watt consented to withdraw his resolution
and it war—

. Moved by Ald, Bennett seconded by Ald.
Watt that the petition of the W. C. T. U.
be referred to the police committee ; that in
the opinion of this Council the Inspector
appointed by the Municipal Council for the
