Whereas, a bill has been intrafiuced
in the parliament of Canada by Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, creating the new pro-
vinces of SasKatchewan and Alberta;

And whereas, section 16 of said bill
contains a provision by which a sys-
tem of séparate schools becomes for
all time a constitutional obligation on
the part of the new proVinces;

And whereas, such legislation is in
disregard of provinetal liberty as guar-
anteed by the British North America
Act, and a wanton overthrowal of the
principle of separation of church and
etate;

And whereas, we believe that a sys-
tem of separate schools will strike a
fatal blow at our natienal life, while a
free non-sectarian school system will
tend to bind all the different nation-
alities into a united people, and creat-
ing in the heart of the great west a
spirit of true Canadian ‘citizenship and
loyalty to the great Empire of which
we are a part;

And whereas, this order exists that
it may stand always for equal rights,
for the maintenance of 'free non-sec-
tarian schools, and for devotion to the

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development of Canada as an integral
bart of the British Empire;

Therefore resolved, that this Loyal
Ox.-ange'Gra,nd Lodge 'of New Bruns-
wick, in ‘annual session assembled,

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JAPANESE OCCUPIED
“TIE PASS AT MIDNIGHT.

e e

Sharp Engagement Eight Miles to Southward, in Which Japs Lost
1000 Killed---Newspaper Correspondent Said to Have Been

Murdered by Chinese.

NEWCHWANG,; March 18.---The Japanese occupied Tie
Pass Wednesday midnight. .

Meagre reports have been received
from a Russian source of a fight eight
miles south of Tie Pass between a
Russian force under General Mistchen-
ko and a. Japanese column, the iden-
tity of which is unknown. The latter
was repulsed, it is said, with a loss of
1,000 killed. The rumor that after the
evacuation of Mukden, eighty foreign-
ers, including an American newspaper
correspondent, had been murdered by
Chinese, is discredited by the fact that
the correspondent in question' reported
to his paper on March 14 that he had
been captured by the Japanese and
was being taken to Kobe.. A steamer
arriving at Singapore reports having
pased a squadron of twenty-two Jap-
anese warships about 20 miles east of
the entrance of the Straits of Malacca.
Two Japanese cruisers and two auxil-
iary cruisers : previously arrived at
Singapore. Presumably these vessels
are on the way westward in search of
the Russian second : Pacific squadron,
last reported in Madagascar waters.

ST. PETERSBURG, March 16, 2 a.
m.—Flanking tactics by the Japanese
apparentiy are in progress again, the
Associated Press correspondent, who
remains at Tie Pass at the cost of
great personal hardship, telegraphing
that General Mistchenko on March 14
engaged a Japanese force on the Rus-
sian right. It is possible that the at-
tacking force is a Japanese column
which disappeared from observation
during the battle of Mukden. The Jap-
anese do not appear to have renewed
the frontal attack up to noon yester-
day, the demonstration on - Tuesday
having shown that the Russians were
preparéd to make a determined resist-
ance.

_JThe office of the censor 'has already
been removed to Santoupu, a . point
eight miles north of Tie Pass, and
there are intimations that it may soon
be established even farther north. The
Associated Press correspondent,
though saying nothing regarding the
commissariat arrangements ' for the
troops, declares that the newspaper
correspondents have practically been

starved out of Tie Pass. This may, ,
perhaps, be an indication of the
amount of food available for the army,
immense quantities of which were de- |
stroyed at Mukden, where practically
the entire reserve commissariat had |
been accumulated.

The rumor of the murder of eighty
foreigners, including Richard H. Lit-
tle, correspondent of the Chicago Daily
News, at Mukden, is hoped and be-
lieved here to be unfounded. It isas-
sumed that they may have been cap-
tured by the Japartese.

ST. PETERSBURG, March 15, 7.07
p. m.—M, Kiriloff, one of the Associat-
ed Press Russian correspondents who
was wounded at Liaoyang, continuing ;
today his description begun yesterday |
of the causes of the Russian defeats,

has drawn +a powerful picture of the ;

complete, criminal lack of knowledge '
on. the part of the Russians of the
country and the enemy’'s movements,
and of the utterly imprudent gossip
and babbling which acquaints the
Japanese with every movement and
plan ‘before they are inaugurafed.

M. Kiriloff adds that the blame for
the successive defeats is not Kuropat-
kin's. It is simply due to the fact that
the machine is out of order. A good
workman wa® given bad helpers and
miserable tools. The mishaps at first
were attributed to the defensive posi-
tion of Kuropatkin and it was said
that when the Rustians assumed the
initiative all would be well. This was
not realized, because every movement
was preordained to failure by thé pre-
mature publication or dilatory execu-
tion of the plans. ;

The merest stripling syb-lieutenant
chatters recklessly and informedly of
dispositions and - movements which
should be known only to a few chiefs.
The disposition and plans of the battle
of Shakhe river, for example, were
openly discussed several days in ‘ad-
vance in the ralilroad restaurant at
Mukden in the hearing of many Chi-
nese, civilians .and camp  followers.
The general staff gives information to
whomsoever asks for it.

While thus opening the Japanese

“eyes the Russians closed theirs. Not

only company and battalion command-
ers, but even colonels and at times
commanders of divisions enter into
battle ignorant of the very manoeuvres
they are expected to execute,

The Russian intelligence department
is defective. It knows nothing of the
Japanese movements or pesitions; not
only in the unsettled mountainous re-
gions, but even on the populated plains
of Manchuria. Instead of easily secur-
ing . the sympathy of the Chinese, the
Russians alienated them and they now
side with the Japanese.

Kuropatkin is also hampered by fan-
tastic reports from nervous quarters,
particularly those of Rennenkampff.

The late Lieut. Gen. Keller was also
at fault. Kuropatkin was obliged to
reprimand him sharply shortly before
his death. “These causes existed and
still exist. The army has been defeat-
ed in the past and present and will be
in the future unless they are remedied.

SANTOUPU, March 15, noon.— A
saaguinary combat occurred on March
14 on the central advanced line of the
Russian army eight miles south of
Tie Pass. The Russians repulsed the
attack and even made a small ad-
vance through a thousand corpses of
Japanese, and advancing a large force
on the right flank,where General Mist-
chenko, who has taken command of
his detachment, though his wound has
not yet healed, is holding the Japanese
in check. The Russian troops have re-
gained their normal spirits and fought
cheerfully. A

It is rumored that Chinese killed
eighty . foreigners.in Mukden after the
Russian evacuation of that place, in-
cluding, it is said, Correspondent Little
of the Chicago Dally News. The fate
of M. Nadeau, a French newspaper
correspondent who lived with Mr.
Little, is unknown. A message was
sent to Field Marshal Oyama today
asking for information as to the fate
of the two correspondents, M. Nadeau
is reported to have been captured by
the Japanese.

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OTTAWA LETTER.

OTTAWA, March 11.—The length of
the session is a question that is being
deeply considered by many of the
members whe left home early in Jan-
uary under the impression that as
there was not miuch business t6o come
up this year of a controversial nature
they would be abdle te return in a
couple of monthsa, They now see they
were deceived and that seed time will
be over ere they can leave the capital.
One of the best imformed of the com~
mons’ attaches remarked yesterday, in
connection with the laying of certain
supplies, that prorogation would take
place before the 24th of May. Inter-
viewed as to the basis of this state-
ment the officer told the Sun man that
the house would exhaust itself discus-
sing the autonomy bill and once that
measure was disposed of there would
be an overwhelming desire to pull. up
stakes and get out. With hot weather
approaching the members would hast-
en rapidly, and experience had taught
him that when this mood was on par-
liament did not waste time over trifies.
A few extra morning sittings could
wipe many things off the slate with
little or no debate.

" Dr. Daniel made some interesting in-
quiries in committee of supply last
night, first regarding ths item of $1,-
" 828,500 for the National Transcontinen-
tal rallway to cover cost of surveys,
eonstruction and otker expenses, and
later touching quarantine matters in
New Brunswick and along the Maine
boundary line. Hon. Mr. Emmerson
admitted, under fire, that there was a
niietake in using tne word ‘“‘construc-
tion,” as not a dollar of the grant was
to be devoted to that purpose, and
amended the item accordingly, although
Dr. Sproule of Fast Grey, raised the
point that it was not competent for
the house te make any change in the
object of estimates whicl: had receiv-
;ed the approval of the. governor gen-
| general before obtalning his excel-
‘lency’s consent to the alteration. Tech-
nically and constitutionally Dr. Sproule
may be right, but as a matter of fact
neither Lord Grey nor any other noble-

‘cause I was not aware whether the
agricultural department i becoming
scompletely militarized. I motice that
the port physician at St. John has been
made the principal military officer of
the district. It seems that the example
of the hon. minister is extending to
his officiale’’ ——

{ Hon. Mr. Fisher—‘A good example.”
- Dr. Daniel—“And that the agricul-
tural department is really getting very
much mixed up with the department of
militia and defense. Would the fact
of this officer occupying both positions
not interfere with the performance of
his duty?” This, continued Dr. Daniel,
is a permanent office, and I do not see
how a man living on Partridge Island
could attend to duties that required
his presence in the city.

Pressed to the wall, Hon. Mr. Fisher
said his department had no knowledge
that Dr. March had been appointed
principal medical officer to the militia
district—the very same reply made by
the minister of militia a few days ago
when his attention was called to the
fact by the member for St. John city.
Mr. fisher thought that a permanent
office which would require Dr. March’s
constant attendance for other purposes
than those of quarantine would be in-
compatible with his pesition as quarap-
tine officer, but until he knew what the
office is and the nature of its duties,
he could not say anything about it.
that the minister of agriculture pos-
sessed no exact knowledge of the du-
ties of quarantine officers, Dr. Dandel
in his quest for information terro-
gated Hen. Mr. Fisher, but with the
like ill success, regarding the relative
working of quarantine along rallway
lines and that in vogue along the ses
coast. Dr. Daniel did mot speak from
a partizan standpoint, 4@ not haress
the minister, did not dlsplay eny heat.
He warnted information and acecepted
what little he could get with satisfac-
tion. Haxd he desired to be nasty, he
might have acquginted the house with
some interesting detalls regarding the
perfunctory msfiner in which guaran-
tine was enferced at McAdam Juno-
tion during the late smzllpox soare,

with an application to Hon. Mr. Fish-
er as to how many medical men were
employed in connection with gquaran-
tine how many by the department of
agciculture, and if the two departments
were working in unison regarding the
inspection of immigrants. Mr. Fisher
had to acknowledge there was no ar-
rangement between the two services.
“Ships when they come in,” said Can-
ada’s chief farmer, ‘whether they have
immigrants or not, have to obtain a
free clearance from the gquarantine
doctors. They then come to the shore
and land their passengers, when the
immigration officials take charge of
the immigrants and inspect them. The
diseases for which the immigrant doc~
tors examine the immigrants are. not
what are called gquarantinable dis-
eases.”

