This great fallirg oft 
has been partly occasioned by the recent change in 
tho timber duties, but still more by the immense im­
portations of 1841, and the cessation of all descrip­
tions of building owing fo foe distress of the coun­
try. We ar« glad, however, to learn, that (lie de 

importations is beginning to produce 
some improvements in price*. The glut of Colo 
nial-bnllt ship* still continue*, the Brunswick dock 
being crowded with large vessels of that description 
most of which are unsaleable at present at anv price 
hut as the building of ship* has almost ceased 111 the 
Colonie», they would sunn reoovut some part of 
their value if trade should nt all revive. A free trade 
in such bulky and necessary articles ns corn and *11- 
gar would »ut all these ship* afloat again immedi­
ately. This 1* so obvious, that we expect to see the 
Canadian and New-Brunswick merchants zealous 
free traders in a year or two. Sir Robert I'eol has 
cut op their monopoly, and they cannot do heller 
than call upon him hi do the saiuo to all oilier pro 
looted interests.
