Georgeous Procession Will 
Follow Casket From Buck­
ingham Palace To Westmin­
ster Hall.

MEET AT OTTAWA London, May 15.—The official pro 
gramme for the removal of the body 
of the late King Edward from Buck 
Ingham Palace to Westminster Hull 
next Tuesday, was Issued tonight. It 
shows that the removal will be at­
tended by a military spectacle only 
less Impressive and imploring than 
the funeral Itself.

Following the casket, drawn on a 
gun carriage, will walk King George, 
the Royal princes and all the Kings 
and princely guests, together with the 
members of the late King’s household, 
the Lords and grooms in waiting, court 
dignitaries, naval officers and the 
Queen mother’s household. Then will 
come a procession of nine carriages, 
with the Queen mother aud all the 
Imperial and Royal ladles.

Upon arrival at Westminster Hall 
the late King’s company of the Gren­
adier Guards who will have charge of 
the casket throughout the ceremony, 
will place the body upon the catafalque 
for lying In state. All the regalia hav­
ing been placed upon the casket, the 
Archbishop of Cantehury will conduct 
a solemn service for the royal mourn­
ers, after which the public lylug-tn- 
state will begin.

son of the sovereign. Prior to Edward 
III. the earldom of Cornwall was 
deemed tt)o powerful and too rich to 
be trusted to the possession of any 
but men closely akin to the reigning 
house. William the Conqueror be­
stowed It upon his half brother. Robert 
of Mortaln. Of other earls related to 
the sovereign the most Important were 
Richard, brother of Henry III., also 
known as King of the Romans, aud 
his son Edmund.

The new Duke of Cornwall’s proper­
ty Is not, as in olden times, restricted 
more or less to the county of Corn­
wall. In fact, the estates which he 
now owns In the county do not ex­
tend over an area of more than twelve 
thousand acres, whereas, as Duke of 
Cornwall, he owns more than fifty 
thousand acres in Devonshire, many 
thousand acres more in the neighbor­
ing county of Somerset, and a large 
amount of real estate in London. 
Thus the greater -part of what was 
once known as the Lambeth Marsh 
and most of that southern portion of 
London now known as Kensington,

A picture of 
the Shenandoah taken when 
Point Loma, entering the 
San Diego, Cal., is used by the United 
States Government on the registers

and also on all 
sailing ships.

No American sailing vessel, except 
perhaps her consort the Roanoke, ever 
carried ns much canvas as did the 
Shenandoah, which with her eighteen 
square sails of duck, including three 
sky sails, staysails, head sails, spanker 
and spanker topsails, two in number, 
hud a spread of canvas of more than 
11.000 yards. Although not built pri­
marily for speed, she was in the habit 
of whipping the foreign craft that at 
tempted lo compete against her on 
long voyages. She also managed to 
elude with her skyscraping sails a 
Spanish gunboat that lay in wait for 
her in the war of 1808. Some of the 
notable voyages of the Shenandoah 
were between the Golden Gate and 

Hook in ninety-six days.

Through King George’s accession 
to the throne, his eldest son. Prince 
Edward, who will be sixteen years 
old in June and who is known in his 
family circle by the nickname of 
“David,” becomes Ipso facto, Duke 
of Cornwall. Moreover, he could, If 
he wished, in spite of being a mere 
boy, take his seat in the House of 
Lords, since by statute the Dukes of 
Cornwall, no matter bow tender their 
years, are always of age. A Duke of 
Cornwall Is subject to no minority, in 
respect either of political and civil 
rights or In regard to the revenues 
aud possessions of his dukedom, and, 
owing to this, when the late King was 
a mere infant, a special act of Parlia­
ment had to be passed by both houses 
of the national legislature to enable 
his mother, Queen Victoria, to ad­
minister the duchy and its revenues 
until he maintained manhood. At the 
time attention was drawn to the fact 
that though an infant he possessed 
the unique privilege of voting in the 
House of Lords, despite his being 
then still In long clothes.

To be a Duke of Cornwall one must 
be a son of the sovereign, as well as 

' heir apparent. It the latter Is not a. 
son of the monarch, but merely a 
giandson, he cannot be Invested by 
the Crown with the dukedom of Corn­
wall, while mere heirs presumptive 
such as brothers, nephews, etc., are 
similarly barred, and in such an event 
the revenues of the duchy are turned 
over to the sovereign.

The dukedom of Cornwall comes to 
Prince Edward as 
of his position as 
of the King. The title of Prince of 
Wales will come to him later, as an 
act of grace on the part of his father. 
The monarch is under no obligation 
to bestow the dignity of Prince of 
Wales upon his first born. Edward 
the VII., for Instance, did not confer 
the title of Prince of Wales upon his 
son until the latter had completed 
his tour of the colonies on board the 
steamship Ophlr ; that is to say, coh- 
siderably more than a year after the 
death of Queen Victoria.

The dignity of Prince of Wales car­
ries with it no revenues, nor even 
prerogatives, and its holder sits in the 
House of Lords and is enabled to take 
part in its deliberations, not as Prince 
of Wales, but as Duke of Cornwall.

Contrary to the popular impression 
the dignity of Prince of Wales, as 
born by the British heir apparent, is 
older than that of the Duke of Corn­
wall. Edward I. was the first King 
of England to create his eldest sou 
Prince of Wales, with the object of 
reconciling the Welsh chieftains to 
English domination after the death 
of Llewellyn, the last native ruler of 
Wales. But It was not until the reign

timore. Captain Murphy, however, de­
cided that guns were cheaper than 
war risk policies, and he accordingly 
secured two four Inch rifles, which 
he mounted one forward and one aft.

