Paris, March 5.—Official announce­
ment Is made that Adolphe Pegoud, 
the famous French aviator, has been 
awarded the military medal for serv­
ices rendered the army during the 
war.

2 attacked, at a great height and 
caused the fall of a German machine. 
Soon afterwards he attacked two other 
aeroplanes, causing the first to fall 
and the second to land.

Adolph Pagoud first came into fame 
in 1913 as the originator of the feat 
of flying upside down in an aeroplane, 
while making experiments for obtain­
ing safety in the air. A short time 
later he enhanced his reputation for 
daring, by performing for the first 
time by any aviator, the feat of loop-

. AMERICAN TEXTILE 
MEN AGREE TO 

BRITAIN’S TERMS

London, Mar. 6—Except In the Cen­
tral Beskld Pass of the Carpathians, 
where the fierce Austrian attacks 
have moderated somewhat, the Rus­
sians are now ou the offensive along 
the whole length of their extremely 
long line, from the Baltic Sea to the 
Roumanian border. Apparently they 
have definitely disposed of the Ger­
man and Austrian attempts to outflank 
their two extreme wings, and, having 
turned, are making slow but steady 
progress westward.

After retiring right back to the 
Dniester river, the Russians again 
have crossed Into Bukowtna and are 
unofficially reported to be back in 
Csernowitz, which military men say Is 
extremely probable, ag they already 
had captured Sadagora, a few miles to 
the northeast of the capital. Further 
to the west they are again in possess­
ion erf Stanislau, and have crossed the 
Lukwa river, a forward step which, in 
the opinion of military experts, prob­
ably will compel the Austrians to 
evacuate Bukowina.

In the Beskid, Tukholka and Uzsok 
Passes the Austro-Germans are in 
possession of strong positions whence 
they are continually attacking the 
Russians, while in the western passes, 
especially the Dukla, the Russians 
are on the Hungarian slopes, where 
the fighting has degenerated into 
trench warfare. The Russians are 
sending large reinforcements to this 
southern line.
Advancing Alto In Northern Poland
In Northern Poland the Russians 

are advancing slowly westward from 
the Niemen river, and the Germans 
are fighting a rear-guard action. Only 
at one point Is the German attack be­
ing seriously pressed—against the 
fortress ofl Ossowetz. Here the Ger­
mans can use their railway from Lyck,

and there is a good road across the 
marshes, but with their armies falling 
back on either side they cannot re­
main long, British military experts 
say.

To the south, according to a Berlin 
despatch the Germans have evacuated 
Myszyniec, which is right on the East 
Prussian border, northwest of Lomza, 
while further west, near Mlawa they 
are believed, actually to have crosse* 
the border, after a defeat at Przssny- 
sz. The Russians also show revived 
activity in Central Poland, and have 
attacked the Germans east of Plods 
and near Skiemiewice, southwest oC 
Warsaw.

In the western theatre the Anglo- 
French armies, like those of their 
Russian ally, are doing most of the 
attacking, but latterly without appar^ 
ently making any further progress, 
although they claim to have repulsed 
German attacks, which were delivered 
in an effort to regain lost ground.

The sinking of the German subma­
rine U-8, as officially announced today, 
makes the fourth of these vessels to 
be sunk by British warships since the 
beginning of the war, the others be­
ing tiie U-15, the U-18 and one rammed 
by the destroyer Badger off the Bel­
gian coast. It is believed that a 
French destroyer also sank one, and 
the captains of two British merchant­
men are claiming the prizes offered 
for the first merchant captain to ac­
count for a hostile submarine.

The claim of the captain of the 
steam collier Thordis, in connection 
with which the Admiralty says he 
probably sank a submarine, is being 
disputed by the captain of the gtea 
mer Alstow, who says he previously 
sank one.

"We captured 600 metres (about 650 
yards) of trenches with a depth of 
200 metres beyond the group which 
lies northeast of Mesnil, and made 
progress in the adjoining woods. Finally 
we gained possession of several 
trenches in the ravines, northwest of 
Beausejour. According to prisoners' 
accounts the enemy's losses were ex­
tremely high. The morale of our 
troops was excellent

“In the Argonne region, at Van- 
quols, we made important progress In 
the western portion of the village, the 
only part w'here the Germans still 
hold their ground.

