Famous French Aviator, Pe-
goud, Awarded Military
Medal for Services During
the War,

Paris, March 5.—Official announce-
ment is made that Adolphe Pegoud,
the famous French aviator, has been
awarded the military medal for serv-
ices rendered the army during the
war. "

The announcement says that Pey
goud, on several occasions pursued
enemy aeroplanes, and on February
2 attacked, at a great height and
caused the fall of a German machine.
Soon afterwards he attacked two other
aeroplanes, causing the first to fall
and the second to land.

Adolph Pagoud first came into fame
in 1913 as the originator of the feat
of flying upside down in an aeroplane,
while making experiments for obtaiu-
ing safety in the air. A short time
later he enhanced his reputation for
daring, by performing for the first
time by any aviator, the feat of loop-
ingthe-loop. For his experiments
Pegoud was awarded the decoration
of the Legion of Honor.

Several times since the outbreak
of the war Pegoud has come into
notice. On August 20, he returned to
Paris from the front to get a mnew
aeroplane, his old one having been
riddled by enemy bullets. He  was
mentioned in despatches for valor in
November, and later in January was
reported to have destroyed a German
explosive depot by dropping bombs
Jon it.

6.—The French official statement is-
sued here tonight says:

“In Belgium, in the region of the
Dunes, we have organized solidly the
advanced trench taken by us yester-
day. The Germans attempted to push
forward their trenches into contact
with ours, but twelve times our fire
dispersed them.

“To the north of Arras, our counter-
attacks in the region of Notre Dame
De Lorette were crowned with com-
pleie success. On Thursday evening
we captured a machine gun company.
On Friday, the enemy made a new at-
tack but we pushed them back, regain-
ed the lost positions which had been
for two days in their possession and
made numerous prisoners.

“Rheims has been bombarded all day
long.”

“In Champagne, in the region of
Perthes, we made marked progress.
On Thursday evening a company of
the German guards became surround-
ed in our lines and was captured. On
Friday we gained ground on the whole
front, carried a trench to the north-

west of Perthes and occupied to the
north of Perthes a salient where we
took prisoners.

“We captured 600 metres (about 650
yards) of trenches with a deptk of
200 metres beyond the group which
lies northeast of Mesnil, and made
progress in the adjoining woods. Finally
we gained possession of several
trenches in the ravines, northwest of
Beausejour. According to prisoners'
accounts the enemy's losses were ex-
tremely high. The morale of our
troops was excellent.

“In the Argonne region, at Van-
quois, we made important progress in
the western portion of the village, the
only part where the Germans gtill
hold their ground.

“In the forest of Le Pretre a German
attack was easily repulsed. In the re-
gion of Badonvillers and in the region
of Celles our attacks made headway,
having brought us into immediate con-
tact with the enemy's wire entangle-
ments.

When the sun Shines a
smile spreads over the whole Indian
force. Thanks to many layers of warm

clothing, and careful attention, the sick
report of the Indian troops is normal.
The food of these men has to be
brought from India. Speaking no word
of English, these dusky strangers
have come from the other side of the
world to fight in France for Great DBri-
tain. Billeted in barns, with thick lay-
ers of straw for their beds, each race
cooking its food to its taste and ac-
cvording to its caste customs, they form
& separate world of never-ceasing won-
der to the French inhabitants. This
morning there was seen 3,000 cavalry-
men riding by on a muddy road, with
a background of flat and misty land-
scape, with all the precision they
would show at a royal review. Occa-
gionally among the dusky faces under
the turbans there were the white coun-
tenances of the English officers who
bhad trained these varied tribes, and
who have stood with them in the
trenches, in icy waters .up to their
waists, against the enemy,

“They told me I was too old,” he

Although all the cavalry is fighting
as infantry in the trenches, cavalry
officers keep up their cavalry drills,
and the horses are in good condition.

One meets here, Englishmen, Irish-
men and Scotchmen from every part
of the world, ready to serve in any
capacity in order to help.

“Now you take this message to all
my Irish friends in America for me,”
said ah elderly Irish medical officer
in charge of a hospital train. “Tell
them I have been sleeping on that car
seat for six weeks, with the harp
alongsice of me and the Union Jack
over ‘my head. It was a fine time we
had when they let me load my train
with wounded right where the shells
were falling, but they do not permit
that any more.”

In the outskirts of a village where
German shells fall at intervals there
was seen infantry detachments prac-
ticing at hand-grenade attacks, and
in the defence of trenches. Nobody
worried about the danger from Ger-
man shells while they were in the air
with their own explosions of bomhs
thrown at close quarters.

