“ ‘Politically expedient,’ what does that 
mean? It would be ‘politically expedient’ 
for Manitoba, which desired in extension 
of its boundaries, to hake amendments to 
its school laws. The dominion government 
had power to ex tend.-the boundaries. That 
was the only poarer. His excellency thor­
oughly believed that he had the power to 
suggest to Messrs. Campbell and Rogers 
that if they acceded to Ids demand there 
would be the extension of the boundaries 
they desired.

Ottawa, April 6—(Special)—On the 
orders of the day being called the leader 
of the opposition brought up the Rogers- 
Sbarretti matter which was the subject 
of controversy the day before.

Mr. 'Borden said: “Since the discussion 
of yesterday a statement has been made 
by Monsignor Sbarretti. Let me say that 
I do not know anything of the circum­
stance under which the delegate was in 
the first place brought to this country,, be­
yond what has been stated by gentlemen 
on the other side of the house who have 
personal knowledge.

“I gather the apostolic ablegate came in 
1807, not at the instance of the bishops 
of the Canadian Catholic church, but at 
the instance of forty Liberal members of 
parliament. He came because there was 
a misunderstanding between the clergy and 
the laity of the church over the Manitoba 
school question. It sa evident the dele­
gate came to the country on account of a 
political question, that his functions have 
to some -extent at least been political and 
perhaps more political than ecclesiastical.

“Sir Wilfrid laid stress upon the fact 
that no communication had come from the 
(Manitoba executive on the boundary ques­
tion until last January. He was not aware 
of the raiolutiqn of the Manitoba legisla­
ture, however, but knew in September, 
when he announced that autonomy would 
be granted, that the question would be to 
the fore. It has been to the fore ever since 
and during the last two months especially.

Must Remain “Small and Mean"
“The Northwest Review, after Mr. Rog­

ers- had expressed the hope of the exten­
sion of Manitoba’s boundaries to the west, 
had said Manitoba must be content to re­
main small and mean, so long as it main­
tains a email and mean school policy.

“As to the latter statement I am sorry 

to say that my memory is not in accord­
ance with the memory of Mr. Rogers. I 
do not want to maike any imputation, but 
I flatter myself -that I have a pretty good 
memory aryl my memory is corroborated 
by that of my colleague. What .took place 
was this: We heard the petition present­
ed to us by the delegates from Manitoba. 
Mr. Rogers was the spokesman. I do not 
think Mr. Campbell said anything at all, 
but if he did he took a very indifferent 
part in the discussion, which was mainly 
carried on by Mr. Rogers. He presented 
to us a repetition of all the claims which 
are advanced in the state paper now on 
the table of the house. He asked that the 
boundaries of the province should be ex­
tended westward, northward and east­
ward. Westward, that it should have a 
part of the new province of Saskatche­
wan; a part of districts of Assinaboia and 
Saskatchewan northward, that they should 
have terri.ory towards the north, and 
eastwards towards ^Hudson Bay.

“I may say at once that we discussed 
this at some length, in fact at1 consider­
able length. When 'Mr. jttogere advanced 
the claim on behalf of Manitoba that its 
boundaries should be extended westward 
and include part of the present district 
of Assinaboia and Saskatchewan, we pre­
sented to Mr. Rogers what seemed to be

very strong objection to that. We told 
Mr. Rogers, in fact, that this claim had 
been considered by the government of 
Sir John Macdonald in 1884, and had.not 
been granted; that the reasons which ex­
isted in 1884 for refusing the prayer of 
Manitoba were far stronger today than 
they were then ; that at that time that 
part of the territories was in its infancy, 
but that at present it had a considerable 
population, as advanced as the population 
of Manitoba. That there were objections 
further; that the legislature of the Ter­
ritories had protested against its being an­
nexed to Manitoba and therefore we did 
not see how it was possible to grant that 
part of the prayer of the province of Man­
itoba.

“With regard to the northern portion 
of the District of Saskatchewan, we said 
to Mr. Rogers and to his colleague, Mr. 
Campbell: We do not know that there 
is any objection to granting you the upper 
portion of the District of Saskatchewan ; 
it is true that we understand there is an 
objection raised, but it as a question which 
can be discussed later on; at all events 
we do not intend to introduce this part 
of the territory of Saskatchewan into the 
new provinces and we had better leave 
it for further discussion.

