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PITTSBURG GRAFTERS
CAUGHT IN A TRAP

Sensational Evidence in
" Court |

Detective Told How He Brib-
ed Them—Some Council-

- men Could Be Bought f.r
$5—Big Money Split Up--

Bankers in the Toils, Too. !

Pitteburg, Pa., Dec. 23—The seven cify
councilmen and two bankers arrested here
Monday night charged with conspiracy,
corrupt solicitation and bribery, were given
a hearing today before a police magistrate.
Upon the introduction of startling testi-
mony, which implicated other councilmen
at present’ unknown, all the defendants
were held for trial.

- According to the testimony a majority
of the council of Pittsburg could be brib-
ed by the payment of sums ranging from
$100 to 8 and it was also testified that
rccently  sixty “councilmen divided $45,000
corruptly offered in connection with the
filtration plant.

W. W. Ramsay and A. A. Vilsack, form-
er president and cashier of the German
National Bank, were first placed on trial.
It was testified that they were approached
by Councilman John Klein, one of the ac-
cused, who said that the bank would be
made a depository for the city’s funds in
the event “the German National Bank
would do as other banks have done.” Af-
ter several talks, the bankers placed $17,-
500 on a table in a room m the bank.

Councilman Klein and a companion en-
tered a room and a short time later left
the bank. The bankers then visited the
room and the money was gone.

At the request of the directors of the
bank both men resigned last Saturday.
They were held for trial in the sum of
814,000 bail each.

The seven councilmen, President Brand
and members Klein, Soffell, Wasson, Mel-

. aney and Ferguson, of common. council,

and Atkinson of selectmen, were then call-
ed for trial. :

The principal witness was Robert Wil-
son, a private detective, and superinten-
dent of the Municipal League of Scranton
(Pa,), who is employed by the Voters’
League of Pittsburg, which brings the
prosecution against the nine defendants.

Sensational Testimony.

Mr. Wilson’s testimony was highly sen-
sational. Aided by an assistant Mr. Wil-
son engaged a room in a local hotel and
then cut holes in the doors and walls of
an adjoining room. Then a series of meet-
ing were arranged with councilmen. His
assistant; Herbert Jones, posed as & busi-
ness man desiring certain ordinances pass-
ed and during Jones’ talk with the coun-
cilman, Wilson and a stenographer were
in the next room taking a full record of
the transactions.

While the conferences were going on,
Councilman Klein had a great deal to say
about how completely councils were con-
trolled by the accused men, the detective
said. He also testified that Klein and
Dranderach accepted %500 {rom Jones, in
paying for securing the passage of an or-
dinance,

At a meeting held in another local hotel
Klein, it was testified, told Wilson how
kard it was to divide money among the
councilmen. To 1llustrate his
Klein described how $45,000 had to be split
between gixty councilmen. This money was:
received in connection with the construc-
tion of filter beds at the new filtration
plant of Pittsburg, the witness said.

Councilman Klein, Wilson testified, said
that the councilmen had different prices.
Some councilmen, Klein told him, wanted
$100, some £75, some £25 and some $5. Ae-
cording to Klein, Wilkon rclated, the &
councilmen were known as “hoodlums.” It
was even poseible to obtain some council-
manic votes on some measures in return
for a suit of clothes or for street car
tickets.

With the exception of Klein and Was-
scn, the defendants immediately renewed
their bonds for appearance for conrt trial
and were released. In the aggregate the
bond amounted to $118.000.

Klein and Wasson, each accompanied by
a detective; left the magistrate’s office at
the close of their heaving to look for
bondsmen. They succeeded
later, each providing £30,000 bonds 1with
friends as sureties.

JAL SENTENCE
FORLABOR HEADS

Gompers Getsa Year and John
Mitchell Nine Months

STUNNED AT RESULT

Federation President Bursts Into
Tears —Judge Wright's Judgment
a Scathing Rebuke to Men Who
Have Defied the Law—Ask Roose-
velt for Help.

Washington, D. (., Dec. 23.—Twelve
months in jail for Samuel Gompers, pres-
ident; nine months for John Mitchell, one
of the vice-presidents, and six months for
Frank Morrison, secretary, all of the Am-
erican Federation of Labor, was the sen-
tence imposed by Justice Wright of the
supreme court of the District of Colum-
bia today, for contempt of court in vio-
lating an order previously issued enjoining
from placing on the “unfair or we don’t
patronize” list, the Bucks Stove and Range
Company, of St. Louis (Mo.)

