SUTTO DISSOLVE
THE STEEL TRLST

United States Government
Takes Action Against Big
Corporation

THEY FIXED PRICES

Member of Horse Shoe Association
Tells How They Met With Repre-
sentative of Great Combine and
Stifled Competition.

New York, May 6—The government be-
gan ite suit to dissolve the United States
Steel Corporation teday by attacking one
of its largest subsidiaries, the American
Stesl & Wire Company, with the intent
to prove that ever since its organization
in 1899 down to a year ago it had been a
party to pools, agreements or understand-
ings to restrain trade.

They Fixed Prices.

The association, he said, was orgamizod
for the purpose of fixing tne price of horse
ehoes, and was composed of nine concerus,
among them the American Steel & Wire
Co., and his own concern. These, Le
swore, entered a pool agreement, a copy
of which he produced, which provided
penalties of not less than $500 or more
than $1,000 for the failure of any member
to abide by it. The agreement was con-
tinued, he said. down to March, 1909, |
when the American Steel & Wire Com-
pany withdrew.

London, May 6—The process of smoking
out the alleged conspirators who are
charged by their political opponents with
treason in connection with President Taft’s
Canadian reciprocity plans was inaugurated
in the house of commons this afternoon
by Arthur Shirley Benn and Henry Page
Croft, both Unionist members, who plied
Mr. Asquith with questions in regard to
the published correspondence between
President Taft and Theodore Roosevelt, in
the course of which President Taft is said
to have referred to Canadian reciprocity
as likely to make Canada an adjunct of
the United States.

Mr. Asquith, who showed resentment at
the attack, sharply repudiated the reflec-
tion cast upon James Bryce, British am-
bassador at Washington and said that the
ambassador had in no way influenced the
views or policy of the late Canadian gov-
ernment, and that as the correspondence
between President Taft and Mr, Roosevelt
was private, Mr. Bryce could not have had
any knowledge whatever of it.

A total of eleven questions, bearing on
the same points, was fired at the premier,
who made a general reply. He said:

“I have seen eéxtracts from the ,corre-
spondence which appears to have passed
between Pregident Taft and Mr. Roosevelt
which have been published in the press.

Moncton, X. B.,, May 5—The New Eng-
land Artificial Btone Co., of St. John, is
the successful tenderer for the comstruc-
tion of about $30,000 worth of concrete
sidewalks in Moncton this summer. Ten-
ders were opened Saturday afternoon by
the board of works, and the St. John firm
was found to be two or three cents per
square foot lower than other tenderers.
The figures of the tender accepted, per
square foot, are: Class A, 14 1-2 cents;
Class B, 15 cents; Class C, 1512 cents;

crossings, 15 cents; curb, 25 cents.

SCALY LEGS

Bcaly legs in fowls is caused by a para-
site not unlike that of the mange of the
cat or dag. Scales become attached to

fowls’ legs and shanks which are very un-
sightly and distracts = from the fowls’
beauty and value, if for breeding stock.
. These scales get to be large knots and
in time may cause the fowl to go lame.
It seems the Asiatic breeds are more
susceptible to this parasite than the small-
er, more active breeds. If the disease is
allowed to continue unchecked it will be
readily transmitted to the whole flock.
There are many remedies, but the one
we found to be the most effective and

FEED YOUNG CHICKS

I seldom ever lose any young chicks
from sickness since 1 began to feed them
dry food, instead of soft foods, such as
cornmeal or middlings mixed up with
water or milk. I found that soft foods
will give young chicks bowel complaints,
For the first meal or two I give them
the yolks of hard boiled eggs, or a little
bread soaked in sweet milk; then I begin
right away with the dry food, using oat-
meal and middlings for the first few days;
then as soon as they are able to eat it,
eracked wheat and cracked corn. It is
remarkable how soon they will eat whole
grain. I have had young chicks that were
able to eat whole wheat when two or three
days old. Bran is an excellent food for
a filler, and should be put when the
chicks can get at.it whenever hungry, but)
of course it does not contain much nour-
ishment so grain must be fed in connee-
tion with it. Chicks that are fed on
grain must get plenty of grit, and should
have access to green food, and plenty of
good clear water—M. M. Wright.

GEESE ON THE FARM

The goose requires plenty of free range
and water. Many raise geese without na-
tural running water on the place, but,
for best success, it is necessary. There
are many farms which have spaces more
or less worthless for ' cultivation that
could be profitably ‘utilized for the rais-
ing of geese. Any low or springy places
traversed by streams or filed with bub-
bling springs are ideal places for the
goose, The care and attention necessary
in the raising of geese, when such a place
is provided, are very trifling, and the cost
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most simple is three parts lard to onel-

of food is pricﬁ'cally nothing, because

geese on free range will pick up most of
their food from grasses, insects and ma-
terial found in wet places. The housing
required costs very little. Small, inex-
pensive shelters, provided they are kept
clean, are all that is necessary. Geese are
comparatively long-lived “birds, but gand-
ers should net be kept after three years
of age. Goose feathers find ready sale on
any market, and are.recognized to be the
best feathers for household uses. There
ig nothing difficult about managing geese.
A gander is usnally mated with two
geese. The lay in the early 'spring.

Nests should be provided. They are usual-

ly allowed to hatch their own eggs; some,
however, place the eggs under hens. The
goslings require a dry place, with aiccess
to plenty of fresh water and young grass.
They will thrive on grass and insects
alone, but grain can well be given in
form of mash to the very young birds. For
fattening, corn, peas or other grain is
good, and a supply of pulped roots will
be found very beneficial in keeping down
expense of feeding. Geese will bring any-
where from one to two dollars and a
half when ready for sale. Counting the
cost, they would be found profitable on
many farms.—F, A,

GROWiNG ROOTS

e

Preparation of the Land and the Best
Method of Culture.

Nearly all land will grow roots if the
owner will give it a chance with proper
handling, and the right kind of roots. We
can’t see how you can afford to be with-
out roots. A rootless farm looks as though
it has a mortgage on it. Get busy.

Get down to werk and give your root
land about twenty tons of barnyard man-

ure per acre, well rotted and short in the
straw. Spread it right off the waggon or
as soon as possible.