The minister’s remarks in this con-
nection were more particularly in an-
swer to R. L. Borden, who pointed out
that according to an item in a Halifax
newspaper, some gentlemen who had
conducted & tracoma hospital in that
city had disposed of it to the govern-
ment.. Mr. Fisher sald that tracoma

.and favus weré not quarantinable dis-

eases and the quarantine doctors would
not stop people affected with them, but
the immigration authorities had power
under a special act to do so. ‘““There
was not concerted action because the
two sgervices were for twe different

.purposes.”

It will strike most people that there
should be one concerted system of pro-
tecting Canada against the introduc-
tion of disease and that immigrants of
a most undesirabie type shouid not be
permitted to slip through the border
lines because two branches of the gov-
ernment, that of agriculture and that
of the interior do not clasp hands.

After Mr. Fisher had promised to
give consideration to Mr. Wilson's sug-
gestion regarding combined action and
the abolition of double expense on the
country for two sets of nfedical officers,
Dr. Daniel asked the minister to ex-
plain the orders given to quarantine
officers regarding the examination of
ships arriving at any quarantine port
in Canada — what directions the offi-
cers were required to carry out and
what vessels they were not required
to examine.’ This again stumped Hon.
Mr. Fisher, who took refuge behind a
pamphlet of instructions, some twenty
pages thick, offering to read any par-
ticular section the member for St.
John desired. The debate that en-
suzd tells its own story:

Dr. Daniel—I know that sometimes

these regulations differ from those in
force at other times. Sometimes' ves-
sels north of Hatteras coming to my
own port of St. John are not required
to be examined by the quarantine offi-
cers. So that as far as the quarantine
by water goes, under those circum-
stances, we are not defended in any
way against noxious or contagious dis-
eases from those ports and occasion-
ally we suffer on that account.
- Mr. Fisher—~My hon. friend is quite
right in saying that the regulations
differ a little according to the circum-
stances. When there is not known to
be any epidemic in the states on the
Atlantic seaboard, north of New York
—New York and not Hatteras is taken
as the extreme Iimit south for that
purpose—those vessels are treated with
respéct to quarantine as theugh they
came from our ports, and are not ex-
amined. Any: vessels coming from
ports south of New York are exam-
ined. If any epidemic disease exists
in the seaboard states, vessels from
those ports are examined. Lately there
wa a smallpox epidemic in the United
States north of New York, and for a
while vessels from there coming to a
Canadian port were examined for
smallpox. But that order has been re-
scinded because the epidemic there has
disappeared. That was the only occa-
sion lately when vessels from ports
north of New York were examined,

e

Dr. Daniel—What are the regulations
in force with regard to‘cases of infec-
tious diseases which did not make their
appearance when the vessel was exam-
inced by the quarantine officer, but
showed themselves a day or two after?
Upon what authority is thrown the
expense of looking after any such case
of infectious disease? As we all know,
the incubating period of some diseases
runs almost up to a fertnight, so that
a person from New York or any other
place might arrive at St. John or any
other port apparently free from the
disease and pass gquarantine inspec-
tion, but after h: been in the place
for some days the disease which had
been contracted in New York might

Having made it abundantly clear
break out. What is the policy of the
department in regard to such cases?

Mr. Fisher-—~When the vessel comes
to port and is examined by the quar-
antine officer, if there appears to be no
disease on board she is given a quar-
antine clearance. The moment ‘she
receives that clearance and goes into
a Canadian port she is held to be with-
in the bounds of the province in which
that port is stiuated, and the disease
is treated the same as if it broke out
in a house on shoré. It becomes a pro-
vincial matter, to be dealt with under
the laws of the province. The domin-
ion government is not liable. A num-
ber of cases of that kind have come
up and applications have been made
for compensation, but the department
of justice declared emphatically that
the government was not in any way
responsible.

Dr. Daniel-Does the minister pay
for quarantining by land — by rail-
way? Would the minister tell us what
the orders are that are given to the
gentleman who carrfes on this duty at
MeAdam and Dimsborough oceasion-
ally? ;

MP. Fisher—What work is done along
the fromtier we do there. When there is

—
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or known to exist, he was examined
to see if there was sign of disease and
then allowed to proceed. The officers
were cmployed by the month. Where
and when the disease died out the of-
ficers were released, and, if the disease
again became epidemic they were tak-
ed on again. That was the case more
than once at McAdam Junction. These
officers were paid $100 a month when
they were at work. s

Dr. Daniel—Who gave the directions
as to the duties of these officers? Was
it the director general of public health,
Dr. Montizambert?

Mr. Fisher—Yes.

Dr. Daniel—The minister states
there was a quarantine physician at
St. John, I notice in the auditor gen-
eral’s report that another medical
gentleman, Dr. Scammell, was there
for a month at the rate of $4¢ a day.
Was he taken during the holidays giv-
en to the regular quarantine physi-
cian?

Mr. Fisher—I know Dr. Scammell
has taken Dr. March’s place on one or
two occasions. It was possible he was
acting while Dr. March was away on
leave of absence.

Dr. Daniel-Twenty-seven days.

Mr. Fisher—It must have been un-
der a leave of absence, because we
never appointed a second officer there.

Dr. Daniel—{Is it usual to give quar-
antine officers one month out of twelve
leave of absence?

Mr. Fisher—That is not the prac-
tice. R. A. P.

OTTAWA, March 13.—Now that the
Rat Portage hockey team has picked
up its sticks and rushed off to Mont-
real, the average citizen of the capital
should be able to pay a little attention
to what i{s passing on Parliament Hill.
Ottawa is essentially a city of ama-
teur sports, although it puzzles an out-
sider somewhat when he discovers that
about every player in hockey, lacrosse
et al, is remunerated for his services,
to understand wherein the participants
in these amateur spots differ from pro-
fessionals. But apart from such 2
miner consideration as the purity of
the arena, Ottawa deserves credit for
the loyalty with which it backs up its
teams. It gets together the best men
it can from all parts of the country,
even if they have to be given positions
in the civil eervice to retain them here,
and when they play ecrowds the box
office treasury with crisp bills and
cheers the players to the echo. For
years Ottawa has held the lacrosse
and hockey championships of Canada,
although just now its lacrosse glory
is under a passing cloud, and has held
them on its merits. Saturday’s hoc-
key game with the visitors from Rat
Portage was the best ever played here
and the local papers devote as much
space to it as they would to a budget
speech. Seats were at an enormous
premium and speculators made much
money, although in their avarice they
overdid the business and did not come
out as far ahead as they had anticipat-
ed. The solemn quiet of a bright and
bracing Sabbath afternoon was rude-
ly broken by the cheers and yells of
the thousands who assembled at the
railway station to give ‘“the Rats” an
enthusiastic send-off. In the mari-
time provinces such an act would be
regarded as flagrant Sabbath desecra-
tion. Here, however, in the God-fear-
ing province of Ontario, such events
pass as mere common-place inci-
dents. There was a time not so long
ago when the Ottawa electric street
cars were not permitted to run on
Sundays.

Dr. Daniel reminded the minister he
had made no reference whatever to
‘‘gross earnings,’” but had simply stated,
that the amount of freight carried
over the I. C. R. last year was less
than that carried the year before. *“Let
me read to the minister his own report,
which is as follows: The freight traf-
fic amounted to $4,041,122, or 63 per
cent. of the gross earnings, a decrease
of $87,133. I made no reference at all
to the gross earnings; I am quite aware
there was a slight increase of gross
earnings last year over the year before,
but my reference was to the traffic,
and the idea I had in bringing the
matter up was that such occurrences
as this might be some reason why a
emaller amount of freight was carried.
If there is good care taken of the
patrons of the Intercolonial railway, 1
do not see why the business should not
increase. I can understand that if a
man goes to Mr. Stewart and tells him
that he 'is getting better treatment
from the Canadian Pacific railway, and
that such €an be shown to be the case,
it is reasonable to suppose that he
would transfer his business.’

Mr. Emmerson—I admit that if Mr.
Stewart was getting his freight hauled
over the Canadian Pacific Rallway
from Chicago to St. John for one cent
per hundred pounds less than the In-
tercolonial Railway rate, he would be
justified in sending his freight by the
Canadian Pacific Railway. - I have
stated, however, that it is the conten-
tion of the traffic manager of the In-
tercolonial Railway that the freight be-
tween Chicago and 8t. John must, un-
der the traffic agreement, pay the same
rate whether carried by the Intercol-
onial Railway or the Canadian Pacific
Railway. y

Dr. Danjel—I understand that.

Mr. Emmerson—I think it is fair that
this country should understand it, too,
and if it is true that the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway are cutting rates in vio-
lation of the agreement it should be
known.

Dr. Daniel—I have made no refer-
ence to the Canadian Pacific Railway
cutting rates, and I do not know that
the minister has any right to make
such an insinuation. There are other
things which count in the treatment
of patrons of a railway besides the
question of rates. My correspondent is
evidently complaining of the treatment
he gets by the railway, but as to whe-
ther any one gets better rates on the
Canadian Pacific Railway for the same
class of business than on the Intercol-
onial Railway I am not prepared to
say; the rates are supposed to be and
they probably are the same.

Mr. Emmerson—There are through
long haul rates.

Dr. Daniel—THhen the rates being the
same, there must be a difference in the
accommodation afforded by the two
roads or my correspondent would not
make such_a complaint. I shall be
very glad to pass this letter over to
Mr. Pottinger. This gentleman makes
the statement here that when a couple
of loaded cars were within a few yards
of the mill, although he cleared the
tracks with his own men, he could not
get the cars shunted. R Ax P,

DR. PATRICK IS
FIGHTING FOR LIFE.

He Appeared Yesterday on
Appeal For New Trial

L &

On the Ground That Millionaire Rice
Was Not Murdered But Died
of Heart Trouble.

- e

ALBANY, N. Y., March 14.—While
senators, assemblymen and state offi-
cers were being turned away from the
door on account of lack of room inside,
Albert T. Patrick sat before the robed
judges of the court of appeals this
afternoon and heard ex-Senator David
B. Hill argue his appeal from the judg-
ment convicting him of the murder of
William M. Rice, the New York mil-
lionaire. The- unusual event of a con-
demned murderer attending the argu-
ment of his own case before the high-
est state court brought crowds of peo-
ple to the capital, but only a small
proportion of them were successful in
getting a sight of the prisoner. Pat-
rick’s original intention was to ad-
dress the court, but upon the advice
of his counsel he remained silent.