REV. B. H. NOBLES PUBLISHES LETTERS ON HIS 
CRITICISM OF LOCAL OPTION CAMPAIGN

Correspondence Between Pastor of Victoria Street Baptist Church and Rev. 
A. A. Graham, President of Moral and Social Reform Council, on Ser­
mon Objected to by Catholic Members—Latter Threatened to With 
draw Unless Ample Apology Was Made.

To the Editor of The Standard.
Sir:—Following the publication of

It Is, therefore, necessary for me, 
much as I dislike to do it, yet in 
Justice to a partially informed pub­
lic as well as myself, I am forced 
to take this course, in the interests 
of truth and the work of the moral 
reform, for which l trust I am not 
less concerned than Mr. Graham and 
those for whom he says he speaks.

I regret very much that Mr. Gra­
ham did not think it worth while to 
make any mention of my explanations 
to him,except to emphasize his charges 
against me. He seems willing, If not 
anxious, to give the impression that 
I have done a wilful Injustice to cer­
tain people, and am obstinately per­
sisting in it. The correspondence will 
show that the position he takes is 
wholly unwarranted, and that his let­
ter of the 9th is in effect a false state­
ment of the 
injustice.

I would like to know by what right 
Mr. Graham assumes to speak for the 
Moral and Social Reform Council. I 
do not believe that his letter was au­
thorized by the council, nor that it 
voices the feeling of that body. If I 
thought that In his dealing with this 
matter he really represents the spirit 
and purpose of the moral and Social 
Reform Council I would have no de­
sire to be regarded as having any re­
lationship with it.

Views of Large Majority.
The statement of Mr. Graham that 

I was not actively engaged on polling 
day and did nothing to bring out 
voters, and bis argument from It that 
I cannot therefore "speak for the work 
ers,” is, to say the least, amusing. I 
venture to say with due humbleness, 
that the views I hold of what should 
have been done in the campaign, and 
of the methods, are those of a large 
majority of temperance workers.

I do not need to defend myself 
against Mr. Graham's unworthy ac­
cusation of having made ’Taise state­
ments and groundless charges” and 
of being the mouthpiece of an “ex­
treme element whose harsh words and 
ungenerous spirit have always been 
a hinderance to the progress of true 
reform." My life and manner of work 
have been before the people long 
enough for them to know that I have 
simply and honestly endeavored to do 
my duty, always respecting the views 
and feelings of those from whom I 
differed, refraining from harsh judg­
ment of others, and studiously avoid­
ing offensive speech concerning those 

though I
might not agree with their methods.

Appended is the correspondence 
which Mr. Graham refused to pub­
lish. I think it throws sufficient light 
on the matter to satisfy those who 
read it that I have not done injus­
tice to any men or class of men, and 
that Mr. Graham has pursued a sur­
prisingly strange and unbrotherly 
course towards a fellow worker.

Dear Mr. Graham,—Yours of 30th 
ult. with enclosure, received on Sat­
urday afternoon. Replying, 1 may say 
that I cherish the belief that I am 
sincerely concerned for "the interests 
of truth and the work of moral re­
form." I regret very much that any­
body has a wrong impression of what 
I said in the address to which you 
allude, and will be glad if anything I 
can say will remove that impression.

In the communication signed by 
Messrs Agar, Ktckham and Mitchell, 
which you enclose, I am charged with 
having “wantonly misrepresented and 
Insulted” a religious body.

I did not, either directly or indirect­
ly, in the address objected to, make 
or insinuate any reflection on any re 
ligious body.

, 96 Washington, D. C., May 14 —Repre­
sentative James R. Mann, of Illinois, 
who was chairman of the special com­
mittee of the House which investiga­
ted the wood pulp and pulp wood 
question the last session of Congress, 
talked to President Taft yesterday 
about the action of the Province of 
Quebec in prohibiting the exportation 
of pulp wood cut from Crown lands. 
This action, Mr. Mann believes, puts 
the paper industry of the United 
States at a disadvantage. He wanted 
to know if something could not be 
done to meet the situation.

The president reminded him that 
reciprocity negotiations between Can­
ada and the United States were to be 
taken up in the near future and that 
the Department of State, after con­
sideration, naturally would do what It 
could to help American industry. Just 
what can be done is not definite. The 
"free print paper" propaganda which 
has been urged from many sources 
does not meet with the general ap­
proval of the State Department ex­
perts. They feel that this would give 
a Canadian syndicate the opportunity 
to control the price of paper in the 
United States and would injure the 
American industry. Furthermore it is 
not believed that the administration 
should make a striking exception in 
the case of print paper and demand 
free trade for it.

President Taft is leaving this mat­
ter to the discretion of the State De­
partment and its tariff experts to work 
out. He is very hopeful that a recip­
rocity agreement can be brought about 
but is not bothering with the details 
for the present.

It is realized at the State Depart­
ment that the Dominion government 
cannot interfere advantageously in all 
the regulations which pertain strictly 
to Canadian provinces. Should the 
government attempt to influence the 
Province of Quebec to change Its at­
titude on wood pulp or use more than 
suasion in bringing this about, the ef­
fect might not he b 
plained.