“In the forest of Le Pretre a German 
attack was easily repulsed. In the re­
gion of Badonvillers and In the region 
of Celles our attacks made headway, 
having brought us into immediate con­
tact with the enemy’s wire entangle­
ments. We repulsed a counterattack.

“In Alsace at Hartmann-Weilerkopf, 
we captured a trench, a small fort and 
two machine guns."

Paris, March 5, via London, March 
6.—The French official statement is­
sued here tonight says:

"In Belgium, in the region of the 
Dunes, we have organized solidly the 
advanced trench taken by us yester­
day. The Germans attempted to push 
forward their trenches into contact 
with ours, but twelve times our fire 
dispersed them.

“To the north of Arras, our counter­
attacks in the region of Notre Dame 
De Lorotte were crowned with com­
plete success. On Thursday evening 
we captured a machine gun company. 
On Friday, the enemy made a new at­
tack but we pushed them back, regain­
ed the lost positions which had been 
for two days In their possession and 
made numerous prisoners.

“In Champagne, In the region of 
Perthes, we made marked progress. 
On Thursday evening a company of 
the German guards became surround­
ed In our lines and was captured.

count of Broken Machinery.

Lady Recently Arrived in Can­
ada from Liverpool Given 

Surprise on Her Landing. '
London, March 6.—According to the 

Daily Express it is reported that the 
Dutch steamer Nooderdyk, which was 
returning to Rotterdam with broken 
machinery, after having sailed for the 
United States, has been torpedoed in 
the English Channel.

The Nooderdyk, a Holland-Amert- 
can line freighter, sailed from Rotter­
dam on March 2 for New York, Balti­
more and Newport News. On Thurs­
day she was reported as turning back 
for Rotterdam, while off the Isle of 
Wight, for the purpose of making 
repairs to her machinery. Twice dur­
ing the last two months the Nooder­
dyk lias .gone aground, but has been 
pulled each time. On January 
13, while leaving Port Talbot, England, 
for Baltimore, she went ashore In the 
harbor. She was refloated the next 
day and proceeded. On her return 
voyage to Rotterdam from the United 
States, she went aground on February 
24 in Rotterdam harbor.

respondent The telegram continues:

"Every one recognizes that these 
military preparations at the last hour 
can In no sense prove effective. It Is 
well known, too, that there 1» a lack 
of munitions. The population, already 
suffering, privations and receiving an 
insufficient ration of bread, made of a 
mixture of wheat and maize, holds the 
Germans responsible for its miseries. 
Agitations, conducted by the Hadjis 
In Stamboul, are growing numerous. 
Greek families have hastily left Con­
stantinople. Since yesterday more 
than fifty German officers, travelling 
from Turkey to Berlin, passed through 
Bucharest.

“Roumanla is following with the 
closest Interéet, the allies action lu 
the Dardanelles and Russia’s activities 
In Galicia. The government still re­
frains from making a pronouncement. 
It has just Introduced a bill for the 
opening of a credit of $40,000,000 for 
the army. Generals who would this 
year pass Into the reserve, are being 
retained, and already the 1916 class 
recruits is being called up."

Nobody 
worried about the danger from Ger­
man shells while they were In the air 
with their own explosions of bomHs 
thrown at close quarters.

At another place the correspondents 
entered a building which semed neith­
er wholly hospital nor wholly Y. M. C. 
The reason that the location of this 
and many other places is not given Is 
because no German aeroplane bombs 
are wanted. In this particular build­
ing, men over-exhausted from tlielr 
vigil in the trenches remove their 
filthy clothes, get warm baths and a 
disinfecting spray, and have a warm 
meal, including bread pudding with 
raisins or currants in it, of which they 
are extremely fond. There are also 
clean cots where they turn in, and a 
reading room with games. Here no one 
is kept longer than fourteen days.

8erloua battles are reported between the Mazolaboretz Past, In the 
Carpathian!, and the river 8an, where the Austrian advance Is said to 
have been checked. In the vicinity of Sallnka, midway of this line, two 
Austrian regiments are said to have been wiped out by the Russian ma­
chine guns. During the fighting on March 2 and 3, the Austrians charg­
ed the Russian lines repeatedly, at times reaching the Russian trenches.