At another place the correspondents
entered a building which semed neith-
er wholly hospital nor wholly Y. M. C.
The reason that the location of this
and many other places is not given is
because no German aeroplane bombs
are wanted. In this particular build-
ing, men over-exhausted from their
vigil in the trenches remove their
filthy clothes, get warm baths and a
disinfecting spray, and have a warm
meal, including bread pudding with
raisins or currants in it, of which they
are extremely fond. There are also
clean cots where they turn in, and a
reading room with games. Here no one
is kept longer than fourteen days.

If in that time they have not suffi-
clently recovered from the exhausting
demands of the trenches to return to
the front, they are sent back to the
base.

Only a Few Shirkers.

“Does not some malingerer,” I ask-
ed, “ever hesitate to face the horror
of .the trenches again?”

“Occagionally there is one,”
answer.

“That’s human nature. We are amaz-
ed at how few. When well enough the
average man goes. He says he will
play the game.. You will soon know
what he is going to do.”

AN EXCELLENT POLICY.

If Mr. P. J. Veniot of Gloucester
County has any evidence that officials
of the Provincial Government, in the
Public Works Department or any other
pranch of the provincial service, have
not been faithful, honest and capable
in the discharge of their duty, he now
has the 6m>ortun\ty of making his
charges and of having them thoroughly
investigated by a commissioner whose
ability and bona-fides no one will ques-
tion. The Provincial Government has
appointed Mr. W. B, Chandler, K.C., of
Moncton, a commissioner to make a
complete investigation of 'any and all
charges preferred and, at the same
time, has engaged Mr.. Willlam M,
Dunlop, an auditor of repute, to go
over the books of all departments and
wronounce upon their condition,

It will be remembered that Mr.
Chandler conducted the recent investi-
gation into the St. John police force
and those who were brought into touch
with the proceedings at that time
could not but be impressed with his
absolute integrity and outstanding fit-
ness for his duties. In his hands the
people of New Brunswick may rest as-
sured that the provincial departments
will be thoroughly probed and if there
is fault it will be speedily brought to
light

At the same time the Government,
while willing and anxious that all light
be turned on the methods and admin-
istration of the various departments of
the public service, do not intend to
give loud-mouthed partisans of the
Carvell, Veniot class an opportunity of
converting the proceedings into a po-

Hospital in France will re-
serve one bed for Pre-
vincial man.

It will be of interest to the subscrib-
ers in New Brunswick who have made
possible the endowment of a bed for a
wounded soldier at the front, through
the agency of the St. John Ambulance
Brigade, to know that the sum collect-
ed in the province, and sent forward
by Lady Tilley, has been received by
Lady Perrott, who wishes to thank
all who had so generously subscribed.

The shield to be placed over the
bed can be seen at the store of A.
Gordon Plummer, 87 Germain street.
It shows the coat of arms of New
Brunswick, surrounded by a wreath
of maple leaves. Lady Perrott says
that the shield will be placed over
the bed in the hospital established
under the auspices of the St. John
Ambulance Brigade, a hospital of 500
beds in course of preparation for
gervice in France. The hospital will
be known as the “St. John Ambulan e
Brigade Hospital,” and the entire per-
sonnel will be recruited from mem-
bers of the St, John Ambulance Bri-
gade, with¥the exception of a few
gpecial appointments.

The Chief Commissioner of the St.
John Ambulance Brigade, Colonel Sir
James R. Andrew Clark, Bt. C. B.
F. R. C. 8. E, will go out in charge
of the hospital, and he will be sup-
ported by a distinguished list of sur
geons and physicians.

It is estimated that the probable

While Tommy Burns is the only ha-
tive of Canada in the list of the world's
heavyweight champions, the Dominion
bas turned out many classy “heavies.”
Frinstance, there is Samuel Langford,
who started life fn Nova Scotia, and
who {s about as handy a man with his
fists as any to be found on the crust
of this oblate spheroid. Old-time fans
will recall many other Canadian heavy-
weights who made their mark—on the
faces of their opponents—among whom
were two native sons of little Prince
Edward Island, Joe Lannan and
George Godfrey. Lannan, who was born
in Charlottetown just half a century
ago Monday, March 1, 1865, was a con-
temporary of Jokn L, Sullivan, Charlie
Mitghell, Peter Jackson and other
heavyweights who gave zest to the life
of the fight fan some twenty-five or
thirty years ago. Godfrey, best re-
membered as “Old Chocolate,” because
of his decidedly brunet skin, was too
light to aspire to the heavyweight
championship, but the game and clever
negro gave the big fellows of that day
a lot of trouble.