“When it came to a discussion on the 
extension of the boundary eastward, to­
wards Hudson’s Bay, my colleague, the 
post-master general, who was with me 
then, at once took strong objections to 
that claim of Manitoba.

Ontario's Claim to Be Consid­
ered.

o Aall answered me they had no such recol­
lection. I then enquired from the clerk 
of the privy council if there was anything 
in the archievcs of the department, which 
would show tint any such communication 
had been received by us and I received this 
letter, this memorandum from the clerk 
of the privy council; “From June 1896 to 
January, 1905, there is no record in the 
privy council of a claim advanced by the 
province of Manitoba for the extension 
of its boundaries.

“Now, Sir, with these preliminary re­

marks, I shall proceed to give my version 
of what took place between Mr. Colin 
Campbell and Mr. Rogers and us when 
they came here as delegates from the gov­
ernment of Manitoba. I shall take in the 
first place the following statement made by 
Mr. Rogers: ‘We received a formal invi­
tation by telegraph from Sir Wilfrid Laur­
ier to come to Ottawa as soon as con­
venient. We left on February 14th and 
arrived on afternoon of the 16th, when we 
received a letter from Sir Wilfrid at tilt 
Russell House, saying that he weyild he 
pleased to meet us at his office at midday 
on Friday, 17th.’

“In this statement there is nothing 
which 'is not in accordance with the truth, 
but it is the whole truth. It leaves 
the impression that we took the initiative 
of our own accord to have these gentle­
men come from Manitoba to discuss that 
matter with us, whereas the truth is that 
we simply responded to an invitation 
which came to us from the government of 
Manitoba. I have brought here the whole 
corespondence which has taken place upon 
this subject.

“I stated a moment ago that from the 
month of June, 1896, to the month of 
January, 1905, we Lad not received a com­
munication from the government of Man­
itoba asking for the extension of their 
boundaries and I repeat the statement. 
The first communication which we ever re­
ceived upon this subject is the following:

Manitoba’s Memorial.

V Is 53.v
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to the prayer of the Manitoba govern­
ment. We have received since that time 
a further rejoinder by Manitoba to our 
reply. We did not bring it down on 
Monday with the return because we had 
not then received it. It arrived at the 
Privy Council office only yesterday and I 
at once gave orders to the clerk of Privy 
Council to have it prepared for present­
ation to the house and I have today laid 
it on the table of the house. In all this 
there was no evidence of any intention to 
to conceal anything. There was nothing 
to conceal, this was a public document.

Papers Not Received.
“Then I see by the correspondence that 

the order of the Manitoba government 
was passed on 31st of March, which was 
last Friday. It was sent to us on the fol­
lowing day, Saturday. It could not. 
therefore, get here until yesterday morn­
ing and as soon as it .was received by us. 
as I said a moment ago, I gave instruc­
tions to have it prepared and I laid it on 
the table of the house so as to form part, 
of the correspondence which people of 
this country have the right to have be­
fore them.

“Now, I pass to another statement of 
Mr. Rogers’.

“In three days’ time,” he says, “On Feb­
ruary 20, a letter was received from his 
excellency, Mgr. Sbaretti, asking for a con­
ference. This invitation ^vas accepted and 
hie excellency then presented the follow­
ing memorandum, remarking that if we 
would place this on statue book of our 
province that it would greatly facilitate 
an early settlement of our mission, fixing 
of our boundaries, which would be ex­
tended to shores of Hudson Bay. His ex­
cellency further added that our failure to 
act in the past had prejudiced our claim 
for extension westward.”

Not a Party to Conference.
“According to this statment it appears 

that Mr, Rogers and Mr. Colin Campbell, 
who were the delegates of the Manitoba 
government, had a conference with Mgr. 
Sbaretti, the papal ablegate. There has 
heed a rumor in the press—not in the press 
but at all events about the corridor of 
this house—that this conference had been 
brought about by means of one of my 
colleagues. I have to say to the house and 
I have the authority of my colleagues for 
this, that there never was any conference 
brought about by him between the dele­
gates and Mgr. Sbaretti and I have to 
make this further statement that neither 
myself nor any of mg colleagues were in­
termediaries between Mgr. Sbaretti and 
the delegates of Manitoba. If there has 
been such a conference, how it came about 
1 cannot say. Perhaps Mgr. Sbaretti may 
have had previous communication with 
these gentlemen, I do not know. Perhaps 
he knew them and perhaps that is the 
reason why he called upon them to have a 
conference. At all events it is no con­
cern <yf mine, I know nothing and I never 
knew anything of it until this day, no# 
did the government. (Cheers.)