All three of the defendants were in
court when sentence was pronounced and
notice of an appeal to the court of ap-
peals of the District of Columbia at once
was filed, Gompers being released on $5,-
000; Mitchell on $4,000 and Morrison on
$3,000. In addition to the wife and
daughter of Gompers, there were present
a number of local labor leaders, and others
who were attracted by the notice that a
decision in the famous case would be an-
nounced today. Mr. Gompers’ family were
affected.

With tears coursing down his own
cheeks, President Gompers heard the or-
der of the court which condemned him to
prison for a year. Both Mitchell and
Morrison seemed stunned by the sentence,
although Mr. Mitchelt -appeared to be the
least concerned. !

Asked if he had anything to say why
sentence should not be pronounced, Pres-
ident Gompers declared that he had not
conscioutly violated any law. There was
much he would like to say, he said, but
he could not do it at that time. He
added,” however, that ‘“this is a struggle
of the working people of our country and
it is a struggle of the working people for
their rights. 1t is a struggle of the ages—
a struggle of the men of labor to throw
off some of the burdens which have been |
heaped upon them: to abolish some of the
wrongs and to secure some of the rights
too long denied.”

Mitchell and Morrison confined them-
selves to an endorscment of what Gomp-
ers had said.

A Scathing Decision.

The decision of Justice Wright which
consumed two hours and twenty minutes
in reading, was one of the most scathing
arraignments that ever came from the
bench in this city. “Everywhere,” the
teourt suid, ‘‘all over. within the court and
out. utter, rampant. insolent defiance is
‘heralded and proclaimed; unrefined in-
| sult, coarse affront, vulgar indignity mea-
sures the litigants’ conception of the tri-
bunal’s dne. wherein his case still pends.”

“The law’s command has been,” he said,
“to stand— hands off-—until justice for this
matter can be ascertained, but,” he said.
“there has heen a studied, determined,
defiant conflict precipitated in the light of
open day. between the Jdecrees of a tri-
bunal ordained by the government of the
federal union and of the tribunals of an-
other federation grown up in the land.
One or the other,” he declaved, *‘must
succuib, for those who would unlaw the
land are public enemies.”

Mr. Powell was pressing Mr. Babbit as
to whether a note of $11,500 for the pur-
chase of plans, the right of way, ete., was
paid out of the subsidy when Dr. Pugs-
ley interrupted with the remark that if
Mr. Powell would give Mr. Babbit a
chance he would prove from his papers
that no part was paid out of the sub-i
sidy. .

Mr. Babbit, after a search, submitted
a statement showing payments by him
of 877,000 of subsidy. The item of $11,500
was not included.

Mr. Powell called attention to an item
of $12,000 in the statement, which Dr.
Pugsley had mentioned in the course of
its being read as paid to the bank in re-
duction of the company’s liability. That
was only an inference, he said, which was
being drawn.

Ottawa, Dec. 23.—According to a state-
ment issued today by the census and
statistics office an area of 27,505,663 acres
of field crops in Canada has yiclded a
harvest which computed at average local
market prices has a value of $432,533,000. °

Wheat, oats and barley aggregate an
area 16,297,100 acres and in value $209,-
070,000. Rye. peas, buckwheat, mixed
grains and flax grown on 1,525,700 acres
have a value of $23,044,000. Beans, pota-
toes, turnips and other roots, corn and
sugar beets grown on 1,471,913 acres have
a value of $78,535,000.

The total value of the wheat harvest
in the Northwest province is $72,424,000
and in the rest of the dominion $18,804,-
000.

The value of field crops in Prince Ed-
ward Island is $9,408,000; in Nova Scotia,
$20,083,000; in New Brunswick, $12,042,000;
in Quebec, %80,896,000; in Ontario, $185,-
308,000; in Manitoba, $56,680,000; in Sas-
katchewan, $37,614,000, and in Alberta,
$14,523,000.

The average value of field crops for. the
dominion computed on an estimated popu-
lation of 6,240,000, is $62.34 per head.

Fifty per cent of this year’s wheat crop,
72 per cent of the oats and 68 per cent of
barley remained in the farmers’ hands at
the end of November.

The condition of the new crop of fall
wheat at the same time-was 75 per cent
of a standard and 73 per cent of fall
ploughing was completed.