Generally speaking, the Swedes will do
the best on heavy' clay land, and on light
sandy land. We expect the best results
from carrots and turnips. The latter will
thrive on almost any soil. Mangolds
should not be sown on a soil which is not
in first class condition, but on a fertile
so0il in good tilth properly manured and
worked in the ‘fall mangolds hold first
place. Find out from your neighbors the
varieties best suited to your district.

If you prepared your root land in the
fall, you did work which will bring re-
sults all this, coming summer and you
have also saved time. By shallow plowing,
discing and rolling last fall, a considerable
quantity of weeds were killed. However,
if you did not prepare your land last
fall, do your best for it now.

Preserving soil moisture is our first ob-
jJect in spring, and in order to do this,
the land should be harrowed with a spike-
toothed harrow as soon as it is fit to
work. If land is plowed in spring it
should be rolled and harrowed as soon as
possible. What we need is a fine and not
too loose seed bed, well worked and com-
paratively weed free. After the use of the
heavier machinery such as the dis¢ har-
row, the spike toothed implement should
always be used in order to put soil in fine
condition, . i

The condition of the soil will partly de-

termine the time of seeding, as you ‘well
know that a warm soil is earlier than a
cold one. As a rule carrots should be
sown first and then mangolds. From the
tenth to fifteenth of May iz the average
time for mangold seed. Swedes are sown
shortly after the mangolds, and if pos-
sible before June 1. Turnips can be put
in aslate as the end of June. Thick seed-
ing ensures a good stand and with from
twenty-five to thirty inches between the
roads, four to five pounds carrot seed,
twelve to fifteen pounds mangold seed,
four to five pounds Swede seed, and from
three to five pounds turnip seed, per acre,
is _about right. :

If you have not proper weeding im-
plements and most of your work must be
done by hand, the drill method of grow-
ing will cost less. Flat land culture, how-
ever, conserves the moisture better and
is one of the potent factors in successful
root growing, especially in dry weather.
—P. E. L., in Oanadian Farm.

TEST THE SEED CORN

The firet essential of successful corn
growing is  the planting of good seed. Good
séed corn is scarce this spring. The wet
fall resuited in much soft corn that failed
to dry out properly, and the extremely
cold weather of the past winter injured
much of it, so that a large percentaga of
it is unfit {or eeed purposes.

The Essex branch of the department of
agriculture this winter tested large quan-
tities of seed corn. Samples were taken
from the farmers’ wagons at the elevators,
from the cribs, or, in some cases, the corn
was brought to be tested. Of all the
samples tested, not over 50 per cent ger-
minated strong and quick. From samples
that were well dried and kept in the
house, from 85 per cent to 95 per cent
germinated. iy

No corn grower can afford to plant corn
this spring that has not been tested. Ten
or twelve ears will plant an acre. If yon
plant only two ears that will not grow
out of ten or twelve, that means that you
are working and cultivating ten acres of
corn, but in reality harvest but eight
acres. This loss would pay for testing
many times over. With poor seed you
often get but half a crop, but by testing
every ear before planting and discarding
the poor ones you can be absolutely eure
of getting a good stand. You should not
only plant corn that will grow under fa-
vorable conditions, but you should plant
strong seed so that it will grow if the
weather conditions are unfavorable.

With our late spring it is essential that
you plant this season only seed corn that
will germinate quick and strong.

It is easy to test seed corn, and it takes
but little time. Make a shallow box 30
inches long by 20 inches wide by 3 inches
deep, inside measurements. Any size box
will answer, but the above size is very
convenient. TFill the box about 11-Z inches
deep with damp sawdust or sand. Over
this sawdust place a cotton cloth ruled
into spaces 2x2 inches. Number the
spaces along the top of the box from 1 to
15 and along the left-hand edge from 1 to
10. In this way each square can be lo-
cated readily.

Having selected the corn to be tested,
take each ear, in the butts drive a nail
to hold small pieces of cardboard num-
bered from 1 to 150. Take ear No. 1 and
remove two kernels from near the buts,
two from the middle, and two from near
the tip, from opposite sides in each case.
Do not take all the kernels from one place
or from one side of the ear. Place six

kernels in space No. 1 with the germs
upward, and the tops pointing down.
After all the spaces have been filled, place
a cotten cloth over the kernels very care-
fully. Thén put on another large cloth
that laps over the box a foot or more in
all directions. Fill the box with saw-
dust or sand, fold edges of cloth over top,
and dampen with warm water. Place :n
a warm place and keep moist. In about
five daye the test will be complete. Lift
out the top cloth containing the sawdust
and then lift the next cloth off very
carefully. Start at No. 1 and throw out
all eare that did not grow. Keep only
those ears in which every kernel of corn
grew, and that germinated strongly. If
seed corn is limited, keep those ears in
which five kernels out of six grew, and
in no case plaat for seed corn of poorer
germination or that germinated weak.

By testing 150 ears at a time, seed suf-
ficient for 12 to 15 acres may be tested at
once, if seed is good. By having more
boxes larger amounts may be tested quick-
ly. After testing and throwing out all
poor ears, remove the tips and butte of
the ears and plant the remainder.

The only way to be sure you have good
seed corn is to test it. As a ‘rule re-
planted corn amounts to very little. You
cannot afford to have to replant it, es-
pecially this year, as the spring is back-
ward and the season likely to be ehort-
enegl.-——W. E. J. Edwards, department of
agriculture, Essex (Ont.)

THE TEAM IN SPRING

Important Factors in Horse Manage-
ment During Busy Season.

Now that spring work is at hand the
farm team needs the best of care, It takes
sound judgment at this season not to do
injury to the horse. The weather is fa-
vorable, the ground in right condition,
and the neighbors all around you are busy
at work getting in their spring crops. In
order that you may be up with them, and
in the excitement of emulation, you are
very apt to overdo your team at the
very outset, since it is not inured to the
task imposed upon it, having done no hard
work all-wimnter.

The farm team should be fed, and work-
ed up in good condition several weeks
ahead, to be equal to the hard labor soon
to tax it to its uttermost. As man is
weak in the spring, so is the horse, and
it must be hardened to take it gradually.
¥ make it a point to take it gently with
the team the first two or three days, giv-
ing them long intervals of rest. The horses
will soon be in firm flesh and able to do
a good day’s work, sufficient to satisfp any
reasonable man.