Patrick’s case was not reached until
late in the afternoon. He was defend-
ed by ex-Senator Hill and Samuel Bell
Thomas of New York. Asistant Dis-
trict Attorney Howard Gans wag as-
sisted in the prosecution by former
Supreme Court Justice Judson S. Lan-
don.

Mr. Hill argued that the judgment
of conviction should be reversed and a
new trial granted, first, upon the
ground that no murder had been gom-
‘mitted, and that Rice had died, as the
attending physician testifled, as the re-
sult of old age and a weak heart, as
a remote case, with indigestion and
diarrhoea with mental worry as the
immediate cause. He declared that
the congested condition of the lungs
might have easily been caused by the
embalming fluid, and not by chloro-
form, as the prosecution alleged. He
pointed out that the conviction of
Patrick rested solely upon the evidence
of Valet Jones, a confessed murderer,
whose testimony for that reason alone
should have been disregarded. In this
connection he attacked the district at-
torney’s office for letting Jones fo free

without punishment of any kind, and |

alleged that Jones’ present immunity
from punishment was due to a bargain
between him and the prosecuting attor-
neys.

Mr., Hill declared that the evidence
regarding the condition of Rice’'s lungs
before the body was embalmed rested
solely- upon the testimony of two cor-
oners’ physicians who were not the
diinterested public officials they were
represented to be by the district at-
torney. As proof of this he said that
it had been discovered since the trial
that these witnesses had been privately
retained by the prosecution andwpaid
several thousand dollars for their ser-
vices in making experiments in the
effect of chloroformt upon the human
lungs.

The prosecution will be heard tomor-
row, and it is expected that the case
will- oecupy the attention of the court
for at least two days.

PARLIAMENT.

OTTAWA, March 13.—This being pri-
vate members’ day in the commons
there was nothing dene of ‘general in-
terest up to six o’clock, although at
times the debates were spicy. The first
nour was given up to the receipt of
petitions, mostly against the school
clauses of the autonomy bill, and sev-

eral government supporters: took ‘occa~ |

sion in presenting these: requests of
their constituents to say they did not
assume any responsibility therefor, as
the petitions had reached them under
cover at Ottawa and bore the imprint
and were probably written. by Dr.
sSproule of East Grey, Ontario. This
charge against the Orange Grand
Master of Canada was evidently in-
spired, as it received the héarty ap-
plause of the Quebec grit members,
which was cut short when Dr. Sproule
took the flodr on a question of privi-
lege and flatly contradicted having had
anything to do with the petitions ex-
cept to forward them by request to the
members of the constituencies, whom it
appeared did not possess the confi-
dence of a large portion of ‘the elec-
tors.

Most of the time was occupied by
Col. Sam Hughes in a patriotic speech
supporting his resolution of Jan. 12th,
to wit: “That in the opinion of the
nouse the hest interests of Canada and
the Empire at large would be ad-
~anced, and peace, progress and pros-
perity of humanity be assured, by full
partnership union of Great Britain and
her colonies, wherein there would be
a united im perial parliament, empower-
ed to deal with inter-imperial, inter-
national, commercial, financial and
other necessary national problems; but
jeaving to existing parliaments their
present powers, functions, control of
tariff, and other matters necessary for
their own purpose.”

MacPherson, liberal, of Vancouver,
replied to Col. Hughes in one of the
most senseless speeches heard in par-
liament in recent years. It was in-
tended to be vitriolic and dramatic,
but was simply ludicrous from start
to finish.

Whe speaker ruled against Johnston,
Who took back his words, but at once
charged Spmule with “issuing 'Orange
clrculq,rs_. leading to rebellion, as Col.
Sam “Htghes had ' told the Montreal
Gazette, which interview he read to the
house.

The debate was continued till 11.30,
when Col. Hughes withdrew his mo-
tion and the house adjourned.

OTTAWA, March 14—There was a
dramatic episode in the house just
beforse six o’clock today whe marine
and fisheries estimates were under
discussion. Foster had been heckling
Prefontaine over items in office con-
tingencies for new books, etc., to which
the minister had replled that it was
the practice when a minister was
transferred from one department to
another to take all books of reference
with him and that when he came into
possession of the marine portfolio, he
found only empty shelves, hence the
purchase of new books. This led Fos-
ter ta remark that he would not dis-
pute the statement now, but if a bill
came in from the successor to Hon. Mr.
Sifton he would take occasion to deal
with the alleged practice in straight-
forward terms. Nifton who was sitting
in the ministerial benches, jumped to
his feet and advancing across the floor
to the middle of the clerk’s table, ask-
ed Feoster what charge he had made
against him. Sifton, being hard of
hearing, had evidently misunderstood
Foster’s remarks, but when Foster re-
i plied in the most courteous tones that
he had based his statement on Pre-
fontaine’s version of the alleged prac-
tice of carrying off spoils and that he
would not believe even on ministerial
authority that Sifton could be guilty
of iny such thing, the ex-minister of
the interior instantly caught the point
and bowing and smiling, with earnest-
ly expressed thanks, returned to his
seat, realizing that he had only caught
half. of the story at the outset. Fos-
ter then went on with his argument
as if nothing had happened.

OTTAWA, March 14.—The Jacques
Cartier Club of Montreal, recently got
out petitions in favor of the autonomy
bill and are sending them all over
Quebec province for signatures. These
petitions are being forwarded to par-
liament under Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s
frank.

There is no truth in the report which
has been circulated in the press out-
side of Ottawa that Hon. Mr. Fitz-
patrick has resigned the portfolio of
Justice. Mr. Fitzpatrick was engaged
on..departmental work to a late hour
last night in his office at the depart-
ment, and because he could not be in
his seat in the house of commons at
the same time the rumor was put in
circulation that he had resigned.

The flood of petitions regarding the
School clauses of the autonomy bill
continues unabated. It is now in two
streams, petitions from Quebec pro-
vince supporting the eeparate school
clauses and petitions from most of
the balance of Canada against them.
Sifton was applauded as he presented
petitions against the measure.

The balance of the afterhoon was
most]y spent in discussing Hon. Mr.
Fisher's resolution to amend apple
packing regulations in effect in the in-
terest. of the steamship lines which
carry upper province apples to the
British and European markets.

PROVINCIAL FINANCE.

" The report of the auditor general of
Néw Brunswick, presented on Tuesday,
shows that the net debt of the pro-
vinice had increased to $3,415,624 at the
énd of 1ast October. At that date there
Wwids an over-expenditure of $17,764 on
account of the Lunati¢ Asylum, a débit
balance of $5,133 in the public works
department, a balance of $3,499 due to
the Bank of B. N. A. for advances to
the department of agriculture, an over-
expenditure of §10,000 on game ac-
count, and $4,104 due to the bank for
Hartland bridge advandes. Among
other liabilities is the ‘sum of $10,000
deposited by the Grand Falls Company,
which payment was included among
the current receipts of the year in the
gtatermment issued by the governmernt at
_the end of December. Wheén the at-
torney general claimed a surplus on
the year’s business he included this
deposit with the current income,

Criminal prosecutions cost $2,824 for
#ervices of gounsel. Of this sum, F. B.
Carvell of Woodstock received $442,
‘Mr. MdKeown following with $438, in
#ddition to $326 paid him during part
of the year as the salary of the solici-
tor general. Mr. J. R. Murphy was
paid 3424 for services in the Marston
ease, and Mr.'J. H. Barry $305 for his
jabors in the York courts. The sum of
$400 was paid to Mr. M. V. Paddock
for his analysis in the Marston and
Wooden cases.

Legisiative expenses include the pay-
ent of $1,850 to Dr. James Hannay
as reporter, and $600 for his services in
‘indexing legislative papers. Mr. George
W. Allen, who 18 2 member of the leg-
§slature and under the independence of
parliament act, is not ‘supposed to re-
gelve govemment money, seems to
have Bden paid during the year $713
for drafting and Indexing ldws and
surervising their publication, He ap-
pears also to have received $1,800 as re-
porter of the supreme court during the
year, though the payments ap-
paréntly cover two years. 'There is a
further payment to him of $100 for ser-
vices connected with the highway act;
another $100 for services re appeal to
the judicial committee, and $50 for
performing the duties of deputy
speaker. Altogether $2,763 was paid to
this member in addition to his indem-
nity and expenses,

As usual our ministers with their al-
leged low salaries have fared quite
well. The attorney general leads off
with official receipts ahout double
those of the attorney general of On-
tario, or of any other province, There
is first the modest salary of $2,100,
which forms a sort of nucleus of Dr.
Pugsley’s official income, the legisla-
tive indemnity of $500, the executive
travelling expenses, the legisla-

missioners. . Departmental travelling
expenses of the attorney general are
put down at $400. For settling suc-
cession duties there is an unusually
large payment of $2,649. It has been
assumed that these sums were paid to
the attorney general. While $850 is
specifically mentioned as paid to Dr.
Pugsley on account, the remainder is
set down opposite the estates settled.

In unforeseen expenditure, Dr. Pugs-
leéy is down for $4,6560 re appeal to the
privy council. Of this $305 is reported
as having beéen paid solicitor &nd
counsel, the rest evidently going on
account to the attorney general. Al-
together the attorney geneéral seems to
have cost the province some $10,000 last

out of the account when he does this
journal the honor to refer to its state-
ments on question of privilege.

The provincial secretary starts out
with a salary of $2,100, and $500 indem-
nity. He has a bill of $1,106 for travel-
ling expenses in the province, which is
{pretty good for a man who gives a
large part of his time to private busi-
ness and who travels on a pass. To
this must be added executive, legisla~
tive and commissioner’s travelling ex-
penses. But then Mr. Tweedie has
been two ministers. Hitherto it has
not been the custom at Fredericton or
Ottawa, or so far as is kriown at other
Canadian capitals, for an ac¢ting mine
ister with a portfolio of his own to
take the pay of both offices. But we
find that Mr. Tweedie drew $425 for the
July quarter and another $425 for the
October quarter as surveyor general,
whilé he was récelving $525 per quar-
ter as provineial secretary while tak-
ing' care of his own law practice,
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Other ministers have done their best.
Mr. Sweeney had not been very long
in office before the end of the year, but
his travelling expensés were $6860, and
Mr, Farris has expended $600.

The province expended $1,461 on im-
migration, though it is not clear where
or how.

There is an expenditure of $9,779 on
mining, chiefly for the purchase and
operation of a diamond drill.

Public printing is down for $12,690,
but this includeés only part of the
money paid to printing offices, and
takes no account of the consolidated
statutes. The Herald Publishing Com-
pany of Fredericton has a neat bill of
$3,750 in one place. My, J, H. Crockett
réceived $2,602; the late Mr. A, Lipsett,
$184; The Gazette Printing Company of
St. John, $8%6; Anslow Brothers of
Newcastle, $482, and the Sackville Tri-
bune, $201.