Austrian officer» captured during the fighting are reported to have 
said that their losses never had been heavier.

At Lutowleko, just east of tho San and thirty-five mllea south * of 
Przemysl, on the night of March 2, the Austrians made four attaoka 
on the Russians which are said to have been repulsed with heavy loams.

Will be Inaugurated from Canada at an Early Date as Re- 
' suit of Co-operation Between Canadian Government and 

the British Admiralty.

Ottawa, March 5.—A tri-weekly serv­

ice between Canada and France for 
the conveyance of the huge quantities 
of supplies which are continually be­
ing shipped from Canada under or­
ders given by the Imperial govern­
ment here will abortly be established 
as a result of cooperative action be­
tween the Canadian government and 
the Admiralty.

Between August 20 and the close 
of the St Lawrence navigation about 
120,000 tons of Imperial army supplies 
were forwarded to British and French 
ports. During December and Janu­
ary 6,000 tone were shipped from 3t. 
John and Halifax. This vast tonnage 
was handled by chartered vessels and 
at freight rates averaging those pre­
vailing in normal times. Taking Into 
consideration the acarclty of tonnaxo 
and the war rates which had other­
wise prevailed, the result is a notaule 
achievement. Ae is well known, a 
serious shortage of tonnage was caus 
ed soon after war began by the appro 
priation and withdrawal from the At­
lantic service for Admiralty purposes 
of a very large proportion of the 
steamships hitherto employed in that 
service.

Shortly after the declaration of war

Clarke announced this morning that 
\V. B. Chandler, K. C. of Moncton has 
been appointed a commissioner under 
the departmental enquiries act to car­
ry on an enquiry into the administra­
tion of the different departments of 
the government. This investigation 
lias been foreshadowed in previous an­
nouncements by the Premier, who de­
termined upon such a course when 
thq recent re-organization of the gov­
ernment took place. William M. Dun­
lop of Ottawa has been recommended 
to assist the government In re-organ­
izing; and systematizing the different 
departments of public service. Mr. 
Chandler is one of the foremost mem­
bers ofi the New Brunswick bar, and 
has had considerable experience in 
conducting enquiries as a commiss­
ioner. He carried on the recent in­
vestigation into the affairs of the St. 
John police department Mr. Dunlop 
is one of the leading expert chartered 
accountants of Canada, and has been 
engaged in similar work in other prov­
inces of the Dominion, including Brit­
ish Columbia, and after the general 
election in this province in 1908 he 

d,ucted the audit of the books of

Expenditure for the month shows a 

considerable drop as compared rwith 
February of last year. Current expendi­
ture decreased by $1,488,431 and capi­
tal expenditure by $555,782. The net 
public debt Increased during February 
by $6,513,382 and is now, for the first 
time, over the four hundred million 
mark.

At the end of the month it was $401,- 
891,909 as compared with $317,139,801 
at the end of February last year, an 
Increase of $84,222,108 druing the 
twelve months. Temporary loans made

Ottawa, March 5.—For the month of 
February the Dominion’s 
shows an increase of $825,224, as coup 
Dyed with February of last year.

“In spite of the peculiar weather 
we are getting out the logs,” said 
Robert Connely of Salmon river, man­
ager of the Pejebscot Lumber Com­
pany, who was at the Royal yester­
day. "We will do a very good win­
ter’s work. We will put In about 9,- 
000,600 feet of timber at Salmon riv­
er and about 3,000,060 feet at Martin's 
Head. The winter has been unusual. 
To get in our logs we have had to hire 
all the horses we. could get, and to 
make Ice roads. If the weather con­
tinues cold next week we will have 
practically all our logs at the streams. 
At the worst, we won’t bave more 
than 600,000 feet of logs left In the 
woods, and if we get a little cold 
weather and a few lucres of snow we 
will be able to get out all our cut 

"As to what other lumber operators 
have been able to do, I know little,” 
added Mr. Connell 
cut we have had 
shoulder to the wheel; I have been in 
our camps for the last six weeks, and 
it means extra expense to get the cut 
out.’’

"One thing we ara^Worried about is 
stream driving.”