Like nearly all the Canadian boxers,
Joe Lannan began his ring career in
Boston. It was about thirty years ago
that Joe began mingling with boxers
now all but forgetten, but fairy promi-
nent in that perlod—such fellows as
Denny Kelliher, Matt Cunningham and
Jim Duffy. In 1886 lLannan went to
St. Faul and whipped Joe Brady and
Billy Wilsen, but lost to Pat Killen,
He also bested Ed. McKeon at Grand
Forks, N. D. Back in Boston he knock-
ed out John P, Loughlin and Frank
Herald, and fought a draw with his
countryman, George Godfrey.

Lannan got into the limelight in
1887, when he was matched with Jake
Kilrain for the championship of Ameri-
ca. Jake then claimed the title because
of Snllivan’s refusal to meet him, and
a little Jater he was presented with a
belt symbolic of the title. The Cana-
dian put up a good fight, but he was
defeated in eleven rounds. In 1889 he
fought another draw with George God-
frey, and then met Jack Ashton, who
knocked him out in the nineteenth
round, Later that year Lannan and
Peter Jackson tried to fizht at Revere,
Mass,, but the cops butted in and
stopped the proceedings. In 1892 Lan-
nan fought a threeround draw with
Jim Corbett, and then met George God-
frey again, The fight was staged at
Coney Island, and this time Lannan
was knocked out by the negro. That
ended his career in America, although

Commissioner Potts’ proposal to re-
vise the assessment system by plece-
meal has aroused considerable inter-
est, and the Board of Trade proposes
to conduct a campaign of education
on assessment matters. It is said
that if the city commissioners had
carried out the provisions of the act
to provide for the government of the
city by an elective commission such
a campaign would not now be neces-
sary.

When interviewed J. A. Belyea,
chairman of the charter committee,
said the whole matter of assessment
was brought up at the time the new
chartar was being prepared. “We
were asked to revise the assessment
system, but we thought it was too big
a job to tackle off hand,” said Mr.
Belyea. “So in the new charter for
the city we made provision for the
appointment of a commission to draft
a new assessment system. The sup-
position was that this commission
would make a study of the whole as-
gessment question and draft a law
which would represent the best ideas
obtainable on the matter.”

Mr. Belyea's statement refers to
section 23 of the commission charter,
which says:

“The common council is hereby em-
powered to appoint a commission on
the assessment law of the city of St
John, which commission shall possess
all powers for obtaining informatioa
at present vested in the assedsors of
the said city, or which have been
conferred on any commission or body
by the Acts 62nd Victoria, Chapter
43 (1899), 1 Edward VII.,, Chapter 47
(1901), and 6 Edward VIL, Chapter
56 (1905), and which: commission
shall prepare ‘and submit to the coun-
cil a draft of a new assessment law
or amendment to the existing law.”
The city commissioners have never
appointed such a commission, al-
though from the wording of the sec:
tion it would seem to be obligatory
upon them to do so. It is well known
that at the time commissipn govern-
ment was being advocated it was the
intention that the question of assess-
ment should be dealt with as soon as
possible, and by a commission which
would secure expert advice, but in
the words of the chairman of the
charter committéde, “the city commis-
sioners have left - undone a lot of
things they should have done, and
done a lot of things they should not
have done.”

MOUND- I EGYPT
MCK N INTEREST

Prof. Currelly of Toronte
Gave Interesting Lecture
. Before St. John Archaeo-
logical Seeiecy Last even-
ing.

A very interesting leeture, entitled
“A Roman Rubbish Mound in Egypt,”
was ‘delivered by Prof, Charles T.
Currelly, in the Natural History Socle-
ty rooms last evening under the aus-
pices of the 8t. John Archaeological
Society. H. A. Powell occupied the
chair, and there was a good attend-
ance. Prof. Currelly, who is a gradu-
ate of Torento, and has_been engaged
in excavation work in Egypt and Pal-
estine was able to make the Roman
Rubbish Mound an exceedingly inter
esting affair, his remarks being richly
illustrated with a splendid series of
views, showing what had been found
in the rubbish mound.

His lecture dealt with the time the
Romans were administering affairs in
Egypt. He said that Romans gave the
country a good government, and that
it developed rapidly in wealth at that
period, the influence of Roman author-
ity being shown in a great improve-
ment of the workmanship. At that
period the Egyptians carried the art
of weaving to perfection, seldom
equalléd by any people.