“What conversation took place between 
the papa] ablegate, Mr. Rogers and Mr. 
Colin Campbell I do not know. Thiç is a' 
question, perhaps, as to which there may 
■be something later on; I do not know. 
But, I take the statement as I find it here 
and upon this statement I have the right 
to make some comments which may throw 
some light .perhaps on what has taken 
place.

is there for denying to the city the right 
to pass bye-laws exacting a decent street 
railway service and penalizing the com­
pany for its failure to provide such ser­
vice?

The twenty-nine gentlemen of the muni­
cipalities committee, some of whom reside 
in St. John, and all of whom are more 
than twenty-one, will scarcely expect the 
country to believe they were convinced by 
the argument of Mr. H. H. McLean that 
the city had no right to protection or re­
dress, and no cause to ask for either.

The House can scarcely go on record 
as saying that the company, for thirty 
years to come, may give the city as bad 
a service ns it pleases, and that the people 
of St. John are utterly without protection 
against the company’s arrogant neglect. 
The House, we trust, will not go on record 
as deciding that for thirty years to come 
iwe must live with the Street Railway 
Company on any terms it pleases to make.

There is much reason, no doubt, for 
respecting vested interests and for speak­
ing softly when stocks and bonds are con­
cerned; but, after all, the owners of the 
streets in which the company earns its 
dividends on watered stock, have rights 
which a legislative body cannot afford to 
overlook. St. John people—excluding hold­
ers of street railway stock—will expect 
these rights to be recognized.

Should the city on this occasion fail to 
secure full justice the whole question will 
have to be made the subject of civic agi­
tation with a view to preparing and se­
curing the passage of a bill much more 
thorough and drastic than that which is 
at present under consideration. It is now 
evident that the wretched nature of the 
service given by the company should have 
been made the subject of specific com­
plaint by civic representatives supporting 
the bill.

WOODSTOCK TOthe question whether life insurance is to 
be able to recover from the enormous in­
jury already done it. Perfect fearlessness 
in investigation and entire frankness in 
making the facts public are the remedies 
for which the situation cries out. We 
want to find out where we stand.

MANITOBA, OTTAWA, AND ROME

Men’s Easter ClothingSir Wilfrid Laurier repudiates in the 
most emphatic language the suggestion of 
Mr. Rogers of Manitoba that he, the 
Premier, was a party to the offer said to 
have been made by Mgr. Sbaretti to the 
effect that Manitoba might have its boun­
daries extended if it would adopt separate 
schools. Mr. Rogers has not said that the 
Pope’s representative mentioned the 
Premier, but he inferred that the ablegate 
would make no such offer unless he had 
assurance from the Premier that it would 
be made good if accepted. Now Sir Wil­
frid Laurier Speaks, and leaves the ques­
tion entirely between the ablegate on the 
one hand and Mr. Rogers on the other:

“Before I proceed any further I may 
say at once, referring to the whole tenor 
of .this document, in so far as there is a 
charge that there was an understanding 
between Mgr. Sbaretti and myself to have 
the school question considered in connec­
tion with the extension of the boundaries 
of Manitoba, there is not a shadow nor 
a tittle of truth in it. (Loud cheers). Mr. 
Rogers says: ‘It is certainly idle for any 
person to assume that Monsigneur Sbar­
etti, occupying the position he does, 
would presume to make the suggestion of 
terms and conditions which he did with­
out the full knowledge and consent of Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier and his colleagues.’

“I assert that if Mgr. Sbaretti did 
press Mr. Rogers to make the suggestion 
of terms andjoonditions, stating that it 
was with my knowledge he states some­
thing which is not in accordance with 
truth. (Applause.) If that has taken 
place, it has taken place wholly without 
my knowledge and without my participa­
tion, and I never heard of it in any way 
whatever until last Saturday, when the 
matter was brought to my notice by a 
telegram from the Toronto Globe.”