STANDARD OIL CO,
QUSTED FROM MISSOURI

Court Fines It and Two Subsidiaries
$50,000 Each and Prohibits Them
Doing Any Further Business in
State

Jefferson City, Mo., Dec. 23—Declaring
today that the Standard Oil Company of
Indiana, the Republic Oil Company of
Ohio, and the Waters-Pierce Oil Company
of Missouri, conspired and combined to
monopolize the oil business in Missouri,the
gtate Supreme Court issued a decree oust-
ing all three corporations from the com-
monwealth and finding them £50.000 each.

The decree against the Waters-Pierce
Company is tempered by the proviso that
it may continue in business if, by Jan. 15,
1909, it can show. to the court that it hay
taken steps to operate as an independent
concern and has satisfied the judgment
against it. The other companies are given
until Mavech 1, 1909, to wind up themr af-
fairs in the state.

The decision, which was unanimous on
the part of the seven judges, is &0 sweep-
ing that Attorney General Hadley and
Governor Folk hail it as the end of alleged
illegal commercial combinations in Mis-
gouri and the former asserts that, in con-
junction with the decision of the Supreme
Court of the United States in the go-called
tobacco trust case, it will affect similav
suits in other states.

Attorney General Hadley, who has pros-
ecuted the Missouri case since ils inception
in March, 1905, will become governor in
less than a month and then will be charg-
ed with the enforcement of the decree
issued today.

The attorney general followed the decree
of the court with a statement in which
he asserted that attempts had Leen made
to compromise the suit. “At least three
efforts have been made by attorneys for
the oil companies to get me to compromise
the cases,” he said, “‘and [ refused their
offers. The proposals were catirely legiti-
mate.”

THAW MUST STAY
N MATTEAWAN

Cannot Go to Pittsburg, Rules Fed-
eral Court,

Philadelphia, Dec. 22.—Harry K. Thaw,
the slayer of Stanford White, and now
confined in the State Hospital for the
Criminal lnsane at Matteawan (N. Y.),
cannot be taken to Pittsburg to testify
in the bankruptey proceedings, according
o a decision handed down today by the
nited States Circuit Court of Appeals in
this city. Whether the case will be
taken to the United States Supreme
Conrt is not known here.

{BRIDGETO SPAN HELL GATE

Planned by the Pennsylvania Railroad

Arch to Be 1,000 Feet Long
When Completed -- Orown to
Be 300 Feet Above the River
Surface.

New York, Dec. 22.—After the Pennsyl-
vania railroad has advanced farther with
its terminal station and other improve-
ments in this city, work will be started on
a bridge from Port Moreys, a suburb of
New York, to Queens county, Long lsland.
The bridge, as planned, in many respects,

is one of the most daring and remarkable

engineering = structures ever proposed.
With the approaches it will be three
miles long, and span the Hell Gate ship
channel ‘with an enormous arch 1,000 feet
in the clear. The entire bridge, except
the -piers for the arch, will be of steel,
having an estimated weight of 80,000 tons.
The novel feature of the plans is that
the ‘train floor of the bridge, instead of
resting on the crown of the arch, is hung
from it. The crown is 300 feet above the
water and the floor is 140 feet, enabling
the largest steamers to pass under with
ease. 'I'he bridge will have four tracks,
two for passenger trains and two for
freight, and is designed for live lcads on
each of the tracks of two 190-ton locomo-
tives, followed by a uniform load of 5,000
pounds per linear foot. The floor carried

by the arch will have deep girders under’

the tracks and cross beams at the posts
interlaced with diagonal bracing.

The main arch is to be flanked by piers
from which will rise double towers 209
feet high. The towers will be of massive
proportions with the lower portion of
granite and the upper of concrete. .ne
main body of the piers will be filled with
carth and stone to provide sufficient
weight to counteract the thrust of the
arch. Expansion and contraction of the
structural work due to changes in the
weather had to be taken care of. By care-
fully arranging the members of the arch
the movement at the crown is only a few
inches, while in the track floor the special
expansion joints are fitted that prevent
the floor from moving under the action of
a train starting or stopping on the bridge.

It is understood that shortly the Penn-
sylvania railroad and the New Haven
road officials will meet to consider the
matter of the latter road using the bridge.
An arrangement of this kind, which seems
likely, will enable the New Haven com-
pany to reach the Penunsylvania station in
New York city.

Terms of New Overseas Mail
Contract Given Out—The
Time Limit Between Liver-
pool and Hongkong,

(Montreal Witness.)