As the horses are tender, guard against
soreness originating from galls by preven-
tion. I have found the best way to tough-
en the shoulders is by frequently wash-
ing off with cold water, and thoroughly
rubbing with the hand. Shoulders treat-
ed in this way twice a day are seldom,
if ever, subject to soreness. Begin this
treatment a week before using the team
to hard work.

Sometimes in the heat of summer, or
spring work, one of your horses is taken
with the colic probably due to large
draughts of water immediately after fin-
ishing a feed of oats. If it happens to be

a nimple case it may readily yield to the
sdministration of a couple of ounces of
5oda. diluted with water or a good dose
of lime water. Should it not yield to
these simple treatments administer a dosé
of a mixture consisting of one ounce of
laudanum and two ounces of sweet spirits
of nitre along with half a pint of whis-
key in hot water.

A nervous man should have nothing to
do with a nervous horse. If you are a
man of a mervous temperament and have
a horse of like nature, you had better
sell him. Yet with a proper amount of
patience you may overcome the habit and
make a fairly good horse out of him.

For keeping horses in good flesh dur-
ing spring and summer seasons, there is
nothing excels good clover hay, with a
mixture of corn and oats as grain feed.
This variety supplies the. mecessary flesh
producing nutriments.

Each horse should be provided with
two well fitting collars. One to fit when
the horse is in good condition, and the
other when he is reduced to thinness by
work. With this precaution one should
be able to guard against soreness of the
shoulder.

It is my belief that sweat pads worn
under the collars are decidedly more of a
detriment than good, as they produce an
unnecessary heat, and are apt to gall. The
steel, or metallic, collars advertised in
some of our farm papers are used by many
of our neighbors, and seem to give satis-
faction.

For field work the harness should be
durable, but as light as passible. In the
field the horse should be divested of as
much as possible, even as you divest your-
self of all unnecessary clothing in hot
weather.

Keep the mane out from under the col-
lar. It is so persistent in getting in the

humane plan to cut off all that is liable
to get under the collar, as a mneglect of
this has often caused a sore shoulder.

You can keep flies from pestering the
life out of the horses by rubbing the fre-
quented parts with a handful of bruised
smart weed; or, a more convenient way
of using it would be to make a strong
infusion by boiling the weed in water,
and, when cold, applying with a sponge
or brush. The flies will not trouble them
for twenty-four hours afterwards—J. A.
Raiger.

THE DAIRY COW

While the dairy cow should be bony
rather than smooth, she should have a
healthy, thrifty look, not appearing as

gone to seed.

While the ideal udder is large and of
even shape, with teats long, shapely and
eet on a level, so to speak, there ar
many fine cows with ill shaped udders
and teats; but a fleshy udder is debarred
every time. There are exceptions, but
they are so rare that they are not worth
rigking.

The general. shape of the cow should
be like a wedge, the point of the wedge
being the front of the cow. Lean head,
with large, bright eyes and sensitive ears.
The sluggish animal is not the good dairy
cow. All the conformation to the dairy
shape will not make a good cow, unless
good care and feed are part of the daily
routine.

Giving the cows a good scare will re-
sult in more loss of milk than the noisy
dairy workers will believe, unless the tests
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and comparisons are made. All dairy
managers should be impressed with the
necesgity of quiet, gentle management of
the cows. Doesn't the pet cow alwaye du
cxceedingly well>—Emma Clearwaters.

The process of making is simple and no
expensive apparatus is necessary. A large
pot or boiler soarranged that boiling may
be continnous is esential.

When boiling becomes
rapid we pour in this 80 pounds of sul-
phur which has been put through a sieve.
Masake up to 40 gallons with water and
keep the mixture up to 40 gallons during
the boiling process by adding small
amounts of water from time to time. The
total amount of water added will just
be equal to the evaporation from the boil-
er during the boiling. A good plan is to
have a stick with a 40 gallon mark on
it. When the liquid drops below the mark
more water gshould be added. It iz import-
ant that the boiling should be continu-
ous for an hour.

It will be very readily seen that the cost
of such a mixture, home-made is much
less than the commercial product. The
total cost would be:

40 1bs. of lime at one-half cent ....$0.20
80 lbs of sulphur at two cents .... 1.80

WOOL FARMING ON BIG
~ SCALE N QUEENSLAKD

From 20,000 to 60,000 Acres in
Some of the Sheep Grazing
Farms Leased

TWENTY MILLION SHEEP

Flocks Have Increased From Half
a Million in Oolony’s Fifty Years

Queensland has been in existence as a
self-governing colony for fifty years and
her records of material progress and social
advance during that period show results

of which the present day community of
600,000 people may well be proud. The
sheep on their runs have increased from
half a million into flocks numbering twenty
millions, says Engineering.

A country comprising about 429,000,000
acres, a quarter of which has not as yet
been occupied, there are many variations
of climate and quality of the land which
has adapted itself to several uses. The
main feature of the country is the great
dividing range, which more or less governs
the kind of country and its suitability for
various agricultural uses. The country to
the west of this range consists largely of
light timbered, undulating lands covered
with nutritious indigenous grasses, which
are the chief natural qualifications of a
great wool country.

The three chief industries from which
the colony extracts most of her revenue
are sheep and cattle farming, dairying and
sugar growing.

Squatting country is held under pastoral
lease. New runs can only be obtained
after public notification has been made of
their being available. By far the greater
part of the occupied area of Queensland
is held under this tenure—378,000 square
miles out of 670,500 square miles, the whole
area of the state. There is no maximum
or minimum rent or area, but the maxi-
mum term of the lease is thirty years.

Agricultural farms suitable for dairying
and general farming may be acquired in
areas up to 2,560 acres, but so large an
area is not likely to be allowed except in
remote districts. The purchasing price
ranges from 10s. per acre upward. The
term is twenty years and the annual rent
one-fortieth of the purchasing price. With-
in five years the selector must fence the
land, or effect improvements equal to the
value of a fenee. After five years the
freehold may be obtained by the payment
of the balance of the purchase money, but
until the deed of grant is obtained the
land must be continuously occupied by the
selector residing personally on it or by his
manager or agent doing so.

The “grazing farm” represents the most
popular form of selecting pastoral country
in Queensland. The maximum area of such
an estate is 60,000 acres, and the extent
of such a farm may be anything between
that and 20,000 acres. The government

grants a lease, the maximum term of which
is twenty-eight years. The lease can be
renewed at the expiration of the term.
The selector has to enclose the land with
fencing and must reside on the property
during the term of the iease. When the
selection has been enclosed properly, the
occupier receives a lease and may there-
after mortgage or transfer the property.