The St. John Telegraph had large
patronage in 1903, and the bill for 1904
includes $1,666 for printing one report,

making $17%192, with some additional

small sums. As the valued Telegraph

received in the fiscal year 1904 about

$18,000 from the Dominion government

for printing, it is to be congratulated

on two excellent customers. ;
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MR. SKINNER’S POSITION.
Mr. A. O. Skinner writes as follows
to the Telegraph:

“Sir—The Daily Sun on Monday de-
voted some space on my defeat in the
recent eléction, and makes some state-
ments that are not true. The article
states that after the election I pub-
licly repudiated the government. I
beg to say that the only time I spoke
in public was at Berryman’'s Hall the
night after the eléction, when I thank-
ed the voters who voted for me and
the workers who worked for me. One
more statement which is not true in
said article is that I did not canvass as
the governmernt candidate. I chalienge
the Sun to produce a voter that I agked
to vote for me, except as the govern-
ment candidate. I have always sup-
ported the present government and
given my reasons for so doing, and if
the affairs of the country are con-
ducted in the interest of the people in
the future as they have been in the
past you will find me a strong supporter
and if it is in the interest of the party
a candidate when wanted.” '

If Mr. Skinner had written or spoken
during his election campaign in the
sense of the last sentences of this let-
ter the opposition would have greatly
rejoiced. But during the campaign
Mr. Skinner did not, o far as we know,
once speak of himself as a local gov-
ernment candidate, and it was the
constant effort of the Sun to show that
in the nature of the case he was that
and nothing else. !

This paper has not said that Mr.
Skinner repudiated the loca] govern-
ment i the sense of condemning Mr.
Tweedie and his colleagues, or denying
that he was a Supporter of the govern-
ment. What the Sun said was that
Mr. Skinner took care not to appear as
the candidate of the local government
or the iocal government party.

The convention by which he was
nominated was not called as a meet-
ing of government supporters, but as
a meeting of the liberal party, and care
was taken that the local government
should not be even mentioned in the
notice. ‘When Mr. Skinner accepted
the nomination at this meeting he did
not declare himself a local government
supporter, or even mention the provin-
vial ministry. When he began his
campaign Mr, Skinner issued a circu-
lar address to the electors. It did not
once even mention the provincial gov-
ernment. It did not say that Mr. Skin-
ner was a provincial government can-
didate. Bdt it did ask for ‘“‘your vote
“and influence in this campaign in the
“ interests of the liberal party.”

S0 it went on all through the con-
test. When the fight was over, and

personally a strong candidate, was de-
feated by the weakness of the govern-
ment from which he could not clear
himself, he spoke, as he says at Berry-
man’s Hall. But he did a little more
than thank the voters and workers.

The town of Amherst i8 without
hotels. A question arose whether the
Scott Act could be enforced and it was
soon found that the law could easily
be made operative if the people de-
sired it. But when the hotel keepers
learned that they gcould not sell liquor
they decided that they would not sell
anything, affirming that the bar was
their only source of profit. This con-
dition of things has been reached at
various times in various towns of the
maritime provinces, and once - before
existed in Amherst. The usual result
is that the hotels resume operations
after a time, and carry on business in
the old manner until the next epidemic
of law enforcement sets in. But the
Amherst people are full of enterprise

and indlviduality. They may solve the
present difficulty another way. If they
feel that they can depend upon the
travelling publie to pay the full value
of the accommodation and entertain-
ment that they receive they may start
8 hotel without a bar. Hitherto it has
usually been found that even temper-
ance travellers are unwilling to pay
the extra charges which results from
the fact that the bar is not assisting
to maintain the house. Such a posi-
tion is of course quite inconsistent, but
that does not maike it uncommon. ’
——————
QUESTION OF PRIVILEGE.

The attorney general began early and
is industriously continuing to rise to
questions of privilege. Not only does
he rise to explain his own ambiguous
positions but to set forth those of Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, Mr. A. O. Skinner and
others who have fallen under his pro-
tection. Yesterday he rose to say that
the statement given in the house by
Mr. Prefontaine, and faithfully reprint-
ed by the Sun, was not satisfactory
to him and that he saw Bir Wilfrid
Laurier and had other answers by the
premier to questions which the attor-
ney general caused to be put. Mr. Pre-
fontaine bluntly stated that the do-
minion government would not submit
the fishery award case to the courts.
‘When the question was repeated #to
him He repeated the answer. Then it
appeare that Dr. Pugsley saw Sir Wil-
frid Laurier, and the latter politely
consented to say that the statement
of the New Brunswick government was
“under. consideration.” Whether Mr.
Prefontaine said what was not true, or
whether Siir Wilfrid stretched a point
to get the attorney general out of a
scrape, or whether the dominion gov-
ernment has a habit of rejecting New
Brunswick’s propositions finet and con=
eidering them afterwards will per-
haps be more fully explained by Dr.
Pugsley today when he rises to the
next question of privilege. In the same
oration the attorney general may ex-
plain the election night remarks of Mr.
Skinner; which he will find in this is-
sue of the Sun.
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PANICS AND PAUSES.

Two years ago Sir Wilfrid Laurier
talked on the Grand Trunk Pacific bill
like a man in a panic. He saw all man-
ner of grave national dangers in the
smallest delay, and dramatically
prayed heaven that the measure might
not already be too late. He declared
that time would not wait, the country
could not wait, and that everything
and everybody was in a hurry. Hav-
ing so spoken, and got his measure
through, Sir Wilfrid calmly waited an-
other year to replace the contract by
a new one giving more concessions to
the political contractors. No signs of
haste have been seén since.

This winter the premier was in such
a hurry about his autonomy bill that
he could not defer it three days, so
that it might be seen by the two min-
isters most deeply interested and best
qualified to deal with it. Having in-
troduced the measure before they had
a chance to read it, Sir Wilfrid is now
wasting no end of time without taking
further steps toward the enactment.
There is no longer any hurry, but ap-
barently unlimited leisure. The bill
stands indefinitely for the second read-
ing. Nothing is more mysterious
than Sir Wilfrid's delays, except his
panics.

It i® reported that farmers along the
river and in the rallway sections are
withholding large quantities of but-
ter, eggs, etc., for the Easter market,
expecting to =escure exceptionally high
prices. Local dealers predict disap-
pointment for these people if they hold
their goods too long, for already en-
ough is leaking into the city to com-
mence an-appreciable lowering of the
prices. :

Years in Business.

1908,

Gé;)rge Nixon Will Today Complete a Half Gentury in
~St. John’s Gommercial Life—St. Patrick's Day
His Anniversary.

(From Thursday’s Daily Sun.) |

If George Nixon, ‘the veteran wall |
paper merchant of King street, saes '
Friday’s sun shine, he will have domne |
business in this city for an uninter-
rupted period of fifty years. Mr. Nixon |
told the Sun that of the merchants .
doing business wheh he commenced, |
he was the only survivor. A number !
of firms now, existing were founded
previous to that time, but the active
managers of those concerns at the pre-
sent time belong to a later genera-
tion.

Many changes have taken place in
the business life of the city since that
time. All the business stores on King
street were below Germain., The cor-
ner now occupied by Oak Hall was
known as ‘“‘coffee house corner.” There
were a few stores on that side of the
street; and none on the other side
above Germain, Mr. Nixon began
business on Prince Willilam street on
the 17th of March, 1855, remaining
there until® 1861, wheén hé removed to
King street, occupying a store on the
site now occupied by O. H. Warwick.
He was burned out in the big fire of
'77. Sinte that time he has been doing
business in the store he now occupies.

In the month of May, 1855, Mr. Nixon
opened an account with the Bank of
New Brunswick, and though many
other banks have been established
since since that time, Mr. Nixon has
never transferred his account. In all
that time, he states with pride, he has
never once been ‘‘snubbed.” This is a
' high testimonial to Mr. Nixon’s finan-
cial integrity, and is a record that few
men can boast of. At the time Mr.
Nixon commenced doing husiness with
the bank, the late J. 8. Lewln was
president and the late R, Whiteside

was cashier. Banking facilities in
those days were painfully inadequate.
compared to the present conditions.
The bank only did discounting on two

. days in the week. Persony desiring to

borrow placed their application in a
receptacle for the purpose, with a

| statement of their security or collat-

eral, and were apprised on the day
following whether their request could
be granted or not.

The late Benjamin Smith was a pri-
vate banker who did a large business
and achieved fame by issuing his‘own
notes. These were not accepted by
any other bank, but were exchanged
among the merchants, the same as the
notes of chartered banks and legal ten-
der.

Mr. Nixon showed the Sun a stout
leather pocketbook, which he has been
carrying his “wad” in since the year
1861. It is still in a good state of pre-
servation, and will doubtless carry a
good many bunches of the long green
yet before being supplanted. The
pocketbook is characteristic of the
owner. It is a sturdy, honest piece of
leather that can' be depended upon.
Another relic possessed by Mr. Nixon
is a one pound note of the bank he has
been doing business with so long. This
piece of paper bears the date of 1858,
and although it has been carried in
the okd wdllet for so long, is in an ex-
cellent state of preservation.

Mr. Nixon has the best wishes of
scores of friends for a continuance of
health and prosperity.- Hé has builded
his house upon the solid “rock of in«
tegrity, and it has weathered the
storms of half a century,

field, has been in his employ for about
forty years. :

Earl Grey Advocates

Miniature Rifle Club.

A Proposal Now Being Made For Their Establishment
in Ganada—To Train Men in Rapid Firing at
Short- Ranges.

Col. H. H. McLean has received from'

the secretary to the governor general
& letter calling attention to a circular
enclosed, which deals with the forma-

tion of miniature rifle associations in1
Canada. The scheme is one in which
Earl Grey is deeply interested, and a
general effort will likely be made in
the near future for the establishment
of these organizations throughout the
country. The idea originated with the
Duke of Norfolk, who has for some
time been one of its most ardent sup-
porters. It i® pointed out that the
battles of the future will be fought
with rifies at short ranges and that too
much attention cannot be given to the
training of men for shooting at these
short ranges.

For the carrying out of this idea &
eociety has been formed in England
with Lord Reberts as president and
Barl Grey as one of the vice-presid-
ents. Many clubs are now in exist-
ence in the old country, but until now
no effort has been made to start the
organizations here. The present at-
tempt is due to the fact that this form
of practice i a hobby of Farl Grey's.

For the shooting a gallery is required,
and this may be anywhere from forty
to sixty feet in length by twelve or
fourteen wide. The estimated cost of
such a place, if it should be found
necessary to build one, is not more
than four hundred dollars, but the
ranges are usually fitted up in some
part of the drill hall. Three different
kinds of targets are used, stationary,
moving and disappearing, and these
are supplied by the home society at a
very small cost, though of course they
could just as easily be made here.