MADE IN CANADA
While Tommy Burns Is the only na­

tive of Canada In the list of the world’s 
heavyweight champions, the Dominion 
has turned out many classy "heaviep.” 
Frlnstance, there la Samuel Langford, 
who started life in Nova Scotia, and 
who Is about as handy a man with his 
fists as any to be found on the crust 
of this oblate spheroid. Old-time fans 
will recall many other Canadian heavy­
weights who made their mark—on the 
faces of their opponents--among whom 
were two native sons of little Prince 
Edward Island, Joe I.annan and 
George Godfrey. Lannan, who was born 
in Charlottetown just half a century 
ago Monday. March 1, 1865. was a con­
temporary of John L. Sullivan, Charlie 
Mltphell, Peter Jackson and other 
heavyweights who gave zest to the life 
of the fight fan some twenty-five or 
thirty years ago. Godfrey, best re­
membered as “Old Chocolate,” because 
of his decidedly brunet skin, was too 
light to aspire to the heavyweight 
championship, but the game and clever 
negro gave the big fellows of that day 
a lot of trouble.

Like nearly all the Canadian boxers, 
Joe Lannan began his ring career in 
Boston. It was about thirty years ago 
that Joe began mingling with boxers 
now all but forgotten, but fairy promi­
nent in that period—such fellows as 
Denny Kelllher, Matt Cunningham and 
Jim Duffy. In 1886 Lannan went to 
St. Faul and whipped Joe Brady and 
Billy Wilson, but lost to Pat Killen. 
He also bested Ed. McKeon at Grand 
Forks. N. D. Back in Boston he knock­
ed out John P. Loughlin and Frank 
Herald, and fought a draw with his 
countryman, George Godfrey.

Lannan got into the limelight In 
1887, when he was matched with Jake 
Kilraln for the championship of Ameri­
ca. Jake then claimed the title because 
of Sullivan’s refusal to meet him, and 
a little Inter he was presented with a 
belt symbolic of the title. The Cana­
dian put up a good fight, but he was 
defeated in eleven rounds. In 1889 he 
fought another draw with George God­
frey, and then met Jack Ashton, who 
knocked him out in the nineteenth 
round. Later that year Lannan and 
Peter Jackson tried to tight at Revere. 
Mass., but the cops butted in and 
stopped the proceedings 
nan fought a three-round draw with 
Jim Corbett, and then met George God 
frey again. The fight was staged at 
Coney Island, and this time Lannan 
was knocked out by the negro. That 
ended his career In America, although 
he later fought a few battles In Eng­
land.

Washington, Mar. 6.—The (Belgian 
legation today Issued a formal state­
ment announcing the protest of ’the 
Federation of Belgian steel and Iron 
manufacturers to the German Gover­
nor General In Belgium against seizure 
of more than $3,000,000 worth Of ma­
chinery which, the statement declares, 
was taken in violation of the Fourth 
Hague Convention.

The announcement further states 
that the German action practically nul­
lifies the efforts which Belgian indus­
tries are making to resume their activ­
ities. The German authorities are fur. 
ther accused of exporting raw ma­
terials from Belgium Into Germany. <

“It is easy to understand that suA 
measures practically nullify the effORh 
made In industrial circles to resume 
work in the (Belgian plants and thus 
save from starvation many hundreds 
of thousands of workmen and their 
families," says the legation statement. 
“Besides,, It will seriously hamper the 
resumption of work when the war is 
over."

"During the night of March 2-3 a 
German party were dispersed by a 
small party who advanced and 
them. On March 2, one Af our aero­
planes flying behind the German lines 
was twice attacked by two German 
machines and forced them (both to de­
scend."

HARPusually the Instruction has been of the 
popular lecture order without required 
reading dr examination arid naturally 
without much sequence or concentra­
tion. By the Garrett arrangement one 
may enter the summer quarter, which 
will be divided into two terms of five 
and one-half weeks each, do the re­
quired work as It is done during the 
other quarters, meet the required ex­
aminations. and receive full credit 
for the work done.

This arrangement offers also an op­
portunity for economy of time. The 
work required for graduation with the 
bachelor's degree is distributed over 
nine quarters. Three quarters are equi­
valent to the present school year and 
nine quarters are equivalent to the 
three years required for graduation by 
all our schools of theology. But any 
student who may so desire, and who 
Is competent to do so, by taking the 
summer quarters can accomplish his 
required work In two years and one 
quarter. Even then he has the entire 
month of September for a vacation 
period.