Sir Wilfrid’s statement, printed in full 
elsewhere in this issue, tends to discredit 
that of Mr. Rogers in regard to other cir­
cumstances, notably the alleged request 
that the Manitoba delegates wait three or 
four da(ys.

But there remains the assertion of Mr. 
Rogers that the ablegate submitted .to him 
two clauses which would, in effect, give 
Manitoba separate schools if enacted, and 
told him the adoption of these clauses with 
respect to education would gain for the 
province the extension of boundary it was 
then settling.

What the people of this country are 
asking today is: “Who is Mgr. Sbaretti 
that he should seek to make or unmake 
laws for Manitoba, or assume to determine 
the extent of that province or the nature 
of its educational system?” The country, 
we take it, will answer its own question 
by saying that if Mgr. Sbaretti is here in 
the capacity of a diplomat he stands ex­
posed as extremely maladroit, and that hie 
failure to meet the point-blank statements 
of Mr. Rogers would be evidence that his 
usefulness in Canada is at an end. The 
fact that any such situation as that of to­
day could arise is tantamount to proof 
that the ablegate, instead of contributing 
to harmonious relations, has by clumsy and 
unwarranted intervention been guilty of a 
faux pas of lamentable proportions. He 
has given to extremists temporary excuse 
for the assertion that the Premier dele­
gated to him power to suggest a bargain 
the nature of which is calculated to fire 
the country.

The Premier repudiates any such sug­
gestion, and frees himself from a damaging 
association. The matter remains between 
Mr. Rogers and Mrg. Sbaretti, and though 
they differ widely we may expect 
that the ablegate will not long re­
main in Canada. In this country public 
opinion with respect to the relations be­
tween Church and State permits of no 
doubt. Seemingly the ablegate was guilty 
of meddling or of making a grave mistake. 
In a diplomat neither is pardonable.

Case Against Three Men Growing .Out of. Fertilizer Works 

Trouble Let Stand for a Week to See How Matters Go- 
Evidence That Use of a Knife Was Threatened.

Darcko were discharged. He said he heard 
Saunders threaten Wiseman with a knife 
if he went back to work.

J. King Kelley said that deB. Gairitte, 
the manager, would be satisfied if the 
prisoners would enter into an agreement 
satisfactory to the court to keep away 
from the factory. If a nominal fine were 
imposed and allowed to stand he thought 
it would meet the case. The evidence 
went to show that Scott struck Wiseman. 
The raising of the hand to strike end the 
use of profane names is alone sufficient to 
■bring prisoners under the code.

His honor said that the evidence was 
hampered by the necessity of using an 
interpreter, but those of the witnesses who 
could use English were unanimous in say­
ing that they heard Saunders threaten 
to use a knife on Wiseman. It is not 
unlawful, he went on, to strike for higher 
wages and shorter hours, but those, who 
were willing to work for the pay must not 
be disturbed.

At this point Mr. Carritte suggested that 
the men be allowed to go after entering 
into an agreement not to interfere with 
the other men or come near the factory. ;

His honor remarked that no more 
threats must be made by the prisoners, 
nor must the men who continue work in 
the factory be molested in any way. K 
the prisoners would enter into an! agree­
ment to keep away from the factory, and 
not interfere with the men, nor attempt to 
dissuade them from going there, or to dis­
continue their work, he would adjourn the 
case for a week. If in the meantime no 
further cause of complaint turned up the 
matter would be allowed to drop. There 
must be no technical evasion, however^ nor 
must they employ a third party in the 
matter. .

There are several others who are impli­
cated besides the prisoners, he said, and 
if it comes up again no intervention of 
Mr. Carritte’s will avail for it will then 
be treated as a public matter. If any one 
of the prisoners or any of the others are 
found hinting to anyone to give up their 
work, or trying to persuade them by un­
lawful means not to go to work, or get­
ting a third party so to do the full penalty 
of the law will be imposed.

In the police court Wednesday after- 
Judge Ritchie gave all strikers 

to understand what they could do and 
what they could not do under the criminal 
code. The right to stop work, to ask for 
higher wages or shorter hours was, he 
said, undisputed. This right, however, 
presupposes the right of others to continue 
their labor if satisfied with the rate of 
remuneration, and length of day. Any act 
of peaceable persuasion is admissable, but 
any threat or intimidation, or actual vio­
lence used as a means to disuade others 
from exercising their undoubted right to 
labor, renders those who use that means 
liable to a fine of $100, or imprisonment 
for three months, with or without hard 
labor. Moreover, although the offence is 
an indictable one, he had a right under 
the code to dispose of such cases.