The terms of a contract between the
British Postmaster-General and' the C. P.
R. for the conveyance of mails between
Liverpool and Hongkong have just been
published. The agreement is for three
years, and expires on Avpril 6, 1911. The
vearly subsidy is £45,000 per annum, a&s
against £60,000 under the last agreement.
The agreement provides for a mail service
once in every three weeks during the sum-
mer and one four weeks during the winter
in each direction. The mails are to be
from Hongkong to Liverpool within a
total period of 818 hours, when conveyance
is by way of Quebec or Rimouski, and
within 853 hours when the conveyance is
by way of Halifax or St. John. This is
an extension of time as compared with
the last contract, which was for 708 and
732 hours respectively.

The master, officers and three-fourths
of thie crews of the mail ships employed
on the Atlantic must be British sub-
jects, but this requirement does not ap-
ply to the mail steamers between Van-
couver and Hongkong.

MacRae, K. C.,, and Amon A. Wii:on re-
presented the plamtiff, and W. B. Jonah,
law partner of Geo. W. Fowler, and M. G.
Tecd were attorneys for the defendant.

The petition of the plamtiff alleged that
he met lkowler in the S.. Joan railway
station in 192, and the defendant asked
him to contribute to a fund to purchase
opt.ons on tracts of land in the Nortnwest
territories, comprising 217,000 acres from
the Canadian Pacific Railway; that for
8200 Fowler informed Pugsley that he
would be entitled to one-thirtieth interest
in the profits derived from the sale of the
land; that the plaintiff thereupon author-
ized Fowler and Pope to draw upon him
for $200; that in November 1902 the plain-
tiff received a draft for $200 from the Bank
of New Brunswick, drawn hy Fowler, and
endorsed by Pope. When the draft come
due in 40 days it was rénewecd and duly
accepted by the plaintiff. H. H. Parlee
was the attorney for Fowler and Pope in
the transaction. On March 30, 1993, the
plaintiff received -from Geo. W. Fowler a
letter dated Ottawa, and reading as fol-
lows:

“Hold yourself in readiness to give up
$2,000 to hold up your corner in the land
deal, for we must have the money. We
must fight for our life, as Grinn, the
land commissioner, is trying to turn us
down. and we have to put up the stuff.

A telegram received on April' 14 from
Fowler at Cookshire, Que., where he was
consulting with Pope, was as follows:

Mr. Lemieux said the demand on the
Atlantic cable companies, which was ex-
pected to come to a conclusion this spring,
was not for an arbitrary rate of four
cents a word. It had been proposed, in-
stead, that messages be divided into seve
eral classes, such as urgent, semi-urgent,
and deferred, and charged for accordingly,
but in any event the rate to be consiger-
ably lower than the prevailing twenty-
five cent rate.

If a state owned cable is to be laid, it
is the belief of Mr. Lemieux. that it would
eventually admit of a charge of five cents
a word.

Following receipt of this
letter, the witness said he went to Mont-
real with Mr. Pope and again waited on
Sir Thomas Shaughnessy. They urged that
the syndicate should be allowed to pur-
chase the land at $3.50. Sir Thomas sug-
gested they should go to Winnipeg and
look over the lands, locating such as they
desired. It was then that Mr. Fowler and
Mr. Pope drew on the members of the
syndicate for $200 each.

After several journeys and interviews he
said it was finally decided that the syndi-
cate could purchase 200,000 acres of land
at $3.50 an acre. An effort was made by
Messrs. Fowler and Pope to have the term
of purchase extended over ten years but
this was unsuccessful. The deal was closed

|in December and in the following January

or February Mr. Fowler received a letter
from Mr. Griffin asking for $20,000 on the
purchase money, failing which the agree-
ment would be declared void. This mat-
ter, at the request of Mr. McNicol, stood
over till Sir Thomas Shaughnessy returned
to Montreal. Sir Thomas, however, ad-
vised the syndicate that they would have
to pay the money. -

The witness said he had written Mr.
Pugsley previous to this to be ready witif
his money as he understood a Mr. Brown

iwas ready to take up the lands they were

after, and pay cash. No answer was re-
ceived to the letter, then Mr. Fowler said
he wired but received no answer. Mean-
wkpge the $20,000 was got together and
paid.

When next the witness met Mr. Pugs-
ley, he said he asked him why he did not
send any money and that his answer was
that the thing was likely to cost more than
he could afford and he would have to drop
out. The rest of the syndicate then put
up the rest of the purchase money, $40,-
000. After the land had been sold, he had
a conversation with Mr. Pugsley in his
house and he told him then that he would
not lose anything. The witness said,
however, all he had in mind was the $200
advanced by the plaintiff. '

Later, he said, Mr. Pugsley made a de-
mand for $2,500 as his share of the profits
of the sale but the witness told him he
was not entitled to anything.