A word may be said here about the
Queensland artesian wells which have
worked wonders in making sheep and cat-
tle properties independent, to some de-
gree, of the rainfall. Droughte in Queens-
land in future years will be robbed of
some of their severity by the supplies of
underground waters brought to the sur-
face. The latest returne show a total of
1,580 bores in Queensland, in action and
being sunk. The greatest flow is from the
government bore at Charleville, which
yields 3,000,000 gallons of water per day.
This bore has a depth of 1,371 feet. About
three hundred miles represents the aggre-
gate depth bored for water in the state.
The greater part of underground Western
Queensland is occupied by the waterbeds,
which pour out their fertilizing floods for
the benefit of the grazier and pastoralist.

Dairying 18 the most progressive of the
farming industries in Queensland. It has
come with a rush. When the sheep and
cattle kings were the great powers in the
colony, nobody thought of dairy factories:
and the minor farming arts; in fact, one
of the big squatters in deriding proposals
to turn the grand stretch of tableland
west of Brisbane, the Darling Downs, *o
cultivation purposes, said that the Downs
would not grow a cabbage. Now the said
Downs are recognized as one of the best
wheat growing districts in Australia, and
are the centre of the butter producing
areas of Quensland. For years past but-
ter made on the Darling Downs in open
competition with butter from all parts of
Australia and New Zealand at the Lon-
don Dairy Show has secured some of the
first prizes and many other awards. Dry
weather, as with other sections of farm-
ing, at times interferes with dairying very
markedly, and considerable losses take
place in the herds, losses which could
very easily be considerably reduced were
the farms to provide winter feed for Lhe
cows in a systematic way. Butter mak-
ing in Queensland on a commercial scale
is quite a scientific affair, and the gov-
ernment has established a severe grading
test of all butter for export.

A newcomer desirous of going into the
dairying business, after working on a farm
for some time, could take up an “agricul-
tural farm” from the government at ten
shillings per acre, the minimum price. The
term of such a lease is twenty years. The
settler has to fence the farm and reside
on it. As to size, the farm might be from
160 to 1,280 acres. An estimate of the
outlay 'in starting on a 160 acre farm
dairy works out at £214, which includes
£40 for two miles of fencing, £72 for
twelve cows at £6 each, two horses ut
£15 each, £24 for a slabbed house, and
£12 10s. for a thirty gallon separator.
From thirty to eighty cows would be a

fair estimate for 160 acres of good land to |

carry. On one of the big dairying estates
on the Darling Downs, 23,000 acres in ex-
tent, there are 900 cows. The output for
the year was 411,630 gallons of milk, pro-
viding 354,633 pounds of cream. Each cow
earned £8 11d. in cream, and the skim
milk fattened 800 pigs. As a rule, the
eream check pays living expenses, and
crops grown, etc., are clear profit. On the
Darling Downs an ordinary cow is expect-
ed to earn from 10s. to 17s. 8d. per month,
and a higher class animal much more for
eight months average milking. The man
with capital entering into the industry
would probably prefer to buy a well sit-
uated, improved and stocked freehold

dairy farm. For such an estate he might
have to pay up to £15 an acre.

The industry of cane growing is the
specialty of the rich alluvial soils which
occupy extensive tracts of tbe coast lands
of Queensland, extending from latitude 18
degrees §. (Port Douglas) to latitude 25
degrees S. (Bundaberg.) The great centres
of sugar growing are Bundaberg, Mackay
and the “rainy belt” region in the tropical

north of the state. The Englishman going !

into this business would concern himself
only with growing and harvesting the
cane. The manufacture of sugar is in the
hands of the great mill owners. Whether
white men can work on the sugar fields
of North Queensland is a question of poli-
tics as well as of practical impertance. The
fact that that 98 per cent of all the sugar
made in Queensland has been grown by
whites settles the question in the affirma-
tive. The most important part of the labor
on a sugar farm is harvesting the cane.
This commences in June and dasts for
about six months. June is midwinter in
Queensland and from then to, say, the end
of October, work in the cane fields is not
trying. November and December are the
trying months. There is a duty of £6 per
ton on sugar imported in Australia and the
man who employs white labor on his sugar
farm receives from the Australian govern-
ment a bounty of from 6s to 7s 6d per ton
of cane, according to the district in whiclf
his farm is situated. A smart cane cutter
can earn from 9s to 158 per day, save a
good check by the end of the season and
starts as a cane grower himself. A year or
two ago 1,000 farmers at Mackay produced
£500,000 worth of sugar between them.
To start as a cane grower a man must
have a minimum of £200 to £3500. He
must have had experience working with
some other farmers for a season or so.
Good sugar land can be taken up at about
158 per acre. This has to be cleared and
fenced; £1,000 would go a long way in
buying a nice block of cleared sugar land,
300 acres or so. Dairying and maize grow-
ing are assicated with cane cultivation,and,
taking one thing with another, cane farm-
ing in Queensland seems to be a fairly
sure way of making a competence and
something more.

The general social conditions of Queens-
land are pleasant, resembling in many re-
spects those prevailing in England, and
the Englishman settling there finds him-
self right away among friends. Education-
al advantages for children are of the first
order and social arts and recreation are on
a broad basis and open to all. Queensland’s
pleasant, sunny climate makes for optim-
ism. The cost of living, compared with
other countries in the Southern Hemi-
sphere, is by no means high, the necessar-
ies of life are cheap, and an agriculturist
in Queensland would find his general do-
mestic expenditure quite on the moderate
side.

KEEPING POULTRY
FOR PROFIT

P

ARTICLE I.—HOW TO BEGIN.

Here is something that most any boy
can do, and, if he pays attention to it,
he can do it just as well as a man, and
make a man’s pay. Give a clucking hen a
dozen eggs, and see that food and water
is left where she can get it when she
| wants it ,and she will do the rest. And
the number of chickens that you can raise
in any one season will depend upon the
number of clucking bens that you have to
|start with. Good eggs can be purchased
almost anywhere, but clucking hens are
not so easily procured when you want
them, and, for that reason, those who wish
to hatch out a large number of chickens
in any one season are forced to use incu-
bators. For anything less than 100 chick-
ens use hens, but if more than 100 is de-
| sired, it“will pay to use an incubator and
brooder of standard make.