The regulation riifle with the adap-
tor or Morris tube can be used in con-

i

nection with miniature rifle shooting,
the objections being that magazine
firing cannot be practised except with
one  special kind of ammunition, that
time is lost in loading after each shot,
that the rifleman has to take his eye
off the target, and that the cost of
ammunition is far greater. The rifies
recommended by the society for use in
connee¢tion wih miniature ranges are
the Winchester Repeater .22 gmall bore
short. The coat of these to the clubs
affiliated with the society . is eleven
dollars. A

The general idea of the plan is to
arouse interest in rifle shooting among
all classes, to reach those men who
are unable to spend their time at the
ranges for outdoor shooting, to have the
exercise in the evenings at a time when
the erdinary business man has more
leisure, and most of all to develop ac-
curacy in rapid firing at moving tar-
gets. 4

Col. McLean has already spoken to
severdal military men on the subject of
organizing a c¢lub in this city, and it
is probable that the proposals will be
made generally throughout Canada in
a very short time, as those interested
in the movement are now in corres-
pondence with officers of the Dominion
Rifle Assoctiation.

These clubs will not in any way ine
terfere with the rifle ¢lubs now in ex-
istence, but it is thought will bring
men together on winter evenings when
outdoor ranges cannot be uséd. The
clubs are to be sustained by member-
ship fees and by the selling of am-
munition. Those who go to practice
will be given two or three shots for a
cent, and the profits on the ammuni-
tion will go towards .club expenses.
Twenty-two short - smokeless, will be
the cartridges advocated.

DEAD IN CAB.

Body of Weman Found With Drunken

Man.

NEW YORK, Mar. 156.—The body of
a woman who had been dead several
hours and a man unconscious and ap-
parently dying, were found in a cab
which was driven up to a Brooklyn

police station on a gallop early today.
The man who was suffering from
alcoholism and possibly from the ef-
fects of a drug, may recover. Both he
and the driver of the cab have been
detained by the police pending an in-
vestigation of the affair.

Although the condition of the man
was so serious that he could give the
police little information which would
aid them in their investigation, he said
that his name was Thomas Deegan,
and that he lived in Comroe street, one
of the better class residential sections
of Brooklyn. The dead woman, he
sald, was Miss Mary Savage, twenty
vears old. Both Deegan and Mis Sav-
age were well dressed.

The oab, driven by a man who said
kis name was David Good, dashed up
to the peolice station early today and
when the policemen came out, they
found the man and woman lying in
tne coach. It was seen at a glance
that the woman was dead, but the
man was still alive and physicians
were hurriedly summoned. By ad-
ministering antidotes, and using =a

stomach pump the man’s life was sav-

ed and he finally was restored to eon-

sciousness. ¥e became greatly excited
when told that his conpanion was
dead.

Big'Prioe Being Paid For
These Fish.

Lobsters Are Yery Scarce, as Nearly
All That Are Caught Are Going
to the States.

- e

An up-river man brought down a
salmon yesterday. It weighed six
pounds and the fisherman found & pur-
chaser prepared to pay one dollar per
pound. Six dollars is a pretty good
sum’ for & six-pound salmon, but it is
the regular market price for the sea-
son. A number have been caught dur-
ing the last few weeks through the ice
Qn the tributaries of the St. John.
There is some disputation as to
whether they are now making their
way to the spawning place, or whether
they spent the winter in this climate.
But the men who spread the nets for
these winter salmon do not speculate
on these questions. They know that
New York offers $1.25 per pound for all
the fresh salmon that can be got, and
that gives a net price of more than a
dollar per pound in St. John. One
man sent forward s&ixty pounds the
other day and received this price. An-
other got sixteen dollars for a sixteen-
pound fish which came to his net. Bev-
eral have been gathering in ten to
fifty dollare each during the winter.

Lobsters are almost an unknown
luxury in St. John—that {8 the real
shell fishy kind of lobaters. They are
offered for sale in only two or three
stores and there in very small numbers
and eizes. Dealérs ¢omplain that it is
practically out of the question to ob-
tain any of these popular. fish, the rea-
son being that the few -that are now
caught are shipped at once to the
States,

+Years ago lobsters were abundant
down the bay, but they were not pro-
perly protected and have been fished
Once upon a time the Mispec
shore was-a filne spot for them, but
none are caught tbere now. On this
side, the story is the same, and it is
only on the Nova Scotia coast and
away down the bay that the fisher-
men have any luck. Moreover, the re-
turns for their labors are so small that
fishermen at the present tme prefer
to seek the elusive herring, in which
there is more money.

The few lobsters that are caught are
sent immediately to the States, where
they bring much higher prices than

in St. John, though here the lobsters

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AUTOMOBILE BILL
IN COMMITTEE

Fiftcen Miles an Hour is

Highest Speed Allowed

FREDERICTON, N. B:., March 14.—
The committee on municipalities met
at 4 p. m. today to consider the bill
for the registration and identification
of motor vehicles and the use of the
public highways by such vehicles.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley stated to the com-
mittee that he had received a mem-
orial from the municipality of St. John
asking for Jegislation on this subject
and also a copy of a bill which had
been prepared by the municipality. He
had drawn a new bill which was dif-
ferent in a number of respects from
the one he had received. ' One essen-
tial difference was this. The St. John
bill provided that where a man was
driving a restive horse and an auto-
mobile near, the driver of the auto-
mobile would be required to stop on
the driver of the horse giving a signal
by raising his hand. As there would
be some difficulty in proving whether
a horse was restive or not he had
thought it better to provide in the bill
that anyone driving the horse could
compel a motor to stop by raising his
hand as signal. This provision might
remain in force for two or three years
until the horses got used to motors. He
had felt that it would be impossible
to shut out motors altogether and that

they were likely to be used quite large- |

ly in this province in the near future.
It was therefore advisable that they
should be so regulated as not to ex-
pose the public to danger.

The bill was then read. It provides
that every motor must be registered
with the secretary of the department

of public works and properly marked ,

so that it can be identified. It like-
wise provides that every person oper-
ating a motor shall be registered and
receive a badge to be worn by him
when operating the motor. Stringent
regulations with regard to the rate of
speed are made. The highest speed
allowed in the vicinity of a city, town
or village being at the rate of a mile
in four minutes. Motors are requir-
ed to show two lights at night, one
white in front and red in back. Heavy
penalties are imposed for a violation
of the law for a third offence, a fine
of $100 and imprisonment for thirty
days being the maximum penalty. Af-
ter the bill- had been read the chair-
man said that the matter now being
before the committee and all persons
having been notified, it would be best
to let the bill lie over to a future
day when any one interested in pro-
moting or opposing this bill might be
heard. The committee accordingly ad-
journed to meet at the call of the
chairman.

NINETEEN BURNED ALIVE

IN N.

Y. TENEMENT.

Many Weré Roasted

to Death on Packed

Fire Escapes in View of Thousands--

IR

NEW YOREK, March 14.—Nineteen
persons dead, two severely injured, so
seriously that they may die, and near-
ly two hundred persons temporarily
homeless, is the story of the latest fire
horror. The victims of today’'s disaster
were typical east side people, the build-
ing a typical east side temement, and
the scenes attending it were in many
ways peculiar to that cosmopolitan
quarter.

To the apparently renlentless dis-
vlays-of heroism shown by firemen,
Policemen and volunteer rescuers alone
is due the fact that the list of dead
is not far greater.

The scenes near the building after
the fire was over and when the search
for the dead was begun was heart-
rending. Nothing so pitiable of such
proportions has been seen in New York
since the Slocum disaster.

The fire started in the basement, oc-
cupled by Isaac Davis, wife and three
children. Davis had been out last night
and returning to his home early this
morning, went inte his store on the
same floor just in time to see a kero-
sene lamp in the rear explode. A young
man passing the house at the time saw
the flames and gave the alarm. A
roliceman who heard the cries rushed
to the scene and every effort was made
to rouse the sleeping inmates.

The flames had spread with startling
rapidity and when the persons who had
been asleep on the upper floors awoke,
they found themselves confronted by a
wall of flames on nearly every side.
Scenes of the wildest description fol-
lowed when the panic stricken scores
fighting ‘for their lives, rushed for the
fire escapes only to find them littered
with rubbish of all description, ang al-
most impassable. Down through this
cluttered narrow passageway flowed a
stream of humanity. On some of the
escapes the rubbish was so closely
packed that it became impossible to
pass certain points and men, women
and children stood literally roasting to
death as the flames roared through
windows around them.

In the meantime the firemen had run
up ladders at other points around the
building and dozens of people were be-
ing taken from the crowded fire es-
capes and upper windows. By this time
the building was a furnace and the res-

ues were effected in many cases only
after the greatest show of bravery on
the part of the firemen.

The. position of those who had taken
refuge on the rubbish-choked fire
escapes became more desperate every
minute as the flames roared through
windows on every floor. They feared
tu jump and they could not wait until
the scaling ladders reached them, so
intense was the heat. Now and then
one would spring to the ground with a
scream, A baby flung inte the arms of
& policeman on the ground was im-
mediately followed by the fear-crazed
mother, who threw herself headlong.

Her body struck the policeman on the
head and he fell unconscious. The wo-
man - escaped unhurt by the fall, but
she had been badly burned. The baby
was not hurt at all. i

Death was reaping a harvest on other
fire escapes on the bullding as well at
this time. At the rear, two men and
two women were seen descending the
fire escapes, their progress being block-
ed by some box or rubbish, when be-
tween the third and fourth floors, flames
darted up from the third floor win-
dows, enveloped the two men and wo-
men and they fell and roasted to death.
Their bodies were got down by the
firemen. '

On the top of: the fire escape at the
other side of the house lay the bodies
of Mrs. Solomen and her two sons,
Isaac and Jacob. The crowd on the
street had seen the mother and her two
scns following each other holding to
A blast of
wind drove the flames upon them and
motker and sons fell on the fire escape
and were suffocated and burned to
death. Two other members of the
Solomon family were seen to look from
the windows and then fall back in the
burning bulding. They were not seen
again. . X

The older Solomon, the husband and
father, was one of those rescued by
Patrolman Dawn. When he reached
the street his whiskers had been burn-
ed off and he wore nothing but under-
clothing. For more than an hour he
wandered around in this condition,
searching for his family, until he came
upon the bodies after they had been
removed from the fire escape. As he
recognized the charred bodies he broke
into passionate weeping and agonized
cries. His experience was parallelled
by dozens of others in the house.

One cause of the terrible loss of life
was due to negligence in failing to
keep the ekylight door free and clear.
It was not only fastened tight, but al-
80 frozen. As the flames rushed up
the stairs, the tenants dashed for the
roof. They found the door, Which
should have easily swung open, to be
fastened down. In vain they pushed
and struggled with it. Scorched by
the terrible heat, they fought to get
the barrier up until finally wedged in

by the surging mass below, they were
burned to death.