Students who have to work their 
way through school will find advantage 
in the new arrangement It Is not al­
ways possible to find remunerative 
work during the summer. The quar­
ter system makes It possible to drop 
out for a quarter In autumn, winter, 
or spring and still complete the course 
within the three years’ limit. By this 
arrangement also men can enter the 
school at the beginning of any one of 
the four periods enabling them to com­
plete the course and graduate in time 
either for the fall or the spring con­
ferences.

.A-Verr taterertiug lecture, entitled
A Roman Rubbish Mound in Egypt.” 

was tieltvered by Prof, Charles T. 
Currelly, in the Natural History -Socie­
ty rooms last evening under the ___ 
pices of the SL John Archaeological 
Society. H. A. Powell occupied the 
chair, and there was a good attend­
ance. Prof. Currelly, who is a gradu­
ate of Toronto, and lias been engaged 
in excavation work in Egypt and Pal­
estine was able to make the Roman 
Rubbish Mound an exceedingly inter­
esting affair, hia remarks being richly 
Illustrated with 
views, showing what had been found 
in the rubbish mound.

His lecture dealt with the time the 
Romans were administering affairs in 
Egypt. He said that Romans gave the 
country a good government, and that 
it developed rapidly in wealth at that 
period, the Influence of Roman author­
ity being shown in a great Improve­
ment of the workmanship. At that 
period the Egyptians carried the art 
of weaving to perfection, seldom 
equalled by any people. A grpat deal 
of light was thrown on the domestic 
life of the Egyptians Of the period.

At the conclusion of the lecture a 
vote of thanks moved by Archdeacon 
Raymond and seconded by Rev. J., J. 
McCaskill was tendered the lecturer.

Major General F. I* t*ssard of Tb 
ron/to, and Inspector General in Bast- 
em Canada, made a thorough inspec­
tion yesterday of the second contin­
gent men stationed here.

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164 A citizen who was Identified with 
the movement to establish the com­
mission form of government pointed 
out yesterday that at the time the 
commission system was being dis­
cussed the question of revising the 
assessment system of the city was 
brought prominently to tile forefront, 
and the understanding was that the 
commissioners would give tfcis matter 
their early and earnest attention. 
Commissioner Potts' proposal to re­
vise the assessment system by piece­
meal has aroused considerable inter­
est, and the Board of Trade proposes 
to conduct a campaign of education 
on assessment matters. It is said 
that if the city commissioners had 
carried out the provisions of the act 
to provide for the government of the 
city by an elective commission such 
a campaign would not now be neces­
sary.

When interviewed J. A. Belyea, 
chairman of the charter committee, 
said the whole matter of assessment 
was brought up at the time the new 
charter was being prepared. “We 
were asked to revise the assessment 
system, but we thought it was too big 
a job to tackle off hand,” said Mr. 
Belyea. “So In the new charter for 
the city we made provision for the 
appointment of a commission to draft 
a new assessment system. The sup­
position was that this commission 
would make a study of the whole as­
sessment question and draft a law 
which would represent the best Ideas 
obtainable on the matter.”

Mr. Belyea’s statement refers to 
section 23 of the commission charter, 
which says:

“The common council is hereby em­
powered to appoint a commission on 
the assessment law of the city of SL 
John, which commission shall possess 
all powers for obtaining information 
at present vested in the assessors of 
the said city, or which have been 
conferred on any commission or body 
by the Acts 62nd Victoria, Chapter 
43 (1899), 1 Edward VH„ Chapter 47 
(1901), and 6 Edward VH., Chapter 
56 (1905), and which < commission 
shall prepare and submit to the coun­
cil a draft of a new assessment law 
or amendment to the existing law.”

The city commissioners have never 
appointed such a commission, al­
though from the wording of the sec­
tion it would seem to be obligatory 
upon them to do so. It Is well known 
that at the time commission govern­
ment was being advocated it was the 
intention that the question of assess­
ment should he dealt with as soon as 
possible, and by a commission which 
would secure expert advice, but in 
the words of the chairman of the 
charter committée, “the city commls-