His remarks were made in connection 
with the case against Duncan Scott, Ghas. 
Saunders and John Darcko, charged with 
intimidating workmen employed in the 
Provincial Chemical Fertilizer Works. The 
case was finished at yesterday afternoon’s 
session of the police court. There was 
some difficulty in taking the evidence, as 
most of the witnesses were Russians and 
the services of Interpreter Jacobson had 
to be called into requisition.

David Wiseman could speak but very 
little English and the bulk of his evidence 
had to be given through the interpreter.

■if he were willing to strike along with the 
others. He said he did not fee] like doing 
so. Thereupon, he said, Scott slapped him 
in the face. An offer was also made of 
some money and bread if he would not go 
back to work. He swore positively that 
Saunders threatened to knife him if he 
persisted in his determination to go back 
to work.

Samuel Klien, who had been employed 
in the fatcory for only half a day, said he 
also was offered money and bread if he 
stopped work, and was threatened with 
personal violence if he went on.

Remarks

TRIBUTE TO SIFTON

J. G. Turriff Lauds the Ex-Minister of 
Interior—No School Qnestion in 
the West, He Says — Fielding 
Wants the Members to Hurry Up.

Ottawa, April 4—(Special)—The debate 
on the autonomy bill was proceeded with 
today by Armand Lavergne (Montmagny), 
who dealt with the constitutional aspects 
of the bill. Quebec was a partner in con­
federation and the people were as loyal 
there as in any other part of Canada.

Col. Sam Hughes followed and congratu­
lated Mr, Lavergne on the moderate tone 
of his speech. He denied that the Conser­
vatives in Ontario or in any other part of 
Canada were trying to attack the rights 
of French-Canadians. The British were al­
ways the champions of liberty and a great 
part of the freedom enjoyed by the French 
today was due to an English monarch, 
William, Prince of Orange. Today should 
anyone propose to lay hands upon a single 
right guaranteed to the .French of Que­
bec “my good friend, Dr. Sproule, would 
marshal his boys and go to the relief of 
the people of that province.” (Laughter).

Mr. Bruneau—Thanks, we will sleep easy 
now.

Col. Hughes would not blame the hier­
archy of the Roman Catholic church for 
getting all that they could out of the au­
tonomy bill. Any church would do the 
same thing. Churches, like railways,would 
like to. get all that tliey could. He praised 
the United States system of, schools as 
against the English system. '

Mr. Lemieux—Is England behind the 
United States?

Col. Hughes—She is in school matters.
Mr. Lemieux—England is the greatest 

nation in the world in spite of the honor­
able gentleman and 1 am surprised at the 
statements of such an ultra Loyalist as he 
is.

Col. Hughes then quoted President 
Roosevelt, General Grant and others in 
favor of the United States system.
Tribute to Sifton. , ifII

J. G. Turriff (East. Assjuy'boia) said that 
as he represented a constituency which the 
bill dealt with he did not want to cast a 
silent vote on the subject. 'Membersfrom 
Ontario seemed to take, a great interest in 
Northwest affairs. If .thq-ypeople of the 
Northwest were satisfied Ije did not see 
why Ontario should be so greatly troubled 
about it. In thé west there Whs practi­
cally no opposition to the bill.

Mr. Foster was anxious tq have the port­
folio of the interior filled^. The member 
for North Toronto was not half so sorry 
as all the members «Qrqtvjthe. west were 
that- the member for Brandon was not at 
the head of the interior department. “We 
know,” said, Mr. Turriff, (.‘that we have 
had a good friend in the member for Bran­
don and we know what a loss his retire­
ment meant to all Canada and the west 
in particular.

“There is no other man in the west in 
the same class and .there is no man in Can­
ada today able to take Mr. Sifton’s place. 
Every Liberal member of the west would 
agree with what he said, and the member 
for Brandon was altogether too young a 
man for Canada to lose his services, and 
it is hoped that before long we will see 
him again serving the Dominion of Can­
ada.”