Fowler Cro-s-examined.

John Yardie left St. John about ecight
vears ago and for a time sailed out of

ers. Nothing had been heard from him
since he left here except indirectly. His
wife died a little before he went away and
he has a daughter living with relatives in
Carleton.

| The last word of him was that he was
in command of a barge but it was not
known where.

Found Dead in Ohair in Oabin.
(Special to The Telegraph).

Providence, Re I., Dec. 23.—John Fardie,
also known here as John Hardy, who was
temporarily - in command of the Scully
Line coal barge Typhoon in the absence
of its regular master, Fred Porter, was
found dead in the cabin of the Typhoon
yesterddy morning. Death was due to
natural causes, according to the medical
examiner who investigated the case.

From the appearance of the bedy, it
was evident that Fardie had’ been at-
tacked by hemorrhages and that he had
died without being able to summon aid.

From papers found in the cabin, it was
thought that the dead man was Captain
Porter and this was the impression pre:
vailing until today, when Porter appeared
and told the police the identity of the
dead barge master. He said that Fardie
had taken his place on account of illmess.

The discovery of Fardie's death came
yesterday morning at Pawtucket .where
the barge, - which completed. discharging
her cargo a few days ago, was lying wait-
ing a tow. When the tug came alongside
the towboat’s master hailed the barge.
{ The deck hands, after repeated hails,
failed to secure a reply and went to the
cabin to investigate and found Fardie
dead in a cabin chair. :

He had apparently been dead for sev-
eral hours. No one else was on board
the Typhoon. L

The authorities, from letters found in
the cabin, jumped to the conclusion that
the body was that of Fred Porter and the
police found much trouble investigating
the case, as they could find no one who
knew Porter. The word that it was Far-
die and not Porter that died came also
from the Scully Transport Company and
word of the correct identity of the dead
man was sent to St. John. Fardie’s body
is at a local undertaking establishment
awaiting word from St. John.

Hebrides from here two or three years
ago, to engage 1n mission work. He writes
that on Oct. 17 P. C. Greig, a settler and
planter on Tangis, one of the islands of
the group, was murdered with his two
| daughters, Joyce, aged 17, and Marion,
.aged 15 years. The only member of the
Ifsmily who escaped was a son, Alexander,
| thirteen years old. The crime was sup-
i posed ‘to have been committed by eeven
| native bushmen, who escaped.

The missionaries, Mr. MecAfee wrote,
were all safe and did not fear molestation.
Accompanying ‘the letter was a printed
circular -from Rev. Dr. Annand giving an
account of ‘the "tragedy and adding that
the ‘body of ‘Mr. Grieg was picked up just
‘twenty yards from the spot where, seven-
teen years before, -Mr. Sawers had -been
murdered. -

In this letter, Mr: McAfee said that the
treble murder was committed on Oct. 7.
The following day the boy Alexander
came over to the island of Tangoa Santo
on which the missionaries are established.
He told Dr. Anmand that his sisters.were
both dead and’ that his father had not
been home. They hurried to the scene of
the tragedy, and came upon the bodies of
the two young ' women first. They were
lying at the edge of the bush near a path.
Joyce had apparently been shot through
the eye. Marion's -head had been split
cpen with ah ‘axe. She had evidently
raised a hand to ward off the blow, as the
hand was cut off. = - : :

Mr. Greig’s body was found near his
corn house. He had been - terribly muti-
lated and was scarcely recognizable. There
was a cut of an axe in the back, his side
was cut open and' the head was nearly
severed from the body. It seems that the
unfortunate man had been drinking tea
under a tree when' attdacked. The body had
been dragged thirty or forty feet and a
few .cocoanut leaves thrown over it.

The boy had beeh with ‘his father about
an hour before he was killed and left him
to do some worlk: ‘He saw his sisters leave
the house to get“some green corn and,
after finishing wHit he was doing, return-
ed to the house'only to find that the
dwelling ‘had beéeri ‘ransacked. He ran to
the corn house where he left his father
and not finding him went to look for his
sisters and found’ their dead bodies.

Still ignorant of his father’s fate he re-|
turned to the house and sat in his chair
all night waiting for him. In the morning,
as already related, he made his way to