My advice to anyone who has never
| raised chickens is to begin with a few
| hens and work up. ILearn the business
with a few hens and then you will be able
|to look after a large number and make
them pay you a handsome profit. But you
| must first make the smallest number pay,
| else it would be folly to hatch out a large
} number,
| The firet thing necessary to provide is a
| suitable house and run. For & few hens,
116 or 20, a small house (6x9) with a win-
| dow facing the south will do nicely. Do
| not make the house too warm, but make
| it tight, and put a floor in it so that the
| hens will be free from dampness at all sea-
sons of the year. A hen will thrive in ten
degrees of frost, and lay regularly, but
she will not thrive at all in a damp house
or one that has open cracks through which
the wind blows. If the house is well
made, the window may be removed and
left open every fine day winter and sum-
mer. If a hen has plenty of fresh air it
does not matter so much about the amount
of floor space, though it is well to give
each hen at least three square feet. The
writer has had abundant success with a
|large pen of Rhode Island Reds that had
| not more than two feet of floor space
| each, but a cotton window a yvard square
‘facing south was entirely removed even
| when the thermometer registered ten to
| twenty below zero, and was only put in
| nights or during snow storms by day. All
’che chickens in that pen were hatched in
| an incubator last June and reised by the
| hopper dry-feed method which I will de-
scribe later on. They began to lay on
Dec. 17, and since early in January they
have given me $1 a day profit over and
above all cost of feeding, and I have given
them no special care or attention. But,
| please remember that this is not my first
| experience with hens, though from the
|very first I have had almost phenomenal
success. For a dozen years I have raised
| them—by the dozen, and by the hundred
with hens, and by the hundreds with in-
cubators, and so far the balance hag al-
ways been on the right side of my book.

For a pen of 25 hens of the larger
breeds, such as Rocks, Wyandottes, Reds,
etc., tne house should be about 8x12 though
8x14 would be better, and 8x15 better still,
though the latter is quite large enough,

{For a pen of from 40 to 50 the house

should not be less than 8x16, but better
9x18 or 10x17. It is not well to keep over

50 hene in any ome pen. It will pay ypu
to divide them into two pens. The lighter

it

breeds, such ae Leghorns, will stand
crowding better than the otherg, but it
never pays to crowd any breed too much
Boys on farms cap earn a lice little in-
come by raiging chickens for market or
hens for laying purposes, and they have a
big advantage over the city boy, for often
the hens can be given free range on the
farm, and at such time the feed bill will
be reduced to next to nothing, and at all
times there is a lot of waste grain and
vegetables about a farm that can be fed to
hens, and thus the cost of keeping ie
greatly reduced. There is a little gold
mine in hens for the boy on the farm who
will give a little time and attention to
them, and even the city boy who has a
good back yard to his lot and a little in
genuity in his head can make hens pay
well, and provide for himself a most in-
teresting diversion at the same time. Here
is the experience of one city breeder who
had only a city lot, 30x120 feet:
Average number of hens kept during tha
year, 25.
Average number of eggs laid by each
hen, 138.
Received for eggs and poultry sold..$162.89
Paid for grain, fixtures, etc........ 72.36
$ 90.53
Increase in value -of stock on hand.. 40.00

Many others have done as well or bet-
ter than this, and no man knows just wha
he may do until he tries.

The beginner is often perplexed to know
what breed to keep. After years of ex
perience, I have come to the conclusion
that there is no “best” breed, as almost
any breed will give good satisfaction if
properly cared for. Any of the American
breeds, Rocks, Wyandottes, Reds, etc
are good winter layers, but persistent set-
ters during spring and summer months
That 1s, they lay well when eggs are high
priced and ease off when eggs are low in
price, and this, you will observe, is far
from being a defect.

The Mediterranean breeds, e. g. Leg
horns, Minorcas, etc.,, while not so hardy
as the American breeds, have this excel-
lent virtue that they do not set at all,
and while fair winter layers, do their best
work in epring and summer, when the
Rocks and Reds are hatching out a new
supply of chickens. By keeping a small
pen of Rocks or Reds and another pen of
Leghorns, one should have fresh eggr
nearly all the year round.

Halifax, May 6—The cable ship Minia
arrived at 1.45 this morning and the bodies
of C. M. Hays and the others on board wikl
be landed immediately and transferred to
the morgue. Any that are claimed will
be ready for shipment today.

The Halifax board of trade has sent a
beautiful wreath for the mortuary car in
which Mr. Hays’ body will be taken to
Montreal.

Another Steamer to Search.

Halifax, May 5—The search for Titanic
bodies is to be continued and the govern-
ment steamship Montmagny will sail to-
morrow afternoon relieving the Minia,
which' iz expected to arrive with less than
twenty bodies tomorrow.

The White Btar officiala tried hard to
get another steamship but failed. The two
cableships are required for their reguiar
work, the French cable requiring the Mac-
Kay-Bennett and the Minia is also needed
elsewhere.

Efforts were made to obtain the steam-
ship Seal, which bas wireless equipment,
but these proved futile. As a last recourse
an application was made to the dominion
government for the Montmagny, which has

een lying here for some time undergoing
repaire.. This work was about completed.
At first the officials of the marine depart-
ment at Ottawa were disinclined to allow
the Montmagny to go, but a request was
made direct to Hon. R. L. Borden and
through him to the minister of marine,
and the steamship was ordered to get
ready.

Barges have been alongside all day at the
dockyard coaling the Montmagny and she
will be ready to sail tomorrow afternoon.
The Montmagny is about four knots faster

When Captain Moore
knows there’s ice about at night he
stops his engines and waits for
daylight, The Mount Temple may be a
little late at Bt.

on the steamer told him that the Titanic

did not, he believed, hit an iceberg, but
that while trying to make a record for

‘the first, the boilers burst.

In answer to questions asked by Senator
Smith regarding the treatment of steer-
age passengers, Buckley eaid that he
thought they were given as good an op-
portunity to escape as the first and sec-
ond pasengers.

He said he got into the sixth lifeboat
to leave the ship and when the order
came for men to leave the boats he was
crying. A woman whom he thought was
Mrs. John Jacob Astor saw him and cov-
ered him up with a ehawl, in order, that
he might escape.

He testified that the officers fired at
men in the lifeboats and made them come
back to the ship.