NOVOGOROD, March 1.

Dearest Anna—For the lasgfew weeks
it has been rumored persistently in
our camp that we are on the eve of
war with a little country, the name of
which you have very likely never
heard before. At first we took it only
as idle gossip, considering that no sane
government  of such an insignificant
country -ag the one in question would
dare to launch out on such a suicidal
attempt as: to lock horns with invine-
ible Russia. Curious te say, however,
a few days ago our regiment suddenly
received orders to be prepared to go
aboard the military transport cars of
the Siberian line at a day’s notice. It
is understood '(although not -yet offi-
cially announced) that our destination
is to be Manchuria, and that the foes
we are about to meet are not the ter-
rible Turks, but the tiny people of
Japan, a country about as big as the
drilling-grounds of our regiment, and
famous for nothing else but the bam-
boo sticks which are used in Siberian
prisons to flog criminals with. Our
colonel says that we will have small
need for rifies and bayonets in this
war; we will simply gather the little
fellows in, give them a good spanking
and send them home to mind their bam-
boo toys. The more intelligent sol-
diers, however, knowing as they do
the worm-eaten state of the Russian
army, are a little skeptical about. it.
Besides, there is a feeling of sadness
and half-heartedness among the rank
and file, caused by the thought that it
is not land the Russian people want,
but liberty. It seems, however, to b¢!
part of the home policy of the auto-
cracy to drown the smalil still voice at
home by the booming of cannon abroad.
Maxim Serchoff says that this war re-
minds him strongly of the beating of
cymbals and tambourines - which al-
ways accompghied the processions of
savage nations whenever a human vie-
tim was carried to the altar. But this
is a sad thought and I wish to make
you smile bef?re you - finish this letter,
so I am going to tell you how Peter
Arelka wab preparing for war. Peter
Arelka is one of the Lithuanian sol-
diers in our regiment, and, Ilike the
rest of his tribe, a famous glutton. He
heard it told many times how soldiers
at the front are sometimes forced to
8o for days without food, and he was
fully determined to ward off such a
calamity from himself at all hazards.
Yesterday while our regiment was on
drill, the captain noticed that Arelka
had grown in bulk marvellously dur-
ing the last few days, and suspecting
a case of dropsy or something worse,
he went up to him and began to feel
his sides. Think of his surprise when
he discovered nothing more serious un-
der his clothes than an enormous quan-
tity of bread crusts and raw herring,

of war reached his are. He struggled
desperately before hig hoarded trea-
sure was taken ‘away from him.
NOVOGOROD, March 5th.
Dearest Anna,—Today we start out
for the far east to spank the Japan-
ese (as our colonel puts it.) Before
gouing aboard the transport cars the
scum of our division spread over the
town and indulged in the innecent
paistime of plundering Jewish houses
and shops. The net result of this
frolic is over two hundred Jewish
shops and dwellings wrecked and plun-
dered, and fifty persons (mostly of the
attacking party) killed and wounded.
It secems that the Jews of this town
profited by the bitter experience of
their brethren in other places (where
the same blood-curdling drama was
repeatedly enacted during the last few
w2zks) and so were well prepared to
defend themselves. Their action was
quite an unpleasant surprise to the
military mob. Maxim Serchoff says
that this-is an inauspicious beginning,
and that he has a premonition that
the over-confidence of our officers may
be shattered at the front in the same
way as that of the military mob has
been shattered today
market place. It is a sad thing to con-
template, but when I reflect on the
ignorance and blood-thirstiness of our
masses, I doubt whether the autocrats
of St. Petersburg are not right when
they say that the Russfan people are
not ripe for self-government. How-
ever, of this horrible episode you will
very likely read enough in the daily
press. I will rather give the remain-
ing space of this letter to things which
are not likely to appear in the columns
of Russian newspapers. If you see a
farmer taking a crate of geese to mar-
ket you may think of a military trans-
port car ready to start on the Siberian
line, and the cackling is not lacking
either. The train on which I find my-
self, has twelve cars coupled to it, but
only nigge aré given to the rank and
file. The other three are reserved for
the officers, the officers’ wives (in some
cases| harems), 'the officers’ wives]
maids, the officers’ wives’ maids’ bund-
les and band boxes, etc. The nine cars
(or as Maxim Serchoff calls them, cigar
boxeg) which are given .to the rank
and file, contain_a hundred - soldiers
each. The packing is so well done
that I am afraid by the time we reach
our destination we shall find our bodies
pressed into square Dblocks. Maxim
Serchoff says he is sure that if some
one should take hold of our car and
turn it bottomm up the contents of it
would not be spilled out. (This is
®ome consolation as we are now em-
barked on a war expedition and one
cannot tell what may happen.) At
this very monient there is a fly play-
ing some pranks on the tip of Maxim
Sarchoff’s nose,, he is frying hard, but
he cannot get his hands out to chase
it off.
ON THE WAY TO MANCHURIA,
MARCH 25th.

Dearest Anna,—lLooking at the hand-

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susrect that this is my ante-mortem
statement. But you need not be
frightened, nothing but the motion of
the train is responsible for this scrib-
bling. Brrrr! What a shaking we are
getting. I ani sure that if this con-
tinues much longer nothing but brok-
en pieces of clay will be found of us
by the time the colonel is ready to
unpack the cars. Maxim Sherchoff tells
me just now that he is sure that our
train left the tracks and that it is now
trunaling along on the bare ground.
If this is s0o we may yet miss our way
and get lost in the Siberian steppes.
But I think he is mistaken, for I feel
the lively jolts of the rail-spikes regu-
larly as before. This is the fourteenth
day of our journey, which has so far
proved uneventful, save for a company
of chained political offenders on their
yay to Saghalin which we passed by a
couple of days ago, and who motioned
to us that we ought rather to turn our
weapons against the real enemies of
Russie, i.e., the officials of the auto-
cracy, than against the Japanese. We
are now nearing the rallway station
of Tomsk, and I see there tied up to a
post the troika (carriage harnessed to
three horses) of Count Parlen, who
started out from B. on the same day
with us. -Count Parlen says that khis
horses would take it as an unpardon-
able affront if they were matchéd to
run a race with one of the Siberian
trains. I suppose that at this station
an effort will' be made to unpack us
and see If we didn’t lose the use of
our limbs. But Maxim Serchoff says
that this will be an impossible task,
as he claims that we have grown
firmly to one another during this de-
lightful excursion.

TOMSK, April 2.

Dearest Anna—As I guessed at in
my ‘last letter, we have been unpack-
ed at Tomsk, and contrary to all ex-
pectations, we have heen laid up here
for more than two weeks. We find,
however, small comfort in this fact.
‘We all feel that we would rather be
Jogeging along in our old cigar-boxes
than rot in the freight sheds of Tomsk.
O, what a medley! You ocught to see
it. You would think that old Noah’s
ark had been here reproduced on an
enormous scale, and that its new name
is “Tomsk.” Every nook and lane of
the town is clogged up with colonies of
herring barrels, pyramids of cheese-
cakes, stacks of riflés, piles of military
greatcoats, caravans of flour sacks,
and mountains of cabbage-heads, min-
gled with heaps of drunken soldiers,
swearing sailors, shaggy porters and
ragged children. And all these are
eventually to find their way . to a point
three thousand miles away on that
‘“‘one-hoss’” affair known as the Siber-
ian railway. Maxim Serchoff says that
the task is something like pushing an
elephant through the eye of a needle.
I have just now seen our colonel en-
gaged in a heated controversy with
the station master, and have involun-
tarily overheard his last words. They
were: “If you can’'t give us a train
this very day, we shall harness the
horses to the artillery wagons and be
off by foot.” Whew! what a cheer-
ful prospect ahead of us! We may yet
be called upon to fight a preliminary
skirmish with the Biberian wolves be-
fore we have a chance to spank the
wily Japanese, But, hush! here comes
the engineer, with a puffing little en-
gine hitched up to fifteen cigar boxes.

I suppose the colonel’s threat had its

desired effect, and we shall be off in a
few hours. I tell you there is no play-
ing with our colonel; the Japanese had
better look out.

HARBIN, April 18,

Dearest Anna—At last. The Lord’s
name be praised. After a journey of
forty-two days we have reached Har-
bin, where we were unpacked and laid
off for the present. Here the confi-
dnce of our colonel was somewhat
shaken when he was informed that,
contrary to all etiquette, the Japanese
have already entered the fighting arena
and administered a few stiff punches
without as much as a preliminary
hand-shake. We were especially wroth
with that monkey, Admiral Togo, who,
as it seems, has never as much as
heard that the harbor of Port Arthur
is impregnable, for he, in his unpar-
donable ignorance, actually entered the
harbor and sprung a leak in some of
our best warships. This, as you may
well imagine, is considered in our mili-
tgry circles almost an irreparable blow.
They say that Viceroy Alexieff will
rather see a dozen regiments of infan-
try annthilated than one battleship.
‘““Men are cheap,” he says, ‘‘but ‘steel
and iron cost money.” Yesterday we
were drawn up in front of that great
potentate, and it struck me that if
grim determination is sufficient to win
battles the victory is ours already. He
told us in cold Incisive language that
we must and shall avenge on land that
bitter insult to Russian arms at sea,
and that before the year is over, the
Russian double-eagle shall flutter over
the Mikado's palace at Tokio, At this
Maxim Serchoff pulled me by the
sleeve and whispered in my ear that
by the time we shall be ready to em-
bark for Tokio there may not be a
Russian fleet left to take us there, and
that we may yet have to charter Jap-
anese bottoms for that purpose.

AN-TUNG, April 26.
Dearest Anna—We dre now encamp-

ed on the west bank of the Yalu river,,

by the borders of Korea, with our dim-
inutive foes ewarming llke so many
bees on the opposite bank. They are
a peculiar people, the nativesg of this
country. To them the impending strug-
gle between two foreign races on the
soil of the native land signifids noth-
ing else but the aj hing death of
the sacred elephaﬁ!, which occurrence
would have about the same effect in
Korea a9 an earthquake in a European
country. The emperor of Korea was

recently burned out of his palace, and
he regards it as a direct visitation of
divine wrath, not because he caused
too many wives to be beheaded, this is
a small thing in Korea, but because
the sacred elephant, who has his head-
quarters in the royal palace, had his
great toe bitten by a dog.

Tonight our col-
onel promised to give a banquet to the
rank and file, and we expect to make
a jolly time of it.

Whewwww! Dear me! Where am
I? Mercy on us!—Pardon me, dearest
Anna, I must catch my breath, my
hand trembles as with palsy.