At some length Mr. Turriff argued that 
the present school law in the west having 
been made 'by the people of the west them­
selves worked satisfactorily for thirteen 
years and it was what was wanted now. 
It was really a public school system. The 
agitation was kept up for party purposes 
with the hope that the Conservatives 
would be elected to power.

Uriah Wilson moved the adjournment of 
the debate, after Mr. Fielding had warned 
the house that they must sit later after 
this to get through the debate.

No Bills in the Only Criminal Cases— 
Judge Wedderburn and Grand 
Jury Express Regret at Sheriff Hat­
field's Illness.

Hampton, N. B., April 4—In the Kings 
county court this morning there wae only 
one case to come up before Judge Wed­
derburn.

In opening the court ibis honor expressed 
deep sorrow at the very serious illness of 
Sheriff Hatfield.

St. John Bills Discussed.
The public accounts committee this 

morning concluded its examination of the 
bridge accounts and took up the inquiry 
into public printing. Beyond the usual 
general criticism of excessive charges noth­
ing special was said}

The committee on municipalities was en­
gaged all morning, on the bill to further 
empower the city of St. John to supply 
water to St. John east. There was a large 
St. John delegation in support of the bill, 
the principal speakers being the recorder, 
mayor and Engineer Barbour.

The recorder explained, that the object 
of the bill was to bring seven and a half 
millions of gallons of water a day from 
Loch Lomond into the city of St. John. 
It was proposed to erect a reservoir be­
low the outlet of the lake with a capacity 
of two 'billion gallons. The flow of water 
from the lake at its outlet varies from 
125,000,000 gallons a day at high water to 
5,000,000 gallons at low water.

The recorder claimed that no person on 
the Mispec stream would be injured or 
have the amount of water reduced by this 
arrangement, -because there would be 
never less water going down the stream 
than the existing minimum. ,

The bill was opposed by A. I. Trueman, 
on behalf of theiMessrs. Mooney, on the 
ground that it would not sufficiently pro­
vide for compensation. These gentlemen, 
he said, ow'n two miles on each side of 
«the river, although the recorder on behalf 
of the city claimed that the city owned 
one-half of it. The matter wae argued at 
great length by the parties interested and 
then the committee considered the matter 
privately.

Mr. Hill was opposed to opening the 
door to large claims against the city for 
compensation for imaginary damages.

Mr. Hazen expressed similar opinions, 
and Mr. Tweedie thought that the city of 
St. John had paid too much in (the Spruce 
Lake arbitration and that it was not de­
sirable to open the door to such claims.

St. Petersburg, April 5, 11.26 p. m.— 
The committee appointed -to investigate 
the capacity of the Russian shipbuilding 
industry for carrying out Russia’s new 
naval programme, -has reported, showing 
that the present Baltic yards and machin­
ery shops expanded to their fullest capa­
city could deliver in three years eight of 
the twenty-five big battleships and cruis­
ers and eight of the -twenty-four smaller 
cruisers contemplated. Given five years, 
fourteen big ships and seventeen small 
craft could be completed, while the whole 
programme can easily be executed under 
ten years.

The details of the programme have not 
been officially published, but it is reported 
that it consists of ten battleships, fifteen 
15,000-ton armored cruisers of the Russia 
type; twelve 9,000-ton cruisers of the 
Bayan type; twelve cruisers of 5,000 to 
6,000 tons, exclusive of torpedo boats, de­
stroyers, submarines and mineships. Rus­
sia's works are capable of supplying ar­
mor for only two and one half ships year­
ly and -the committee has not considered 
armament.

The Street Railway Plans.
It is understood the St. John Railway 

Ppxnp^ny will: break ground for the east 
end loop at $e corner of Princess and 
Carmarthen streets, and at first proceed 
Up Princess to the Centenary-church cor­
ner. This, however, will not be attempted 
until the'f restas out of the ground, which 
may not be for a fortnight or three weeks. 
May 1 is looked upon as an extreme date 
for the commencement. A large gang of 
excavators will be placed to work under 
the company’# own eeotion bosses.

Whether the Carleton branch extension 
•will h® commenced at the same time as 
the east end addition is not yet decided. 
Two gangs will, of course, be necessary, if 
such a course is adopted, with a double 
system of superintendence. It is supposed 
the company wifi decide upon rushing the 
east end loop through with a specially large 
force and then turn attention to Carleton.