Franklin Issues Denial.

‘New Yprk, May 3—P. A. S. Franklin,
vxce-presldent of the International Mer-
cantile Marine, issued a statément this af-
ternoon regarding the sinking of the
Titanie, in which he declared emphatically
that he had no authentic information that
the Titanic had sunk until he received a
w1re14ess message at 6 o’clock Monday
evening, April 15.

Mr. Frauklin also said that he joined
with the senate investigating committee
in a desire to sift reports to the contrary
to the bottom. The statement reads:

‘“‘Referring to statements that have ap-
peared in the préss during the last few
days based upon Mr. Dunn’s testimony in
Washington to the effect that we received
a telegram between 7.45 and 8 o’clock
Monday morning, April 15, officially ad-
vising us of the sinking of the Titanic and
making some mention of reinsurance, I can
only emphatically deny the receipt of such
telegram. ‘

HE TITANIC AND AFTER

(By - Hugh Martin, in London Daily

' News.)

While the world as waiting for the full
story of the Titanic's misfortune. its im-
pulse will inevitably be to “find a
reason.” That is the first consolation
human nature always seeks in the face
of disaster. Though we cannot tell ex-
actly how it happened, we know why it
happened, is quite a common mental et-
titude. The gigantic size of the wrecked
liner offers in the present
obvious peg upon which to bhang an ex-
planation. Indeed, so true is this that a
shrinking, half unconscious but none the
less operative, is bound to be felt by a
great body of the travelling public against
embarking in these vast floating cities—,
shrinking that will only cease when the
shock of yesterday's news has been blunt-
ed by time. Moreover the collision of the
Olympic and Hawke and the fact that an
accident due to suction was narrowly
‘averted when the Titanic set out upon
her unlucky maiden voyage are bound to
be coupled in the public mind with the
present incident.

Is there any foundation for the sugges-
tion that the size of ships is being allowed
to outgrow the power of men to control
them? All expert opinion is against suh
a theory. There would seem to be little
doubt that, at any rate on the high seas,
the truth is exactly the reverse; the
bigger the ship the smaller the chance
of shipwreck. Steadiness in handling,
guch is the great sea virtue which a mam-
moth vessel of today can boast in far
higher degree than could the ships of
twenty years ago. The rough and ready
explanation is that the larger the vessel
the more waves it can take at a time, and,
provided that its speed is not excessive,
the greater the regularity of running. In
fact, a big ship with adequate power be-
hind it is actually declared by the sailors
to be more “manageable” than a small
one.

When, however, the behavior of a ship
in narrow waters is considered, the trend
of opinion is found to be different. Re-
cent experience has proved that with ships
of the Titanic class there is a constant
danger of minor mishaps when in or ap-
proaching port, and minor mishaps are
only symptoms of major risks. It is this
problem, bound up closely with the vital
question of harbor accommodation for
leviathan liners, that ie exercising the
minds of shipping magnates and naval
engineers alike.

One thing is certain; the mammoth ship
has come to stay. Lord Pirrie has ex-
pressed the opinion that the 100,000 ton
liner is a possibility of the twentieth cen-
tury. Mr. Booth, chairman of the _Cun;\rd
Company, holds the less romantic view
that the future of the trans-Atlantic trade
lies with the 40,000 to 50,000 ton passen-

| Olympic and Titanic represent the normal,
| aa against the gigantic or abnormal type
of Atlantic ferry boat. However that may
be, the Cunard line have resolved to go
one better than the White Star, and are
accordingly building the Aquitania at
\Clydebank; while the Hamburg-Amerika
|line are responding with thé Imperator.

The figures for the Aquitania and Im-
perator must only be taken as inside esti-
mates, for the rivalry between the Engiish
and German lines has been so sharp that
'more than one alteration in design has
already been made. These vessels will not
be launched till 1913. Each is costing a
million and three-quarters to build, will
burn some 800 tons of coal a day, and car-
ry 4,000 passengers and a crew of about
a thousand.

What, it will be asked, is the advantage
aimed at by this constant increase of
bulk? The answer is contained in one
word — profits. The big boat is the
supremely comfortable boat, and therefore
attracts passengers. It is also the boat
with large cargo-carrying capacity in pro-
portion to the power expended. It draws
revenue fromi every eource open to the
shipowner. Provided there are people and
things to fill it—and both people and
things are passing in larger numbers every
year between the two continents—it pays
better than its smaller rival. That is why
the race for a speed record has become a
race for a tonnage record. Beyond a cer-
tain point specialization in speed spells
bankruptey. That is why the piling up
of tons instead of knots will only be
limited in future hy the capacity of the
harbore of the world.

The problem of the next fifty years has
to be tackled by the civil engineer, not by
the naval engineer. It is the problem of
dock-making, not of ship-building. The
coming of the 1,000-foot liner is testing to
the utmost resources every famous
harbor in Europe and America, and rival
harbor boards are struggling with little
short of dismay to prepare for the annual-
ly increasing call upon their capital and
enterprise. But for the fact that dock
and barbor making is a much more diffi-
cult and tedious process than ship-build-
ing, the growth of the float ing city would
undoubtedly have been swifter, amazingly
swift as it has actually been. Instead of

a 45,000 ton Titanic, a Titanic of 60,000
tone might bave been holed by Sunday’s
iceberg, and 5,000 instead of 3,000 souls
placed in jeopardy.

London, May 3—Tht attorney-general,
8ir Rufus Isaacs, today addressed the
wreck commission which is investigating
the loss of the White Star hiner Titanic.
He set forth the facts as understood by
the government, and laid special emphasis
upon the evidence that a speed of twenty-
one knots was maintained after the warn-
ings of ice ahead had been received right
up to the moment of collision.

The whole of the forenoon session was
taken up with his statement, which
brought out little that had not been al-
ready developed at the senatorial inquiry
in Washington. The attendance of specta-
tors was small. A group of sailors, sur-
vivors of the sea tragedy, who arrived here
on the S.8. Lapland from New York and

had been subpoenaed to testify, were ob-|

jects of interest.

When the the court opened, Lord Mer- |

gey who heads the commission, granted
permission to President Lewis of the Sea-
men’s Union, and to an attorney for the
Imperial Mercantile Guild, to participate
in the proceedings. The union is a new
organization composed of 4,000 Southamp-
ton sailors. Two hundred and twenty-
eight of ite members were employed on the
Titanic, and of these only seventy sur-
vived The officers of the Titanic were
members of the guild.