ON THE BANKS OF THBE HUN
RIVER, Sept. 14th.

Dearest Anna,—This week we have
again been defeated by the Japanese,
as usual. The fact of the matter is
that the novelty of the thing has al-
most worn off and we are getting
weary of it. An unbroken chain of de-
feats from the Yalu river to Liao Yang
is not a very encouraging ordeal for
an army to pass through. But the
Russian soldiers are receiving an ex-
cellent course of training in the art of
dying for one’s country. ' There is one
soldier especially in our regiment who
has actually bled and died for his
country. I dined with him today, and
he gave me the following account of
how the thing came about. I will give
it to you in- his own words: “During
one of the long hand-to-hand ‘engage-
ments which took place around Bat-
tery 8 I became faint and-fell in a
death-like swoon. Fortunately I was
not trampled to death, and at the end
of the engagement I -was picked up
along with a number of corpses and
laid out in the military morgue to
await the inspection of the physicians.
It was the custom of our examining
physician at the termination of a
heavy engagement, where the carnage
was great, to pass through the rows
of lifeless forms, exaniine every one
huriedly and tie a white ripbon to the
wrists of those in whomn life was not
yet extinct, for a. sign that they were
to be taken to the hospital, and a
black ribbon to those who were found
to be dead. In my case it scems that
he exeamined me hast!ly, took me for
dead, and tied a black ribbon to my
wrist. The next moment two soldiers
took me up on a stretcher, carried me
to .the place of burial, and placed me
on the ground among a heap of other
dead, while they themselves set out
to dig a large pit to house us all. When
they were through with their labors
they took up the ghastly crew from
the ground one by one and deposited
them side by side inte thelr common
resting place. When my turn came it
geems that the shaking which I receiv-
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ed in their, hands had the effect of
waking me up from my long swoon. 1
opened my eyes wide and took in the
situation at a glance. I was hotrified
to see that I was about to be buried
alive. *“Hold on comrades!’ I called
out to my bearers, sitting up in my
stretcher, “you are making a mistake,
“Me making a mis-
take,” called out the elder of my bear-
ery, a flaxen-haired oxen-eyed rustic,
“guess I am long enough in this buai-
ness, mister, to know the difference
between a white and black ribbon. Go
on Peter! There are some folks as
don’t know themselves when they are
dead.” I saw at once with whom I
had to deal and I said: “Now, look
here boys! 1If you bury me with these
corpses I shall surely open the grave
when you are gone and take them all
out one by one, and when the captain
will see it in the morning he will make
you do the work all over again and per-
haps give you a flogging into the bar-
gain, while if you let me go I will tear
off and sTing this tell-tale ribbon away
and no one will be the wiser for what
has happened.” This argument struck
their obtuse pates as extremely logical
and after some hesitation they per-
mitted me to alignt from the stretcher
and go my way. “You see now,” he
concluded, “that I can truly say with
the proverbial Irishman, ‘I have bled
and died for my country.’”

TO INCREASE
PERMANENT FORCE.

Minister of Militia Telks of Doubling

Preseat Number of Men.

OTTAWA, March 24.—Sir Frederick
Borden stated tonight that it was

proposed to increase the permanent
force from 2,000 to 4,000 men for the
purpose of garrisoning Halifax and
Esquimault. The present act provid-
ed for a maximum of 2,000 for perman-
ent corps. The Halifax garrison con-
sists of 1,800, of which 1,000 are infan-
try and 800 artillery and engineers. It
is proposed to retain the latter for the
present, but a new infantry corps be
organized as soon as possible. For
this purpose the intention is to bring
out a number of reservists, provided
the imperial government consents. The
garrison at Esquimault consists of be-
tween 400 and 500 men. Canadians
who may be stationed in the two gar-
risons ,receive the Canadian rate of
pay. gineers and others who are
tem arily retained will continue to
be pdid at the imperial rate, but the
money will of course come out of the
Canadian treasury.

JUDGE STEVENS HONORED.

WOODSTOCK, March 14.—At the
session of the county court today true
bills were found by the grand jury
against George W. Dickinson, obtain-
ing money under false pretenses, and
Almon Canon, perjury.

When the grand jury had found thesa
indictments, on motion of A. B. Cone
nell, K. C., the further proceedings of
the court were suspended while the
pleasant function of unveiling a por-
trait of Judge Stevens, who sat upon
the bench with Judge Carleton, was
taken up. Mr. Connell referred to
Judge Stevene’ long and hohorable re~
cord.

Judge Carleton referred to Judge
Stevens® past career and paid a fitting
eulogy to his learning, judicial ability
and high character. At the conclusion
of his remarks he unveiled the portrait
amid hearty applause.

D. Mcleod Vince, who was largely
instrumental in securing "the picture,

| next made a fow apt remarks, followed

by Judge Carleton, who in a very elo-
quent and earnest speech touched upon
Judge Stevens’ past career and the
great pleasure it gave him to testify
to the learning, judicial ‘ability and
high character of the learned judge.
He concluded his remarks as he with=
drew th2 curtain from the exact like-
nees amid unrestrained applause.

Bpeeches were also made by Warden
C. E. Gallagher, Acting Mayor H. T.
Stevens, the solicitor general, Wm.
Connell, M. P.,, and J. C. Hartley.

When Judge Stevens rose to speak
he was quite overcome and could
scarcely proceed, but he soon gained
his voice and made a most masterly
reply to the kindly words that had
been: said. He said that he had simp-
ly done his duty, but did not disguise
that he warmly appreciated the senti-
ment.that led to the placing of his por«
trait in the court house. He spoke at
some length, most eloquently giving
advice to those young men at the bar
who had grown up under him. The
large audience remained standing as
his honor addressed them in his most
earnest and touching manner, and
when he had finished the thunder of
applause was equal to that of a2 nomin-
ation day proceeding. Many ladies
graced the gallery during the proceed-
ings.

{he Ethics of the Theatre—
Street Baptist

“Abstain from every form of evil."—
I Tihvess. v: 22. .

There is a distinction between the
stage as an institution and an occas-
ional performance. As an institution
the stage may be vicious, while the oc-
rasional performance may be moral.
The question, therefore, for us to ans-
wer is not, Shall I read dramatic liter-
ature? for all will acknowledge that
such literature may be wholesome. The
question is not, May I go to see and
hear a certain moral play? but, shall I
patronize the institution khown as the
theatre, of which that moral play is
only a part?

HISTORY OF THE STAGE.

The stage has a history which is not
to its credit. ‘‘Dramatic 'representa-
tion,” says Dr. Herrick Johnson, ‘had
its crigin among the Greeks with a
troupe of bacchanalians in rude and
poisterous  songs, interspersed with
dances, conducted with a high degree
of licentiousness both ih language and
action. Then came' Thespis, introduc-
ing tragedy. The stage is sald to have
been a cart, the chorus a troupe of itin-
erant singers, and the actor a sort 'of
mimic. Subsequently Aeschylus ap-
peared, who carried thte Greek drama
at once to nearly its highest perfection.
He was followed by Se¢phocles, who, in-
troduced a third, and even a fourth,
actor inte his plays.

generate taste and loese morality. The
transition to comiedy was éasy, origin-
ating in the licentious sports of the
villages, an@ popular in propertion as
it was personal, abusive ahd low. The
comedies of Aristopnanes are an il-
lustration at once of the depravity of
the poet and the libertinism of the
spectators.

“In Ofina theatrical entertainments
are popular, but neithér. there nor in
Japan are women allowed to per!orn_:.
It is a question whether Womed were
ever pregent in'the ancient thoage. It
is undendeble that the a.‘otofe wera in-
veriably ‘men, and few 'in  number;
and yet these theatrical entertainments
contributed to the  downfail of the
Grecian state. They had their origin
in a corrupt state of morsals, and they
tended to deterioration.”

The best Greek and Roman ‘wrlters,
such as Xenophon, Flato, Socrates and
Tacitus, denounced the theatre of their
times as antagonistic to good mox_tls.
Athens suppressed the theatre by law.
In Rome *“gross exhibitions and licen-
tious Buffoonery became the common
rule of the play.’’ ‘“The Roman the-
atre,” says Dr. Schaff, “becarfie more
and more the nursery of vice, and de-
served to be abhorred by all men of de-
cent feefing and refinement.” Mr.
Lecky declares that the -‘Moral and
Mystery plays of the Middle Ages
brought about the degeneration of the
church and all religion.” Of Emgland
Magcaulay writes: “From the time that
the theatres were opened they became
the serpinaries of vice.” And Sir Wal-

ter Sceti says of the theatre in his day:
' vIt was abandoned te the vicieis. The
best porsions of tHe house were . set
apart for the abandoned charaoters.”
The playhouses of Hngland were sup-
pressed by Cromwell,

FRIENDS AS WITNESSES,

‘William Winter, a dramatic critic,
asserts that Christian ethics. on the
stage would be inappropriate. A. M.
Palmer, the Nestor of theatre manag-
ers, says in a Review article: ‘“The
chief themes of the theatre are now, as
they ever have been, the passions of
men—ambition and jealousy, leading to
murder; lust, leading to adultery and
to death; ang?®r, leading to madness.”
Clement Scott, a distinguished the-
atrical critic of the London press, was
asked to give his views as to the effect
of the stage upen a pure-minded girl
who might enter the profession to make

art. And here are his words: “A
woman may take a header into a whirl-
pool and be miraculously saved; but
then she may be drowned. I should be
sorry to expose modesty to the shock
of that worst kind of temptation, a
frivolous disregard of woemanly purity.
{ Cne out of a hundred may be safe;
but then she must hear things that she
kad better not listen to and witness
things she _had better not see.” Stage
| life, according to my experience, has a
| tendency to disorder the finer feelings,
| to crush the inner nature of men and
women out, and to substitute artificial-
ity and hoHowmess for sincerity and
truth; and, mind you, I speak from an
intimate experience of the stage ex-
tend#hg over thirty-sewen years. It is
nearly: impessible for & woman to re-
majn pure who afiopts the stage as a
préfassion.

A BAD INSTITUTION,

‘With the friends of the theatre as
witnesses, its actors and play-writers
and critiés, the case is established that
the stage as an institution is bad. So
far as I know, there iz not a theéatre
in the world which dees not pander to
depraved tastes in order to make
money. The plea of the managers is
that the public are to blame because
they demand such plays. If this be
true, the public taste is depraved. 1t
is plain, however, that the theatre has
done much to create the depraved taste
which it feels called upon to gratify.
The flood of moral filth which it pours
vpen a community cannot fail to de-
grade the people.  ‘“There is scarcely an
evill,” said Henry Ward Beecher, “in-
; cident to human life which may not
i be fully learned at the theatre. There
| one léarns how pleasant a thing is vice.
{ Amours are consecrated, license'is pros-

pered, and the young come away alive
| to the glorious liberty of conquest and
lust.”