If the new tracks in the city proper 
commenced by (May 1 practical work-

Mr. MullLn, representing Cormier, said Cor­
mier was not called to make a statement 
though present. He would not permit Cor­
mier to make a statement now. (The coroner 
had offered to allow him to do so just as 
Mr. Mullin started). Under the rules, Mr. 
Mullin said, Mr. Gilliland was obliged to 
admit there should have been a signal board 
at Bay Shore.

Mr. MullLn said 'Worden’s evidence brought 
home to the C. P. R. negligence of provid­
ing the proper signals - at Bay Shore. It 
was most reprehensible and improper for 
the C. P. R. to confer with a witness who 
had not completed his evidence at the in­
quest. He asked what there was to throw 
doubt on young Campbell. What motive was 
there for Campbell not to deliver the mes­
sage? Was Worden’s statement after the ac­
cident, “I suppose 
•this,’’ the talk of an innocent man? He 
asked the jury to weigh carefully this piece 
of uncontradicted evidence. So far as his 
client "was concerned he was acting straight­
forward. “What has he done more so than 
the C. P. R. itself in violating a rule?” 
He asked them not to hold young Cormier, 
who has his whole life before him, respon­
sible for this accident 

Mr. Taylor, for «the C. P. R., said it was 
to Mr. Baxter’s interest to lay blame on the 
signal board but he did not do so. It was 
inconceivable that Worden, having received 
orders, would go about his work without 
communicating to any of his crew. The sig­
nal had nothing whatever to do with the 
case. The evidence of all but Mr. Worden 
showed that they would not mind it. “Do 
you think if that signal was out of order,” 
he asked, “and most necessary you would 
ibo content to report it once or twice?” The 
rules showed that if the signal was out of 
order flags or lights could be used. The 
answer was made there were no lights; six 
months without lights! It showed that that 
train order signal was not held in much 
import or the operator would secure it im­
mediately. The responsibility, he felt, had 
to be put upon the yard foreman or the 
operator. ,

Mr. Mullin, in replying, said he noticed 
that Mr. Baxter had- pefid much attention to 
the train order signal but he did not do so 

It was inconceivable for him to ne­
glect such an important piece of evidence. 
The C. P. R. knew this signal was out of 
order aud the officials habitually violated 
their own rules. “Are you going to hold 
Cormier responsible because he is following 
the path of the other officials,” he asked. 
Did not Cormier carry out the rules and 
send out for Worden and get a reply which 
meant for him to sign? All the trouble was 
due to the lamentable lack of system of the 
C. P. R., which corporation feeP they must 
fix the blame on somebody. The accident 
would not have occurred had the signals 
been in proper order.

Coroner Kenney submitted several ques­
tions for the jury to consider. Cormier, he 
said, has borne a good reputation and there 
was no evidence that employes were in 
liquor that night. He read extracts from 
what the witnesses had said and then rested 
the case with the jurors.

speculation is not appealing -to him with 
the same price as heretofore.

D. Bayles, president of the Bay les Pulp and 
Paper Company, of Binghampton, New York, 
with a committee of the dictorate of the 
company, passed through the province on 
Friday en route to their bornes. They had 
visited the heart of the forests and were 
going back to report on their visit to the 
full board of directors of the company. They 
have secured an option from the William 
Richards company on that concern’s timber 
lands and mills, and are particularly in­
terested in one piece of 166,000 acres along 
the Southwest Miramichi and Taxis river. 
Their expenditure If the company decides 
to locate here—and President Bayles says 
that they probably will within the nexit few 
months—will be between $1,000,000 and $1,500,- 
000. “Pulp and paper manufacturing," said 
President Bayles, “are of course our primi­
tive Object, but we want enough lumbering 
possibly to insure ue on our investments 
and we feel that we have it. Our intern 
tions are to within a few- years start a pulp 
and paper industry. This would mean a 
plant for New Brunswick like that which we 
operate at Austin, Pennsylvania, where we 
have 450 men employed." The capitalists 
did not interview the government and said 
that they could see no reason for so doing, 
as they positively will not ask for assist­
ance unless it is a subsidy for building a 
railroad.