The inquiry is likely to extend over sev-
eral weeks, and will be devoted largely
to technical details.

On
her first and last voyage, the vessel car-
ried 1,316 passengers and 892 persons in
her crew. She was fitted with fifteen
bulkheads, and a number of watertight
doors being designed to still float«in the
event of any two adjoining compartments
being flooded, under which condition the
top of the bulkhead would be 2 12 or
three feet above the water.

The Titanic's speed, the attorney-general
gaid, on April 14, was twenty-one knots
an hour. which was never lessened up to
the time of the collision. During that
day. the Caronia and the Baltic had sent
wireless messages, to the Titanic, stating
that icebergs, ‘‘growlers” and “fielders”
were in ‘her track.

TOPOGRAPHICAL
SURVEY OF CITY
T0 B MADE

Engineers from Geological
Department Here for That
Purpose--Will Be of ‘Great
Use.

Monday, May 6.

With extension of tne city in eeveral
directions in view of the decision of the
dominion geological department to make a
topographical survey of the city and sur-
roundings for which purpose S. C. McLean
and F. Lanning, of the department, ar-
rived here yesterday, appears to be a most
timely one.

Advocates of the adoption of a proper
system of town-planning have put forward
as one of the first requisites the making
of an accurate topographical survey and
Mr. McLean, who will be in charge of
the work, promises that the survey will
be a most accurate one, showing the con-
tour and culture lines and indicating shore

[lines, buildings and other surface features.

Mr. McLean said that the topographical
survey would cover an area of about 120
square miles, including the city and run-

*|ning about ten miles one way by twelve

in the other direction, thus including all
the suburban districts where development
is looked for. The map will be prepared
on a scale of one mile to the inch with a
contour elevation of twenty feet. Owing
to the emall scale lot lines on sub-divisions
will not be indicated but the map will be
of great service in laying water and sewer-
age pipes, planning drainage systems,, lay-
ing out streets or any of the important
features of town planning. The field work
and mapping will be finished in a year's
tine and may be possible then to eecurs
advance copies if required, but in another
vear the lithographing and printing will
be completed and the maps will be avail-
able for public distribution.

Mr. McLean will be in the city and
vicinity for about a month arranging for
the control and triangulation for the work
and will be joined later by A, C. T. Shep-
hard and a party of eight or ten engineers
wha will go into camp near the city and
remain until the completion of the ifield
work. This will be the only topographical
party at work in New Brunswick this
summer, although Mr. Young, of the geo-
logical branch of the department, will be
carrying on investigations at certain
points.

Disappointed if Change is Not Made—Likely to Be Sub-|

let to Contractors—Says St. John May Well Take a Les-
son from Vancouver in Regard to Its Streets.

Monday, May 6.

Although it was announced gome days
ago that the breakwater enclosing the new
harbor at Courtenay Bay would be built
]ust’ below the Municipal Home, as shown
on the ori\gina.l plan, the matter does not
yet appear to be definitely settled, as W.
Burton-Stewart, managing director of the
Canadian Norton Griffiths organization,
told The Telegraph yesterday before leav-
ing on his return to Montreal, that he
still hoped to see the breakwater go far-

* ther down. .

Mr. Burton-Stewart said that success in
bringing a big steel ing plant, em-
ploying 2,000 hands, to St. John, depended
largely on the question of securing a suit-
able site and that if the breakwater were
built near the Municipal Home there
seemed little hope of securing a site with
enough water frontage to warrant the
erection of a large steel plant.

‘“The company as contractors, of
course,” said Mr. Burton-Stewart, ‘‘should
not be concerned with the matter of de-
ciding on a site for the breakwater, but
I find that St. John people are very keen
on getting the harbor made larger, and
it will be a very great disappointment to
me if this is not accomplished.

“Let me say there still appears to be some
hope that there will be a change and the
beginning of work on the contract has
been delayed for this reason. When work
actually commences on the breakwater,
however, there need to no further delay
as other matters in connection with the
contract may be straightened out while the
breakwater is being built.” %

Mr. Burton-Stewart said that it was
very probable that the breakwater would
be let. out by sub-contract, but that much
depended upon the terms which were ask-
ed. To a query whether or not local con-
tractors were figuring on the work, Mr.
Burton-Stewart said: ‘“Well, they will at
least be responsible firms, or they will
not get the work.”

Mr. Burton-Stewart said that some pre-
liminary work had been done in the way
of borings and making surveys, and that

the actual work would begin long before
his next visit here which will be some
time in June. In three weeks, he said,
the work should be going on and he did’
not deny the report that some of the con-
tracts might be let during the present
week.

The managing director of the company
which will ‘take such an important part
in the building of a Greater St. John,
came here direct from Vancouver and Vic-
toria (B. C.), where the construction
branch of the concern has been putting up
some splendid buildings. Speaking of the
work, he said that the firm had about
completed the Dominick Burns office build-
ing which was the largest in Vancouver,
if ‘not in Canade, eighteen storeys or 285
feet high, with a clock twenty-two feet
in diameter surmounting the whole. In-
cluded in ‘the fourteen buildings erected
in Vancouver were public schools and hos-
pitals and Mr. Burton-Stewart says that
he never saw such development in any city
as had taken place in Vancouver in omne
year.

Miles of Streets Paved.

‘“Miles of new streets have been paved,”
he said, ‘“right out into the suburbs, open-
ing up many new sub-divisions, and St.
John may well profit from the example
of this Westérn city. There is no reason
why St. John in the next few years should
not show such development as has taken
place in Vancouver and our firm hopes to
build some skyscrapers in 8t. John before
many years have passed.”

The Norton-Griffiths Company is also
engaged in the erection of large apartment
house and a new Union Bank building
in Victoria and has submitted a tender
for a new system of waterworks for Brit-
ish Columbia’s capital costing $1,500,000.

Mr. Burton-Stewart was accompanied to
St. John by L. G. Bristowe, of 'the Lon-
don office of the company, and P. R. War-
ren, chief “engineer for* ‘Eastarn Canada.
Mr. Bristowe returned to Montreal with
Mr. Burton-Stewart and both will sail by
the Lusitania on her next trip from New
York.