THE EXPLANATION,

The philosophy of all this is found in
the nature of the actor’s profession.
Acting is injurious to character. Whe
best acting is the worst acting.. To
act a part anywhere is to weaken char-
acter. HRwery actor is a hypocrite while
on the stage; that is, he must pretend

ACTED CRIME.

“An Inglish writer, some time since,
computed that Mr.  (now Sir)  Henry
Irving had committed at least fifteen
thousand murders on the stage, while
Barry Sullivan had added at least two
thousand more stage murders than this
to his list, and Charles Wyndham had
.been divorced from twenty-eight hun-
dred wives on ‘the stage; that Mrs.
Bancroft had in the same public place
been ‘foully betrayed or abducted’
thirty-two hundred times; that Miss
-Ada Cavendish had been ‘betrayed, de-
serted or abducted’ fifty-six hundred
times; and so on along the list of
popular actors,

“Can any intelilgent person, any per-
son of refined sensibilites or with a fair
knowledge of physchological laws and
influences; believe for one moment that
the deliberate and proposed indulgence
in simulated  evil to any such extent
has had no effect in deadening the
moral nature of the actor to the en-
ornmity of the offences simulated or
dallied with?"’

CHURCH AND STAGE.

There is a wide difference between
the church and the stage. The purpose
of the stage, as we havé seen, is to
teach ‘men how to act a part. The pur-
pose of the Church of Christ is to teach
men how to be real. The purpose of
the stage is to amuse; the purpose of
the church is to save. The symbol of
the Church of Christ is the Cross; the
symbol’ of the stage ought to be a
baby’s rattle. The purpose of the stage
is to-make money, and managers are
not slow to do so even at the expense
of good morals; the purpose of the
Church of Christ is to make character,
and good morals are not for sale at any
price. The stage gives what the people
want, and, sad to say, the worst plays
draw the biggest crowds; the purpose
of the Church’®f Christ is to give what
the peoplé need, regardless of its
ropularity. The stage ministers to “the
lut of the flesh, to the lust of the eye,
and the pride of life, which is not of
the Father;” the purpose of the Church
of Christ is to crucify these things. The
stage is a caterer; the Church of Christ
is a prophet. The stage panders; the
Church rebukes. The stage in its
tragedies glorifies revenge, which leads
to murder; the Church of Christ teaches
forgiveness of enemies and the patient
endufance of wrong. The tendency of
the stage is t0 make people childish in
their feverish desire for diversion; the
work of the church is te make people
child-like in their faith and love and
simplicity of character. The tendency of
The stage is to keep the race in fts
childhood of self-gratifyilng amuse-
ment; the work of the church is to lead
the race into the manhood of self-
sacrificing achievement. ' The foot-
lights are suggestive of the fact that
the lower tendencies of human nature
are there brought into prominence; the
Church of Christ weuld magnify the
head-light and heart-light that reveal
and develop the higher attributes of
our being. In a word, the real church
is the incarnation of the spirit of Christ
—pure, humble, self-sacrificing and for-
giving. The stage is the incarnation
of the spirit of the world—lustful,
proud, selfish and revengeful. And
what God hath put asunder no man
can join together. .

ANSWERS TO CRITICS.

The charge made by several yellow-
ish journals that my sermons on the
“Ethics of Amusements’’ have been
sensational is true only to the extent
that the utterances of unvarnished
truth .is apt to make a sensation, es-
pecially when :t strikes popular errors
and sins.

The charge that I do uot attend th&
theatre, and thereforé have no right
to have an opinion, is not reasonable.
One need not get drunk or tell a lie to
know what drunkenness and lying are.
I have nevér seen leprosy or small-
pox, but I have a fair idea as to What
they are. I have read bill-boards, thea-
trical notices, and some of the bplays.
I bhave gathered the testimony of ‘ac-
tors, theatre-goers, managers and
stage-fixers, who are competent wit-
neses. Inded, people who do not go
to the theatre may be better qualified
to judge of its ethics than those who
have habituated themselves to its at-
mosphere. One can live in a lazaretto
until its sights, sounds and odors cease
to be repilsive. The habitual theatre-
goer is apt to become blunted in his
finer sensibilities. 3

One oritic declares that the theatre
is intended enly to amuse, and should
not, therefore, be expected to teach
morals and religion; let people go to
church for these. And herein is its
viciousnegs. It was proved, I believe,
last Sunday evening, that the pleasure-
seeking spirit in the individual does
not give pleasure in the lohg run, and
ends in degeneracy. As with the in-
dividual, so° with an institution. If its
one purpose is to amuse, regardless of
morals er religion, it cannot fail to de-
generate. ;

blasphemy. Even if the actor really
prays, he has no right to do it to be
seen of men. Playing at religion is be-
basing to actors and beholders. The
modern stage had its birth at a time
during the datk ages when men were
playing at religion in their daily lives,
and they weuld not. of course, refuse
to play at it for the entertainment of
an audience, ILecky is right when he
says that the “Mystery Plays” led to
the degeneration of religion, and it is
equally true that the degeneration of
religion led to the ‘Mystery Plays.”
Playing at marriage and divorce on
the stage weakens, If ¢ does not de-
etroy, the sanctity of marriage and
keeps the divorce courts busy. Play-
ing at vice cannot fail, sooner or later,
to make an actor vicious, while playing
at virtue makes virtue unreal ‘and
opens the way for vice. It is one of
the discouraging signs of the times to-
day that the religious plays are becom-
ing popular. It proves that the religi-
ous instinct in theatre-going people is
a thing to be played wMth; and, while
faith, prayer and praise are feigned,
it is evident that real, prayer ' and
prad=q are lacking., The Passion Plaw,

though performed by a simple coun-
try people .with' deép religlous feeling,
has not improved the state of true reli-
gion at Oberammergau;’ and I can
think of nothing that would go farther
toward breaking down real Christianity
than, the presentation of this farcical
crucifixion of our Lord In the theatres
of the world. Portraying the sacred
and holy-feelings of- the soul for the
entertainment of an audience is an in-
congruous - proceeding; and ' feigning
sacred holy feelings i1s cant, which, on
or off the stage, weakens religious
character. The fact that one is paid a
hundred dollars a night for such dis-
simulation does not help the case.

ACTORS AND PREACHERS.

We are told that there are bad
Christians and wicked preachers. Yes,
and I.fear that the theatre, with the
atmosphere: of sham and pretense
which it has createl and fostered, is
largelyito blame for the bad types of
Christianity seen in many pulpits-and
pews. « The reality of religion is in per-
petual conflict with  the unreality of
the stage; -and when the stage - suc-
ceeds in -making the pulpit ‘stagey” it
has destroyéd its power for good.

There are fallen preachers, but:all
the critics admit that such is the’ ex-
ception.  The rule is that:preachers are
good men, and if ‘they are bad it is in
spite of' the church, which, as an in-
stitution, ‘is' expected- to make them
good. When a preacher falls into sin
it creates surprise, and he must at
once surrender his pulpit; but not so
with the actor. Good actors and ac-
tresses are the exception. If one |is
known to be moral and religious the
fact attracts attention, and when one
falls inte sin neither he nor she is com-
pelled to leave the stage. When the
tteatre-going public hear of it their
morbid curiosity prompts them to crowd
the house and increase the receipts.
Managers are aware of this, and hence
are not careful to conceal any scandal
which will call an actor or actress more
prominently before the public.

All this goes to prove that the
church, as an institution, is good, and
that the immoral Christian and preach-
er is the exception, while the theatre,
as an institution, is bad, and the moral
actor or actress is the exception. To say
that there are bad bakers and candle-
stickmakers is wide of the mark, be-
cause every one. knows that baking
bread and making candles are not im-
moral institutions. If they are bad it
is in spite of their business. If a
preacher or church member is bad it is
in spite of the church, which would
make him good; but if an actor is good
it is in spite of the theatre, which, as
an institution, tends to make him bad.

A MISTAKE.

Several critics contend that the
theatre of today is better than it was
in fermer years, but the facts are

"against them. The theatre which Plato,

Aristotle, Socrates, Cato and Tertullian
denounced had no women on its stage.
‘Women were not allowed on the stage
until about the seventeenth century.
The entrance of women into almost
any department of life means an infu-
sion of virtue; but not so with the
stage, which uses woman today for the
display of her shame more than her
virtues. Those who insist on being
only good women on the stage do not
grow rich. In the lowest theatres wo-
man is most in evidence. For this rea-
son I do not believe that the theatre in
China and Japan is as bad as it is in
America. Prominent pagans, on, their
first visit to our country, have been
shocked by the indecencies they have
been compelled to see in theatres to
which they had been taken by their
wealthy friends. Some theatres are,
of course, worse than others. They
differ not so much in degrees of good-
ness as of badness. During the past
few weeks a play has been running
in Boston with large audiences, the
immoralities of which shocked even
Chjcago and led reputable citizens in
Springfield to protest against its pro-
duction in that city. I never heard
any protest in Boston. And this play
is not the exception. The foul play,
with its foulness more or less veiled, is
the “‘rule. The managers of theatres
are in it for money, and they know
that such plays draw the big crowds.
The plays in which the simulation of
virtue predominates over that of vice,
I repeat, are not the most profitable:
They are used with rare skill as decoys
for good people.

POLICE TESTIMONY.

The police of our great cities bear
testimony to the fact that the theatre
is a foster-mother of crime among the
youth. The director of the city prison
in Paris says: “If a noted play of vici-
ous character has been put on the
boards, I very soon find it out by the

number of young fellows who come into
my custody.” Thirteen out of fifteen
young men from the country employed
in'a New York publishing house were
led to destruction within a few years
by the theatre.

THE SAFB WAY.

The moral gquality of theatre-going
does not depend upon the play. That
play is a part of a great institution. If
you go to the theatre you will very
properly be judged, not by the play
you see, but by the institution that
you patronize. The plays which are
better than the institution do not lift
it up, but rather the institution drags
down the play to its level. The whole
is stronger than any part, and the
whole gives moral quality to every
part. For a person .who desires both
safety and usefulness the wise course
is to refrain from theatre-going. If
you care not for safety you have not
that stamina of character which has
a wholesome fear of evil. If you care
not for usefulness you certainly have
not the spjrit of Him who went abolit
deing good, nor of him who said, “If
eating meat make my brother to stum-
ble, I will eat no flesh while the world
stands.” Let us give ourselves only to
the things that are “pure, lovely and of
good report.” If such a course be self-
denial, remember the words of Him
“whose we are and whom we serve,”
“If any man would be my disciple, let
him deny himself and take up his cross
and follow me.” Your self-denial will
bring greater joy than indulgence.