WINTER PORT SEASON

IS PRACTICALLY CLOSED

Great Increase in Business—Returns Are Most Encourag-
ing, and Prospects Are That Next Season Will Smash All
Records—The Last Passenger Boats.

Saturday, May 4.
With the steaming of the C. P. R, liner
‘Empress of Britain, Captain Murray, at
2 o'clock yesterday afternoon the winter-

port season for 1011-12 was, practically
brought to a close, the departure of the
Allan liner Tunisian and Donaldson liner
Cassandra today marking the actwel fin-
ish so far as the passenger boats are con-
cerned.

The Britain took away 630 passengers
including 100 saloon, 150 second cabin and
400 eteerage. She got away soon after 2
o’clock.

The Donaldson liper Cassandra, Captain
John Mitchell, will get away about 2
o’clock this afternoon for Glasgow with
about 100 passengers.” The Allan liner
Tunisian, Captain Fairful, is not expected
to steam for LiverPobl before this even®
ing and ehe will likely bave about 200.
The majority of the winter staffs of the
various steamship companies have already
gone to Montreal and Quebec and by the
first of the week they all will have gone.

Most of the C. P, R. west side winter
staff have already gone, sufficient only re-
maining to get the Empress away. the
C. P. R. passenger staff Messrs. L. Sara-
sin, K. West and L. Delisle left S8aturday
last, G. H. Paquet left Thuraday and
Frank W. Hemilton will leave this even-
ing. About all of the Allan line outside
staff have gone. W. J. McGiffin, marine
superintendent and B. L. Gaffney, head
checker will leave Monday. Of the Allan
office staff F. Fantacy left Monday, 8. C.

Blair left Tuesday and Harry Baird is to
leave tonight. R. B. Teakle, manager of
the office staff, expects to leave Monday.

Captain Gillies, marine superintendent
of the Donaldson line and Robert Duncan
and C. Btanfield of the wharf staff bave
already gone and A. J. Stebbi of the
office staff will go tonight. F. H. Under-
down and W. T. Mulroney, of the Elder-
Dempster staff have also gone and the
staff of the New Zealand Shipping Com-
pany will leave Monday on ‘the departure
of the Tokomaru of that line.

A Fine Season.

The season generally bas been the best
in the history of the winterport. The ex-
ports are more than $4,500,000 over last
season and when the totals are completed
will be more than $5,000,000 which is ahead
of any previous season by some millions.
For the entire season of 1010-11 the total
export business was $23,669,042 for 111
steamers. The total for 111 steamers this
season ig $28,245,992 whioch in actual figurcs
m 84,576,050 over last season and there
are still cargos of about three or four
steamers to be added. The passenger busi-
ness showe a slight falling off from last
season of gomething more than 2,000. The
total number of passengers arriving lust
season was 40,800 as againet 38,697 this
seagon. But last season was an exception-
al one, being more than 10,000 in advance
of the preceding season.

Foster arrived on the Boston train Satur-
day night and drove in a coaeh to the
General Public Hospital.

When
the doctors examined him soon after his
arrival at midnight they found a rash on
the body which was very like smallpox.

Dr. A. F. Emery and Dr. Geo. G. Mel-
vin were then called and after seeing the
man advised his removal to the isolation
hospital. This was accomplished before
morning and prompt measures were' taken
to disinfect all those who had been in
contact with the man and to close the
room in the hospital in which he had been
lying for a few hours. The ooach and
the railway car in which he had heen
traveling ‘were also discovered and fumi-
gated énd as a last pre‘cautiomry measure,
the hospital yester8ay wae closed to visii-
ors. ‘

The privileges granted to banks may
maintained, or they may be withdrawn or
| greatly diminished. Parliament could en-

1force a system of public regulation and

statute

control far more severe than any inspec-|

{tion that is now demanded. Parliament
| could make banking a department of gov-
ernment.

So long as there is reasonable competi-
tion in banking, reasonable liberty will
be allowed to banks. But as soon as the
idea sinks into the public mind that bank-
ing is a monopoly, there will be a demand
for the strictest kind of regulation, or for
government ownership outright.

The history of railways here furnishes
an instructive analogy. At one time the
people of Canada were inclined to depend
on competition in railways. Some of us
remember the Great Western Railway, the
Northern, the Credit Valley, the Toronto,
Grey, and Bruce, the Toronto and Nipis-
sing. A day come when all these were
absorbed by the Grand Trunk and the
Canadian Pacific. Then it was recognized
that competition was no protectior to the
public, and that the government must in-
tervene That was the origin of the Rail-
way Commission, in which disputes be-
tween railways and shippers are heard.
Not only so, but there was a very strong
agitation for government ownership of
railways. In municipal affairs we find a
very generally acceptable belief in public
ownership and control of street railways,
electric lighting and power, and all public
utilities which are in their pature mono-
polies.

The enthusiasts for mergers in banking
are doing their best to demonstrate that
banking is in its nature a monopoly. If
that is true, the inevitable result will be
state control, if not state ownership. The
merchants, manufacturers, and farmers of
Canada will
business and livelihood at the mercy of
an oligarchy, exercising powers as great
ag those of the governments and parlia-
ments of the.country. If Mr. White and
his colleagues cannot prevent the mergers,
they must see to it that the government
hag absolute control over the banks, and
means, not only of ensuring absolute safe-
ty to depositors, but of doing justice to
merchants and manufacturers, just as the
Railway Commission now does justice to
shippers. Every merger increases the re-
sponsibility of the government. He who
says that monopoly is the inevitable law
of banking should weigh weH all the con-
sequences that flow from that declaration.

1t was the contention of the peti-
tioners that the crown was an insurer, and
liable as a common carrier for the value
of the goods destroyed; also that there
wase negligence on the part of the employes
of the crown.

The reply of the crown was that the
{ crown is only liable in cases of negligence,
that the goods having arrived at their!
destination were at the risk of the ﬂwnel‘,‘J
and that chap. 36 of the Revised Statutes|
of Canada, sections 41 and 60, did not en-|
large the liability; also that there was no
evidence of negligence on the part of em-|
ployes, nor was there any defect in the|
lanterns alleged by the petitioners to have |
I been the cause of the fire.

A particular point of importance in the
case was whether or not the crown was|
an insurer. A common c¢arrier is an in-|
surer according to law, but a warehouse-|
man is not, and is not liable as an insurer, |
although he is liable for negligence if such
be proved against him. A great number |
